New York, July 8.
Among the attractions at Ionia, Michi-
gan, July 4, was a balloon ascension by

}Prof. La Mountain. The ascension was

made from ‘the public square. When the
bal @ nist had attained an altitudeofabout

theballoon parted, precipitating the Pr_o:f :
fessor to the ground,killing him instantly.

He fell on the square from whence he
started. A letter received here to-day
gives the following details of the acci-
dent :- “When fully a half amile from the
earth, and when the whole structure
Jooked no larger than a hogshead the
balloon slipped between the ropes and
was instaatly inverted. The car and oc-
capant dropped like & shot with the most
terrific velocity, the unfortunate man
clinging to the basket. That he
was conscious was evident from
his strugzles. With all the intensity of &
life he sought to raise the basket above
him, evicently hoping to use it as a par-
achute. He succeeded in his object,but
when about 100 feet high he loosed his

" I'hold, folded his hands and arms before

his face and his feet firsi struck the
ground with & dull, heavy thud. Then
ensued a panic and uproar in the
crowded multitude. Women fainted,
strong men wept, and the canvas came
flying over the crowd like a huge bird.
