Liverpool Women and Cottages.

Mr. Mark M. Pomeroy says of Liver.
pool, in his latest paper on his Earopean
ramblings :

More in Liverpool than in New York,

| or any American cily, are women to be

found as clerks, They are in stores of all
kinds, from the elegant millinery eéstab-
lishment to the huckster shop. We find.
them as proprietors and clerks in hotels,
in charge of paréel and waiting rooms at
depots; as ticket takers -in places of
amusement; in hardware storcs, book
stores, restanrants and other public
placés, busily engaged earning their liv-
ing and adding not only to their own
business capacity and- intellectuality but
to the wealth of the country.

At the hotel where we had rooms the
business officé’ was in charge of stout,
rosy-checked young women.
we noticed that a middle aged lady went
about gathering into & tin box the gold
and silver results of the day and that she
locked the money in a safe, gave orders
to male and female help and exercised
authority in an unmistakable mauner.

Qur_ experience in England led us to
think thal women make better hotel-
keepers than do men. They are not so

tsociable when-it:comes to smoking, spit-

ting tobacco juice and entertaining a lot
of “boys” with smutty steries as is the
custom in many American inns, but they
keep the house in better order and look
out for the pennies that make the pounds

'and thus all the personal property in a

hotel is better carved for than is generally
the case where men have the finaneial
routine of hotel care and keeping on their
masculine hands. ‘

One thing we notice particularly in
Liverpool. The great number of really
neat and very comfortable bouses for the
working class. In some parts of the
city, especially toward the environ
known as Bootle, there are hundreds and

We
knocked at the doors, asked for and ob-
tained permission to enter s¢veral of these
houses to sce how they were arranged.
The most of them were of the samg ‘de-
sign. A narrow hall with stairs leading
to the upper story.
room, perhaps twelve feet square. A
dining-room of similar siz¢ back of the
parlor, and then a leanto—or kitchen;
from two to four bed rooms up-stairs and
we have the home of thousands of pcople

homes instead ot tenement house rooms in
which to live.

New Yeork Startied.
 Nuw York; Feb. 2.

The finding on Saturday, by ‘the po-
lice, of a quantity of hand grenades'in &
cellar on Bleeker street, has led to o far-
ther sesrch for similar weapous, belong-
ing to parties who participated in the
recent. workingmen’s demonstration.
This morning some more grenades were
found at .the house of a German on
Seventh straet, near Tompkins square,

It is evident that it was intended to use
these dangerous missiles against the po-
lice in the event of a riot. .

The grenades were roughly made snd
were farnished by some men who belong
to the Paris Colnmune, and who came to
New York about & year ago.

Superi#tendent of Police Matsell says
he has obtained some startling informa-

monstration, wihich he does nol deem
prudent to make public at present.

The hand grenades found on Bleecker
street belonged to & man mamed De-
bouchy, who said they were yiade three
years ago for the committ¢é of Safety in
Bordeaux, when the comm#nistic agita-
tion was prevailing in France, but that
the tronbles there having ceased before
they were ready for shipment, they were
placed in his care for storage by .the
New York Committee of Safety, and
bad remained in his cellar ever since.
He said he wus a Commuunist in
principle, and bélonged to the In-
ternational order,’ but insisted that he
had lived here for eighteen years,and had
not been found guilty of rioting orincen-
diarism: Tt is stated at police headquar-
ters, however, that Debouchy was a pe-
troleuse in Paris during the days of the
Commune. !

While they were pre-
paring a hot drink to give him, he fell
dead.

An Australian Hangman.
{From the Pall Mall Gazette,]

Among other remarkable men who
passed away in the year just brought to
a close was one whodeserves mentioning
as having, although born in this country,
devoted many years in the antipodes to a
work of greatutility. William Bamford,
who died the other dayin Melbourne Hos-
pital, had been hangman of the colony of

Victoria since 1857, and also held the
honorable office of public flagellator until
seized one day with an asthwnatic attack
when wielding the cat.

Mr. Bamford, who was seventy-three
years of age when he died, had himself
in the days of his youth received 800
lashes when serving in the 23d Fusiliers
at Gosport, of which regiment he was a
member for twenty years, only leaving it,
indeed, on account of some irregularity
of conduct, which led to his being trans-
ported to Van Diemen’s Land, where he
arrived in the Royal Sovereign in the
year 1841. Having served his sentence,
he proceeded to Victoria, to the ‘“dig-
gings,” and remained unnoticed till 1857,
when he volunteered to hang an old mur-
derer, named Mason, in Melbourne, and
from that time until just before his de-
ceasc he executed all the criminals sen-
tenced to death in the colony, with only
one exception.

It was Mr. Bamford's practice to keep
count and mutter after an execution the
number fof his fellow creatures he had
assisted out of the world. After execut-
ing a black man at Ballarat on the 11th of
August last, he was heard to ejaculate in
a hoarse whisper, “Seventy-one.” Inap-
pearance he was not prepossessing, and
his claims to personal beauty were not
heightened by the absence of one
of his eyes, which he unfortunately
lost in a row at Melbourne about
fif.ceen ycaisago. His habits were no*,
strictly speaking, temperate. Yet therc
must have been something very *taking”
in his conviviality, for after an execution
He was want to spend his money freely
with ¢a degraded lot,” who were on the
lookout for him when he left jail. On re-
celving notice that he would be in wait-
ing for a hanging, he would with singular
abstemiousness,voluntarily imprison him-
self for two or three days, and sleep
off all traces of intoxication. After pin-
joning a condemned criminal, he invari-
ably murmured in his ears the words
«@God bless you!”’ and on one occasion,
when the man executed died instantane-
a sweet smile was observed to
steal over his face, as leaning over the
drop and looking up at his work, he re-
marked: *The best job in the country;
that makes forty-seven.”

The Late Billy Calver.

A Newfoundland gentleman contributes
the following to Tur TRIBUNE:

A most remarkable man was «“Billy”
Calver, as lie was familiarly called, who
died at St. John's, Ne\vfnupdlnnd, on the
seventeenth of January last. He must
have reached near the allotted space of
four score years, and was generally con-
sidered a miser, but to say he was very
eccentric would, perhaps, be more just.
He owned a large amount of real estate
{n St. Johu’s, and when he took a notion
to a tenant (to whom perhaps the world
was not over kind) he would let him live
on in undisturtel possession and never
ask a penny rent. To meet him on the
street, a stranger would imagine him an
escaped Iunatic, or if in the vicinity of a
poor house, one of its occupants. He
generilly wore ‘‘an old grey coat all but-
toned ‘up before,” with a huge collar
reaching the rim of his hat, a pair of pants
six or eight inches too long and turned ap
at the bottom,exposing the cotton lining.
His hat was of greasy felt,that might have
cost “three and nine” and secn ten years
service.

He used to attend auction sales and buy
almost everything, for instance, old kit-
chen tables and chairs, drawing room
and other furniture, as well as handsome
mirrors, plate, carpets, etc. These he
would cram into his dweling (portions
of which never saw daylight) wherc
moth and dusf did corrupt, but thieves
were never known to break through,
as there was always a fuithful dog on
sentry. Though Billy is said never to
have led a blushing bride t> the altar, a
son bears his name, and who earned a
living by working as common laborer for
three or four shillings a day. He need
never do so again, and he may yet lord it
over some of his former taskmasters, as
Billy left him the forti.nate possessor of
seventy thousand pounds.

Telegraphic Notes.

New YoORK, Feb. 3.
SHIPWRECK AND BUTCHERY.

A letter from Sydney, Australia, Dec.
20th, says that last week, Her Majesty's
ship Dido returned here from a cruise,
bringing as passenger aseamen, the sole
survivor of the crew ot the bark Plato.
The ship left nere here for China with
coal some months ago,struck & reef north
of New Caledonia, the crew escaping in
one of the hoats and making for Solo-
‘mon’s Island. On reaching their desti-
nation they were mercilessly slaughtered
by the natives. The mate shot himself
rather than be tortured by the savages,
and the survivor was spared from the su-
perstitious belief that, as half a dozen
arrows by which he was pierced had not
toucheda visal part, it would be un'ucky
to attack him again. Fortunately the
Dido hearing of a white man being in
captivity there, rescued him, and at the
same time arrested three of the principal
murderers, one of whom committed sui-
cide by poisoning himself next night.

DEMOCRATIC STATE CONVENTION.

The Connecticut Democratic State Con-
vention was held in New Haven to-day.
It commenced at 10.30 a. m., Hon. David
Clark, Liberal Republican of Hartford,

presiding. Mayor Wa'lerof New London
moved to renominate the entire State
ticket of the last election, Governor In-
gersoll at its head. The motion was
unanimously carried. The platform in-
yvites the cooperation-of all; declares un-
faltering devotion to the U. S. Constitu-
tion and the Union; that the people of
the States have the sole and exclusive
right of governing themsclves as free,
sovereign and independent States,
subject only to the limitations
contained in the U. S. Constitution; as-
serts the reserved rights of the States;
denounces the Republiean administration
for inecompetence, extravagance and cor-
ruption; demands retrenchment and
economy ; denounces all salary-grabbers,
ring politicians and monopolists; ap-
peals to all without regard to party affili-
ations to join the Democratic crusade;

County Court. ..
George Blake vs. J. 8. Boies DeVeber
occupied the attention of the Court yes-
terday afternoon and this morning, This
case was tried at.the last term of the
County Court, and resulted in a verdict
for the Plaintiff. Application was made
to Judge Watters in his chambers, and a
new trial granted. It is a suil to recover
the amount of an account, $193.97, due
the plaintiff for plumbing done on build-
ings put up on King’s Square by B. R.
Price, who became an insolventlast June,
when the plaintiff refused any longer to
work at the building, as there was at the
time over $300 due him.

- The case will go to the
jury this afternoon.

. Nova Scotia News.

A fancy (hi:s entertainment wiil be
held at the Halifax Rink on the 1Ith
instant. .

A man named_Thomas Noonan, a War-
den in the Halifax Militark Prison, was
found dcad in his bed on Sunday morn-
ing. e was formerly a soldier in the
63rd regiment; and served through the
Crimean camyaizn, for which he r eelved
& medal, and four clasps.

A lad named Morris was arrested in
Halifax, Monday afternoon, for forging
a check on the Bank of Nova Scotia, with
J. Scott Mitchell’s name on it. Also
another check on a firm in Halifax. Beth
of the checks were for small amounts.
The lad is a. brother of the girl Morris
who attempted to procure poison at
Woodill's drug store.

A serious accident happened in Halifax
on Monday, which may prove a serious
matter for the injured man. For the

past’ few days workmen have been busy
excavating a cellar on the old Troop
property, corner of Buckingham and
Argyle streets. Monday afternoon a
blast had been prepared, but failed to be
discharged — and ‘while drawing the
charge or rather forcing a new hole with
the drill, the discharge was ignited and a
man named Burke, who held fhe drill,
wus very seriously injured. The face is
very badly cut, the drill having been
forced quite through the cheek, and it is
fearéd both eyes are so. badly injured as
to seriously endanger the sight.

Mr. Onslow, Liberal (well known as a
supporter of the Tichborne claimant),was
re-elected at Guildford by 243 majority,
against 21 at the last election. :

Inquiry among various ice. companies
in Néw York, elicits the intelligence that
they have as yet obtained no supply and
have been despondent over the prospec'.
Hopes, however, are entertained that the
present cold snap may afford a supply.

A “Dead Beats’ Directory” has been
printed arionymously in Chicago. It is
intended for the use of boarding house
keepers, grocers, butchers, &c., and con-
tains the names of a thousand men wlig
habitually neglect paying their bills. The
list includes lawyers, actors, ministers,
aldermen, and -officials, and is to be re-
vised monthly.

Rear-Admiral George Elliot (Conserva-
tive) was elected at Chatham by a ma-
jority “of 569, although the dock yards
and other Government establishments
there gave the Ministry great inflnence.
At the last election he was defeated by
the Liberal candidate, Mr. Otway, then
Under Secretary for Foreign Affairs, who
had a majority of 184.

A sharp soockof earthquake was dis-
tinctly felt at Farther Point Monday
afternoon. It shook the stoves and every-
thing moveable in the houses of the vil
lage, The shock was also felt about ten
miles below Quebee anAd appears to have
come from the southward. The thermo-
meter in that city was 269 below zero
Tuesday morring.

Last Friday night, at a dance in the
Sixth District of Davidson county, Tenn.,
Joseph Briley, aged seventeen, Was shot
dead while on the floor with his parther
by Robert Bates. The quarrel grew out
of rival claims to a young lady for the
dance. The parties left the decision to
the lady. She took Briley, and Bates was

so enraged that he shot him. DBates es-
caped.

Mr. Disraell addressed a large assom-
blage at Aylesbury Saturday. He said
the dissolution of Parliament was an act
of black tr: achery, which Mr. Gladstone
Jearned from the tacties of the Ashantees,
The finaucial proposals of the government
were a bribe to sccure success in the
coming elections, and were also fallacions
and unjust. A deficiency would be caused
by the promised remission of taxation
which would make necessary even more
vexatious and burdensome taxation. The
inattention of the government to foreign
politics has fed the nation into costly
wars, ignominious treaties and sham ar-
bitrations. /

Baron Reuter denies in to-to, the
statement of -the London Daily Post to
the effect that he asked six months’ grace
of the Shah before beginning work: un-

der his Persian concession. The Baron
says the works were actually commenced
in advance of the stipulated time and are
proceeding. The latest telegrams from
Teheran give assurances of an early and
satisfactory settlement of some open
questions.

Not many months ago civilized nations
were horrified at.the story of famien and
cannibalism in Persia, and disgusted at

the cool indifference of the Shah, who,
while his subjects were starving, went
out shootlng hares with an army. Only
a few diys ago a poor woman. with six
children in Jersey City, crazed -by want
of food, was about to kill one, as she de-
clared, for the nourishment of the rest,
when her condition was discovered and
her wants relieved. This is no excep-
tional case of suffering. Thousands of
men, women and children are without
necded food and clothing, and but for the
fact that & kind Providence has tempered
the harsh north wind the deaths from
want and cold would have been many.—
N. Y. Sun.

A Cincinnati special states that Prof.
Clendennin, of Miami Medical College,
with other experts, have made an inves-
tigation of the recent nearly fatal case ~f
trichina spiralis at Aurora, Ind., and dis-
covered that the victims had eaten the
meat from a hog which had. been sick
after running about the streets. ; For
weeks before slaughtered the animal had
what'is caled the ‘“Droop,” but after be-
inz dosed with sulpher and swecet milk
apparently recovered and fattened up.
Anilysis of the meat cooked and raw
showed it was literally alive with the
srichine spiralis. The entire carcass of
the hog had been. infected not even the
bones being free from the entozoa. The
vietims have fever, diarrhcea, great
thirst, and swollen  extremities. Mrs.
Threnart’s oldest. boy and girl, together
with Mrs. Buyter, the minister's wife,
who was a healthy woman, will undoubt-
edly die. - Hopes are entertained that the
other victims will recover. There is
much alarm and excitemnent in Aurora
and vicinity.

A boy medium is giving spiritualistic
seances in Boston, and his powers of
supernaturalism or trickery are great,

He uses the usual cabinet, which hides
his movements from the audience. Put
into it with a rope in his lap, in one min-
ute he is so intricately tied that five min-
utés is consumed by the committee in
untying him. A coat is sewed upon him
so tight around the waist that the cir-
ecamference is less than that of his head;

cured the terror-stricken burglar still
held by the skeleton.’
