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AGRICULTURAL NOTES.

~Oalifornia has 20,000,000 pounds
of Malaga grapes for raisins this year
against 13,000,000 pounds last year.

—A lot of land at Bar Harbor,
the noted Maine summer resort,
was sold recently for $24,000 per
acre.

—A stable to hold 400 horaes is to
be built at Montreal by the C. P. R.
Co. to accommodate the rapidly in-
creasing trade in shipping ranch
horses to England.

—It has been practically demon-
strated that prunes can be successfully
grown on the coast of British Colum-
bia. They are of the Russian variety,
being large, well formed and equal in
flavor to any in the market.

—The export season of Canadian
live stock, which has just closed, was
the greatest known, the total number
being over 65,000. In sheep the
number 7as only 35,000, being the
smallest ori record since 1878.

—The Cuastoms officers at Victoria,
B. C, hate seizod a vessel called the
Ranch, tor smuggling 800 sheep and
other live stock from Washington
Territory. The matter is now be-
fore the Customs department st Ot-
tawa,

—Keep the cattle in the barn and
in cemfortable quarters if you want
to save feed and Keep them thriving.
When the sun shines warmer to-
wards spring will he time enough to
let them run out in the yard. What
is now wanted is to keep them warm.

—Manitoba butter is in demand a$
Vancouver but as dealers in Winnipeg
are holding it at very high prices,
merchants and commission men will,
in the opinion of the News, probably
be inclined te look elsewhere for
supplies. Enquiries” have been sent
to Montreal, and already Eastern
Townships butter is in that market.

—What an excellent thing in a
horse a fast walk is, was rifbmly
shown at a race. Fifteen horses
started to goa mile and a half. They
were to walk the first half mile, trot
the second and run the last. The
fastest walker got such a start in the
first half mile that neither the fast
trotter nor runner could overtake
them.

~—Qgpe firm in Auburp, Me., ex-
ploys five men with their teaws col-
lecting oggs all the time, Often
during the season they have $25,-
000 worth of limed eggs on hand, in
addition to the immense number in
cold storage. They ship daily to
Portland, Boston, Providence and
Hartford. Only by carrying such
large pumbers can they find prefit,
and the average breeder will realize
more year in and year eut by put-
ting bis product en the market
fresh and as fast as it accumulates.

The Pope’s Jubilee.

Pope Leo’s jubilee was bappily
inaugurated in historic St. Peters,
Rome, on Sunday. The pontificial
mass was & great success, Thous-
ands thronged to St. Peter’s square
early 10 the morning, waiting the
opening ef the cathedral. Sixty
thousand admission tickets had
been issued and the cathedral was
packed. The Pope entered at 8.80
o’clock, fellowed by the Cardinals in
procession. His Heliness was re-
ceived with loud and long continued
shouts of *‘Long live the Pope.”
The music was deeply impressive,
and maoy persons in the aundience
were affected, The Pope blessed all
present and left thie cathedral at 11
A. M., the whole andience express-
ing joy by the clapping of hands,

waving of hats and bandkerchiefs |

and entlusiastic acclamations. Later
in the day, King Humbert expressed
himself to a deputation from Parlia-
ment as being highly satisfied with
the smoethness of the ceremony,
which was the best preof of the
Pope's liberty in Rome, Forty-eight
cardipals and 288 archbishops and
bishops were preseni st the mass,
It is estimated that 30,000 persons
were in the audience. The Pope
prayed a long time in bis private
chapel and then received the hom-
age of the Court ot Cardinals in the
Sala Ducale. While assuming his
sacerdotal vestmente, the Pope was
oyercome with emotion and fainted
Strong salls were administered, and
he soon returned to consciousness.
Then he ascended the gestatorial
chair and was horne on the shoulders
of the sediari, attended by the Car-
dinsls ioto St Peter’s cathedral
Jast before he was fully vested for
the altar, he again fainted, remain-
ing unconscious a few moments.
Mass occupied 28 minates. After
the

ope again sested himseif in the
'uutmlnl chair and was borne
completely around the altar to the
Capella del Sacramento, where he
offered up a prayer of Thanksgiving.
During the ceremony the Pepe wore
the triple. crown presented him by
Emperor William. Presenis to the
valae of $20,000,000 were received
from different nationalities,

STPRIRS

_ An Awful Calamity,
Hundreds of Thousands of Lives Lost
By Floods 1n Ohina—Immense Destruction of

Property.

LoxpoN, Jan. 6.—The correspon-
dent of the Standard at Shenghai
gives a very graphic picturo of
the tremendous loss of life in China
from the overflow of the Noang
Ho river and of the tremendous fam-
ine now threatened. About one sixth
of the entire area of the garden of
China is now converted into & vast
lake, with the gable of some high wall
rising over the river's increasing
waters to mark the site of what a
short time ago were prosperous cities
of many thousand inhabitants. In
hundreds of instances men who three
months ago were men of wealth to-day
sit gdzing on the inland sea—stunned,
hungry, stupid and dejected, without
a rag to wear or a morsei of food to
eat. In districts of Ching Chow and
Chen Chow no less than three thous-
and large villages are stated to have
been engulfed in a very few moments,
and scarcely any of their ill-fated peo
ple had time to save themselves. The
extent of the disaster will be better
understood when it is learned that an
extent of country much larger than
the whole principality of Wales and
much more thickly populated, is now
a raging sea and that all its inhabit-
ants are either drowned or have fled.
The people so terribly visited can-
not number far short of the whole
population of Ireland, as the province
includes about twenty five million
inhabitants, with an area of sixty-five
thouasnd square miles, and the
waters of the river now cover between
eight and ten thousand square wiles,
According to the most trustworthy
authorities the loss of life will be
numbered literally by hundreds of
thousands, while the starving people
must amount to many milliens, who
are utterly beggared and depending
for subsistence upon the charity of
others. The Emperor contributed
immense sums for the relief of the
sufferers.

The Presbyterians went
to their house of worship and they
found Rev. Mr. Jost, Methodiss, in
their pulpit. Each evening this
week the clergymen were together
n the several meeting houses, one
night in one place, the next night in
another.

caught must be put back in the water
alive,

—At the annual meeting of the
Windsor & Annapolis Railway, a
dividend of one and a quarter per
cent. on the preference capital was
declared. The directors considered
the prospect at present fairly good.

Rum on the Congo.

Not long ago, Nupe, one of the
most powerful Emirs of West Africa,
made a wonderful appeal to Bishop
Crowther. He eaid: “It is about
barasa (rum or gin). Barasa! barasal
barasa! it has ruined our country; it
has ruined our peoplevery much; it has
made our people become mad, , . Lhave
given a law that no one dares buy or
sell it; any one who is found selling
it, his house is to be eaten up (plunder-
ed); any one found drunk will be
killed. I have told all the Christian
traders that I agree to everything for
trade except barasa. I beg you,
Malam Kipo, don’tforget this writing,
because we all beg that he should beg
the priests, that they should beg the
English queen to prevent bringing
barasa into this land. For God and
the prophets’ sake he must help us in
this matter—that of barasa. He
must not. leave our country to become
spoiled by barasa.”

This plea of the heathen to Chris-
tian nations to be saved from the
curse which they are forcing upon
him ought to arouse Christendom.
Oanon Farrar has raised his voice in
England through. a recent article in
the Contemporary Review. Mr. W.
T. Hornaday, of the Smithsonian In.
stitute, is raising his voice in America.
The Woman’sTemperance Publication
Association is giving his utterances
to the nation through his book just
issued from their press, “Free Rum
on the Congo.” It is No. 2 ef the
library for local unions, but is destined
to be widely read by those outside of
the unions,

As the author says, the book is “no
less than a trial for impeachment of
our self-righteous civilization, ia so
far as it affects the savage tribes of
Africa.” Itisa fearful impeachment,
but fully sustained by the evidemve.
The author’s words are strong, but
the facts they clothe arve stronger.
They are facts that Christendom
should know, and knowing, heed.
They fully sustain his utterance: “To
very many primitive tribes, civiliza-
tions has proved.a curse of'the great-
est magnitude. Had I ommipotent
power, and a wish to wreak vengeance
on the natives of Africa, no seven
vials of wrath could be poured out
upon them which would be more
deadly than our own boasted un-
christian ocivilization.. Were I a
king of naked savages on the Congo
or the Zambeai, I would resist the
Caucasien to the death. No white
man, except a missionary, should
ever enter wmy territory and live.
It weuld be far better for me and my
people to die by bullets than brandy.
Our civilization, as it stands at pre-
sent, 18 & wholesale exterminator of
savage races. They are killed off
by intemperance and modern
diseases of various kinds, * * #
The sele object of this effort is to
show that it is the escred duty of
the better part of efvilized mankind
to protect-the people of Africa form
total destructien, body aud soul, at
the hands of the werse than heathen
liquor shippers and traders.” If
anything can arouse the beart of
the nation to this sacred duty, it is
the persual of the facts so carefully
collected and aecurately stated by
Mr. Horpaday 1o *‘Free Rum on the
CQongo.”—Unwon Signal.

“A New Race of People.”

Sir George Trevelyan, M. P., in his
speech at Carnarvon the other day,
referred to the question of liquor
traffic. He said that on his estate
there had been no. public-house for
thirty years, and the consequence was
there had grown up a race of people
who are as different as possible from
those who live where drink is sold.

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How to Get More Eggs.

Itis a fact but little known to people
who keep poultry, that the first part of a
hen which becomes disarranged on the|
approach of disease, is the ovaries or egg
producing organe,

Fixcess of fat, exposure to wet and cold,
poor condition, shedding feathers, impro-
per food, want of exercise, or lack of cer-
tain elements in the food to develop the
embryo eggs, will all produce the same
effect and cause the hens to stop laying.

It cannot be laid down as an “*ironclad”
rule, that when a hen ceases laying it is a
positive symptom she will seon be sick ; but
it can be stated with the utmost assurance
that something is wrong or she weuld not
cease laying for weeks, and often menths,

The annual egg product per hen, in this
country, ranges from three to eight dozen
each. Now this is by far too small. There
is no earthly reason why every hen that
Iays at all, should not be made to lay from
ten to fifteen dozen eggs each yer year,
and continue to do so for at least five
years. ‘We know of parties who get egge
at that rate in mid-winter in our cold
climate,

How to get eggs in cold weather inter-
ests every person who keeps hens, Mr.
Charles Raymond of New Canaan, Conn.,
writes under date of March 8, 1887, *‘I
had excellent results from feeding SmerI-
DAN’s PowpEr to my seventeen hems.

—Mr. R. K. Jones has been elected
mayor of the town of Woodstock by
acclamation.

—The total number of worknien in
the United States who have-gone ont
on strikes from Jany. 1st to Jany.
5th is 31,178.

—It is now announced that the
Dowinion Parliament will meet for
the despatch ef business on the 28rd
of February. The postponement is
made 80 that the Fishery Commis-
sien may have time to finish their
labors before Parliament meets.

.—In accordance with the agreement
entered into by the cotton manufactur-
ers, all cotton mills in Canada (with
exception of the Gibson mill) manu-
facturing grey cottons, are to close for
a fortnight. This agreement<does not
include the $t. Oroix mill, which does
not manufacture grey cottons.

—The Nova Scotia Sugar Refinery
at Halifax has had a very prosperous
year, and the net earnings are stated
to be over $300,000. A dividend of
ten per cent. for the past half year
has been declared, making, with the
former dividend of three per cent. a
total of thirteen per cent.. for the
year.

—As an illustration of the growing
trade between the upper and mari-
time provinces, it may be stated that
the tonnage of vessels arriving at
Quebec from the maritime provinces
during 1887, was 193.000 tons, being
an increase of 33 per cent. over the
proceeding year and an increase of
47 per cent. over the season of 1885.

—The 7'rades Journal says it has
it om pretty good autherity that the
coal pits at Lingan, which have
been clesed for the past year or so,
will be re-opened next year, and
operatienis conducied on a more ex-
tensive scale than formerly. A rail-
way will be built to connect Lingan
mines with Victoria mines, where
the coal will be shipped. The mine
at Barrasois, near Lingan, at which
nothing has been done for years,
and where the operations at any
time never went further than the
experimental stage, is shortly to be
put i operation.

—1It is of general interest to show
how the question of commercial
union, whicl has been discnesed so
much of late, is regarded by the
most prominent ef Canadian public
men. A very clear light is thrown
upon this matter by an interview
recently bad with the Canadian
Premier, Sir John A. Macdonald.
Sir John Macdonald declares that
the project will be repudiated bya
vast masjority of the OCanadian
House of Commons when the body
meets in Japuary, He says that
commercial unien might be a very
good thing except for three objec-
tions: First, that Eongland wounld
have nothing to do with it; second,
that the United States would have
nothing to do with it; and third,
that Canada would bave nothing to
do with it.— Bradstreets.

Hon, J. W. Longley.

Mr. Longley made a good speech at
the Boston dinner. There is force
and breadth in his appeal for free com-
mergial intercourse throughout this
great Continent, the people of which
are so intimately connected by rail-
ways and water ways. Free trade

between all countries is also a grand
idea, but it is about as practicable as
Commercial Union. The difficulty
about Mr. Longley’s aspirations is that
the question of detailsdoesnotcheck the
free rein he gives to his ideals, and
the question of Commercial Union is
altogether of details. It means dis-
crimination against English trade.
That involves disruption of British
connexion. It involves loss of revenue
and the destruction of our manufactur-
ing interests.

While we are not a believer ih Mr,
Longley’s theories, we are a believer
in the young men of the country
making an honorable and creditable
record for themselves here or abroad;
and when we learn—as we have from

private sources—that Mr. Longley |

made, by all odds, the best speech at
the dinner referred to, which was

attended by many distinguished men, | I+

we can say it is another proof that
our country bas sons that will do her
honor equal to any ia the past.

New Brunswick Shipping.

The registered shipping of this
Province ut the close of last year
shows a decrease of 16 vessels of
13,877 tons as compared with 1886,

This decrease bas been chiefly 1n St.
John, the other ports of registry
showing but little change. At St.
Andrews the tonnage bas been re-
duced while the number of vessels
remains the eame. At Obatham
the number of vessels bas been re-
duced by one, but tbe tonnage has
increased. At Dorchester there
was a falling off of one vessel of 837
tons. * Sackville remains apparently
stationary, the steamer Dorcas, bailt
last summer, not being registered
till the close of the year. Mencton
shows an increase of three vessels
and 316 tons, and Richibucto shows
an increase of two vessels and 752
tons. The outleok for 1888 is not
very encouraging at present as there
is not a square rigged vessel being
bailt in the Province. - The following

The 16th of February has boen
fixed upon fer voting for or agsinst
the repeal of the Canada Temper-
ance Act in Westmorland, and the
campaign will therefore be short
and probably eharp, whether it be
decisive or not. At this.junctare
the details of the voting in connec-
tion with the Act in this County can
scarcely fail to be interesting. The
Act was adoptod in Westmorland
on the 11th of September 1879, and
thepolling by parishes was asfollows :

Bat little more than one-fourth of
the registered vote of the County at
the time was polled, and the indica-
tions are that the passage of the
Act was viewed with indifferenee by
the great majority of the electors.
Similar indifference was exhibited
in nearly every county in the Mari-
time Provinces where the Aot was
submitted to the people. The op
penents of prohibition ss a rule did
not take the trouble to vote against
the Act, and many who had little
faith in the eficacy of the measure
were willing that it should- have s
fair trial.

In 1884 a petition for the repeal
of the Act in Westmorland received
the required number of signatures,
and an election was held on August
14th of that year. The result by

In this contest much more inter-
est was evidently taken on both
sides, the total vote being consider-
ably more than deuble what it was
in 1870. The opponents of the Act
made a gain of 1472 votes, while
the number of its supporters was in-
oreased by only 692. Judging by
these results it might easily be in
ferred that the coming contest wonld
show a majority in favor ef repeal,
but it is quite possible thst such a
conclusion is not warranted by the
facts. It is probable that the op-
ponents of the Act put out all their
strength at the last electian, while
on the other hand the friends of pro-
hibitienarenow better orgagized than
ever before. There are ho doubt
many prohibitionists. who are dis-
satisfied with the working of the
Scott Act, and yet wopld  pegard its
defeat as a retrograde' movement,
while the groat msjority of the tem-
perance people are in favor of the
Act ‘and will use cvery meaps in
their power to have it spstained.

he began his actual life as a sailor
on board the geed brig Lilian,
bound rrom West Bay to Liverpee!
with s cargo of deals. From Liver-
poel he went to the West Indies,
from thence to New York, and so
on in a round of similar voyages.
At the end of two years Jack was
second mate of the Lilian, and
might have risen 1o be first mate or
even master if nature had construet-
ed the Bay of Fundy somewhat dif-
ferently.

Mrs. Chester, who seldom differed
from her husband in anything, was
very much opposed to the “sharpshoot-
er’ idea, and did not conceal her
sentiments, but the united forces in
favorof it were too potent for her and
she had to yield. When Jack turned
his back on his father’s house to seek
employment in a foreign country he
was jus\ twenty-one years of age.
He was a good-looking fellow with
brown hair, blue eyes and a rather

rominent nese. Taller than his
ather, he was not nearly so stout, but
much more active than old Simeon
had ever been at his best.

This particular nursery for the navy
had just two citizens and residen's of
the United States on board of her—
the captain and the cook. The cap-
tain was a native of Cape Breton, who
had become a citizen of the United
States in order to be qualifiéd to com-
mand an American vessel ; the cook
was a gentleman of color. Two of
the sailors were Norwegians, and the
other twenty were residents of Nova

Scotia and New Brupswick. Thus is
the American nm/,ﬁ&{m.
Jack’s career ‘on board the J.

G. Tarr was very brief. A week
after the vessel reached the Grand
Banks, he went with another sailor in
a dory to fish. A dense fog swept
down over the sea and the banker and
her boats instantly lost sight of each
other, Aftor much delay and a long
search the banker succeeded in pick-
ing up all her boats except one, but
the missing dory was the one which
contained Chester and his companion.
‘When the Tarr returned to Glouces-
ter she reported the loss of her dory
and the two men and the news was

ublished in the Cape Ann Advertiser.
Eﬁme one sent a copy of the paper to
old Simeon and it was in this way
that he learned hLis only son was Jost,
It was a sad day for the inmates of
the fisherman’s cottage. Mrs, Ches-
ter and Annie relieved their feelings
by copious tears, but old Simeon
could not weep. He sat down ina
