The English colony in Santiago de 
Cuba gave an elaborate banquet in 
honor of the Queen's birthday.

Great Crowds at the Riverside Park—

Crowds at Port Stanley and Else­
where.

London wae In holiday attire yester­
day, and Londoners in holiday spirits, 
in honor of her majesty’s birthday. For 
some days before the merchants and 
citizens had been preparing for the 
holiday, and shops and private resi­
dences were decorated gaily with na­
tional flags and colors. While the 
older folk enjoy the annual celebration 
of the Queen’s natal day so much, it is 
to the children that it gives the greatest 
happiness. On no other holiday in the 
year are they allowed more freedom 
or given greater oportunitnes f-or genu­
ine enjoyment. Yesterday, probably, it 
was more so than usual, because, on 
account of the recent successes off Bri­
tish arms, the parents entered into the 
jubilation with unusual zest, and from 
early morning until far into the night, 
in every por t of the city, they could be 
seen assisting the little ones in firing 
off firecrackers and fireworks of all de­
scriptions. At intervals during the day 
there were threatening!, of rain, but 
none came, and the day was bright 
and warm, with true Queen’s weather.

The citizens celebrated the day in 
divers ways. It wa,: estimated that 14,- 
000 people went to Springbank during 
the day. The cars were crowded con­
tinuously, and hundreds wheeled down, 
and many went in carriages. During 
the afternoon the corners1 where 
Springbank^ cars passed were thronged 
with people waiting to be conveyed to 
the river park. It was so in the even­
ing also, when, as in the afternoon, a 
splendid programme of music was ren­
dered by the Musical Society Band, un­
der Mr. Fred L. Evans’ leadership.

Nearly 2,000 people went to Port Stan­
ley. Cheap fares prevailed here as else­
where. The ferry Shenango took a 
crowd of excursionists for a -two-hours’ 
ride on the lake.

On all the railroads a very large pas­
senger business was reported.

New York, May 25.—The Canadian 
Society of New York held its fourth 
annual dinner or celebration of the 
birthday of Queen Victoria last nigiit 
at Sherry's. There were 170 present. 
Thomas H. Martindale, president of 
the society, presided. Among those at 
the guests' table sat Sir Percy San­
derson, consul-general, and Hon. Geo. 
W. Ross, premier of Ontario. Letters 
of regret were received from President 
McKinley, Goa-. Roosevelt, Lord 
Pauneefote, Sir .Yllfrid Laurier a*d 
others.

The following cablegram was sent 
to Queen Victoria: “Congratulations. 
Canadian Society of New York at 
banquet assembled In celebration of 
birthday."

Responding to a toast, Hon. Mr. Ross 
said that every true Canadian and 
American rejoices that the relations 
between Canada and America are now 
more cordial than they were at any 
period since the establishment of the 
republic. Should any disruption of 
these relations occur in the future, 
ours would be the greatest loss. We 
are now in a certain sense admitted 
to the councils of the empire, and the 
new spirit in which we are regarded 
by the Imperial authorities may be 
taken as a guarantee that in ail mat­
ters of difference between Great Brit­
ain and the United States, Canada will 
be consulted. That, to my mind, 
means a great deal. It goes without 
saying that England never properly 
understood the colonial temperament. 
Had she done so, there would have 
been no revolution. It took her many 
years to understand the Canadian 
temperament. Our larger interest in 
the peace of the empire on this conti­
nent at least strengthens the hope that 
never, so long as time endures, shall 
the armies of the United States and 
Great Britain confront each other in 
battle array, or their navies plow the 
intervening ocean for purposes of mu­
tual destruction.

The fifth annual dinner of the Brit­
ish School and Universities Club was 
given at the Holland House. There 
were 109 guests. Among them were 
Capt. Mahan, Joseph Campbell. Editor 
Litchfield. Rev. Dr. Morgan, Rev. Dr. 
Patten and Sir Roderick Cameron. 
Letters were read from the Queen, the 
Prince of Wales, Josesph Chamberlain, 
the Earl of Rosebery, the Duke off Ar­
gyll. Admiral Dewey "arid Whitelaw 
Reid. The president of the club pro­
posed the toasts to “The Queen.” “The 
President of the United States.” “The 
Prince of Wales.” The Queen’s mes­
sage to the club was as follows: “The 
Queen sincerely thanks you for your 
kind message of loyalty and good­
will.”

Rudyard Kipling sent this: “Good 
luck to you and ourselves, and the rest 
of us everywhere."

Joseph Chamberlain cabled: “I re­
gret that American opinions should be 
divided on the subject of the war in 
which we are now engaged, although 
I hope the majority recognize in our 
policy and proceedings the same spirit 
and object which animated them dur­
ing the Spanish-American war. Our 
sympathy on that occasion was freely 
given to our kinsmen in the United 
States, and I find it hard to believe 
that is not cordially reciprocated in 
our time of trial.”

Lord Roseberry wrote: “That the 
cause of the South African war seems 
to be misconstrued in the United 
States, and it seems to be forgotten 
that the Transvaal attacked us. * * * 
The United States will benefit by the 
war as much as we shall, though we 
alone will have to make all the sacri­
fices. We might have, however, under 
the circumstances, at least expected 
good-will and moral support."

The Riebt Hon. Professor Max 
Muller wrote: “The ignorant abuse of 
•England is certainly a crime. But 
does it come from the educated classes? 
I have many friends in America, but 
only one who stands for the Boer 
Dutch. We can snare the Boers, but 
not the British. The Saxons of Ger­
many. Britain and of the United States 
—these are my trio. No dog could 
bark if these three stood together.”

Belmont, May 25.—A big barn raising 
occurred Wednesday at the home off 
Robert Ewan, of Gladstone, when 120 
men and 30 fair ladies of Dorchester 
participated. The structure was 40 feet 
wide, 63 feet long, with 16 feet posts, 
resting on a stone wall 10 feet high.

The Coining Election.
Hon. Mr. Tweodte, who for upwards 

•f 86 years ha» been In public life in 
New Brunswick, and who has hither­
to supported the Conservative party, 
eays he has to draw the line at Mr. 
Foster and his associates, as they are 
organized nowadays, and he will In 
the ensuing contest give his support to 
the Liberal party. He saya that in 
hie opinion “the people of New Bruns­
wick will, at the coming election, 
whenever it may take place, give to 
the Minister of Railways the largest 
following which any minister from the 
province has ever had."

Similar reports of the prospects of 
the present Government come from 
other provinces, as well as from 
pivotal constituencies in Ontario.

The reports are so good that there 
is some danger of over-confidence; but 
this should be guarded against by the 
Government and Its friends. There 
can be no doubt that the Opposition 
Intend making a desperate effort to get 
out of the hole into which they were 
dragged by the Tupper-Foster-Mon- 
tague-Haggert combination in 1896, 
and that some ambitious Montrealers 
have put up a large eum of money 
to keep half a dozen paid organizers go­
ing up and down the country simulat­
ing enthusiasm, and looking after the 
organization of the Opposition forces.

Lt will not do for the friends of the 
present Administration and the sup­
porters of lo-wered taxation brought 
about by a preferential tariff on Brit­
ish goods, and by an increase of the 
tax-free list, to sit still in any tine of 
the constituencies while Conservative 
organization is being attended to.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, speaking for his 
friends, said the other day In the 
House of Commons, while expressing 
Ms readiness to once more meet and 
defeat the opponents of the liberal, 
progressive, conciliatory policy which 
they have carried out, ‘'We shall Very 
soon appeal to the people." “Very 
soon" means certainly within the next 
twelve months. There can be no mis­
take about that, and it is Just as well 
to be forearmed in a Just cause. To 
defer organization until the eleventh 
hour, while one’s opponent is adopting 
every possible means to gain an ad­
vantage, would be indeed foolish. Lost 
opportunities are rarely found. How 
Mr. Tweedie’s message from New 
Brunswick should be an incentive to 
us in these western strongholds of 
Liberalism and progress, to be ready 
to aid, by all fair means, in securing 
en equally decided verdict in Ontario. 
The present Opposition had its in­
nings of power for eighteen years; 
everyone knows the state Into which 
they had brought the Dominion in the 
years immediately prior to 1896. But 
with such a record of good legislation, 
progress and prosperity as we have 
had In the last three and a half years 
we believe that the great mass of the 
people are prepared to say that the 
programme shall be continued, and 
the discredited aggregation who were 
eent about their business in 1896, and 
who again seek to control the country, 
for the benefit of themselves and the 
opponents of lowered duties and a 
preference to British goods, shall not 
toe permitted to retard the growing 
time of the country. There is but 
one damper and that is an over-con­
fidence, which may result in a lack 
of preparedness for meeting the or­
ganization of the agents of the Oppo­
sition who are bobbing up at every 
point.

The British Case.
The Boors have succeeded in shed­

ding much blood in the present war. 
They have also caused much ink to 
be spilled; in fact, It seems probable 
that long before the war began the 
Boers, through their agent, Dr. Leyds, 
were spending large sums upon the 
press, as well as investing their money 
in arms. It is only since the affair 
assumed very serious proportion» that 
efforts have been made to educate the 
public by setting before them in brief, 
clear form the “British Case.” We 
have a pamphlet now before us which 
attempts that task. It is entitled “The 
British Case Against the Boer Re­
publics,” and is Issued by the Im­
perial South African Association. This 
is a booklet of 36 pages, which puts in 
a compact form the recent facts of 
South African history. Thus for the 
modest sum of threepence^ the ma­
terials Of forming a Judgment upon 
this great controversy are put within 
the reach of all. There Is also given 
at the close a sketch of what are 
thought to be proper terms of settle­
ment.

We think that anyone carefully 
studying the pamphlet will see that 
when all allowances are made for the 
difference of details, the broad ques­
tion was, Who shall have the supreme 
power In South Africa—-British or 
Dutch? To that general question the 
patriotic Britisher can give only one 
answer. He may be sympathetic to­
ward the Dutch, and admit that much 
of their racial feeling is legitimate, 
but he sees that unless the British 
Empire Is to abdicate from Its high 
position, and lay aside its responsibili­
ties, it must maintain order In South 
Africa. As to the terms of settlement, 
that will soon be a practical question, 
as while there is doubtless much still 
to be done, the back of the war seems 
to be broken. The programme of this 
pamphlet is probably that which will 
be followed. It Includes the Incorpora­
tion of the two republics in the British 
Empire; colonial self-government as 
soon as military rule can be dispensed 
iwith; the equality of all white men in 
matters civil and religious; and the 
complete protection before the law of 
all colored people. It further demands 
compensation for the sufferers—for the 
British taxpayer—and that Canada, 
Australia and New Zealand shall have 
a voice in the settlement.

There is no doubt that the settlement 
of the country will be a difficult prob­
lem; but with patience and justice 
much will be accomplished. At any 
rate, the British people are determined 
to settle the question in their own way, 
and to make it impossible for any such 
war to arise again in Africa. The new 
development of trade and the Pax 
Britannica will soon work wonders for 
that great land, where so much British 
treasure and blood have been spent.

St. Louis, May 25.—In an attack on 
a «train of the Park avenue division of 
the Transit Cu-rntxany, at Compton 
and Park avenues last night, at 8 
o’clock, several shots were fired by 
guards, and three persons; were 
wounded-, one seriously. Two cars, 
joined together, «were sent out to. make 
the trip from the union station to the 
car shops on Park and V and erven ter 
aiv enues.

Another 
bullet passed through the glass front 
of toe cafe, and lodged in the right 
leg of Dave Watts, -a striking motor- 
man.

the right side of the chest. His con­
dition is «thought to be serious. The 
union employes of the suburban road 
met at -midnight for the purpose of 
voting -on the question of a strike. 
They claim -that General Manager 
Jenkins, of the road, -has not lived up 
to -the terms -of the ambltration agree­
ment.
