Paris, Oct. 3.—With victory in sight, 
the allied nations should set themselves 
for the last sacrifices before the final 
triumph is secured. Premier Clemenceau 
declared today in a ringing pronuncia- 
mento. The premier's words are em­
bodied in a letter he has sent to the 
council general of the Loire, which had 
passed an address strongly supporting 
the Government’s course. ..

"The council representing the people, 
says the premier's response, "can depend 
upon the Government, with Marshal 
Foch and the united allied armies, to 
pursue their course until the benefits of 
complete success are wrested from the 
enemy. The splendid victories of the 
recent weeks have definitely determined 
the fortunes of the war to the stupefac­
tion of the enemy, who now suddenly 
discovers that he had grossly deceived 
himself.

"These victories are only the first 
sheaves of the fruitful harvest of which 
the highest recompense will he the final 
deliverance of the world from the op­
pression of implacable brutality and 
open the way for its marvellous devel- 
opment."In the abyss of irreparable defeat the 
Prussian militarists will bear the shame 
of the greatest attempt at wrongdoing 
of which a barbaric people has been 
able to dream. The supreme obstacle 
to the reign of right and law among 
mankind is about to disappear in the ac­
claim of victory in which it is our duty 
to make effective the triumph of hu- 
manity.

Few Children Away From 
Studies On Account of 

Epidemic.1
Before 9:30 o'clock this morning, six­

teen cases of Spanish influenza had 
been reported to the board of health, 
in accordance with instructions sent 
out to doctors of the city by the act-I 
ing medical officers of health, Dr. W. 
S. Downham. The following is the 
bulletin which Dr. Downham has is- 
sued:

"There are several cases of influ-i 
enza in the city and some physicians: 
have recognized the so-called Spanish : 
influenza. In most cases the patient is : 
taken suddenly ill with weakness, diz-I 
ziness, general aching, and rise of I 
temperature. In about four days the 
patient becomes much better, but at 
this time a severe form of pneumonia I 
may set in which sometimes proves| 
fatal.

Gargling Advised.
"Unless nursing or helping a patient 

with Influenza it is well not to get 
too close to such a case. If persons 
have been exposed to influenza they 
may gargle their throats two or three I 
times a day with a mild germicide in 
an effort to throw off the germs.

“People suffering from any form of I 
influenza should avoid coughing, sneez-1 
ing or talking when any person is 
directly in front of them.

“Those in attendance should wash 
their hands immediately after doing 
anything for the patient and gargle 
their throats two or three times a 
day.

"The patient should be kept isolated 
until fully recovered.

"In order to estimate the extent of : 
the epidemic, physicians are asked to! 
report all their cases to the health i 
officer.

London."
Most Schools Escape.

With one or two exceptions, the 
schools of the city have escaped the! 
ravages of influenza remarkably well. 
Miss Blanche Rowe, school nursing| 
supervisor, stated that, as vet, there1 
is very little sickness among the school ■ 
children from influenza, excepting in 
the Ealing district. No cases have been 
reported to the school nurses of chil­
dren taking suddenly ill in school 
hours.

While influenza, according to the 
doctors, is generally distributed 
throughout the city, the southeast end 
seems to be the most seriously affected 
section up to the present.

"Have you many pupils out of school 
with Spanish influenza?" was asked 
this forenoon of Principal McWilliams 
of the Ealing school.

Over 50 Per Cent Absent.
"You would scarcely believe how 

many there are." he replied. “Out of i 
an enrollment of 286 pupils. 134 are 
away today, suffering from influenza.. 
Several are most serious, having de­
veloped pneumonia. Thirty of the six- 
ty-three pupils in my room are away."

Reports from principals of schools! 
in the north, south and west of the 
city bear out the statement of Miss: 
Rowe. Principal Wyatt of St. George’s: 
School says, "We haven’t had a case 
of influenza and the attendance has 
never been larger than in the past two i 
weeks. In my own room, for example. : 
the average attendance is 36. Today! 
I have 37 present."

In the Alexandra School the report 
is: "There is scarcely anyone with even' 
a cold. One of the teachers has been 
ill, but is getting along all right." ;

"We are absolutely free from in- 
fluenza in our school." is the state­
ment made by the principal of the 
Victoria School. South London. Em-1 
press Avenue School. West London, 

only had one case of sickness.
Two More Deaths.

The development of pneumonia has 
been the serious feature in connection 
with the present outbreak, and it is I 
owing to this tha.t doctors are so in­
sistent that, with the appearance of 
influenza, patients shall stay in bed ■ 
even though the case is mild in the 
beginning. Mrs. John Humphrey of 
van street, who was reported in a 
critical condition yesterday from pneu- 
monia, resulting from influenza, died 
late yesterday afternoon, surviving her 
husband by only a couple of days. 
Mrs. Harris, the charwoman, who 
kept on with her work after "catch­
ing cold," some days ago, thereby de­
veloping pneumonia, died early on 
Wednesday afternoon, before she could 
be taken to the hospital. While Dr. 
Copeland in the east end of the city! 
reports a number of cases of bronchial 
pneumonia. Dr. J. C. Ferguson, South 
London, stated yesterday that theI 
cases of pneumonia developing from 
the present influenza epidemic, which 
have come under his observation arcJ 
of the lobar type.

which Mr. McKillop has received from 
J. T. White, solicitor to the treasury, 
which states that the fines are still 
payable to the crown attorney. The 
letter also points out that the council 
is entirely wrong in its assertions re­
garding the procedure followed by the 
Toronto police court, as the fines from 
that court are sent in to the provin­
cial treasurer by the crown attorney, 
following the same course as the local 
court.

City Mistaken.
When the council first intimated the 

action it would take, Mr. McKillop 
wrote the provincial treasurer, inclos- 

ing a clipping which stated that in To­
ronto the fines were paid over to the 
city treasurer first and then half of the 
amount forwarded by him to the pro­
vincial treasurer, and asked what action 
he should take here. The letter which 
was received clears up the situation in 
the opinion of the crown attorney, and 
as far as he and Clerk John Moule are 
concerned, the question is settled.

Following is the text of the letter 
which Mr. McKillop received.

Holland is told that the Yankees are Using 
trickery to get hold of more Dutch ships so that 
at the war’s conclusion the United States will not 
have to meet the competition of the Dutch mer- 
mant marine. Of course, the United States has no 
intention of retaining Dutch vessels permanently. 
The terms of the seizures are most liberal and fair. 
All ships are to be returned at the end of the war 
and all losses through enemy action made good 
by replacement or cash, while for the interval 
between the loss and settlement interest amount­
ing to six per cent will be paid. There was no 
other action possible for the United States at the

T ITERARY history records many cases of work 
I accomplished under most trying conditions of 

mind or body. Robert Louis Stevenson, mak­
ing himself an apostle of light and good cheer, 
though himself racked in body, is an example 
quite familiar, and one of the charms of his writ­
ing, to those who know his life story, is the fact 
that he was able to keep his own physical feelings 
quite out of his writing, or rather to reverse the 
situation and make his sick-bed productions 
radiate cheerfulness and hearty life to all who 
read them. Prescott, the American historian, is 
another example of a mind that rose over disabili­
ties to produce writings that have lived and will 
live long. But perhaps an even finer example, 
and in the same field of writing, is that of Fran­
cis Parkman, who has special interest for Cana­
dians because more than any other historian he 
has made our early narratives into real history 
that has made to live again that great achieve­
ment of helping open up a great new continent.

President Finley of the University of the State 
of New York, has seized upon this idea in his 
study of "The French in the Heart of America,” 
and says of Parkman that his theme was “nothing 
less than the grappling, out on the frontier of the 
world, between two principles of organized 
human life.” It was the contest between sav­
agery and civilization that Parkman told, and 
though that same contest has been going on since 
the beginning of civilization and is going on today 
there have been few observers who saw the real 
meaning of the contest more clearly than did the 
almost blind Parkman working away in an upper 
room of his Boston home, working almost in dark­
ness, and sometimes only able to write five or six 
lines a day. Let no one think, however, that this 
historian was one who dwelt only with musty 
documents. Musty documents would never have 
produced such narratives. Those who have read 
the Oregon Trail, the record of the journey taken 
over the western plains in the fifties, living with 
the Indians, seeing them for almost the last time 
in their natural state, will know how it is that 
Parkman was able so well to delineate Indian 
character. His notebooks, the record of other 
journeys to the localities that figure in his books, 
show that not until he was intimately acquainted 
with the place as well as the record did he set pen 
to paper. Disraeli said that to think and to feel 
constituted the two grand divisions of men of 
genius—the men of reasoning and the men of 
imagination. In large degree Parkman combined 
both qualities. After years of research by other 
students and writers few errors of fact or reason­
ing have been discovered in Parkman’s histories, 
while the great charm of all his writings is their 
wonderful imaginative power. It is a pageant of 
civilization advancing that he paints for us, filled 
with picturesque figures set in picturesque sur­
roundings. Hundreds of examples might be given 
of his power to recreate a scene, an incident—one 
example oft quoted is his description of the found­
ing of Montreal in "The Jesuits in North Amer­
ica.” After telling of the journey of Maisonneuve 
and his companions up the St. Lawrence from 
Quebec, he lingers over the incident where a rude 
altar was raised, and as the colonists knelt before 
it the priest turned and addressed them: “You

Motor Equipment.BELGIAN RELIEF COMMISSION PLEADS FOR 
STARVING CHILDREN.

The food that can be imported into Belgium has been 
reduced because of shipping losses, to the lowest possible 
minimum, and is now covered by the grant made by the 
Belgian Government to the Belgian Relief Commission. The 
money for this grant was advanced, in the form of a loan, 
by the United States Government. But the Belgian Relief 
Commission never had better reason to appeal for financial 
support than it has today. The general rationing of the 
people of the invaded districts allows each person one bowl 
of soup and two slices of coarse bread a day. It is little 
enough for the best physical type of manhood. For chil­
dren, for ailing men and women, it is utterly inadequate, 
and unless it can be supplemented, unless there can be 
something forthcoming from other sources for the children 
and the debilitated inhabitants, death must relieve them of 
their misery. That is why the Belgian Relief Commission 
is today making such an urgent appeal for financial aid. 
The commission has its workers and agents in Belgium, and 
has its lingers on the pulse of the stricken population. It 
knows the misery that prevails there. It knows how the 
gaunt men and women of the soup lines plead for just a 
little more than the regular ration of bread and broth, and 
how the workers, often with tears in their eyes, must refuse 
this piteous requesL It knows how children have crawled 
into cold cellars in search of shelter and have perished there 
of cold and starvation. It knows with what an agony of 
despair women have awaited the gift of motherhood, aware 
that only privation, perhaps starvation, attends upon the 
little life that is to be. It knows the many organizations 
that strive day and night to ameliorate these awful condi­
tions, and it helps them by the only means within its power 
—the gifts of a generous public who will not hear without 
generous emotion so vital and urgent an appeal. Contribu­
tions should be sent to the local committee of the Belgian 
Relief Fund or to the central committee at 59 St. Peter 
Street, Montreal.

Pneumonia also 
showed a decrease, with only 876 new 
cases and 271 deaths.

ALARM IN MONTREAL
MONTREAL, Oct. 2.—-With a total 

of 24 deaths from the Spanish influ­
enza, and 746 cases from St. Johns and 
Montreal barracks alone, it is evident 
that the epidemic is a reality, and that 
with the increase of the epidemic 
among the military forces and the 
civilian population it is necessary to 
take every possible precaution to pre­
vent spread of the disease. Reports 
received by Gen. Wilson of the spread 
of the disease among the soldiers of 
this military district are: One death, 
that of a soldier from St. Johns, was 
reported today; 23 deaths to date from 
St Johns; 596 cases altogether reported 
from St. Johns; 13 new cases reported 
from St. Johns today; 1 death in the 
Montreal barracks; 150 cases reported 
from Montreal barracks to date.

LONDON, Oct. 2.—(British Wireless 
Service).—The British admiralty an­
nounces that the tonnage of merchant 
vessels completed in the United King­
dom shipyards during September 
amounted to 144,772, which is 20,000 tons 
in excess of the figures for August, and 
has only twice been surpassed in any 
month of this year.

The total tonnage in new construc­
tion for the first nine months of 1918 
was 1,174,641, as compared with 743.853 
in the corresponding period of last year. 
The total for twelve months ending 
September, 1918, was 1.594,262, as com­
pared with 957.185 for the previous year.

In the second quarter of 1917 the 
world’s merchant shipping suffered a 
loss of 2.236,934 tons, but in the last 
three months, for which figures are 
available, namely. June, July and Aug­
ust. the total was 932,556 tons—a re­
duction of 68 per cent.

TORONTO, Oct, 2.—Amusement pat­

rons are to be made to pay heavier than 
ever for the privilege of attending the 
concert and the theatre. Increased 
revenue is required by the Ontario Gov­
ernment to meet the war needs, and 
Hon. T. W. McGarry, the provincial 
treasurer, has decided that the people 
attending amusement places must pay 
an increased tax. An announcement was 
made today by the provincial treasurer's 
department of a new scale of charges, 
which is to go into effect on Novem­
ber 1. Officials estimate that the in­
crease in revenue will be approximately 
$200,000. .,The new scale will be: Tickets cost­
ing up to 15 cents, 1 cent; tickets over ; 
15 cents to 45 cents, 2 cents; tickets| 
over 45 cents to 95 cents, 5 cents;1 
tickets over 95 cents to $1.45, 
10 cents; tickets over $1.45 to $1,95, 15 
cents; tickets over $1.95 to $2, 20 cents; 
tickets over $2, 25 cents.

SHOES $3 TO $12 IN U. S.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 2.—Maximum 

and minimum retail prices for shoes, 
as agreed to by the industry, and 
ranging from $3 to $12 for men and 
women, were announced today by the 
war industries board.

WASHINGTON, Oct 2.—The long- 
planned centralized control of all the 
economic forces of the nations fighting 
Germany is at last a fact. It applies 
the principles of the uniformed mili­
tary command to raw materials, man­
ufactured products, shipping, finance, 
food, and the export and import rela­
tions of the United States and the co- 
belligerents.

The great plan was worked out by 
President Wilson’s so-called war cabi­
net and the Allied missions. It has 
been approved by the president and the 
premiers of the Entente nations.

Co-ordination of effort by the asso­
ciated governments in addition to mil­
itary and naval activity, amounting to 
centralized control, is built around the 
five inter-allied councils—war, shipping, 
munitions, food, and finance.

Working Out Program.
Under these special bodies comple­

tion of a common economic and indus­
trial program is now being undertaken, 
principally in London and Paris, and 
limited to the following cases

Where two or more governments are 
interested in supplies which must be 
transported overseas to supplement de­
ficiencies in local production; or where 
several sources of supplies should be 
agreed upon, together with the allot­
ment and method of their distribution 
and utilization; or where there might 
without agreement be competition be­
tween governments in procuring sup­
plies or wasteful duplication of pro­
ductive effort.

The program will be co-ordinated 
with finance through the inter-allied 
finance commission: with shipping 
through the inter-allied shipping coun­
cil; and with export and import rela­
tions through an inter-allied board 
made up of heads or representatives of 
the American war trade board and 
similar departments of the other gov­
ernments.

HEAVY ARTILLERY FIRE ALONG
CENTRE OF AMERICAN LINES

With the American Army Northwest of Verdun, Wednesday, Oct. 2.—Violent 
artillery firing developed along the centre of the American line between the 
Meuse and the Aisne today. The Germans also bombarded the American posi­
tions on the right, near the Meuse, to a limited extent, but on the extreme left 
there was a significant silence for the most part of the day.

Along this sector of the front the positions held by the Americans follow a 
Zigzag line. The number of Germans near the Argonne forest is less than that 
fighting on the eastern side. General Gouraud’s drive west of the forest to­
gether with the advance of the Americans to the east of it, threatens to cut off 
the enemy units still clinging to the wooded bills south of Grandpre.

. Much booty has fallen into the hands of the Americans, including an elec- 
trie power station at Varennes. The Germans left so hurriedly that they did 
not damage the machinery and the Allies are using it. They are also utilizing 
miles of telephone wires and some central exchange material which had been 
left in position by the retiring enemy.
