Progress has been made in making out the accounts of Ontario and Quebec, and
copies are being sent to the respective treasurers. Owing, however, to a difference
of opinion as to the method of computing the interest, no definite settlement has
been arrived at in regard to the accounts of these two Provinces, but I earnestly
hope, as far as the cash items are concerned, that before this year closes the matter
will be settled.

I would again urge the desirability of finally disposing of these accounts,
inasmuch as owing to the length of time that has elapsed since Confederation, and
the gradually diminishing number of those who are cognizant of all the circum-
stances, every year's delay only makes a settlement more difficult.

The cost of the management . of the Department for the year, including con-
tingencies, was 872,886.69, a sum more than covered by the profits received on the
silver and copper coined during the same period, the profits thereon being $75,-
826.08.
