A MassacrUSETTs FARMER says that he has planted the following crops after the
early peas have been marketed and the vines pulled: “I have tried all with good
success—squash, horse radish, cabbage, all kinds of turnip, sweet corn, tomatoes,
spinach, rye for fodder, clover to plough under corn fodder, nud string beans. Ry
getting two crops from the land the peas do not cost much, except the cost of the
seed, picking and marketing, The second crop is the profitable one, as there is
but one coat of manure applied for both crops.”

APRIL.—We do not know much in Canada concerning bone dust as a fertil-
i izer, but in older countries, as in England, it is highly prized.

greatly increased ; in many cases having been actually doubled. The increase of
stock kept in the locality has been from 30 to 50 per cent. In one case of a farm
of 160 acres the number of feeding stock has been enlarged from 20 cows and 3
colts to 35 cows, 8 feeding beeves, 16 yearlings and heifers, 5 horses and 3 colts.
Skilful management is, however, necessary to prevent the deterioration of cheese,
because a richer herbage produces milk which requires care and caution in every
step of manufacture,

Postage rates must in every case be prepaid by postage stamp. When posted
wholly unpaid they cannot be forwarded, but will be sent to the Dead Letter
Office. Insufficiently paid letters on which a full rate of posiage is paid will be
forwarded charged with double the deficient postage, except letters to the United

States.
POST CARDS.

Post Cards are issucd at one cent each, and may be sent to any address in Can-
ada, Newfoundland, or United States. DPost bands can be obtained at the rate of
$1.25 per hundred. Post Cards arg also issued at two cents each for transmission
to the United Kingdowm and European countries.

RE-DIRECTED LETTERS.
To any Place in Canada, the United States, and Postal Union Countries.

Re-directed letters will be forwarded withoutany additional charge if not taken
from the oftice, or if handed back at the moment of their delivery, but if taken from
the office and subsequently re-posted they become subject to a new rate of postage,
in default of which they will be sent to the Dead Letter Office, Ottawa.

Notices of change of residence or requests to forward correspondence are acted
upon only THREE months, unless renewed before the expiration of that period.

MIS-DELIVERED CORRESPONDENCE.

The public are respectfully requested to endorse and promptly return any letiers
which may have been mis-delivered owing to similavity of names, incomplete ad-
dresses or from any other cause.

MATTER WHICH CANNOT BE FORWARDED THROUGH THE POST.

Any explosive substance, glaes, liquids or other matter likely to entail risk or
injury to the ordinary contents of the Mail, will be sent to the Dead Letter Office,
Ottawa,

Letters containing gold or silvermoney, }ic-wvls or precious articles, or anything
liable to Customs duties, cannot be forwarded by Post to any of the Postal Union
cpuntries,

The exclusion of glass from the mails is so far modified, that spec*acles and
eye-glasses, if securely put up in cases not likely to allow the contents to escape
if broken in course of conveyance, may be sent by Post within the Dominion on
pre-payment of the above parcel post rates.

CIRCULARS PRINTED BY THE ELECTRIC PEN, &o.

The term “ printed circulars” is extended to include circulars produced by the
electric pen or other mechanical process, easy of recognition b{ the officers of the
Post Office, as well as when printed by the ordinary process of printing type, en-
graving, or lithography.

REGISTERED LETTERS.

Letters intended to be registered when addressed to places in Canada or New-
foundland must be prepaid by stamp, 2 cents each ; to the United States, 5 cents
cach, in addition to the postage rate,

s It will be observed that all classes of matter can be registered to the United
tates.

All letters for Registration should be posted,15 minutes before the hour of clos-
ing ordinary Mails, and 30 minutes before closing of English Mails.

Eiuered letter stamps have been issued of the denomination of 2, 5and 8 cents,
which may be obtained at the usual places.

NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS.

Newspapers and Periodicals Addressed to places in Canada, Newfoundland, Great
Britain (by Canadian) Steamers, or via the United States.

Printed and published in Canada, and posted from the office of publication, or
News Agency, to actual subscribers or news agents (including exchanges) are
subject to a rate of one cent per pound, gross weight which must be prepaid by
publisher at the time of postin%.' Such periodicals must be issued not less fre
quently than once per month. Newspapers for England will be sent to subscri-
bers at the same rate.

TRANSIENT NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS ADDRESSED TO PLACES
IN CANADA, NEWFOUNDLAND AND UNITED STATES.

On all newspapers and periodicals other than those from the office of publication,
including all newspapers and periodicals published less frequemli than once a
month, the postage rate is one cent per 4 ounces in weight, which must be pre-
paid by postage stamp.

Newpapers and periodicals weighing less than one ounce may be posted singly ;
if prepaid by postage stamp, one half cent each.

Newspapers from office of publication posted for City Delivery are not delivered
by Letter Carrier unless prepaid one cent each by stamp.

Newspapers and periodicals published in the United f{in dom, and reposted by
news agents to regular subscribers, are not liable to any additional postage.

MISCELLANEOUS POSTAL MATTER.

Typhoid and other fevers, as well as diphtheria, can be traced to the want of pro-
per care in carrying off the wastes of the dwelling. Kvery farm house should be
well veutilated, and the entire premises kept scrupulously clean,

JUNBEB —In the Eastern portion of Canada, there is a good deal of work to be
done in June. If the season is not advanced by what we call an early spriug,
corn planting must be sromptly attended to. There is no need for advice about
selecting good seed, and using a‘{)roper supply of superphosphate of lime. These
are essential to a good crop. What we have too often noticed is the too great
number of plants in a hill, and carelessness about the extirpation of weeds. If the
season be wet and warm, these will develop rapidly. They should be kept down
by frequent working. If the season be forward, the growth of stalk may be
excessive. Remove the suckers from the roots. They are hurtful to the fruit-
bearing plant. We observe a disposition toward a greater cultivation of corn in
Canada. With care it will be productive and profitable.

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No money order exceeding $100 in amount can be granted in any office in
Canada ; but Postmasters are at liberty to grant two or more orders for $100, or
for any lesser sum.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANK.

1. The direct security of the Dominion is given by the Statute for all deposist
madein the Post Office Savings Banks.

2. Any person may have adeposit account, and may deposit nearly any number
((;}f dolh:rs, from $1 up to $300, or more, with the permission of the Postmaster

eneral.

3. Deposits may be made by married women, and deposits so made, or made by
women who shall afterwards marry, will be repaid to any such wome.u.

4. As respects children under ten years of age, money may be deposited—

Fmrstuy—By a parent or friend as trustee for the child, in which case the de-
posits can be withdrawn by the trustee until the child shall attain the age of ten
years, after which time repayment will be made only on the joint receipts of both
trustee and child.

SecoNpLy—In the child's own name—and, if so deposited, repayment will not be
made until the chiid shall attain the age of ten years.

5. A depositor in any of the savings bank post offices may continue his
deposits at any other of such offices without notice or change of pass book, and
can withdraw money at that savings bank office which is most convenient to him.
For instance, if he makes his first deposits at the savings bank at Cobourg, he may
make further deposits at, or withdraw his money through, the post office bank at
Collingwood or Quebec, Sarnia, Brockville, or any place which may be counven-
ielnt. to him, whether he continue to reside at Cobourg or remove to some other

ace.

’ 6. Each depositor is supplied with a pass book, which is to be produced to the
postmaster every time the depositor pays in or withdraws money, and the sums
pﬁid in or withdrawn are entered therein by the postmaster receiving or paying
the same.

TuiNNING FruiT.—In good bearing season there are but few trees that do not
bear too mnn{;especimens for their full development in size and flavor. Some of
the fruit will be smooth, fair and uninjured, while some will be distorted, scabby
and almost valueless. ﬁy removing these knotty specimens, which can never be
good tor much, the smooth and pertect ones will have a chance to develop them-
selves, and while the increased size will prevent the number of bushels from being
diminished, the improved appearauce, as well as quality, will fully compensate
for all the labor bestowed in thinning. In picking off apples, remove first those
that show by the borings at the blossom end, that the coddling worm has taken
up his abode inside, and then if there are too many still remaining, remove the
smaller ones. Every fruit-seller knows that it is the good sized, fair fruit that is
eagerly caught up in market, while it is the small, indifferent, knurly specimens
that go begging for a customer.

Any tree that is liable to have its branches split down from its load ol'%ruil, is
carrying more fruit than is well for the tree, or good for the fruit.

THE STAMP ACTS.

These Acts impose a duty on every promissory note, draft, or bill of exchange,
not exceeding $25, 1 cent; not exceeding $50, 2 cents ; less than $100, 3 cents ;
not less than $100, it executed singly, 3 cents per $100, or fraction thereof ; if ex-
ecuted in duplicate, 2 cents per $100, or fraction thereof on each part ; if executed
in more than two parts, 1 cent per $100 or fraction thereof on each part.

Any interest payable with note at maturity must be counted as part thereof.
The duty is to be paid by bitl stamp, on which the date is to be written. Bank

notes, cheques and moiey orders are exempt. These Acts impose heavy penalties
for violation.

SEPTEMBER.—What is the best to be done in the matter of the planting
of trees in the fall of the year depends very much on circumstances. Locality
has to be considered in the first instance. Other things being equal, the better
condition of the soil, the greater comfort in working, ensuring better planting and
the less pressing character of other work, are all in favor of fall planting. Besides
these, the trees having become established in the soil start much earlier in spring,
and are thus better prepared to resist the summer drought than those set in spring.
In far Northern localities, in which there is butga brief period between the time
when trees can be taken up and the setting in of winter, spring planting is pre-
ferable, but where there are some weeks of autumn weather, it is better to plant
all but the stone fruits in autumn.

VALUABLE RECIPES FOR COLORING.

Remarks.—It may be necessary to remark (says Dr. Chase in his valuable col-
& lection of Recipes*), and 1 do it here, once for all, that every article to be dyed, as
well as everything to be used about dyeing, should be perfectly clean.

In the next place, the article to be dyed should be well scoured in soap (to
remove any grease or oil nsed in carding wool), and then the soap rinsed out. It
is also an advantage to dip the article you wish to dye in warm water just before
putting it into the alum or other preparation ; for the neglect of this precaution, it
is nothing uncommon to have the goods or yarn spotted. Soft water should al-
ways be used, and sufficient to cover the goods well.

As soon as the article is dyed it should be aired a little, then well rinsed, and
afterwards hung up to dry.

It is also highly important in dyeing reds, to use a brass or copper boiler, or, in
the absence Of(‘i!flﬂ‘, a good new tio boiler, as the acids used in coloring, if brought
into contact with iron, will darken the reds, and often a dirty brown is produced
by using a tin boiler with the tinning partly worn off

The best dye stuffs should always be used, irrespective of price, as the common
or cheaper qualities often disappoint the domestic dyer.

Brack.—On wool, gilk, or cotton.—For every pound of cloth it will require vne
ounce of extract of logwood, and half an ounce of blue vitriol. Prepare an iron
kettle, with a sufficient quantity of water to admit the yarn or cloth to be worked
in the dye without being crowded—bring the water to scalding heat—then put in
the yarn or cloth a few minutes. When it is thoroughly wet take it out and drain
it. In the next place add the blue vitriol, and then, when dissolved, and water
gkimmed carefully, put in the material to be colored, and let it remain half an hour
at a gcalding heat, airing it occasionally.” Then take it out and rinse it in soft
water. The vitriol water may now be emptied into a separate vessel, and the ex-
tract of logwood, dissolved in a sufficient quantity of water, brought to a scalding
heat and skimmed. Put in the cloth, keeping the d’l!e at the same temperature,
and let it remain halt an hour, airing 1t frequently. Then takeit out and drain it,
add the vitriol water to the dye, and put it in again, and let it remain fifteen
minutes, airing as before—cleanse it well. This process is for a bluish shade, and
for a reddish shade add a very small piece of copperas and cream of tartar,

Chip Logwood and Extract of Logwood, Blue Stone, Copperas
and everything required for Black, to be had at Hart's,

BLug —A splendid blue may be produced in an hour by the following process :—
For each pound of wool or cloth take two and half ounces of alum and one ounce
and a half of cream of tartar. Boil these together in & brass or copper kettle for
about an hour ; now take sufficient warm water to cover the clot{; or wool, and
color it to the shade you wish with the liquid blue; put the whole into the copper
pot and boil in a short time, taking care to keep it stirred ; remove the cloth, and
rinse it in clean cold water, and hang it up to dry. For a light blue, one ounce of
the liquid blue, and more for a deeper ghade, for each pound of wool.

The best and common qualities of Indigo, Liquid Blue, etc.,
always on hand, and forsaje at Hart's.

Brown.—For each pound of wool take a quarter pound of alum and two ounces
of cream of tartar, and boil for half an hour. Take half a pound of red wood,
quarter pound fustic and two ounces of chip logwood, soak these a night in suffi-
cient warm water to cover the wool; take the wool out of the alum water, and
boil with the woods for about half an hour. If a dark brown is wanted, add a very
small piece of copperas.

In fact
man and animals are found to have so many diseases in common, that animal
pathology is quite essential to reasoning upon and treating many of the ills that
man is heir to. Were it to become a general custom among physicians to treat
animals and to charge for it, much good would result.

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GRreeN.—For every pound of yarn or cloth add three and a half ounces of alum
and one pound of fustic, steep to get the strength, but not boil ; soak the cloth un-
til it acquires a good yellow color, then throw out the chips and add the indigo
compound slowly, until you have the desired shade of green.

An ounce or more of the compound is required for the above quantity, varied
according to the depth of the shade.

Liuac Coror.—This color is made by boiling the cloth or woo) for a short time
in cudbear.

Fustic, Indigo Compound, and all Dyes for Brown, Green and
Lilac to be had, ot relinble qualities, only at Hart's.

MappEr Rep.—Take one pound of madder, for every two pounds of yarn or
cloth ; soak the madder in a brass or copper kettle one night in warm water,
enough to cover the yarn you wish to color; next mornine put in two ounces of
madfer compound for every pound of madder which you have soaked, then wet
your yarn or cloth and wring it out in clean water—afterwards put it in the dye
—now place the kettle over the fire, and bring it slowly to a scalding heat, which
will tnEe above half an hour. Keep it at this heat half an hour if light red is
wanted and longer if a dark one, the color depending upon the time it remains in
the dye. When the color is made, rinse the cloth immediately in cold v. ..ter, and
iv will then be finished.

Another good Mapper REp may be thus obtained :—For every two pounds of
yarn or clotg, take one pound of madder, one half pound of alum, and two ounces
of cream of tartar; take a brass, copper, or a new tin kettle well cleaned, fill it
with water, and boil it and put in the alum, cream of tartar and the yarn or cloth ;
keep them in two or three hours, stirring frequently ; keep the liquid at about
blood heat; when this is doue, take out the yarn or cloth, and throw out the liquid.
Fill the kettle with fresh water, heat it as warm as one could bear his hand in ir,
putin the madder (which shouid be soaked the night before), stir it well so as to
get it thoroughly mixed; then put in the varn or cloth, let it remain one hour, stir-
ring frequently, anc keeping the madder iand-warm all the time—after this take
out the stuff and dry for use.

The best Dutch Madder—and best only shounlid be used—Madder
Compound, Cresm Tartar, and Alum 1o be had only at Hart’s,

CriMsoN or MarooN.—Take four ounces of cudbear to every pound of wool or
gilk ; pour a sufficient quantity of boiling water upon the cudbear, enough to
cover the article you wish to color; then put in your wool or silk, airing it fre-
quently. When the color is made, take it out of the dye and dip it into a solution
of salts tartar, previously dissolved in a separate vessel.

NOVEMBER.—Bits of good advice. Wood cut and split now will be dry in
a month, Dry wood neatly piled under shelter is a family peace preserver.-—
Clean up and burn all rubbish ; bones, old barrel hoops, boots, &c., should be
thus disposed of —Put empty barrels and boxes, &c., that are of value, in neat
piles, and cover them.—Get ready for winter and the snow by leaving nothing
“lying about loose”. —~ Clean out the cellars, drains and gutters.—Get up timber
for making posts and rails in stormy wea'her.—Be careful of lights The safest
oil is a kerosene which will not take fire and explode if the lamp is upset,
Avoid low priced oils, and use only the best, which give the most light for the
mouney, and ure the cfleapest as well as safest. Keep insured, and be not less
careful on that account.

Ping.—For every three pounds of yarn or cloth take three and a half quarts of
water, or enough to cover the articles you wish to color, two ounces of cochineal
and half an ounce of cream of tarta: ; steep the cochineal in warm water two
hours, or until the strength is entirely extracted, and add the cream of tartar—
then wet the cloth in clear water—wring it out, and put it in the dye—bring it
to a scalding heat—let it remain a few moments and it will be finished. If a lighter
color is wanted, use less cochineal : if a darker one, more, the shade depending up-
on the quantity of cochineal used.

g@™ A cheaper, yet handsome pink, may be obtained by substituting nick wood
for madder, in the recipe for madder red.

ScarLer.—(Very superior.)—Three ounces of cochineal, three ounces of cream
tartar and four ounces of solution of tin ; powder the cochineal, and rub through
a bag into blood-warm water sufficient to cover the yarn ; when it is a little warm
put in the cream of tartar, and simmer, then add the solution of tin—your yarn
must be wet with clean water—steep in the dye till the yarn is properly dyed.
Dry your yarn before yon wash it. This will dye three pounds.

Some dyers say that a brighter scarlet may he made by using a weak dye of
quercitron bark to make the wood a light orange as a preparation for cochineal
scarlet.

“ochineal, Powdered do, Cream Tartar, Solution of tin, Nickwood,
etc., to be had at Hart's,

A Fixe WiNe Coror.—One pound of wool, half pound of red wool, one ounce
of madder compound. Soak the powdered wool in warm water all night ; mix the
madder compound with about half a pint of warer (in a glass), and add it to the
rest ; rinse the wool in warm water, and put nto the dye, boil about half an hour,
take out the wool and rinse in cold water.

A color almost as fine may be had by using quarter pound of alum, and boiling
in the same way,

To Dye A Saumon CoLor.—Take one pound of wool, quarter of & pound annatto,
and a quarter of a pound of soap. Take water sufficient to cover the wool, in
which 3issolve the anunatto and soap ; rinse the wool in warm water, put it into
the annatto mixture, and boil it about half an hour. The shade may be made
lighter or deeper according to the quantity of annatto used.

YeLLow.—One pound of wool or cloth, three-quarters of a pound of fustic, quar-
ter pound of alum—put all into an earthen vessel and pour on sufficient hot water
to cover the wool and keep it warm all night ; give it half an hour’s boil 1n & brass
kettle and then rinse in cold water. A much deeper and richer yellow may be
made by using turmeric powder instead of fustic, and proceedingin the same
manner.

DECEMBER.—When milch cows cannot have grass, they ought to have at
least half a bushel of roots a day. At that rate each cow will'eat half a ton each
month, allowing about ten per cent for waste. That quantity is none too much for
dry stock which are being well wintered. Farmers are well aware that the better
cows are wintered. the surer and better are their returns when they come in. Yet
roots make so much milk that, where milk eannot bs sold it makes so much work
in winter, with usually poor returns, that an abundance is objectionable, and so
there is little inducement to grow roots. How ver, milk in winter is becoming
desgirable over almost the whole country, and theretore we would pdyise attention
10 the gultivation of root crops, '
