Ministerial Countesy

A woek o1 two ago we comtented on the proper
relations of an ex-pastor to his successor and o
his former parish.  There is also something to
be said on the proper attinde of a pastor to his
predecessors in the pulpit he ocenpies.  There
is 1o rea on why the most hearty good should
not exist between the two men.  Un the con-
trary, there is every reason for » 'pposing that
the relatioms of these exemplary Christians will
be ideal. In most instances we believe that they
are so, but the position of the two men is, to
quote Mr. Jam's Russell Lowell, ‘“tremulous
| with diffienlty.”” Misunderstan lings easily arise

For exawple, a minister leaves a church be-
cause he has lost favor with a small but noisy
minority, He does not want to go, but he feels
that he cannot stay. His successor is probably
the candidate and choice of the same minority
that made things so uncomfortable for the pre-
vious pastor.  He will hear much about his
short-commings. Sometimes he will bear his
predecessor’s fidelity to his work, and even his
character impeached.  Now it is very easy for
the new ;astor to look upon his predecessor with
suspicion, and to think, if not to say, that his
conduct  was injudicions and tactless, of
course, in comparison with tis own,

Now the presumption is’enormously against the
truth of these representations.
| ister was probably just as good a preacher, just

as faithful a pastor, and just as wise and con-

secrated a man as his successor.  And one of the

things that a sensible and just pastor always
| does is to stand up for his predecessor, not criti-

cizing his work, or 1eflecting on anything he has
| done.

Still further, a pastor should ent=rtain no sort
of jelonsy of his predecessor. He should wel-
come him to his pulpit; he should fraternize with
him in a'l good ways  Not a little of the troutile
that s me ex-pastors are accused of making
really lies at the door of the pastors themselves,
| They are suspicious, offish, and over-seusitive.

Frequently they resent the former minister's
being invited to a funeral or wedding. They
are glum, or short, or on their dignity about it.

Now that is all wrong. We can understand
pei fectly how a voung woman shonld desire to
have the pastor marry her who years before bap-
tized her.
