—The attempt o estabiish quick lunch eating houses in
London has proved a costly faiure. Both the American
restaurants of this character on the Strand have just gone
oui of business: Ome place had a precarious existence for
two years, during which it went through two bankrupteies,
while the other lasted a few months and then failed S0 coms=
pletely that the shareholders have not recovered a penny.
Both places made a specialty of American delicacies, such as
cranberry pie, sinkers, waffles, oyster cocktails, and baked
beans. Londoners refused to florm acquaintanceship with
these American speciaities, and this, combined with misman-
agement and extravagance, doomed the scheme to faiure al-
most at the stant.

—iln the drawing of the Alaska boundary line, United States
residents have found themselves in Canada when they thought
they should be in the United States. Dr. W. F. King, chief
Canadian astromomer, states that in accordance with the
judgment cf the tribunal that sat in London, the boundary
is being run between the lines as claimed by each country.
That is to say, it is farther from the coast tham Canada
claimed, and nearer to the coast than the United States ad-
mitted. The complainants appear to have taken it for grant-
ed that the boundary has been established just as the United
states argued it would be. The joint survey was carrizd
on during the summer of 1904, and the present year, but will
not be completed until next year.

—(lable advices to the United Slates State Depaitment
from Singapore say the United States boycott in that quarter,
which was thought {o be - practica'ly suppressed, has taken
on a decidedly serious aspect. Many amomymous etters have
been received. probably by merchamts who have dealt in
United States goods, which have had the effect of completely
paralyzng the trade, which in Singapore is very largely con-
duated through Chinese merchants. It is fearad by the State
Department’s informant that this is only the beginning of fur-
ther serious trouble.

There was a margin left for further expamsion of
note issues of $6,974,000, which is quite as near to the
limit as is desirable. In 1904 the aggregate margin at
end of September was $15,846,000, which was pulh?d
down in October 1904 to $7.520,000, the increase in
circulation in October last year having been $8,430,000,
which is $1.371,000 more than the increase this year.

Of course each one of the 34 banks had a margin, the
aggregate of the small ones making a total (?nf some 3
to 4 millions. The only banks with a margin of any
amount were, the Bank of Montreal, the Bank of Bri-
tish North America, the Bank of Commeree, _.the East-
ern Townsh'ps, whose margins aggregated $3,360,000.,
We doubt, however, whether their respective nfan.a,gcl:s
were desirous of enlarging their note issues, deeming it
preferable to keep well within the limit.

The increase of call loans outside Tanada by $3,-
(00,000, and of current loans also oultside Ca.n'a'dia. by $1,-
00,000, were contributions by Canada to the New
Yorkers. There the strain had run money up to 28
per cent. and the help of Canada wias, no doubt, usei}ll.
Whether operators in this market appreciate rates 'bemg
advanced bedause money was sent to New ank. is nok
doubtiful, they do not regard this movement as fair.

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MR. CHAMBERLAIN ON THE WAR-PATH.

Whatever opinion may be held as to his policy, it is
unquestionable that the Right Honble. Joseph Cham-
berlain is in dead earnest, and is a fighter of heroic
mould.

In the great Free Trade movement the two cham-
pions, Cobden and Bright, had most powerful auxil-
iaries. Wherever meetings were held throughout Great
Britain there were local and imported speakers of high
oratorical power. They had at their back the wealth
of Manchester, from which most liberal supplies weie

- drawn to pay perambulating advocates, to flood the land
with tracts and pamphlets, to subsidize and to establish
newspapers.  Besides these forces the Anti-Corn-Lasw
Leaguers had an ally of overwhelming power  in
the condition of the industrial classes, whose sufferings
were depicted with burning infens’ ty in the Corn-Law
Rhymes of Ebenezer Elliott. Such volcanic outbursts
as the following would sound absurd in these days:

“Monopoly! if every funeral bough

Of thine be hung with crimes too fiul to name;
Accurst of millions; if already thou, ;
Watch'd by mute vengeance amd indignant shame,
Art putbing forth thy buds of blood and flame
What will thy fruitage be?

Now imp of beggary curse their dad, and squall -
For mammy’s gin; and matron poor and clean
With tearful eye begs crust for lodger lean
And famished weaver, with his children three,
»ings hymmns for bread.”

Such a picture was nmo exaggeration in Anti-Corn-
Law agitation days, when heavy import duties on wheals
hel‘péd to make bread dear, and restricted the foreign
trade of England. Mr. Chamberlain has no such a'-
lies; all the greater is his courage in fighting his fis-
cal hattle, and no wonder he hits his opponenits merei-
lessly.

At Brmingham a few nights ago he addressed 4,000
of his constituents. He said, “The sooner we get into
closé conflict with our opponents the betiter T shall 1ke
it”; which may be compared with Nelson’s cignal to
the Captains of his fleet to bring their vesscls “close
alongside the enemy as then victory was certain.”

Some of his rattling sentences were, “Suppose we are
beaten. Well, we have .been beaten before, and I can-
not see that we should be any the worse off—for a
time.” . “I would rather be part of a powerful min-
ority than one of an impotent majority.”—“Tf the
radicals win, let us project ourselves into the future,
then their lot will not he a happy one!”  Of Lord Rose-
bery’s course he said: “He sows nothing successfully,
80 nothing comes up.” He described Lord Rosebery
as putting himself up to audfion with too high a re-
serve on himself. “His programme is all headlines in
capital lefters.”

As to his own policy Mr. Chamberlain said its main
object was, “to secure more employment for the indus-
trial population of England, which would be the greaf-
est social reform ever krown.” The means to attam
this were thus stated: “We want the power of retaliat-
ing againgt those who treat us badly, and we want the

power of preference for those who treat us well.” That
is well put.
Mr. Chamberlain declared that although export

trade had enlarged, yot in this time of professed pros-
perity the wages of working people had diminished by
nearly $10,000,000 a year.

He declared that “the Free Traders have ,nohrefmedy,
but I have a remedy. I call upon working men to de-

mand that they shall be defended aguinst the unfair

competition which during the last 30 years has taken

150 millicns of dollars of wages out of their pockets to

put it into the pockets of their competitors.”

He admitted thalil some Jecent elections had becn un-
favourable, but, “we in Birmingham will carry the flag
high,” in the certain hope of ultimate success.

When addressing the Board of Trade in this city a
few days ago, Mr. Chamberlain’s representative, Mr.
Hewins, prophesied that, in two years, the Chambenlain
party would he in power.  Certainly the disintegira~
tion going on of the Balfour party and the “mixed and

muddled” condition of English Liberals, who have no

policy, except the negative one of opposition to Mr.
Chamberlain and no leader who commands the entire
confidence of the party, are highly favourable condi-
tions for the success of a policy which is very definite,
very patriotic, and which forms a part of the g eater
movement- for consolidating the British Emipire.

THE DUTY ON DRESS GOODS AND BLEACHED 3

COTTONS.

Prominent dry goods men favour a redu-tion of the
duty on Bradford made dress goods from 35 to 30 per

cent .

CLEY AND THE AMENDMENTS TO

THE CHARTER.

AFFAIRS

The proceedings of what is called the Legislative
Committee of the City Council are of much interest
to the citizens at iarge and ol speeial concern., to the
community.

The legal fraternity are an influential body in the
City Couneil, and are natumally, as becomes them, desir-
ous of employing their talents for the gemeral good.
They are not, however, much behind some of their lay
brethren in premulgating propositions which are to
remedy all the ills pervading the civic government.
One and all would seem to be desirous of rushing to the
Local Legislature for power to do th's and the o her
thing, and to tax every conce vable object that may
vex the peacenble, well-intenticned citizers.

The era of the reformers who obtained the new
charter only a few years ago, secms to have passed.
We were told after that Charter was passed that there
would be no more need for going to.Quebec, for the ety
weuld have home government to the fullest —extent,
and the people, if appealed to, could deteimive for
themse!ves what improvements and legislation were de-
sived. : e

Those rights and powers given to the people had at
no time heen fairly invoked, and they now a e deliter-
ately set aside as if they had never existed.  What a
falling off there is in this respect from the s'and ‘of
the patriotic men who rescued the city from it de-
plorable condition of 'only a few years 2go, and: | ye!
some of the more pmﬁxinent men who now are pushing
the proposed amendments to that charter are men
elected to carry out the views of the reformers to whom
the public of this city owe so much .

MThere is something so incongruous in the pos‘tion
as to be almost ridiculous in the idea of a great city l'ke
Montreal, with a revenue and expenditure greater than
that of the province of Quebee, going cap in: hand to
the provincial Legislature and asking for power as to
how its internal regulations shall be made and as to
how the money shall be raised for its street paving and
cleaning and such like, when all the time the p-ople
theémeselves hlave the power in their own hands to deside
what they need.

What can the members of the legislature from the re-
mote parts of the Province know about the require-
ments of a city like Montreal? The question, when,
put like that is unanswerable. It is well-known that
votes of the members on all such matters are obtained
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—for, or against—by a system of log-rolling. =~ The
votes of the country members are too often obtained by
a promise of support for other measures in return.

The 1esult of such a system is that whenever any
measure affecting what the rural members consider the
rich city, of Montreal, it is an easy matter for interested
persons or powerful and astute corporations, to intro-
duce something inmimical to the general interests of
the city. Such has been the experience of the past,
and we seem to be now rushing headlong into the
stream more hcadlong than ever.

It must be said, however, that the country members
of the Legislature are not the only ones to be blamied
in the past. Some of the members of the council sent
to Quebec to promote the measures for the wcity, and
even some of the representatives for the city in the
Legisiature, lent themselves in a marked way to the
log-rolling that placed wpon the statutes some of the
cosfly and objeetionable measurcs that the city is now

called upon to pay for at the expense of the ratepayers.

Herein lies the danger of going to Quebec. How
is it to be guarded agetin'stt, if the members specially
sent to guard the tity's interest are recreamt to:their
trust. 1If the Aldermen will go to Quebec they should

“be careful in naming the men they send in charge of

their measures.

There is nothing in any of the suggested measures, so
far made, to warrant obtaining further legislation for
civic purposes.  Many of them ave trivial, interf r-
ences with the rights of citizens, and tend to no good
purposes.  Some are important and could easily he
obtained by a popular vote if the eitizens approve of
them.  If the citizens do not approve them, why
force those measures upon them by the influence of
the rural members of the Legidlature who can  know
nothing about them or the requirements of the ecity.

One of the latest propositions is made by a most
worthy and progressive alderman to obtain aulho:ity
to borrow some three millions of dol'ars for so-called
permanent street paving—a thing unknown here.
Why go to Quebec for that when the machinery by
which thlat object can be obtained is already provid-d
for in the charter.

That provision in the charter iz a salutary ‘wa.y of
obtaining improvements, that obtains elsewhere and
seldom fails to be sanctioned when the object is bene-
ficent. It miay be that more revenue is required for
$0 progressive a city as Montreal, but the means for ob-
taining it should be derived from the people themselyes.

When the new charter was under discussion, th's
Journal, as well as others, strenuously advocated the
introduction of a system that prevails in many citics of
Great Britain, the United States and Canada—to pro-
vide for their annual requirements. Instead of a
fixed, rigid, annual tax, as here, there the city authori-
ties estimate the requirements for each de‘palvtmelit for
the coming year in detail, and summing up the whole,
a rate sufficient to cover the amount is declared. The

rate thus declared is watched by the ratepayers and it

is seldom objected to, because aldermen all over the

_world are careful to keep taxes down fo the lowest, how-

ever ready they may be to borrow and spend.

At one time that proposition was likely to have heen
adopted, but unfortunately narrow preconceived no-
tions prevailed, and it was passed over.

It is not yet too late to amend the errors of the past
i this respect, and if the aldermen will Jbersist in rush-
ing headlong into danger, let them adopt that sa'utary.
measuge—if it is not now possessed of it—which would
ctfectually remove the complicated questions of how to
raise a revenue commensurate with the city’s absolutle
needs. ‘ '

There is one thing that the City Council should be
clear upon—and persistent—that is, to protest vigor-
ously through its representatives against the in‘roduc-
tion of private bills by interested parties, bills inimi-
cal to the interests of the citizens at large.—and if
such measures are attempted to be tacked on to  the
city bill and likely to pass, the city hill should be
prempily withdrawn as a protest.  If such a course
had been adopted in the last and previous sessions of
the legslature the citizens would have reaped some
benefit .

The citizens generally will do well to watch the pro-
ceedings of this, so called, Legislative Committee, which
is so industriblly at work in proposing am-endrrhents to
the charter and seeking for powers that must affect '
residents in the city in various ways, and lead to a re-
turn of the old state of financial embarrassment from
which the ratepayers had hoped to be relieved for all
future time. :

Now that the city is, very properly, at last, about to
enlarge its borders it should, at the same time asscrt its
right, of autonomy, now really possessed for most pur-
poses, and, at once and for all, refuse to be governed by
rural influences.  In the past the provincial govern-
ment, as a body, has refused to help to protect this
city from all such private measures forced upon it, 3
even against the decisions of the City Council. That

. protection, however, was never refused to the city of

Quebee, which, as a 'conqsequence, is free from the bur-
densome operations of monopolies that Montreal is
afflicted with. [

The recent change in the Quebec Government will,
it is reasonable to hope, result in a like protection of
Montreal from injurious private legislation, from which
our sister city has been exempt. :

ASPECTS OF FISCAL REFORM.

We continue our extracts from Sir Charles Follett’s
essay in the “National Review” on the above subject:

Then it is argued that further taxation of imported
food must embrace articles capable of produection here
(which the present food taxes do not), and so mi'itate
against the dogma that there must he no increasng
price which does not all go to the Exchequer.  Pos-
sibly, even a slight taxation on beef, mutton, dairy
produce and corn may do agriculture a little good; but,
though the tax may be absolutely needed for the Hx-
chequer, or, still more, for the consolidation of the Em-
pire, it must not he thought of. Tt is contrary to Bri-
tain’s insular Free Trade.
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This sounds exaggetated, but it is absolutely the
policy of that grotesque society, the Free TFood,

The popular idea, officially en-
couraged, was that it was merely a revival of a stale re-
quirement—a fossil dug up only as a war terminator, a
It was, howcver, nothing of the

for war or peace; and designed permancntly to broad-
en the area of taxation. ~When Sir Robert Pe:l left
the one shilling it was for statistieal purposes, hecas>
we had then no accurate statistics as to free goods; hut
he treated it as nothing, and sard “Corn will be duty
free.” In 1864, Mr. Gladstone, regarding the tax as
cither. objectionable nor ephemenal, remcdell-d i,
theugh then unneeded for statistics, at threep:nce a
hundredweight, with a corresponding excess for  the
manufactured article, flour.  The abolition by Lord
Sherbrooke (then Mr. Lowe) in 1869 was a fantestic
Wwaste of pu:blie money, which by now might have paid
off thirty-six milliens ($180,000,600) of Fnglard’s Na-
tional debt. Reimposed in 1902, the tax was no m-r:
a “registration duty” than the tax on hair powdecr is;
and, as no countervailing duty was put on home coin,
it was a tax of a distinetly “protectionist character,”
intended to be permanent, to be incregsed if nceessary,
and the principle of it to be possibly extended to oth:r
articles of focd. In prirciple, in fat, it stood (ax rr-
posed) on precisely the same plane 2s Mr. Chamberlain’s
scheme for Colonial praference.

It may be arged, no doubt, thaf, thoueh protection-
ist in character, the shilling duty d'd not, in frct i o
tect,” as it d°d not raise prices; and this, except as to
Millers, who did gain, is fairly true. But can any
League honestly base a distineticn on this ac-idental
result? and if it can do so, why all the Free Food League
fulminations against Mr. Chamberlain’s arcument that
a two-chilling duty wi'l be met by eo-rep-nding T -
sults? Tndeed, Mr. (Hamberlain’s proposed duyty is,
_0f the two, more likely to be non-protective. The
shilling duty was on all imported corn. Mr. Cham-
berlain’s is ‘suggested only on non-Imperial  corn, and,
by the law of supply and demand, must throw the duty
on the non-Imperial.

The Free Food ‘sro.cpe], in fact, having regard to the
corn duty of its founder, is the most absolute myth.

Why, then, is the elector roused x‘xg-uir‘snt the 2-¢hilling
duty so that he will not even discuss it? Simply by
Misrepresentation and mendaeous ploe rds. “We ean
alwayg wrote, scme: vears ago,. a we‘l—knm-wp Fr-e
Trade professor, “uphold Free Trade, whatever the ar-

guments against it, by placards of the big and little
loaf”—that is to say, by hoodwinking the Brit'sh e'ec-
torate in order to lengthen the days of a professo ial
theory. The professor was, however, wise in his
generation. Against mendacious placards the elee-
torate is almost powerless. The need for exceptional
legislation for the unemployed—marches of the un-
employed to London—may possibly tend to enlighten-
ment ; but the poisonouws harm which these plicards do
is not confined to votes, it extends tq character. I
heard, recently, df a populous villege in one of the
home counties where every labouring man was in favour
of cheapness at any cost (even with low wages), and
leisure rather than constant employment!

A year ago, at Tariff Reform meetings. the idea of
certain and constant employment was cheered. It is
now received in gloomy silence.  Cheapness was the
only god. It now has a twin brother, Idleness. In
May last, a noble lord—a Free Trader—commenting on
some Temarks made in a provincial city to working
men as to constant employment, said: “See how thase
Tariff Reformers want people to work,” and he was
applauded!  Deluded creaturcs! It would stem thab
they have never heard the fable of killing the goose
that laid the golden eggs, cr realised thiat, if the indus-
tries go one after another, the country can never find
any employment for them at all, or any wage at all on
which to enjoy their cheapness, when they are smply
mariners, bank clerks, dock carriers, 1-aders of tnueks,
or commission agents. 5

Tt is well to warn them that, whether they
like . dt. or ' not, - or- vote for it . ®r . ‘not,
now, they will have to place these duties ‘on food
sooner or later; not for Mr. Chamberla'n, but for the
necessities of the United Kingdom, since in no other
way, as was seen in 1902, can the increasing and abso-
lutely necessary calls upon the Exchequer Le posibly
met. (We must here d'rect' the attention of our
readers to certain articles in the “Jomrnal of Com-
merce” thiat appeared during 1903 undev the caption,
“Who pays the Duty?”)

“There is, however,” says the essayist, “one course,
and @ splendid course open to the electors, by which
the burden may be lightened, and what looks like de-
cay he trandformed into invineible stability ; namely, by
converting' the isolated forty-two millions into a vast
federated Empire of hundreds of mi'lions all shering
the common burdens.” What are we, if we persist in
standing alone?  Lord Goschen said recently: ‘How
can we expect our countrymen to hold their own
against the enormously increasing populatiors of other
countries? and Sir Michael Hicks-Beach supplements
this by saying that ‘Unless we get the co-operation of
our colonies for Imperial Defence our Imperial power

’

must go.””

These Chancellors of the Exchequer krow, from
their Treasury experience, Free Traders though they
dre, that England’s sole escape from inability to meet
her inevitable expenditure is Consolidation »f the Fm-
pire; and vet the people shrink from the only meins
by which that is attamable. “Commercial Urion must
precede political and military umion, and we cannot

»
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wait for ever.” And an able writer says: “The mass
of Englishmen are as inaccessible as the seven slecpers
to the profound changes in 'the ecomomic world, deter-
mining the fate of nations; but yet it is certain that,
within twenty years, the halance of population in the
world wiil have turned so heavily against us that our
prospecis will be gloomy indeed.”  Years ago Lord
Rosebery said: “If you wish to remain alone in the
world w'th Ireland, do so; but you cannot have the
boon of a powerful Empire encircling the globe with a
bond of commercial unity and peace without some
sacrifice; yet it is a cause for which we might be con-
tent to live, and if need be, to die.” We don’t, axlgs!
hear these noble words frem Lord Rosebery now.
Political exigency requires h'm now to tel! townspzople,
with one breath, to vote againgt Mr. C’h'am_b;'rla.in’s
Imperial Scheme, beeause it may cause a slight rice in
the loaf; and, in the next breath, to warn agri-ultu-al-
ists not to support Mr. Chambherlain becavse the duty
he proposed is too low to add anyth'ng to the pric» of
corn. Verily, political consistency is banished to Juprter
and Satwrn! but the noble words are the right words,
and perhaps some day Lord Reschery may lcad  his
fellow countrymen hack to Imperial thoughts.

There need, in fact, be no “sacrifice,” if the Bz’itish
elector will have a little courage now and refuze to be
mendaciously placarded. But, if he selfishly pets as 1o
subject of the Mikado would dream of act'ng, he will
hax;e, ere long, to bear a burden ten times heavier than
any within- the range of possibility under the proyosals
before the country.

RECENT TRADE DEVELOPMENTS.

At the Bradford Technical College recently, Prof. A. F.
Barker gave the usual monthly lecture on Recent Trade De-
velopments. 1In fibres and yarns, afitention was directed to
the re-appearance ~of chlorinated wool. Experiments had
Some. years ago been ‘carried out in the direc'iont cf obtaining
piece-d_{wyed fancy effects by the use of chlorinated amd other-
wise prepared wool, apparently with Iittle success; but there
was always the chance, said the lecturer, of such a me hod
as this suddenly developing in some useful direction.  'The
attention which was being directed to South American wools
had a significance which should not be overlooked. Another
matter for consideration was the blendmg, not only of weol
with vegetable fibres (such as cotton, linen, ramie, ete.). but

of such fibres as cotton and ramie in the production of novel

effects.  With wool so dear as at present, tussore silk wa'st
Was even spoken of as a wool substitute ;5 and, blended with
other matervials, it might lend itself to the production  of
novel and useful yarns and fabries.

In dealing with wood combing and spinning, the lecturer
referred to a shovt anticle on the action of seouring agents
on the strength of wool, which had appeared in a Paris paper.
Lit'le was heard of late of the absorbent earth method of
seouring wool, but it was evident that present- methods were
not considered altogether satisfactory, and consequently the
latest method of seouring myght still take on a usefal form.
A new carding machine (a Huddersfield invention) was being
placed on the market: and although this was of most import-
ance to the woollen manufacturer, still, bearing in mind :he
large quantities of Belgian yamm consumed in Bradford. it
might have marked ussfulness to certain Bradford manufae-
turers. s

Under the heading of Weaving, Designing, and Manufuic-
turing, the introduction of some very imtelres'bimg noveities in-
to' the Bradford trade were to be moted.  The warp-stop
motion of the Textile Appliances, Ltd. (of Glasgow). wa now
being applied in Bradford in a useful manner, and was wourithy
of the consideration not only of the manufacturers, but a'so
of those who thought that electricity might be applied wi h
advantage in many textile mechan'cal motions. Three in-
ventions of Messrs. Cauwes Bibille et Cie., of Paris, shoud
certainly claim ihe considaration of the fancy manufacturor;
all had reference to goods of a moire character.. Tie first '
invention was an inclined reed, which, working upon a centre,
varied the beating-up of the weft. The second was a reed
constructed of movable reed wires, which might be pressed
by means of a wooden matrix into any required form, and
so fixed that upon being- placed in the loom it prbdtmed a
curavature of weft in the fabrie, and upon the fabric being
“moire’d” in the ordinary way it presented most interesting
characteristics. The third invention was the in roduct on of
a talse reed, the dents of which might be moved across the
piece to produce a pattern—owng to these false den‘s in
each particular position beating the weft more densey than
it would be beaten were the false dent not present. This
last invention, combined with that first noted. prodreed some
real’y remarkable “ondule” effects.

Attention was next directed to an artiel2 0. wne principle
of ackuat'ng the shuttl-s in power-looms, this being most im-
portant in view of the likely return to faveur of mohair
goods, in which the weaving of slackly twis‘ed .weft was @
most important factor. As be'nz of interest to fioured goods
manufacturers, a new machine of Mr. J. Parkinson, of Ship-
ley, in which the lace and peg holes of jacquard cards were
cut and the cards laced by the same machine, was referred
to by the lecturer and i'lustrated by Jlantern slides.

Under- the heading of Miscellaneous, pevhaps the most in-
teresting was the tendency at present be'ng mamifested to
standard’se the work of all Jonditioning Hovses, bo'h Bri-
tish and Continemtal: Without doubt thers was a marked
tendency towards standardizing in the trade, amd this ten-

MICA.

A veport has just been issued by the superintendent of thée

mines branch of the department of the interior, and is an-

nounced as the first of a series on the ecomomic minerals of
Canada.

Lhe report deals with two varieties of mica—muscovite and
phlogopite. The occurrence of the former is limited to a few
locations in Canada, and mining of this mineral has been at-
tended with many difficulties, owing to the great dispersion
of the deposits, their sporadic and sometimes ‘erratic occumr-
ence, and their inaccessible location. '

The phlogopite, or amber mica, industry, however, is in a
flourishing condition, the output for the last year having a
value of close to $200.000. This mineral was mined some 16
years ago in commection with phosphate in wne Lievre and
Templeton country, but at that time it was not valuable, and,
therefore, was thrown away. To-day many of these old'
phosphate mines are in operation for the sake of the mica, the
phosphate on account of its low value at presem’ being mined
as a by-product.  Phlogopite mica is exclusively mined in

~ Canada and its flourishing condition is due to the large de-

mand for eleetrical machinery. TLarge compamies like the
General E'eotric and the Weslinghouse are operating exten-
sive cutting establishments in Ottawa, which are supplied
with mica from their mines in the Ottawa county and from
Sydenham.  The next important producer of mica is’ India,
but it appears that the Camadian anvticle is preferred.

trict lying approximately 350 mi'es north
of Niagara Falls, reached ®by the G:and
Trunk railway from Toronto to No:th
Bay ort by the Canadian Pacific from the
west, and thence by the Lake Tem'skani-
ing and Nowvthern Ontar’o railroad to Co-
baillt.

The Afirst indication of the existence
of cobalt in this distriet. was the di -
covery of cobalt bloom by workmen
running' a Trailroad cut some eighteen
months ago. This led to mor: or less
prospecting, and later to the discovery
of small veins of sma'tte, carry'mg na-
tive silver. From time to time new
veins ‘have been discovered umtil now
most of the ground has been staked over
a section probably 6 x 10 miles in ex-
tent. The camp is carab'e at present
of pmoduc'ng $1,000,000 or more per
month, and it is not unlikely that the
output next summer will be comsider-
ably higher. The orve runs remargably
high in silver and carnies- gocd valve
ir both cobalt and nickel., Carload Iots
have Tun as high as 4.000 ounces of sil-
ver, 17 per cent. cobalt, 5 per cent.
nickel and 45 per cemt. arsen’e. The
average temor of the ore now heng
shipned may be taken as approximately
3.000 ounces silver, 5 per cemt. to 10,
per cent. cobalt, 21, to 5 per cont.
nickel, and 45 per cent. arsenic. The
cobalt comtent gememlly  drereases  as

the mnickel increases and wvice versa.
Considerable ‘quanti iss of 1,000 -.ounce
silver ore are accumulating at the m'nes.

No far, practically all of the produc-
tion of the distriet has been shipped ‘o
New Jersey for treatment, but the Can-
adian Copper compamy has recently in-
stalled a furnace for the treatment of
these ores and it is expected that this
will be blown in about November 1lst.
As the present output of the Cobalt dis-
triet is not much above 100 tons per
week, it is presumed that some of tha
ore supply necessary to operate the fur-
nace will be drawn from the Sudbury
district. The deepest shaft in the
camp at this. writing is about nine'y
feet.  There is but one steam hoist and
two compressor plants in the distret, al-
though others are being installed. Bu‘
few of the properties are in eomdition
to run through the winter. as most of
the work is being earried on dn  onen
pits. The distr'et will no douvbt e ma-
terially extended in the next few months
as reports of mew discoveries in outly-
ing distriets are constant'y = repotted.

The general topography of the country

is that of low-lying, glaciated hille, with’

steep faces, seldom rising more than 100
to 200 feet above the intervening chan-
nels. The average elevation is approxi-
mately 1.000 feet ahove sea Teve, A

considerable portion of the surface s

covered with drift deposits and the rock
are often cavpeted with moss., The
marketable timber has heen removed
from most of the northern portion of the
kncwn mineral'zed sec‘ion, but the sur-
face is still covered with young grow:h
and low-lying shrubs, making prospect-
ing a slow and laborions task. The
veins oceupy almost vertical fissures in
conglomerate and Grey-Wache slates,
which overly complex igmeous rocks, as
greenstones, quartz porphyries, ete., re-
ferred by the provincial geologist to the
Keewatin. ‘Ihere also occur imbrusions
of Torrain granite into the Keewat'n,
which, however, have mnot pierced the
Huronian or ore-bearing formation.
These granite intrns‘ons were followed
by intrusions of dlabase and gabbro,
these latter pieremg all the pre-Cam-=
brian rocks -in the vicinity. Tt -vas
probably at this period that the fissnres
were formed and the ore dep-sited.
The' veins are small, but well-defined,
and generally out-crop as a calcito
seam, carrying mative silver amd eolba't
ores in some stage of decomposition from
smaltite to erythrite. They have a
general north-eart-covthwest, and month-
west-sonth-east .strike, although = some
apparently unimportant veins have @&
due north-south and others an east-wesh
strike. with silicious vein-filling. The
ore often oceurs in a series of p)wﬂk‘l
veins within a few feet of each other

The chief
Ores of the distriet are nva.tive silver,
Smaltite (diarsenide of cobalt), nieolite
(arsenide of mickel), with more or less
Pyrargyrite (sulphantimonite of silver),
N‘gemtite (\Qllllll]li(k‘ off S'iﬂ\’e‘l'). {ehlloan-
thite (diarsenide of nickel), dyscrasite
(antimonide of silver), erythri‘e, or eo-
balt bloom (hydrated arsenate of co-

balt), annafergite (hydrated arscmate of
nickel), the two latter derived from
the decomposition of ithe smaltite and
niccolite  respeetively; chalcocite (sul-
phide of copper), native bismuth, chal-
copyrite, galena, sSpha‘erte, mi.erve
and wad, all occurring either with the
chief ores or disseminated throughout
the country rock. Calcite is the dh'ef
vein-filling, and a small seam, if followed,
oftem leads to orve. Wihyle ‘the veins
are very narrow, seldom exceed’mg six
inches in width for any considerable d’k-
tance along -their strike, mneventheles:

“An interesting fact for which there
is mo evident explanation is that imports
of sawed lumber showed a leavy in-
crease in value a thousand, while ex-
ports of the same class of material
showed a decrease in average unit value;
that is to say, whils paying a higher

- price for iumber. indicating an advansing

home market, it has been sold abroad
cheaper than the year before. TLumber-
men were wilkng to import a greater
-quamtity at a higher price, and yet with
a smaller quantity to export—or was
it lighter foreign demand?—were willing
to accept lower prices for it.

“Practically all the sawed lumber im-
ported comes from Bui ish North Amei-
ica. From that source came during the
first seven months of 1903 a total of
313,200.000 foet; during the correspond-
ing period of 1904, 259,547,000 feet, and
in 1905, 355,728,100 feet. The aggre-
gate quantifies show the average values
by the thousamd to have beem in 1913,
$14.68; in 1904 $15.09, and in 1905
$15.99. The increase from 190 to
1905 was astonishingly large, and, con-
sidered with the heavy increase in
fect —ind eites
strong demand in this country and an in-
adequate supply of the domestic produce
directly competitive.

The decrease was almost en-
tirely in unmanufictured wood, which
includes logs, timber, rouch, Jlumber,
shingles, shooks, staves, heading, ete.

United Kingdom, the Netherlands, Bri-
tish North America, Mexico, Cula, and
Angentina were decidedly liochter buyers
this year than they were last vear.”

AUSTRALIA.

There is an old saying in law that
when the lawyer of either side has no
case that it were better for him to
abuse the other side. The same holds
good in the ‘present instance of west-
ern Australia placing before the peoples
of the world the aileged advantages cf
that part of the Commonwealth of the
southern hemisphere as compared with
the older and better tried northern part
of the Americamn continemt. rieh in aoni-
cultural lands, stock, minerals and tim-
ber. Tn its rush to obtain immigrants

WESTERN CANADA.

The American people are speedily re-
alizing, says a correspondent of ‘he
Boston Transcript, the enommity of the
trade that must arise from the Canadian
West.  Perhaps those who keep in-
formed on the development of the con-
tinent, fairly understand the vastness
of the area of the Canadian prairie coun-
try, or o much of it as lies within, say
sixty townships, or 300 miles north of
the international boundary. That coun-
trv extends forty-three townships wide,
or east to west, in Manitoba, fifty-one
townships wide in Saskatchewan, and
an average of fifty-two townships wide
in Alberta. or in all, 146 townships, equal
to 876 miles wide. The area embraced
is 31,536 square miles, or 201,830,400
acres, or 1,261,440 homestead farms of
160 acres each. From having railwayed
and driven at random over average parts
of every great district included therein.
Not less than fifty per cent. of the
whole is first-rate, arable, and fully half
the rema‘nder excellent grazing land.
That estimate is far on the side of mod-
eration as regards the potentialities of
settlement and wealth in the region.
There is much timber where there is no

arable nor grazing land, and much avail-
able hay swale where swamps and
sloughs, that may ultimately be drained
to arable advantage, now forbid agricul-
ture or grazing. Txcellent wheat was
grown this year in some pamt of every
district. The best of oats, peas, barley,
flax, rye, with prodigious cahbages,
onions, potatoes, turnips, carrots, ete.
thrive everywhere meaching a size and
solidity such as one shall seldom see
elsewhere.  Mixed farming will pay in
this vast country even better than wheat
farming, and will sus‘ain a far larger
population. Much of it abounds in ecoal,
iron, natural gas, petroleum and fish.
Now, all that has been said over and
over again, so that one may presums:
the American people have some fair
knowledge of the faots. Of cowrse,
many of them are uninterested, and many
others doub, supposing that those who
say these things are somehow paid to
paint the picture too fa‘rly, or are, in
short. hired liars. But Americans are,
nevertheless, pretty generally aware tha'
whait has been stated is true.
,Still,they do not know, and have scar-
cely been told that a coumtry as good
as that described lies nmorth and west of

it. It may be called here the country
especially tributary to Edmonton, to say
nothing of the fact that Bdmonton is
and must continue to be the distribu'ing
pont tor a regfion about 120 miles north
and  south, and  360. miles east
and west, which is included with the re-
gion whose bounds have already been
Specified.  The . more northerly and
westerly region is usually known as the
Peace River coun'ry, but it includes a
great tract unwatered by the Athabasca.
It is, speaking by and large, included be-
tween latitiudes 55 -and 59 north, and
between longitudes 112 and 1200 west.
Thus it is about 280 s'atute miles east
and west, and 350 miles north and south.
This territory has not been largely sur-
veyed, nor anything like fully explored.
No doubt a lamge part of it is not arable.
But. there is much, reason to believe that
not less tham 40 per cent. of it iy good
arable. The best hard wheat shown at
St. Louis was grown at Vermillion, on
the Peace River, about lat. 58.25, and
long. 116 west. That is about 350 sta-
tue miles north, and 100 west of Bdmon-
ton, which is situated 52 townships, or
312 miles mnorth of the international
boundary.
