Pulpit of English Methodism,

The most popular preacher in the Wes­
leyan Connexion to-day is Morley Pun- 
Sugx. We are able, through the favor of 
our English correspondent, to lay the follow­
ing clever description of the man and his 
preaching before our readers ;

One oT the religious newspapers made a 
mistake in stating that Mr. Punshon first 
became known to the'world through the de­
livery of » lecture upon John Banyan. This 
celebrated orator made his debut before a 
London audience, in connection with the 
Young Men's Christian Association, four or 
five years ago, in a lecture upon the “ Pro­
phet of Horeb." A correspondent of a news­
paper at that time wrote m a very interest­
ing manner of the appearance of Mr. Puo- 
sbuo- before that most thrilling assemblage 
of the young men of London, at one of their 
Tuesday evening meetings. The writer 
spoke of the evening as being cold and wet, 
end altogether of a character which would 
induce most men to remain at home. But 
all upon a sudden he remembered that the 
man was a Methodist, and reflected that at 
any rate he should be kept warm in listen­
ing to him. tie might come away both 
warmed and filled. This rigorous, inven­
tive and impassionate orator moved Exeter 
Hall to repeated bursts of applause by the 
magnificent leciure of that evening. Men 
held their breath in wonderment—ladies wa­
ved their handkerchiefs—and reporters start­
ed Iroia their duty with unwonted amaze­
ment, and forgot to take notes. All went 
aw»y tint nigbicbarmed with the man whom 
Î^Rxkaiism had chosen to become her repre- 
Wcn's Chr stinn AÉifcMMf 
time Mr. Punshon was eagerly followed in 
many pans ot the kingdom, and his fame 
almost established m the metropolis. The 
leciure had surprised and pleased every­
body. It has been said ibat the conference 
authorities are detaining him in the provinces 
that lie may grow to the lull stature of the 
perfect preacher and oralor, and then come 
to London and take it by storm. Already 
the north has been apparently filled with his 
enthusiasm. So much is he courted and 
applauded, that Spurgeon most be content 
to share the honors of the manufacturing 
districts with this beautiful speaker

We judge Mr. Punshon to be about thirty- 
six years ot age. He is not tall of statrue, 
but has a broad breasr, and a deterimined 
manner. Oar modern orators have to rest 
satisfied with a lower standard of height, and 
what they desiderate in corporal conse­
quence must te made up by extent of culti­
vation or vigour of speech. Very few of 
our public speakers can boast of an impos­
ing form of six fuel lour inches in longitude, 
which people can behold without the aid of 
spectacles or opera glasses, and tremble at. 
as it the gods were come down in the like­
ness of giants. Altogether, this Methodist 
orator seems rough and ready in his outer 
man ; able to wield the sledge-hammer of 
Divine truth as well as cater with much 
and happy success to the refined fancies and 
polished taste of the first audienoas in the 
land, tie can gather roses and lilies, and 
hang them gracefully around the fair brow 
ot virtue and religion, while he can pluck 
the myrtles and weave it firmly about the 
forehead of iruih. He can whisper fondly 
into the ear of childhood, speak softly to the 
gentle heart of the maiden, and bind up the 
lacerated wounds of the strong man. He 
can sing a lullaby over the cradle of infancy 
end weep devoutly over the coach of old 
age. He worships reverently at the shrine 
ol beauty and gazes profoundly in the halo 
of classic grandeur—he treads softly in the 

• groves ol Arcadia, and standi proudly upon 
the brow of Olympus. To him flowers and 
thunderbolts are alike familiar; songs of 
happiness and sentences of earnest appeal 
are similarly suited. The chaplet of beauty 
and the wreath of majesty appear equally 
adapted to his ability.

He does not accustom himself to tell the 
tales of Scripture in precisely the same bu- 
mau language which has been employed by 
All persons for centuries past, hut transposes 
them into his own graphic strains ; and in 
this msnner throws the witchery of an in­
spiring eloquence around the hearts of his 
auditory. In speaking of the birth of the 
Smoer in one of his sermons be painted in 
the SI I /wing manner that beautiful scene 
upon which the heavenly songsters desired 
to gxze :

•- The unwomed influx of strangers had 
crowded the little inn in the lowly city ol 
Bethlehem, ' one of the least amongst ibe 
thousands of Judah,' so that the outbuildings 
were isid under tribute 10 furnish shelter to 
late comers. In the stable of that mean hos­
telry a young child was boro. There was 
nothing about bun to distinguish him from 
the ordinary off-priog of Jewish mothers ; 
but at the moment ol his birth a new song 
Irum angel harp, and voices rang ihrvugu 
•be piauiwot B «title beta and ravished ibe 
Waichiet Shepherd- with snatches ol celestial

dering peasants beheld a star of unusual 
brightness hovering over that obscure dwel- ' 
ling; and oy and bye the inn was thrown 
into confusion hy the arrival of a company 
ol foreigners from afar, swarthy and richly 
apareled, who brought costly gif.s and spices, 
which they preseoted to the new-born babe, 
and bowed the knee before him io homage 
as to a royal child. Rapidly the * glad tid­
ings of great joy ' passed from lip to lip, un­
til the whole ciiy was foil of it—scorned at 
by haughty Pharisees with sccffiand doubt- 
ings, hailed by devout gladness by the faith- 
rul few who waited for the consolation of 
Israel, agitating all classes of the people.
startling the vassal monarch on his throne_:
• Unto us is born in the city of David, a Sa­
viour, which is Christ the Lord.’ •'

He is able, by the masterly power of 
sketching and painting which be possesses to 

^oose the feelings of the most apathetic, 
when he is dilating upon the truths of facts 
which have never lived as they ought to live 
before the people who throng our churches 
and chapels to listen to the message of the 
gospel. Somehow or other, preachers have 
acquired the habit of copying all their pic­
tures from the one original. As Michael 
Angelo and Raphael are copied in their sa­
cred paintings, so are the models which em­
inent preachers of by-gone days supplied, 
imitated by our modern pulpit orators. 
Dwells there not in modern genius the pow­
er of creating new pictures of the life of 
Christ, which, after all, have as much claim 
to vividness and faithfulness as those open 
which we have been looking since the dsys 
of the Fathers? Listen to Morley Punshon 
as he dwells upon the mighty proof which 
the Saviour’s life and influence supply to the 
divinity of his mission ;

"** Now, look at lhat individual in spite of 
all these disadvantages ; by the mere force 
of hie teaching and of his lile he gathers a 
multitude of followers, charms Ihe soldier 
from Ms standard ; strangest of all, charms 
the publican from the loved seat of custom ; 
and not only those who might be supposed 
to risk little by the venture, hot charms the 
physician from his practice, the scholarly 
student from the feet of his master, the ruler 
from his pride and luxury, the honorable 
councillor from the deliberation and the rank 
of the sanhedrim. The chief authorities 
get to hear about him, and they combine 
against him, bat his doctrine spreads. He 
is attainted as a traitor, bat bis name is held 
dearer than ever;' his death gratifies his re­
lentless toes, hot his disciples rally and his 
cause holds on. His tomb is jealously 
guarded, and is hermetically sealed, but it is 
somehow found empty notwithstanding. He 
shows bun sell alive by many infallible 
proofs ; he soars op after forty days from the 
crest of a mountain, and has established an 
empire io the hearts of thousands upon thou­
sands, which promises to be co-extensive 
with the world, and to be permanent as 
time. And you ask me to believe that all 
this can be accomplished by the unaided re­
sources of a mere man like ourselves. Were 
not lhat a mystery, of all other mysteries, 
greaier and more surprising far ?”

Mr. Punsuon’s voice would not of ilsell 
compel men to listen to him. His voice is 
not bis fortune. It can become thrilling and 
eoeê'mèn erf7account of their vofess : they 
are so rich and musical. Tuere is certainly 
an enthusiasm about Mr. Punshon’s man­
ner which would charm any audience, even 
of South Sea Islanders, who could not un­
derstand him—an enthusiasm, and some­
times a skilful managemeot of voice, which 
must pass through the most sordid nature» 
like an electric shock. We have a principle 
of our own in judging of orators, whether ol 
ihe platform or the pulpit. A real orator is 
always able to interest and impress an audi­
ence who do not undersiand his language. 
Rhetoric may charm or logic may convince ; 
hut apart from rhetoric and logic, the orator 
can move whole masses of people by his 
simple speaking. The composition may be 
detective, Ihe reasoning illogical, the iliustra- 
tratioos tame, and the style uncultivated ; 
but if the oratorw is good, the unknown 
tongue will thrill through the heart and stir 
up all the sensibilities of Ihe soul. When 
Gavazzi used to speak in the Princess’ Con­
cert Room in the West End, Englishmen 
wbo knew no Italian went and listened with 
unbounded embusiam to those powerful ora­
tions. When Henry Vincent spoke at a 
meeting of the Peace Congress ut Paris, at 
which Frenchmen were present, they caoght 
the enthusiasm of his style, and joined most 
heartily with his fellow countrymen io the 
applause which greeted him. Oratory is a 
child of the soul, and speaks in the tones 
and modulations of the voice, laughs or 
frowne in the muscles of the taee, and otters 
a language through the movement* ol the 
entire body. William Johnson Fox can 
hold an assembly in bis grasp by the mag- 
uficent language ol his lipe, assisted only by 
the quiet wave of bis sceptral hand. Send 
Punshon to the Freoch Protestent Cboreb 
in London and the audience there will lis. 
ten with rapt attention to his eloquence.

Tbe preacher touched a sympathetic 
chord ol the human heart when he said 
these burning words, which gain an unlimit­
ed power over the feelings when they are 
echoed in consonance with the enkindling 
bursts of his impesstooed manner :

“ The entire humanity of the Saviour has 
been attended by abundant authentication. 
In every legitimate sense of the word, he 
wse a man with men. He did not t ke our 
siulul nature upon him, but, thaok God, tbai 
is only a separable accident ol humanity ; it 
came in afier tbe creation, and it shall go 
out before tbe end ; bet, in every légitima-e 
sense of tbe word, be was e man with men. 
He was born helpless as other children are 
born ; his early years were spent in tbe 
bouse of bis reputed father ; be worked at 
his handicraft lor bread ; be grew in wis­
dom and siattre as other children grow, end 
not io a moment, but, by the stow process of 
years, det eloped into ibe maturity of man. 
When, in his public ministry, be went out 
among his fellows, be was one with them, 
sus-aming mutual relationships of depen­
dence and of help. Hu was no sell-elected 
reformer ; he was no turbulent infiemcr ol 
uoboly passions. Faulty as was the govero- 
utsot under which be lived, be was a loyal 
subject, paid tbe tribute money without 
murmuring, and submitted himseii to every 
ordinance of man. He was no dark ascetic, 
nor liurter ol the feeling heart ; he was a 
Uro.ber of the muluiude», mingling in all 
the grief and all the cheerfulness ol hie.— 
li men invited Me to tittir houses, ke «eat,

and he sat down at their board* to banquet. 
He graced their marriage festival* With hi* 
presence, and turned for them tbeir water 
into wine ; and be mingled hi* tear* with 
tbeir* when the light uf their homes wa* 
quenched, and when some loved one was 
eoddenly withdrawn. Hi* care for tho»e 
who trusted bim ceased not with his own 
danger, for having loved his own, be loved 
them to the end. • • * •

“ Doe* human nature weep unbidden 
tear* ? Pity wrung them from him a* he 
gazed upon tbe ill-fated and lost Jerusalem ; 
and sorrow wrung them from him at the 
grave where L izaru* lay. Doe* human 
nature shrink, and crouch, and fear in the 
prospect of impending trial, and pray, as it 
seea the cloud gather and darken, that the 
dreaded pangs may be spared ? In the days 
cf hie flrsh be poured out his supplications 
with strong crying* and tears. Is human 
nature called to die amid sharp agony of 
fL*h or spirit ? It loomed upon him iottnee 
and unutterable amid tbe awful darkness ol 
Getbaemaoe. He was the man Christ Jesus. 
Come, ye seekers after the sublime, behold 
this Divine man ; marred enough by sorrow, 
but not all by sin ; decorated with every 
grace; disfigured by no blemish of mortali­
ty ; scattering warmth and light into the 
homes ol men, with not an act that you can 
trace up to selfishness, and with not a word 
that you can brand as insincere ; with hi* 
whole life of kindness, and with his death 
an expiation—behold the Divine man !— 
Talk of the dignity of human nature, it is 
there, and you can find it nowhere io the 
universe beside. The boast of heraldry, the 
pomp of power, the skill to make the can­
vass speak, tbe marble breathe, ot to play 
upon human hearts as upon a harp of many 
tunes ; the mad ambition that conld climb 
to fame up elopes where the trampled lie, 
and when the red rain drops from many a 
heart—what are their claims to dignity ?— 
Hush, ye competitors for greatness, and lei 
him npeek alone ; erase meaner names from 
fame's tablets, and chronicle this name in­
stead ; enshrine it in your loving hearts, 
those of you who trust in his atonement, 
and who come by bis mtdiation to God ; 
grave it there deeper than all other names 
of home or friend—the man Christ Jeans.”

We can scarcely conceive of any audience 
which would not melt under tbe masterly 
treatment with which he deala with the ap­
peal» of tbe cross of Christ. It comes, not 
” stealing o’er ” tbe sense», bat taking tbe 
whole soul by stotm. It rouses every pas­
sion, touches every emotion, awakens every 
sympathy, and enkindles every leeling of 
tbe human heart. It is enough to make 
marble respond, and stones speak.

“ Here, then, behold the accepted sin-of­
fering, a willing victim, in the nature that 
had sinned, yet free from taint, free from 
obligation, man’s eternal Saviour, God’e 
incarnate Son. Follow him a* he passes 
into tbe shadow of his passion. Close upon 
the agony of Geibsemane came bis arrest 
by the treachery of one whom he had trust­
ed ! patiently he endures the ribaldry and 
the insults in the dishonored Judgment Hall 
of Pilate ; weary he tread* the stern and 
rugged path on the way to Calvary, bearing
bis own crow i anj now it*» “ ” "*•— .wsMt gather about the hill of sut-
lering and of shame, and the nails are fas­
tened in the quivering flesh, and, in agony 
and turiure, ebb* hi* pure life away I Tbe 
last ministering angel leaves him, for he 
must tread this wine-press of life alone ; 
and oh, mystery of mysteries, the Father 
bides his Irom tbe Beloved, aod darkness 
deepens on the sky. A cry bursts through 
the gloom—«harp, shrill, piercing—and all 
is silent. “ It is finished !" The darkness 
that had climbed up suddenly to the throne 
ol noon, as suddenly disperses; Ihe multi­
tude that are gathered round the hill ol 
shame separate to their several homes, talk­
ing earnestly upon tbe event! which they 
had witnessed. The moon rises a* calmly 
un high aa if the sqn bad not set upon a 
scene uf blood. But ob, what a change 
those lew hours had wrought in the fortunes 
ol the world ! Christ had died, the just for 
-.fie unjust, that he might bring us to God. 
Go, tell it to that despairing sinner, that 
man, I mean, who has a cord around bis 
neck and a pistol at his throat, wbo is just 
about to seek escape Irom the horrors of a 
troubled conscience io tbe dread alternative 
of sell-murder. Go to him ; be quick ; tell 
him be need not die, for Christ has d.ed— 
has died to bear bia sins away. Proclaim 
salvation everywhere for wretched, dying 
men ; sound it out from the summit ol that 
hill-side cf Calvary, and let the sister hills 
echo it, till louod the earth is heard the 
rapturous hosannah—Salvation ! Go with 
it to the wretched, miserable, poor, blind, 
and naked. It is jual the thing they need. 
Salvation ! Ring it oat from every avenue 
of thia vast metropolis of tbe world! It 
shall wake the slumbering dost, and roose 
the coffined dead ! Salvation 1 Take it into 
yonr own hearts ; be sure of that, and then 
let us bear yonr experience. ‘There is 
therefore, now no condemnation to them 
who are in Christ Jeans, wbo walk not after 
the flesh, but after the spirit.’ ’’

There is a rapidity about Mr. Punshon s 
oratory, whieb with his style, manner, and 
voice, appears to us to add considerably to 
his power. Like Robert Hall said of him­
self, what he loeee in power, be gains in ve­
locity. Tbe artillery may send death and 
destruction wherever it directs its murder­
ous volume ot fire, but tbe rapid «hot of the 
musket, following with unintermittiog celer­
ity, may do more damage. You a* not so 
much overpowered by ooe tremendous burst 
of Mr. Punshon’s eloquence as subdued, and 
thoroughly unmanned by the rapidity and 
ease with which be awelia into a tornado 
of sweeping oratory.

We trust lhat tbe versatile powers of 
ihi* good and eloquent man may be tbe 
mean» uf “ turning many to righteousness, 
that he may shine in the firmament for ever 
and ever."

Methodism wears no blosh of modes'y 
upon her cheeks when she claims tbe honor 
ol Laving given to tbe Church ol Christ 
many a “ longue of fire ;” and leek not too 
proud in rejoicing that her pulpit eloquence 
has been so much enebanetd aod enriched 
by the tarnestneas, felicity and brilliancy 
which abound in the sermon* of Morley 
Punshon.—Pittsburg Christian Advocate.

The 
magnetic cord stretches across tbe waste ol 
the Atlantic, causing its depths to quicken 
and flash and glow with human thought, 
while the lands washed by its waters on 
either aide are thrilling with tbe pulse and 
throb ol its mighty vibration*. Honor to 
the man wbo conceived, prosecuted, and 
finally accomplished this stupendous work ! 
Long may that cable rest in iti ocean bed. 
far lieneath the storm and commotion of 
the upper surface, a symbol, and bond, and 
pledge of the good-will and enduring amity 
of the nations which so cordially united 
in brniging the great event to jiass.

The Practical Duties of Moham­
medanism.

The first great article of practice by tbe 
faithful Mohammedan is prayer. On that 
famous night-journey made by Mohammed, 
on the beast Alborak, (a something between 
a mule aod an ass,) in tbe fourth or emer­
ald heaven he found Motes, tbe Jewi»h 
lawgiver ; and in conversation with bim 
about his mission as a prophet, he informed 
Mose* that it should be established as a role 
for true believers that they “ ehould pray 
fifty times a day.” Moses, having a felt re­
collection of the stiff-oeckednee* of the 
Jews, a* manifested when he waa their lead­
er through the wildemeas,soppoaed that their 
Arabic cousin* were not much les* stubborn 
and preverse, and be responded to Moham­
med, “ You will never succeed. I tried, 
but could never get them to do it- You 
must go back to the throne and gel permis­
sion to deduct.” Accordingly permission 
was obtained to deduct ten times ; to this 
Moses still objected : “ They will never do 
it.” Again ten times were deducted, and 
again Mosee objected ; and so deducting end 
objecting went on onlil Mohammed bad got­
ten the number reduced to five. Still 
Mosee objected ; but Mohammed tells us, 
** be was ashamed to return again, and went 
away and prayed for Moses." So that io 
tbe discipline lor the faithful it is appointed 
lhat they «hall pray five times ■ day : first, 
before sunrise ; secondly, at noonday ; third, 
in the middle of the afternoon ; fourth, at 
sunset; and fifthly, an boor and a half 
alter night sets in. As the bell chimes the 
hour, the cry of the Muezzin is heard ring­
ing loud and clear from every minaret that 
adorns the countless mosques, “God is 
great I God is great ! There is no God bat 
God, and Mohammed ia bis prophet. Come 
to p.a/ers!

At sun- 
riaing it is, in many parti of the country, 
the eus,out for the Muezzin to add : “ Pray­
er is better than sleep! prayer is better 
than sleep!" a sentiment to which tbe Chris­
tian can heartily subscribe.

Prayer, 
they tell os, brings a man half-way to God ; 
lasting, to the door ol bis palace ; but by 
alms be opens the door end en-ers iu.—- 
Hence, ia the K .ran, there k scarcely a 
duty more strictly enjoined than alms-gtv- 
tag.

It 
is cold at heart, and has no overflowing and 
subduing influences to pour upon tbe lost — 
And with all its strength that church is 
weak, and for Christ’s peculiar work, worth­
ies*.—Dr. Olin.

Letter f'om Missi/naries in Turkey, to the 

Secretary of the American itibL 
Society.

Constantinople, June lltb, 1858 
Dear 5ir:—We are appointed by the 

Missionaries of the American Board, now 
in session at tbeir annual meeting to write 
you in tbeir behalf. This duty we perform 
with the greatest cheerfulness ; for are w>b 
to bear testimeoy lo your liberality, and to 
the precioosoes» aod greatness of the work 
which you are prosecuting in this country.

The organization of Bible societies was 
one replete wnh utility : they constituted a 
new era in religious history—the era of 
unanimity. They afford a rallying point 
for the piety of the age, an unsuspicious 
medium ol communication between Chris­
tians ol all denominations and countries ; a 
centre of union and co-operation in the pro­
motion uf a common cause, which has done 
much to allay the heats, and soften the 
asperities of discordant sentiment. They 
are, too, accelerating that period when the 
truth shall become victorious on the earth.

Through tbe instrumentality of the 
American and British and Foreign Bible 
Societies, the pure light ol Revelation has 
for many years been shining amid the dark­
ness ol b.gotry and superstition in this coun­
try, and gradually expelling them. Tbe con­
trast of truth and error, ol «acred mysteries 
and preposterous fiction, are more and 1nore 
deeply and extensively felt From your 
plan of opening the Sacred Scriptures to all 
classes of people in this land, what incalcul­

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The Battle Ground.
Those of oar readers who took an interest 

in the proceedings of the late British Con­
ference—as we presume all most have done 
—and carefully perused the accounts which 
have from time to. time been transferred to 
these columns, will not have forgotten the 
sprightly debate which ensued when a 
representative from Ireland spoke of his 
country as the “ battle-field of Protestant­
ism against Popery/* The President of 
this Conference—whose attention as a visi­
ter to Britain, after an absence of several 
years, had probably been arrested by the 
tokens of rapid advancement which Roman­
ism presents in that kingdom—was impelled 
to exclaim that in his estimation England 
was that battle-field ; while the delegate 
from France coo Id not believe that any 
country merited the appellation more than 
bis own. In fact, the world is the battle­
field of Rome. She is struggling every 
where, might and main, for supremacy. In 
Europe from the most uninviting point of 
Sweden and Norway to the Island of Malta, 
and from Cork and Cape St. Vincent to the 
farthest cast of the continent, Jesuits, open 

.or disguised, are incessantly striving to re­
gain lost ground, or to retain and extend the 
dominion over the souls of men which they 
have subtly won. In America we know 
how the sable apparition of the Roman 
priest (not always spectral, it is true,) 
haunts us at every step we take, from the 
ice-bound shores of Newfoundland to the 
gulden sands of British Columbia, and from 
the northern extremity to Mexico, and 
thence down through the fair regions of the 
South to Cape Desolation. Go where you 
will over the broad and densely peopled 
continent of Asia, and the Jesuit mission­
ary has preceded you. The terrors of an 
African climate do not appal him ; arid to 
plant hi superstition in the midst of hea­
then tribes, he will dare the dangers that 
Livingstone faced only for the troth. It is 
true, then, that the field of conflict wiili 
Popery is the world. Yet there are certain 
countrie-, in both the old world and the new, 
which li me is especially anxious to enlist 
as auxiliaries, that she may more speedily 
subjugate the earth to her despotic sway.—
In Europe it is her ambition to render 
F ranee n ore active in her behalf, and to 
tuAe Ei gland in the nineteenth century 
what Spain was in the sixteenth. Many 
v ill smili at the thought that Rome should 
entertain what appears to them so chimeri­
cal a hop-.- as that England’s might should 
he put forth to Cathol.cize the nations.— 
Are there any grounds of encouragement 
tor the IVpe to indulge the expectation that 
such a powerful arm as that of Britain 
may one day he wielded in bis cause ? A 
calm and patient search into facts, such as 
is required in order to answer this question 
with accuracy, would be productive of start­
ling rev - l.itious, and would show at least 
how far Dr. Richey was justified in saying 
that Enc,land will be a field of battle 
for Religion and Rome.

A few years since how little was known 
of popery in England ! Now her priests 
are planted throughout the land ; her bish­
ops have partitioned the country into episco­
pal sees ; her churches and cathedrals rise 
as if by enchantment ; Convents multiply ; 
Monastic» m returns ; School-books such as 
she deems suited to her purposes of perver­
sion, come forth with the sanction of the 
Council of State ; her Cardinal makes bis 
triumphal progress through Ireland as 
spiritual prince, receives the homage of hit 
people, and sanctions au insult to his lawful 
sovereign by omitting her name from the 
series of toasts in which the Pope’s health 
is first drunk and then that of the Cardinal 
himself. These are some of the conspicu­
ous, obtrusive, evidences of the growth in 
influence and presumption of the It man 
Church in England. And when we add to 
them the undeniable fact that ber agents 
unsettle and remove Cabinets at their will 
we have indeed an appalling index of the 
power wh ch even now ia wielded by the 
Pope in the boasted citadel of Protestant 
Truth.

But they have little knowledge of Rome 
who believe that her strength is seen oo the 
surface, and that her machinery and achieve 
meats are patent to the eye. It is by secret 
machinations that her greatest conquests are 
gained ; and so secret are these that none 
can by any possibility become acquainted 
with their variety and extent. Sometimes 
information is obtained which only tends to 
show how little Englishmen are aware 
the all penetrating system of spiritual espio 
nage to which they are subjected, and of the 
unscrupulous proceedings of those whom 
Koine Las commissioned to un protestantize 
England. An article which appeared some 
ti ne since in the London Record, and which 
we are about to copy, puts this in a light so 
clear but painful that we need not dwell 
upon the point. We ask the attention 
our readers to the sad discloures ot bypoc 
risy and hellish ingenuity which that articl 
contains. Who can read it without perceiv 
mg that England must he indeed a “ battle 
field of Christ with Anti-Christ ?"

The battle will be fought not only in Eng 
bind but throughout her dependencies, 
is inevitable. Our sentinels have slumber­
ed so long, or coquetted so foolishly, that 
the toe is upon us in -strength so formidable 
that ignorance and temerity alone could re­
gard him without apprehension. There 
danger—great and imminent danger—to all 
tne liberties of Eoglishmen from the present 
attitude and activity of Rome- Yet we do 
not despair. Though the Apostate Church 
works incessantly by her ordinary agencies, 
insidiously, and it seems far more success­
fully, by tier secret emissaries in the Pro­
testant Churches, yet we are undoubting 
that the ancient Anglo Saxon love of free­
dom of'thought will assert itself, that God

will not give over the British nation to be­
lieve a lie ; but that fierce and fiery though 
the battle be oar Protestant Christianity 
will rise victorious and ril itself more com­
pletely than it ever yet has been able to do 
of every Romish element. “ Through God 
we shall do valiantly.’’ But the sooner we 
are fully alive to our actual dangers, the 
more certain will be our release. The 
sooner and the more re olutely we throw 
ourselves into the fight, the easier will our 
triampL be won.

Fifty-four years he was a Wes­
leyan Minister ; and lor ilxty years walked in 
the light ol God's countenance 1 His studies, 
labours, trials, publications, and letters were 
those of a primaire Methodist preacher, and 
his Journal bespeaks the man of God, and must 
tend to the humiliation and sanctification of the 
candid reader.

Tbe Memoir is for the stillest and holiest 
hours of tbe closet, and merits reference, and 
conscientious deference too, in every ecclesiasti­
cal period ami emergency of Methodism.—

It is said there 
was no steamer on Lake Superior seven years 
ago, Tbe opening of the Sault St. Marie Ca­
nal, fifteen miles from tbe loot ol the Rake has 
done much for commerce, and it is worth no­
ticing that the year after the opening tbe ex­
ports and imports by the Canal were $2,375,- 
000, the former, and $2,500,000 the latter.

The Fisheries of our waters are ol great ex­
tent and value, and it is presumed their pro­
ductiveness is not by a good deal fully ascertain­

We have our gold deposits in Canada, though 
scanty ; and that ia a mercy. Minerals are not 
by any means sparsely found, and in different 
localities are stones and clays ol much excel­
lence. The “ coal discovery ” at Bowman, 
ville, which 1 teported trom the statements of 
others, turns out a disreputable hoax ; so that 
tbe prestige of the Canadian Geologist is untar­
nished. Our best hopes of future greatness are 
founded on tbe Christian and Protestant and 
British laws and privileges,—on the soil, and 
forests, and waters, and climate, and industry, 
railroads and canals, and the social harmony, 
and gteat useful institutions of Canada—by the 
blessing of God.

Agriculture and Horticulture this year in Can­
ada have their serious drawbacks, because of tbe 
damage done by rust and Highland tbe incursions 
of tbe medge and grasshopper. Tbe Provincial 
Bureau of Agriculture has very properly used 
means to ascertain the amount of this very Uni­
term! damage done, and the average of the ce­
real crops ; and the average in many counties 
disappoints hopes. Returns from twenty-six 
counties have been analyzed, and the average 
produce of the whole twenly-six is 12j bushels 
per acre of winter wheat, and 14j bushels ol 
spring wheat,—shewing a deficiency of about 40 
per cent in winter wheat, and ten per cent in 
spring wheat. *• Never before in tbe history ol 
Canada, has so much injury been done by rust 
es this year.” “ With regard to other green 
crops, the reports show an average y ield about 
Ihe same as last year." Potatoes are much less 
affected by the rot. Hay and oats have been 
tolerably satisfactory crops. Orchards will gen­
erally fail to fill as many thousand barrels as in 
other years. Wheats are now selling in Toron­
to at trom 4s. Gd. to Gs. per bushel.

tivities, and that tbe stunning we received when 
the United States bad, not an earth, but a 
money-quake would cease to Le felt. Not so, 
however ; nor is it desirable that affairs should 
réassumé their identical condition.

MEMORIAL TO THE BRITISH CONFER­
ENCE, Ac., Ac.

Mr. Editor,—I fear that some of your 
readers, who are not fully acquainted with 
the matter* to which certain paragraphs in 
your paper of tbe lGth inst. refer, may re­
ceive an erroneous impression therefrom 
respecting the prevailing spirit and ten­
dency of the Conference of which the 
Provincial Wetleyan is the established or­
gan. To prevent the possibility of such 
an impression becoming fixed in any mind 
please publish the following statement ol 
facts in your next paper.

1. The English Conference, in 1855, 
“ constituted tbe Missions in Nova Scotia, 
Prince Edward Island, Cape Breton, New 
Brunswick, Newfoundland, and Bermuda, a 
distinct but affiliated Connexion—a distinct 
ecclesiastical organization,” and assigned to 
it “ the position of a distinct Branch of the 
Church of Christ.”

2. In the plan of organization, which is 
tbe Constitution of the new Conference, the 
English Conference reserves to itself : (1.) 
“ The right to appoint.” and “ re-appoint 
so long as if shall choose to do so, “ tbe Pre­
sident of the Conference of Eastern British 
America ;” (2.) tbe right “of appointing as 
often as it shall deem fit, another minister 
to be associated with the President as Co- 
Delegate and (3.) “ The power of disal 
lowing within one year after their enact­
ment such rule or rules of the Eastern Bri 
tish American Conference as. in ill judg­
ment, infringe any of the essential princi­
ples of our common system of Doctrines and 
Discipline in other respects the new Con­
ference is invested “ with the suisse power as 
the English Conference ”

3. The affiliated Conferences, our own 
and others, have been wont to nominate 
tbe persons whom they wished should be 
appointed as their Presidents from year 
year.

4. At the late seasion of our Conference 
it was moved and seconded, and evidently 
favored by a large majority of the members 
present, that the selection of the man to be 
put in nomination for the office of President 
should be determined, according to the usage 
of the Parent, and also of one at least, of 
the affiliated Conferences, by ballot ; but tbe 
Constitutional right of the Conference to 
adopt such a mode of action was denied and 
tbe motion, therefore, was not put to vote.

5. A Memorial was addressed to the 
British Conference for the purpose, not of 
asking permission “ to change our mode of 
nominating the President,” as might be in­
ferred from the Watchman report, but of 
eliciting tbe opinion ol that venerable body 
whether our proposed mode of action “ was 
not allowable,” and also whether the affiliat­
ed Conference has not. in virtue of its Coo- 
ferential existence, and as tbe highest eccle­
siastical court in “ this distinct branch of the

Mr. Editor,—We desire to record our de­

bours ot our beloved brother and enter in tbe 
service of His CLureh.

There is, douilles*, in some minds a strong 
prejudice against tentais* being at all employed 
in any prominent capacity in the Church. But 
although it be admitted that it is not in agree­
ment with the Divine procedure ordinarily to 
employ females in the pi oelamation ot Gos­
pel truth, or to ose them, in general, in tbe way 
of public exhortation, yet we have good reason 
for believing that occasionally they have been so 
employed, and with the most marked tokens ot 
Divine approval. If it be objected that some 
passages in tbe writings of Sl Paul, prohibiting 
the u-urpation of authority by females, or an 
unauthorized assumption by them ol official 
position in tbe Church, are seemingly against 
public exhortation or teaching by females, in 
any case or under au y circumstances, we may 
reply, tbe Divine Word is everywhere consistent 
with itself,—an apparent contradiction between 
one passage and another conclusively proves 
that we have not clearly apprehended the mind 
ot tbe Spirit. Should it therefore be found that 
tbe Scriptures furnish any instances of female 
public effort in tbe Church by Divine appoint­
ment or inspired sanction, our view, as before 
expressed, is sustained.

The subject ol female effort in. the promotion 
of religious revival is ably treated in tbe correr- 
ponde nee of the New York Christian Adstocate 
es copied in ihe last number of your journal ; 
and yet, in my bumble judgment, that writer 
does not settle tbe question on Scriptural author­
ity, as to whether woman has not sometimes 
been called to step beyond her ordinary sphere 
in the furtherance of the work of God. Not to 
mention the extraordinary cases in which the 
Lord was pleased to employ female instrumen­
tality in a public capacity in the Jewish Church, 
we think the records of Christianity warrant the 
position we have taken. That the female disci­
ples in the primitive Church to some extent 
shared in the wonderful endowments then con­
ferred, will, perhaps, not be questioned, and ii 
so, were not those gifts to be used lor the edifica­
tion of the body of Christ ? Can it, on sufficient 
ground, be assumed that tbe instances of females 
prophesying or teaching, given in tbe New Tes 
lament, were exclusively of a private character V 
W bat sufficient reason is there for suppos­
ing that the prophecyings or teachings of tbe 
daughlei* of Philip tbe Evangelist were purely 
private ? Would not the manner in which men­
tion is made of them lead, rather, to the infer­
ence that their teachings were public ? Did 
not St. Paul rejoice to recognize as his helpers 
and as being worthy of special remembrance, 
those women in the Philippian Church who la­
boured with him in tbe Gospel ; and does not tbe 
distinc.ion hereby given to them, point them out 
as having laboured with the Apostle beyond the 
ordinary sphere of female Christian effort ?— 
Wa- not tbe weight of Apostolic sanction given 
lo female praying and ptophecying or teaching in 
the Corinthian Church, and does not tbe regula­
tion enjoined upon lhat Church in relation 
thereto, imply that such exercises were admissi­
ble in public assemblies of men and women ? 
Why should it be thought incredible that tbe 
Head ot the Church, whose prerogative it is to 
select bis own instrumenta, should occasionally 
depart trom His usual plan br employing a de­
votee female to helpYorwird, even by public ser­
vice, i lie momentous work of saving souls ? Ot 
ibe Divine choice of this unusual instrumentality 
m the case of sister Palmer, there have not been 
wanting abondant and most signal attestations, 
and therein we greatly rejoice, yea, and will 
rejoice.

It is suggestive on the point under consider- 
tion lhat our risen lteedeem- r conferred peculiar 
distinction upon those noble-minded women who 
were “ last at the cross, and earliest at the 
grave," by commissioning them to communicate 
the first news of His resurrection, even to tbe 
apos les ; and that these same highly-honored 
female disciples were among tbe one hundred 
and twenty who waited tor, and received the 
bapti.m of the Holy Ghost, which baptism, St. 
Peter declared, was tbe fulti men! of the Word 
of the Lord by the prophet Joel.—“ I will pour 
out my Spirit upon all flesh, and your sons and 
your daughter» shall propoesy ;—and on my ser. 
vanta and an cay hand-maidens 1 will pour out in

Nor is there any manifes'ation of character more 
in keeping with the professed belief and hopes 
of the Christian than that ol hearty earnestness 
in promoting the cause ol tbe Redeemer,—an 
earnestness as tar removed trom what is unbe­
coming in sacred things, as it is from fastidious­
ness. We do not attach any weight to the ob­
jection sometimes made against revival eflort 
that the effects are evanescent, and that of many 
who profess to have received spiritual benefit on 
such occasions, “ their goodness is as the morn­
ing cloud, and as the early dew, it goeth away." 
Tke stability of new Converts, to a great extent, 
depends upon the spiritual ovetsight they subse­
quently receive, and their being immediately 
directed to higher attainments in grace. But 
independent of this consideration, I am inclined 
to believe that tbe notion of tbe instability ot 
revival converts is, tor the most part, incorrect. 
Our Blessed Lord has taught us that much of 
the good seed of His Word will be lost, owing to 
its being sown, seme on stony ground, and some 
among thorns ; but without at all depreciating 
the value of stated ordinances, we doubt not a 
careful examination of the matter would show 
that there is much done in revival seasons to pre. 
pare the soil lor the reception ot the seed, and 
that there is much more of the good seed sown 
in good ground on such occasions than at other 
times ; and further, that the largest number of 
the most devoted and useful members of the 
church have been brought within her pale in 
connection with special efforts tor the revival of 
the work ot God. it is not, however, to be ex­
pected that zealous labours for the salvation ol 
souls, and for the cleansing of tbe church will 
meet with the v. ry cordial favour of Ihe men ot 
the world,—or even of those in the church who 
are formalist and worldly-minded.

The labours of Dr. and Mrs. Rainer among us 
have been greatly blessed, not only in tbe con­
version ot sinners, but also in the increased 
quickening of tbe church, preparing our roem- 
betehip for holy service for the Lord, and lead­
ing a con.id -rable number to tbe attainment of 
tbe great blessing ol entire sanctification. Aa 
Methodists we should regard oar special voca­
tion to be,—“ tbe spread of Scriptural holiness 
through tbe land.” Should it ever happen that 
we aa a Church lose sight of tbe great doctrine 
of Christian perfection committed lo our trust, 
and neglect to lend forward our people m tbe 
highway of btl-ness, the chief end of our exis­
tence would be unanswered, Ivhabod would be 
inscribed upon our portals, our spiritual vitality 
would be extinct, nor would Ihe blowing oat of 
our name from under heaven be an event 
so greatly.to be deprecated. But this shall not 
lie. A mighty work is yet to be wrought in oar 
wot Id, in elici ting which tbe good Lord will em­
ploy us as His instruments, if we are but faith­
ful to our holy eailmg. O may there be created 
by the Divine Spirit a deepening interest on this 
subject; and may the earnest prayer for holiness 
go up fiom every dwelling place of our Zion, 
and be answered in a general baptism of refin­
ing fire ! I had intended some further observa­
tions in reply to objections against tbia doctrine, 
but which I must deter for another communica­

Jesuits infest our shores in swarms ; ar.d, by 
every variety of artifice and persuasion, they 
are endeavouring lo unsettle the faith ol the 
ignorant and unwary, whom they are hand, 
ing over to the falsehood and tyranny of 
Rome. The characteristic liberalism and 
courtesy which Englishmen show to all 
who differ from them on religious matters 
expose them to the machinations of priest­
craft and tbe subtlety of the Jesuit.

Popish Machinations in England
The Chinese burglar, in order to appro­

priate with greater security the property of 
his sleeping victim, takes the precaution of 
lulling nim into a deeper slumber, by im­
pregnating the atmosphere of his chamber 
with tbe lûmes ol opium. Under this sus­
pension of sensibility the man is robbed of 
his property, and awakens only to perceive, 
too late, the unscrupulous device of some 
artful contriver. Now, it is somewhat alter 
this fashion that the emissaries of Rome 
carry on their mission. They employ every 
variety of artifice to suspend or suppress the 
mental and moral faculties of man ; and thus, 
deprived of the use of his reasoning powers, 
he becomes the easy dupe of the crafty and 
designing. As if from an internal sense of 
guilt, Rome loves darkness, crushes tree in 
quiry, and places Divine religion at the foot 
ol human despotism. Popish machinations 
in the country are conducted on a scale of 
almost incredible duplicity. Men and wo­
men are to be found in all grades who seem 
cheerfully to conspire, with or without de­
sign, against the rights, the liberties and tbe 
common interests of society. In this confe­
deracy truth, honour and justice—in a word, 
all ties, sacred cr secular, are severed, on 
tbe plea that tbe end justifies the means. 
The nearest and deartwl friends, with this 
excuse, will act tbe double part, play the 
hypocrite, and sanctify deception. In so do­
ing they only show themselves consistent 
exponent* of their creed, which teache* in 
the Sixteenth Canon of the Third Lateran 
Council lhat “ they are not be to regarded as 
oaths but perjuries, which are contrary to 
the welfare of the Church and the institu­
tions of the holy fathers.” This may fur­
nish a clue to unravel the otherwise unac­
countable conduct of thoee partisans, who, 
while actually baptized members ot the Ro­
mish communion, appear to be more exceed­
ingly zealous in their attachment to tbe 
Church of England. Not long since we met 
with an instance of this. A lady, moving 
in the first circles of society, joined tbe 
Church of Rome, and with much pains and 
assiduity concealed the fact from her friends.

Chapel Dedication and Bazaar 
on the Kempt Circuit.

Mr. Editor,—It is very gratifying to a 
Minister of Christ as he enters upon a new 
field of labor and visits the people commit­
ted to his charge to hear their expressions of 
fervent affection and high esteem for his 
predecessor*. We have been cheered to 
bear the people on this Circuit thus express 
their love and veneration for the different 
ministers of our church which the good pro­
vidence of God has appointed to labor 
among them,—some of whom are still 
preaching Christ in other parts, while others 
are laid aside by infirmities, or gone to unite 
with the church trsumphant in heaven.

This Circuit including Kempt, Kennet- 
cook and Walton, was a part of the New­
port Circuit until about a year ago they 
were sec off from Newport. The first year 
after tbe division they raised tbe Circuit 
receipts from Y70 to £118.

They at once turned their attention to the 
erection of chapels more commodious and 
respectable for the worship of the Most- 
High. At Kennetcook our friends com­
menced in good earnest with the determina­
tion of building a house for God, and this 
they have accomplished. The Chapel is 
both neat and commodious, and calculated 
to reflect great credit on those immediately 
concerned in its erection. It is truly a 
pretty place of worship. The design is 
good, the work is well executed, the paint­
ing is excellent. Tbe size of the building 
is 40 K 50 with galleries. There are 64 
pews, and aiso a number of free seats.— 
Great praise is due to the building com­
mittee, as well as to those engaged in tbe 
work.

On the 22nd August the Chapel was de­
dicated to God by appropriate religious ser­
vices. The Chairman of the District, Rev. A. 
McNutt, preached the opening sermon in 
the morning to the assembled worshippers. 
The discourse was very appropriate and 
was listened to with devout attention. In the 
afternoon tbe Superintendent of the Circuit

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Calamity at Sea.—Burning or
AtÿriAMKR Austria Immense Loss or 

— One of the most heart rending inetance. 
-/'human suffering we-have ever been called on 

fo record, occurred at sea on the !3th September, 
111 45 D'itude, 41 30 longitude, when ihe .teao.- 
, r Austria, from Hamburg and Southampton to 
New Yolk, was destroyed by fire, with nearly 
a 1 her passengers. The news of this appalling 
disister was brought hy the bark Lotus, from 
Liverpool, which arrived here on Sunday after­
noon, with 12 out of 67 passengers, taken from 
barque Maurice on Ihe Htb inst. There was 
supposed to have been six hundred snult on 
board the Austria when the fire occured, men, 
women and children, all but sixty-seven ol which 
perished either in the flames or in the sea. Mr. 
lirewa, a gentleman in the British Civil Service, 
on his wav to Vancouver’s Island, tarnished an 
a count oi this tearful calamity to Jesse Hoyt, 
L«|., Superintendent of the Nova Scotia Tele­
graph Company. Mr. Brews is the only British 
subject saved.

Distinguished Visitors—The Toronto 
Colonist says :—Toronto was yesterday favored
with a visit from Cyrus W. Field, Esq., his lady 
and two daughters, the Bev. Mr. Field, and Mr. 
Archibald, the British Consul at New York, and
his lady. Tbe parly arrived by tbe tiain from 
New York at 11, am, and were met at tbe 
Union Station by Mr. H. P. Dwight, tbe gentle­
manly and respected superintendent of the Mon­
treal Telegraph Line in this city, by whom they 
were taken to the Rossin House, and afterwards 
escorted round tbe city.

Attorney General Macdonald and 
other Ministers, and several prominent citizens, 
paid them their respects. They were to leave 
Toronto this morning, at eignt o’clock, by the 
Grand Trunk cars for Montreal.

From Late English Papers.
The Paris Correspondent of tbe Times, in a 

letter dab d Sunday evening, says “ Although 
not positively declared, it is generally believed, 
thst Russia and France support a project ol 
obtaining irom Turkey tbe cession to Montenegio 
of a small port on tbe Adriatic, through which 
Ihe Montenegrins may communicate directly 
with the woild without. Turkey being now the 
only country of Europe where any tlung of in­
terest is stirring, the French papers draw largely 
upon it (and upon their imagination) for mater­
ials 'o fi 1 : heir column/:. Many tales have lately 
been propagated ; some of them gross exaggera­
tions, others pure fabrications. Tbcro is strong 
reason to belive that among the latter must be 
classed the story of the murder of five Consuls at 
Stancbio. This report, I think, emanated trom 
(he Nord, which, in its capacity of Russian or 
gsnj lwch no_opgortunil)r__of_jjivir;jt.££*•,!$- 
mation of its niter lafsehnod has been received in 
official quarters here. The P.ince imperial left 
Iasi cv mug for Biarritz Count VV’alewski has 
left for tbe same place. Fuad Pasha left Paris 
last night lor London. Prince Napoleon is 
expected to leave for Algeria about tfie 25th of 
September. 1 he French government have 
received despatches lor M. de la Roncière de 
Nuury, commanding the station a. Newfound 
land, in consequence of which it is thought that 
the negotiations concerning the treaty relating to 
Newfoundland will shortly be resumed, ami, it 
is hoped, will be brought to a satislactory ter­
mination."

Tbe Paris correspondent of the Morning Her- 
aUl records as certain two facts of some import- 
ance—first, that M da Peisigny, before deliver­
ing Ihe speech which created so much sensation 
tbioughout Europe, communicated it to the 
Emperor, who must, therefore, have endorsed it; 
and, secondly, that the French Minister of the 
Interior has reprimanded the “ over officious 
functionary" who threw some Protestants at 
Maubenge into prison and has completely dis­
avowed bis conquet. Moreover, we are led to 
expect that a note will shortly appear in the 
Moniteur restraining the injudicious zeal of cer­
tain perfects in the cause ol bigotry and perse­
cution.

The Siecle denies the boasted superiority of 
the English navy over that ol France, and main 
tains that extraordinarily numerous as are tbe 
vessels ol England, they are not proportionctFio 
tbe vast extent of her colonies.

The question of the Sisters of Charity and 
Laziriets Fathers ii still a matter ol strong con- 
lention in L'ebon. A petition praying fortbeir 
removal has been signed by some 15,000 ot the 
inhabitants ol Portugal. There is. however, a 
petition in opposition to this. How the question 
will end cannot yet be divined ; but the proba­
bilities are that they will leave Portugal.

Prussia is going io put her finger in the Chi­
nese pie. Orders have been given to tbe corn- 
minder of the Prussian frigate Gefion, now lying 
in the Jahde Busen, as soon as she has Wn in­
spected by tbe High Admiral. Prince Adalbert, 
to proceed to Fottsmouth, to fill up her cumpli- 
meots of hands, whence she will sail lor China 
and Japan, with a diplomatic agent on board. 
The duration of the Gelions absence on this 
special service is estimated at two years.

A Si. Petersburg letter of the 21st ult. an­
nounces lliât in tbe morning ot that day the 
Grand Duchess Constantine gave birth to a 
prince. Tbe same letter says :—“The work of 
ti e emancipation of Ihe peasants is going on, as 
I have already mentioned, in the most satisfactory 
manner, in Lithuania. The committees ol that 
province have decided that a part of the soil 
shall be made over to the peasants In order to 
procure them tbe means of raising Ihe capital for 
tbe purchase, a sort ol bank is to be formed into 
which each farm will pay Iqr twelve years an 
annual sum ol three roubles. Tbe capital thus 
formed witi be advanced to tbe peasants on mort­
gage of their land, and will serve tor the reim­
bursement of the indemnities due to the proprie­
tors."

Further information as to the Chinese treaties 
has reached England It is stated that I,ance 
is to rece.ve 1,100,000/. indemn.ty, and Eng- 
laud 3.200,000/.; also that the Customs duties at 
Canton are to bear the weight ol these pay­
ments. Tbe Russian and American treaties are 
signed, and on their way to St. Pe-ershurg and 
Paris. The Eoglish treaty contains no less than 
,,xt)-three clauses, the Erençb thirty nine. 
Canton is to be held by the allies during the 
payment ol the indemnity. Our Ambassador at 
Pekin ia to reside ontside the walla of that City 
Surely thin offensive stipulation can hardly be 
agreed to on our part, it is a repetition at head­
quarters of the offensive exclusion from Canton, 
'i he great river Yang-fee-Kiang is to be open to 
foreign navigation. At Canton itself, things 
are in a most miserable state. Tbe city was 
deserted by its «habitante, and all commerce al 
an end. while! • deawltcry_war«are was Niu- 
carried on br oerUin * jBwW

Allied Forces. An English captain—Jenkyns, 
of the Actssoi—has been killed whilst on a 
reconnoitring expedition, and severe reprisals 
are the order of the day. Tbe Conjtnssiooer of 
the Southern district, one Hwar.g-tsung can, has 
isiued a fiery proclamation, ollering reward* lor 
every barbarian's head. The populate have 
commited varions excesses, and a Fienchman 
from tbe Catinat have been murdered, on land­
ing with three other*, who made their escape, it 
is stated that the French naval commander 
measured 100 paces in the street where tbe 
murder took place, and shot every adult within 
the proscribed space. The bodies of forty six 
Chinese thus shot were then exposed, with iheir 
throat* cut, as a warning. Brigadier Corficld 
also levelled a street, in revenge for a dastardly 
muider committed upon the cook ol the 70 b 
Bengal Native Infantry mets Summary ven­
geance was also executed for the outrage on tbe 
Tribune, in French river, by Viscount Gilloid, 
in command of tbe Janas, Dove, Drake, and 
Woodcock gun boa's, in company with the Tri 
bune, Hornet, and Volcano, and the French 
pinnace Dordogne Tbe ilems ot tbe American 
Treaty with China are published. It would 
appear as if the Chinese bad granted the de 
mauds ol tbe Russian and American Govern­
ment io order to obtain their protection, or at 
least to secure their good offices with France and 
England. Kweilang, Hwisbweoa, and Keying 
are the names ol tbe Chinese Commissioner* 
sent to treat with Lord Elgin. Tbe fust is said 
io be “ a fine old Chinese gentleman " ol the 
old school, very like the portraits of Oliver Crorn 
well ! is Yeh resembles a living dignitary of tbe 
Romisb Church. Keying was, however, lent 
ha,-k to Pekin under restraint, and did not sign 
any treaties. On tbe whole, it i* evident that 
great firmness and decision are still needed to 
enloree tbe concessions at Pekin, and that, 
whether designedly or not, there is independent 
action at Pekin and Canton, which will demand 
independent repression.—Beacon.

Tbe Indian news is still favourable. Tbe 
rebellion seems to be drawing to a conclusion, 
and tbe events which are now recorded areol a 
desultory and comparatively trifling character— 
the last flickering flames of the conflagration. 
Sir. Hugh Rose is the prevent hero ot the war, 
and he baa received an ovation on resuming 
command of the Poonah division. The talook 
dar* of Oude arc gradually quitting the rebel 
cause. Nana Sahib is reported to be in pecuni 
arv difficulties, and to have sold a certain famous 
ruby, worth 1,000,000/, for 1,000/. to a native 
dealer ! General Whitlock is reported to have 
captured an amount of treasure to the value of 
9,000,000/. sterling. There are about 60,000 
rebels in arms in Oude, divided into small 
bodies; but Gwalior is pacified and the Mahara­
jah grateful. There has been a robbery of ihe 
Jhansi prize treasure, and property to the value 
of between 350,0001. and 200,0001. has been 
mysteriously abstracted. Sir Hugh Rose per­
sonally lose* about 25,000/. by this occurrence, 
should the treasure escape tbe vigilance of tbe 
Anglo-Indian detectives. For the rest, tbe Se­
poys now consider their cause desperate, are in 
want of fire-arms, and have betaken themselves, 
in many instances, to the jangle.—Beacon.

The conflagration at Astrakan, on tbe Cas­
pian, owing to a terrific explosion ol gunpowder 
—no less, it is said, than 200,000 pound*—will 
be a temporary blow to Russian enterprise in 
that quarter. It is something to know that 
Russia had so much gunpowder in that advanc­
ed post of her domminions. Astrakan has long 
been destined to be a basis of Russian aggressive 
operations against Bokhara and Persia. She 
threatens, Indeed, the whole of Asia. Astrakan 
contain» a vast arsenal, and a great number ol 
steamers, ol which many have been burnt in the 
late fire. Whilst English legislators arc quietly 
pursuing what Ihe French love to term Ihe “par­
tridge bunt," or variously exciting vague tus 
picions, of the French, or visionary confidence 
in iheir pacific intentions, the Russian Cabinet 
is never idle. In Circassia, rumours of engage­
ments between large divisions ol the liiusian 
army and tbe mountaineers continually reach us 
Russia has contrived to blockade, by means ot 
cusioms, together with tbe spectre of her old ally 
Ihe plague, evoked by quarantine regulation», as 
well as by an armed force, in defiance ol the 
Treaty of Paris, Ihe Eastern Black Sea ports, 
whose commerce, had it been protect'd, would 
have saved Circassia. Her agents have been 
busy, and slid are, in sowing dissension* among 
ihe patriotic leader* ol tbe tribes. When we 
shall have breathing time Irom the re conquest 
ol India, all this should engage tbe attention ot 
Briiisb politicians.—Beacon.

The small in’amies of Russia excite almost as 
much indignation as her national crimes. She 
has begun to deface the monument ol the faith 
fui En*Ii»h soldiers who tell in the attack on the Ke.Lo — .u. - —f-moer. 1 h,„ monu-
mrni ihe Russian Government solemnly pro­
mis'd to lespect and protect. We now learn 
from tbe leader, who “ has spared no pains in 
attesting the troth ol the statement,” that “ al 
though Ihe English inscriptions on tbr-e side* ol 
tbe obelisk are left intact, that in Russian, on the 
fourth side, has been entirely chipped away!"— 
It was a practice of old Christian chivalry to 
publish the name and merits of a dead and 
courageous foe, Russia dishonour* the Ult imoi- s 
of hers as far as she can. After this, we are not 
surprised to hegr that an Impartial order to wrue 
the history of the Crimean War for Ihe edifica­
tion ol Russians, has been entrusted to Ou- 
tumpfski, a young ojjictr, who was aide-de-camp 
to Prince Gortscbakclf The young officer has 
a hard task, and a fine chance before him.— 
Athenaeum.

The E a ST,-—For three days a panic had pre­
vailed at Aleppo; the Mussulman population 
were buying arms and closing Ihe bazaars- Tbe 
city is deserted by the Mussulmans, but the au­
thorities bad succeeded in restoring some degree 
of calm, and the inhabitants yet provide them­
selves with aims, and insolt the Christians.

The Journal tie Constantinople also confirms 
that a similar panic also reigned at Tripoli, but 
a vessel of-war bad calmed tbe excitement.

M. de Thovenel had convoked the representa­
tives ot the Powers at Constantinople, for the 
purpose of devising some means of pacifying the 
alarm*.

A letter from Jernialero, of tbe 18th ult , 
«ays “ Some of the leading Mumulman* ol 
Gaza attempted, after tbe massacre of Jeddah, 
to get up a movement against the Christians, 
but did not sueeed. In no other place has any­
thing of tbe kind been done, though throughout 
tbe Turkish empire a certain degree of hostility 
to the Christiana is manifested The Pacha ol 
Jerusalem has not yet returned from hi* visit io 
Gaza, being anxious to arrest tbe famous Santon 
of Mufti, who ia labouring to excite agitation 
among the people. It ia, however, no ea*y task 
to capture him, a*, from his reputation of sancti­
ty, all protect him. Nine persons who were ar­
rested at Gaza are still in prison at Jerusalem, 
and they are causing their friends to exert 
themselves in order to avoid paying too large a 
sum lor their release. During the last ten year* 
the Mussulman propagan -ism has been making 
against progress ia Asia and Africa, and the 
European powers have perhaps not paid sufficient 
attention to the fact. This propagandism is not 
only directed against Christianity, but against 
the power of the Sultan, who is accused by tana 
tics of betraying lslamism.

India and China.
The news from China confirms previous an-
luncements respecting the treaty with Euro­

pean pewars. Nine new ports were open for 
trade, and tbe residence of a Chinese Ambassa 
dor in London, and ol an English Ambassador 
at Pekin, is provided for.

Sir Hope Grant has relieved Anagbur, and 
ootupied Fyzabad, where he was joined by Maun 
Singh

The Gwalior rebels were defeated by General 
Roberts at Kotana, and dispersed in all direc­
tions

At Bombay the Import market was very ac­
tive wi;b unchanged price*.

Disturbances and bloodshed continued at Cal­
cutta.

Lord Elgin and Sir M. Seymour were en 
route lor Japan.

to all parts of tbe empire, when provided with 
passports trom British authorities Tbe govern 
ments to act in concert for tbe suppression of 
piracy. Indemnity for losses by British subjects 
at Canton to be paid.

in the more solid earths, clays, snd clsy 

lo.iit', a lung cylindrical worm abounds, 
much sought fur by truant boys snd sport- 
in if men, «. ho affect the uout, perch, &.c. 
Tins is a genuine worm, never appearing m 
another hum as do many of the so-cailed 
worms Li the early apring, snd during 
rams in summer, the etrib worm is lively, 
penetrating the earth in sll directions.— 
Wneo the soil is dry, this worm goes down­
ward, forms a chamber, and coils itself in a 
veiy close knot.

The eatth worm is so important agricul­
tural laborer. 1 have met with two short 
lutemema in regard m the service rendered 
by it io ihe soil, which may intereel the 
reader- A scientific writer on Zoology aaye:
* The bur-owing of earth worms is a pro­
cès» exceedingly useful to ihe gardener and 
agriculturist ; and these animals are far 
m re useful to man in this way, than they 
are injurious by destroying vegetables.— 
They give a kind ol under ullage to the 
land, pertormmg the same below ground 
thaï the spade doea above for the garden, 
ami the plow for arable lattd, loosening the 
tnnh so n io render it permeable to air and 
water. 1 has lately been shown that they 
wiil even add lo the depth of tbe soil ; Cover­
ing burrow tracks with a layer of produc­
tive momd. Thus, m fields ihst have been 
overspread with lime, burnt marl, or cmde.e,, 
these substances are io time covered with 
finely divided soil, well sdap'ed to the sup­
port of vegeiauoo.”—Urannilt Slate Far­
mer.

The rnen of the pa.i 
like A til a, might boast that no gtats gicw 
where their bones’ leei had trodden; nuts 
is the higher glory—to make “ two blades 
of grass gru-v where but one grew before,” 
ar.d io people the earth with a race that b a 
reached the highest culture. Hence na­
tions arise almost like ihe pallace ol Alad' 
dm, by ihe labors ol anight. So came our 
California; so Australia, its rival in 1res 
sures and climate and soil; and ao will be 
New Caledonia, which, with a tailway con 
ntc iog it lo ilie Atlantic, and elearnshijia 
connecting with the East—ihe cradle of ihe 
human race where arts and knowledgi 
sprung, and which now in its decrepitude, 
awaits only the rtjuvena ing spirit of the 
newer world io reamre u iu mote than .Is 
original vigor—may surpass them both.

There are those who look with envious 
eyes upon British progress, but to ua it is a 
source of pride and gratification. We 
would prefer that Amenons should lead in 
all that is bold and good; but if not A- 
mericans, ihen let u be those of the same 
race and language and religion, who under 
different institutions are yet woiking oui 
the greal problem of freedom, arid who bid 
fair with us io carry Iheir lewa and religion, 
their language and their blood, over the 
whole earth. In that race God has plant 
ed the vigor of all the races, and a greater 
power of expansion that in all, filling them 
in His providence lo be the subduing and 
regenerating—the all conquering and ttie 
almighty race of this earih. This fact is 
indicated in I his—that even in Great Britain 
he population doubles in about 35 years, 

while our cousins in Germany double only 
in 75 years, and not soother nation in 
Europe in less that 100, sod from
that lo the longer period which it 
takes ihe Turks—550 years. Wh n 
only two snd a half centuries ago the 
germs of this rsce were planted in America, 
he whole Anglo Saxon people in the world 

did not number more than aix millions.— 
England, Wales snd Scotland did not hsve 
so many people as New York snd Ohio now 
have, arid those were not half Sax unzed ; 
and to-day we have thirty millions in Ame­
rica, and seventy millions on the-earth, who 
are ihe chief support of the Protes'ant re­
ligion and free institutions among mankind ; 
and are doing more to elevate, insiruct and 
enlighten ihun all oiher peoples combined. 
It is true that we soineiimea appear arbitra­
ry, eeizmg upon islands and comments, 
without any commission therefor except 

bat God Ins written in onr natures; that 
we absorb or displace the more sluggish and 
barbarous tribes io Asia, Alrica and Ameri­
ca, with as few scruples cr questions aa the 
North aea pirates had m their operations; 
but the Anglo Saxons never touched an 
island of the seas or a point of the conti­
nents that was not belter for their having 
visited it; they have never disp aced one 
race, but they have given a bciier in us 
alead ; never overthrown one institution, but 
the world was benefited ; and we may not 
only therefore rejoicewiri that Providence 
that has led them, as it led ihe children of 
Israel of old, but confidently lookj'foiward 
tu the time, and that not two centuries tin­
tant, when their states shall number not 
seventy, but seven hundred millions of vigo­
rous people—all speaking Ihe inms lan- 
guage, united in the same literature and re* 
iigiou, and exhibiting the same inherent and 
progiesaive characteristics.

Ihe enjoyment uf free commercial inter­
course wi ll ihe two bundled end sixty 
m> lions of people that ecknowledge tbe 
11 i.ish sway, or become annexed to the 
Union of our siatea, or some day form in 
independent country.

The Iest fact we named is lending to 
thsir immediate upbuilding, was the gold 
discoveries on Fraser river; but whsi will 
add more to ihe importance of British 
America (hen all ihe gold, ia a 'act staled 
io the speech of Sir. E B. Lyftoo to which 
we have referred. He says—“ 1 do believe 
that ibe day will come, and mat many per- 
sent will live to see it—when a portion at 
least of Ihe lands on the other side of tbe 
R icky mountains being also brought into 
coluoization, and guarded by free luatitu 
Hone—one direct line of railway communi­
cation will unite the Pacific to ibe At­
lantic." This isthe grand scheme bad in 
view a long lime, and for which the surface 
of the country is admirably adapted—the 
running of a railway from some point in 
Nova Scotia, touching ihe chief cities in 
the east and the shores of Lake Superior, to 
the oiher ocean. This was the design of 
ihe Grand Trunk road, of which 650 milts 
ere already completed in a direct line, end 
cher surveys made. But they have bad no 
thought ul rn iking Portland or any other 
American city the Atlantic terminus ; there 
was the ruceoi movement of Hoo. John A 
McDonald, A torney General of Canada 
for an ‘'Intercolonial Railway” to corn 
nierce in Nova Scotia, pass through Ne 
Brunswick,none with the Grand Trunk and 
p»ss to ihe wes ern ocean. This would not 
confederate but consolidate the country 
and uow ibe measure will be hastened by 
ihe new community forming, which Eng­
land will want to reach, and where’s» S.r 
E B Lyitoo says, she will bate her gresi 
naval station for tbe Psc.fic.

elegsnt; but tbe population which, by all
accounts, is it preseat pouring into the new 
gold regions is likely to display its industry 
in somewhst stronger relief than its loyalty. 
Ssn Francisco is sending up its dsre-devil 
adventurers by thousands; and, unless our 
own authorities are strongly reinforced, 
there is every reason to apprehend that the 
new visitors, well furnished with arms, and 
reckless as well as expert in their use, will 
set small store by the ordiusoces of the Gov­
ernor. An ingenious and daring Yankee 
has already derided ibe gubernatorial edict, 
aod we fear we shall hear of collisions and 
difficulties Nor is the Red Indian popu­
lation to be overlooked. The natives re­
gard the strangers with no friendly eyes, 
knowing tbe Anglo-Saxon lendency * -o im­
prove' the red man from off the face of cre­
ation, and we may hive no small trouble 
between the protection we owe lo the Indi­
an and his hosti uy lo he stranger. Gold 
will, we imagine, maintain its character ss 
causa be li, in which cspsciiy it has been 
far more vffici.nt than any other sgent 
which used to be branded as tctirrima ”

Gymnastics in Swedish Schools,
There ire two respects in which the 

Swedish scbool-svatem is far superior fto 
ours. One is the universal teaching uf 
gymnss ic exercises. Every vchool bull 
ing hie its large, high room, with earih 
or nutted floor, and sll sorts of implements 
for developing the muscles—ladders, poles, 
wooden horses, croes-bers up to me roof, 
jumping pieces, ropes for swinging, knot­
ted ropes lor climbing, ice. The scholars 
ere not allowed lo exercise on what they 
wish, but there is s regular, scientifically 
arranged system. They ire trained in 
squads, and move and msreb, tomutimes to 
music, at the word of command. At a 
large public school si Stockholm, I saw tbe 
lids in their noon lesson at gymnastics. 
The teacher gave the word and a dozen 
sprang out toward a tall pole with cross­
bars, and clambering up it, each hung with 
his legs, then again recovered themselves 
and let themaelvea down. Another par­
ty, one after the other, squirmed up a 
naked mail, another pulled tbems.lves 
up hand over hand on e knotted rope; 
others, in succession, played leap-frog over 
a wooden horse ; they ihen marched to the 
beat of the drum. The emalier or weaker 
boys begin with the lowest grsde of exer­
cise, sod follow up, according lo a scien­
tific system, arranged for bealib. They ill 
seem to go into it with tbe gresteet relish, 
•nd showed well trained muscular power.— 
I could not but conclude that the superior 
physique of the S wedish men is not euurely 
due lo rlunste. When will America learn 
that health snd strength have their tines- 
capable laws?—A". Y. Tribuue.

The Foot of a Horae,
It is a marvel of mechanical ingenuity, 

which no mere human inventive faculty 
ever could have devised. Ofien has the 
human hand been taken to illustrate Divine 
wisdom; but whoever may exsmme hi» 
horse’s loot, will find it scarcely lees curi­
ous. Though all its pans are some .vhsl 
complicated, yet their design is simple and 
obvious.' The hoof is not, ss it appears to 
ibe careless eye, a mere solid lump or in­
sensible bone, fastened to the leg by a jiiol. 
It is m.nie of a c ues of thin layers, or leaves 
of horn, about five hundred in number, nice­
ly Sited to each other, and forming a lining 
to Ibe fool itself Then there are as many 
more layers, belonging to what is called tbe 
coffin-bone, and fitted into this. These are 
all elastic. Take a quire of paper and in­
sert the leaves, one by one, into those of 
another quire, end you will get eome idea 
of tbe arrangement of these severs! layers. 
Now, ihe weight of the horse rests on as 
many elastic springs as there are layeis in 
hia fore feet, about four thousand ; and all 
this i* connived, not only for the easy con­
veyance of the horse’s own body, but of 
human bodies, and whatever burden may be 
laid upon him.
