WE GIVE FAIR WARNING.
N every issue of this paper notices of 
goods appear which have been received 
or are expected by jobbers and manufac­

turers’ agents. Nearly all of these are 
gathered by our own reporters. A few are 
sent in. They are not published as an ad­
vertisement, but as news. They are not paid 
for. It is, and always has been, the policy 
of this paper not to allow a line of paid 
reading matter to appear unless specially 
marked “ advertisement.” These notices 
are inserted because they interest some sec­
tion of our readers.

On several occasions this privilege has 
been abused by wholesale merchants and 
manufacturers, who gave information that 
was not altogether correct They have re­
ported the arrival of a large shipment of 
something when it was a comparatively 
small one ; that goods which had just come 
in were extra quality, or very low in price, 
when they were only average quality and 
P'ice ; that they had the cheapest goods ever 
offered ; that the orders were so numerous 
it was difficult to fill them ; that they were 
working every night to keep up with thrm, 
etc., etc., when the reverse was probably the 
case.

Such statements as these are often used 
in an advertisement, but even there it is poor 
policy. In a reading notice they are mis­
leading, and we do not propose being 
responsible for them.

We have to ask that firms giving such in­
formation in future be careful not to exag­
gerate or mislead. If any do, we will not 
hesitate to expose them.

As stated, not a line of paid reading mat­
ter is ever allowed into these columns, and 
will not be at any price. Readers will there­
fore bear this in mind, and assist us by 
drawing attention to any misstatements. 
This, however, we trust, will not be neces­
sary.

BUYERS ARE NOT CLAIRVOYANTS.
N the issue of this journal of the 16th 
inst. appeared an editorial on the situa­
tion in dried and evaporated apples, in­

cidentally in which reference was made to 
the difficulty one exporter was experiencing 
in getting a sufficient quantity of first-class 
evaporated fruit to fill a certain order.

A few days ago The Grocer received a 
post-card which read as follows :

We can furnish first-class evaporated apples made out of 
winter fruit. We evaporate nothing else. Tell the ex­
porter he should buy from reliable houses, like

Aylmer Canning Co.

The Grocer is not a clairvoyant, or, as 
a Comishman would say, “ ghost, witch or 
devil.” Nor do we suppose the exporter is 
who wanted the first-class fruit. Of course, 
he may be ; and until our Chief Interviewer 
has sounded him it would not perhaps be 
wise to be positive. We only suppose he is 
not a clairvoyant.

The concurrent circumstances tend, in 
fact, to show that the exporter in question 
had no power to see into the future, or, 
at least, had not the faculty of seeing 
“ over the country and far away ” into the

factory^ and storehouse of the Aylmer 
people. Few, if any, people have.

The Aylmer Canning Co., no doubt, have 
the fruit right enough. Hut how, in the 
name of common sense, is any mortal to 
get that which he desires, but of whose 
existence he knows not of, unless he has 
someone or something to direct him.

The Grocer never knew that the Ayl­
mer people were evaporators. We knew 
they were canners with a reputation for 
putting up a first-class article. Hut that 
is alL

If they had first-class winter fruit they 
should have told the world so. They 
should have advertised. Suiely they were 
not waiting for those who desired first-class 
fruit to get up an exploring expedition and 
discover them.

If we all possessed that prescience which 
the Aylmer people, by implication, seem to 
think humanity is endowed with, how rich 
the most of us soon would be !

No matter how good a thing may be, it 
must be advertised if the trade and public 
are to become acquainted with it. Of little 
good would have been all the many wonder­
ful things the genius of Kdison has created 
if he had kept them locked up in his cellar ; 
and blessed little chance is there of a man 
making a good article sell if he keeps it 
away in his storeroom and tells no one about 
it through the medium of a good advertise­
ment.

CHEAPER MONEY.
First class investments for money are 

hard to get these days, and to get them 
those who have money to lend are accept­
ing less interest. Good real estate loans are 
being made at 5 per cent., and loans on 
business paper at ; to 6 per cent, are quite 
frequent. Many loan companies and banks 
which have been paying 4 per cent, on de­
posits have given notice that after January 
1, 1895, they will pay only 3K to 4 per 
cent. Bank managers have been endeavor­
ing to come to an agreement to reduce the 
interest on deposits to 3 per cent
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THE SITUATION IN TEAS.
NTERESTING is the study that the tea 
market of this season affords. And 
while the war between China and Japan 

is one of the reasons for the present peculiar 
conditions, it is not the only one. In fact, 
there are at the moment at least three influ 
ences at work.

The most powerful of these influences ap­
pears to be the condition of the Indian tea 
market.

As every grocer is aware, the consump­
tion of Indian tea has increased at a phe­
nomenal rate during the last decade, until 
to-day its place on the London market is 
away above the China-grown article, which 
for generations occupied the premier po­
sition.

Now, owing to unfavorable weather in 
nearly all the producing districts in India, 
the pluckings have generally fallen below 
the estimates, and it seems unlikely that the 
increase of the crop to be dealt with in Eng­
land, as compared with the previous season, 
will exceed three million pounds. On the 
other hand, the sales at public auction have 
been phenomenally large this season, with 
the result that already the equivalent to this 
increase has been offered at public sales. 
And furthermore, while the consumption of 
Indian tea is increasing, both within and 
without the British Empire, the quantity 
brought to auction for the whole of the sea­
son is not expected to exceed, if it equals, 
that of last year. This is one of the princi­
pal reasons for the strength of the market 
for Indian teas.

Another appreciating influence on the 
price of Indian tea is the diminished ex­
ports of tea from China to the United King­
dom during the present season, the quantity 
up to the beginning of last month only be­
ing 28,000,000 pounds, against 41,000,000 
pounds for the same period last year ; and 
it is to be especially noted that the falling off 
is particularly in the common descriptions 
of teas, which have been so constantly be­
fore the trade in former years. In fact, they 
have really disappeared, thus necessitating 
blenders turning their attention to Indian 
and other leas f >r substitutes. Then, of 
course, the fact of there being comparatively 
so few China teas on the market, would 
naturally conduce to the firmness of other 
growths, and especially those most akin 
to them.

With regard to Ceylon tea : The condi­
tion of the market for China teas has, of 
course, exercised an influence upon it simi­
lar to that which it has on the Ind an-grown 
article. But strength has also been inherent 
in itself, the moderate manner in which sup­
plies have been arriving on the London 
market having given an impetus to values.

and this, in spite ot the fact that disappoint­
ment had been felt at the inferior character 
and out-turn of the teas shipped from Cey­
lon this season. But the fact that the poorer 
quality of Ceylon tea came upon the market 
in a season when there were fewer of similar 
qualities of Indian and China growths to be 
had prevented the depreciation of prices 
that would in other seasons have been the 
result. It is of note, too, that these teas, in­
stead of being a drag on the market, have 
all been taken care of, thus relieving the 
market of the danger of any deleterious in­
fluence developing.

The advance in J apan teas has been to some 
extent contributed to by the firm condition 
of the tea market generally, but the principal 
cause of the appreciation must be attributed 
to the war.

Tea must at the moment be conceded to 
be about the strongest staple in the grocery 
trade.

THE STRICKLAND FAILURE.

HE failure, in which J. H. Strickland, 
the Cannington general merchant, 
(some of the circumstances of whose 

failure were aired in last week's issue) is the 
principal, has reached a stage foreign to most 
bankruptcy cases.

J. H. Strickland, his brother Herbert, and 
a man named Kerr, understood to be his 
brother-in law, have been arrested on a 
charge of defrauding the creditors of the 
estate.

If all that was charged against J. H. 
Strickland in last week's Grocer were true, 
there was, it seems to us, sufficient ground 
for the interference of the law. But how 
much more is there in the face of later dis­
coveries, claimed to have been made since 
then by the creditors! And unless Strickland 
can explain them away, the outlook is dark, 
indeed, for him.

It is alleged that for some time Strickland 
has been systematically planning to defraud 
his creditors.

Demonstrated is it beyond doubt that he 
has been purchasing goods which, instead 
of going into his store at Cannington, have 
been spirited away to the stores at Argyle 
and Balsover, claimed to be owned by his 
brothers, but which, under pressure from 
the creditors, were handed over to the estate 
since the original assignment. For instance, 
The Grocer learns, on the authority ofone 
of the creditors, that six weeks before the 
assignment Strickland purchased a $500 
bill of boots and shoes, but the inspectors 
could find no trace of them in the store at 
Cannington. They were, it was subse­
quently learned, carted to one of the branch 
stores owned (?) by his brothers. The same 
fate befell, among other things, one hundred 
barrels of salt. Some other things, among 
which were coal oil and vinegar, were sold,

it is said, to fellow merchants in 'he 
town.

Not satisfied with distributing goods 
among the two branch stores and selling 
odd lots to other retailers, Strickland hid 
goods away in places which he thougut 
would escape the eyes of his creditors. Some 
of it may have, but a detective that was sent 
up from Toronto to investigate found 
tween four and five hundred dollars’ worth 
of goods stored away in a relative's house. 
This the creditors have now in their posses 
sion.

It is asserted by the creditors that within 
the last six months Strickland has purchased 
at least $10,000 worth of goods, while dur­
ing that time the amount he has paid oui in 
liquidating claims has not exceeded $600, 

while it is further claimed that during the 
30 days alone preceding the assignment he 
distributed several thousand dollars’ worth 
of goods among the two stores that he had 
purchased ostensibly for the business in 
Cannington.

At the Cannington station are two grain 
warehouses. These are alleged to be owned 
by brothers of Strickland, but the creditors 
have their doubts, and are taking steps to 
discover whether the insolvent ever did 
transfer them as claimed. They have in 
remembrance the fact that he claimed the 
Argyle and Balsover stores were the prop­
erty of his brothers, and furthermore that 
he could not produce the evidence of this 
transfer of these premises. These warehouses 
are of recent construction, the account for the 
lumber supplied now being among the claims 
sent in against the estate. These warehou­
ses are valued at about $2,000.

The outlook for the creditors is beginning 
to brighten. When the insolvent first met 
his creditors there was nothing in sight for 
them, the little stock there was in the Can­
nington store being covered by a chattel 
mortgage given to the insolvent’s father a 
few days before the assignment took plai e. 
Now they have got the two stocks at Hals- 
over and Argyle, valued at $3.500; the 
Cannington stock, valued at $2,214 and un­
encumbered, for the chattel mortgage has 
been withdrawn ; and the $400 worth of 
goods stored away at a relative’s home. 
Here are over $6,000 worth of assets where 
there were none before. Then, if the cied- 
itors succeed in their designs upon the ware­
houses in question, there will be a couple of 
thousand dollars more to be devoted 10 

liquidating their claims.
After the stocks of the three stores had 

been assigned, the insolvent made an oner 
to purchase them at 50c. on the dollar, .1 

timating that unless this was accepted 
sundry claims would be made against the 
estate, thereby decreasing the percentage 
the creditors would be likely to get on their 
claims. This threat it was that finally in­
duced the creditors to send a detective to 
Cannington, and to subsequently secure me 
arrest of the persons already cited.
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EDWIN GUILLBT, OF COBOURG.

I
N a staid old conservative town like Co- 

■jourg, it can easily be imagined how dif­
ficult it is to get out of the rut and con­

duct a staple grocery business on progressive 
lints. As a general rule, business in rural 
towns is slow, and there is little encourage­
ment for a real live man to put forth his best 
energies and become a genuine hustler. The 
subject of the accompanying sketch, how­
ever, is a firm believer in the old precept of 
the “ survival of the fittest," and, actuated by 
that impulse, he has succeeded in keeping 
the old established firm of Guillet Bros, in 
the van in the grocery trade of the Midland 
district. Though the firm does business as 
Guillet Bros., Mr. Edwin Guillet has for 
some time had the entire management in 
his hands, and to his perseverance and busi­
ness industry is due the present high 
standing of the firm. Mr. George 
Guillet, the popular representative of 
West Northumberland in the House of 
Commons, is the senior member of the 
firm, but his public duties preclude his 
attention to business details.

The business conducted by Guillet 
Bros, has passed the half century 
mark as a prosperous institution, hav­
ing received its inception in 1843, and 
continuing ever since under different 
regimes. At that time Mr. John 
Guillet organized the business, and 
conducted it until 1866, when his son,
Mr. George Guillet, took charge, lu 
1874 Mr. J. W. Bickle was taken in 
as a partner, the firm being known 
as Guillet & Bickle. In 1885 Mr. 
liickle retired to accept a Govern­
ment appointment, and Mr. Edwin 
Guillet entered the firm, which has 
ever since been known as Guillet 
Bros. Mr. Guillet is 31 years of age, 
and has been connected with the in­
stitution as a clerk, and subsequently 
as a partner, for 17 years.

A few years ago Mr. Guillet came 
to the conclusion that the credit sys­
tem must go, and inaugurated a 
sweeping reform in this respect. To 
refuim is largely due the large and profitable 
increase in the business. The firm is thus 
enabled to buy in the best markets and to 
the nest advantage, and the purchasers get 
the uenefit. Prices for spot cash have con­
sequently taken a tumble, and the result is 
that it now takes two delivery wagons to de- 
We the orders where one performed the 
service before. The firm has also gone 
largely into fruit, and, by practising 
the same cash methods, are carrying 
off a large share of the business in 
this line. In order to carry on their 
business to advantage their shop premises 
havt recently been enlarged, until now the 
store sports a plate-glass front 35 feet wide, 
and ;he building runs too feet deep Several 
arc electric lights brighten up the interior,

and serve to show the tables, laden with fancy 
china, etc., off to the best advantage to attract 
Christmas trade. Mr. Guillet is a firm be 
liever in advertising, and judiciously em 
ploys a liberal space in the local press. With 
this helpful agency, backed up by good 
goods bou<ht for cash and sold for cash, it 
is no wonder that Mr. Guillet’s efforts to 
stimulate trade have been more than effec­
tive

LOSSES ON APPLES.
|ARLY in September Thk Grockr 

had occasion to remark that the fall 
scramble for apples would, if some 

buyers in the west were not careful, result in 
heavy losses.

During the past few weeks Liverpool re­
turns to Montreal exporters of account sales

this

quoted another decline in the average price 
of Canadian apples to 9s. 3d., which, of 
course, means a still heavier loss in the 
case of fruit which cost fancy prices at the 
orchards in Ontario

A forcible demonstration of the unmarket­
able condition of the Canadian stock was 
had also in the fact that fruit from Bos­
ton realized two shillings more than the 
former.

If it goes on much longer in this way, 
the reputation that our rosy Canadian apples 
have won on the English market will soon 
be a thing of the past. In fact, the suicidal 
policy of loading up at speculatively high 
prices early in the fall, is getting a bad 
black eye this fall, owing to the poor aver­
age quality of our apple crop. And the 
prospects do not appear to encourage 
the hope of any improvement on the 

English market, so that operators 
who yet have stock to sell must be 
feeling pretty blue just about now.

It is estimated in this connection 
that there is still quite a large quan­
tity to go forward from the West. 
It is controlled by people both in 
Montreal and Toronto, and they are 
hoping that the demand from the 
Western States, to which The Gro- 
t ER referred in its Montreal market 
report three weeks ago, will turn 
out to be something substantial, and 
enable them to offset some of their 
Liverpool losses.

Some of the move sober traders are 
hoping that the severe lesson which 
the wider speculative operators have 
received this fall will bear good fruit 
next season. ,

This hope is all very well, but 
the chances are that once the fun 
commences, next fall the same old 
game will be played out to the last 
dollar, as in every previous season 
since the export apple trade has 
assumed large proportions

tuwiN (iulLLKl.

at the great British port have fully borne out 
this belief.

Just as the more shrewd and conservative 
exporters expected, the dumping of over­
whelming receipts of poor washy stock has 
regularly swamped the Liverpool market, 
and each successive Monday has witnessed 
the receipt of cables quoting declines on 
Canadian apples. For instance, two weeks 
ago Monday returns on the Mariposa lot 
averaged 10s., or $1.75 per barrel, Mont­
real, despite the fact that the offerings on 
the previous Friday, 40,000 barrels, had 
been the largest on record in the Liverpool 
market. At this pr.ee many exporters in 
Canada stood to lose 50c. per barrel.

Since then, as our market reports show, 
matters have gone from bad to worse, for 
on Monday, the 19th, Liverpool cables

THE MOVEMENT A FAILURE.
The early closing movement has not been 

working satisfactorily in Winnipeg. Some 
time ago, it will be remembered, the Pro­
vincial Act pioviding for the early closing 
of stores was brought into force in Winni­
peg. The law, however, has not been closely 
observed, and no effort has been made to en- 
forceit. Atihe lastmeeting oftheCityCouncil, 
a deputation of retailers were present, who 
urged ihe council to enforce the law. It was 
stated that while many of the merchants 
closed upat the appointed hour, others kept 
open later. There appears to be some doubt 
as to the legality of the by law, as well as 
to me mode of procedure in prosecuting 
cases of violation of the law. The matter 
was dropped by the adoption of a motion 
requesting the police tommissioners to take 
such action as they may think fit to enforce 
he by-law.- -Commercial
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FRAUDULENT CHEESE BRANDING.
HE Montreal Butter and Cheese Asso­
ciation took up last week the accusa­
tion of the London Produce Exchange 

that Canadian and American cheese export­
ers have been selling London buyers June 
cheese and branding them as Septembers.

The London Grocer, in referring to the 
matter, intimates that the substitution of the 
brands was done at Toronto and in the 
west.

The Grocer does not want any one to 
infer that it defends such a reprehensible 
practice as the one complained of. It would 
say, however, that every season these com­
plaints and difficulties arise in the export 
cheese trade, and that the experience of 
Montreal cheese exporters at least, is that 
British buyers and traders generally are not 
the innocent victims that they represent 
themselves to be.

How many cheese exporters are there in 
Montreal who will not say that, in trying 
to do business, they have been met with 
the reply, “Oh, your neighbors are offering 
for one shilling and sixpence less."

Now how can a neighbor offer bona fide 
goods at such a difference. The fact of the 
matter is that he cannot, and there are strong 
reasons for believing that the English buyer 
knows this as well as anyone else.

To be plain, they know very well that 
they cannot get September goods at June 
prices.

With regard to the fraudulent branding of 
Canadian cheese, the Montreal Association 
is determined to ferret out the'guilty parties 
if they are on this side the water, which 
they are inclined to doubt.

They have received a cable from the Lon­
don Association stating that a letter detail­
ing all the circumstances is on the way. 
When it arrives it will be dealt with vigi­
lantly.

One significant fact may be mentioned as 
having some bearing on the case in ques­
tion, and that is that the first half of Sep­
tember make this year was soft and puttyish, 
and that there are cases now on where Mon­
treal exporters are getting affidavits from the 
factory men to prove beyond a doubt that 
the goods are Septembers.

ness of $43,000 odd the creditors lose al­
most everything, they did not expect mi.ch 
better.

The total indebtedness was $43,02s 74 
and the estate yields to the creditors $2,041- 
87.

It cost $1,157.07 to wind up the estate, 
making the assets total $3697.17. The 
privileged claims weie, rent $400, and wages 
due to clerks.

The principal sufferers, with their claims, 
are: F. Nash, $4,687.14; estate of Wm. Dow, 
$3,276.50; D. A. McCaskill, $2,986.01 ; 
Moisons Bank, $2,971.51 ; Mrs. Mary Cas­
sidy, $2,000 ; John B. Wood, $2,000 ; How­
ard Bottling Co., $1,186.40 ; Carter, Gal­
braith & Co., $928.76 ; Erie Preserving Co.,

With 
few exceptions, those who cannot pay in 
that time he finds they are just as well with­
out ; most of those who want a year are not 
generally ready to pay up then. From his 
experience in shorter terms he would not 
think of going back to the old system.

OMMERCIAL travelers; how I used 
to envy them as they came in and 
chatted so friendly with our boss. 1 

had heard of the large salaries they received; 
and as they were so we'I dressed and com­
fortable looking, 1 used to think when I was 
a man I would be a traveler. But I am not 
so enthusiastic now, for 1 nu nber many of 
them as warm personal friends Now I see 
behind the scenes and hear of the miscel­
laneous beds and meals, the long drives and 
rides in the heat of July and the blizzard of 
February. But to me the loss of home so­
ciety is the most serious drawback to that 
calling, for the drummer's society must 
necessarily be that of fellow travelers and 
merchants and clerks ; not, of course, for­
getting our lady cashiers. Our bookkeeper 
often says to me: “ Mr. So-and-So is such 
a nice man,” and then adds, “ I wonder if he 
is married ? ” But, married or single, our 
friends know him to stand in with the ladies.

It does, however, seem to me that there are 
about twice too many travelers, particularly 
in the spice, soap and tea lines ; and 
even general groceries is very much over­
done Our store has calling regularly 
one dozen grocery travelers, seven spice, 
eight tea, seven brooms and woodenware, 
ten soap, besides vinegar, biscuits and con­
fectionery, paper and other lines. I think 
we are just an average store in this respect, 
and how some of these travelers make 
traveling expenses, say nothing of salary, is 
more than I can understand. Yet in the 
face of hard time-, what is known as com­
mercial traveling is on the increase.

1 have heard some travelers complain that 
merchants do not treat them with proper re­
spect, but I think this is rarely the case. 
There are rude merchants, and travelers who 
are not any better, but such are scarce ; 
and I think the day is fast coming when they 
both will be extinct.

One of the boys of the grip told me he 
was out in a rural town, and, getting through 
in good time, went to a variety show to 
pass the evening, taking his grip with him, 
as it was some distance from the hotel The 
doorkeeper looked at him and said :

THE ADVANCE IN BROOM CORN.
One of our reporters, in intetviewing the 

well-known firm of H. A. Nelson & Sons, 
who are the largest manufacturers of corn 
brooms and whisks in the Dominion, was 
informed that, on account of the scarcity of 
rain and the hot winds which prevailed in 
the far Western States last summer, me 
crops, outside of Illinois, were almost a 
total failure, and, in consequence, pures 
have advanced $40 to $50 ner ton. For­
tunately for Messrs. H. A. Nelson & Sons, 
before this year's crop was harvested they 
had secured of the 1893 crop 17 carloads 
at very low prices, besides which they have 
already received of the new crop 34 car­
loads, making in all 51 carloads, which, 
however, will not be sufficient to put them 
through until another harvest. This firm 
have now a capacity ol 250 dozens per day, 
and are, with two or three exceptions, ihc 
largest manufacturers of brooms,and whisks 
in the world. They state that, from the best 
information they can obtain, there will be a 
shortage ol from 6,000 to 8,000 tons, and 
that in the rear future the price of broom 
corn will likely be higher than it has been 
for many years, consequently the public 
must expect to pay more for their brooms.

GROCERIES.

RADE is much the same as a week 
ago. In the country business is, if 
anything, improving, but city trade 

remains quiet. Foreign dried fruits continue 
to absorb the grea'er share of attention. 
And this week the interest is all the keener 
on account of the arrival of shipments of 
new nuts, such as wa'nuts, almonds and fil­
berts. The tone of the sugar market is 
eisier, the refineries having come down 
fractionally in their views. The long-ex­
pected shipments of Rio coffees are to hand 
this week, and have already been nearly sold 
out. There is a good demand for coffees. 
Teas are quiet on the spot, but the cables 
announce higher prices in some kinds on the 
London market. Canned goods are in 
much the same position as before. Dried 
foreign fruits are in fair demand, with the 
prunes on spo: firmer, on account of the 
stranding of the Belgravia, the steamer that 
has on board large quantities of prunes for 
this market.

CANNED GOODS.

The packers are finding business quiet at 
the moment, and not much improvement is 
anticipated until after the new year. In the 
wholesale trade the movement in tomatoes 
is still reported to be light and prices un­
changed. Peas are moving out fairly rapidly, 
and one bouse reports an enquiry from 
Great Britain for this commodity. The de­
mand for corn is moderate only. Fairly 
brisk has been the demand for canned 
fruits, the enquiry being principally for

peaches, in a’s and 3’s, and for preserved 
apples. Salmon is still selling freely, the 
better brands especially so. Quite a few 
odd cases of mackerel are going out ; quality 
of this fish is extra good this season. In 
lobster demand is fair for the season. We 
quote: Tomatoes and corn, 8$ to 90c.; 
peas, 80 to 85c.; pesches, $2.7$ to $3 tor 
3’s, $175 to $190 for 2’s ; raspber­
ries, $1.6$ to $1.80; strawberries, $1.00 to 
$2.10 ; apples, 3's, $1 to $t. to, gallons $2.65 
to $2.80, and preserved fancy quarters at 
$1.35 to $1.40 ; salmon, $1.30 to $135 for 
good red fish m tall tins, and $t.<o to Si.bo 
in flit tins; do., second quality, $1.20 to 
$1.25 ; canned mackerel, $1 to $1.10; lob­
sters, $1.7010 $2 for tall tins, and $2.25 to 
$2.75 for fl it tins.

COFFEES.
Shipments of Rio coffee arrived this week, 

but as a good deal had previously been sold 
to arrive, and the demand at the moment is 
still good, stocks promise to be again de­
pleted shortly. Advices from New York re­
port that Braiil growths have not yet attained 
the healthy position necessary to round up 
the market in satisfactory form. A great deal 
of stock has been handled this month, and 
the previousimpression olconsiderable wants 
among dependent custom in a measure con­
firmed, but the market appears sensitive to 
speculative condiiions, and changes in tone 
are frequeot and annoying. Low grades are 
plentiful, but fine coffees are almost unob­
tainable We quote : Green, in bags, Rio, 
21)4 to 22>£c.; East Indian, 27 to 30c.; South 
American, 21 10230.; Santos, 21 )4 to22j<c.; 
Java, 30 to 32c.; Mocha, 27 1028:.; Mara­
caibo, 21 to 23c.; Jamaica, 21 to 22c.

RICE.

There is no special feature to note, busi­
ness being of the usual quiet and season­
able character. We quote: “ B,* 3X to

Grenoble walnuts, soft shell almonds and 
Sicily filberts, ex s.s. Let mbro, arrived this 
week. Their appearance was welcomed, 
for orders were being held awaiting their 
arrival. Eslrine & Co.’s brand of Grenoble 
walnuts were the first to arrive, and the 
quality is fine, the color being bright and 
the form good. Other kinds of nuts will 
not arrive till about the middle of Decem­
ber. The crop of Marbot walnuts is turn­
ing out bad this year, being “ wormy.” 
In consequence of this some orders have 
bsen cancelled. Short as is the time the 
new walnuts have been on the market, it has 
been long enough for the trade to in­
augurate a season of price cutting, some 
houses having taken orders verging 
dangerously near cost price. We quote ;

SUGAR.

The refineries have receded somewhat 
from the firm position they occupied a week 
or so ago, having accepted orders at lower 
figures for granulated than they were pre­
viously asking. An odd carload or so of 
sugar is being sold by the jobbers, but as a 
rule orders are small and the volume of busi­
ness generally light. Little or no attention 
is being devoted to the German granulated 
beet sugar that is on this market, in spite of 
its lower price. Business in Demerara raw 
sugars is improving. We quote : Granu­
lated, 4# to 4tfr.; yellows, 3X to 3#c.; 
Demerara raws, 3 V to 3X0. for bright and 
iH to 3Uc. for very bright ; Muscavedo 
raws 3c.

SYRUPS.

There is a good demand for the better 
grades selling at about 2M to 3c. There is 
a nice crystal syiupon the market which is 
selling at 2g to 2#c. We quote : Dark, 
25c.; medium, 28 to 30c. j bright, 35 to 40c.; 
very bright, 45 to 50c.

MOLASSES.
There is no change, business being quiet, 

prices as before. We quote: New Orleans, 
barrels, 26 to 28c.; half-barrels, 30>i to 32c.; 
Barbadoes, barrels, 28 to 32c.; hall-barrels, 
30 to 34c.

TEAS.
Nothing particularly new has developed 

on the local market. The wholesalers are 
neither buying much nor selling much. They 
would take teas at a price, but just what they 
want does not appear to be forthcoming. 
The little demand there is from retailers is 
principally for low grade Indian, Ceylon and 
China black teas. Young Hyson and Japan 
teas are very quiet. The market continues 
strong. Assam Pekoes are cabled equal to 
i’A to 2)5 c. higher in London than they were 
a week or ten days ago. “ Assam Pekoe 
Souchongs,” said a broker, “are being 
bought at auction in London at 7#d , and 
the expense of laying them down here would 
be another id. without considering any profit. 
That will give buyers an idea what the mar­
ket is like." The London market is about 
}ic. higher on both low and fine Congous. 
The higher grades of Indian and Ceylon 
teas are said to be now showing better value 
than the low grades. The tea market in 
China has been closed tor the season, and 
practically all the tea there that now re­
mains unsold is what has been left at the 
ports. We still quote ruling prices on the 
Toronto market as follows: Young Hysons, 
16 to 18c. for low grade ; 24 to 27c. for 
medium, and 30 to 38c. for high grades ;

China Congous, 16 to 18c.; Japans, 16 to 
20c.; Indians and Ceylons, 18 to 3$c.

DRIED FRUITS.

Valencia raisins are in good request, with 
more attention than there was being given 
to selected article. Selected fruit in bulk is 
getting scarce, but another shipment is due 
in a week or so. This later shipment is not, 
however, to show as good quality as those 
already received. We quote : Off-stalk, 
4X to 4>4c.; fine off-stalk, 4 la to 5c.; 
selected, 5)5 to 6c.; layers, 6 to 6><c. We 
quote California loose muscatels at 6 to 
7>5c. Mail advices to P. L. Mason & Co., 
from J. D'Arguimbau, of Dénia, state that 
the stock of Valencia raisins remaining in 
Spain in grower»’ hands amounts to about 
4,000 quintals (160,000 boxes) good fruit and 
300,000 quintals of fruit unfit for shipment. 
It is evident from this that the position of 
good fruit promises to continue strong.

Malaga raisins are in fairly good demand, 
the blue table f.uit being especially so. 
Some of the Malaga raisins on the market 
this season are showing poor quality, the 
fruit being small. Wequote new season's fruit 
as follows : London layers, $2.25 to $2.50 ; 
b'ack baskets, $3 23 ; blue baskets, $4.23 to 
$4.50 ; extra dessert clusters, $4 to $4 50 ; 
connoisseur clusters, $3.25 to $3.50 ; quarter 
flat connoisseur c usters, $1 to Si 15 ; Royal 
Buckingham, $5 to $3.50.

Demand is fairly good foi Sultana raisins 
at 5X to 7>£c.

There are a good many California loose 
Muscatel raisins selling at from 6 to 6Xc.

Prunes on the spot are firmer, owing to 
the stranding of the steamer Belgravia, 
which contained the larger portion of the 
new prunes afloat for this market. Accord­
ing to a cable received by Watt & Scott, 
the steamer has been docked at Leghorn. 
The only prune on the market at present is 
the French article, which is selling well at 
4% to 4gc.

Currants are cabled as advancing under 
the it.fluence of Russian buying. Demand 
on the spot is good for fine fruit, and 
extremely good value is being shown, 
particularly in the Patras article. We 
quote : Filiatras, half barrels, 4 to 4)<c.,bar­
rels, 4 Jic. ; fine Filiatras, half barrels , 4J^c., 
barrels 4#c.; Patras, 5X in cases ; Clsa- 
lmas, 5)4 to 6c.; Vostizzas, 6 % to 7>{c. in 
cases and half cases ; Panartes, 8 to 8)<c.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.
The butter market remains in much the 

same condition as it has been for some 
weeks. Poor dairy tub is still plentiful, and 
choice scarce. On account of this demand 
is almost nil. Roll butter is plentiful, but 
choice in this line is none too plentiful on 
account of the “ turnipy’’ flavor that char­
acterizes much of that arriving. In pound 
rolls supply and demand is fair. Demand 
continues to be only moderate for creamery 
tubs, and prices are kept low on account of

the supply of the earlier makes that are st li 
on the market. Creamery pound prims ate 
in good demand. We quote jobbing price» : 
Dairy—Choice tubs, selections, 17 to 18c. 
store-packed, 12 to 13c.; crocks, 18c.; low 
grade, 11 to 12c.; pound rolls, 18 to 191.; 
large rolls, 15 to 16c. Creamery—Tub-,, 
August, 19 to 2or.; September and October, 
20 to 21c. ; pound prints, 23 to 24c.

In cheese, the feeling if anything is a little 
firmer. Jobbers are getting ioj^c., and at 
the factories tojfc. is the idea as to price.

GREEN FRUIT.
Oranges continue to improve in demand, 

while stocks are* getting lighter. Prices, 
howevet, remain much as before. Lemons 
are quiet and unchanged. Malaga grapes 
are in fairly good demand at steady prices. 
Cranberries are scarce and firm, with de­
mand increasing. The local apple market 
remains much as before. The market is al­
most bare of bananas, shipments recently- 
arriving being “ chilled,” some of them sell­
ing at about 8c. per bunch ; a lot of 50 
bunches sold at that figure. In sweet pota­
toes, a good deal of poor stcck is arrriving, 
and it is selling as low as $1.50 per barrel. 
Good stock is worth from 50 to 73c. more.

The clever ad. of Wm. Paterson & Son in 
this issue is from the pen of their traveller, 
J. M. Carroll, whose headquarters are at 
Lindsay.

Masuret & Co. report an increased de­
mand for their “ Eagle ” brand teas, both 
Japans and Congous. They invite the trade 
to write for samples.

The Eby, Blain Co. believe in advertising. 
Since they advertised their new blend of 
crushed coffee in The Grocer they have 
sold about a ton of this commodity, half of 
which went out during the last three or 
four days.

Sweet tomato catsup is a new article on 
the market, and the Pure Gold Manufactur­
ing Co. are delighted over reports from their 
eastern travelers who have been showing 
samples. The other travelers will have 
them next week.

The reduction Gowans, Kent & Co. have 
recently made in the price of the mammoth 
’‘Pittsburgh” lamps, owing to a cheapening 
in the cost of manufacture, has caused a 
heavy run on them, there being now very 
little difference in price between them and 
others of inferior make.

The Toronto Biscuit and Confectionery 
Co. are adding another storey to their build­
ing, and also putting on 50 feet extra room 
at the back. When this work is finished 
they will have one of the most complete fac­
tories in Canada. This looks like good 
times.

P. C. Larkin & Co. report that during the 
past week they havti done the largest busi­
ness with “ SaladaJ’ in the city of Toronto 
that they have ever done in the same time. 
“ We have sold fully 1 lb out of every four 
lbs. consumed in the city,” said a member of 
the firm.

“ Grand Mogul tea is selling well in To 
ronto,” write T. B. Escott & Co. “The new 
white porcelain sign in form of teapot is be­
ing put on the windows of the principal 
grocery stores in London. ‘Grand Mogul 
Tea ’ in large black letters, stands out boldly 
on the face, a very neat and unique adver­
tisement.”

W. A. McClean & Co. the Owen Sound 
pork-packers, are making special efforts for 
the Christmas and New Year trade. In pur­
suance of this they have now ready “ Dia­
mond H ” hams, breakfast bacon, etc. Their 
advertisement willfurther enlighten the trade 
on the matter.

Thompson, Carey & Leonard, who began 
a fruit evaporating and cider factory in Co- 
bourg a month ago, seem to be doing well, 
judging from the quantity of apples they are 
buying. There is room at that point for a 
canning factory, and it is not improbable 
they may go into that business.

Warren Bros. & Boomer are this week 
showing fine off-stalk Valencia raisins almost 
equal in quality to selected fruit. Their 
shipment of 7-lb. selected bulk Valencia 
raisins, similar in style to layers, has also

arrived. They have a carload of French 
prunes and a shipment of California loose 
Muscatels arriving.

The Phoenix Spice Mills (G. F. MarterSc 
Co.) are placing baking powder on the mar­
ket in X, At and 1 lb. packages. Each 
package is labeled “Gold Medal" and is 
attractive and convenient, obviating the 
necessity of the grocer weighing out X* 'At 
or 1 lb. lots of baking powder.

A Vancouver despatch says : Four more 
British Columbia salmon canneries have 
passed into the hands of the English syndi­
cate. These are : the Light-House Cannery 
on the Fiaser River,two on Naas River, and 
one on Skena River. The price paid for 
the Light-House cannery was $30,000.

MONTREAL MARKETS.
Montreal, November 29, 1894.

GROCERIES.
HE grocery market has not been quite 
so active during the past week, in 
fact, it is getting between seasons 

now and a lull in trade is the normal thing. 
As a result most of the leading staples, such 
as sugar, lea, syrups, etc., have been dull 
and furnished no new features. Dried fruits 
continue much the same, and the same is to 
remark in connection with canned goods 
and fish. Prices as a rule have been steady 
all round.

SUGAR.
There has been no further decline in the 

sugar market since our last, but the market 
rules dull with only a small volume of busi­
ness passing. Granulated is unchanged at 
the decline last noted, and supplies don’t 
appear to be excessive in first hands. Light 
supplies contribute to the steadiness of yel­
low sugars and there is no alteration to note 
in their case. Domestic beet sugar is offer­
ing and is meeting a fair demand. We 
quote : Granulated, 4 to 4}ic. per lb.; yel­
lows, 3 3-16 to 3X'c. from the refiners, and 
Berthier granulated beet sugar 3 jfc. in large 
lots, and 4c. from jobbers' hands.

SYRUPS.
There is no change in syrups and business 

has ruled dull this week. We quote : Cana­
dian, 2 to 2>ic. for bright grades and lX 
to l)ic. for dark grades at the factory.

MOLASSES.
N othing special is to report in the molasses 

market, and few, if any, sales of round 
quantities have transpired since our last re­
port. We quote as before for regular job­
bing trade, 29c. in car lots and 30c. in single 
puncheons.

RICE.
The rice market has not presented any 

particular activity in the way of new busi 
ness, but some fair sized lots have gone for­
ward during the week, which represent 
orders placed with the mills some time 
ago. We quote : Japan, standard, $4.25 
to $4.40 ; crystal Japan, $4.75 to $5 ; stand­
ard B, $3.45 ; English style, $3.30 ; Patna, 
$4.25 to $5, and Carolina $6.50 to $7.50.

SPICES.
Therehavebeen no new features inthespice 

market, for business has been quieter if any­
thing during the past week. We quote mill 
prices: Penang black pepper, 6 to 7 X c. i 
white pepper, 10 to 12 Xc.; cloves, yX to 9c.; 
cassia, 9 to 10c.; nutmegs, 60 to 90c. ; Ja­
maica ginger, 15 to 22c.

COFFEES.
There has been a fair demand lor coffees 

of all sorts during the past week, but trade

during the last few days has been of re­
stricted volume. Jamaica and Maracaioo 
were the only descriptions moved in a laue 
way. We quote : Maracaibo, 20 to 22 ; 
Rr, 20 to 2fc.; Java, 23 to 29c., and Mocha,
2S to 29--.

TEA.
The week has been very dull in tea with 

little or nothing do.ng in a large way, wh le 
the distributing from second hands has» 
shrunk materially in its proportions also. We 
quote : Japans, low grades, 13 to 14/.; 
medium, 14 to 17c; fine i&X 10 32c., and 
choice, 24 to 31c.

DRIED FRUIT. ,
The dried raisin market continues steady 

on the whole for all prime fruit, though offers 
of inferior stock have been made at confes­
sions. This, however, has not bad any effect 
on the shading of good, sound fruit, which is 
not in large supply and is held firm. Very 
little business is doing in a large way, but lor 
jobbing business prime Valencia fruit can be 
quoted as follows: Ordinary brands, 4’4r.; 
selected, $X to 5/4c., and layer?, 5X to 6c.

There has been a good fair trade doing in 
California 4-crown layers, which jobbers are 
turning over at 6 to 7><c.

The dulness in dried currants has not 
been lilted, and the average demand is ol a 
slow and dragging kind for Filiatrias and 
Provincials at 3 to 3XC- >° bbls., and 3X to 
4c. in cases. Patras, however, are held rather 
higher at 4X to 5c., and Vostizzas, yc.

New Bosnia prunes are selling for the 
first time regularly this week at 4% to 4 U c. 
for Atlas brand in round lots, but we quote 
S to sXc. in an ordinary way. Round lots 
of French prunes move at 4XC., and we 
quote 4X to $c., as to quality. Cables from 
Bosnia are rather firmer in tone for cost and 
freight sales.

The first new dales have been offering 
this week and selling at 6X to 92., the out­
side being realized in the case of the very 
first lots which were forwarded by express.

There has been a quiet business passing 
in figs, fine Eleme stock selling at 8 to 18c., 
according to grade. Ordinary figs in 56 lb. 
boxes move at 6c., and in 56 lb. bags 5c.

NUTS.
The nut market continues much the same. 

New crop Grenoble walnuts are due here 
this week, but are hardly quotable yet. It is 
expected, however, that they will open at 
about 12 to 15c. Filberts are selling at 7 to 
8c.; pecans 910 10c., and cocoanuts, $4 per 
100. New shelled almonds range from 24 to 
25c., and shelled almonds 25c. ,

CANNED GOODS.
The market continues steady under light 

stocks in second hands of staple description. 
We quote: Lobsters, per case, $6.50; sur- 
dines, $8.50 to $9.50; salmon, $1.35 to 
$1.40 per doz ; tomatoes, 95c. per d..z,; 
peaches, $2 to $2 10 per doz. ; corn, 951 10 
$1 per doz., and marrowfat peas, 85 to 90c. 
per doz.; strawberries, $2.75 per doz, and 
raspberries, $1.80 tp $2.50; i-gallon ran y 
apples, $2.10 ; Australian canned mt , :

Lemons—There has been little change in 

the lemon market, Messina fruit selling at 
$3.50 to $4, and Malaga al the same range 
per bo*.

Oranges—Jamaica oranges are in plenti­
ful supply but steady at $4 to $4.50 per bbl., 
while Florida oranges are in good demand 
at $2 to $3 per box.

Grapes—The feeling on Almeria grapes 
is certainly firmer in sympathy with advices 
from New York. They are scarce and 
firmer here at $5 to $6 per keg.

Cranberries—There is no change in 
cranberries, which rule steady at $9 to $10 
per bbl.

Pink Apples—A few lots of pines are 
selling at 12# to 17c. each.

APPLES—The spot apple market is steady 
for sound fruit. Choice brings $2.50 to 
$3.50 per bbl., and common, $1 to $2 per 
bbl.

COUNTRY PRODUCE
Eggs—The feature of the egg market this 

week has been the scarcity of strictly new 
laid stock, for which there is a good enquiry 
at 20 to 22c. per doz. Demand for other 
classes of goods are active, and the market 
rules firm at 15 to 16c. for good colo storage 
stock, and limed 13 to 14c. Offerings of 
culls are large, and they sell at to to 12c.

Poultry—The poultry market is over­
supplied and dealers in some cases state 
that it is difficult to dispose ol stock in spite 
of exceedingly low pi ices. Demand is slow, 
turkeys selling at 7% to 9c., chickens 5 to 
7c., ducks 7# to 8c., and geese 5 to 6c.

Game—Receipts of partridge were light 
and met a good demind, sales being freely 
made at 40 to 45c. per brace for No. 1, and 
25c. for No. 2. Venison moves slow at 9 
to 10c. per lb.

Dressed Hogs—Demand for diessed 
bogs is fairly active and steady. Car lots of 
nice fresh stock are selling at $5.4010 $5.50, 
and in a jobbing way, $5 25 to $5.75.

Beans—A fair jobbing trade is doing in 
beans, the market ruling steady at $1 to $1.40 
per bushel of 60 lbs.

POTATOES—Are selling well under light 
receipts, and prices are firmer at 54c. for No. 
1 on the track and 60 to 65c. in a jobbing 
way.

Onions—Onions have been pretty well 
bought up in the country, and prices are 
25c. higher at $1.75 to $2 per bbl.

PROVISIONS.
There is no important change in the local 

provision market, business being quiet and 
principally of a jobbing character to fill im­
mediate requirements.

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T
HE Ontario grain market continues to 
grow firmer, with a fait advance in 
prices. In Chicago the market is 

still firm. Local business is fair, both for 
Manitoba and Ontario wheats, and car lots 
of red and white are selling at irregular 
prices.

Millers have been getting along during 
the past year with as light stocks as possible, 
and so far this year deliveries have not been 
much in excess of requirements for current 
trade. In places where the demand is 
urgent romparaiively high figures have been 
paid, while in other places, where supplies 
have been mere liberal, better terms have 
been made. Taking the outlook all round, 
prices are higher and the tendency is up­
ward. Up to the time of going to press, 
flour had not advanced again in price, but 
in consequence of the advance in price of 
Ontario wheat.it is almost ce-tain that the 
prices of family flour will again be ad­
vanced.

Flour was more in demand in the grocery 
store this week, and cereals moved better. 
The demand for bran and shorts was fair, 
but not large.

The recent advance in the prices of all 
grades of flour has had a slight tendency to 
stop the cutting of prices in the retail store, 
but there are many grocers who, though 
they are aware of the advance made bv the 
millers, continue selling at the old figure, 
which in some cases is actually lower than 
the flour can be obtained at wholesale. 
These men are not doing justice to them­
selves or the trade.

THE MARKETS.
TORONTO.

Flour—Local business is fair, and prices 
are unchanged. We quote : Manitoba wheat, 
patents,$3 70 to $3.80 ; strong bakers', $3.45 
te $3-5$ ; Ontario, $3.45 ; straight roller, $3.05 
to $3.10.

Breakfast Foods—We quote: Standard 
and granulated oatmeal, $3 85 ; rolled wheat, 
$2.10 in 1,000 lb. barrels ; cornmeal, $3 50 ; 
split peas and pot barley, $3.75 per barrel.

Bran—Trade is fair and prices firm at 
$13 per ton.

Shorts—A fairly good demand is report­
ed. City mills are offering at from $13 to 
$1 ç 50 at the mill.

Wheat—Sales of red and white wheat 
have been made frequently west during 
the week at 55c. Manitoba wheat is firm,

and sales west were made at 71c. Holders 
ask 72 to 73c. east. On the street white 
wheat is quoted at 59Xc., red at 58c., and 
goose at 57c.

Oats—The demand is quiet, but the mar­
ket is steady. White sold west at 271027X0., 
and mixed were quoted at 26 Xc. Car lo's 
of white on track are quoted at 30c. On the 
street oats are quoted at 31c.

Hay—There his been a little more offer­
ing this week. Hay marketed at from $9 
to $9.50 for timothy and $7.50 to $8 lor 
clover.

Straw—There has been but little offered 
on the street during the week ; $8 50 to $9 
was paid for good straw.

MONTREAL.

The demand for flour was fair, and the 
market is moderately active, with a good 
business doing lor this season at steady 
prices. There was also a fair enquiry from 
abroad for shipment by way of Boston, but 
up to a late hour no sales were made. Cables 
were firm at the last advance noted. We 
quote : Winter wheat, $3.35 to $3.50; spring 
wheat, patents, $3.3010 $3.65; straight toller, 
$2.85 to $3.00 ; extra, $2.65 to $2.70 ; super­
fine, $2.50 to $2.60; Manitoba strong bikers’, 
$3.15 to $3.5a

In the feed market an easier feeling pre­
vails in bran, owing to the larger offerings, 
and car lots of Ontario were offered to-day 
at $t 5, without meeting with a buyer. Shorts

and mouillie are steady, and show no 
change. Ontario bran, Si5 to $1350; 
Manitoba bran, $17 , shorts, $18 ; Mouillie, 
$20 to $22.

The market for oatmeal was weaker, owing 
to the increased offerings and the limited 
demand, consequently prices are lower. 
We quote : Standard, Shis., $3.50 to $3.65 ; 
granulated, bbls., $3.60 to $3 7$ ; rolled 
oats, bbls., $3.75 to $3 85.

ST. JOHN, N.B.
In flour the market continues to advance 

west. Even Manitoba, which was slow to 
respond to the otherwise general advance, 
has at last been advanced by the millers. 
In this market, though prices are firm, the 
rise is not yet equal to that at the mills, and 
many still look for a falling off. Very few 
N.B. oats are coming forward. The people 
in this province shauld clean their oats 
better if they want to be in it with those 
from outside. The demand at present is 
principally supplied from Ontario. Feed is 
quiet in all lines. Beans and cornmeal 
firmer. We quote as follows : Manitoba 
flour, $4 20 to $4.25 ; best Ontario, $3.50 
to $3.60; medium, $3.25 to $3 40; oatmeal, $4 
to $4.10; beans, $1.45 to $1.50; western 
buckwheat meal, $2.25 ; cornmeal, $3.25 ; 
granulated, $3.50 to $3.60 ; middlings, on 
track, $19 to $19 50 ; bran, $17 to $18.; N.B. 
oats, 36c.; Ontario, on track, 37 to 38c.; split 
peas, $3.65 to $3.83 ; pot barley, $4 to 
$4.10; round peas, $3 6$ to $3 75; hay, on 
track, $10 to $10.50.

CHEESE.
The cheese market continues steady and 

quiet. The decline in the public cable to­
day of 6d was a surprise to the trade, but no 
importance is attached to it, more especially 
as private advices of late have indicated 
more disposition on the part of buyers across 
the water to do business. In this connec­
tion, we understand that some business was 
put through to-day over the cable at a rather 
better figure than was possible previous to 
the close of navigation. As to spot values, 
they continue greatly nominal, and there was 
little business at the wharf to-day to afford 
any idea of prices.

NEW BRUNSWICK MARKETS.
Office of The Canadian Grocer,

St. John, N.B., Nov. 29, 1894. 
USINESS during the past week has 
been good, merchants being particu­
larly active in getting off orders for 

the river boats, and for those ports in Nova 
Scotia which are reached by packets, as the 
schooners are making their last trips and the 
river may now close at any time. The 
weather has been much milder during the 
past week. The flour market is now a 
matter of interest, the advance of last week 
having been more than sustained. Mani­
toba, which was much slower than the On­
tario flour to feel the strength, is up at time 
of writing 25c. per bbl. Money is hard to 
get, there being too much of a tendency 
than is well to close accounts with notes 
rather than with cash, and save the interest. 
Notes are, however, met promptly. In the 
country market there is little of interest to 
note. Fresh pork and turkeys are coming 
in freely. Butter is rather more than equal 
to demand, while eggs are scarce.

Canned Goods—Sales are on the whole 
quiet. A North Shore merchant with about 
100 cases of blueberries found it impossible 
to place them, owing to no demand. He 
placed a few very fine Restigouche canned 
salmon. They are considered much ahead 
of the British Columbia fish. The other 
salmon (B.C.), however, owing to small 
stock, are not likely to remain long at their 
present figures. All canned goods are firm. 
We quote: Corn, 95c.; peas, 90 to 95c.; 
tomatoes, $1 to $1.05 ; corned beef, 2's, 
$2.75; i’s, $1 60 ; oysters, $2 to $2.25 ; Can­
adian yellow peaches, 2’s, $1.90 to $2 ; 3’s, 
$2 60 to $2.63 ; new gallon applet, $2 25 to 
$2.40 ; salmon, tails, $1.35 ; flats, $1.75'; 
lobsters, $1.75 to $2 ; finnan baddies, $1.40. 
Some old — that is, last season’s pack— 
gallon apples are being sold very low, it is 
believed at $1 per doz. They retail at 12c.

Salt—Stock is very limited in coarse 
salt, and for some time the market will have 
to depend for its supply on that which is re­
ceived via Boston. Demand is, however, 
light. There is quite a quantity bought to 
come forward direct. Coarse, 60c.; fine, 
Si to Si. 10 ; Canadian, 3-lb. bags, $3 25 per 
bbl.: 10-lb. bags, $3.10 per bbl.; American 
wood boxes, 20 lb., 20c.; 10 lb., 12c.

Dried Fruit—One house reports having 
bought this season ro,ooo boxes of dried 
fruit, principally raisins. The imports of 
Valencia raisins are hardly up to last year, 
but there were no California fruit here last 
tall to amount to anything. There have been 
upwards of 3,000 boxes bought this fall, 
mostly direct. This was quite a surprise, as 
it was thought very little would be done in 
them till after the first of the new year. The 
importrof Valencia raisins amount to about 
14,000 boxes. The sale of evaporated 
California fruit, such as peaches, apricots 
and pears, increases from year to year. A 
quantity of the peels bought in England 
have been delayed in shipment which makes it 
rather unpleasant for merchants here. Leg­
horn peels have been on the market some 
time. Citron is being offered very low from

New York. Owing to the new duty the 
Canadian curers of peel have had to stoy. 
manufacturing. This is to be regretted, a- 
they were putting up a splendid article which 
was holding its own with the importe . 
goods, finding a ready demand. We quote

apricots, 14MC.; peaches, 13c.; pears, 11c.

Green Fruit—Apples continue in very 
large supply ; within two hours in cne day 
upwards of 3,000 bbls. came in the market 
slip. The only apples at all scarce are 
Baldwins. Bishop pippins are plenty, and 
extra quality fall apples are very low, 
and the auction sales daily held are meet 
ing small returns Some lemons now on 
the market are poor quality. Ontario 
grapes are about out of the market. Mala 
gas are higher. Merchants are looking 
forward to a large Christmas sale. We 
quote : Apples, No. 1 fall fruit, Si to Si.30 ; 
winter fruit, $2 to S2.25 ; lemons, 3 50 to $5 ; 
Florida oranges, $3 to $3 25 ; West India, 
$3 to $3.25 per box, $5 to $5,50 per bbl. re 
picked ; Malaga grapes, $5 to $5.50 per keg 
Ontario grapes, 30 to 60c. per basket. A 
few baskets of quince are on the market but 
owing to lateness of the season there is no 
demand.

Dairy Produce—The report of la«t 
week would do for this, though cheese are 
firmer and parties are not over anxious to 
buy. Demand for early makes is about over . 
they are about all out of first hands. Sep- 
tember finds a fair market ; the feeling is they 
will lose nothing by not pushing sales. 
Butter is slow except rolls which, when first 
class, find a ready market at good prices 
Good butter is scarce, but it is bard to get 
callers to pay an extra price for it.

$70,000 worth of cheese and butter. This

■ me sign of many of the progress being made 
by this “ Garden of the Gulf.”

As noted some time since, brooms are 
firm, having had an advance of 35c. from 
the lowest point. The factory in St. John 
has now a capacity of 150 doz. per day.
' >wing to the large demand in the lower

provinces the firm has not pushed brooms in 
the west as it has brushes, although a few 
are sold. The factory has now on hand or­
ders from Biitish Columbia. Last spring it 
sent a carload. An increase of business in 
Ontario is also reported.

The demand for lumber for the American 
market is much improved. The taking off 
of the duty by the American government is 
having its effect in larger returns for cargoes 
sent. The prospect for next season looks 
well. The British market is flat.

In talking to Thos. While, of White, 
Colwell & Co, The Grocer was informed 
th <t the demand this season was not as large 
as last, but that they expected they would 
do about as much business as last year. 
They were not able to fill all their orders.

The business men of Chatham are trying 
to form a Board of Trade. Even in the 
smaller towns, where such has been success­
fully started, good work has been accom­
plished. It is hoped this important move­
ment will receive the support it deserves.

Export business from maritime ports to 
the West Indies at this season is quite ac­
tive. Beside that reported above from Yar­
mouth, there was from Summerside a cargo 
including 12,273 bush, oats, 6 sets harness, 
33 horses, 46 sheep, 80 turkeys; total value, 
$7,700.

Quite a business has been done during 
the season by Theodore H Estabrooks in 
cocoanuts, which he imports direct. He has 
sold a large quantity in Ontario and as far 
west as Winnipeg. He is looking forward 
to a much larger sale next season. Prices 
have ranged about $3 50 to $4.

Upwards of sixty thousand smoked her­
rings were landed here week before last. As 
twenty thousand were to fill a New York 
order for the West Indies, the whole quan­
tity was not thrown upon the market, but 
the price has been forced down ic. John 
Scaly has handled the bulk of those arriv­
ing.

Among the vessels which sailed out of 
Yarmouth during the past month were two 
schooners for the Spanish West Indies. One 
carried 692 bbls. potatoes, 572 packages cod­
fish, 700 boxes smoked herring, 12,0c» feet 
lumber. The other took 673 barrels pota­
toes, 200 packages codfish, 11,000 feet 
lumber.

Auction sales of apples continue twice a 
day on the market square Never were soft 
apples so plemy and so low, and even Bishop 
pippins are sometimes found there. Prices 
range from 75c. to $1. It comes hard on 
the farmer Apples such as do to send to 
the English market are, however, scarce 
and high, as Baldwins, Sp es. etc.

Among the exports from Prince Edward 
Island during the past week were three cats 
of canned blueberries for the Boston market. 
There was also cleared from the two ports, 
Summerside and Alberton, during six days, 
$29,482 worth of goods, including 13,000 
barrels oysters, 125 cases eggs, 7,659 lbs. 
pork, 2,275 bush, oats, 7,200 lbs. starch, 
1,860 lbs. butter and 753 live geese; also 135 
sacks wool.

O
NTARIO poultry came down here 
with a rush and the consequence is 
an overstocked market and low 

prices. Butchers are anxiously awaiting the 
awarding of the army contract. This is a 
big thing with Halifax, as it meant the sup­
plying of some 3,000 soldiers and staff 
officials with the best beef securable. Ol 
late years nobody has made any money 
out of it, but this time the man 
who secures the contract will like'y 
fare better. The butchers concluded the 
cut-throat policy was played out, and as 
the regulations raised the standard of the 
beef from 430 lbs. per dressed carcase to 
560, they derided to meet it with a corres­
ponding tender price. I am told on good 
authority that each of the tenderers a^ked 
$2 per 100 lbs. more than the accepted ten­
der of last year. This has apparently para­
lyzed the war department, as none of the 
tenders have been accepted so far.

Molasses stocks are at a low ebb, but a 
cargo is due to arrive from the West Indies, 
and several others are on their way here.

Canned Goods—There is no change in 
this line. Prices remain the same as last 
quotations, and the demand is slow.

Dried Fruit—Stocks are arriving in 
good condition, and the demand is firm. 
Black baskets advanced io~. during the past 
week. The quotations are : Valencias, 
4>fc ; Valencia layers, ÇJ<c.; London lay­
ers, $2.30 ; Imperial Cabinet, $2.60 ; black 
baskets, $3.10. Prunes, currants and evapo­
rated apples remain quiet, with no change 
in quotations.

Green Fruit — Apple quotations in 
this market give no idea of the sell­
ing price, which ranges all the way from 
Si. 10 to $2.50 per batrel. Large ship­
ments are being made to London. Cran­
berries are likely to be stiff, the only supply 
in the market being a few Magdalens. 
Florida lemons are arriving in a very unsat­
isfactory condition. They are bringing $4 
to $5. Mediterranean stock will arrive 
shortly, and will give better satisfaction. 
Jamaica oranges are worth $5 to 16 per bbl. 
repacked. Almeria grapes are arriving in 
good condition, and the supply is free, with 
quotations at $4.50 to $5 50. Pineapples are 
expected shortly.

Dairy Products—There is no change 
in cheese. Good butter is scarce. Fair 
Canadian is offered at i6J<c , landed here. 
Native stock is worth 19c. Some fancy stock 
is bringing more money.

Molasses—There is no Cienfuegos or 
Denerara N brand in the market. The 
quotations are : Antigua, 28'.; Porto R co, 
32 and 34~.; Trinidad, 27c.; Barbadoes, 30c.;

W. C. Crowther and W. Keighley, Toronto

PROTESTED WITH GOOD EFFECT.
A small-sized war has been raging in Halt 

fax between the police and the wholesale 
grocers and fruit men. Last winter the 
city council secured the passage through 
the legislature of an Act to prevent the 
obstruction of sidewalks. The Act turned 
out to be more far-reaching than its frameis 
intended, and, when the police began to 
put it in force, the merchants became

freally embarrassed. The firm of Hessian 
Devine, for instance, handle some days as 

much as 1,000 packages, and the new Act 
would not allow them to deposit their good' 
on the sidewalk. It was the same with C. 
W. Outhit, Bremner Bros., and all the rest 
Every time goods were deposited on the 
sidewalks, even for a very short time, the 
meichint doing so was reported by the 
police, summoned to the police court along 
with common drunks, and fined $2 for each 
offence. They protested mildly at fir.t, but 
latterly very emphatically. At last the 
matter reached such a climax that merchants 
talked about suspending business, and th< 
city council was appealed to. That body 
could not tell the police not to enforce thr 
law, but they did the next best thing, amt 
passed a resolution to the effect that all 
cases of violation be reported first to the 
police commission, who, if they saw fit, 
would report to the court officials. Thu 
the matter is amicably arranged until th. 
Act can be amended or repealed.

SWEET POTATO SITUATION.

WEET potatoes have been very cheap 
this season, and jast at present prices 
are unusually low. The crop was large 

in both Virginia and New Jersey, the States 
which supply this market with most of the 
stock. In Virginia 93 per rent, of an average 
yield was grown, and in New Jersey 99 per 
cent., or almost a full crop The Virginia 
potatoes have sold mainly at $1 per barrel 
for a month only, a few known marks higher, 
and $1 was shaded on a good many within 
the last week, and this week it has been 
almost impossible to realize that figure, bulk 
of the stock selling from first hands at 75 to 
90c. per barrel. These are the lowest prices 
of the season, and mean practically nothing 
for the grower, as the freight, cost oi barrel, 
cost of digging and shipping, and the com­
mission merchant's commission equal this 
figure, and doubtless in some cases exceed 
it. The receipts from Jersey have also been 
large, but are of better quality than the more 
southern potatoes and prices average higher, 
but so many dealers use the Virginia stock 
that the outlet for Jersey is small and prices 
low and unsatisfactory. The season is so. 
far advanced, however, that most of the out­
door stock has been forwarded, and holders 
of cellar stock are not inclined to take the 
present low figures, and are holding until 
the Virginia are out of the market, when 
they expect to establish an advance. At

present $2, possibly $2 25, is all that can be 
realized for finest Jer.ey from Vineland and 
other neighboring sections, while other 
South Jersey stock in double-headed barrels 
does- not exceed $1.75, except a few extra 
fine-kiln-dried, while prices range down for 
ordinary grades according lo condition and 
quality. The Monmouth Co. and near by 
sweets are not as good as those received 
from more Southern Jersey points, and 
average best marks are not salable above 
$1.50 per barrel.—N.Y. Journal ol Com­
merce. __

P. G. McCarger has sold out the Trent 
Valley flour mills at Lakefield to Edwards 
& Babcock. The new firm have taken pos­
session.

A number of Woodstock grocers and fruit­
erers have received drafts within the last few 
days from the firm of A. G. Gibson & Co., 
Toronto, for amounts ranging from $2 to 
$18, which had already been paid the travel­
er upon delivery of the goods. The local 
merchants are in a quand ry as to whether 
they will have to pay for the goods a second 
time, Gibson & Co.’s traveler having le­
vanted.—Journal, St. Thomas.

A letter received at Gloucester, Mass., 
from Capt. Daniel Ryder, of Newfoundland, 
intimates that the Government of that coun­
try will, this winter, place an export duty 
equal to the American tariff upon herring 
exported in foreign bottoms ; and that in

anticipation of this a number of vessels from 
Lunenburg, N.S., have been chartered to 
load herring at Newfoundland for American 
ports.

The grocers of Monongahela, Pa., held a 
meeting recently, and took preliminary steps 
toward forming an organization for pro­
tection against the fakirs and street hawkers, 
a number of whom have been selling vege 
tables, etc., without a license. It is the in­
tention of the grocers to enforce the law 
covering street peddling, and require every 
vender to take out the proper license.

The Graham Evaporator Company, of 
Norwich, has been granted ten years’ ex­
emption from taxation by the village of Til 
sonburg. Mr. Graham is to expend $5,000 
in the village each year in connection with 
his business or to pay taxes. On Frida' 
night last Graham’s evaporator at Norwii 1 
was destroyed by fire, entailing a loss o 
$6,000 on contents and building ; insurantx 
$3,000.

Yesterday a deputation from the Chamb 
of Commerce, composed of Messrs. I- 
Parizeau. M. L. A.; G. Boivin and J. h 
Perreault waited upon Hon. Louis Beaubien, 
at the Local Government buildings, tit. 
Gabriel street, and asked the Minister

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DRY GOODS.
TORONTO MARKET.

N the whole, the November sorting 
trade has been disappointing. Oc­
tober’s demands were not large but 

they were steady, and a fair movement was 
kept up all through the month, even until the 
last day. November on the contrary has 
proved unsteady. For a day or two things 
wi|l look brighter and then again the de­
mand will drop off for a few days. The 
volume of wholesale trade for November will 
hardly exceed 50 per cent, of what it was two 
years ago.

Spring orders are perhaps almost as 
good as last year. This may be due to the 
fact that, owing to the decreased volume of

retail trade, some dealers who generally 
import considerable quantities of goods 
are placing orders for spring goods with 
jobbers. This enables them to save a buy­
ing trip and purchase less. At the same 
time, the general state of trade enables 
them as buyers to get pretty close quotations 
and very favorable terms from the whole­
salers.

Black beaver overcoatings have been in 
great demand the past few weeks, and whole- 
sa'e stocks are almost exhausted. Meltons 
and naps are in good demand and in better 
stock. Friezes have sold fairly well.

Christmas fancy goods, fancy handker­
chiefs, braces, gloves, mufflers, and all pre­
sentation goods are being pushed to the

front by both wholesalers and retailer;,, 
and the wisdom of such a movement is ap 
parent in the increased trade resulting.

MONTREAL.
There was little doing in the dry good, 

trade during the past week, the weather in 
the first place being against it, while thr 
holiday had something to do also with inter­
fering with the turnover. The decline of 10 
to 20 per cent, in the price of white cottons r 
has had the effect of curtailing the demand 
for those lines, as buyers are uncertain what 
to do.

There has been a fair sprinkling of sorting 
orders for heavy goods and the receipt of a 
few spring orders, but wholesale business 
has been very quiet aside from this.

Remittances have been fair and the city 
retail trade is commencing to pick up a 
trifle.

NEW WAY OF PRESERVING FRUIT.
The first carload of fruit shipped from 

California under the new process of preserv­
ing by carbonic gas, instead of refrigeration, 
has been disposed of in Chicago. The car 
was shipped from Sacramento on October 
13th, and, owing to numerous accidents en 
route, did not reach Chicago until midnight 
on the 21st. Even then it was subjected to 
further delay in the yards, and did not reach 
the consignee’s warehouse until twenty-tour 
hours later. The car, explains Baltimore 
Journal of Commerce, contained two air-tight 
compartments, out ol which, after the fruit 
had been loaded, the air was exhausted and 
the compartments charged with the carbonic 
gas. In one of the air radiants on the road 
the car was partially derailed, and one com­
partment sprung in such a manner as to 
permit the leakage of the gas. The other 
was not injured. When the fruit was un­
loaded, that from the damaged compartment 
was found to be partially spoiled, owing to 
the admission of air, while the fruit in the 
other was in as perfect condition as the day 
it was loaded. The prices it brought were 
as high as any on the market. Those inter­
ested in the new experiment are delighted 
with the success of this initial trip, and the 
assertion is confidently made that it will 
settle beyond a doubt the utility and value of 
their plan of preservation as compared with 
refrigerators.

OUTPUT OF CHEESE.
Prof. Robertson, Dominion Dairy Com­

missioner, has just teturned from a trip to 
the Maritime Provinces. He says the out­
put of cheese in the Government dairy sta­
tions on Prince Edward Island was 12,022 
boxes. The value last year was less than 
$50,000. This year the increased produc­
tion brought it to $80,000. The total quan­
tity of milk received was 4,259 tons. Prof. 
Robertson estimated that the value of the 
cheese and butter for export from the island 
might reach $500,000 annually before ten 
years passed from the time he started the 
first dairy station there in 1892. It looks as 
though the estimate would be exceeded. 
Several of the young men from Prince Ed­
ward Island have come up to act as assis­
tants at the new dairy iscbool at Kingston, 
Ont. The department’s work in Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick is making nearly as 
much and as substantial progress.
