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THE EMPRESS DISASTER

There are few plan-s in tin- Canadian West 
which have not been thrown into mourning 
by the disaster which occurred to the Km 
press of Ireland in, the mouth of tin* St. 
Lawrence river, in the darkness before the 
dawn of last Friday. In fourteen brief1 
minutes, near a thousand human lives wen- 
wiped out and a magnificent steamship was 
sent to the bottom of tin-"sea. Whether or 
not the disaster was caused by negligence or 
carelessness on the part of the captains of 
the ships, whether tht- construction of the 
Empress was at fault, or whether the St. 
Lawrence route is especially dangerous re­
mains to be discovered by vigorous inquiry. 
One thing is certain, and that is that the un 
sinkable ship has not yet been built, and 
that the only safe course for ships enveloped 
ill lug is to lie still .and wait for clear 
weat her.

All hearts go out in sympathy to those 
who have lost tln-ir loved ones in this sad 
disaster, and we can only hope that the 
divine purpose will be served and that les­
sons will be learned that will result in great­
er precautions being taken in the future to 
make safe the highway over which many 
thousands of persons and a great part of the 
commerce of tile world is constantly 
travelling.

FAVORITE MILITARIST ARGUMENTS
The militarists are forever declaring in 

cocksure fashion that, because there have 
been wars thruout all history, there must 
always be wars so long as the world con­
tinues. They say that war is normal, and 
that the anti-militarists, the believers in 
progress towards the attainment of universal 
peace are visionaries who do not know 
human nature-. Knowledge of human nature 
is claimed as a specialty, and a monopoly, by 
the militarists. Human nature, they say, 
will have to be completely changed before 
war can be abolished. Human nature, lliey 
say further, never changes. Therefore, ac­
cording to their triumphant conclusion, war 
can never be abolished.

There is an old book written by a mission 
ary among the Caribbean tribes in the eigh­
teenth century, which contains a remarkable 
report of a plea made by a Caribbean medi­
cine man, some time about 1750, in support 
of the then ancient and time-honored Carib­
bean practice of cannibalism. The speech 
was made to the Oyampi tribe of warriors. 
The missionary had been influencing some 
of the warriors of that tribe hv his teaching, 
for at a recent feast of the tribe three war­
riors had refused to touch the flesh of their 
enemies. The medicine man, in his impas­
sioned harangue, proclaimed himself alarmed 
for the future of the race, for its virility, its 
manly virtues. His oration, duly reported 
by the missionary, is strangely parallel with 
the arguments and pleas of the militarists of 
tin- present time. It is forcible, and it must 
he said that it would not he easy to refute 
it. at the time, on theoretical grounds. 
Nevertheless, it. seems, like other earnest and 
abb- arguments, to have somehow become in­
validated by the course of time. First, the 
Caribbean medicine man argued from his 
tory. In all ages, as far back as the memory 
of man could reach, enemies killed in battle 
had been eaten, and a custom so ancient must 
necessarily be dependent not on the will of 
man but on a law of human nature, and 
therefor-; it could not be changed. More­
over, cannibalism was essential to check the 
growth of population. If prisoners Were not 
killed and eaten, it would be necessary to

expel the infirm and aged of the tribe. It 
was not only a necessity, but a beneficent 
necessity. This has a familiar sound.) If 
the custom of eating the flesh of tln-ir en 
emies were renoun....1, continued the Carib­
bean orator, wars would become rarer, and 
the virile virtues would perish courage and 
subtlety and strength and endurance and 
agility. And. of course, tin- orator did not 
forget to make clarion appeals to patriotism 
and glory. Those who. opposed the eating of 
the flesh of enemies were traitors and de­
served punishment. The essential difference 
between a compatriot and an enemy was 
that it was a right, and often a duty, to~.eat 
the latter. The .bond of patriotism uniting 
the tribe would hi- weakened if they were to 
lie made fo believe that tin day would ever 
come when they could go among strangers 
without risk of being eaten by them. The 
wartiors shouted approval, and the mission­
ary fled. Could lie have made a decisive 
reply1/ W liât chance would he have hud 1 
Nevertheless the CurihhcuiiH no longer prac­
tice cannibalism. That change has been 
wrought in tln-ir human nature. But .tin- 
militarists of today continue to rely upon 
the same sort of reasoning as that of the 
medicine man of the Oyampi tribe who pre­
vailed over the Christian missionary some 
tiling more t(ian a century and a half ago.

One of tin- most amazing things in eonnee 
lion with militarism is the light In-arted and 
off-hand manner in which the militarists roll 
thousands of men and millions of,money off 
their tongues. They do not calculate the cost 
of war in the deprivations and woes of 
widows and orphans, in human efficiency 
destroyed. A calculation was lately made by 
■the librarian of the War Department (if the 
United States of the cost of war to that coun­
try from the revolution down to, and includ­
ing, the war with Spain. H<- figured it out 
at .$11,296,.‘185,406, not including the greater 
cost of preparedness for war between wars 
and the pension list. If the tears and moans 
and ruined lives could be counted in dollars, 
that tremendous sum, $11,296,’185,406. would 
be but a fraction of the grand total ‘ "1

C.N.R. AND DISCRIMINATION
Hon. Arthur Mcighen, In a speech early in 

the C.N.R. debate, declared that the rcso 
Jutions laid before the house contained a pro 
posed agreement which was open to change 
or variation if weakness could be pointed 
out and improvements could be suggested 
That was a very fair statement, and it would 
have been in the public interest if it had 
been acted upon. Unfortunately, however, 
the government has not shown itself willing 
to accept suggestions for safeguarding the 
interests of the people in connection with 
the C.N.R. deal, whether those suggestions 
have come from the Opposition or from its 
own side of the House. Perhaps the most 
valuable suggestion offered was one made by 
Hon. Frank Oliver, an Opposition member, 
and supported by W. F. Maclean, of the Gov­
ernment side, that, in consideration of the 
assistance which the government* will give 
1o the C.N.R:, the company should be re 
quired to establish equality of freight 
charges in East and West, except where it 
could he shown that the cost of giving the 
service was greater. The Government, how­
ever, rejected this proposal, thereby going 
on rV-ord once more as approving of dis 
crimination against the West, as compared 
with the East, on the part of the railways 
This unjust action by the Government, how­
ever, is no more extraordinary than the rea 
sons given for it by Hon. Robt. Roger», min­

ister ut public works and member for Winni­
peg- Mr. Rogers gave two reasons why the 
Government should not require .reductions 
in Western rates as a condition of the guar 
antee of bonds: First, that the Liberals, 
when in power had not done so, and second 
that the Conservatives in Manitoba had 
«bine so. One would have thought that these 
were excellent Reasons why the present 
Conservative government should take ac­
tion, but the supporters of the government 
were so blinded by political partizanship and 
so mesmerized by the influence of Mackenzie 
and Mann that they accepted them as rea­
sons for refusing to do justice. Such is party 
polities in Camilla in these days

TARIFF THE ISSUE
At the present moment tin- immediately 

dominant question at Ottawa is the financial 
position of the Canadian Northern Railway 
and the efforts of the Government to 
straighten out the most unhappy tangle con­
nected therewith. The problem of transpor­
tation must always loom large in the eyes 
of the farming community of Western Can 
ada. but the real radical issue of the future 
which will affect the fortum-s of parties and 
political development must centre round the 
tariff and the fiscal system of the Dominion 
I'here arc some cheerful politicians and pub­
licists who express a desire to take the tariff 
out of polities and claim that if this were 
allowed, till would be for the lies! in the 
best ol worlds, but they pursue a vain and 
idle dream. If the politicians succeeded in 
taking the tariff out of politics the people 
would bring it back again It is an insli 
tut ion which affects the well being of every 
member of the community mil the electorate 
would never accept with peaceful acquiesc­
ence its removal from the arena of free dis 
mission and open emit rove ray Probably 
in no country in the British Empire have the 
interests ol tin- democracy been so studi 
ously neglected by their chosen represent» 
lives in Barliament, and a supreme proof of 
that neglect is the misera hie, sordid story 
of political chicanery and intrigue which 
envelops the history of the Canadian tariff 
since Confederation Today it is safe to 
assert that a very large proportion of the 
politicians of both sides in the House at 
Ottawa are vitally interested in stilling all 
attempts to raise the economic issue When 
the Laurier government, forced to action by 
a revolt in the West, went down at the Reci­
procity election, to a defeat for which their 
own lassitude and double dealing in the past 
■were largely responsible, it was widely 
prophesied that if a battle had been lost, a 
conflict had begun Tin- tariff was to be the 
dominant issue of tin- future and the Liberal 
party, w<- were told, would never rest till 
it had put the issue to the proof on a wider 
s<-ab- than the reciprocity treaty offered. Let 
us consider what has been the net result.

The Conservative party is in office and its 
finance minister, in his latest budget speech, 
boldly and buoyantly affirmed the faith of 
the party in the policy of High Protection. 
He introduced a budget which provided for 
certain changes in the tariff but the majority 
of these were in the interests of certain 
favored manufacturers, and to the farmer 
was accorded tin: meagre sop of a slight re­
duction in the duty on binders and mowers. 
The tariff in the main, still survives as a 
weapon to enable a crew of greedy capital­
ists to prey upon the producer and consumer.

The ocean rates obstacle created by the 
Atlantic Shipping combine is a very serious 
one. Indeed tIn- increase in ocean rates 
by that combine has more than absorbed the 
prefen-nee on British goods brought into 
operation by the late Dominion Government. 
Surely I In- present is a time when'all Cana­
dians whose anxiety for the strengthening 
an»l the p.-rpetuatiun of the British connec­
tion is true and In-art felt, and whose Im­
perial loyalty is not a m»-rc lip-service cover­
ing tln-ir devotion to special privilege, should 
be anxious and willing to s»-e everything 
poll»' to promote effectively the increase of 
trade between Great Britain and this coun­
try. by dealing drastically with the ocean 
freight combine and by substantially increas­
ing tire present preference in tin* duties paid 
by British goods entering Canadian ports it’ 
needs he, indeed, by the wiping out of duties 
oti British goods coming into Canada, thus 
by one stroke providing an unprecedentedly- 
effective way of strengthening British con­
nection while at the same time lowering the 
burden ot the cost of living, which . bears 
so heavily on the mass of the Canadian.

Co-operative-purchasing, which will give 
tin- farmer Ins supplies at actual cost, and co­
operative marketing, which will give him 
the full value of his products, will go a long 
way towards restoring prosperity to the 
agricultural industry

PUBLICITY THE REMEDY ,
It • must, be -juite apparent to those who 

ha-.’-' followed the n-conl of our Canadian 
governim-nts for th - past tv. nty years that 
no honest attempt has ev.-r b.-eti made by any 
government to ascertain whether the nianu- 
fact ur»-rs who s - - ■ • I-: additional protection ar*- 
really in ne»-d of it. Th»- Liberal Govern­
in'tnt si-tit a tariff ■ommission thruout the 
country in 190Ô-M at whi»-li many sittings 
were h»-ld where the manufacturers presented 
111 < - i r plea for furtln-r tariff favors. As an 
attempt. to sei.-ur».- reliable information for 
tariff mailing purposes tie- commission was a 
fare»-, as no doubt it was intended to-be. The 
manufacturers got what they wanted as a 
rule arid rio questions were ask»-d. .Mr. Bor­
den. before In: became Prime Minister. was 
iletcriniried to appoint a tariff commission 
with powi-r t.»» examine into all details and 
investigate thoroughly all manufacturing in­
dustries requesting further protection. But 
when the Senate amen»le»l Ids legislation, by 
demanding that this information should he 
given to the public, lie abandon»:»! it. It was 
not his intention that the information 
secured was t»> la- allowed to go beyond the 
eyes of the Cabinet. In presenting his 
budget to the House last month Finance 
Minister White sai»l that he had examined 
the balance sheets of the agricultural imple­
ment manufacturers and that they could not 
stand any reduction except the trilling one 
he made. It is th<: general belief that the 
Big Interests who always demand protection 
are making huge profits, but at any rate it 
is common anil positive knowledge that they 
arc developing multimillionaires at an extra­
ordinary rate. S<mie of them publish their 
balance sheets, but in most cases these bal­
ance sheets explain nothing. I ’mloubt edly 
a great many of them are doctored before 
they- are presented, to the publie, an»] if the 
profits an: large they can easily be hidden 
in a variety of ways. Any industry that 
needs tariff protection or bonuses from the 
public treasury cannot be described as other 
than a pauper industry, and it should lie 
treated as such by-having ev»■ ry detail of its 
financial standing published for the tax­
payers to scrutinize. The Massey-IIarris
Company has been one of 11..... ompanies that
have profited by tariff prof»,-»•)ion for twenty 
or thirty years and has produced a goodly 
number of multi-millionaires. Til is company 
still enjoys tariff protection and its mag­
nates squeal 1 ou Idly when there is any talk 
of reducing tln-ir “protection.” Why should 
not all details of their financial standing be 
published so that the public may tlu-n know 
the facts ! It is not sufficient to give this 
information to the Finance Minister, and no 
one will have any confidence in statements 
that he may make as to the poverty of the 
implement manufacturers. II»; holds his posi­
tion for the purpose of looking after the 
protected iiiteri.-sts. and no one will deny that 
he is doing it well. We fancy that if the 
Massey-IIarris Company were faced with the 
alternative of publishing full details of its 
finam-es or relinquishing all its pr»>te»-tion. 
it would become a Free Trail/ industry irn- 
meiliately rather than disclose the huge 
profits it lias been getting out of the public 
under the shelter of the protective taritf

<)ne of the chief factors which is ini 
pressed most forcit.lv ,,n the minds ..f 
eastern farmers visiting the \\Y>t fur 
the first time is the factor «.f wade. 
“Down East farmers would hold up 
their hands in dismay at many of the 
methods which are pract ired in this 
western country. To some extent this 
criticism is justified. because an v 
thoughtful man can find many instances 
of carelessness on the farms to which 
needless loss is^ due. hut at the same 
time this is not true of a large number 
of methods which, by reason of the cir­
cumstances under which are prac­
ticed, are followed generally t hruout 
the three prairie prox in< es. ( )ne of 
these methods is that of summer fallow­
ing a portion of the farm each vear. 
That a large portion of the land, in 
many instances nearly a third of the 
farm, should be plowed, constantly top 
worked and allowed to lie idle all sum 
mer is, on the face of it, a very waste 
ful proceeding, even if the interest on 
the value of the land is the onlv loss 
taken into consideration, but as long as 
all grain growing N practiced to anv 
extent t he summer fallow must be made 
use of.

Reasons for Summer-fallow
it is found that after a piece of land 

has grown constantly the same crop 
year/after year, that the yield becomes 
lower as time goes on, until it becomes 
necessary to lay the land off for a year 
to allow it to regain some more of,the 
elements of plant food of which it has 
been depleted by constant cropping. 
Differ fait crops require different 
amounts of the various food elements 
contained in soifs, and situa* o grain 
crop, to reach maturity, usually uses tip 
its available plant food more quickty_ 
than it is produced in the ground, the 
yield is lower and the stand in the 
field is generally thinner. This allow- 
of another factor entering into consul 
eration, namely that of t lie growth and 
increase of weeds in land cultivated for 
any long period. Drain plants require 
one kind of plant food, weed plants an 
other, so that when the stand"-of the 
grain plants gets b—s, more room i -- 
given for the weeds to develop and this 
is one of the comfit ions which makes 
the adoption of the summer fallow 
method so valuable. More than this, 
however, in many part - of the West the 
rainfall does not amount to more than 
fifteen to sixteen inches during the year, 
and since it has been calculated that 
three inches of rainfall are required to. 
produce ten bushels of wheat, it i-> ex i

There an* some weeds, however, which 
summer fallowing does not seem to have 
very much control over, chief among 
which are Wild oats. About the best 
possible means of controlling wild oats, 
once they have been allowed entrance 
onto the farm because, after all, “ pre 
vent ion i- far better than cure" in cop 
ing with the weed problem, just as with 
everything else is to disc the summer 
fallow land rails, then plow and har 
row and immediately sow a light crop 
of oats or barley The crop is then

To Prevent Blowing

COOPERATION BETWEEN FARM 
AND CITY

Editor, Guide: I would like to ad 
'vance a few of niv opinions on co 
operation between the producers on the 
farm, and the ■ oii-imu r- in the citie- 
1 n all the articles I have read on i-u 
operation, it -."in- to me that it i * 
left to the farmers lu tie the initiative 
in estahli-hing eo operative institutions.

• lings the j-'-rk packing question was 
thoroughly discussed and the work of

•he Albert.e-fcùirmi r- ' Co nj-.-rative Hie 
vat or < ompany Limited, endorsed as a 
big step it. the right direction to bring 
about a solution of the problem. In the 
matter of hail insurance the usual policy 
will be followed and no recommenda­
tion of any company will be made. We 
are glad, however, to send you at any 
time information we may have as to the 
financial standing, etc. of any company. 
Our executive feel that the provisions 
made for Mutual or Co-operative Hail 
Insurance under the Rural Municipal! 
ti'-s Act is the best solution yet of­
fered for this vexed question and 
would urge our unions to give the mat­
ter their careful consideration. I hope 
to deal with this matter at greater 
length in a subsequent circular.

After careful consideration your 
Kxecutive went on record as being op­
posed to the action of the Dominion 
Millers’ Association in demanding a 
line of government owned steamships 
as a means to reduce ocean freight 
rates. Among other things, previous 
experience of government ownership 
and opération did not tend to create 
confidence that the acquiring and run­
ning of such a line of steamers would 
be on such economic and business lines 
as was likely to bring about tlie de­
sired result. It was considered that the 
opening up of the market to the south 
and the alternative route to the West, 
via Vancouver and the Panama (.'anal 
would materially alter the aspect of the 
question and prove a much more effec­
tive remedy.

A strong resolution was also passed 
and will be pushed to a finish requiring 
the lai-lways to revise their tariffs re 
freight on slab wood. At present all 
-labwood over four feet in. length re 
quires the same freight rate as dressed 
lumber, or practically double that on 
fence posts, eqrdwood, etc., with the re 
-uit that what would otherwise prove a 
very effective and cheap means of pro 
v id ing shelter for stock during t lie- 
winter is rendered impossible by exces 
six e transportation charges.

A number of other matters were dealt 
xx it li and the meeting, w hich lasted all 
day, must rank as one of considerable 
importance to our Association.

Dominion, of exercising an influence in 
consolidating all farmers’ organizations 
in Western Canada into one harmonious 
federation, each with its own identity 
contributing t• » the well being of the 
whole, community ’ ’

for the guidance of the secretary in 
the conducting of organization work in 
the country for the summer, further 
business was postponed to the next 
meeting of the Board of Directors, 
about .1 une l").

1 he headline of 
The hiuide Organization, Education, Co­
operation is the aim of organized labor. 
The farmer and the worker in town would 
then be able to meet and pick out the 
best men to represent them, both in the 
Provincial and Dominion Houses. When 
a delegation to either of those Houses 
is arranged, it would be much more 
respected ;it coming from the whole of 
the organiz'd workers instead of repre­
sent ing a percentage of farmers only

labor samly and rationally eo-operat in-g 
as consumers, with us a-» producers, thus 
ensuring to us a home market for a great 
percentage of our produce, both of us 
benefiting by the elimination of the 
middleman. Again, the monster, the 
Triple Alliance, would be more easily 
defeated when we all, as one body, at­
tacked it, either in < operation or at 
the polls. It may b«- said that the farmer 
(annul be classed with the <ity worker, 
but I think they are both workers, whether 
they handle lines and whip, or hammer and 
<hi-'I The farrm-r may have the hired 
man but that does not alter his status. 
Some of the literature of this Association 
describes individualism as “foxy and 
wolfish lor a certain section of a 
class to isolate themselves from the 
'remainder appears to my mind to be 
equally as “ foxy and wolfish. *' There 
ar*- problems affec ting the highly skilled 
and others affecting the unskilled.

MARKET FOR CANADIAN SEEDS
Several inquiries for Canadian seeds 

have been received quite recently by 
the Acting Trade Commissioner of Can 
a da in Glasgow, Scotland, from Scotch 
importers. The commissioner'.say» that 
the products of a few firms in Canada 
appear to be well known in Glasgow, 
and there is a gênerai desire to in 
crease purchases. The kinds of seeds 
enquired for are: Perennial rye glass, 
alsike. clover, timothy, red clov er, cow 
grass, trefoil and flax seed.

FREE ANALYSIS OF WATER
The chemistry department of Muni 

tuba Agricultural College, Winnipeg, is 
now fully equipped, and arrangements 
have been made whereby residents of 
Manitoba' may have water which they 
are using for domestic purposes ana 
ly zed. As only a certain number of 
samp 11 s can be conveniently handled at 
.one time, it will be necessary to send 

in an application to the Agricultural 
College before sending in the water. 
Notices will be sent to till applicants 
giving information as to the method of 
taking a sample, also as to how and 
w hi n it should be forwarded Fitness 
of the water both lor domestic and 
boiler use will In- determined. Such an 
analysis will be very valuable to farm 
it- thruout the Province, and it is ex 
pi-rted that a larg- number of samples 
will be tested.

MARKET THE ROOSTER NOW
A <:emmuni'alien ha- just been re 

ceived from tie- live stock branch of, 
the Department of Agriculture, Ottawa, 
drawing attention to the importance of 
keeping the roo-ters from the flock as 
-oon as the breeding season is over. 'I lie - 
letter in part reads as follows: -

‘1 From now on. the male birds arc of 
no value to the floe.. and but few are of 
-officient worth to warrant being kept 
over until another season. In fact, 
their presence in the flock after .luné 1 
I, decidedly harmful : they produce no 
revenue, the. consume much feed and 
t he v ci,at ri hot i- materially to the enorm­
ous loss charg'd Die : to farmer- and 
others thru t.l -ale of bad and partial 
1 v incubated egg-. The prices quoted 
tor roosters an now much higher than 
they will be later in the summer. From 
every standpoint, therefore, the present 
is decidedly the most opportune time 
for their disposal. ”

In this connection a Do a leaflet has 
been issued by the Poultry Division at 
Ottawa, prepared by . A. Brown and 
.1. N. Hare, in which is emphasized the 
importance of the removal of male birds 
after the tireeding season. The matter 
is discussed as follows:—

“ Kgg- which have been fertilized 
constitute the greatest proportion of 
the inferior stock which, when exam 
ined. proves unfit for food. it. is not 
necessary that these shall have re 
mailed "for a time under a broody tien, 
a temperature of seventy degrees being, 
in itself, sufficient to cause the germ 
to commence to grow. If the heat is 
constant the -development of the chick 
will continue, but if it ceases or is in­
termittent, putrefaction at once sets in 
and the egg becomes bad. On the other 
hand infertile eggs which are free from 
the ac-tive germ ndl, do not, under or­
dinary conditions, deteriorate -erjnus.y.

“Few farmers seem to realize these 
facts, and consequently very few make 
any effort to insure infertility. The im­
pression prevails among many that the 
presence of a male bird in the floek is 
essential to the production of a maxi 
mum number of eggs. This assumption 
has been proven, time and time again, 
to be absolutely without foundation.

1 ‘ Farmers and other- selling eggs f■ *r 
mar et are recommended to kill oil “T 
di-posc of the male birds after the 
breeding season. As a result of their 
remaining with the flock alter .1 une I.
< anadian farmers lose each year at 
least a million dollars thru the presence

the best trade in many dries in Canada 
now offers the premium of from one to 
live cents per dozen for non fertilized 
.ggs suggests an additional financial 
consideration which but few .-an afford 
to overlook.’’

A great many 
of the rnen saved thenixelve- by swim 
ming and very few women were able to 
live and swim in the cold water.

An inquest has been opened at Ri 
mouski and a thorough investigation 
will be held by the Panadian govern 
ment, for the purpose of determining 
where the blame for the wreck should 
be placed, arid if any means can be 
taken either by improvements to the St. 
Lawrence route, or by the enforcement 
of more stringent regulations which will 
prevent rite recurrence of such disasters.
