In{
view, therefore, of .our natuval sym-
pathy for the weak against the strong
and of the lack of infor.nation display-
ed by the -editorials contained in cer-
tain New York papers, I yenture, wit!-
out entering into controversial matters
to call attention to a few indisputable
facts which should be kept fin mind in
forming a judgment on the Transvaal
gituation, and on ‘the peace when it
comes tosbe made.

In the first place, the entire white
population of the Transvaal, accordin.
to the last “StaatsiAlmanac,” tie offic-
Boer publication, amounts to 998,750
men women and children. The same
nuthority gives the number of burglies
liable to. military service, i. e., white
males oyer the age of sixtern who haye
taken the oath of allegiance to the
Transvaal Government, as 29,279; this
would include all civil servants, rail-
way staff and other than Boers wl.o
haye for one reason or another sworn
allegiance to the T'ransyaal. Starting
from these figures it is probable that
80,000 is the very outside number at
which the Boer population can be esti-
mated; thus, on the I'vansvaal Govery-
ment's own showing, the Outlanders
number over 208,000, of whom the de-
cided majority are British subject.
These figures are, froma the Outlander
point of view, well within the mark,
because it is notorious that, on the one
hand, a great many names of Boers
who are dead or have migrated eithe
out of the couniry or into other dis-
tricts remain upon the origival regis-
ters; there being no penalty for failin:
to give notice of remoyal, and no means
of checking the correctness of lists;
and on the other hand the Outlanders
must be considerably underestimated,
since there is no inducement to them to
register, the sole result of registration
being to provide the Government with
facilities for tax collecting,

In the second place, practically the
whele of the taxes are raised from the
Outlander populution, an.l are spent hy
the Boer Goyernment. In 1836 the
Boer budget was 86,000 pounds. The
budget for the year 1899 gives the esti-1
mated revenve as 4,087,852 pounds ani
the estimated expenditure as 3,921,231
vounds. The Boer population puy no
taxes, although nominally lialhle to a
direct capitation tax of abont 1 pound
a year, which is, in fact, not collected.
The direct taxation is not heavy ; the
taxation of the mines by indirect
means and the taxation of the Out-
landers by Leavy duties upon articles
for their use and consumplion furnish
practically the whole 4,000,000 pounds.

As to the expenditure of this 4,000,-
000 pounds the Outlanders haye noth-
ing whatever to say: They lave no
vaice in the Goyernment. In 1851 the
Grondwet, or the constitution, pro. ided
that all foreigners should be adinitted
to be resident in the Transyaal, and tlie
full write to vote could
after a two years' residence,
present time naturalization can
be obtained by persons of forty years ol
age who have been registered and have
declared their intention to
citizeus of the Transvaal for twelve
years, Moreover, the money thus
raised is not expended for the beneiit of
it,

Fierce and Prolonged Struggles at
Glencoe Camp and Ladysmith

!

Boers Admit That in a Battle North of Mafeking
Their Casualties Were 70 Killed and Wounded—

British Camp Sacked

Boers Blown Up by Sunken Mines

After Severe Fighting—

A despatch from London, Saturday,
says:—The first serious action between
. the British and the Boers was fought
in the immediate neighbourhood of the
British camp at Glencoe on Friday, and
resulted in a victory for the British.

Ihe British commander is now dying
from a wouad received in the engage-
msnt,

The battle is declared, in his succes-
sur’s despatch to the War Office to
have been an “‘important success,” and
th: L ndon papers deseribe the victory
as brilliang,

ihe hill where the Boer artillery was
pcsted, and which was gallantly storm-
ed by the [rish Fusiliers and the Eng-
lish Koyal Riiles in face of a heavy
ritle-fire by the Bcers, is variously de-
sc.ived as Glencoe hill, Dundee hill,

eud Telana hill, It is about two and a
haif miles east of the*Glencoe hill.

‘Ibe Standard’s correspondent at the!
Gleucoe camp says that the att:awlf.ing:l
force was led by CommnndunL-Genemll’
Joubert. Nobody but General Symons |
and his staff were aware that the
Boers intended to attack, though they
were known to be advancing south-
ward,

Unusual precautions were taken over
night to guard against surprise, The
correspundent adds that the Boer ar-
tillerymen judged the range badly, and
that the quality of their ammunition
was very poor. Scarcely six shells |
bursi within“the British lines,

The dtsence of details regarding the
British iosses in the engagement at
Glencoe camp causes the deepest anx-
iely, and che War Oirice is again be- |
sieged b, re.atives and {riends of those |
magiug up the force that took part in
the fignt, .

General- Symons at— 7.30 ordered a
general advance of rhe infaniry b i-
gades, which he accompanied, L'he
men had bsen exercised for weeks
past in taking advantage of cever, and
they carried ouc the tactics thorough-
ly.

A terrifio fire from three Britiwsh bat-
teviesi at a range of 2,000 yards cover-
ed the advance. Several of the Boer
guuns were silenced before the h'usiliers
began to olimb the hill, and by the
time the infantry were within a thou-
sand yards of the crest the Boenr ar-
tillery was completely silenced by the
excellent Britisn practice.

The Boers meanwhile kept up a
beavy ritle fire, which thinned the
British ranks considerably. The cor-
respondent continues:— &

“By nime o’clock the lrish Fusiliers
and Koyal Rifles had swarmed over the
hill, aud the Boers were on the run.
Meantime the Eighteenth Hussars, all
the coloanial and Lmperial mounted in-
fantry, and the Leicestershire regi-
ment, had been moved north and east.
This practically cut off the - Boers’
main line of reireat, .

“The enemy were caught between

two fires, and lost heavily. At noon
the figh:ing was still going on, but the

defeay of the enemy was already com-
plete and crushing. Lt looks as
though few would escape.

Cape Town in various guises, one
Statement, alleging that 1,500 Boers
have been killed. All these must be
read in the light of the official state-
ment that nothing of importance has
occurred. Thursday's report that the
Boers had cut off Mefeking’s water
supply also needs confirmation.

Varyburg, which has been reported
to have been quietly abandoned, is now
stated to have been betrayed by the
Dutch inhabitants to the i3oer forces.

A despatch to the Daily News from
Cape Town, states that the defenders
of Mafeking, after repulsing an attack,
DPursued the enemy. The British then
feinted a retreat, whereupon the ene-
my rallied and pursued them.

I's were thus led over mines charg-
ed with lyddite, which were exploded
killing and wound.ng 1,500 of the ene-
my.

Another Cape Town despatch to the
News snys that an eccentric person in
Pretoria known as Baron de Guins-
berg, who was suspected of being a
British spy, was count-martialled and
shot. It is stated that he possessed
plans of the forts at Pretoria.

The
burghers replied with heavy rifles,
again shooting wildly, Only three or
four bullets struck the train,

FIVE BOERS KILLED,

RAISING BABY BEEF.

In producing first-clags, young beef,
the breed of cattle selected is a very
important point, writes M. C. Thomas.
The three leading breeds are: Short-
horns, Polled: Angus and Herefords.
There are a few others that some re-
commend, but wherever they have
been tested they have not proven equal
to the breeds just mentioned. The beef
qualities of @ome of our cattle have
been greatly reduced by being mixed
up and crossed so much with the dairy
breeds. There is no use _ trying 1o
raise beef from dairy cattle. If you
wart to run a dairy get a dairy breed,
but if you desire beef, procure a beef
[breed. Study the qualities of the lead-
ing beef breeds and select the one

that nearest suits your fancy. If you
ichoose a breed that you do not na-
I turally have a liking for, you will not
! make a success with \it. Because your
neighbor breeds Shorthorns is no rea-
|8on why you must.

/Pay particular attention to the feed
(and care. When i$ is possible, I pre-
;fe.r to have the calves come in Febru-

> BURNING - WEEDS.

It is & mistake to let weeds go to
seed in the garden or around. the
farm, under the impression that they
can be destroyed if gathered in the
fall and burned. In the first place
the job is apt to be forgotten until
mogit of the weed seeds have been scait-
tered. Even if a weed is burned, its
seeds may mot be destroyed unless a
hot fire of brush is first made and the
weed seeds are thrown on a mass of
burning coals. If weeds are piled in
heaps they burn slowly, and as the
seeds falls to the ground it is pro-
tected from burming by the strata of
carbonic-acid gas that is found at the
bottom of all slow-burning fires.

Wheat is grown all over the world
in the southern as well as in the
northern hemisphere, and asthe win-
ter in half of the world occurs when
the other half has its summer, the
Chilians and Australians are sowing
and reaping wheat while the northern
hemisphere is wrapped in snow.

considering the subject of automatic
couplings and kindred matters may
“do much to satisfy the desire often
expressed during recent years, both
in and out of Parliament, that the best
efforts should be made to endeavor
to reduce the number of accidents to
railway servants.” No specific reproach
is made against the railway companies,
whose opposition led to the withdraw-
al of the Couplings bill of last session.
The statistics are allowed to tell their
own tale. Last year no fewer than
2,293 men were killed or injured while
engaged in shunting operations. Shun-
ters invariably stand at the head of
the tables of railway mortality. For
every 15 employes one was injured,
while the ‘proportion of killed was one
in 197. The number of passengers
killed in train accidents was only 25,
while the proportion of killed to the
number who travelled was about one
in 7,000,000. A singular feature of the
year's mortality, was the number of
suicides which were committed on the
railway. As many as 126 persons
chose this method of quitting  life.

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SOME PRACTICAL SUGGESTIONS ON
MASSAGE TREATMENT.
‘Reneficial Movements That May be Practi

eal at Home—-Important Points That

Must Lo Berne in Mind by Amateur

Wasseurs Whe Desire Success.

Dr. Randolph Faries, recently pre-
bared a paper on the massage treat-
ment which is clear and practical
enough to teach the nvérage layman
enough about the subject to enable
him, after paying a little attention to
a few of the principles upon which the
treatment is based, to get all the bene-
fits claimed for massage and save the
fee of an experienced trainer or mas-
seur at the same time. In the opinion
of many medical authorities exer-
cise and massage are the two greatest
curative remedies that nature affords,
and the latter is considered by many
as the coming treatment for all those
common functional troubles like dys-
pepsia, comstipation, jaundice, bilious-
nses, emanciatiou, nerve exhaustion,
etc., and therefore a little time spent
on this subject 18 time well spent.

Rubbing may be either local or gen-
eral—that is, it may be applied to an
arm, the back, or the foot, or it may
be applied to the whole body. Dr.
Faries mentions seven different kinds
of manipulation. “It may consist of
stroking the body with the palm of the
hand, slapping the body with the open
hand, beating it with the closed fist,
striking it with the hand at right an-
gles to the body,so that the edge cor-
responding to the side of the little fin-
ger comes into contact with it ; knead-
ing the skin, muscles and tendons;
grabbing the skin and muscles and
squeeing them, and making combined
digital pressure over the surface of the
body in different regions.”

The friction produced by rubbing
may be either rectilinear or circular.
Either one or both hands may be used
to rub the body. It is customary for
the right hand of the manipulator to
be used for the right hand and foot,
and the left hand for the left hand
and foot of the patient, if the rubbing
be applied with one hand.

" BOTH HANDS.ARE USED

for the back, loins, abdomen and chest.
The upward stroke in rubbing should
always be more intense than the down-
waira, ana the stUroke should extend
over the whole surface, from joint to
joint, exercising great care not to
chafe the skin. More danger of this
arises in making the upward stroke
tham in making the downward.

The rubbing should not last so long
that fatigue will result. Further, too
rapid rubbing will frequently @ause
pain by heating the skin too quickly,
causing the hairs of the body to stick
to the manipulator’s hands, giving as
a final result a pulling of these hairs,
Rubbing should never ve begun stren-
uously at the outset, but shou!d be
started slowly and gently, and gradu-
ally increased, so as to be adjusted to
the individual’s feelings. l'ersons tak-
ing general exercise should take a
rub after their bath. In this way they
will not only cause the blood to circu-
late again through all parts of the
body, but will also prevent or overcome
any soreuess or stiffuess that may be
present, and in addition to this, the
tissueq of the body will coastantly be
kept in a better condition.

Business having fixed hours, the peo-
ple who do it must accommodate them-
selves to them.

The rubbing of the upper extremities
should begin wiih the hand, then the
wrist joint should be cared for, after
that the forearm, next the elbow joint,
then the arm, and lastly the shoulder
joint. The reason for this is to influ-
ance the points most remote from the
heart and gradually work toward ‘the
neart. The upper and lower extremi-
ties may also be rubbed upward and
downward.

The chest should be rubbed from the
insertion of the large muscles upon
it to their origin, while the abdominal
muscles should be rubbed from :he
right groin, as it is commonly called,
n the direction of that part of the in-
testines known as the ascending
transverse and descending colons.
When rubbing the abdomen the fin-
gers of the manipulator should be kejit
close together. More pressure and
less care are necessary in rubbing the
back, because the skin and muscies are
thicker and more numerous in this re-
gion, and the muscles are much larger
and stronger. Here, as in the abdo-
men, the rubbing should be frem the
prigin to the insertion of the muscles.
In the upper part of the back the ana-
tomy of the musecles is so very compli-
cated that it is difficult to understand
howt to do this ualess one has studied
the anatomical relation of the origin
and insertion of these muscles very
thoroughly. As a. general method of
rubbing the back, it would be best, in
order to have all the muscles in this
region: well cared for, first to rub up-
ward and downward, then crosswise,
and lastly obliquely upward and down-

Sharks Are Verltahle Momsters o.
. Mhe biggest fish that swims is known
by seafaring men as the basking

shark, from its habit of lying for hours |-

on_top of the waves when the weather
is calm, basking in the sun. Seientific
mean call this fish the rhinodon. They
say -its extreme length is forty feet,
but there are plenty of old salts who
swear they have seen ‘“‘baskers” sixty
feet long. Huge as the basking shark
is, it never has been known to attack
a man, -
