I WANT MY HOTBED READY
© - AHEAD OF TIME.

It is a mistake to wait until you are,
actually ready to sow seeds before
starting the hotbed. Start it up now
and have everything in readiness,
even if you don’t plan to make your
first planting for a week or two yet.

The heart of the hotbed is the heat-
ing material that is put into it. This
is prepared from manure. The fresh-
er the manure the better. It may be
taken from a fermenting pile, or be
collected for several days and saved
up for the purpose. In either case,
all long straw and coarse litter should
be taken out. Manure that has burn-
ed or fire-fanged will be useless' for
the purpose.

Unless there is a considerable am-!
ount of bedding in the manure, it
should be mixed with about a third of-
its own bulk of litter-or leaves. Pile
up the whole in a neat square heap,]
under cover, and in as warm a place
as possible, and give it a thorough
wetting to start rapid fermentation.
After three or four days fork it over,
turning it “inside outs? and pile it up
again, tramping it down firmly as you
do so. Add enough water to make it
again thoroughly moist. |

For the best results this operation
should be repeated three or four times
so that the whole mass will be heated
evenly through and through, other-
wise the hotbed when made up will
be “spotty,” and the results will be
very uneven, -especially along the
edges. For a small frame of two or
three sashes half a cord will be suffi-
cient. It should be placed in the frame
after it is fermenting hotly, and firm-
ly packed down in a solid mass one
or two feet deep. |

BEST AGES FOR MATING.

The best_matings are either two-
year-old cogkgwith pullets, or a cock-
erel with two-year-old hens. One ser-
vice of the. gobbler is sufficient for
each setting of eggs, and a single male
can take care of from fifteen to twen-
ty hens. While the gobbler has a
greater influence on color and shape
of the progeny, large hens are needed
to produce big turkeys.

to the plants is by underground irri-
gation. This will be found advanta-
geous for three reasons. In the first
place the water thus supplied reaches
the roots, where it is wanted, and
there is a minimum loss by evapora-
tion. In the second place water is
saved, and in the third, there is no
crust to form on top as there is when
the water is applied 'to the top of the
ground.

When the ground is plowed in the
spring it is gone over with a lister,
forming alterna‘e ridges and fur-
rows. These will differ probably ten
inches in height. It will be necessary
to go again over the ground with the
lister, and the second covering should
result in furrows twenty inches deep,
or better. In these the two-and-one-
half-inch tile is laid. If the furrows
are rather close together the tile need
be laid only in every other one. They
are simply laid, with the joints as
close as possible. The far end of each
is plugged with concrete or clay. The
front ends are finished off with a T

| section and another section, added to
bring the inlet well above the top of

the ground. Then the ground is

1loveled again and planted in the ordi-

nary way.

If water is poured into one line for
a few minutes it can be filled. It will
then soak into the ground in all direc-
tions. Thereafter the water is added
only when necessary to keep the sub-
soil in the proper condition. In the
fall the lines need not necessarily be
removed, but left for use the follow-
ing year.

The names of persons who will be
twenty-one years of age by the time
the Voter’s List is completed may be
eriered by the Assessor provided
they have the other qualifications.

Premier Ferguson has been re-
quested by a large deputation to
bring in legisla ion to compel motor-
ists to stop before crossing railway
tracks.

When one hears of and sees so
much drunkenness among young men
many of them who have yet to cast
a vote, one wonders if the Ontario
Temperance Act is working out for
the best for this country. With the
bootleggers, who are peddling quan-
tities each year, there #s no such
thing as a minor. These youths un-
der the license system were denied
alcoholic beverages and an hotel-
keeper found selling liquor to a lad
under 21 years was meted out a stiff
fine. Hotel men as a whole, res-
pectéd the law in regards to minors.
With the bootlegger it is different.
He is transgressing the law to begin
with and all money, whether coming
from a minor or adult, is acceptable
for his ‘“rot-gut” poison that is
more harmful than any liquor that
was ever dispensed over the bar—
and what is more the bootlegger in
the majority of cases is getting a-
way with it unpunished. We are
not advocating the return of the
open bar but the lame way the O.T.
A. is being enforced and the exten-
sive traffic in home-brew that is
everywhere evidenced is excusable
enough for one thinking that prohi-
bition, in its present morose state,
is a joke. It was hoped that prohi-
bition would remove the temptation
for strong dnink out of the reach of
our young manhood. But has it?
It has but taken it out of the scrup-
ulous vendor and placed it in the
hand of the unscrupulous “Jackalls”
who care not how powerful their
potions may be or who drinks the
poison providing they get the price.
Every once in so long a bootlegger
is caught, convieted and fined. He
can well pay the fine from his ill-
gotten pains. But why fine them?
If it is the revenue the government
wants why was the legal manufac-
ture and sale of liquors ever pro-
hibited? 'Give the bootlegger and
moonshiner a prison term with the
lash added, that may cure him, but
fines will not.—Port Elgin Times.
