The arrangenien!s being made by
the department of acriculture to se-
cure supplies of stock fgéd ingredi-
ents from the Umted States and the]

Last week’s session was:  devoted tol
‘general discussion, while a special
committee appointed by the millers,
took up the various questions in de-
tail.

The formula for the feed was de-
cided upon and with few modifica-
tions the contract met the approval
of the millers. This specifies that
the .main constituents have to he
constant and a guaratee of ié'f"
value was insisted upon. At the
same time, certain latitude was
given the millers on the wunder-
standing that these regulations will
be complied with . It was decided
not to purchase m bulk as at first
Pproposed, but to. secure the materials
independently. A special committee
was appointed, congisting of three
members of the feéd ecommittee and
wo millers, who will meet at the
leall of the chairman, C. F. Bailey,
assistant deputy mihister of agri-
culture, when prices will " be fixed
from time to time and other mat-
ters which come,np will ‘' be Healt
with.

The decision was reached that thef
fixed price should be $5 per ton over
‘and above the cost of ingredients.
[ This covers mixing, finanéing and
other incidential expenses, 1eaving
but a small margin for the millers
as net profit: The committee will
‘have aceess’to 'the millers’ books and
the authority to inspect stocks. Any
mounéy to. be made over and. above
the ‘amount $tipniatad will be the re-
sult ‘of suceessful buythg ‘tather than
successful selling in- ‘proportion, of
sourse, to quantity handled.

Increase in

Western Traffic

A remarkable increase. during
1917 in handling of live-stock and of
butter, cheese, eggs, dressed meat
and dressed poultry, over its lines
| in Western Canada is indicated in a
statement compiléd by the Freight
Department of the Canadian North-
ern Railway. Any great increase in
tonnage in these commodities, of
course, could not ' be accomplished
without pronounced progress in per-
manent farming in areas served by
the C.N.R., in Manitoba, Sask-
atchewan and Alberta. It is
significant that the prairie provinces
are becoming exporters of dairy pro-
ducts where in recent years they
were importers on a considerable
scale. ”

During 1917, 11,363 cars of live-
atock were handled over the lines of
the Canadian Northern Railway
system as compared with 7,245
during 1916. This is an increase of
4,118 ecars or 57 per cent.

Of cattle in 1917, there were
handled 5,421 cars as compared with
2,900 in 1917. Of hogs 2,274 cars,
as compared with 1,768 in 1916. Of
sheep 261 cars-in 1917 as againsg
76 in 1916; and mixed stock 3,407
in 1917 as compared with 2,601 in
1916. The percentage of increase
in cattle was 87 per cent; of sheep
243 per cent; hogs 29 per cent; and,
mixed 36 per cent.

During 1917 the produce shipped
from' stations on the Canadian
Northern western lines reached a|
total of 24,618,000 pounds as com-|
pared with 21,436,000 pounds in
1916, an increase of 3,182,000
pounds or 15 per cent. The butter
shipped ‘ameunted to 8,146,000
pounds as compared with 6,828,000
pounds in 1916, “ an -increase of 1,-
320,000 pounds.

By this fime you will have heard
that your son, Fleming has been
killed in action. T was his -platoon
commander and was nearby at the
time of his death. ° He was a fine
soldier and his loss is felt by us all.
As 1 am a Hastings boy myseif 1 al-
ways felt a great personal interest}
in him. He was lying down in a
trench along with his chum, Herb.
Phillips, of Madoc, ‘when a German
trench mortar shell, called a fish
tail, landed into the trench and kiil-
ed him  instantly.

He had done good service in_ the
line, and I think that when a man
has to die there can’t be anything
finer than dying in a cause for hu-
manity like purs. His body was
carried out. of the line that night
and is buried about twelve miles
