THIS MOM LARGEST

MOTOR VAN ,Standing supremely unique among 
the figures who are making history in 
the great war, which will' mark a new 
era for Europe, is Albert, King of 
the Belgians, newspaperman, expert 
engineer, lover of mankind and most 
democratic of all rulers.

Nobody ever heard much of Albert 
Leopold Clement Maria Meiiirad be­
fore that eventful day when he sent 
word to 'his soldiers at Liege to “hold 
out” against the Germans1 massing 
at Herbestal. The exhortation breath­
ed such a dauntless, bombastic assur­
ance that those who read smiled 
grimly and a little sadly as they re­
flected that tiny Belgium would prove 
a tit-bit for the Teuton war hosts.

Long Held Out
But Liege has long held out and Al­

bert, King of Belgium, which includes 
some sizeable cities and. is said to en- 
j’oy more prosperity per capita than 
any other Europea ncoufttry, is ridiing 
at the head of his army of 200,000 
men. While directing his valiant men 
he has found time to notify his re­
presentatives in America that the cre­
dit of Belgium is unimpaired and that 
all wheat shippers may send their 
grain to Antwerp, with the guarantee 
of the government that t'hey will not 
only be paid in gold, but that all their 
war risks will be covered.

Glares at His Democracy
Europe, last haven of “the divine 

right of kings,” in the Occidental 
world, has long glared impotently at 
Albert, King of Belgium. His casual 
democracy, his undoubted business 
ability and his manner of dealing 
with the socialists, so that the social­
ists, cursing most labor conditions, 
paused to praise their ruler, has wor­
ried them almost into prostration. He 
is called, in the circles which royalty 
frequents, the “socialist King," but, 
whatever his political belief, the fact 
remajins that he has brought the coun­
try to a wonderful state of prosperity 
and the State railroads under his di­
rect supervision 'have become a little 
more profitable than any in this 
country.

Reports of operations on the 
East Prussian frontier arc con­
tradictory. According to Petro- 
grad General Rennenkampf has 
resumed the offensive after win­
ning an engagement on the bor­
der, while the same Russian sour­
ces report that the investment of 
Koenigsberg is continuing. On 
the other hand Berlin states that 
Rennenkampf’s defeat is almost as 
great as the preceding Russian 
disaster in this region 

Interest in the naval phase of 
the war has been somewhat stirr­

News at Vienna.
VIENNA, Austria, Monday. Sept. 

14. 1 p.m. (via Paris! Sept. 15. 11 a.m.) 
—The news of Russia’s increasingly 
victorious occupation of Eastern Ga­
licia is exercising a depressing influ­
ence in Austro-Hungarian official cir­
cles and among the more intelligent 
classes of the monarchy, but up to 
the present time the mass of the pjeo- 
ple seem credulously willing to accept 
the meagre official bulletins given out 
by the authorities as satisfactory. 
They welcome any report which 
seems halfway encouraging. That an­
xiety is felt in higher circles, how­
ever, is manifested by the long 
audiences the ministers of the

constantly at Schoenbrunn with Em­
peror Francis Joseph. Last Saturday 
the Emperor received Count Von 
Berchtold, the minister ,of foreign af­
fairs, both in the morning and afters 
noon; there have also been a number 
of conferences since last Friday with 
the minister of war and the Austrian 
and Hungarian premiers.

The newspaper of Vienna maintains 
an extraordinary reserve concerning 
the progress of the campaigns in Gal­
icia and on the Servian frontier. Pa­
pers of Sunday, Sept. 13, barely 
tioned the battle that is reported to 
have been raging around Lemberg for 
the past six days. The only Journal 
offering any comment on the Lemberg 
situation was the Neue Freie Presse, 
which said:
..“We can say nothing more than 
the'high moral quality o_f the Austrian 
and Hungary troops must eventually 
prove victorious.’”

A telegram received in Vienna from 
Budapest, quotes the Hungarian min­
ister of national defense as saying:

“We stand well, our position is 
good: more than this I cannot say.”

The frequent optimistic public ut­
terances of Count Tisza, the Hungar­
ian premier, have latterly ceased, and 
the official bulletins given out in 
Budapest are silent regarding the 
campaign against Servia.

This gun and Us equipment 
is just halt the weight of that of the 
five-inch gun.

Prance uses a howitzer of 6.1 inches 
calibre. The shell weighs 94 pounds 
and the gun has an effective range 
of 7,000 yards. The breech of this 
gun opens automatically after each 
round and from 4 to 6 shots a minute 
can be fired-

The Gefmans have a heavy battery 
gun of 4 Inches calibre which is very 
effective up to 5,750 yards with shrap­
nel and. with common 
11,000 yards. There are six of these 
guns in a battery, but it is a slow 
weapon to move about because of its 
weight and a platforip, which it Is 
necessary to carry for each gun.

The Germans also use a howitzer 
of 6 Inches calibre which can be fired 
two or three times a minute.

By KATE DOUGLAS WIGGIN.The danger of raids into' Canadian, 
territory by German sympathizers in 
the United States Is one of the con­
tingencies of the present war which 
the Canadian Militia Department 
guarded against on the first news of 
hostilities In Europe. Sections of 
regiments are on guard at practically 
all points where vandalism could 
cause serious damage. Canal gates, 
bridges, docks, elevators, etc., are 
under the rifles of Canadian militia­
men.

Many of the stories of attempted 
destruction resolved into Ualucln- 
atlona, but there remained sufficient 
evidence to prepare the Militia De­
partment for trouble, 
points rumors came regarding con­
spiracies to wreak vengeance, on Can­
adian property and at both points, 
Buffalo and Ogdensburg, assurances 
were received from the local police 
authorities that their vigilance may 
be relied upon to abort the plans of 
any marauding expeditions. Follow­
ing is a letter received from Michael 
Regan, Superintendent of Police at 
Buffalo :

"In reference to the possibility of 
‘German-Americans’ raiding Canada 
now that England and Çtermany 
in a state of war, I see nothing in 
conditions here that would warrant 
such action. The great majority of 
German-Americans are among the 
best of our law-abiding citizens, and 
while they are dearly attached to the 
‘Fatherland,’ have too much sense 
to attempt tae capture of Canada. 
This Government would aoon quash 
such a movement if attempted. Of 
course, there ar.e cranks in all com­
munities and as individuals they may 
be tempted to go over and commit 
some rash act, but as for a general 
raid, nothing to it.”

Following is a letter from M. T. 
Power, Chief of Police of Ogdens­
burg, N.Y.:

“Canadians need have no ground 
for alarm in the matter of German- 
Americans from United States' bound­
ary points in this section. German- 
Americans and all other Americans 
are peaceably disposed and do not in 
any wise intend to violate any of the 
neutrality laws, as near as I can 
ascertain.”

The only source of trouble, in the 
opinions of most Canadians, is the 
pro-German “crank” referred to by 
Superintendent Regan, of Buffalo, 
and against his inventions every pre­
caution has been taken. All troops 
now on guard in Canada are under 
orders to challenge all strangers and

Stirring accounts of the skirmishes 
at the front occasionally get before 
the public in the form of letters home 
from soldiers.

Here is one from a young French 
cavalry officer in Alsace: “I had to 
leave my station to patrol some woods 
in front of our line. In the middle 
of the wood we saw a clearing in 
which stood a dismounted section of 
German cavalry at the gate of a large 
farm.

“The lieutenant in charge of our 
party at once made up his mind. He 
took half of the troop to make a de­
tour and approach the farm from the 
opposite side, while he left me in 
charge of the rest of the men to attack 
from the front.

“In a few minutes we galloped on 
to the farm from both sides. 
Germans, hearing the noise of horses’ 
hoofs, ran out of the farm and tried 
to remount, but we were on them too 
quickly.

“My lieutenant fell with a bullet In 
his thigh, 
shouted. ‘Into the farm quick, and cut 
them up.’ We rushed into the farm­
yard after the foe.

“The Germans took refuge to the 
byres, and, hiding behind the cattle, 
fired revolvers at us, We soon finish­
ed them off. The last, however, was

SERVIANS SUCCESSFUL
NIH, Servis, Sept. 11, (delay­

ed intransmission) —A great bat­
tle was fought Sept. 8 and 9, on 
the whole of the northwestern 
frontier of Servia. The Austrians 
who were trying to invade the 
country at different points were 
everywhere repulsed and suffered 
heavy casualties. It is estimated 
that they lost more than 10,000 
men in dead or wounded. The 
military authorities consider the 
victory a decisive one.

The success of the Servian 
army is said to be due to the pre­
cise artillery fire and the quick 
manoeuvring of the Servians, and 
especially to their brilliant 
charges, which it is stated the 
Austrians now here could not 
resist.. The Austrians are said to 
have directed machine gun fire 
against their own troops in order 
to prevent their retreat.

LONDON, Sept. 15.—11.50 a.m, 

—Lord Lansdowne, the opposi­
tion leader in the House of Lords 
introduced his bill to suspend un­
til after the war, the proceedings 
on the Home Rule bill and the 
Welsh disestablishment bill. It 
was read for the first time. Lord 
Lansdowne declared he would 
continue to support the govern­
ment loyally in the present crisis.

At a meeting of the Unoinist 
party held yesterday, it was de­
cided that the only speaker on 
the Asquith Bill in the House of 
Commons to this same end, will 
be A. Bonar Law, the Unionist 
leader.
