London, March 11—General Fred-
erick Stanley Maude, in command of
the British forces in Mesopotamia,
telegraphed today the welcome news
for the British of the occupation ear-
ly this morning of the City of Bag-
dad, the chief Turkish city in Meso-
potamia, and formerly the capital of
the empire of the Caliphs.

No details of the capture have yet
beén received. General Maude’s story
of the operations carrying events on-
ly up to Saturday morning, when the
British, after effecting a surprise
crossing of the Diala and bridging
the Tigris, had driven the Turks
back to within three miles of Bag-
dad. It is evident, however, that the
Turks have been unable to offer any
gserious resistance since the fall of
Kut-el-Amara. They were said to
be hastily summoning reinforce-
ments from other theatres of the
war where Turks were engaged, but
the distances to be covered were so
great that additional forces were
unable to arrive in time to save the
ancient city, which, after Mecca, oc-
cupies first place in the Mohamme-
dan imagination.

The fall of Bagdad, besides end-
ing German hopes of Near Eastern
dominion, based on a Berlin-Bagdad
railway, will reverberate throughout
the Mohammedan empires, and it is
believed will more than rehabilitate
British prestige in the Far East,
damaged by the carlier loss of Kut-
el-Amara.

Further news must be awaited be-
fore it is known whether General
Maude made imporant captures of
Turkish troops or guns, either be-
fore or at Bagdad.

Apparently the occupation was ef-
fected without resistance and with
only slight losses. Even if the Turks
succeeded in extricating all their
forces, the loss of Bagdad is a grave
blow to them. Bagdad has been the
base for all Turkish operations in
Persia. Up to within a few days the
Tl.xrks occupied about 30,000 square
miles of Persian territory, but with
the Russians pressing them closely

During the day the following of-
ficial report was received concerning
the operations against Bagdad,
carrying them up to Saturday morn-
ing, when the Turks had been for-
ced back to within three miles west
and southwest of the city:

“Our forces engaged with the
Turks on the Diala line the night of
the 8th succeeded, despite the bright
moonlight, ,in affecting a surprise
crossing of the Diala and establish-
ing a strong post on the right bank
thereof. Meanwhile, on the morning
of the 8th, the Tigris having been
bridged at some distance down-
stream, a British detachment march-
ed up the right bank and found the
enemy’ holding a position about six
miles south-west of Bagdad.

“By nightfall the enemy was driv-
en from this position to another
position two miles in the rear. Dur-
ing the night oY the 9th a passage of
the Diala was forced and our troops
advanced some four miles toward
Bagdad.

“During the 9th our forces on the
right bank (Tigris) drove the enemy
from his second position, bivouac-
ing on the ground gained. This ad-
vantage, despite a blinding dust-
storm and aviolent gale, was press-
ed on the morning of the 10th, the
Turks being forced back to within

Bagdad.”

An earlier War Office statement
told of the fighting which preceded
the occupation of Bagdad. It reads:

‘““General Maude telegraphed that
on the evening of March 7 our gun-
boats and cavalry had discovered
the enemy holding the_line of the
Diala River. On the 8th our troops
were engaged with the enemy, who
hold the above line in some strength.

“The position evacuated without
resistance by the enemy at Ctesiphon
on the 6th had been most carefully
prepared, and it is clear that he in-
tended to hold it. Its evacuation was
probably+due to the rapidity of our
advance from ‘Azizic.”

Huge Teuton Armies Are Collected on Trentino Front;
Italians Actively Preparing For Renewed Hostilities

Italian Headquarters, March 11.—-
Cold, snow and ice of an unusually
rigorous winter have augmentetd he
difficulties of warfare in the Trentino
but have not succeeded in deadening
the activity of the opposing armies.
I hhve just returned from a visit to
the scenes of Austrian invasion and
retreat of May and June, 1916, This
50-mile stretch of front is of the}
greatest military importance, includ—‘
ing two of the most important arter-}
ies possible for an effort; the Valla- ¢
grint Valdostico tablelands and the,
Asiago. The incessant hostility of
the winter has taken a large ,joll of
life. One unit I visited lost 400
fighting men in one week from
avalanches. I know the enemy’s loss-
es are equally heavy. On a moun-
taip 5,500 feet high I watched hun-
dreds of civilians of Sicily perform-
ing obligatory miilitary service. What
a merry lot they were! Yet - they
had recently arrived from a world
of honeysuckles and orange flowers.
Many of them had never before seen
snow. Two years ago at this time
their savings. went home in gold
from the Americas and kept down
the Italian rate of exchange. To-day
their physical and moral qualitites of
resistance are enchancing the pres-
tige of the mother country in the
eyes of the world.

THE SITUATION

i ———

The fall of the city of Bagdad is
the outstanding feature of to-day’s
war news. Since the re-capture of
Kut-el-Amara, the progress of the
Hritish forces up the Tigris has been
so well maintained that within the
past few days the fall of the City
of the caliphs was regarded as u
certainty. The place itself was not |
regarded as difficult of seizura.
However, leading thereto stiff op-
position was expected which has
been overbmne. The term caliph i
may be remarked, is the title of the
successors of Mohammed in tem-
poral and spiritual power. The ef-
fect of the fall of the place cannot
fail to make a deep impression upoa
the entire Mohammedan world, and
it ends forever the dream of the
Kaiser of German control in the
Last.

Haig’s forces continue to advance
in the Ancre region. They have
now occupied the village of Irles,
northeast of Grandcourt, after a
fierce fight along a three mile front.
It is known that the Huns did n»sl
want to lose this position, whoi2
capture marks the first break in tha
new line with which the foe hoped Lo
protect Bapaume. From Berlin there
comes the usual explanation that
the withdrawal was according to or-
ders in connection with a well de-
fined plan.

It is evident that the foe is pre-
paring for a new offensive against
Italy. The statement is'made that
a huge army has been prepared fo-
this purpose and that Hindenbu:-g
has been on the Trentino front. The
Italians are stated to be ready for
any such offensive.

Near mutiny 'i§ now said to exist
among man’ of the German troops
who are charged with sullenness
and a tendency to easily surrendor.
Strict remedial measures, it is as-
serted are to be taken.

The newspapers of the Dominina
are this morning conveying the Gov-
ernment invitation for subscrip-
tions to the third Canadian war
Loan. Details are given elsewhe:2
in this issue. Sir Thomas White,
Finance Minister, is especially anx-
ious to enlist the co-operation of
the small investor and they can cer-
tainly make no mistake in particip-
ating in such a remunerative and
thoroughly sound investment. Upon
all of us, no matter what our means,
the duty comes to do the best we
are able even to the point of self-
sacrifice. Let Canadians see to it
that they emulate to the full ex-
tent of their proportionate capacity
the ‘‘Victory” loan which recently
scored such a notable success in the
Old Land. Ivery dollar so invested
will help to win the war besides
yielding a splendid return into tne
bargain.

A TRIBUTE TO JOHN BULL.

Mr. C. W. Barron, proprietor of
the Boston News Bureau, says during
the course of an article on the war
that all the seven wonders of the
world fade on history’s page com-
pared with the spectacle Great Bri-
ta{n presents to-day. Caught abso-
lutely unprepared in the maelstrom
of war, except as regards her Navy,
Great Britain has not only carried
on campaigns on a dozen fronts, and
raised one of the largest of existing
armies and equipped that army with
fighting material superior to any,
but she is maintaining her commer-
cial production, and exhibiting ever
anew fresh reserves of wealth and
energy. ;

“The Prussians,” says Mr. Barron,
“could measurably measure the
wealth of England, count her popu-:
lation, and take toll of her guns, big
and little. They numbered her mili-
tary men, her business men and her
idle and leisure classes; and. outside
of her Navy, her wealth and her
trade, she was, by a Prussian mili-
tary census, as nothing. But no-
where in the world was there any-
thing by which to measure the slum-
bering soul of that people. To what
martyred souls runs tck this herit-
age of noble spirit only the historian

of the future may attempt to an-*

swer.”
Meanwhile. as far the States are
concerned, U.S. vessels continue to

German subs. This leads New York.
Life to exclaim:—

“To read of American Line steami-
ers transferring their mails to Bri-
tish boats and discharging their out-
bound cargoes, makes us feel sick.”
The same paper states that where-
as the authoritized strength of the
regular army is 223,580, it could
hardly at last reports count up to
100,000.

OPENING OF NAVIGATION

The opening of navigation in Can-
ada will not now long be delayed,
and it is safe to assert that the
event has never been so anxiously
in the present in-
stance.

During the winter months the
railways of Canada and the United
States alike have found themselves
totally unable to adequately look
after the business offering. The re-
sult has been probably the worst con-
tinuous freight congestion ever re-
corded. Industrial activity arising
out of the war, has been one of the
main factors. Establishments for the
output of munitions have been run-
ning night and day, Sundays includ-
ed, and other institutions producing
articles cognate to the struggle, have
been none the less busy. The severity
of the winter has added still further
to the deadlock, and the item of coal
alone, which so directly touches each
one of us, has proved but a sample
illustration of what tied-up cars have
meant in every direction.

When the inland water ways be-
come released from the grip of the
ice king, there will be somewhat of
an easing up. The fact that through
the canals of Sault Ste. Marie alone,
there passed last year 80,000,000
tons of tonnage, will convey some
idea of what water transportation
means to this continent. All the indi-
cations point to the most successful
season ever experienced by Canadian
inland shipping, and the resumption
of the trade this spring will bring
home, as never before, the vast im-
portance of the national highways
which the lakes and connecting can-
als afford.

Berlin, March 11—Discussing the
submarine situation the Overseas
News Agency (the German official
news bureau) quotes the Germal
press, with reference to ‘‘the re-
ports spread by the Entente about
the heavy losses of submarines,””
as saying:
