Artificial Paving Stone.

In England a new srtificial paving stone
has been introduced. It may be made in
svtu da)s, although preferably & few
months should elapse between the time of
mixing and of laying, The adamant stone,
o called, is mnfe of gwo parts of finely
orushed Aberdeen granite, sud one part of
Portland cement, the two being mixed with
water. The materials, when mixed, are’
Elu:ed in & mold and subjected to great

ydraulic pressure. The stone produced is
said to be of a derise non-porous nature, free
from air cavities, and therefore J)root against
the action of frost. It is stated to be suita-
ble for all kinds of paving and building pur-
poses, and to be able to resist double the

vessure of some other stones. ~ Its dura-
ﬂility, of course, is still to be proved.
