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How Christians Have Imported Pagan
" Customs Into Their Celebrations... .

In “ye olden time” - the holidays
were ushered in on Christmas eve,
and until Twelfth Night, known fa-
miliarly as the day of the Magi or
Little Christmas, nothing was done,
aothing was thought, save fun, rev-
elry and feasting, while the watch-
word to all was eat, drink and make
merry. .

If we trace the origin of our mod-
ern Christmas we find that from
time Immemorial it was celebrated
with religious worship and
gayety of all kinds, just as it is now;
and that many of the festive prac-
tices, the beautiful customs which
characterize the occasion, are deriv-
ed from age long antedating the com-
ing of the Redeemer, and from peo-
ples who knew naught of the true
God.

The Worship of the Sun.

Among all the pagan races of anti-
quity there secems to have been a uni-
wersal tendency to worship the sun
at this secason, just as there was at
the change #»f the other seasons, he
was regarded by them as the giver
of light and life, and the visible mani-
festation of o supreme Deity, and
when the shortest day of the gloomy
winter had passed, and he began his
return course, bringing warmth and
the reanimation of all that was
dead, there was general rejoicing
everywhere.

The Christian Festival.

The dedication of the 25th of De-
cember for commemorating the
birth of Christ dates back to the
fourth century. Previously it had
been the most movable of the church
feast days, and confounded by some
with the Epiphany; by others with
ithe feast of Tabernacles, held in Sep-
tember, while more of the Christians
celebrated the event in March, about
fthe time of the Passover, and still
imore as late as April or May. The
actual date of the Nativity could not
be learned with any degree of accur-
acy, as the evidence regarding it was
traditional and likewise conflicting
land eonfused, so, after a conference
of the theologians of the East and
\West, for the sake of uniformity, it
‘was thought best to settle upon one
ipnrticulur day, and after all, it was
ithe event, not the date of its occur-
‘rence, which was celebrated. This
‘agreement was the result of an in=
‘quiry brought about by the earnest
solicitatione of St. Cyril, of Jerusa-
fem, to Julius I, who granted an
order for an investigation to be
made concerning the right day. The
chief grounds for the final decision
was the information obtained from
the tables of the censors in the

- archives of Rome.
- Thws the Christians from a very
early period observed the Christmas
festival at this especial time of the
year, which made it coincident with
fthe one held by the ancients at the
winter eolstice in honor of the sun,
and from this it is easy to see how
the heathen and Christian obser-
vances became inseparably mingled.
The Saturnalia.

The Romans worshipped the sun
upder one of the characters attri-
buted to Saturn, father of the gods,
and the feast was called “Satur-
malia.” Historians and antiquar-
jans:scem unable to discover the ori-
Eln of this festival, but the Romans

rived it from the Grecians, as they
did many other of their customs, and
8t is not improbable that it was in-
stituted in some rude period of an-
ftiquity and by other races previous
to 1’5 advent into Greece.

It was the favorite recreation of
gaganisin and was marked by a uni-
versal license and merry-making.
Blaves were for the time being free
and recognized as the equals of their
masters, with whom they were per-
mitted to dine as guesis, to con-
verse with, and what was.perhaps
more rclished by this miserable class,
Ko tell their imperious owners of their
foults to their face., treat them as
menials and punish them for the mis-
demeanors of which they might be
guilty, as they themselves were pun-
Ished for similar offcnees.

The Yule Log.

The burning of the Yule log, a
name taken from the Jul or Yule
feast of the ancient Goth and Sax-
ons, was one of the most important
ceremonies on Christmas eve, and
one of the most highly favored of
the Pagan practice to be later on
engrafted upon the Christian festi-
val. :

This
log, destined to crackle a welcome
and good cheer to all comers, was
hauled in great glee and triumph,
each wayfarer who chanced to be
near, raised his hat, for he knaw it
wag full of fair promises, and that
the flames that leaped from it would
consume all old grudges, while the
spirit of anger and revenge, nurtur-
ed possibly for years, would die out
as did its charred embers. It was
thought, too, that a piece of this log
taken out before being entirely burnt
and kept, would preserve the house
from fire during the ensulng year,
and when the anniversary cama
again, the new Yule was lit with
the blackened remains of its predo-
cessor.
The Christmas Candle.

As an accompaniment to the Yule
log, there was to be found in every
householt a mouster taper called the
Yule or Christmas candle, which was
lighted early on Xmas eve and left
burning all night in honor of the
coming of the Saviour, or as the old
country people quaintly put it, “to
lieht the Suviour into the world.”
Th's candle could never be too big, and
much rivalry existed amongst house-
wives everywhers as to who ‘should
have the largest specimen of tho
candle-maker’s art, and th: one most
beautifully moulded and decorated.
Each night while the holidays lasted
th~ huge tapepr was lit and stood upon
the table at supper, to add an extra
grace to th: brighsly adorned, heavily-

In Cornwall, for in-
stance, each family bakad a quantity
of currant cakes on Xmas eve, on the
top of each of which the dough was
pulled up to form a sort of head-
piece called “the Christmas.” A spec-
inl cake was made for each member
of the houschold, but when eating
time came each one tasted a little of
everybody else’s cake.

This burning of the Yule
log, or clog, originated with the very
old Christmas custom (with them par-
taking rather more of the nature of
ceremony), among the Scandinavians
of the burning of huge bonfires in
honor of their god Thor at their feast
of Jul, occurring at the winter sol-
stice.

eve still survives in some localities,
with more or less of its original pic-
turesqueness. Of old this custom was
attended by much ceremony and fes-
tivity. A log was chosen, usually a
very massive and rugg=d piece of oak.
Then was begun a sort of triumphal
procession with it to its resting place
in the hall. Each passer by was ex-
pected to uncover his head to it ; there
was much merriment and shouting,
and upon its reaching the entrance
to the hall, if there were family min-
strels, they greeted it with mimic
and song.

Wassail Bowl.

The wassail bowl, which in days
gone by played such a prominent part
in Yuletide celebrations, was in the
beginning just a toast or pledge
drunk between friends. The word
wagsail i8 from the Anglo-Saxon,
“wes hal,” meaning “be whole,” *'be
well,” or, ag in modern usage, “here’s
to your health.” No mediaeval Eng-
lish Yule celebration but had its was-
sail bowl with well-spiced contents.
It was the centre of the board not
only then, but on New Year's day.

The drink it contained was com-
posed of good ale, sugar, nutmeg, and
roasted apples—crab apples being
frequently used instead of the larger
kind. This brew was also known as
“lamb’s wool.”

While the gentry were regaling
themselves indoors the younz women
of the poorer classes went round
from house to house with gaily deco-
rated wassail bowls, singing carols
called “wassail songs.” For this, of
course, they expectet* gratuities.

declare that Flemish is nothing but a
corrupt form of Dutch, a dialect spoken
iin Flanders, just as th> tongu= of York-
thire is an English dialect or any
patois a corruption of the langnage
of ‘tho country where it is spoken,
The theory that Flemish is a corrup-
tion of Dutch is counsistent with the
history of the country and its people
and, above all, its literature.

Tha grammar of the Flemish lan-
guage is th: Dutch grammar, the dic-
vionary is the Dutch dictionary, and
yet th> radieill Flemish faction has
been clamoring in ‘th» Senate and
Chamber for years to have Flemish
made ih> official language of Belgium,
when not onec-half of the inhabitants
of the country understand it.

At present all laws, official rules,
regulations and decrees are printed in
Poth langunzes, and n vonrt a Flom-
ing . can intist on  being Teard in
Flemish if h> so desires.

Three languages, or rather .one lan-
guage and two dialects, namely,
French, Flemish amd Walloon, are
spoken in Bolgium,

Flemizh is coniined to the north of
the country, including all Flanders;
Walloon prevails in th>® south, while
French is th> oifirial and commercial
language and th: language of cifice
among all the well-educated classes
and is spoken throughout the country
generally. |

It is sail on good authority that
the purest French is to be heard at
Liege. In fact, the French spoken
there is far superior to that of Paris,
and anyone who has resided in the
two cities will recognize this fact at
onee.

There no doubt@that the
guage of Flanders ™vas
identical with the Dutch, but that
after the reparation of Flanderssun-
til now the Flemings, no longer be-
ing accustomed to pure Dutch, wish
to raise the dignity of their dialect
by calling it a language.

Holland has a literature of its own.
There are Dutch poets; novelists and
historlans, whose works have been
“translated into nearly every Euro-
pean tongue.

Flanders, until fifty years ago, had
neither poet, novelist nor historian,
and it was only as recently as 1837
that Hendrik Conscience began to
write for the people of Flanders. He
wrote well and was talented, though
he wrote in the Flemish tongue, in
order that the people might read, for
the Dutch of Flanders had become so
corrupt that the Flemings were un-
able to read their mother tongue,
and so had no literature for them-
selves.

Others followed in the wake of Con-
science, but even now the Flemings
can boast of but few litterateurs of
merit and can show but a very small
library of Flemish works.—Philadel-
phia Press.

results each successive year. ;

It I follow this course, I, with =a
little cash outlay, way by my labor
provide for my cows. If 1 depend on
provender, it may be more milk to
handle—it may be more money—bur
my margin way be no greater. I am
well satisfied with the course which I
am following, especially when I count
the condition of my land, and this view
greatly encourages me as I look toward
the future.

My cows have an average’ to date
(Dec. 1st) of $43, less 3-13 of a dollar.
T will take enough more per cow from
Glen Buell factory to give an average
of over $44, besides winter butter.

Mr. Mansell claims that his view is
not new: and that others have thought
the same thing, but it may not have
been convenient yet for them to follow
it up. Nor does he doubt the fine
results from bran and oats. But the
improvement of the land is the first
consideration with him. He also
thinks there may be in his vicinity
those having a higher average than he
has from just as light an outlay. He
has been sending his milk to the Ronan
factory.—Com.

DOG AND PUPPY CRATES.

Made For the Convenient Transpor-
tation of These Animals,

The dog that is shipped by express is
lik 1y to travel in these days not only
in safety, but also in comfort. There
are various kinds of dog crates made

" especially for such use, some of them

flat topped and some of those of later
design gable topped and some oval
topped, so that nothing can be placed
on top of them. Dog crates are made
in various sizes as well as styles, some
with open, slatted sides and ends, some
closed all around, except for the open
spaces left for ventilation. Crates for
bulldogs and dogs that gnaw are made
with slats that, whether separated or
set close together, are iron bound, so
that the dogs can’t set their teeth in

' the edges.

The dog crate is provided with a cup
for water which is so constructed that
the water can’t spill out of it, and this
cup is secured in the crate under the
end of a pipe to which there is an open-
ing in the top of the crate through
which the dog can be kept supplied
without opening the crate at all. At-
tached to the front of the crate is the
dog's buffet, like a long canvas wallet
or envelope, in which the dog's food
is carried. The dog crate has at the
ends handles by which it can be picked
up and carried as a trunk would be.

Besides these various sizes and styles
of dog crates there are also made in
various sizes smaller, lighter crates for
puppies, and crates of one sort and an-

HIS WORK AT- MAGERSHONTEIN.

Rev. James Robertson, the popular
Chaplain of the Highland | Brigade,
which made such a splendid record in
South Africa, was the subject of no-
tice in a recent issue of “Sunday
Strand.” The writer is H. C. Shelley,

| the war correspondent, and It is his

purpose to indicate the unselfish and
heroic labors of “Padre” Rigpertson
after the disaster of Magersfontein.
Here is an extract from the article
—“With the new day there still came
no rest for Padre Robertsomn. That
day he identified and buried 31 bodies
besides identifying 35> more. Most of
this heart-urylng work was accom-
plished close to the Boer trenches,
and such of it as had to be carried
out within 600 yards of those
trenches was performed by our bear-
ers blindfolded, as the Boers would
allow no ome’ withain their lines
with uncovered eyes save Padre Rob-
ertsop. This meant that 35 bodies
.which lay within the 600 yards’ limit
had to be handled by him single-hand-
ed.’ And those poor bodies had been
exposed to an African sun for three
days!

“All through Thursday the Padre
was busily engaged preparing his
identity rveports for the War Oifice
and on Friday he resumed his sad-
der task on vhe open veldt. The har-
vest of death was not even yet fully
gathered in. First he laid to their
rest those 35 he had identified on
Wednesday and then 15 more who
were only found that day. This
was the fifth day since they were
stricken down, and it needs no further
words to indicate in what condition
those bodies were. Only by keeping
his bearers well plied with spirits
was the Padre able to keep them at
their gruesome task. He himsell,  as
I well know, was seized with intoler-
able retching for many days. In
conclusion let me say that il such
labors as these do not merit the
Victoria Cross, then there is no
reason in recognizing heroism at all;
and certainly there is no officer who
is more worthy to bear upon his
breast that decoration which is
awarded ‘For Valor.””

He had received about [if-
teen acccunts of the meteor from
different observers, from which he
was able to calculate that its height
when first seen was 58 miles, and
when (ast seen, over the North Sea,
abouwt 15 miles.

Its astrono-
mical “radinnt” was a few degrees
northeast of Antares, in tha Scorpion.
He adds that the meteoric system
to which this brilliant object belong-
wd is a remarkable one, for it fur-
wsshes many large fire balls during
the summer months. It §s reported
that twelve fragments of a meteor-
ite Tell, August 24th, in Spain, on the
boundary of Jaen, Cordova and Gren-
ada. The fall was préeceded by a ser-
jes’ of 16ud detonations. One frag-

LORD KELVIN’S FIGURES.

Famous Séientist With implicit Faith
in His Own Calcuinvons.

Lord Kelvin, otherwise Professor
William Thomson, is a world-famous
scientist, with fellowships amnd mem-
berships galore in the learned socie-
ties of the civilized nations of the
world, says the Saturday ‘Evening
Post. He is but a littie less than
80 years of age, but still retains the
position that he has held for over
two-ecore years of professor of nat-
ural philosophy in the University of
Glaegow, the institution where he
himelf was educated. As a professor
he has some peculiarities, and one of
them is a habit of saying, when a
doubting question is put to him as
to the absolute certainty of some
proposition— -

“Didn’t I figure that out myself?”
. The question is not put irritably
or egotistically as a rule; it is mere-
ly the natural remark of a man who
has oeen an acknowledged leader of
world-wide fame for so many Years.

One day when lecturing on electric-
ity he told his class that while a volt-
age of, say some 300,000, would be
perfectly harmlesss

ordinary voltage he was going to
give them a practical illustrationof
the fact on himself right there before
them. The students could hardly be-

“Twry it on a dog! Try it on an
animal !” came from all parts of the
lecture room.
' Lord Kelvin turned in stiff dignity
and cast a look of vreproach over
the class. These were his own pupils
who were doubting him—it was in
his beloved University of Glasgow. To
doubt on some minor point would not
have hurt him, but to think that
they couid question the reliability. of
his carefully prepared figures on a
matter of such moment was really
painful. For a few moments he look-
ed a% them in silence.

The Rev. James Robefson, of
the Highland Briggde.

HIS WORK AT- MAGERSHONTEIN.

Rev. James Robertson, the popular
Chaplain of the Highland /Brigade,
which made such a splendid'record in
South Africa, was the subject of no-
tice in a recent issue of tid» “Sunday
Strand.” The writer is H. C. Shelley,
the ‘war correspondent, and it is his
purpose to indicate the unselfish and
heroic labors of “Padre” rtson
after the disaster of Magersfontein.
Here is an extract from the article
—*“With the new day there still came
no rest for Padre Robertsom. That
day he identified and buried 31 bodies
besides identifying 35 more. Most of
this heart-irylng work was accom-
plished close to the Boer trenches,
and such of it as had to be carried
out within 600 yards of those
trenches was performed by our bear-
ers blindfolded, as the Boers would
allow no ome’ withan their lines
with uncovered eyes save Padre Rob-
ertson. This meant that 35 bodies

.which lay within the 600 yards’ limit

had to be handled by him single-hand-
ed." And those poor bodies had been
exposed to an African sun for three
days!

“All through Thursday the Padre
was busily engaged preparing his
identity reports for the War Oifice
and on Friday he resumed his sad-
der task on vhe open veldt. The har-
vest of death was not even yet fully
gathered in. First he laid to their
rest those 35 he had identified on
Wednesday and then 15 more who
were only found that day. This
was the fifth day since they were
stricken down, and it nerds no further
words to indicate 'in what condition
those bodies were. Only by keeping
his bearers well plied with spirits
was the Padre able to keep them at
their gruesome task. He himsell, as
I well know, was seized with intoler-
able retching for many days. In
conclusion let me say that if such
labors as these do not merit the
Victoria Cross, then there is no
reason in recognizing heroism at all;
and certainly there is no officer who
is more worthy to bear upon his
breast that decoration which is
awarded ‘For Valor.””

LORD KELVIN’S FIGURES.

Famous Scientist With Iimplicit Faith
in His Own Calcuinuions.

Lord Kelvin, otherwise Professor
William T is a world-famous
scientist, with fellowships amd nem-
berships galore in the learned socie-
ties of the civilized nations of the
world, says the Saturday Evening
Post. He is but a little less than
80 years of age, but still retains the
position that he has held for over
two-score years of professor of nat-
ural philosophy in the University of
Glasgow, the institution where he
himsolf was educated. As a professor
he has some peculiarities, and one of
them is a habit of saying, when a
doubting question is put to him as
to the absolute certainty of some
proposition—: e

“Didn’t I figure that out myself?”

The question is not put irritably
or egotistically as a rule; it is mere-
ly the natural remark of a man who
has oeen an acknowledged leader of
world-wide fame for so many years.

One day when lecturing on electrice
ity he told his class that while a volt-
age of, say some 800,000, would be
perfectly harmless!

With a current of far more than
ordinary voltage he was going to
give them a practical illustration of
the fact on himself right there before
tjlem. The students could hardly be-
lieve their ears, but as he stepped
toward the electrical transformer a
ay of dissent and horror went up.

“Try it on a dog! Try it on an

animal I” came from all parts of the
lecture room.
' Lord Kelvin turned in stiff dignity
and cast a look of reproach over
the class. These were his own pupils
who were doubting him—it was in
his beloved University of Glasgow. To
doubt on some minor point would not
have hurt him, but to think that
they couid question the reliability. of
his carefully prepared figures on a
matter of such moment was really
painful. For a few moments he look-
ed a% them in silence,

“Didn’t I figure it out myself ?”

Tirst, patience with the faults 'of
others. No one keeps the Ten Com -
mandments equally well. One’s tem-
rerament decides which commandments
he shall come nearest to keeping. If
we break some of the commandments
ourselves, why be so hard on those who
break others of the ten? oIf you and I
against one verse of the twen-
tieth chapter of Exodus, why should
we s0 severely excoriate those who run
against another verse of the same
chapter? TUntil we are perfect our-
selves we ought to be lenient with our
neighbor’s imperfections. Yet it is of-
ten the case that the man most vulner-
able is the most hypercritical. Perhaps
he is profane, and yet has no tolerance
for theft, when profanity is worse than
theft, for while the latter is robbery
of a man, the former is robbery of God.
Perhaps he is given to defamation and
detraction, and yet feels himself bet-
ter than some one who is guilty of
manslaughter, not realising that the as-
sassination of character is the worst

ssination. The laver for
~ushing in the ancient tabernacle was
at its side burnished like a looking
glass, so that those that approached
that laver might see their need of
washing, and if ﬁy the gospel looking
glass we discovered our own need of
moral cleansing we would be more
economic of our denunciation.

But here comes a warm-hearted,
sympathetic, Christian man. He says:
“There is a man down in the ditch. I
must get him out. God help me to get
him out.” And standing there on the !
edge of the ditch the good man solilo-
quises and says to himself, “If I had had
as bad a father and mother as he had !
and all the surroundings of my life had |

| been as depraving as those that have

cursed him I myself would probably
have been down in the ditch, and if
that man had been blessed with as good
a fathef and mother as I have and
he had been surrounded by the kindly

! Influences which have encompassed all
; my days he would probablv have been

standing here looking down at me in
the ditch.” Then the good man puts
his knee to the side of the ditch and
bends over and says to the fallen one,
“Brother, give me your hand,” and
with one stout grip he lifts-him up to
God and heaven. There are wounds of
the world that need the probe and the
sharp knife and severe surgery, but the
most of the wounds want an applica-
tion of ointment or salve, and we ought
to have three or four boxes of that
gospel medicament in’our pocket as we
g0 out into the world. We all need to
carry more of the “balm of Gilead’’ and
less caustic, more benediction and less
anathema. When I find a professed
Christian man harsh and merciless in
his estimates of others, I silently won-
der if he has not been misusing trust
funds or beating his wife. There is
something awful the matter with him.

Again, we have need of patience un-
der wrong inflicted, and who escapes
it in some form? It comes to all peo-
ple in professional life in the shape of
being misunderstood. Because of this
how many people fly to newspapers for
an explanation. You see their card
signed by their own name declaring
they did not say this or did not do that.
They fluster and worry, not realising
that every man comes to be taken for
what he is worth, and yon cannot by
any newspaper puff be taken for more
than you are worth nor by any newspa-
per depreciation be put down. There is
a spirit of fairness abroad in the world,
and if you are a public man you are
classified among the friends or foes of
society. If you are a frlen-,l of society,
you will find plenty of ad!’nerems, and
if you are the foe of so(‘ie-..ty you can-
not escape reprehension. Paul, you
were right when you said, not more to
the Hebrews than to us, “Ye have need
of patience.” i

I adopted a rule years aglo which has
been of great service to m#%, and it may
be of some service to yo: Cheerfully
consent to be misundepstood.” . God
knows whether we are rignt or Wrong,
whether we are tryihg td serve him or
damage his cause. Wihen you can
cheerfully consent to be isunderstood,
many of the annoyances 3nd vexations
of life will quit your heart} and you will
come into calmer seas tldan you have
ever sailed on.. The most misunder-
stood being that ever troyl the earth
was the glorious Christ. } The world
misunderstood his cradle anld concluded
that one so poorly born toyid never be
of much importance. Thiy charged
him with inebriety and egliled thim a
winebibber.  The sanhed misunder- -
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4 Jubilee.

Christmas Iffsson.—Matt. 2; 1-11.

Commenfary.—1. When Jesus was
born—Thé date of the birth of Christ
is uncertuin, but the generally ac-
cepted date is December 25, B. C. 5.
He was born four years from the
time fromWvhich we count his birth
in vur mon reckoning. In Beth-
lehem nflJudea—To distinguish it
from BeWilehem in Galilee, mention-
ed in J ua xix, 15. In the days
»f Herod—Herod the Great. He was
an Edoreite, and, although a prose-
lyte to !he Jewish religion, was no-
torious for his wickedness and
cruelty. He reigned 37 years in
Judea, and died a few months after
the birth of Christ. He was the
father of Herod Antipas, who put to
death John the Baptist, and to
whom Pilate sent our Lord at the
time of his 'crucifixion. From the
East—Perhaps from Media or Persia,
or, possibly, from Arabia. Lew Wal-
lace supposes there were three men—
an Egyptian, a Hindoo and a Greek,
who were brought together in ' the
desert by the Spirit of God, and who
thence journeyed in company, being

urrectionists. He so fully cc ted to
be misunderstood that, harried and
slapped and submerged with scorn, he
answered not a word. You cannot
come up to that, but you can lmltnte‘
in some small degree the patience of
Christ. |

other. Almost every bne has some- !
thing ‘which he wished he had not. !
There are scores of diseafes evergeady
to ggtack the human frame. Thé doc- |
tors’ with solutions and lancets and
anodynes and cataplasms are in a brave
fight against these physiological devils
that try to posSess the human race. But
after all th~ scientists can do there is a
demand for patience. Nothing can take
the place of that. It is needed this mo-
ment in every sick room and along the
streets and in business places and shops
where breadwinners are compelled to,
toil when physically incompetent to
move a pen or calculate a column of
figures or control a shovel. But every |
pastor could show you instances of
complete happiness under physical suf-
fering. He could take you to that gar-
ret or to that hospital or to some room '
in his parish where sits in rocking |
chair or lies upon a pillow some one[
who has not ssen a well day in ten
years and yet has never been heard to
utter a word of complaint. The grace |
of God has triumphed in her soul as it |
the one for ‘he safetyv of your soul
never triumphs in the soul of one who
is vigorous and athletic.

Now, let us this hour turn over a
new leaf and banish worriment and |
care out of all our lives. Just see how
these perversities have multiplied
wrinkles in your face and acidu-
lated your disposition, and torn
your nerves. You are ten years older
than you ought to be. Do two things,
one for the betterment of your spiritual
condition and the other for the safety
of your worldly interests. First, get
your heart right with God by being par-
doned through the atonement of Jesus
Christ. That will give security for your
soul’'s welfare. Then get your life in-
sured in some well established life in-
surance company. That will take from
you all anxiety about the welfare of
vour household in case of your sudden
demise. The sanitary influence of such
insurance is not sufficiently understood.

Msny a breadwinner long since de-
ceased would now have been alive
and well but for the reason that
when he was prostrated he saw that
in ,case of his decease his family
would go to the poorhouse or have
an awful struggle for daily bread.
But for that anxiety he would have
got  well. That anxiety defied all
that best physicians could do. Sup-
posing these two duties attended to,
in this world and the next, and the
other for the safety of your family if
you pass out of this life, make a
new start, There are enough pres-
ent woes in the world without the
perpetual commemoration of past
miseries. If you sing in your home
or your church do not always choose
tunes in long meter. Far better to
have your patience augmented by the
ccnsideration that the misfortunes
of this life must soon terminate.
HEardly any one liveg to 100 years,
but few live to 80, while the majority
quit this life before 50. Youlought to
be able, God helping you, to stand it as
long as that, for then, by the grace of
God, you will move into an improved
residence and be compassed by all be-
nign and excellent surroundings.

This last summer I stood on Spar-
row hill, four miles from Moscew.
