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TIRED OF WAITING 
FOR COUNCIL TO ACT

Separate School Board’s Solicitor Writes Sharp 

Letter to the Mayor.

The Board Wants the Money to Which It Is 
Entitled Paid Over.

On behalf of the Separate School 
Board, M. J. O’Reilly, its solicitor, has 
sent a strong letter to Mayor Stewart, 
requesting that the City Council direct 
that the amount of taxes in dispute, 
which the arbitrator, Judge Snider, decid­
ed the Board wae entitled to, he paid. 
Mr. O'Reilly gives the Finanofe Commit­
tee a shot over referring .the arbitra­
tor’s report to a sub-oommittee. The 
stand that some of the aldermen and of­
ficials have taken on this question is 
that in any event the Separate School 
Board has received all it asked for each 
year, that it has lost nothing by any 
mistakes that may have been made and 
that the only difference it would have 
made was that a lower rate might have 
been struck for the ratepayers who have 
to pay Separate School taxes. The let­
ter, which is as follow’s, speaks for it­
self:,

“You are no doubt aware that early 
in May last this question was brought 
before yyu and by you referred to the 
Finance Committee and subsequently by 
the City Council it was referred to His 
Honor. Judge Snider. Senior Judge of 
this county, to investigate upon certain 
matters complained of to you in my let­
ter of May 9th last.

Considerable time was spent on the 
investigation before His Honor Judge 
Snider and the assessment books and 
the .collectors’ rolls for the year 1907 

• were thoroughly investigated, and it ap­
pearing that several error* * or mistakes 
had been made in the books above men­
tioned, at the request of the City Solir 
fit or 1 consented to have Judge Snider 
report on the year 1007 alone and have 
that report brough before tin- Council 
in order to show the Council and the ci­
tizens of Hamilton just where the mis­
takes were made and where the Separ­
ate >8chool Board was losing money, and 
in order to save the city from the nd- 
.ditional expense of investigating the 
years prior to 1907. thinking that when 
the City Council saw the great amount 
of errors that were being made they 
would at. once take the matter up and 
deal with the questions complained ojf 
by the Separate School Board in a fair 
Snd reasonable manner. -

On the 26th day’ of September, 1907. 
His Honor Judge Snider, presented his 
report for the year 1907. and in that 
report he specifically finds that there 
are 71 persons whose aggregate assess­
ment amounts in all to $120.445, wrong­
ly assessed as Public School supporters, 
Who should have been assessed ns Sep­
arate School supporters.

The total amount of taxes derived 
therefrom would amount to $722.67.

He also finds that there were nlxmt 
200 ratepayers who had given the ne­
cessary notice to Im* rated as Separate 
School supporters early in this year and

according to the late City Clerk’s prac­
tice Vhe taxes from these 200 rate pay­
ers would also this year go to the Sep­
arate School Board in accordance with 
the wishes of these tax {layers. The 
amount of assessment represented by 
this class is $205.4JO, and the taxes there­
on to which the Separate School Board 
should be entitled amount to, $1,232.58.

The learned Judge also finds that 18- 
persons who were entered on the finally 
revised assessment roll for 1906 as Sep­
arate School supporters are entered on 
the collectors’ roll as Public School sup­
portera, this being caused by insuffi­
cient care in comparing the assessment 
roll with, the collectors’ roll. The ag­
gregate assessment of these 18 persons 
is $15,890, and the taxes on this amount 
to which the Separate School Board id 
entitled would amount to $95.34. These 
mistakes for 1907 make a total of 
$2.050.59, to which the Separate School 
Board is entitled for the year 1907 alone.

The mistakes are not only in one 
year, but have gone back for a period 
of years. It is stated that a settlement 
was arrived at between the Separate 
School Board and the city up to the end 
of 1903, but since the. close of 1003 and 

to the close of 1906 the books in the 
City Hall, without taking into consider­
ation any mistakes whatever, show a 
balance due the Separate School Board 
of nearly $3,000. $1,500 of which has 
been paid by the* City Treasurer very re-

1 have been waiting patiently to hear 
what action the City Council will take 
with reference to Judge Snider's report ; 
but, 1 understand that on the 26th of 
September, or the day the report was 
he tided to the city officials, the Finance 
Committee held a meeting, and at that 
meeting. I am informed, the report pre­
sented by Judge Snider was handed to 
a sub committee of the city Finance 
Committee, and this sub-committee wa* 
instructed to investigate and report on 
Judge Snider’s report ( rather a strange 
method of dealing with the report of 
one of the ablest judges in this Pro­
vince), but this sub-committee ■ has so 
far not reported on the Judge's report.

In Judge Snider’s report he points 
out. that under Sec. 60, Chap. 294. R. S. 
t»., “it is within the power of tlie City 
Council to direct the amount of these 
taxes to he paid to the proper school 
board,” and <>n behalf of the Roman 
Catholic Separate School Board I ask 
the City Council to direct the amounts 
heic.inbefore mentioned, and the amounts 
to which they are entitled for previous 
years, to he paid to the Roman Catholic 
Separate School Board.

In case the Judge's report has not 
comi .to your hands, I enclose n copy, 
and trust that you will have the matter 
hi ought to a head as soon as possible.

TELEGRAPHERS’ STRIKE OFF,
WIRES CRIPPLED 89 DAYS.

Companies Will Re-employ Such of the Men as 
They Need and Consider Competent.

Chicago, Nov. 7.—The telegraphers’ 
strike, which lasted eighty-nine days, 
is at an end. While the official notice 
to this effect has not been issued all 
the strikers were notified that they 
could return to work without disobey­
ing any order of the union.

As a matter of form the local unions 
throughout the Vnited States will take 
a vote to-day on a recommendation

• that the strike be officially declared off 
bv the natiqpal executive board. « The 
Chicago strikers took .another secret 
ballot to-day and adopted a resolution 
calling off the strike by a vote of 231 
to 58.

During the day many strikers ap­
plied for reinstatement at the offices of 
the Western Union and Postal. A 
number were assigned while others 
were informed that they would be sent 
word when needed. The messenger 
service throughout the city is also re­
stored. The big hotels, where it has 
been impossible to get messengers, were 
all notified that calls would be answer­
ed-•‘\Y<> believe it best to suspend the 
ytvike, ' states the board, “with a view 
of striking again if we do not get con­
cessions iii the future. We claim that 
the striker* have won a victory as the 
companies will avoid future trouble by 
making concession*. The companies 
arc asserting that they have won a 
victory. But they can say with 
Pyrrhus after his armies in the Panic 
v*flrs had won a victory hut had suf­
fered greater losses than his enemies: 
•|f we have another such victory we arc 
uudeue.’

Superintendent T. IV Cook, of the 
"Western Union, said that the strikers 
would be given work os fast as there 
xterr vacancies.

“W’c have had no personal feeling in 
this strike against any individual.” he 
said. "Any' striker who is re-employed 
will be treated with as, much consider­
ation as if there had been no strike. 
We will regard them as just coming 
back from a vacation. The past is for­
gotten and each employee must recog­
nize this. If any returned striker 
should insult a non-union man he will 
be discharged and vice versa with a 
non-union man. We will open branch 
office* where there is a necessity for 
them. There have been too many in 
the past. But that matter will regu­
late itself.”

There is ‘agitation among the mem­
bers of the union to continue the as­
sessment on the broker mid leased wire 
operators for the benefit of tho strikers 
until they return to work.

They say that the prin­
ciple of the Journeymen’s Union fixing 
the prices and the hours that bosses 
may work is wrong, and they will not 
tolerate it any longer.

that will he required by the vacancy 
created in the detective department, the 
Attorney-General’s Department has had 
the selection of a new man for the Pro­
vincial force under consideration for sev­
eral weeks, and Mr. MillftÇ was the 
choice from several applicants all over 
the Province.

Detective Miller has a host of friends 
in Hamilton, who. will regret to hear of 
his leaving the city, although pleased 
t-> see him advanced to such an im­
portant post. The Hamilton force, 
through the appointment, h.-os the ser­
vices of an efficient officer, who has 
done a great deal of clever work during 
the years he has l«*en connected with 
the department, and who always enjoyed 
the confidence of his superiors.

Detective Miller began police work 
lvre twelve years ago. and rose from 
the ranks. After two years’ service in 
uniform, his good work attracted tlie 
attention of ,his superiors, and he was 
d«-l ailed for plain clothes duty at differ­
ent times on important cases. On and 
off for five years he did special duty, 
and for at least seven years had been* 
actively connected with the detective 
department. At the* time Detective Reid 
left the department he was appointed 
acting-detective, and later was perma­
nently appointeel. During his care*er here 
he has figured in many big <*ases, and 
by clever detective* ability solved some 
real mysteries, which afforded little in 
the" way of clues to be*g|n with.

Chief Smith this morning paid a trib­
ute to Aliller's clever work, ami said that 
Hamilton was losing a good pian.

A special despatch from the Time's*

firms the appointment. H says:.

Toronto, Nov. 7. (Special.)---Detective 
John Milieu-, of the Hamilton force, lms 
been appointed to n permanent position 
on the provincial detective* staff. This 
brings the number of the force under the 
direction of the Attorney-General's De­
partment up to thrée permanent mem­
bers, of whom the* other two are Detec­
tives Greer and Joseph Rogers. The 
appointment fills the vacancy caused by 
the death of the late Detective John 
Murray over a year ago. Since then De­
tective H. Reburn has been engaged on 
cases before the department, and will 
continue to do so when called upon. It 
is understood his salary as provincial 
detective will be $1,500 a year. lie will 
be the junior member, of the staff, al­
though it has been pointed out that 
there is no such position as chief of the 
detective department.

It is probable that the commisaionei 
will meet shortly to deal with the resig­
nation, and there is a good deal of in­
terest exhibited ns to who the new man 
to fill the vacancy will be. 1'. C. Harry 
Sayers, who has done plain clothes duty 
on several occasions, is mentioned as the 
probable man. P. C. Steward and P. 0.

TOLD HIS CHILDREN 
SUNFIELD JS DEAD.

Murderer’s Wife Writes From Chicago, Sending 
An Old Love Letter to Prisoner.

Foreign Friends Think if They Had $5,000 They 
Could Get Him Out.

The postman on the Barton street 
heat left a letter at thé city jail this 
week for Jake Tamillo, alias Sunficld, 
that must have made the murderer of 
Ar.orew Radzyk feel bad—that is, if he 
has any- sense of feeling at all. The 
letter was from hie poor wife, who went 
to Chicago last spring when she saw 
that her husband and the father of her 
sevtral children no longer cared .*or her 
o»* would provide for his family. After 
the letter was carefully read by the jail 
authorities it was handed to the {r:scli­
er. It read as follows :

“Dear Jake Tamillo,—I want to write 
you a few lines and tell you "hat ; our 
children were asking for you last Sen- 
day when I seen them at 4 o'clock in 
tho home, and I told them that their 
father was dead, and they did »>t e;.y 
anything.

I am very sorry that you muet 1. • ve 
thb* world, and go to the other, .11 for 
a woman's sake. It would have l ten 
better if yon had lived with your family 
instead of Mrs. Radzyk.

“If you have any money that yon can 
spare you should give it to the child» en, 
for I have to pay $12 a month and get 
their clothes. Besides, I think jcu 
should do something for your vli lcren. 
Answer as soon as you, can. I go to see 
tho children every Sunday aftorno ni. I 
have one letter from you that you suit 
to me at the shop. I will send it back 
to you, and now you read it ov.*r and 
think it over again. I am not glad that 
this turned out, but I -think tho l ord 
wanted it to be so. I am very giaf tl at 
th3 Lord took good care of me an-l pio- 
teoted me from all harm. I will s«*nd 
you a picture of mine, and you can look 
at me once more and for the last. Good­
bye forever. Your true wife.

“P , S.—Take good care of yourself, 
a.vl be good to yourself. I am working 
every day.—Mary Tamillo.”

Enclosed with the letter Suniidd re­
ceived was one which he had *-ent to 
his wife after she left Hamilton. It was 
fill) of endearing words and contained 
an urgent request that elie send him $10 
immediately to pay a board bill lie owed.

As far as the local police know, there 
are three charges against? Lawrence, and 
they are serious ones, which, if proven, 
will put him behind the bars. In Bramp­
ton he is wanted on a charge of break­

ing into the G, T. R. station and stealing 
a fur coat, a pair of boots and several 
other articles of value, besides all the 
money that was there. Brampton has 
the first claim on him, and it is to that 
place he will go. Iu Oakville he is want­
ed 011 charges of theft and burglary, 
and in Woodstock the county police 
would like the operator who was held up 
to have a look at him. The police say 
that the prisoner is one of the worst 
crooks in the country, and that he has 
sen ed several terms. When sent to 
Kingston he broke jail and was not 
caught for some time, and lie got a cou­
ple oi years tacked to bis sentence at 
th- t time. In Burlington, it is alleged, 
he has long terrorized the citizens, and 
the police, and many placés will feel 
easiei while he is locked up.

The police say that Lawrence intimat­
ed that he expected to be sent down 
this time, but nevertheless it is thought 
he will make a strong bid for his lib-
art/.

BANK OF ENGLAND DISCOUNT 
NOW RAISED TO 7 PER CENT.

Too Much Gold Going to the States, and Bank 
Needs It For Its Own Use.

London, Nov. 7.—The directors of the 
Bajik of England this morning put up 
the minimum discount rate from ti to / 
per cent.

The only thing which could have avert­
ed 'this heavy rate would have been as­
surances from responsible quarters in 
New York that the situation there, 
which is recognized to be due to excep­
tional demands upon capital in conse­
quence of the great commercial activity 
in America, is sufficiently well in hand 
to warrant the expectation that there 
would be an early cessation of the gold 
drain on the market, in the absence of 
such an assurance the Bank of England 
utilized the only weapon at hand to pro­
tect its,reserves. It is realized, however, 
that even this high rate may not pre­
vent shipments of gold to New York, 
but it is hoped that it may attract the 
metal from abroad in sufficient quanti­
ties to restore .the equilibrium.

The step was doubly necessary, as the 
bank must nurse its supplies just at 
present for the autumn country cash re­
quirements have to be met, as well as 
the usual Egyptian demands, and there 
is a possibility of demands for gold from 
Argentina.

The local business community is bound 
to feel the pinch, and the financiers an­
ticipate that the drastic rate will cause

an even greater squeeze in Germany, 
with a consequent increase of the dis­
count of the Imperial Bank and selling 

j orders from Berlin. The announcement 
j had a strong offert on the Stock Ex- 
| change here. Consols, which opened 
I 3'16d- higher owing to the settlement of 
i the railway dispute, immediately fell half 
, a point. Koine rails started one to four 
I points dearer, but lost most of the ad- 
j vance within a few minutes. American 
j fai,a had similar experiences. The open- 
ing prices ruled around parity, but a 

' drop of a point followed immediately af- 
, ter the publication of the bank rate, 
and selling brought quotations at noon 
down to one to three points lower than 
yesterday. It was not until the bank 
statement was issued that the market 
fully realized how heavy had been the 
drain on the gold reserve.

to-day raised its discount rate from 3 1-2 
to 4 per cent.

BUTTER FROM WHEY.
WOODSTOCK C HEESEMA KERS DO 

NOT LIKE PROCESS.

The Labor Required to Extract the 
Small Quantity of Fat in Whey 
Worth as Much aa tbe Product- 
Better Feed It to the Hogs.

Woodstock, Nov. 6.—Local cheeec men, 
questioned to-day in regard to the prac­
ticability of the scheme which is being 
worked by some manufacturers of mak­
ing butter from whey, were anything but 
enthusiastic as to the outcome of such 
an experiment. The consensus of opinion

Ever was that the manufacture cannot 
- carried on profitably. On the ques­
tion of the amount of butter fat in whey 

opinions seemed to differ.
One very intelligent and successful 

chee&emaker contended that under nor­
mal conditions the amount of butter fat 
in whey was 1-10 of 1 per cent. Accord­
ing to this estimate, out of 25,000 pounds 
of whey there could be manufactured 25 
pounds of butter. To make this amount 
it would take a man at least eight hours 
to run it through the separator, and 
two hours more would be required in the 
manipulation.

It is also claimed that the bulk of the 
separated whey would be useless as a 
food product The time taken, the ma­
chinery required and the loss of tho 
whey as a food product for hogs is worth 
more than ite intrinsic value applied in 
any other direction.

Some cheese men claim that under nor­
mal conditions 2-10 of 1 per cent of 
whey is butter fat. If this be the case 
25,000 pounds of whey would produce 
50 pounds of butter, but even so, it is 
claimed that this quantity of whey used 
for feeding hogs would be worth more 
-than 50 pounds of butter, after the ex­
pense of its manufacture has been de­
ducted. .

CANADA’S FUTURE.

Will Be the Dominant State in the Em­
pire, Says Stratbcona.

London, Nov. <$.—Lord Strathcona, in­
terviewed by tig Tribune, reiterates his 
prophecy that before the end of tho 
century Canada will be the dominant 
State "and the food mart of the empire.

Collard!" she asked, adding, “of course 
I can get any person, but what do you 
eay as to Mr. Fairfield or Mr. Poole!"

Mr. Collard expressed satisfaction with 
the gentlemen mentioned, nnd the wo­
man asked for a blank note and went 
out. returning shortly with the instru­
ment filled out and endorsed “Ben. C. 
Fairfield."

The $200 was at once paid over, and 
the woman departed. When Collard was 
going home two hours later he went into 
Fairfield’s store and showed him the 
note.

“That’s not my signature, said Mr. 
Fairfield. “I always sign my name B. 
C. Fairfield. 1 never saw that before."

Shot at Duck, Hits Mate.

GOT THREE YEÆRS.
CONVICTED OF THEFT, WOODSTOCK

LAD GOES TO, PENITENTIARY.

Threatened to Beat Complainant's Brains 
Out—Another Youth Charged With 
Indecent Assault—Alleged to Have 
Attacked Farmer’s Daughter.

Woodstock, Ont., Nov. 7.— (Special.) — 
Bill Bates, an incorrigible young lad of 
this city, was this morning sentenced by 
Magistrate Ball to three years' imprison­
ment in the Kingston Penitentiary. He 
was charged with stealing one dollar 
from Roy Rudd, clerk in a cigar store. 
The money was taken from Rudd's 
pocket as he was going down the stairs, 
and Bates pleaded guilty.

MINISTERSCONFER.
ONTARIO DEPUTATION SEE DOMIN­
ION MINISTERS RE IMMIGRATION.

Hon. Mr. Monteith Thought Work Over­
lapped—The Matter Talked Over— 
Other Confabs. ,

Ottawa. Ont., Nov. 7.— (Special)'—Nel­
son Montieth, Ontario Minister of Agri­
culture; V. C. James, Deputy Minister 
of Agriculture, and Thomas Southworth, 
Director of Colonization, arrived here to­
day and had an interview with Hon. 
Frank Oliver ami Mr. VfC 1). Scott, Su­
perintendent of Dominion Immigration. 
The Ontario Department of Agriculture 
appears to think that there is overlap­
ping between the work carried on by the 
Dominion and the Province in regard to 
the distribution of immigrants, and the 
views of the delegation were presented 
along these lines. On the other hand, 
the Minister of the Interior and his staff 
say there is no overlapping. The Interior 
Department at the present time only in­
vites to come to Canada farmers, farm 
laborers and domestics. These the de­
partment distributes and no others. Be 
sides these there are laborers who do 
not work on farms. The Ontario Gov­
ernment wants the Interior Department 
to distribute these. This work, the In­
terior Department says, can be earied on 
by the Ontario Government. The Otta­
wa Government wants to confine its dis­
tribution to those that they bring here.

Mr. Oliver asked that the Ontario 
Government continue the work as at 
present. He did not think there was any 
overlapping. Of course, there might be 
a little between officials, but it was not 
at all serious.

Havana, Nov. 7.—Dr. Estrada Palma, 
formerly President of Cuba, lias author­
ized the publication of hie views regard­
ing American intervention.

HAZERS TURN TO DENTISTRY.

Schoolboys Pull Companions’ Teeth and 
Threaten Worse Things.

Rockland, Mich., Nov. 6.—A new var­
iety of hazing is reported here, where 
boys in the public schools have been 
accused of pulling the teeth of others 
and threatening them with the loss of 
their tongues. The latter threat has not 
been taken seriously, but their appears 
io lie good proof that the teeth-pulling 
has been practised. Those who have suf­
fered from it are either unwilling to be­
tray or fear to tell on the perpetrators. 
One of the victims is said to be in a 
serious condition, having caught cold in 
his lacerated jaws.

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NO BRITISH STRIKE.
Time will be no general strike of Brit­

ish railway employees, aa Uns been 
dreaded. The efforts of Mr. Lloyd- 
Georgc, President of tfie Board of Trade, 
have been successful in bringing the par­
ties together and agreeing on n plan of 
settlement of the difficulties that is ex­
pected to result in improved relations. 
Briefly, it may be said that the method 
adopted is that of voluntary arbitration, 
should consideration of any special case 
result in disagreement, each party agree­
ing to abide by tlie terms.

That is a very fair way of disposing 
of ^ tinea toning trouble, and it cannot 
be doubted that both r.ien and railway 
companies will be gainers b}* it ns com­
pared with any result to be attained by 
hostilities. But the very occurrence of 
such a difficulty shows that Great Brit­
ain needs a Lemieux Act on her statute 
books to which appeal may be made 
to avevfc any such difficulty and make 
ic easy to subject disputes to the ar­
bitrament of an unbiased tribunal witti- 
out the threat of interruption to busi­
ness and without disturbing the country, 
if Sir Henry Campbell - Ban tier man has 
been watching events in Canada we .may 
expect him early to move toward secur­
ing the passage of a law that contains 
such possibilities for good.

POWER TALK TO-DAY.
As far as cam be learned the announce­

ment to he made by the Ontario Minis­
ters to-day. regarding the Hydro-Electric 
power situation will contain nothing 
new. The contract to be made with the 
Ontario Niagara Power Company wilfbe 
for 8,000 horse power at $10.40 at the 
Falls, and 75 per cent, of the amount 
must be paid for whether used or not. 
If 25,000 horse power be exceeded the 
price will be $10. lhe cost of the trans­
mission line, which it is contemplated 

, the Government will build and charge 
back to the municipalities in addition to 
the price it pays for the power, is esti­
mated at $3,500,000. That will serve 
the Western Union group. The Globe 
this morning says : “The commission’s 
estimates have been founded on prices 
of at least 28 cents per pound for copper. 
It could I** got now for eighteen or lea»s.” 
This is obviously an error. When the 
commission .made its estimate copper was 
fluctuating lx*tween 15 and 18 cents in 
the New York market. The price- was 
thought to be high then, and Mr. Beck 
stated that the estimate would not lx? 
exceeded because tho commission had 
figured on the metal at a time when it 

: Was at its highest price. Soon after­
ward, however, the price began to rise, 
and it went a trifle over 8 cents a pound 

. above the figures of the time of Mr. 
Beck’s estimate. Mr. Beck’s commission 
did not figure on a cost of 28 cents a 
pound for pig copper. Taking the fig­
ures of the “Metal Igesellfevhaft and Met - 
allurgische Gcsellechaft-’s”. tables for 25 
years we find that in 1000 standard cop­
per sold, after being shipped to Europe, 
at an average of 10 to 10 1-2 cents, while 
best selected lake copper averaged 20 

cents. There will l>r> a saving if copper is 
purchased promptly, but it will lx- far 
below that which might be made between 
28 cents and the figures now prevailing.

As far as yet known there has been 
no change in the Government’s proposal 
to build the transmission line and collect 
its cost from the municipalities, with 
interest and all rosts added to the price 
which the commission pays for power, 
as is provided by the statute, if the 
municipalities want the power thev can 
have it, but whatever the cost of getting 
it, they mu,t |»ay it, with interest.

That ' icw 
is a very mistaken one» True, there has 
been much in the mismanagement of 
some of these corporations, which have 
been too little regulated by the public 
which grants them franchises and pays 
for their service, to arouse hostility; 
but it would be very foolish to assume 
that those are necessary conditions to 
the service. And the great railways arc 
not the property of the few plutocrats; 
the shares of some of them are widely 
held. The Monetary Times «ays the 
stock of the C. P. R. is held by about 
35,000 shareholders; and other great 
roads* capital is similarly furnish id by 
a multitude of investors. Our contem­
porary gives this table of the nitmuers 
of shareholders of some prominent Am­
erican roads :

No Crode Oils to Be Stored in Any 
Frame Buildings.

Not More Than Five Gallons Allowed 
in Dwelling House.

Pump Specifications Will Not Be 
Ready Until Friday.

The. chief business dealt with by the 
fore and Water Committee last night 
kvas the approving of a new by-law pre­
pared by the City Solicitor and Chief 
(ten Eyck of the Fire Department to 
pivern the storing of oils. It was ex­
pected that something would have been 
done with the specifications for the new 
electric pumps at the Beach, but it was 
explained that they would not be ready 
Until Friday. Neither was the City En- j 
gineer prepared to report yet on the 
proposal to supply Dundas with water.

Regarding the new oil by-lStw it pro­
vides that no crude oils are to be stor­
ed in any. frame building in the city 
limits. Une clause provided that cer­
tain oils might be stored in a fire proof 
building, twenty-five feet away from 
juiÿ other building. For burning fluids, 
hapthii, benzine and others of this class 
the fire proof store house was to be a 
hundred, feet away. It was pointed out 
that this would be impossible for suite 
t>f the large hardware stores in the cen­
tre of the city to comply with and that 
portion of the by-law will be amended, 
probably to provide for a vault under­
ground.
■ Not more than five gallons of oil, all 
hinds combined, is to be kept in any 
dwelling house and not more chan ten 
empty oil barrels shall remain near a 
house or building. Five barrel» may be 
kept in buildings approved of by the 
Building Inspector and the Fire Chief, 
lvho have power to inspect any build­
ing where oil is stored. Outside Df the 
fire limits oil may be kept in any 
fond of a building.

JAPANESE FROM HONOLULU.

Any Large Number Coming Liable to be 
Turned Back.

Ottawa, Nov. 6.—The Federal Gov*ra­
inent h*s received no notice as yet con­
firming the press despatches from Hono­
lulu, stating that United States Sen­
ator Chillingworth and others are ar­
ranging to send to British Columbia in 
the near future several shiploads of 
[Japanese, aggregating three or four 
(thousand. Lf the despatches are cor­
rect, and an attempt is made to land 
these Japanese at Vancouver, it is not 
improbable that they will be turned 
back, in view of the fact that they will 
hot have passports from the. Japanese 

• Government.
The emigration law of Japan provides 

that pnsspôrts obtained under false pre­
tences as to destination are illegal, and 
if, as is suspected, the Japanese coming 
to Canada from Honolulu are brought 
there first with the intention of sending 
them thence to Canada, the Japanese 
Vonsul will be asked to so inform the 
Mikado's Government and co-operate 
with the Canadian Government in put­
ting ii stop to this method of cireum- 
yenting Japan's understanding with this 
country relative to the restriction of 
immigration to the Dominion.

KILLED ENGINEER.
MURDER IN CANADIAN WATERS 

IS UHPUNISHED.

The Terrible Act of Whaling Captain— 
Arrested at San Francisco and Tried 
—No Question of Jurisdiction Will 
Arise.

Ottawa, Nov. 6.— The question of 
Canadian or United States jurisdiction 
in the Arctic seas will not arise in 
connection with the arrest of Capt. 
Klengenberg, of the United States 
steam whaler Olga, for murder. Two 
winters ago the Olga was icebound 
off Point Barrow in the Canadian 
Arctic. Klengenberg, from all ac­
counts, was a veritable martinet, and 
had his crew simply terrorized. He 
had a falling-out with his chief cn- 

! gineer, J. D. Paul, and one day step- 
! ped to the engine room and shot Paul 
I dead.

As boou as the news reached Otta­
wa the Canadian authorities issued 
a warrant for the arrest of Klengen- 
berg, but his vessel did not touch at 
any Canadian port, and when the 
Olga reached San Francisco the cap­
tain was arrested tYiere. The trial 
lasted for some time, and when the 
case was remitted to the jury last 
week they returned a verdict, after 
six hours’ deliberation, of not guilty.

Word to this effect was received 
by the Government to-dny. It ap­
pears that the decision of the jury 
was influenced by the fact that sev­
eral of the witnesses who testified 
strongly against Klengenberg at the 
San Francisco trial had previously 
made affidavits exculpating the.cap­
tain entirely, and declaring that he 
shot Paul in self-defence.

They further said that the affidavits 
were extorted from them by threats of 
personal violence from klengenberg. 
However, the jury gave the prisoner the 
benefit of the doubt, and he has been 
liberated.

NO RAILWAY STRIKE.
BRITISH EMPLOYEES AND COM­

PANIES REACH AGREEMENT.

Lloyd-George, President of Board of 
Trade, the Conciliator—Further Mat­
ters in Dispute Will Be Settled by 
Sectional Board of Conciliation.

London, Nov. 6.—The anticipated rail­
road strike __ tliroughout Great Britain 
has been averted by an agreement 
draited by David Lloyd-George, Presi­
dent of the Board of Trade, and signed 
late this evening by the chairmen of the 
principal railroad companies and repre­
sentatives of the Amalgamated Society 
of Railway Servants.

The agreement provides for the con­
sideration of further matters in dis­
pute primarily by a sectional board of 
conciliation representing the vifrious 
grades of employees and the individual 
men representing the full membership 
of thÊ society-. If the board and these 
representatives fail to reach a decision 
the matter then must be settled by 
arbitration.

WINDSOR BANK SOLD.

Canadian Bank of Commerce Buys Out 
F. J. Holton & Co.

Windsor, Nov. 6.—Arrangements were 
completed to-day whereby the business 
and good-will of F. J. Holton & Go., 
private bankers, will be turned over to 
the Canadian Bank of Commerce within 
the next few weeks.

ANTI-CIGARETTE.
PROVINCIAL W. C. T. U. HEARS RE­

PORT AT CORNWALL.

Superintendent Recommends That Mer­
chants and Manufacturers be Asked 
to Disconrage Cigarettes by Refusing 
Employment to Youths Using Them.

Cornwall, Nov. 6.—The ladies of the 
W. C. T. U. attending the Provincial 
convention, which is being held here this 
week, put in a very busy day-, and are 
to-night well advanced with their work. 
Many important reports were discussed 
and adopted to-day. The anti-narcotic 
report showed the glowing progress oj. 
the anti-cigarette campaign, and the sup­
erintendent, Mrs. Waters, recommended 
that total prohibition .be the aim rather 
than high license, and that petitions be 
circulated among merchants, manufac­
turer# and others asking them to dis­
courage the use of cigarettes by refusing 
to employ youths who indulge in them; 
The departmentsof systematic giving 
and parlor meetings reported marked 
progress and gratifying results. The re­
port of the olficial organ, the Canadian 
White Ribbon Tidings, showed 5,326 
subscribers. At midday the local union 
entertained the delegates, honorary mem­
bers and local clergymen at luncheon in 
the church parlors, and congratulatory 
addresses were made by Rev. T. J. 
Stiles, rector of. Trinity Church; Rev. 
Mr. Harkness, of Knox Church; Rev. S. 
Sheldon, of tike Baptist Church, and Rev. 
Mr. H. McGillivray. Dr. Munroe, a 
member of the Town Council, in the ab­
sence of Mayor McCracken, heartily wel. 
oomed the convention to Cornwall. This 
evening there was a special meeting un­
der the auspices of the “Y’s” and despite 
the steady downpour of rain, there was 
a good attendance. The principal speak­
er was Miss Jamieson, of iloeheater, N. 
Y., the “Y” evangelist.

UNION JACK CLUB.
The Union Jack Club, which was op­

ened by His Majesty the King in London 
on 1st July, lias more than satisfied the 
hopes and aspirations of its promoters 
and most ardent supporters.

A BIG POINT.
CLAIMS OF NOVA SCOTIA SHARE­

HOLDERS IN YORK LOAN.

Counsel Asks Thst They Be Set Down as 
Creditors Having Priority of Claim 
Over Shareholders—Will Determine 
Western Claims Also.

Toronto, Nov. 7.-The merit of 
claims amounting to $500,000 was consid­
ered by Referee Mr. George Kaypele yes­
terday afternoon in connection with the 
settlement proceedings in the winding-up 
of the York County Loan &, Savings Co. 
These claims are made by subscribers to 
York Loan stock residing in Nova Scotia 
and are set down as mass two, being 
presented by Mr. C. A. Masten. The 
contention of these claimants is that 
they, having invested under certain con­
ditions which they say are illegal, are 
not shareholders but creditors of the 
York Loan. This, if proven, will give 
them a priority over the shareholders.

The basis on "which claim two is 
arguing this are: First, that the Ontario 
Government’s authorization for the 
company’s formation did not allow it to 
operate outside Ontario, and that in con­
ducting business in Nova Scotia they 
were not in a position to accept money 
as stock subscription, but merely as to 
be credited to those giving it ; secondly, 
that the concern had no granted right 
to do business in that Province, and, 
third, that the company had no legal 
by-law of its own allowing it to take 
subscriptions outside Onttrio.

Mr. Stuart Lynn, manager of the To­
ronto Life Insurance Company and at 
one time connected with the York Loan, 
stated that there was a by-law pass­
ed by it to this effect. Mr. Masten holds, 
however, that if there were such the 
meeting passing upon it was not legally 
called, as no record could lie found of 
the issuing of formal notification. To 
discuss these points a meeting will be 
held two weeks from yesterday, at which 
under the judicature act the Minister of 
Justice and the Attorney-General must 
be present or represented by counsel.

In the meantime Mr. Masten is apply­
ing formally to Mr. Kappelo for the is­
sue of n commission to go to Nova 
Scotia and take evidence. Much import­
ance, it is thought, will attach to the 
finding on the pleas presented by claim 
two,-as the settlement of the claims from 
Manitaba and British Columbia will 
largely l>e governed by this.

BREAKING RECORDS AGAIN.

Lusitania Steams 618 Knots in One 
Day.

Ixmdon, Xov. 6.—The news of the 
Mauretania’s remarkable performance 
on her official trials was folloxved to­
day by the report that the Lusitania 
had beaten her own record for one day’s 
steaming, covering 618 knots between 
noon Tuesday and noon Wednesday. 
Passenger» on the Saxonia, which ar­
rived at Quetuistown ,to-day, reported 
weather conditions faxorabie for the 
big Cunarder’s creating a new record for 
the trip, and that the Lusitania’s- offi­
cer, with xvhom they had «been in wire­
less communication, ‘were sanguine of a 
great steaming feat.

WALKED INTO THE RIVER.

An Unknown French-Canedian Drowned 
at the Soo.

Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., Nov. 6.—Last 
night an unknown Frenchman, name 
not obtainable, walked into the tail 
race, near the ship canal and was drown­
ed. lie had just nrrix-ed on tlie Algonvi 
Central train from' a lumber camp up 
the line. and. stepping off tlie train on 
the wrong side, walked into water. 
The current «as rather strong, and al­
though an effort has l>een made to re­
cover the body, it has not yet been suc­
cessful. It is claimed that the victim 
was demented, and may have walked 
into the xvater intentionally.

WILL NOT MEET THIS YEAR.

Proclamation Will Further Prorogue 
British Parliament.

London. Nox*. 6.— Although a Ravol 
proclamation xxas made yesterday an­
nouncing that Parliament was further 
prorogued from Nov. 16 to Dec. 26. there 
will be another proclamation issued be­
fore the latter date. Parliament is not 
expected to reassemble until Jan. 28.

TELEGRAPH STRIKE OVER.

New York Operators Will Return to 
Work.

Now York. Nov. 6. --The tçlegrapliars’ 
strike in this city was definitely sus­
pended by xote of the local commercial 
telegraphers’ union to-night. After a 
discussion, during which a motion tonrk 
tlie general officers to declare the strike 
off was defeated, resolutions xvere adopt­
ed declaring the strike against ihe 
Western Union and Postal Telegraph 
Companies suspended from November 7 
“until a full opportunity has been given 
the said telegraph companies to make 
good the ns-urances practically convey­
ed to ue.H

The strike for higher salarie* was de­
clared on August 12.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

ANY even numbered section of Dominion 
Lands In Manitoba or the North-West 

Provinces, excepting S ann 2d. not reserved, 
may be homesteaded by i « person the sole 
head of the family, or ma. \ over 18 years of 
age. to the extent of one-qJ-rter section, of 
160 acres, more or less.

Application for bomstead entry must be 
made In person by tbs applicant at the of­
fice pf the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made on certain 
conditions by the rather, mother, son, daugh­
ter, brother, or sister of an intending home-

An application for entry or inspection made 
personally at any Sub-agent's office may be 
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and if the 
laud applied for Is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram suoh application is to have priority 
and the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction are 
received by mall.

In case of "personation” the entry will be 
summarily cancelled and the applicant will 
forfeit all priority of claim.

An application for inspection must be 
made in person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for Inspection will be received from 
an Individual until that apnllcatlon bas bon 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry Is* In good 
standing and not liable to concellatlon, may, 
subject to approval of Department, relin­
quish It In favor of father, mother .on, 
daughter, brother or alster, lf eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban­
donment.

Where an entry Is summarily cancelled, 
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to in­
stitution of cancellation proceedings, the ap­
plicant tor inspection will be entitled to prior 
right of entrv.

Applicants for Inspection must state !n what 
particulars the homesteader is In default, 
and lf subsequently thé statement Is found 
to be Incorrect In material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of re­
entry, should the land become vacant, or if 
entry has been granted it may be eummarlly 
cancelled.

DUTIES—A settler is required to perform 
/he conditions under one •>♦ the following

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each year dur­
ing the term of three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the father 
Î6 deceased), of a homesteader resides upon 
a farm In ihe vicinity of the land entered 
for by such homesteader the requirement as 
to residence may be satisfis! by such person 
residing with the father or mo4her.

(3) It the settler has his permanent resi­
dence upon farming land owned by him in 
the vicinity of his homestead, the require­
ment may be satisfied by residence upon such 
land

Before making application for patent the 
settler must give six months’ notice In writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa of his Intention to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST 

MINING REGULATIONS 
COAL—Coal mining rights may be leased 

for a period of twenty-one yeare at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
1,660 acres shall be leased to one individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral In place, 
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,690 feet.

Tho fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 #mst be expended on the claim 

each year or paid to the mining recorder in 
lieu thereof. When $500 has been expended 
or paid, the locator may, uf*n having a 
survey made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 per

The patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 2*6 per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 feet 
square; entry fee $5, renewable yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leasee to 
dredge for gold of five miles, each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected oa 
the output after It exceeds $10,000.

WILL GO TO ISLE OF WIGHT AFTER 

VISITING LONDON.

Palate Inflamed—Ear Channels May Be 
Affected— Suffered From Same 
Trouble Before—Won’t Visit Hol­
land.

Berlin, Nov. 7.—The decision of Em­
peror William not to visit Holland and 
to rest oublie Isle of Wight after his 
visit to King Edward was taken last 
Tuesday morning, after His Majesty’s 
physicians had perceived that the cold 

. which he had taken on Oct. 25, while 
watching the airship experiments at Te- 
gel, had left an inflammation around the 
palate and the neighboring channels lead­
ing to the cars. As His Majesty suffer­
ed much in earlier life from a similar 
inflammation extending to those ducts, 
he readily accepted their advice to go to 
the Isle of Wight after fulfilling his 
English engagements, which were too 
near to cancel. The climate of the Isle 
of Wight is regarded as being mild and 
equitable, and less in contrast with the 
German climate than that of the south- 
em latitude, to which the Emperor will 
have to go at the beginning of winter.

MAYOR VETOED IT.
WINNIPEG’S GREAT POWER VEN­

TURE IS STOPPED SHORT.

Cecil B. Smith Scored by the Mayor- 
City Will Not Now Be Forced to Sell 
$5,000,000 of Securities at a Sacrifice 
—Sober Thought Now.

Winnipeg, Nov. 6.—As a climax of the 
strenuous fight on the power proposi­
tion involving a sale of $5,000,000 civic 
securities, Mayor Ashdown to-day decid­
ed to resort to the most extreme meas­
ure within his power in dealing with 
Monday night’s action of the City Coun­
cil in putting through the power con­
tract, by exercising hi» prerogative of

The Mayor also announced he had 
wired Hon. Frank Oliver, Minister of 
i-ho Interior, asking him to continue the 
reservation of the Point du Bois power 
sito until the ciJV could see its way clear 
to pioceod with the work, and had re­
ceived a favorable reply from the Min-

Mayor Ashdown 1ms also expressed 
hie (insatisfaction at the activity shown 
by Cecil B. Smith, of Toronto, chief pow­
er engineer, in connection with the ac­
ceptance of thy Anglo-Canadian En­
gineering Co's, offer, and it is under­

stood that when work does actually com­
mence his Wiorship will insist that some 
one other than Mr. Smith occupy the 
position of chief engineer.

OPENS TO-MORROW.
Ladies to Be Admitted to Britannia 

Roller Rink Free.

ton was built. Afterwards Father Laue- 
sie took charge of Walkerton, and built 
also the church in North Brant, making 
a total of five churches built by him. At 
this time there was a scarcity of Ger­
man-speaking priests in the diocese, and 
the zeal and industry of Father Laussie 
is seen from the fact, that at the age of 

57 he acquired so thorough a knowledge 
of the German language that he was able 
to take charge of the parish of Carlseuba, 
where he preached in the German tongue 
for four years. After organizing the 
Classical School at Hamilton, His Lord- 
ship Bishop Dowling requested Father 
Laussie to assume direction of it, in 
succession to Father Clarson, and so suc­
cessful • was the work that some half 
dozen young men, who were members 
of the class during the year he was in 
charge have since become priests. His 
Lordship afterwards appointed him arch­
deacon and member of his council, and 
on the death of Dr. Barbou thirteen 
years ago, Father Laussie was appoint­
ed pastor ot Cayuge by Bishop Dowling.

A Catholic mission was first estab­
lished in Cayuga in 1849, previous to 
which time any members of that church 
residing in Cayuga attended mass in In­
diana, where a church had been built. 
Father Baumgartner was the first priest, 
and after him in succession came Fathers 
Cullinane, Schweiger, Laufhuber, and 
McNultz. each of whom celebrated mass, 
until Father Shea was appointed first 
resident priest in 1872. He was fol­
lowed two years later by Father Wadel, 
who was instrumental in building the 
present church. After him came Rev. M. 
J. Cleary, and Rev. .Tas. Lemon as as­
sistant. and iu 1882 Father Bardou was 
appointed, to be succeeded in July, 1894, 
by the present pastor, Veil. Archdeacon 
Laussie.

Capelli Was to Have Been Hanged To­
day-Fell Down and Kissed Floor of 
Cell When Told—No Mercy for 
Collins.

Parry Sound, Ont., Nov. 6.—A tele­
gram was received at 6 o'clock this 
evening directed to Sheriff Armstrong 
from P. Pelletier, Acting Under-Sec­
retary of State, stating that the Gov­
ernor-General had commuted the sen­
tence of death upon Frank Capelli, the 
Italian, to that of imprisonment for 
life.

All preparations had been made for 
the execution to-morrow morning. This 
case has been sensational on account 
of the various phases which it has 
assumed since the trial last spring. 
Once before the order to stay the pro­
ceedings was received on the day before 
that appointed for the execution.

Capelli, who up to this time has 
bore the strain of the situation ap­
parently in a stolid and indifferent 
manner, gave way completely this even­
ing when the sheriff announced to him 
the order of commutation of sentence. 
The unfortunate man dropped on his 
knees and kissed the floor of his cell.

Acted on Judge's Advice.
Ottawa. Nov. 6.-^-At to-day’s Cabinet 

meeting it was decided to exercise Ex­
ecutive clemency in the case of Frank 
Capelli. who for some months has 
been lying under sentence of death 
in Parry Sound Jail for murder. The 
Cabinet was influenced to reach this 
decision by a strong report of Judge 
Teetzel in favor of the prisoner. Ca­
pelli wiN serve a life term in Kings­
ton.

No Mercy for This Man.
Ottawa. Nov. 6.—Mr. Sherring. bar 

rister. of Moncton, was here to-day 
to urge the commutation of the death 
sentence imposed upon Frank Collins, 
of Albert County, for the murder of 
Miss MscAulay, housekeeper to the 
Roman Catholic priest.

Toronto, Nov. 7.—The case of the Lon­
doners indicted for conspiracy, arising 
out of the election inquiry, will go on 
on Nov. 18 iu Toronto. Twenty wit­
nesses have been subpoenaed in London. 
Geo. Lynch-Staunton, K.. C., of Hamil­
ton, is the special Grown prosecutor to 
conduct me eases.

Rumors émana Ling from those high 
in the confidence oi the Conservative 
party in the Province have been afloat 
tor ' a considerable time to the effect 
that desperate attempts were being 
made by Liberal pohuciane to arrive 
at an arrangement with the Crown 
whereby, for various considerations, 
among which would be the absence of 
a Liberal candidate at the recent Lon­
don by-election, the conspiracy prose­
cutions should ue dropped, ihese ru­
mors are uiitrue.

Here is another story from Montreal 
last night:

Montreal, Nov. 6.—The executive of 
the Amateur Athletic Federation of Can­
ada, at a meeting held in the Windsor 
Hotel last night, ratified the course tak­
en by the representatives of the Mont­
real Athletic Association the day before 
yesterday, namely, to refuse to sanction 
the road race advertised to take place 
here Saturday, and place under the ban 
all runners who compete. The prime 
cause for the refusal by the Federation 
to sanction Saturday's race is the fact 
that Longboat and Coley, of the Irish- 
Canadian Athletic Club of Toronto, will 
compete. These twro men are under sus­
pension by the American Amateur Ath­
letic Union, whose ruling are «cognized 
by the Federation.

The misrepresentation in this story is 
chiefly in the fact tliat the Federation, 
which consists of a few professional 
hotkey and lacrosse clubs in that neigh­
borhood, was specifically debarred from 
having anything to do with the race, and 
could not* sanction anything. The race 
is run under the sanction of the C. A. A. 
U., which includes all the important am­
ateur associations from Halifax to Van­
couver, with a membership of over seven 
hundred chibs, holding the allegiance of 
more than thirty thousand active mcm-

Anv claim for the "Amateur Athletic 
Federation” as a governing amateur 
body is nothing more nor less than an 
impudent imposture.

Yesterday’s Montreal Star had this 
sensible comment cm the silly preten­
sions assumed in the action concerning 
Longboat and , the race :

“It is nothing, -and it means nothing, 
as to the implied threat that those who 
compete with Longboat will be proven t-

not l>e held under your own rules. We 
will go as far as we can with you to 
damage the governing amateur body in 
your country, but we can’t stand for 
some of your people. They may fit your 
definition of an amateur, but not ours, 
and they will have to be excluded. That 
will be done by forgetting your own 
definition for the present and carrying 
out ours.”

ELECTRIC POWER.
Result of the Meeting in Toronto 

Held To-day.

Toronto, Nov. 7.—(Special)—A lengthy 
discussion of the details of thé Provin­
cial Government's scheme for supplying 
cheap electric power to the municipali­
ties took place at the conference be­
tween Hon. Mr. Beck, H011. J. S. Hen- 
dric, W. J. McXaught, M. P. P-, members 
of the Hydro-Electric Power Commis­
sion. and the representatives of tlie 
Wet tern Ontario Municipalities Niagara 
Power Union.

At the conclusion of the meeting a 
statement was made by Mr. J. F. Fryer, 
of Galt, chairman of the Municipal Un­
ion. as to the work done.
