New silk and gauze curtains are intar-
tan plaids.

American or imitation ivory umbrella
handles are new.

Lace shoulder capes having a jet yoke are
costly and stylish.

Eiffel-red kid gloves are promised us
with black costumes.

Sateen gowns will trim with either velvet
ribbon or embroidery.

The demand for poppy and daisy wreaths

.| can hardly be supplied.

Novel shoulder capesare of silk cording,
ending in a deep fringe.

Black grenadine over taffeta silk makes a
refined visiting costume.

Large silver punch-bowls are decorated
with East Indian effects.

Charming gratuating dresses are of em-
broidered mousseline de soie.

Little watches of oxidized steel have a
gold monogram on the back.

Heavy Knotted fringes are sold fofsash
ends and trimming wraps.

Mosaic brooches and belt buckles are rare
and highly prized possessions.

Green is the leading note for curtains,
silk draperies, wall hanging, etc.

Silk gloves are more worn since the
double-woven finger-tips came in fashion.

Red and black house dresses are worn
with black hose and red ties.

“ Catch-all ” boxes of Dresden china are
lined in silk and framed in silver.

Long lace scarfs are selling again for
sashes, shoulder scarfs, evening hoods, ete.

.A lovely inkstand is of brass enameled
in colors, with the inkwell of cut glass.

Rolling linen collars will be worn with
cotton and plainly made woolen gowns.

Small scent-bottles to carry in the palm
of a glove are of silver, with gold tracery.

Odd sugar-bowls and cream-jugs of
pierced silver are used for the after-dinner
coffee.

Single roses having buds, foliage, and a
long stem are the preferredcorsage buoquet.

Moonstones set in gilver, or the enameled
flower designs, are correct for summer
jewelry.

A lovely bonbonniere is of gold frosting
having a bunch of blue forget-me-nots on
the lid.

Yellow and lilac flowers are mixed for
millinery, dress garniture, and table deco-
ration,

Chambrays, ginghams, and challies are

the most stylish cotton fabries for the sea-
gon.

White woolen gowns are trimmed with
black, stem-green, violet, or yellow velvet
ribbon.

Gauze parasols are laid in accordion
pleats, and trimmed with rosettes of the
same silky material.

Ladies in mourning wear black Suede
ties. Small silver letter-openers have a
flower top. -

An expensive gam-pot for a desk is of
cut glass and silver, imitating a flower,
stem and leaves.

The handsomest “ robe ” dresses of the
season show lace effects under. apilique
embroidery.

New parasols show plaid and striped
effects, fringed and ruffled edges, and
changeable brocades.

Shade hats of colored horse-hair are
trimmed with ribbon bows, long pins, and
a feather pompon.

Flower necklaces worn by bridemaids
are mounted on black velvet ribbon, and
consist of small flat flowers.

New and expensive umbrella handles
are of ivory covered with a lace-work or
scroll designs of silver.

The newest sailor hats are trimmed with
a ruching of Brussels net white wings and
a puffing of the net at the back.
Dancingslippers that make the feet look
small are of black kid, with a large beaded
bow, and ankle strap having a buckle.

Pretty Japanese fans have one side sil-
ver and the other gilt, with lacing up the
outside mounts and a tassel of contrasting
colors.

Dresses of Valenciens flouncing are
trimmed with white (not cream) gros-grain
ribbon and made over white surah or taf-
feta silk.

Flower diadems over an inch band of
velvet, and held by narrow velvet ribbon
strings seem to compose some evening
bonnets. p

Lovely menus are in the form of a tiny
photograph-case, holding the picture of
the hostess in one corner. The case is of
silk brocade.

Artistic lounging robes for men are of
white, colored or striped terry, with em-
broidered bands, and knotted girdle of
wash embroidery silks.

The most beautiful bibelot in tortoise-
shell is a tall folding screen for sixteen
cabinet photos, each opening being
adorned with delicate and elaborate silver
tracery.

The newest desert d'oyleys are square,
of washing silk, with drawn threads form-
ing several designs. There are also some
in lisse, with hemstiched borders, looking
like miniature pocket-handkerchiefs;
others in circular shape, with scalloped
buttonholed borders,both exquisitely em-
broidered with rings of flowers in white
silk.

A charming sheme of table decoration
was lately seen at an artist’s supper-table.
The table was covered with delicate green
silk, glightly draped with filmy, si]ver-
threaded muslin, through which the green
shimmered faintly. Thrown carelessly
hither and thither were small rustic logs
of all shapes and sizes covered with lichen,
moss, and maidenhair ferns. The lights
were all softened with green and white
shades. The effects were dainty and fairy-
like.

The Zarif wrap is novel in soft silk of
any selected color,and resembles a burn-
ous, with the tasseled hood so arranged that
it forms a very becoming headdress when
required. Another, and slight wrap, is
the Upasana, a long, wide scarf of China
silk or crepe, gathered up, and fastened by
a large button at the throat, with each end
drawn up tassel fashion, and intended to
form a hood when thrown around the
head and throat.

Flowers of one colors are painted on
gauze of the palest shade of it, and mount-
ed on enameled wood to match, for fans.
A pale green has sprays of lillies of the
valley and leaves, with enameled mounts;a
blush pink, bunches of pink daisies;a
gold hued gauze has tiger lilies, and gold
mounts and some exquistely painted white
water-lilies and heath, on white, has
pearl mounts. Some shaded pansies on
pale mauve have violet tinted moth er-of-
pearl mounts; and a group of clustered
tulips of a brickdust hue, on much paler
shade of gauze, has mounts of correspond-

ing color. One design consists ef a ful
basket painted in the centre ofthe fan,

with lilies of the valley springing from it.

MISSOURI TRAIN ROBBERS.

’;l\‘l_}e limited Kansas City express on the
Missouri Pacific was held up by seven
highway men at Otterville, Mo., and rob-
bed of $9000,000 of express matter. The
train was crowded with passengers and
the safe train was crowded with passeng-
ers and the safe of the express company
was stuffed with money consigned, much
ofit, to western banks. The train left
Tipton, Mo., at about 3 a. m. Two mysteri-
ous figures were seen by the engineer
lurking around the train, but no attention
was paid to them. Just after leaving
Tipton he turned to the tender to fire up
the engine and looked squarely into the
muzzle of two revolvers in the hands of
two masked men who were lying on their
faces on the coal. They were, doubtless,
the two mysterious men who had been
noticed at Tipton. They had evidently
boarded the forward platform of the
“blind” mail car at that place and crawled
over the tender toward the engine. One
of them covered the fireman with his re-
volver, while the other took care of the
engineer. They were told

TO HOLD UP THEIR HANDS.
Their hands went up. “Now, you run this
train to Otterville water tank,” ordered
the leader, “and stop there. If you at-
tempt to stop at any other place or give a
signal of alarm you’ll be dead men,” and
the robbers put their weapons close to
their heads. The engineer and firemen
could only obey. The Otterville water
tank stands in “Robbers’ Cut,” just east of
Otterville. It was there that the noted
outlaws, the James boys, committed one
of their most daring robberies and the
Younger brother perpetrated one of their
boldest crimes. Robbers’ Cut is at the
bottom of a steep grade and when the
train approached it the engineer had great
difficulty in attempting to stop the engine;
when he did so he was commanded to go
to the express car and tell the messenger
to open the door. When he reached the
express car he found that the two robbers
had five confederates stationed about the
car, all heavily armed and masked. He
walked to the door of the express cargand,
COVERED BY THREE REVOLVERS,
called to express messenger Avery to open
the door. Avery, expecting no danger,
pulled back the door. As he did so the
robbers pushed their revolvers and told
the messenger to hold up his hands. Thé
order was obeyed and the robbers jumped
into the cars. Avery was commanded to
open the safe, which was locked, and at
the point of revolvers did so. One robber
held a gunny sack and in it was placed
the contents of the car and they then
backed out, their revolvers pointed at the
messenger. In the meantime the conduct-
or, alarmed at the stoppage, went forward
to see what was the trouble. At the rear
of the express car he was halted by a rob-
ber who told him to go back and said “we
will take care of this end of the train.”

‘Thc conductor hurried back to the first

passenger coach, informed the passengers
of what was going on and advised them
to hide their valuables. Money, watches,
jewellery, etc., were stowed away any-
where to get it out of sight. The conduc-
tor had just warned the passengers in the
second car when the train started again.
The robbers had finished their work. The
engineer pulled the train into Otterville
and aroused the sheriff and organized a
posse. The news was telegraphed to head
quarters and all the available detective
force was sent to Robber’s Cut.

A COUNTERFIET $1,000 BILL.

There is a thousand dollar counterfeit
note in the possession of the Secret Service
Bureau in Boston with an interesting
history. One morning not so very long
agoa handsomely dressed lady entored one
of the largest dry goods houses in Boston,
and, after selecting a shawl worth $250,
tendered a genuine $1,000 bill in payment.
The note was, of conrse, carefully scruti-
nized and finally sent to a neighboring
bank, where it was vouched for. When
the lady was informed of its acceptance she
became indignant and expressed in no mea-
sured terms her opinion ofa firm that
would for 2 moment suspect her honesty.

So wrathy was she, indeed, thatshere-
fused to take the shawl, and, replacing the
money in her pocketbook, left the store.

Later in the day she ‘returned. Her
anger had disappeared, and she explained
that, having walked all over Boston with-
out being able to find a shawl that suited
her, she had returned to apologize for her
hasty action and to take the shawlshe had
first selected. Again she tendered a one
thousand dollar note — not a genuine one
this tinle, but a closely executed coun-
terfeit.

Of course the firm accepted the money
believing it to be the genuine note, with-
out question, and the woman departed
with her shawl and $750 in change. The
swindle was not discovered until the
counterfeit was rejected at the bank, The
note was then sent to the Secret Service
Bureau, where-its history is occasionally
related to interested visitors. The woman
was never caught.

MURDER WILL OUT.

Much interest has been excited in Eng-
land by a communication received by
Henry Churton,coroner for West Cheshire,
from a well-known merchant of New
Orleans, that a man had confessed to the
rector of St. Paul’'s church in that city
that he was the murderer of one of Lord
Tollemache’s gamekeepers named Beb-
bington at Alpraham, Cheshire, 35 years
ago. For this murder a poacher named
Blagg was hanged at Chester in May, 1855,
the evidence being entirely circumstantial,
and consisted chiefly of the fact that
Blagg’s boots corresponded in size with
certain foot-prints. This point is met by
the confession of the New Orleans man,
who says that he borrowed Blagg’s boots
before committing the deed. Coroner
Churton, who held the inquest says that
Blagg made no defence except the state-
ment :

“They are my boots, but were not worn
by me that night.”

ROME A WICKED CITY.

The Manchester Couriersays: In con-
sequence of the fierce persecution of the
church, which is the policy of Crispi, the
Pope will soon issue a manifesto to the
Roman Catholics throughout the world
giving his intention of leaving Rome, to-
gether with his court and all his adher-
ents. From a practical point of view this
means ruin to Rome, for with the Pontiff
will go the cardinals, the prelates, and a
vast number of persons who annually
come to Rome as pilgrims. In fact com-
mercial ruin stares inn-keepers and shop-
keepers in the face. Still it is impossible
for any earnest Christian even now to
live in Rome, which is fast becoming the
head-quarters of atheism and free thought.
The shop windows are full of shocking
caricatures of the Deity, license is allowed
for blasphemy, and its indecency has never
been surpassed in history, even during the

French year of 1793,

CHAINED FAST FOR LIFE.

Jay Hill died a few daysagoat his home
five miles above - Trinity eollege, North
Carolina, aged seventy years. He was a
most rémarkable character. Iiewag born
an idiot, but since infancy has possessed
physical strength to a rare degree, and
was well formed in every particular, with
the exception of his head, which was so
extremely ill shaped as to give him more
the appearance of a. beast than a man.
When but a child he was often so violent
that it was necessary to chain him to the
floor. Notwithstanding this unnatural
existence he grew and strengthened day
by day, until his chain was not sufficient
to hold him, and two or three times he
broke loose and fled to the woods.

During his briefliberty he was as violent
as a tiger, and it was difficult to recapture
him and return him to his place of con-
finement. He was fastened with strong
bonds, and with the exception of a few
days, he remained chained to the floor in
Fthe same room for about fifty years. He
had an insatiate desire for tearing any-
thing that he could get, and at times it
was impossible to keep him clothed. Flax
was spun up into coarse, strong threads
and woven into cloth, which was doubled
and quilted and made into garments for
him, but with his teeth and his talon-like
fingers he tore them into threads. He has
been know to tear to pieces a solid stick of
hickory wood with nothing but his teeth
and fingers. He ate as ravenously as a
lion, and could drink without the slightest
pain boiling coffee.

On several occasions members of the
family narrowly escaped being killed by
him. One evening a sister started to go
out of doors. She passed too near him,and
he sprang at her with great force,knocked
her through the door into the yard,so badly
injuring her that it was not thought pos-
sible for her to live. His father provided
for him before his death, leaving property
enough to maintain a wretched life
through all these years. It was stipulated
in the will that he should not be taken to
an asylum, and that he should be kept on
the old homestead.

THE TOUGHEST YET.

A winged monster with an extremely
elongated tail and an immense pair of
wings was found on the Alkali desert re-
cently by two ranchers. The creature
was evidently greatly exhausted by along
fight, and when discovered was able to fly
but a short distance without resting.
After the first shock of amazement had
passed, the two men who were on horse-
back and armed with Winchester rifles,
regained sufficient courage t> pursue the
mongter, and after an exciting chase suc-
eeded in getting near enough to open
fire with their rifles. The creature then
turned on them,but owing to itsexhausted
condition they were able to keep out of
its way, and aftera few well-directed shots
the monster rolled over dead.

The men then proceeded to make an
examination, and found that their victim
measured about ninety-two feet in length,
and the greatest diameter was fifty inches.

THE PRINCE IN POLITICS.

The Prince of Wales has of late been
giving almost undivided attention to af-
fairs of state and social duties connected
with the sovereignity. This seems to
strengthen the understanding current in
upper circles that while the Queen does
not propose to abdicate in favor of her
son, he will virtually be Regent during
the remainder of her reign. The Prince
is impartial in his favors toward states-
men of both parties, but his leanings are
said to be decidedly liberal. Inthis he
differs from his loyal mother, who has
been a lifelong conservative, and has al-
ways found it difficult to treat a liberal
ministry with the deference due from the
crown to the real representatives of power.
The prince is said to have expressed de-
cided approval, in his interview with his
nephew, the German emperor, of that po-
tentate’s enlightened regard for the future
welfare of the working classes, and he is
quoted as having uttered the opinion re-
cently that the Britist aristocracy had
much to thank Mr. Parnell and the Irish
party for, in side-tracking the car of revo-
lution in England until the Irish problems
had been settled.

NOT AS HE UNDERSTOOD IT.

Last Sunday two new boys made their
appearance in a Sabbath school class at
Englewood.

“Iam glad to see you, boys,”said the
teacher. “How much you resemble each
other! You are brothers, are you not?”

“Yes'm, ” replied one of the two.

“ And twins, I-dare say?”

“No’m,” said the same one, with a look
of lofty scorn, “I’'m halfan hour older'n he
is. ” — Chicago Tribune.

A seaside paper makes the startling an-
nouncement that “tan shoes are very much
worn this sammer. Hundreds of the
cottagers wear nothing else.” A pair of
tan shoes certainly makes a cool costume.

THE PRINCE'S TACT.

I remember witnessing an amusing
manifestation of this tact on the part of
the Prince. The Right Hon. A. Mundella,
who was born in England as the son of an
exiled Carbonari, held for many years the
leadership of the extreme radical —nay,
I might almost say, the republican party
in the kingdom. He was a bitter foe of
royality, and as member of parliament for
Sheffield was always the first to protest
against money being granted to the mem-
bers of the sovereign’s family. One autumn
day the Prince and Princess of Wales hap-
pened to pass through Sheffield on their
way to their Scotch castle at Abergeldie.
Their train only halted for about ten
minutes in the station — just long enough
to change engines and to examine the
wheels. Butthe Prince made good use of
the time. Hearing that Mr. Mundella was
on the platform of the station awaiting
some friends, and that he was billed to
deliver one of his usual inflammatory and
almost revolutionary addresses in the after-
noon, the Prince caused him to be sum-
moned to the door of his saloon carriage.
After shaking hands most heartily, he
presented him to the Princess,who, follow-
ing her husband’s cue, was equally
gracious to the radical leader. The Prince
thereupon exclaimed : —

“I hear, my dear Mr. Mundella, that
you are about to deliver one of your elo-
quent addresses to your constituents this
afternoon. I do wish you would oblige
both the Princess and myself by availing
yourself of the opportunity to inform the
good people of Sheffield how sorry we
are not to be able to stay here for a few
days on our way north, and that you
would tell them with what pleasure we
look back to the loyal and enthusiastic
demonstrations with which they welcom-
ed us on the occasion of our last visit.”

Atthat moment the engine whistled,the
bell clanged, and the royal train moved
out of the station, leaving Mr. Mundella
bowing low in response to the friendly
smiles and waves of the hand of the Prince
and Princess. That same afternoon he
completely staggered his constituents by
appearing in the guise of an emissary from
royality, instead of that of its most bitter
assailant. On rising to address the meet-
ing he began: ‘“Gentlemen, I have been
commissioned by their Royal Highnesses,
the Prince and Princess of Wales, to com-
municate- to you the following gracious
message.” Which he then proceeded to
deliver in his most unctuous and senten-
tious manner. ' After such an opening it
was obviously out of the question to ex-
pect him to deliver his customary diatribes
against royalty, and like Balaam of old, he
blessed those whom he had been sum-
moned to curse. From that date forth
Mr. Mundella’s political sentiments un-
derwent a considerable change. The ex-
factory boy became a frequent guest at
Marlborough house, and in a short time
became so much reconciled to the doctrines
of royalty that he abandoned his hopes of
a future presidency of an eventual British
republic to become a privy councillor to
the Queen. He has since held office as
cabinet minister, and according to present
appearances will die a rabid and bigoted
tory of the old school.

BRIDGING 'BEHRING STRAIT.

Ex Gov. Gilpin of Colorado and party
have just left Victoria, British Columbia,
for Alaska. Gov. Gilpin is now develop-
ing the railway project for the construc-
tion of a line through America and across
Behring straits into Siberia, thence
through Asia and Europe to the eastern
shore of the Atlantic.

He says that the transcontinental lines
now established and reaching into north-
ern Oregon constitute the first American
division of the proposed railroad. The
plateaus and valleys along the base of the
Rocky Mountains offer a natural route
through Alaska to Behring strait. Bridg-
ing the strait, the line would cross over
into Siberia, and thence running in a
southwesterly direction, connect with the
lines of railway now under construction
to give the Russian govérnment an outlet
to the sea at the mouth of the river
Amoor. From this point of connection
south and west the lines would project
through the Chinese empire, Indian
Arabia, and thence across the straits of
Gibraltar into the the Moroccos and coast-
wige around the continent of Africa.

The passage of the Behring strait is
the only apparent obstacle, and two objec-
tions are offered: First, that the strait
isin the Arctic circle; second, the con-
siderable distance intervening between
the American and Siberian shores. These
objections present no impossible or very
difficult problems. The strait is only
forty-eight miles in width, with the Dro-
mede islands nearly midway. Bridgesa
little more than twenty miles on either
side of this island would make the con-
nection. The water has a shallow, solid
bottom, in no,place exceeding a depth of
forty feet.

The warm&rrent, or the Pacific Gulf
stream, having a temperature of seventy-
five degrees, passes through Behring
straits into Behring sea, as through the
small mouth of a funnel. Thus the pas-
sage has a uniformly mild temperature.
All the year round the strait is always
open, and icebergs are unknown. Thus
nature offers her ass’stance, and there are
no mechanical obstacles to the construc-
tion of the bridges required.

HALE OLD ENGLISHMEN.

In America the young man is the man
of the hour. Precocity pays. In England
the old man not only has a chance, but
by common accord is master of the situa-
tion. It is the exception with us for a
public man to be regarded at his best be-
fore he is between fifty and sixty. In the
professions the most eminent and hardest-

working men will be found to be over,

gixty. Last week old Lord Albemarle,
who fought at Waterloo, entered upon his
ninety-second year. ILord Cottesloe was
ninety-one last year. The late Viscount
Eversley was in his ninety-fifth year when
he died recently. The present writer once
saw him when he was ninety-one. Iis
Lordship had returned from shooting,
near Windsor, and he was remarking that
he would soon have to buy a pair spectacles
as his rim had not been so good of late.
When he was Mr. Shaw Lafevre he did
good service as speaker of the house of
commons. Sir George Burns, the founder
of the cunard steamship company, and a
great authority on ship-building, died last
month, aged ninety-five, and in full pos-
session of his faculties. Lord Wexbrough,
Mr. Gladsione, Lord Tynham, Lord Port-
man and about one hundred other well-
known public men; still engaged in active
public work, are between eighty and
ninety. Probably the average age of the
best-known five hundred public function-
aries who conduct the legal, parliamentary
military, naval and other public services,
would be found to be over sixty.

MISTAKEN IDENTITY.

Can a woman be mistaken as to the
identity of her own husband ? Mrs. Esther
Kuschner says that this was her case.
Sheiga good-looding native of Poland and
resides in the City of Churches. Her hus-
band, Abraham Kuschner, is suing for
absolute divorce. Another Pole, a black-
haired man about thirty years of age,
Joseph Fagin,is co-respondent in the case,
He is the part whom Mrs. Kuschner says
she mistook for her husband. There isn’t
the slightest resemblance between Kusch-
ner and Fagin. There is even a marked
difference in the sound of their vioces.
One ig nearly a head taller than the other.
Yet Mrs. Kuschner lived with Fagin many
monthg, believing all the time, she says,
that he was the man she wedded five years
previous. It seems that shortly after
Esther was married to Kuschner he went
away on business.

AND FORGOT TO RETURN.

He had been gone fully four years when
Fagan appeared and claimed to be the
long absent husband. Esther was then
living at No. 38 Essex street, in the house
ofa Mrs. Allenich. She says Fagan swore
that he was her husband and although
she had at first some doubt of it, he related
so many little incidents of her early mar-
ried life that she was finally convineced.
None but her husband knew the things of
which Fagin reminded her, she said. The
real Kuschner turned up recently and
found out what had happened. He con-
fronted his wife,who was greatly astonish-
ed, so she said, to discover that she had
unknowingly, been guilty of a crime. She
believes that her husband put up a job on
her with Fagin in order that.

HE MIGHT PROCURE A DIVORCE.

Mrs. Allenich, who was a witness stated
that Fagin first represented as Kuschner’s
cousin and later as his brother. She was
pretty certain that Mrs. Kuschner didn’t
take him to be her lost Abraham.

“ It isimposible to make any one believe
that the women didn’t know her husband
after four years separation,” said Judge
Bartlett.

All the witnesses were sworn on the
phylacteries. Mrs. Kuschner kissed them
very fervently. She most vehemently
asserted that if she had been guilty her
husband was to blame. She shook her
finger at her husband with the angry re-
mark. .
“That man was never any good.”

Kuschner denied that he had anything
whatever to do with his wife’s crime. He
had never repeated any domestic secrets
to Fagin in order that the latter might
palm himself off as Esther’s husband.
Counsel for Mrs. Kuschner claimed that
there had been a base conspiracy and in
order that he might produce more proof
of this he was given a weeks time.

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A GRAVE QUESTION.

The great strike on the New York
Central begins to take the appearance of a
struggle of mammoth proportions. The
railway company have expressed a deter-
mination to spend two hundred millions
of money rather than submit to the
strikers. The latter are equally firm in
their expressions of determination. The
point in dispute is as follows: Certain
employes of the company, who were
Knights of Labor, were dismissed. The
organization has demanded that the action
of the company’s officers in discharging the
men shall be submitted to arbitration.
This the company refuse to agree to,
taking the broad ground that it would be
subversive of all discipline to assent to
the proposition that the details of the
company’s dealings with their men should
be subject to the interference of an irres-
ponsible organization. Thus the question
in dispute is not a mere matter of wages
or hours of work; but a fundamental
problem, lying at the very foundation of
the social system. If it be conceded that
labor organizations shall have the right to
say under what circumstances an employer
may discharge his employe, it would seem
as though we would have to begin to re-
cast our notionq"’of individual rights.
Whether it is desirable in the interests of
mankind that such a recasting should take
place, is quite another matter. The
operation will be a revolution. It is not
difficult to make an argument in favor of
this domination of labor. Capital without
labor has no value. Though one had in-
calculable qualities of gold, it would be
worse than useless, unless he could procure
labor or its results. Capital is in effect
only consolidated labor. The prime factor
in all wealth islabor. Hence the rights
of the men who labor are pre-eminent.
This in theory is all well enough, but like
most social theories, in fact like most laws
in the moral and physical world, it is
qualified by so many conditions and by
the operation of 8o many other principles,
that when we begin to apply it as a hard
and fast rule, difficulties at once arise. A
very serious collision seems inevitable
between organized labor and capital upon
this continent.
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WE DID NOT OBJECT.

The Sun is quite astray in saying that
Tre HeraLp found fault with it for apply-
ing the word “sneaky” to the attorney
geheral. On the contrary Tue HEerALD
said that friends of the government were
rather gratified at such evidence of
poverty of argument. No public man was
ever yet injured by the harsh adjectives
applied to him by his defeated opponents.
The public are not all fools, much as the
Sun may think so, and when they see a
paper exhaust itself in applying denunciat-
ory epithets to a public man, their first
question generally is: What isthe matter
with the paper? And when the answer
is, as it is in the case of the Sun, that the
paper is simply chafing under defeat upon
defeat, the desired effect of the abuse is
lost. The Sun says it did not use the
word “gsneaky” as a term of abuse.
Then we have only to say that we pity its
ideas of decency. Let us illustrate for our
contemporary’s enlightment what the
word does mean. The attorney general
was charged by Dr. Atkinson, at the in-
stigation of a man whose name was. not
disclosed, but whomn everybody knew to be
Mr.Gregory, with corruptly selling a public
contract. The action of Dr. Atkinson’s
instigator would be exactly defined as
“sneaky.” It was not open and above
board, but underhand and prying. The
charge was disproved on the solemn oath
of many witnesses, but the Sun continued
to bracket the attorney general’s name
with that of a man found guilty of corrupt
practices. Thisalso was “sneaky,” because
it was not a manly, outspoken assault, for
which the assailant could be held respon-
sible. These are the dictionary significa-
tions of the Sun’s pet word. Now we defy

__— theSun to take the attorney general’s

record from the day he entered politics
until the present, and discover if it can, any
business of this kind. He will find that
the attorney general has at all times
boldly avowed his policy and stood up in
its defence. He has neither dealt in in-
sinuations nor made attacks from behind
the back of another.

HOW FAR WILL THEY GO ?

When a famous political writer was once
asked how much treason a man might
write in England without being hanged
for it, he replied that he did not know
but was doing his best to find out. It is
begining to look as though Mr. Blaine had
some guch ideas in his mind in regard to
the good nature of the British govern-
ment. He does not know just how much
nonsense it will tolerate, but he is trying
to find out. Lord Salisbury suggests that
the Behring Sea dispute be left to arbitra-
tion. Mr. Blaine sends his revenue cutters
to the disputed waters with, it is said,
peremptory instructions as to seizures.
Of course the newspapers may be putting
the thing stronger than the facts warrant:
but the mischief of this sort of thing is
that public opinion gets excited, draws
wrong inferences and compels politicians
sometimes to take eourses they never in-
tended to adopt. International questions
are dangerous play things, It is true that
the English press and such English public
men as have gpoken on the subject are
almost abject in their expression of a
desire to avoid a quarrel with the United
States. Itis also true that almost any
surrender would be better than a war.
But there is a point beyond which the
most christian forbearance ought not to be
expected to go, and beyond which a nation
cannot go and maintain its honor. There
is danger that Mr. Blaine in his anxiety
to popularize himself may strain his
country’s relations with England beyond
the breaking point. He cannot at heart
desire war. He cannot imagine for an
instant that his country is prepared for
war. He is simply counting upon the
desire of England to avoid war, and will
go as far as he dares towards provoking it,
even at the risk of having to make a dis-
creditable backdown at the last. But it
is a miserable business altogether —a
melancholy thing that the two great
nations, which divide the North Ameri-
can continent should be familiarized with
the idea of war with each other.

Ho~N. Mackenzie BoweLn, minister of
customs, is about starting on a horseback
trip along the international boundary to
see wHere it crosses the Rocky mountains.
The object of the trip is tolearn what pro-
visions are necessary in respect to the col-
lection of duties in that part of the dom-
inion. The minister will be a fortnight
in the saddle. The country through
which he is going is not very well known
and the trip will probably-be extremely
interesting. ;

UNITED_STATES _CROPS.

The corn crop in the United States de-
clined from 93.1 on July Ist to 73.3 on
August 1st. The department of agricul-
ture properly speaks of this as “a disaster.”
Spring wheat declined 11 points during
July. Wisconein, Jowa and Nebraska are
going out of wheat culture very largely.
The condition of the oat crop has declined
to 70.1, which is the lowest condition ever
reported by the department in the twenty-
five years during which it has been gather-
ing statistics. Rye shows a decline of
eleven points and is in a lower condition
than ever before reported except on one
occasion. The general average for buck-
wheat is very low. A decline in July of
five points’ in the condition of barley is
rcported. The condition of the potato,
crop is the lowest ever reported. Fruit
shows a very marked decline, except
grapes which are “relatively” in good
condition. Cotton shows a slight decline;
but on the whole the condition is fairly
satisfactory. On the whole the crop re-
port is very discouraging to the farmers of
the United States, but perhaps more go to
the consumers of farm produce, who will
have to pay pretty steep prices. The
trade returns of the United States for the
next twelvemonth will be interesting
reading. In striking contrastto thisis the
following from Manitoba :

The government crop bulletin published
estimates the average wheat yield at 24.6
bushels per acre. The best district this year
is the northwestern portion of the proyince
where thirty bushels are looked for. The
estimate of the grain destroyed by the hail
storm of August 2nd, is: Wheat 473,140
bushels; oats, -240,482, and barley 20,908
bushels. The average yield of barley over
the province is 34.3 bushels; and of oats 44
bushels. This is in both cases double last
year’s figures.

THE U. S. CENSUS.

Some Ontario papers are indulging in
very silly talk respecting the United
States census. They profess to believe
that the enumeration has not been fair
and that the population claimed, 64,000,
000, is an exaggeration. What utter folly
this is. Nothing so belittles this country
in the eyes of foreigners as these exhibi-
tions of jealousy and spleen.

The count was made by whatis called
the Hollerith electric tabulating system.
It would be impossible to explain the de-
tails here; but the arrangement is one
that secures absolute certainty, if the
original returns are correct. The whole
population was counted twice, making
an enumeration of 128,000,000 people,
and the final result was obtained
from fifteen million schedules. The
women provpd better counters than the
men. On the final day the average count
per clerk was 40,675; the best record was
made by a woman who counted over 80,-
000 persons from schedules containing lists
of 16,071 families. She is entitled to be
called the champion American countess.

When the details are published it will
probably be found that the cities have
increased in population much faster than
the rural districts. ~ It will be interesting
to examine into the returns from the
Southern states to see what progress has
been made in the development of what is
called “the New South.” The census will
have many lessons of great interest to
Canadians, g

A SUPREME FOLLY.

The U. 8. secretary of war has started
on a tour along the international
boundary. His mission is to see where it
is advisable to erect fortifications for use
in the event of a war with England.
This leads the New York Press, a prom-
inent republican paper, to say that the
proper place for a fort to protect the lake
coasts of the United States is the mouth
of the St. Lawrence, and it goes on to say
something about the North Pole being
the nearest point at which European
navies can be allowed to approach the
republic. This sort of talk would simply
be ridiculous, if it was not that it leads
the people to think that something
serious is intended, and sets them clamor-
ing for it. The proposal to erect forts
along the frontier is supreme folly;
nevertheless, if it is acted upon, Canada
will have to duplicate* the line of de-
fences. Forts are useless unlegs garrisoned ;
g0 that the next thing will be a standing
army, and thus ‘will be reproduced on
this continent the evils under which
Europe suffers. This is the outcome of
the absurd system which has erected a
double line of custom houses from ocean
to ocean. The United States wants what
Canada produces; Canada wants what the
United States produces. Nevertheless
year by year the tariff wall is made
higher, and now it is to be supplemented
by a line of cannon. This is a pretty
comment upon the practical good sense of
the last decade of the nineteenth century.

THE U. S. CONGRESS.

There is a good deal of confusion in the
United States congress just now. Two
measures of great importance are before
that body, one the McKinley tariff bill and
the other the federal elections bill, com-
monly called “The Force” bill, the object
of which is to permit the federal author-
ities to use military force at presidential
elections when it is thought a free vote
cannot otherwise be obtained. The aim
is to break the solid South by giving the
negro population an opportunity of voting,
which it is alleged they do not have now.
It seems clear that both these bills cannot
be got through, and the republican party
is divided as to which should take pre-
cedence. The president is said to favor
“ the force” bill, but the chances are that
the tariff bill will hold the field. The
difficuity is due to the fact that the ad-
ministration is not directly represented on
the floors of congress, as it is in a British
parliament, and hence there is no one to
take charge of legislation, so that even
when a bill has been introduced and
months have been spent in its discussion
there is nothing to prevent a member
“burking” it, if he can get support enough.
This is the weakness of the system, because
the administration may be so hampered
as to be unable to secure legislation, which
from its better opportunities of judging, it
knows to be of great value. We express
no opinion as to the respective merits of
the measures now under consideration.
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Tne Herarp has been charged with at-
tacking Dr. Harrison of the university.
This is not true. It only criticized in re-
respectable terms his course in regard to
Prof. Stockley’s leave of absence. To have
expressed digapproval of Dr. Harrison’s
course, as the head of our highest educa-
tional institution, is surely a legitimate
thing for a newspaper to do,and to ex-
press that criticism more mildly and re-
spectfully than THE HeravLDp did, would be
difficult, if not quite impossible. We may
add that it is possible for one to disagree
with another without abusing him, al-
though, doubtless, the Sun Js quite sincere
in thinking otherwise. Not to do so
would be to be false to its instincts, which
are always coarse.

Tney are making tomato catsup quite
extensively in the United States for the
English market. What is the reason why
some of our people do not think about
these things? We can grow tomatoes
here just as well as our neighbors can.

ANOTHER NIGHTMARE,

Friday’s Gleaner contains an account of
a political meeting at Gordon, in Victoria
county, presumably written by Gregory,
who is in that county stumping for Porter,
which we are authorized to say is an
utterly false and distorted version of what
occurred. Geo. F. Gregory, who has
been all the week in Victoria, undertook
to brow beat and heckle John E. Stewart
by cross-examining him at a meeting in
Gordon, and because Mr. Stewart declined
to answer Gregory’s insolent questions,
the latter pretended to assume that Mr.
Stewart could not deny what he alleged,
and then proceeded to charge that $3,000
had been provided for Mr. Baird by the
railway company to buy up three mem-
bers of the legislature. When Gregory
said this, Mr. Stewart instantly arose
and said the whole statement was an
absolute lie and false in every particular.

Mr. Gregory is fast fitting himself for
the insane institution in St. John. His
mind is becoming unhinged or he could
not act so like a madman. We are told
by several reliable persons that on the
way to Andover on Monday last, he
loudly proclaimed that he was going to
Victoria county to expose a scandal which
would blow up Baird and the government
party. When he gets there he seizes
upon John E. Stewart, a quiet, unassum-
ing gentleman, at his (Gregory’s) fjrst
meeting and undertakes to bulldoze him
into confessing some iniquity which
Gregory’s distorted, and supicious mind
had already conjured up, and when
Stewart declines to be insulted by him,
pretends that he has unearthed a scandal.

We notice by the Gleaner’s report of the
meeting that Gregory says Baird told
Stewart that he (Baird) was to get $3,000
from the railway company to buy three
members, Messrs. Murray, LaBillous and
Theriault. Of course there is not a syllable
of truth in this atrocious charge. Mr. Baird
has, we suspect, as good a character as
Gregory and respects himselfas much ; and
we will leave Messrs.Murray,LaBillous and
Theriault to take care of themselves. It
is really too bad that respectable people,
such as the gentleman above mentioned,
should be slandered by a man who has so
little respect for himself and so little
character to lose as their traducer.

GENERAL MippLeroN has written a long
letter to the papers in defence of his
course in regard to Bremner’s furs and
the recommendations for promotions and
honors made after the Riel rebellion. The
ground taken by him is briefly as follows:
That the furs were taken in pursuance of
a well understood military rule; that he
had reason to suppose that the govern-
ment were willing that this rule should
be followed ; first, because of certain in-
structions given him in regard to property
seized ; secondly, because the minister of
militia requested him to bring home
momentoes of the rebellion for “ Sir John,
Sir Hector and myself,” to quote Sir
Adolph’s despatch; and thirdly, because
Hayton Reed, an official appointed to act
as his legal adviser, concurred in the
confiscation. He also avers that none of
the furs came into his possession, and he
denies that he profited one dollar by the
transaction. Inregard to the honors and
promotions, he says he made recommen-
dations, but they were not acceded to,
because, as Sir John Macdonald said, the
C. M. G.’s would be too few togo around,
and, moreover, the colonels of the Quebec
regiments were not included. He makes
out a pretty good case; but the pity of it
is that he has waited so long to do so.
He excuses this by saying'that as a mili-
tary man it was his policy to be silent until
relieved of his duty.

Reports from all parts of the province
are to the effect that the improvement in
the horse stock, due to the government
importation, exceeds the expectation of
everybody. The half-bred clevelands
and coachers are giving especial satisfac-
tion. They are large and promise to be
fit for the plough and the carriage. This
excellent work has only been fairly begun;
but already the result has repaid the out-
lay more than twice over.

THE potato crop in the United States
is very unpromising. In Canada itis very
good. It looks as though if the McKinley
bill passes, the first persons to feel the
effect of the increased duty on potatoes
will not be the Canadian farmer, but the
yankee consumer. The restrictionist
crowd on both sides of the boundary will
find out some day that they cannot always
tell whom they are going to hit when they
put on an extra duty.
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TuAr amiable sheet, the Gleaner, dis-
putes the accuracy of the Sun’s character-
ization of the attorney general, whose
“lapses” it says are “conducted with the
brazen boldness of a highway robber.”
How is that for a cool day in the last of
August?

An Interesting Occasion.

It may be worth reminding our older
readers that thirty years ago on the 4th day
of this month the Prince of Wales visited
Fredericton. What a day that was! The
streets were crowded as they never were
before or since, and when the Forest Queen,
with H. R. H. on board, came alongside of
Dowling’s wharf, then a new and fine
looking structure, so tremendous was the
cheering that although every church bell in
the city was clanging a welcome and those
ancient pieces of ordnance, which recently
adorned the officers’ square,were thundering
a royal salute, no one heard anything but the
loud voices of the loyal thousands.
It was an inspiring picture. The shore was
lined with people, the river crowded with
small craft. Queen street, from end to end,
was packed with people. Mayor Beek,
now auditor general, who had charge of the
whole arrangements in this city, received
the royal visitor and escorted him to the
carriage in waiting. Then the procession
formed, and the prince, guarded by the York
light dragoons, went up Queen strect to
government house. Judge Wilmot was a
striking figure in the procession, as in the
uniform of a cavalry colonel he rode beside
the prince’s carriage. The torch-light proces-
sion in the evening will be long remembered
by those who saw it. The next day was
Sunday, and the prince attended service at
the Cathedral. He was met at the door by
the bishop and escorted to his pew. Rev.
J. B. Medley read the prayers; Rev. C. S.
Medley the lessons and litany; Rev. Dr.
Coster the epistle, and Rev. H. Pollard the
Gospel. - The bishop’s text was Romans 14,
12, “So, then, every one of us shall give
an account of himself to God.” It wasa
splendid effort, and while referring to'the
memorable occasion did so incidentally.
On Monday the government, the city cor-
poration and the clergy presented addresses,
to each of which the prince replied. A
levee was held at government house, and
the never-to-be-forgotten park was opened,
the children singing God Save the Queen.
A grand ball was given in the evening. The
prince’s partners were : Hon. Mrs. Manners-
Sutton, Miss Florence Parker, Miss F.
Fisher, Miss Lizzie Hazen, Miss Medley,
Mrs. W. J. Ritchie, Mrs. Bayard and Miss
Robinson. The prince left for 8t. John by
the Forest Queen on Tuesday.

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.
Eighteen Persons Scalded to DNeath.

Bosron, Avaust 19.—The accident on the
0ld Colony railroad yesterday is the talk
of the city. When the engine jumped the
track, plunged into an embankment
twelve feet high and wasburied npon one
side, the tender, baggage car, smoker and
Pullman passed by the engine and were
stretched along for 100 feet beside the
track. The foremost passenger coach, No.
236, left the rail and its foremost trucks
swerved to the left and plunged diagonally
through the car floor. The car fell on its
left side on the engine. The lower forward
portion was torn to pieces, and of the pas-
sengers in the rear car, some fifty in num-
ber, many were thrown into the rear corner
from which eleven dead bodies were taken
out. The

ESCAPING STEAM AND SMOKE

from the engine instantly filled the car so
that those within could see nothing. The
scene of the accident is near the scene of
the frightful Wollaston disaster of a few
years ago. The train was the Vineyard
express, due in Boston at 1.10 p.m., and
consisted of five or six parlor and passen-
ger cars, usually fully loaded. .

Mr. Fennell, a housebuilder, of Boston,
was a passenger in the fourth car of the
train. It wagin thiscar, he says, that most
of the casualties occurred. The train was
running through Quincy at the rate of
thirty milesan hour. When near Presi-
dent’s bridge there was a rumbling sound
followed by an awful crash. The three for-
ward cars lurched and left thetrack. The
fourth kept the rails and swept right along

UPON THE BROKEN LOCOMOTIVE,
which lay in its way, forcing ifbelf; sight
on top of it. The shock was terrific and
it seemed as if the car drove up twenty
feet in the air, when the car deséended
on the engine it whirled suddenly over,
the occupants being thrown violently
about. The boiling steam came into the
car in dense clouds from the locomotive
beneath, scalding and almost suffocating
the people penned inside. A hele was
torn into the bottom of the car through
which many of the forty or fifty people
were taken out. Mr. Fennell, describing
his experience, says: “ Thirty seconds after
the car struck, I would have given $1000
for a drink ofany kind, from wiskey to
water. I thought I should suffocate.
The death dealing steam entered the
car in dense clouds from the locomotive
boiler. It filled every crevice and nook
and almost saffocated those whom. it did
net burn to death. It

CAUSED ALL THE DEATH,
in my opinion. Serious injuries would
have been the worst to report but for those
deadly fumes. Men and women were
gasping about me as they tried to shriek
and shout, and as they became weaker and
weaker as the steam filled their lungs, I
could see them push their hands or feet
through the broken windows trying in vain
to get a breath of fresh air. Itseemed as
though eight or ten died right there before
me. There were forty or fifty passengers
in the car and all seemed wounded more or
less, twenty-five at least seriously. I saw
them crying for help and Idid whatI
could. I saw the flesh burn from men and
woman as the cursed steam enveloped
them and I heard them groaning in their
death struggles as the scalding fumes be-
came hotter and denser. The sight I saw
and the sounds I heard will never go from
my memory. Finally I reached the hole
in the bottom of the car and in some way
crawled out. All about was,
WRECK AND RUIN. :

The passengers from the other cars had
then hardly gathered thamselves together
and were not seen. But over on a fence
bordering the railway track were ten or
twenty men, and it seemed to me one hun-
dred, watching the ruin and powerless
from fright and astonishment. I screamed,
shouted and swore at them. But. they
would not move, and the more .I.cursed
the more helpless they became. These men
— I hate to call them that—saw me rise
from my perilous position, saw - me tear
at boards of the car bottom with. all my
might, saw me pull helpless women from
the interior of the steaming cars, saw me
caught beneath a falling bar of iron and
unable to extricate myself to aid others,
and they refused to aid me. I do not
know whether they were fools or cowards,
but they received a sound and thorough
cursing from me. Igot out of the car as
best as I could and did what I was able to
do in assisting others. ”

The accident ig thought to have been
caused by a jack being left on the-road by
some workman.

Ky; aged 70; Mrs. Sue Fenley, daughter-
in-law of Mrs. Oscar Fenley,aged 30 ; Alice
Fenley, infant ; Catherine Fenley, aged 5;
F. P. Johnson of Montpelier, Vt; Mrs. F.
P. Johnson and A. E. C. Johnson, son of
above, aged 8 ; James Ryan of South Bos-

In Skibbereen, a measure of potatoes
which last year sold at four pence now
sells at ten pence.

The
famine fever has appeared in the Blasket
Islands on the West coast of Ireland, .

The goverment of India reports that the
medical authorities are unable to agree as
to whether leprosy is contagious. The
local goverments also differ on the ques-
tion. The proposed legislation will there-
fore be -postponed until further details
have been collected through the national
leprosy fund in conjunction with a medical
commission which will leave England in
October.

Holabird, of Los Angles, has returned
from an exploring expedition in the
canons of Colorado. He penetratad dis-
tricts never before explored and found
in an almost inaccessible canon 100 miles
north of Williams, and near the grand
canon of the Colorado, the Yavi Supai tribe
of Indians, who had never seen any white
man except John D. Lee, the Mormon,
who was shot for the Mountain Meadow
massacre.

The newspapersare all quoting with sur-
prise a paragraph from a German journal,
pointing out the fact that a person may
walk through seven German states in
seven hours. Before Bismark remodelled
Germany the road from Frankfort to
Hmburg (about ten miles) took the trav-
eller by five states — Frankfort, Darmstadt,
Nassau, Cassel, and Hmburg. I remem-
ber in these days finding myself seated for
several days at a table d’hote by my side
a very agreeable German. I took into
my head that he was the head waiter of
some hotel on his travels. When he was
leaving he told me that he inhabited some
town (I forget now its name) and invited
me if I ever came there to look him up.
“Certainly,” I said. “What is the name
of the hotel where you are?” “I do not
live in a hotel,” he replied ; “I live in the
palace, for I am the sovereign of the
country. ”

CANADIAN NEWS.

The Weok's Events in DBrief-The Cream
of our Exchanges.

Six or more British farm delegates have
been invited to Canada with a view of
promoting immigration. - There will be
three representatives of leading agricul-
tural societies.

The greatest customs seizure that has
been made in Manitoba for some time oc-
cured the other day,when Inspector Young
geized the electric plant of the company
at Portage la Prairie for undervaluation.

The body of Elzear Dauteuil, one of the
chief clerks of the patents branch, agricul-
tural department, Ottawa, was found in
the Rideau Canal. A small sum of money
and marks of violence were found on him.
He had been missing since Friday.

Itis announced by the Tribune that the
Northern Pacific & Manitoba railway has
been leased for a hundred years to the
Northern Pacificc. The lease takes the
shape of a traffic arrangement. For the
present the management will remain as
under the present arrangement.

Elijah -J. Zimmerman,a barber, employ-
ed at the Davenport hotel, Windsor, com-
mitted suicide by taking laudanum. He
was a single man and has relatives in
Springfield, Ohio. On the body was found
a sheet of paper on which was the follow-
ing:—“I am tired of life and to enjoy
myself seems impossible.”

Bergerville, a pretty village, situated
three miles from Quebec, is the prey of
diphtheria, owing to the culpable negli-
gerice of the naturally responsible parties
in such cases. Stagnant water in wells and
lack of disinfection are the causes of the
ixffection, just as it was the case in the ad-
joining village of Sillery last year.

Thursday the guards and keepers were
given their dinners in the Kingston pen-
itentiary for the first timesince the order
was issued many years ago. In future the
officers will notbe allowed to leave the in-
stitution during dinner hour. This pre-
caution is taken in order to beprepared for
a revolt should it take place while the
convicts are in the dining hall.

A man named Vineberg was recently
arrested for bigamy and sentenced to a
term in the Central prison, Toronto. After
his confinement wife number one, who
resides in Chicago, interviewed the au-
thorities at Ottawa and obtained his re-
lease. He was liberated Thursday, and
wife number two having in the meantime
forgiven the gay Vineberg, the three left
in the evening for Chicago.

The cat was administered to three con-
victs at the central prison, Toronto, on
Wednesday, being the second of three
installments of ten lashes each awarded
them last October. The felons are Patrick
Sheedy, William Leader and William
Turnbull of Guelph. This punishment is
for criminally assaulting a Salvation Army
lassie. Inaddition to three floggings, each
prisoner serves a term of a few days less
than two years in the central prison.

Le Canadien appeals to the patriotism
of the leaders of the Ottawa and Quebec
governments in order to provide work for
the population of the counties below Que-
bec whose crops are a total failure. Le
Canadien ascertains that thousands of
families are preparing to leave the country,
and unless the projected Matane railway
is pushed ahead in order to provide these
families with daily bread an emigration
will take place which will be ruinous to
the dominion.

The weed know as “ yellow top,” the
firat specimens of which were brought in
aship’s ballast some thirty years ago, from
neglect in destroying it, has now spread
everywhere on the Miramichi. Complaints
are made that the commissioner for
Newcastle does not have it cut down as
soon as it fiowers to prevent its seed ripen-
ing. The Commissioner thinks it is but
little use employing a man to cut it down
from the sides of the road when private
property holders pay no attention to it.
Something ‘should be done, it is a greater
pest than the thistle, also imported into
this.country, says the Advance.

A serious shooting affray occurred at
Georgetown, Ont., in which two persons
were shot. John Slater, who lives with
his wife and three children spent the
morning drinking, and in going home
picked a fight with his wife. After some
hot words he fired three shots with a re-
volver. The first struck the lower part of
her breast and glanced off on the right
side. The second struck herin the stomach
and lodged near her ribs. The third struck
her breast and glanced off to the right arm
and broke it. A‘scuffle ensued, when the
revolver, getting caught in their clothes,
went off, and a bullet when through
Slater’'s arm. A workman at the paper
mill telephoned for the police, who soon
afterwards arrested Slater and lodged him
injail. His condition is good, considering
the injury he received, but his wife’s re-
covery is doubtful.

The hay crop which has just been har-
vested has been secured in excellent order,
but on account of the dry season it is
generally considered to be below the
average. It is now beyond doubt the oats
will be very inferior in quantity, and
quality. The warm dry weather is whiten-
ing these too rapidly. The potatoes will
also be a small crop unless rain comes soon,
of which there is no appearance yet. So
little wheat is sown that it is of little ac-
count, several farmers sowed considerable
Japanese buckwheat, which in all cases is
looking well, and to all appearance will
yield large returns. It is evident that this
new buckwheat will be a great acquisition
to New Brunswick, and other provinces.
On the whole, however, the prospects of
an abundant harvest are blighted. The
farmers will require to dispose of a good
many of their stock.— Thig is the Advo-
cate’s summary of the Bay Chaleur crops.

General Sir,Fred. Middleton left Ottawa
for England. Quite a number of his friends
went to the depot to see him off. The
general was bidding hisfriends good bye
when J. B. Tackaberry, auctioneer, ap-
proached Sir Fred. and demanded the sum
of $35 due him for the work of valuing the
general’s household effects, some weeks
ago. Sir Fred. was quite surprised when
first confronted and imformed Mr. Tacka-
berry that he had left instructions with
his nephew to pay the bill. The auctioneer,
however, was bound not to be put off so
eagily and again demanded his money.
By this time, the crowd began to gather
and Sir Fred. was in a quandary just how
to evade more notoriety. The ready cash
was not ‘forcoming as expected by the
auctioneer, but upon the facts becoming
known to Mr. Gundry, local manager of the
Bank of Montreal that gentleman produc-
ed a cheque to which Sir Fred affixed his
gignature for the amount of the money
applied for. Here another break in the
proceedings occurred, as Mr. Tackaberry,
thinking that all was not right refused to
accept the cheque. Matters were settled,
however, by Mr. Gundry marking the
cheque as good. With this Mr. Tackaberry
withdrew and the general left for Montreal
asintended. Mr. Tackaberry says he was
engaged by Sir Fred a month ago to value
all his household effects, previous to their
sale by auction. Mr. Tackaberry with his
bookkeeper and another man did the work
thinking all the time that the sale would
take place, but it never did, hence the
reason for demanding payment for lots
time.

The Food Supply of the United States

3 [For the Herald.)

The Montreal Star says: “Some curious
facts, adduced by the Chicago Tribune, are
worthy of note in this connection. While
the population of the United States has in-
creased one-third in the last ten years, the
cereal production has augmented a trifle less
than aquarter. The meatsupply asa whole
is greater per capita than at the end of the
last decade, but in cereals, dairy products,
cotton and wool thereis a decided falling-off.
Hence agriculture in the United States has
not kept pace with population, though there
has been an extensive occupancy of previ-
ously wild lands, with a cheapening of the
cost of production due to the use of machin-
ery. As for wheat the comparison is really
surprising. The crop of last year was barely
ten per cent. greater than that of 1879, and
itis now stated that this years’ yield of
wheat will hardly equal that of 1880. It
would appear from these reports that there
is a limit to the wheat producing capacity of
American lands and that in a few years
wheat growing in the western states will
become comparatively insignificant as it has
been for years past in New York and Penn-
sylvania.”

When fifteen months ago I directed public
attention in the Century Magazine to the ap-
proaching exhaustion of the arable lands of
the United States and the inability of the
present owners of farms to keep pace with
the demands upon the agriculture due to the
rapid increase of population, most news-
papers,which favored the article with a notice
intimated that they thought I was very
much mistaken. The same doubt found a
place in the mind of the editor of the Century
and in a note appended to the title of my
paper, he said that an American view of the
question would be chortly presented. The
chief of the statistical department at Wash-
ington took exception very strongly to my
conclusions and asked permission of the
Century to answer them. I was, indeed,
strongly urged to take a less advanced ground
and to con:fine myself rather to a simple ex-
position of the capabilities of Canada. Since
then I have had the satisfaction of knowing
that several distinguished writers on econ-
omic subjects have come forward with
similar views. I have a letter from C. Wood
Davis, a contributor to the Forum and the
Arena on subjects of this nature, in which he
warmly congratulates me upon being the
first to draw the attention of the people of
the United States to this very important
question, and the statistical department at
‘Washington has sent out a warning note on
the subject, I mention this a little in self-
defence, since so many of my newspaper
friends seemed to think I had taken an un-
tenable position, and secondly in order to
point out the very important bearing, which
the facts, referred to in the extract above
quoted, must have upon the near future of
Canada. The increasing population of the
United States lays under tribute 12,000,000
additional acres of land every year. The
public domain cannot furpish more than
three or four years demand'at the outside;
the gradual diminution of exports will give
a margin of supply which will not be ex-
hausted for say five years more; but within
a decade the limit will be reached, and the
United States will cease to become an ex-
porter of raw articles of food, and become a
large imporfer—at least the imports of
farm produce will far exceed the exports,
which is the same thing practically.

Cheap food, and remunerative employ-
ment are what the people of the United
States must have. If not the social and
political fabric will be subjected to a strain
which it cannot bear. There is abundant
area on the continent to furnish the food,
abundant material to furnish employment
for labor and the world can be opened for a
market : but the sine que non of it all is free
trade. The day of restriction is very nearly

over.

E. Leonard & Son, of London, Ont., are
furnishing 95 horse power, with one of their
ball engines, and several other manufactur-
ers are putting in additional steam and
electric power. : :

The great maritime butter competition,
for which about $800 in prizes are offered, is
attracting great interest, and should give a
strongs timulus to this important industry in
the provinces. i

Among the many features of the exhibi-
tion, outside of the ordinary competition,
the following are worthy of special notice:

The West Indian exhibit, which will con-
sist of the products of the islands, will be
both large and varied. Oneof the islands
alone is spending $2,000 on their collection.
The Canadian, West Indian & South Ameri-
can 8. 8. Co., are offering free transport of
articles from there, and this department
cannot fail to be of interest to all classes of
people as well as a unique feature in Cana-
dian exhibitions.

Arrangements have been made Wwith
Messre. James Pain & Son, of London, Eng.,
and New York, (probably the largest manu-
facturers of fire works in the world,) for
several evenings of most elaborate displays,
in which they propose to introduce a num-
ber of attractive novelties. As this firm has
had charge of displays at exhibitions at
South Kensington and Sydenham Palace,
London, Eng., as well as the most import-
ant ones at other points in England and the
United States, their name is sufficient guar-
antee of the success of this part of the en-
tertainment.

As regards the musical programme, four
or five of the lecading bands have been en-
gaged, and in addition to thesea large organ
of 750 pipes is being erected by F. A.
Peters, of St. John, which will be util‘zed
for organ recitals, by some of the leading
organists. Arrangements are also being
made for a mammoth concert to be held in
the buildings, when this instrument with
an orchestra, and several hundred voices
will be utilized. Nearly all the leading
musical instrument manufacturers through
Canada and the United States, as well as
some from Germany, are making exhibits,
which will be placed at various points
throughout the buildings, and some of the
best musical talent has been engaged by
these people to display the tone and power
of their instruments.

The exhibition association has already re
ceived intimation from a number of com-
panies of glass blowers, museum managers,
photograph exhibition companies, etc., and
have arranged for a considerable number of
attractions of this class. 2

The exhibit to be made by:the educational
department of New Brunswick, will be of an
interesting character, containing work by all
grades in the various schools of the province.

The Moosepath driving park association are
providing a large and attractive programme
of horse racing covering four days, during
the exhibition, and the various base ball
and athletic associations are organizing for
important field days during the fair.

Death of Michael Colter.

Michael Colter, one of the oldest and most
respected residents of the city, passed quietly
away on Friday evening last at the ripe age
of eighty-five years. For some time the
old entﬂeman has been in a very low state,
unagle to take nourishment, and for some
days previous to his demise, his end has
been hourly expected. He leaves a widow,
three daughters and one son, Joseph Colter.
His funeral will take place from his late resi-

dence at 4.30 p. m. on Monday.

A Ride Through Madawaska.

I have known the Madawaska country for
twenty years, and can unhesitatingly say
that at no time during that period has it
presented a more attractive appearance than
it does just now. Undoubtedly, so far as
beauty of scenery goes, no part of the charm-
ing St. John valley excels that which lies
between Grand Falls and the mouth of the
St. Francis. A prettier railroad ride cannot
be found than that from Grand Falls to
Edmundston. For the whole  distance,
thirty-six miles, you are scarcely out of sight
of the river, and from the car windows there
is a constant succession of exquisite lands-
capes. Looked at from the bridge over the
St. John the view is very finein either di-
rection. The town of Grand Falls on its
elevated plateau, which stands 150 feet above
the water, makes a very pleasing picture,
and the sweep of the river above the bridge
gives a very choice bit of scenery. All
along through lower St. Leonards thereis
much to please the eye; and as the tenth
mile post is passed the track swings a little to
the right and the river a little to the left,
thereby opening a vista, the extreme of
which consists of the picturesque village of
Van Buren. A low fir-crowned bluff in the
foreground casts its shadows on the water
on the left and clumps of trees and a mass
of bushes bound the picture on the right. It
is such a bit of landscape as one might chose
for a panel. Through St. Anne parish the
road skirts the river closely, and both shores
can be taken in at a glance. The conforma-
tion of the country is such as to lend itself
readily to completing the picture begun by
the hand of man in clearing the forest and
erecting buildings. There is nothing like
monotony about the series of scenes pre-
sented, and one can look from the car win-

dows constantly without growing weary.:

At Grand Isle, where the train arrives about

sunset, the view is strikingly beautiful ; but.

the traveler must reserve his notes of ad-

miration for St. Basil, which is passed this’

time of year just as the evening shadows
begin to creep over the hills. Iused togeinto
ecstasies over the St. Basil landscape years
ago, and the more I see the keener grows

my admiration of this delightful spot. I

met the Hon. Joseph Howe on his return
from the North-West. - He had driven from
River du Loup to Woodstock. ‘‘There is
nothing in all Canada that I have seen” he

said, “that can equal the view from the |

roadside cross below St. Basil Chapel.” 1t is
hard to describe it. Seven miles away isa
dark range of hills and at the foot you see
the white houses of Edmundston. The
middle distance is a huge amphitheatre, con-
taining perhaps twenty thousand acres,
divided nearly in the middle by the winding
St. John,the hillsides are cleared to their sum-
mits in most places, with here and there
enough of the forest remaining to lend the
charm of variety. Long rows of white farm
houses and barns, broken on either side of
the river by the glittering church tower and
the little hamlet clustering around the
sacred edifice, reach away in great curves,
diverging from your point of view and con-
verging a few miles beyond like two great
crescents. It is a scene that will live in the
memory. Here it was that the wandering
feet of a party of Acadians, more than a
century ago found rest, and in all these
houses that you see, except those in distant
Edmundston, you will find none but French.
One side of the river is the state of Maine,
one side is Canada; but both sides are
equally French —illustrating in their ac-
quiescence in the political and legal condi-
tions of the two countries, the\wisdom of
what de Lotbiniere said to the English
house of commons as long ago as 1764, that
the people of New France would be content
with any system of laws well administered.
Lord North, with his faculty for never
understanding the true feeling of the people,
which, as every one knows, lost Great
Britain her thirteen colonies, thought other-
wise. He preferred to listen to the toryism
which sought to preserve the semi-feudal
condition of old Quebee, with the result that
he laid the foundations of an imperium in
imperio, that confronts the dominion to-
day and must/be settled with¢at every turn
in its political career.

But I did not set out to write on politics,

"and so we will get dlong to the crude, but

very lively little town of Edmundston,
terminus of the New Brunswick railway:
and starting point of the St. Francis railway.
If you want to stop in Edmundston, Magloire
Hebert or Felix Hebert will take good care
of you. Don’t expectanything metropolitan
except in the matter of cleanliness and you
will not be disappointed. You will get
enough to eat and won’t have to pay much
for it. Edmundston is a very pretty situated
town with fine viewsin all directions. You
can spend two days here very well. The
first day get a team and drive up towards
St. Frangis. In order to get back comfort-
ably the same night, perhaps you had not
better go any further than Fort Kent, a little
town in Maine. Get your dinner there and
come home on the side of the river opposite
to the one you go up on. By taking such a
drive you can see Jean Baptiste at homeand
he is well worth looking at. The scenery is
very fine along this drive. The second day
take the Temiscouata railway, go up to
Dennis Griffin’s, fish all day and come back
on the return train. It will be your own
fault if you do not get a big string of trout.
Possibly you may get a few large ones; but
don’t count on many more than ten inches
long. If you have more time go up to Lake
Temiscouta, concerning which I may have
something to say later on.

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AFTER A SLICE OF TURKEY.

A report prevails in diplomatic quarters [
that, a dissolution of the Turkish Empire
having become inevitable, Emperor Wil-
liam’s visit to his imperial relatives and
neighbors have been undertaken with a
view of securing, if possible, a peaceful
division of Turkey among the interested
powers, thus settling the Eastern question
for many years to eome. Concerning this
Earl Granville, who was Mr. Gladstone’s
foreign secretary, said :

“If anyone was to collect from day to
day the evidence furnished by the tele-
grams from Turkey as to the condition of
the Ottoman administration he would be
convinced that nothing short of a miracle
keeps the Turkish Empire in existence.
Recently, for example, it was reported

brigandage in Asia Minor is so serious
that additional troops must be sent to
protect the workmen constructing the
railroads. The state of Anatolia has been
much the same for the last twelve years.
The Administration is powerless alike to
preserve order and to carry on the ordin-
-ary work of government. - Only a few
days ago attention was called to the com-
plaints of the Sultan’s Mussulman subjects
in regard to the| mis-government of Asia
Minor. This is the most significant sign
of the near collapse of Turkey. The
Christians may be ill-used freely, but so
long as the Mussulmans are loyal the
stability of ;the Sultan’s rule, at least in
his Asiatic dominions, is not dangerously
menaced from within. But as soon as
the Turks themselves are ripe for. revolt
the end must come.”

What keeps the fabric still in appear-
ance erect and strong is not its own solidity,
but the desire of the great powers that it
shall not at present collapse. This will
enable the show of government to be
carried on so long as the~machinery does
not fall to pieces from within. But the
dry rot within the Empire has spread so
rapidly in recent years that. the powers
may at any time be confronted with a
new problem — that of propping up the
Sultan against the force of his own Moslem
subjects. Whether in view of this neces-
sity the powers will be able to make ar-
rangements to put aside their quarrels is a
question not to be settled by speculation.
In all probability those powers which for-
see the event and are prepared with
a policy will best secure their own
interests — their own share of the plunder.

HUNTING BEE TREES.

The outfit of the hunter for wild bees
congists of a box of matches, some old
honey-comb,and a small box with a draw
cover and a little comb honey in it. Pro-
ceeding on a warm, still, fair day to within
a quarter of a mile from the woods he pro-
poses to test, in the open field he buildsa
fire and heats two flat stones. Placing one
of the heated stones on a convenient stump
or rock, he puts on that a piece ofold comb
and covers it with the other hot stone, and
then draws the lid of the box part way
out, first plaging it near the burning comb,
the scent of which attracts the bees, and
they alight on the "comb honey. Gorging
themselves; they disappear. The first ones
toleave rise high inthe air, but as they
come thicker and faster, they make a “ bee-
line” from the box to theirtree. The hun-
ter notes this line by some large tree in the
woods. He then closes the lid, shutting
in bees, and proceeds to a spot to seeka
line at a right angle to the firstline. Open-
ing the box, the imprisoned bees depart
directly to their trees. Having the “ cross
line, ” he follows it up to the point where
it intersects the first line and there he finds
the “ bee-tree.”
