Wherefore, beloved children, how. 
ever many and wherever you may 
be, it you are able to visit her, Home 
invites yoq most lovingly to her 
arms.

In that ap­
peal it was asserted that Christ had 
declared all war unjustifiable, and 
that the earliest Christian writers 
were a unit in declaring the same 
thing. Father Ryder denies both 
these assertion. He says that there
is but one passage in the gospels__
the one wherein Christ said to the 
apostles, “if any one smite thee on
one ohe-. k, turn to him the other”__
which oan be quoted in support of 
the Quaker assertion. He contends 
furthermore,that this passage should 
not be interpreted as a command 
laid upon all mankind, but rather as 
a counsel given, to the apostles to 
regulate their bearing as mission­
aries. To this passage, moreover, 
Doctor Ryder opposes! the thirty, 
sixth verse of the eighteenth chap. 
1er of St John, wherein Christ said 
to Pilate: “ If My kingdom were of 
this world,verily would My servants 
bave fought so that I should not be 
delivered into the hands of the Jews” 
which passage he says contains a 
virtual recognition of the lawfulness 
of fighting under certain conditions. 
To the assertion that the early 
Christian writers oppose war, the 
Oratorian answers that Tertuiliaa 
and Qrigen are the only ones who 
oan reasonably be appealed tq on 
the subject; and he says that their 
opposition to military service was 
principally instigated by their 
knowledge that such service exposed' 
those who engaged in it to the dan­
ger of being compelled to particip­
ate in idolatrous worship. Having 
laid down the principle that there 
are eiroumstanoes in whieh war be­
comes lawful, if not a duty, Doctor 
Ryder discusses the question what 
wars are justifiable. Defensive wars 
are generally, he says, regarded as 
such, and offensive ones looked at in 
the contrary light. But some offen­
sive wars assy he simply anticipa­
tory defensive ones; and methods 
may be used in defensive ware, or 
feature? may attach *) them, which 
would inve#‘taem with an unohrist- 
ian 5nd illegal Character. War that 
is undertaken purely for material 
gain and conquest, can not be de­
fended upon any ground? Wars of 
liberation or redemption—snob as 
were the crusades, the religious wars 
of Catholic ages, and such as we are 
fond of telling ourselves was our 
late encounter with Spain—may be 
made excusable and even justifiable 
and praiseworthy when they are 
undertaken ob purely philanthropic 
grounds.

AT OTTAWA.
DRUMMOND BILL PASSED - MORE MONEY 

"WANTED — HAPPY OTTAWA — IRON 
BOUNTIES AND PROTECTION -— THE 
GERRYMANDER

(Special Correspondence to the Herald.)

Notice has been given in the 
Senate at Ottawa, that the Drum­
mond and Grand Trunk bill, over 
which the all night session was 
held in the Commons, will be 
taken up some of these days. It 
appears the Government have 
riven up threatening senators, 
and are now disposed to try milder 
methods of persuasion. The Min­
ister of Justice, it is expected, will 
adopt a different tone from that erf 
Mr. Blair, who attempted to con­
vince the Commons that the pro 
posed contracts were very little, if 
any, better than the one thrown 
out by the Senate.' Should Mr. 
Mills adopt a line of argument on 
this point similar to that of Mr. 
Blair, it will simply be an invita 
tion to the Senate to repeat its 
former performance. It is pos­
sible, therefore, that the Minister 
of Justice will be careful nflt * 
follow the example of the Minis! 
of Railways. It is stated that a 
number of senators have not hesi­
tated to express their disapproval 
of the contract even now present­
ed, and that it will not receive 
their support.

On two occasions during the 
present session of the Dominion 
Parliament, Premier Laurier and 
his colleagues have shown most 
reprehensible obstinacy in refus- 
ing to comply with the reasonable 
requests of the Opposition, and in 
both cases the result has been 
ministerial humiliation in being 
obliged finally-to yield to the de­
mands which they first opposed. 
The first of these occasions was 
during the all night session, week 
before last, when Mr. Blair backed 
down from the position he first 
assumed and produced the infor­
mation asked for by the Opposi­
tion. The second back down took 
place on Friday night last, w*h?a 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier first absolutely 
refused to allow an adjournment 
of the debate on the redistribution 
bill, and afterwards, when his un­
tenable position was pressed upon 
him by Sir Charles Tupper, sub­
sided and asked the mover of the 
adjournment to repeat his motion 
On both occasions the Government 
manifested an extraordinary com­
bination of weakness and ob­
stinacy.

Evidence bas been furnished 
from time to time, ever since the 
Grits attained power in this Pro- 
vince,in 1891,thatthe Department 
of Education has to a greater or 
Jess extent been utilized as a poli 
tical machine to obtain and retain 
votes in different districts for sup­
porters of the Government. Cases 
have been cited in the Legislature 
wherein candidates for Teacher’s 
licenses have been granted their 
licenses, although failing to make 
the necessary marks, in conse 
quence of support either previ­
ously given or promised in the 
near future, by the father or other 
relatives of the candidate." Rumor 
is rife at present regarding tactics 
of tMs kind practiced at the re­
cent ^examinations for licenses. 
When a candidate, feeling morally 
certain that he has made as many 
marks as some who have obtained 
license, makes inquiry about his 
papers he gets no satisfaction. 
Subsequently he is asked by some 
third party to what political party 
his father belongs. Certainly 
this appears, on the face of it, a 
rather peculiar method of pro­
cedure in the matter of granting 
certificates: yet it is rumored that 
something like this has taken 
place in connection with the recent 
examinations. If there is one 
branch of the public service more 
than another that should be qd-„ 
ministered without suspicion of 
political favoritism it is the de­
partment of education, The 
amount of money paid for educa­
tion is very L*ge Mid surety the 
tax payers expect that ll 
money is not to be used to main­
tain a mere political organization 
where friends of the Government 
are to obtain advantages for their 
children,wholly regardless of their 
merits or demerits. Surely things 
have come to a pretty pass, if the 
department of education is to be 
prostitued to the degrading posi­
tion of a mere vote getting organi­
zation for the Government. We 
will return to this subject in a 
future issue. In t-he mean time 
we would warn the Government 
to be just a little careful how 
they manipulate, for their politi­
cal advantage, matters connected 
with education.

Ottawa, June 17.—The House has 
at last got clear of the Drummond 
contract. On Tuesday the third 
reading of the Grand Trunk and 
Drummond bills was taken by a ma­
jority of 51, on a straight party vote, 
except that Mr. Moore, of Stanstead, 
supported the bill. Mr. Foster, 
while opposing the contracts showed 
that the bargain now made with the 
Grand Trunk was $62,500 a year bet­
ter for the country than the one made 
by Mr. Blair two years ago and 
thrown out by the Senafe. The new 
Drummond bargain saves $18,000 a 
year over the one killed by the Sen­
ate in 1897. So the country has to 
thank the Senate for saving $80 500 
a year for all time to come. Mr. 
Blair defended the new contract as be 
did the old one, but was a little em­
barrassed by circumstances, If he 
claimed that the new bargain was 
better than the old one, he condemned 
the old one and justified the Senate 
in throwing it put. If he declared 
that the new bargain was no better 
than the old one, he held out an in 
ducement to the Senate to treat this 
compact as it did the bargain of 1897
A NEW BATCH OF ESTIMATES.

The current fiscal year closes at the 
end cf this month. Within twenty 
days of the close of the year Mr 
Fielding came dower to the House 
with a request for a vote of $2 647,- 
928, in addition to the supply voted 
at last session for these twelve months. 
The House had been in session three 
months before these estimates were 
brought down, but when they did 
come the ministers were in a great 
hurry to get the money voted before 
the month was out. The House, 
therefore, has been in committee 
during most of this week. Estimates 
thus rushed through include $1,130, 
054 for the Yukon. This is addi­
tional to the sum which the Govern­
ment last year thought to be sufficient. 
The Minister of Militia wants $250,- 
oee additional to complete the cost 01 
maintaining his fotpe of soldiers in 
the Yukon, â force which does not 
appear to have had anything to do. 
In the discussion ol these supplemen­
tary items it was found that expend! 
tures of $7,000 for one building, and 
of $40,000 in another structure Were 
carried through or ordered without 
competition or tender, Some mem 
hers cannot understand why contracts 
for thousands of dollars should be 
farmed out among the friends of the 
Government when every ten dollar 
mail contract is put up to be fought 
for by the people in the county dis 
trie**. The largest job mentioned is 
a $40,000 lighthouse on the St. Law­
rence. The item for this waS not 
brought in until June 25, and it was 
then found that the work had been 
comm-:nced and the whole enterprise 
was well under way before parliameni 
had consented or even been informed 
on the subject, and that the Govern­
ment was carrying on the building by 
days work, and had bought the ma 
terial without tender.

OTTAWA FELIX.
Ottawa is happy. Tfje Finance Min 

ister has asked foraspecial annual gram 
of $60,000 a year for twenty years 
“for the purpose of improving and 
beautifying the city of Ottawa by the 
acquisition, maintenance and im­
provement of public squares and the 
improvement of the streets and tho­
roughfares in the said city.’-’ This is 
said toi£ » fulfilment of the Premier’s 
promise to make Ottawa “ The Wash­
ington of the North.” The grant is 
in addition to other votes now regu 
larly mtie. Major’s Hill, the one 
large paresis already maintained by 
the Dominion. Last year the fed 
eral treasury contributed about $20,- 
000 towards maintenance of the pub­
lic streets and bridges of Ottawa, while 
something over $7,000 was expended 
on the park, snd $rgtooo was paid to 
the city water department. An addi­
tional $60,000 will give the people of 
Qttaya better streets and finer parks 
than àTy other city of Panada, without 
cost to themselves. It il not pro­
posed tethand this $60,000 a year t; 
the city government, but to have the 
money expended by commissioners 
appointed 6y the Government.

IRON BOUNTIES.
Mr. Fielding had the pleasure o 

receiving the unanimous support cf 
the Opposition, and the warm com 
mendation of Sir Oharles Tupper when 
he brought forward bis resolutions ex­
tending to 1907 the period during 
which iron bounties may be paid. 
The Finance Minister proposes that 
$3 per ton shall be paid on iron pro­
duced before 1903, and that the rate 
be gradually reduced thereafter for 
four years more, when it is to dis­
appear altogether. Mr. Fielding pre­
dicted an increase of operations in the 
iron work# at-J^WMUoo^anitounced 

elr the establishment of smelting Wor|ts at 
Deseronto and Midland, Ontario, and 
described the larger enterprise about 
tv be taken in Gape Breton by Mr, 
Whitney of the Dominion Coal Com 
pany. Sir Charles Tupper commend­
ed this adoption by the Government 
of the iron bgunty policy of the Con 
servatives. He quite sgrggd with 
Mr Fielding that large industries 
would be established, and shared the 
hope that steel ship building would 
become one of the leading Gan 
industries, and the marine supremacy 
of Canada be restored. Sir Oharles 
advised Mr. Fielding to allow the same 
bounty to Iron .from Newfoundland 
ore as to iron from Cauadian ore, but 
the Government does not see its wsy 
clear to 4° this- Of course several 
Opposition membeis reminded min 
isters and their supporters of their 
former attacks on iron bounties, and 
congratulated them on this further 
evidence of their conversion to pro­
bative practice if not to protective 
principles. Three Government sup­
porte?!, Mr. Edwards, Mr. Ellis and 
Ifr. Rogers, raised a note of protest 
against the departure from the Liberal 
platform. Mr. Bertram came to the 
defence-, of the Government by ex­
plaining that it was often necessary in 
practice tor virtuous governments to 
adopt vicious principles. Dr. Sproqle. 
who earlier in the week had proposed 
a resolution in favor of a bounty on 
beet toot sugar, and several other 
member^ suggested that bounties need 
not be limited to Iron,

THE BO-CALLED GERRYMANDER.
The week closed with the beginning 

of an animated debate -on the redistri­
bution bill. Mr. Mnlock has the mea­
sure in charge and spoke at some 
length on the second reading. After 
denouncing the representation bills in­
troduced by the late Government, Mr. 
Mnlock proceeded with what he called 
an explanation of the measure. He had 
not proceeded far when he was met 
with a running fire of questions as to 
the meaning of the different danses and 
the reason for them. Mr Mnlock eat 
down without making matters clear, 
but not until he had explained that the 
bill would be so amended as to give 
Toronto five members instead of four 
as at first intended. The extra mem­
ber is to be taken from Kent, Ontario, 
which is now to have two members in­
stead of three. Mr Mnlock stated that 
Toronto would be cat op into single 
member ridings: bat in reply to ques­
tions admitted that Hamilton and Ot­
tawa would remain double member 
eeats. He also stated that while tha 
bill destroyed a double member consti­
tuency in Toronto to make single mem­
ber seats it was proposed to combine 
the single member ridings in Prince 
Edward Island to make doable seats. 
The apology for this inconsistency was 
that Prince Edward Island by ancient 
custom elected two members together. 
But Sir Charles Tupper pointed out that 
the people of 8t John have for a century 
voted for 8t. John County members and 
yet the bill, which professed to restore 
old conditions, took away this right.

THE OPPOSITION LEADER.
Sir Charles Tupper reviewed Mr 

Mulock’s explanations, pointing out 
that even the Postmaster General was 
obliged to admit that the bill followed 
no fixed principles, and did not carry 
out its own professions. It did not in 
all cases respect county boundaries 
though that was represented to be its 
purpose. It was not restricted to the 
counties affected' by the previous mea­
sures though it professed to be required 
■0 remedy the injustice of previous re­
distributions. It did not respect popu­
lation bat gave four members to 200,000 
people in one place, and ten members to 
200,000 in another place, It restored 
old conditions in Prince Edward Is­
land, and disturbed old conditions in 
New Brunswick.

There wee but one motive and pur­
pose behind the bill. It was intended 
to keep tbs present ministers in power 
even if a majority of the people were 
against them; to strike down such mem­
bers as M. Clancy, Mr. McNeil, Mr. 
McLean, and others whose constituen­
cies were to be gerrymandered. Sir 
Charles however, warned the ministers 
that they were gloating too early over 
the prospects of destroying their op­
ponents.

The bill was not yet law and the Op­
position leader frankly informed the 
Government that he did not believe it 
ever would become law.Tbe measure was 
distinctly pontrary to the constitution 
and Sir Charles predicted that it would 
be resisted in the Commons as fat as 
possible, and Would also be opposed in 
the Senate where the resistance might 
be more effective. Hon Mr. Paterson 
closed the debate tor this week and Hon 
Clarke Wallace has the floor for the be­
ginning of next week’s discussion.

IN TRANSIT.
Several resolutions which have been 

discussed daring the week stand ad­
journed for future treatment. These 
include the Ottawa and Georgian Bay 
Canal project which was again called 
up and farther discussed, bat without 
bringing out a ministerial statement, 
The Hurontorio project was also dis­
cussed at some length and laid over. 
Dr. Spronl’s resolution tn favor of a 
bounty on sugar made from the Can 
adian beet was supported by taauy 
Ontario members, but was opposed by 
the Minister of Agriculture.
