Killed on the Canada Southern 
Railway.—It is our sorrowful duty this 
week to record the sudden death by an 
accident oil the railway of Mr. Wm.

Farm and Garden.

HARvermio.—Work is not «11 that 
claims attention from us at this season. 
•Our personal comfort and health deserve 
some thought, and indeed, these are a 
first requisite to a proper condition for 
work. The heat and sweat of the har­
vest field may be greatly moderated by a 
little management. Very little water 
should be drank; excessive drinking 
causes excessive prespiration, and this 
causes thirst, and thirst encourages 
drinking. If one merely washes the 
mouth with cold water, and sips a mix­
ture of water, oatmeal or a small quan­
tity of vinegar or lemon juice, the usual 
profuse perspiration will be avoided, and 
the thirst will disappear.

Protect the Hrad. —The sun’s heat 
is most injurious when it strikes the 
head and the back of the neck. To pro­
tect these, fasten a white handkerchief 
or a square of white muslin on to the 
hat, so that it falls over the back part of 
the brim and hangs loosely. This keeps- 
up a movement of the air around the 
head, and shades it *rom the sun’s rays

Using Water.—Cold water is injuri­
ous when drunk too copiously. It is 1

Household Hints.
Light Brown Bread.—Mix together

quickly absorbed into the blood, and 
cools it too rapidly, often producing 
chill, and sometimes paralysis of the 
heart, and sudden death. This is mis­
taken sometimes for sunstroke, or con­
gestion of the brain, which rarely 
happens to a healthy man, or, except 
through some imprudence. The blood 
may be cooled very rapidly by pouring 
cold water on the wrists, but this should 
be done cautiously, for fear of too sudden 
cooling and a reaction to a state of fever.

Care or Animals. —Animals are sub- 
lect to the same sanitary laws as man­
kind. What is bad for ourselves is bad 
for our horses or cows, and we should 
exercise reasonable precautions in our 
care of stock at this season of the year.

Ccrmo Grain.—Opinions differ as to 
the precise time for cutting grain. But 
there is no difference of opinion as re­
gards the loss by permitting grain to get 
over ripe before it is cut The best time 
to cut any grain is when the grain is still 
soft As soon as the straw is yellow be­
low the ear, no more substance is taken 
from the soil; but yet it will not do to 
cut the grain as soon as this occurs. Be­
cause the sap of the straw is being con­
verted into the starch of the grain, and 
the berry is filling, the straw should not 
be too suddenly dried, lest this process 
be stopped before it is complete. The 
time for cutting depends upon the wea­
ther somewhat, and some judgment must 
be exercised for each special case. For 
years we have cut wheat, rye and oats as 
soon as the grain was sold enough to rub 
out in the hands from the chaff, and be­
fore it was too hard to be easily crushed 
with the thumb nail. If cut earlier it 
shrinks, and if it is cut later it shells.

Futttno it Grain.—It is safe to put 
up the shocks as though a storm was ex­
pected. Then if rain comes no damage 
is done. A set of stout tarred twine 
bands cost less than the straw hands.
A pound of wheat is worth two cents, 
and many a pound is lost in binding an 
acre of grain with the straw. The twine 
bands will last many years if taken care 
of, and will serve for binding the wheat, 
oat, and com crops.

Stacking Oats.—Stacks of oats if 
carelessly put together are often de­
stroyed by exposure. Every farmer 
may know that the heads of bundles—of 
every bundle—should be kept higher 
than the butts or straw end. But care­
less hands often place the heads lower 
than, or at least on a level with the 
butts, thus inviting mildew and decay.
If oats are to be saved for seed, it is best 
to wait until they ripen before cutting.
If the straw and leaves are to be used 
for, food, it is best to cut while the oats 
are in the dough state and while the 
leaves and stems are still green. Oat 
straw so harvested is thought to be very 
much more nutritious than com fodder, 
and nearly equal to Timothy. Many, 
indeed, cut and house oats the same as 
hay, and believe it to be fully as 
vtduable.

three cupfuls of rye meal, not rye 
two of Indian meal, one of molasses, one 
teaspoonful of salt, and four cups of 
milk; sour milk may be used, with the 
addition of two level teaspoonfuls of 
soda dissolved in it, and it makes better 
bread than sweet milk. Beat these in 
gradients to a smooth batter, pour it 
into a buttered covered mould or tin 
pail, set in a pot containing enough boil­
ing water to reach half way up the side 
of the mould, and steam it for at least 
two hours; then uncover the mould, and 
bake it for half or three-quarters of an 
hour in a moderate oven, the bread is 
done when the top and sides are light.

To Settle Coffee.—To settle coffee 
without eggs, put the ground coffee —
I wo tableepoonfuls or more, according 
to the size of the family—to soak over 
night in a teacup of water. .In the 
morning add more water and put it on 
to boil, boiling fifteen or twenty minu­
test then fill in what water is necessary 
and put the coffee-pot on the stove. 
In fifteen minutes it will be as clear as 
amber.

Queen's Cake.—Take one pound of
sifted sugar, one pound of flour, one 
pound of flour, one pound of currants 
(washed and picked), flavor with nut­
meg, mace and cinnamon (as preferred), 
beat the whites of the eggs for twenty 
minutes, work the butter to a cream, 
add the sugar and mix all. Then beat 
the yolks for half air hour and put them 
to the butter. Beat all together and 
then add the currants, flour and spices. 
Sprinkle with sugar when placed in the 
little tin pans for baking.

There is nothing better for a cut than 
powdered rosin. Get a few cents' worth 
of rosin, pound it until-it is fine and put 
it in an empty, clean pepper or spice box 
with perforated top; then you can easily 
sift it out on the cut, put a soft cloth 
around the injured member and wet it 
with cold water once in a while. It will 
prevent inflammation and soreness. In 
doing up a burn the main point is to 
keep the air from it. If sweet oil and 
cotton are not at hand, take a cloth and 
spread dry flour over it, and wrap the 
burned part in it. It is always well to 
have some simple remedies in the house 
where you can get them without a mo- 
men’s loss of time; a little bottle of pep- 
perment, in case of oolie, chlorate of 
potash for sore throat, pepsin for indi­
gestion and a bottle of brandy.

Do not iron a red tablecloth at all; 
wash it carefully in warm suds (not hot), 
rinse well and when ready to hang on 
the line take great pains to pull it so 
that it will keep the proper shape. It 
will retain its color much longer than if 
ironed.

One use to make of a colored table­
cloth which is too much faded to look 
well on the table, is to turn it into a 
crumbcloth. Starch it as stiff as possi­
ble, iron it nicely, keeping the edges 
straight. Instead of tacking it to the 
carpet, pin it in place; then it will be 
little trouble to take it up when it needs 
washing; it will keep clean a long time.
It is a good thing to know this, even if 
you have a handsome crumbcloth, as 
this can be put down when that has to 
be taken up and cleaned.

THE BE Alt LA UGH CASE.
The Bradlaugh case is likely to create 

more excitement than ever. That gen­
tleman endeavored on Wednesday last, 
as will be seen in another column, to 
force hie way into the House of Com­
mons and was ejected by force. The 
sight is not a pleasing one, no matter 
how it is looked at.

Bradlaugh, it is true, acted foolishly 
at first in the matter of the oath’s test, 
but his after action, until Wednesday 
last, was that of an aggrieved person 
seeking justice. We have always con­
tended tliJt the test oath in our legis­
lative halls is a mistake. The absurdity 
of the thing is easily seen, if we look at 
the complexion of the House of Com­
mons or the House of Lords, as at pres­
ent constituted. The majority of the 
members, although nominally Christian, 
are really as devoid of true Christianity, 
as Bradlaugh professes to be. Were a 
thorough test applied to either of the 
great'Houses that govern England to­
day, a fearful and wonderful exhibit 
would be the result. The loudest howl­
ers against Bradlaugh are many of them 
unconverted men, and their action can­
not be taken as an evidence of the re­
ligious opinion of the people of Britain.

The spirit of intolerance and bigotry 
that causes the persecution of Bradlaugh 
— for it is not short of persecution—is 
not in accordance with the teachings of 
the meek and lowly Naÿarene; rather is 
it on a par with the actions of those who 
cried, “Crucify Him; crucify Him!” 
No good will result from the intolerant 
action of the bigots. Persecution never 
yet helped the cause of the persecutors, 
and it never will.

John Bright advocates the constitu­
tionality of Bradlaugh s action; others 
who question his beliefs, admit his right 
to sit for Northampton; and the best 
minds of England to-day are firmly sat­
isfied that as Wilkes triumphed in hie 
day and generation,when fighting single- 
1 landed against the British Parliament, 
so will the constitutionality of Brad- 
laugh’s claim to his seat in the House of 
Commons be acknowledged ere long.

With Bradlaugh’s anti-theological opin­
ion we have nothing to do. Every man 
is the keeper of his own conscience, and 
his religious or irreligious opinions are 
matters of a private nature,for which he, 
and he Alone, will be held accountable.

Bradlaugh on hie attempting to enter 
the Rouse of Commons. Bradlaugh 
waa quietly removed from the lobby and 
conveyed by the police into the yard. 
Bradlaugh remained some time in the 
Palace yard with his arms folded, three 
policemen in front of him, barring the 
way to the House.
In the House of Commons, Labnuchere 

(Advanced Liberal) raised a question of 
privilege that the resolution of the 
House in regaid to Bradlaugh only ex 
eluded him from the House, whereas he 
had been removed from the lobby. La- 
bouchere moved that the officials were 
therein exceeding their authority.

The Speaker replied that he consider­
ed it his duty to order Bradlaugh’s re­
moval, and added, “The door of the 
House is closed." The cheers of’ the 
crowd were audible inside the House.

Gladstone supported the Speaker, and 
said that La bouchera'* motion waa un­
tenable. He declared that Bradlaugh 
must now be treated as having no more 
right to enter the House than a strong 
er.

Northcote endorsed Gladstone’s view.
While Lawson (Radical) waa speaking 

against the illegal conduct of the House, 
Bradlaugh who had evaded the police, 
endeavored to force an entrance, but 
waa seized by the n#esaengers and dragg 
ed from the doors, when he was taken 
in charge by six policemen, still resisting 
strenuously, his coat being tom in the 
struggle.

The Speaker ruled that the motion of 
Lawson for rescinding the former reso­
lutions against the admission of Brad 
laugh were irrelevant, and the question 
before the House was the conduct of the 
Speaker in prohibiting Bradlaugh’s ac­
cess to the lobby.

After Broadhurst (Advanced Liberal) 
and Cowen (Radical Reformer) had 
spoken in favor of Bradlaugh, John 
Bright described how Bradlaugh had 
been brought down to the Palace Yard 
in a fainting condition. He thought 
such a scene unprecedented. He ap 
pealed to the opposition to reconsider 
their former decision so as to extricate 
themselves from the present difficulties. 
He was called to order for irrelevancy.

Manners (Conservative) laid Bright’s 
attitude waa calculated to encourage 
Bradlaugh who necessitated his forcible 
ejectment.

Amendment to Lsbouchere’s motion 
declaring that the House approves the 
conduct of the Speaker and officials un­
der his orders, was accepted by Glad 
stone and Northcote and passed. A num­
ber of Liberals quitted the House be 
fore the vote was taken, amidst ironical 
cheers. Bradlaugh, after his expulsion, 
went for a summons against the police.

When Bradlaugh approached the 
Houae of Commons this morning he 
looked pale, and evidently suffered from 
suppressed excitement. His black dress 
heightened the effect of his pallor, and 
it waa remarked that he looked like an 
animated corpse. A rumor ran through 
the lobby that Bradlaugh meant to use 
actual force to obtain an entrance and 
resist his removal An immense throng 
gathered outside, and the arrangements 
to prevent Bradlaugh’s entrance were 
most complete. At the door of the 
House stood two Deputy Sergeants-at 
Arms, Hanked on either side by police­
men picked for great bodily strength. 
A number of athletic Conservative mem 
bers also stood clyse to the door. With 
a resolute stride the member for North­
ampton made directly for the door, and 
so eager were the members to hear and 
see all that occurred that the rush near­
ly pushed him into the sacred precincts. 
Erskine, however, barred the way, and 
a parley ensued. Suddenly Bradlaugh 
seized Èrskine and attempted to push 
him aside. Immediately the member 
from Northampton was seized by the 
deputies and policemen. He struggled 
violently, and a most painful scene en­
sued. He was half pulled and shoved 
through the door, followed by hundreds 
of members, principally Conservatives. 
Down the broad stairway, struggling all 
the way with might anil main, at the 
risk of breaking his own and captor’s 
necks, Bradlaugh was dragged, until the 
Palace yard was reached. Then the 
door was swung to and the expelled 
member released. A number of dele­
gates witnessed the scene from beyond 
the line of policemen, and cries of 
“Shame ! Shame !" rent the air, as 
Bradlaugh was hurled out of the door. 
For a moment it seemed as if a physical 
contest with the police was about to en­
sue, and had the struggle with Brad­
laugh continued, the affair would pro­
bably have ended in a riot. When 
Bradlaugh recovered, he said to Inspec­
tor Denning that he would return with a 
force that would compel his admission 
or arrest. Denning asked him how 
many would come with him. Brad- 
laui/h replied “Something less than a 
million. ’’ Cheer after cheer waa given 
for Bradlaugh by the people, but the

almost alone. When Bradlaugh was 
seized by the usher he grappled with 
him fiercely, shouting “If any one dares 
to hinder me !" He was hustled down 
the members’ staircase, grappling the 
police and members, but no blows were 
struck. He was ghastly [>ale when he 
appeard in the Palace yard. Almost 
fainting, a glass of water was brought to 
him and his face bathed. The sum­
monses against the police, applied for 
by Bradlaugh, were refused, but the 
magistrate advised him to prepare infor­
mation in reference to the summonses 
desired for assault.

Bradlaugh’s case will lie immediately 
considered by the Cabinet Council. A 
ministerial statement on the subject Is 
expected before the close of the ses­
sion.

The man knew it was 
the same fly that visited him every day, 
because he noticed two dark spots on its 
wings, and it had a curious hatit of 
winking both eyes at once when about 
to attack him. After some weeks of 
this continual fighting, tho poor prisoner 
began to enjoy the contest, for no mat­
ter how hard ho tried to catch the fly, 
it continually eluded him. Due night 
the horse-thief killed two guards in at­
tempting to eacape, and was removed ti 
a distant cell, heavily ironed. For some 
days he waa left alone, and he sorely 
missed hie companionship of the little 
Hy with which he had formerly waged a 
daily war. At length one day the fly 
found out where the prisoner was con­
fined, and immediately began to tease 
him on a particularly tender spot under 
the right eye. The manacled horse- 
thief could not brush him away, and 
was forced to lie quiet. The fly, evi­
dently noticing that something was 
wrong, because the man did not try to 
hit himself in the eye, retired a few 
yards. A glance at the manacles soon 
revealed the state of affairs, and ever 
afterwards the fly remained in the cell, 
but ceased to annoy the man.

Some Amusing Sells.

“People who talk slang.” said the late 
Mortimer Collins, “are those who either 
cannot or do not think; and there is no 
doubt that he is right.

THE BELL ROPE.

Hew II Came le be lut reduced eu RuHread
______ TlRSlee-__ , ____-oMomM

In the early dap of ^lie railroad in 
this country the locomotive engineer was 
the master ot the train, says the Sala­
manca Republican. Ho ran it according 
to his judgment, ami the conductor hint 
very little voice in the matter. Collect­
ing fares, superintending the loading 
and unloading of freight, and ahouling 
“All aboard !" were all that the conduc­
tor waa expected to do. The Krie n>i'- 
way wa* then the New York A Erie rail 
road. There waa no rail connection with 
Jersey City in 1842. Boats carried 
passengers from New York to Piernivnt- 
on-the-Hudson, which was then the 
eastern terminus of the mad. Turners, 
forty seven miles from New York, \vtt> 
as far west as the railroad was in opér­
ation. One of the pioneer conductor» ol 
this line was the late Capt. Ayers. He 
ran the only ‘train then called for be­
tween the two terminal points. It was 
made up of freight and passenger cars.

The idea of the engineer, without any 
knowledge of what was going on back of 
the locomotive, having hia way as to how 
the train waa to lie run did not strike 
the captain as being according to the pro­
priety of the thing. He frequently en­
countered a fractious passenger who in­
sisted on riding without paying his fare. 
As there waa no way of signaling the en­
gineer, and the passenger could not be 
thrown from the train while it was in 
motion, the conductor in such cases had 
no choice but to let him ride until a reg­
ular stop was made.

Capt. Ayers finally determined to in­
stitute a new system in the running of 
trains. He procured a stout twine, suf­
ficiently long to reach from the locomo­
tive to the rear car. To the end of this 
string next the engineer lie fastened a 
stick of wood. He ran the cord back 
over the care to the last one. He in­
formed the engineer who was a German,, 
named Abe Hammil, that if he deaired 
to have the train stopped he would pull 
the string and raise the stick, and would 
expect the signal to be obeyed. Ham- 
mil looked upon this innovation as a di­
rect blow at his authority, and when the 
train left Piermont he cut the stick loose. 
At Turners lie told Capt. Ayers that h0 
proposed to run the train himself, with­
out interference from any conductor. 
The next day the captain rigged up his 
string and stick of wood again.

“Abe," said he, “this thing's got to be 
settled one way or the other to-day. If 
that stick of wood is not on the end of 
this cord when we get to Turners you've 
got to lick me or I’ll lick you."

The stick was not on the string when 
the train reached Turners. The captain 
pulled off his coat and told Hammil to 
get off his engine. Hammil declined to 
get off. Capt. Ayers clinied to the en­
gineer's place. Hammil started to jump 
off on the opposite side. The conductor 
hit him under the ear and saved him the 
trouble of jumping. That settled for­
ever the question of authority on rail­
road trains. Hammil abdicated aa auto, 
crat of the pioneer Erie train; the twine 
and stick of wood manipulated by the 
conductor controlled the management. 
This was the origin of the hell-rope, now 
one of the most important attachments 
of railroad trains. The idea was quickly 
adopted by the few roads then in oper 
ation, and the bell or gong in time took 
the place of the stick of wood to signal 
the engineer. Capt. Ayers continued a 
conductor on this road under different 
managers until he was superanuated and 
retired on a pension a year ago. He 
died a few months ago in Uswegoyet the 
age of 78 years.

In fact everybody who has an axe to 
grind, asks the newspapers to turn the 
crank, forgets ever to nay thank you, 
hut will kindly take a free copy of the 
paper as |»rt pay for furnishing the 
news. ,

The prose being “free," all hands 
seem hound to get aboard and ride it to 
death. This is why newspapers are so 
rich that they can afford to pay double 
price for white paper and never ask par­
liament to aid them by removing the 
duty on wood pulp.—[New Haven Re­
gister.

held the same office under Henry VII. 
and Henry VIII. John Skelton receiv­
ed from Oxford, and subsequently from 
Cambridge, the title of poet-laureate;

The 
salary was increased from 100 marks to 
$100, and a tierce of Canary wine was 
added, which was commuted in South­
ey’s time for $27 a year. There was 
from that period a regular succession of 
laureates. The performance of the an­
nual odes was suspended after the final 
derangement of George III. in 1810. The 
poet-laureate from the time of Southey 
has written what he chose and when he 
chose. Wordsworth wrote nothing in 
return for the distinction, and Tennyson 
has written very little. The following

Newspaper Laws.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his i»i>er dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to ]vay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
what he uses.

6. The courts have decided that refut­
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals 
from the post-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prima facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.

Indeed, the lectur­
er went so far as to say that “It will be 
aheaii ot ah bohks, so that they cannot 
live. Tiie newspaper is a district school, 
an academy ami a university to many in­
telligent men. It educates in all de­
partments." Further on, the lecturer 
is reported as saying that the newspaper 

! educates upon spiritual.]iiestioiis. Now, 
all this is very antagonistic to the views 
expressed by the father of the lecturer, 
some time ago, in a local preachers’ 
and class leaders' convention, held in 
the town of Clinton. lit that conven­
tion the oracular Doctor denounced the 
newspaper as a means of instruction. 
He referred to two or three cases of im­
moral editors, who had come within the 
range of his observations, and told us he 
was led by what he saw of their immor­
ality, to make up Ins mind largely to 
ignore newspaper literature in the fu­
ture. Pater i;mtra fitinm. The modern 
newspaper is, unquestionably, the most 
faithful record of the events which tran­
spire ill this mundane world, and from 
no source can such telling illustrations 
be obtained of all those truths, which 
we need to know, whether scientific, 
poliÿcal or religious.
