The Company’s Rejoinder.
Tiro letter is addressed to the city 

solicitor, J. F. C. Down, and is ae
follows :—

Dear Sir,—Canadian Machine Tele­

phone Co., Ltd., have handed us your 
letter to them of the 13th inst., en­
closing a notice signed by the mayoi 
and- the secretary-treasurer of the city 
of Edmonton, and have consulted us 
in regard to the matters mentioned in 
your letter and in the notice.

We have advised our, clients that 
neither under the contract with the 
city of Edmonton to furnish the Ldr- 
imt-r switch board and plant, nor upon 
any other ground has the city of Ed­
monton a right to put our cliente upon 
such terms, subject to the penalties 
mentioned in the notice enclosed with 
your letter.

We have further advised the tele­
phone company that even if there had 
tieen default on our clients’ part un­
der the contract which they do not 
admit, this would not give the city 
corporation the right to cancel the 
contract in view ot the fact that the 
contract specifically fixes the remedy 
of the corporation for any default on 
the part of the telephone company, 
namely, the imposition of a penaltv 
and not that the city shall have the 
right to eancl the contract. This we 
have advised our clients is the corpor­
ation's i nly remedy should it be held 
that our clients are in default.

We have further advised, our clients 
that, assuming the corporation has a 
legal right to cancel the contract, such 
right i-oiild be exercised only after 
lei.ponnble notice, and in our opinion 
the *im- mentioned in the notice en- 
rt-r-r.i-F.i1 J* i'll" l -U^^ieirlrac-Krve-rtlitr 
telephone company* a reasonable time 
to ship and instal their plant, having 
regard to good telephone practice, and 
for other reasons.

From iniomiation received by our 
clients, they are of opinion that the 
proposed action of the council to can­
cel the contract may have been influ­
enced by certain iraudulent represen­
tations made by a rival telephone com­
pany, which company we have been 
advised, cannot legally install their 
telephone system in Edmonton, or in­
deed anywhere in Canada, without 
in fringing on our clients' patent.

You are r/> doubt aware that pro­
ceedings are now pending in the Un­
ited States wherein the owners of the 
Strowger exchange infringes on the 
Lorimer patent. Before the corpora­
tion entertains any proposition from 
any company proposing to install an 
automatic telephone system, we would 
suggest that it seriously consider the 
advisability of contracting for a tele­
phone System which, if installed, it 
may have no legal right to use.

New York, Jan. 31.—The-fate of Harry 
Thaw now rests with the jury. Justice 
Dowling completed his charge at 11.31 
this morning, and the 12 men immediate­
ly retired to begin their deliberations. 
Judge Dowling’s charge was the most 
voluminous ever presented at a criminal 
trial in New York and made more than 
seventy-five hundred words. He called 
the killing "murder,” and■ impressed on 
the jury that their duty was to decide 
whether or not Thaw knew what he did 
when he fired three shots into Stanford 
M bite’s body. The interest is intense 
but it is-generally expected the jury 
'rill take some hours before coming to a 
decision.

The Judge’s charge leaned neither way 
bnt one thing hit the defence hard. Thaw 
and his lawyers hoped the jury would 
be allowed to consider the charges

BEFORE LEGISLATURE
Provision For Mechanics Institutes With 

Libraries—Change in. Railway Char­
ter and Right of Inchoate Dower for 
Wives.

Three bills of some importance are 
now before the Ligislature. The first of 
iliese which comes up shortly for a first 
leading is an Act respecting Mechanics’ 
and Literary Institutes, introduced by 
Premier Rutherford. The act which is 
a highly beneficial one that cannot fail 
to work for the good of the genral com­
munity, follows out the premier’s plans 
for bringing educational opportunities 
within the reach of everybody in the 
province.

The bill provides for the establishment 
of these institutes in any town or village 
or township of the province, when ever 
thirty residents desiring 'such an insti­
tution sign a declaration setting out the 
amounts subscribed by each and forward 
it to the provincial secretary. The an­
nual subscription fee shall be $1.00. The 
aim of institutes organized under this 
act is-to encourage mechanics, manufac­
tures anil arts «0-4»%. » :3._

The means to be adopted in the fulfil­
ment of this aim are: ;

(a) Evening classes organized for the 
imparting of practical lust ruction to its 
pupils.

(b) By establishing a library of books 
on on? or more of the following subjects 
viz.: mechanics, manufactures, agricul­
ture, horticulture, philosophy, science, 
the fine and decorative arts, history, tra­
vels, poetry, biography and fiction"

(c) Establishing a reading room.
Each institute formed under the Act

shall be a’ corporation with a corporate 
seat under the name of "The Mechanics’
and Literary Institute of----- ’’ and shall
have power to acqitire, hold, sell, mort­
gage, lease or otherwise dispose of real 
estate and other properties real or per­
sonal.

Change in Railway Charter.
A bill to amend the Act of last session 

incorporating The Allierta North-West­
ern Railway is now before the legisla­
ture, where it was introduced by Flet- 
eher-Bredin, M.P.P., for Lesser Slave

The amendment provides for the con­
struction of a road from flic interna­
tional boundary across country -to Rocky 
Mountain House in addition to the lines 
already mapped out in the charter which 
were "from a point in the City of Ed­
monton to a point at or near the inter­
section of tlie westerly boundary of the 
Province of Allierta with the Peace 
River, touching in its course points in 
the vicinity of the Athabasca Lauding, 
Lesser Slave Lake, ePace River Crossing, 
and Dunvegan or some or one of them ; 
and a railway of the -same guage from 
a point in the city of Edmonton to a 
point in the city of Medicine Hat and 
then in a southerly or southwesterly di­
rection to a poin on (he boundary be­
tween Canada and the United States of 
America. . . . . ”

Tlie amendment aims to add to this 
the following sub-section :

“(2) The company may lay out, con­
struct and operate a railway of like 
guage from a point at or near the City 
of Medicine Hat to a point at or near 
the Town of Nanton ; thence in a nor­
therly direction to a point at or near 
the Town of Keith ; thence in a north­
erly direction to a point crossing the 
Red Deer River in township thirty-five, 
range three, west of the fifth meridian, 
and thence continuing in a north-wester­
ly direction to a point at or near Rocky 
Mountain House, having for its course 
(lie most feasible route; and also branch 
lines of a like- gauge from any point on 
said route not exceeding in any one in­
stance fifty miles in length.”

3. Ç. Legislature Discusses lm 
peachment of Dunsmuir.

Victoria, Jan. 29.—The Socialists 
resolution of impreachment, which 
the Liberals supported, was ruled out 
of order on the ground of the lan­
guage used being disrespectful to the 
Lieutenant-Governor, and also that 
it imputed motives of private inter­
ests. The speaker also held that the 
reserving of the Natal Act wras within

The first of a series of open meetings, 
arranged by the Young Liberal Club 
was held ill thé club rooms Wednes- 
day evening and was’ addressed bv 
w c. Simmons, M.P.P., for ““Leth­
bridge, the Liberal candidate Îdr ’ the 
new Federal constituency of Medicine 
Hat. The address delivered by Mr. 
Simmons was not along stereotyped 
political lines. It concerned the fac­
tors in tile development of the vari­
ous nation's of the world, and the pro­
gress of modern ideas. The speaker 
was attentively followed by his audi­
ence. Dr. Strong, president of the 
Young Liberal Club, introduced the 
speaker,

“I feel highly honored,” said Mr. 
Simmons, “at being asked to address 
this club, which takes such a great in­
terest in politics and exists chiefly for 
the purpose of studying the questions 
of the day and to arrive at conclusions 
that will be of benefit to the common­
wealth.

“I believe it is the duty of every 
one of us, after having arrived at con­
clusions, to inculcate those principles 
into our fellow men. By doing sç, we 
are not only doing good work and 
getting benefits from it ourselves, but 
we ar extending our influence far and 
wide.

“I am not going to use the usual 
political speech and elaborate on the 
merits of the party, but want to call 
your attenion o several currents of 
thought that are uppermost in the 
minds of the thinkers today. The 
political party cannot- live on is past.

It must be busy all the time, improv­
ing and broadening and living up to 
its policies. In Canada we have a 
great field along these lines.

Public Ownership.
“The first question I would like to 

draw to your attention is that of 
public ownership. In the old coun­
try, the benefits of public operation 
of public utilities is greatly felt and 
firmly established. Germany, France 
and England have this in regard to 
railways. In Scotland it has been 
mostly municipal ownersnip. In the 
republic to the south of us, it has 
been chiefly limited to towns and 
cities of rustic development. In 
Canada it has not gone far, but has 
taken root, particularly in this pro­
vince of Alberta. Here things are in 
such a condition as to form a guage 
of this very important subject. We 
have the postal service, the telegraph 
and the telephone. One reason this 
subject has taken such a hold in this 
province is by reason of the fact that 
prior to the adoption of the govern­
ment’s telephone policy the province 
did not have a complete system and 
there was no strong competition. 
The Bell system are merely holding 
their breath, convinced that the pro- 
vines of Alberta means business. I 
think, irrespective of political opinion 
that this work will be a success, be­
cause the Minister oi Public Works 
has staked his business reputation 
upon its outcome.

“Public ownership is not the pana­
cea for all public ills. Some would 
like to see the public own the rail­
roads, mines and elevators. But this 
is a subject on which we must go slow. 
Some think that- the federal govern­
ment ought to control these utilities. 
I do not. We do not believe in the 
centralization of power. If they are 
to be publicly owned they ought to 
be under We control of the provincial 
governments. The Prime Minister of 
Canada has expressed himself in this 
way, and I think he is right. There 
is not so much chance for mistakes.

Industrial Development.
“The second question I would like 

o bring to your notice is the indus­
trial development of the country. 
This has caused a grat deal of dis­
cussion and debate in the United 
States on account of the strife bet­
ween labor and capital. Nearly all 
the working classes have combined. 
They Have their own opinions, and 
when it cornes time for an election 
will vote them. In Canada, even 
lhe- farmets are incorporating. At 
present in this country, as in the 
United States, there is an overwhelm­
ing tendency on the part of these 
classes to stick together. Here, as 
young Liberals, is food for thought for 
you. Industry must continue, and 
how it proceeds depends largely on 
yourselves, your thoughts and ac­
tions.” '

To more clearly point out his ideas 
Mr. Simmons mentioned the Lemieux 
Bill, the Law of Compensation for 
Damages, and the mine workers’ laws, 
and said “Such things may cause a 
re-arrangement of things, even to 
parties.”

The Subject of T^-ade.
“The next question with which I 

would like to deal is trade. To-day 
we are under the influence Of tariffs 
and trusts. Many people are of the 
opinion that tariffs are the children 
of trusts. My opinion is that the 
trust is the child of tariff. The pre­
sent condition in the United States is 
inpreeedented, and we may thank our 
government because we are not under

a high tariff today. In my estima­
tion this great west of ours will be a 
low tariff coxyjtry, because we have 
everything back of it to make it 
such.

“On the immigration question I have 
little to say. When the United 
States were getting tens of thousands 
we were getting few, but with the 
change of government there was a 
change of conditions, that has con­
tinued and I think will continu/ 
But along with this subject is th. 
question of Asiatic immigration. 
There is the real danger of an inva­
sion, and although some people would 
laugh at such an idea as the country 
being overrun with Asiatics, yet at, 
the same time it is a great subject for 
thought.

“The next question, the one of agri­
culture, draws nearer home. Chiefly 
in this subject comes education. It 
has always been the boast of Ontario,/ 
Quebec and New Brunswick of their 
fine schools and educational facili­
ties. This education and polish no 
doubt reached thousands of them, but 
did it cause them to have an interest 
in their farm lands, which really are 
the backbone of the country? Out 
here we want to inculcate every boy 
and girl with the idea that farming 
may be made as pleasant and equally 
as profitable as any other business in 
the land, and not have those that are 
on farms going off to the city. This 
is a decisive point, and by doing so 
we are laying the foundation of the 
best agricultural community in 
America.

“The last and chief question is 
Senate reform in the Federal govern­
ment. The fathers of confederation 
built better than they thought when 
they copied the British government. 
But the Senate today does not ac­
complish what it should. . It over­
balances to extremes. When a Liber­
al party is in power Liberals are ap­
pointed, and when the Conservatives 
hold sway Conservatives are appoint­
ed. We all admit the need of reform, 
but tile question is how to do it. I 
do not believe in one party qply. 
The United States adopted a policy 
of two parties, but it has fallen short 
of their expectations. For four years 
the President is practically an auto­
crat. Our parliament is better than 
their government, because it- is liable 
at any time to a vote of dissolution. 
But the Senate must be made a care­
ful body and bring forth" fruits of 
their office. They must get closer to 
the public sentiments. How will 
this reform be worked out. Will you 
make it an elective body or partly so?

“Canada is rapidly ceasing to be a 
colony depending upon ttofc mother 
land, but a country of her own ideas, 
and with men capable of carrying 
them out. It has been shown that 
our statesmen have been capable of 
conducting foreign negotiations, and 
this shows that a properly elected 
Senate could deal with these subjects.

“There have been great changes in 
Canada in the last fifty years, bur 
the greatest change has come in the, 
last decade. We are simply in a 
transitional stage: There have been 
current thoughts of annexation to the 

‘ United States and oi individual inde- 
^pendence, but, Iteiieve me, Canada’s 
greatness lies n Lei .nxing [ art 
as a commonwealth among the na­
tions. Gentlemen, to do this we cun 
safely rely , on the steps, that Premier 
Laurier has so carefully tried to out­
line, for independence at- home, hut 
still retaining a great love and fealty 

| for the mother land, and it behoves1 
us to encourage such institutions.

Sir,—On reaching my office op the 
3rd instant I was served with a sub­
poena-by the counsel for the defence 
ill the case of the Queen ws. Arthur 
Collyns and Romain Gervais, and the 
subpoena ordered me to produce all 
the papers in iny possession regarding 
the entry to the west half of 34-16-1 

i west of the 5th meridian. There has 
been, as you are aware, considerable 
correspondence over the entry of Ro­
main Gervais to the southwest quar­
ter of said section. I collected all the 
papers in my possession regarding this 
matter and appeared in court. When 
I was called upon to produce them I 
protested against doing so unless ord­
ered by the court. At first the judge 
was inclined not to insist on their pro­
duction, but afterwards he decided 
that I must) produce them. I had a 
discussion with the judge ot*r the 
principle at issue, that is whether any 
official of the department could be 
compelled to produce documents out 
of his office unless under the authoriz­
ation of Ms minister. Had I consid­
ered that in the case at issue there 
was anything in the public interest 
thnNshould not be divulged I should 
probably have refused point blank to 
produce the papers even had the judge 
ordered me to do so but as there Was 
nothing in them which was detri­
mental to the public interest in the 
slightest degree, of course I saw no 
reason to refuse or demur to the order 
or the judge: However, I would desire 
instructions in this case. When I ap­
peared in court the counsel for the 
defence asked me to hand him tne 
papers This I refused. I told him 
that if he desired to see the papers 
that he had plenty of time to have 
written to the department to ask fur 
authority that I should show them to 
him ancKobtain, if he desired, certified 
copies of any document he might re­
quire. Would you therefore kindly 
instruct me what is to be done in cas­
es like this. It might be well that a 
.general circular be issued to all offic­
ers of the department giving the ne­
cessary instructions on the point rais­
ed in this.

You will understand, of ciursc.that 
the present letter is not written for 
the purpose oi making any charge o> 
conveying any blame in respect of 
past matters, but simply with a view 
of safeguarding the interests of the 
government in respect of claims, pres 
eut or prospective.

partmental files for examination by 
outsiders is not correct. The sugges­
tions of iliat circular were not intend­
ed to apply only to such papers as 
might be made the foundation of a 
claim for damages or other monetary 
considerations but generally to all 
files or ctirresjxindence and other pa­
pers. So far as your department is a 
registry office, any one desiring to do 
so ought to be permitted to see instru­
ments affecting title, but departmental 
correspondence and documents deal­
ing therewith should not be shown ex­
cept, perhaps, in special cases.

I 
repeat that never in the history of the 
country has there feeen a demand up­
on a single department for informa­
tion such as had been made upon the 
department of the interior during tills 
and the past two sessions, and never 
has tlie demand been acceded to as 
readily and as fully.

In regard to the matter in question, 
or which is stated by niy hon. friend 
to be the matter in question, that is, 
the right of the lion, member for Mon­
treal, St. Antoine, to inspect original 
documents on the file» of the depart­
ment, my hon. friend no doubt chang­
ed his point of view wheil lie changed 
his seat in the House.- I understand 
that tlie business appertaining - to 
the department of the interior is plac­
ed under my coutiol as a trust to be 
discharged in the interest oi the peo­
ple of the country, that while it is 
the right of parliament to have all in­
formation in connection with that de­
partment it is only the right of par­
liament to have that information, and 
it is" rfTV outlet-standing of the trust 
placed upon me that it is not the light 
ot any individual, whether he be a 
member of parliament or not, to have 
access to the documents in that de­
partment. As 1 understand tlie trust 
placed upon me, in discharging the 
business of the people—the people who 
are behind memlâîrs of parliament 
and who send them here—it ie that 
documents placed in thyt department, 
the property oi the people, or repre­
senting the property of the people, 
shall be duly and properly cared for. 
If parliament sees tit to issue an order! 
parliament is supreme. Parliament 
can turn the department of tlie inter­
ior inside out if it pleases, feut it is 
no; the privilege of an individual of 
parliament to do so, I submit. If I 
am instructed to the contrary, well 
and good, 1 will accept tlie instruc­
tion, but in so far as I understand 
my duties and responsibilities, they 
are to carefully guard and care for 
every paper and every interest that is 
in that department. My duty and re­
sponsibility is to carefully guard and 
care for every paper and every inter­
est that is in that department, and the 
fact that a certain gentleman has been 
honored with a scat in this parliament 
docs not give him any more right to in­
vestigate tlie private business of qther 
people which is in charge of the de­
partment of the interior, than it does 
any other citizen.

Mr. Ldk»—If this resolutipn ia..pas- 
sed by- the House, does the minister 
etill intend to refuse to members'oi 
parliament the privilege of looking at 
the files in this department.

Mr. Oliver—Unless otherwise in: 
structed by the Houee I certainly do. 
I do not accept thie resolution as in­
struction on that point. If the House 
so instructs me then the responsibil­
ity is taken off my shoulders and I 
care not. But so long as the respon­
sibility reels bn my shoulders I feel 
bdund to discharge that responsibility 
according to my conscience.

Mr. Bristol—I would ask the min- 
ieter if it has not been customary in 
his department for a long time past, 
ter allow members of parliament to ex­
amine original documents, just as Mr. 
Ames said he wae allowed to examine 
the Galway-Brown papers?

Mr. Oliver—Not to my knowledge.
Mr. Bristol—Was it done without 

your "Knowledge in the department? 
When did you first learn that your 
officers had been accustomed to show 
original documents in that way?

Mr. Oliver—rl never learned they 
were accustomed to show original doc­
uments in. that way. If .they have 
been accustomed to do, ns T will Take 
occasion to show, it was contrary to 
my orders and contrary to the orders 
given before I entered the depart­
ment.

Winnipeg, Jan. 31—An influential 
delegation, representing eight thous­
and signatures, waited on Hon. Robt. 
Rogers and Hon. C. Campbell today 
to ask for the closing of all bare at G 
p.m. Among those present were Win, 
Whyte, general manager of the C. P. 
R. ; Mayor Ashdown, and Rev. Father 
Chenier, representing the Archbishop 
of St. Boniface; Principal Sparling, 
Rev. J. L. Gordon, W .W. Buchanan 
and others interested in the liquor re- 
-orm. Some notable opinions were 
advanced, significant of which was the 
statement of Second Vice-President 
Whyte, oi the C. P.-R.. that he believ­
ed the majority of railway accidents 
were duo to tlie liquor curse. He went 
on to vigorously attack the treating 
habit, and advocated bars in which 
eacli thirsty sould would be compel­
led to imbibe in a one-man stall.

In replyiing Hon. Rogers produced 
statistics to show that the government 
had gone to the limit in the suppres­
sion and limitation of licenses as com­
pared with other provinces. He be­
lieved the fault was not with the lie-, 
ensed victuallers of Winnipeg, but 
with the “blind pigs” which had 
sprung up all over the city and where 
inferior liquor could be sold day and 
night. These blind pigs were tile di­
rect result oi the action cf the police 
and citizens in breaking up segregat­
ed quarters, and if a six o’clock law 
was put in force it would lead to a 
greater extension of these points. He 
quoted figures to show tjiat the ma­
jority, by far, of cases under liquor 
laws were against unlicensed victual­
lers.

Hon. Colin Campbell presented a 
serious indictment against the city 
authorities and the police of Winni­
peg, saying that all laws were rigor­
ously enforced but tlie liquor laws, to 
wliiçh Mayor Ashdown gave a vigor­
ous negative. The minister thought it 
would be beter to abolish all bars.

Hon. Robert Rogers said tlie govern­
ment was bringing down a bill to 
double all fines.

Attention has been called to the fact 
hat copies of departmental orders in 

council, and other important docu­
ments have been given to Outside peo­
ple without the knowledge or approval 
of the head of the department. As 
the minister ofrthe interior is the cus­
todian ot tlie records of the depart­
ment, and he alone has the power to 
authorize the giving out of any in­
formation contained in departmental 
papers, no sueh information should be 
furnished to any one without his con­
sent. Even when an official of the 
department is summoned by subpoena 
of the court to produce departmental 
documents, such documents should 
hot be produced or any information 
given without the knowledge of the 
head of the department.

Tlie officials of tlie department are 
asked to remember that its records 
must be regarded as confidential, and 
that no one has any right to disclose 
to outside inquirers the contents of 
any files or public documents of the 
department. Such information can 
: nly be given out through the proper 
channels.

I am to request that you will be 
good enough to impress the import­
ance of this matter upon the officials 
of vour branch.

Is F. L. Haszard Formerly Law Part­
ner of Judgè Davies.

Charlottetown, P.E.I., Jan. 31.—F. 
L. Haszard, has been appointed pre­
mier in succession to the late Hun. 
Mr. Peters. The new premier was 
born near Charlottetown in 1849. He 
was admitted to the bar in 1872, and 
mas first a partner with the late Hon.

It is 
not-my business to find fault with the 
decision of parliament. I assume that 
my hon. friend has good reasons for 
tils demand. Is he now going to per­
suade the House to the contrary by 
informing us that lie had no reasons 
when lie moved for the original docu­
ments, that he knew nothing about 
the transaction, and that he actually 
tampered with property belonging to 
these people without cause of provo­
cation? That is a fair statement of a 
simple question, and I muet say that, 
charged with the responsibility of ad­
ministering the department of the in­
terior, I cannot conceive, except sub­
ject to the dictation and authority of 
the House, that piis is a proper dis­
charge of the responsibility placed 
upon the department.

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THE OPPOSITION ASSAIL THE 
RULES OF PROCEDURE.

The Opposition press has been pro­
ducing a considerable amount of non­
sense and an equal volume of false­
hood dtiring the past week in an at­
tempt to depict the Minister of the 
Interior as an autocrat trampling on 
the liberties of Parliament, and with­
holding information of public affairs 
from the representatives of the peo­
ple. The cue was taken from a reso­
lution introduced by Mr. Borden in 
the House a few days since—or rattier 
from the speeches which Mr. Borden 
and other Opposition members hitch­
ed onto a ruction endorsing an un­
questioned rule of Parliamentary 
practice. For the speeches had quite 
as little to do with the resolution as 
the resolution with the incident upon 
which it was supposed to be founded ; 
and the resolution bore about the 
relation to the incident that it did to 
the habitability of Jupiter. But as 
the resolution was introduced to per­
mit the speeches to be made, it prob­
ably served the purpose quite as well 
as any other unobjectionable asser­
tion at a commonly accepted truth.

With the resolution there is little 
public concern. It was accepted by 
the House, as it would have been ac­
cepted by any body of popular repre­
sentatives since the Mother of Parlia­
ments laid down the rule that a Par­
liament may refuse supplies of money 
until fully informed as to the policy 
and proceedings of the Government. 
But with the speeches which were 
delivered under cover of this academ­
ic i assertion of recognized rights 
"the case is different. Acceptance of 
"the resolution by no means involved 
acceptance of the speeches, for the 
very good reason that the speeches 
proposed a principle altogether differ­
ent from the principle embodied in 
the résolut!**. It could not well 
have been otherwise, for while the 
resolution was drawn from the text­
books of Parliamentary practice the 
speeches were founded on a demand 
for a violation of Parliamentary prac­
tice.

The resolution of Mr. Bouden as­
serted that : “Subject to such consid- 
"eratioos of public policy as can be 
"validly urged in any case, it is the 
"undoubted right of the peoples’ re­
presentatives, in Parliament assem- 
"bled, to be informed of everything 
"necessary to explain the policy and 
"proceedings of the government, and 
"for that purpose to have an oppor­
tunity of seeing and examining all 
"documents connected with the tr&ns- 
"action of public business ; and the 
“denial of such right by the govern- 
"merit justifies the refusal by this 
"House of further supplies to the 
"Crown.” But the speech of the hon­
orable gentleman asserted that with­
out regard to considerations of public 
policy or private right, It was the pri­
vilege of any member of the House 
to demand the production of any orig­
inal documents in the custody of the 
Government without assigning rea­
son therefore, good, bad or indiffer­
ent; and that in demanding a reason 
beffore producing the originals the 
Government merited the censure of 
the House.

Any member, of Parliament is en­
titled to full information on all mat­
ters of public concern. To secure 
such information he is entitled to 
copies in full or in part of any and 
all documents in the custody of any 
department of the government. But to 
secure such copies he is technically 
obliged to state .public reasons satis­
factory to the House as to why he ,de- 
i lises them, and and in the event of 
Iris not doing so, the House .may quite 
property reject his motion for their 
production. If a member is düssatis- 
ûed with copies of the documents and 
tfesiree the originals, he is also under 
lie necessity of stating his reasons 
ior desiring them, and of convincing 
jtiie House that his reasons are valid 
and tof public merit. In practice, 
however, a member desiring copies of 
documents is not required to state 
l'iis reasons; it is assumed that these 
are of a public ^character and the 
(House concurs without discussion in 
■’he motion few the return. , But if a 
member desires the production of 
original. documents no such rule ap­
plies in the Canadian or any other 
■Parliament- To secure such papers 
he is required to present reasons suf­
ficient to convince the House that the 
public welfare \ could bo conserved
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■in presenting the originals instead of 
copies of them.

This is the .rule that our Opposition 
friends wished reversed. They wish­
ed it made optional with a member 
whether he should receive copies or 
original documents, alike without pre­
senting reasons for deairing either, or 
for demanding one in preference to 
■-lie other. More,-they appeared to 
■consider a member of Parliament en­
titled to visit any Department, searcu 
•any files he pleased regardless of 
what or whose interests might be in­
jured by his doing so. And because 
<he Government declined a year ago 
to turn over a file of original docu­
ments to Mr. Ames of Montreal with-' 
out reasons, the House was asked to 
pass censure upon their conduct. Mr. 
Ames already had copies of.the docu­
ments and declined to state any pub­
lic reasons why he desired the origi­
nals. Yet the Opposition held that 
■instead of Mr. Ames being called on 
to give reasons why he should be 
given the originals, the Government 
•were bound .to give reasons why they 
should not be produced without rea­
son given. Ill other words, they 
-wanted the rule reversed, and de­
manded that it be reversed while call­
ing upion tlie House to endorse an al­
together different rule.

To what would this lead? An illus­
tration will suffice. Two years ago 
a bundle of original documents were 
brought down from the Department 
of the Ulterior at the request of Mr. 
Foster. They have never been re­
turned. The Department has now- 
nothing but copies ot those documents 
and ae Mr. Foster professes to not 
know where the originals are the 
probability is that they axe lost. The 
documents in question affected the 
titles to property of several private 
citizens. If they are lost end thés» 
men suffer in consequence, upon 
whom is the blame to lie? Upon Mr. 
Foster? He has already plead that 
his purpose was served long ago, and 
that it was not his business to look 
after the papers. Meantime a hun­
dred parties may have been given ac­
cess to those papers, and thus fur- 
nishel with the means of injuring the 
i.-itereste of the owners. And if so 
tiie Department of the Interior will 
be held responsible, though for two 
years the documents have not been 
in -their possession.

During the present session eighty 
returns or more have been asked for. 
If file Opposition’s rule held the de­
mands might as well have been for 
the originals of these documents as 
for copies. And supposing these 
eighty files met the tate of the papers 
produced at Mr. Foster’s request two 
years ago, whet damage both to pri­
vate and public interests might not 
be inflicted through carelessness, ma­
lice or self-interest?

The departments of the Government 
are the custodians of documents which 
affect the interests of hundreds of 
thousands of Canadian citizens. If 
members of Parliament are to be per­
mitted to peruse these at wilt with­
out public reason, to pack them about 
the country and disclose them to in­
terested parties, who that does busi­
ness with the Government could feel 
assured tha/t Iris interests were safe or 
that they were not being systemati­
cally and persistently betrayed to hi# 
enemies ? Under such condition there 
could bo no public confidence in the 
security of documents in the custody 
of the Government, and a brake would 
have been put on the wheels of the 
country's progress. So far from 
throwing the archives open to, the 
curiosity of private member» a provi­
sion might well be added that when 
original documents are produced in 
compliance to e motion of the House, 
the member making the request 
should be held personally liable for 
their return to the Department with­
in a stipulated time.

The attempted revision of Parlia­
mentary practice illustrates the facil­
ity with wthich our Opposition friends 
abandon one position to take up an­
other, regardless that the new one is 
as often as not diametrically opposed 
to the former. For eighteen years 
they were the custodians of the 
archives. During that period no in­
quisitive Liberal over glimpsed on an 
original document without giving his 
reasons therefor, and the presentation 
of substantial reasons was not always 
sufficient to secure the desired pap­
ers. Truly, these gentlemen treat 
their political history with a charm­
ing abandon. Again, it je not bo 
many moons since the Opposition 
press berated the Minister of the In­
terior for his disregard of Parliamen­
tary procedure; now they berate him 
for standing firmly by the rules of 
that procedure. This variety is re­
freshing, if it is not politics.

CHEAPER FREIGHT RATES ON 
FRUIT.

A California paper publishes a de­
spatch of some interest ito people in 
Alberta. It reads: "In accordance 
“with the suggestion of the Interstate 
"Commerce Commis»ion, the fkurth-

“em Pacific, Santa Fe and Salt Lake 
"railroads have adopted a through 
“rate for shipments from California 
"points to the Alberta district in 
"Canada, as well as to places on small 
"branch lines in Minnesota and the 
“Dakotas. Until now, to the flat rate 
"on citrus fruits of 31.15 per hundred 
"pounds, had been added the rate 
"from the junction point with another 
"line to destination.” If this is the 
English language it means that Cali­
fornia fruit can be laid down in Ed­
monton at an expense proportionate 
to the cost of laying it down in St. 
Paul, Chicago or New York. Perhaps 
this may help bridge the yawning 
chasm that separates the naval or­
ange from the breakfast table of the 
working man. ,

A SATISFACTORY SETTLEMENT.
The Japanese immigration question 

has been settled to the satisfaction 
of all who desired a speedy, an amic­
able, and an effective settlement. To 
others it is neither likely nor desir­
able that the results of Mr. Lem- 
ieux’s mission will be satisfactory. 
To such, indeed, any settlement that 
settled was certain to foe unwelcome, 
for the excellent reason that it meant 
ruin to their miserable plans. Thosr 
who hoped to profit financially by the 
cultivation of prejudice were certain 
to look with aversion on any arrange­
ment that destroyed their hope pf 
winning dollars by inciting passion. 
Those who hoped to profit politically 
by the embarrassment of the govern­
ment were equally certain to view 
with dislike any arrangement that 
sacrificed neither the interests of Can­
ada nor the friendship of Japan. The 
present settlement destroys the op­
portunity of inculcating race preju­
dice, by effectually terminating the 
Japanese "influx.” It quite as cer­
tainly destroys the opportunity of in­
citing antipathy to the government, 
by conserving Canada’s interests in 
a manner that strengthens rather than 
lessens the friendliness of Britain’s 
ally. It will therefore be cordially 
detested by all who hoped to gain 
money by the creation of anti-Japan­
ese sentiment and by all who hoped 
to gain office by truckling to jingo­
ism. This is in every way desirable, 
for the measure of the hostility dis­
played in such quarters is the measure 
of the public efficiency of the course 
pursued. It is to be hoped that in 
such circles the settlement will be 
thoroughly and unanimously unpop­
ular.

In announcing the results of his 
mission in the House the Minister of 
Labor reviewed the circumstances 
which made the mission n-cesaary. 
In 1894, he pointed out, Japan em­
erged from the position of an inferior 
power and was admitted to the 
comity of nations on a basis of equal­
ity. This meant that she could not 
be treated as China had been treated 
and her people subjected to a head- 
tax. In 1906 the Canadian parlia­
ment unanimously adopted the com­
mercial treaty, which provided that, 
“the subjects of each of the two high 
"contracting parties shall have full 
"liberty to enter, travel, or reside in 
"any part of the Dominions and pos- 
"sessions of the other contracting 
"party, and shall enjoy full and per­
fect protection for their persons and 
"property.” Hence Japanese sub­
jects could not be debarred entrance 
by a Natal Act. Up to October, 1907, 
there was practically no complaint 
from British Columbia as to Japanese 
immigration. That there then be­
came cause for complaint was the 
fouit not of the Japanese Government 
but of the deceptive talent of an en­
ergetic organization boasting the city 
of Vancouver, B.C., as its headquar­
ters. This company, known as the 
Canadian Nippon Supply Company, 
made connection with emigration 
societies in Japan, and these repre­
sented, truly or falsely, to the Japan­
ese Government that large employers 
of labor in British Columbia were 
anxious to secure large numbers of 
Japanese laborers. To substantiate 
their Statements they produced con­
tracts from these corporations, and 
on the strength of the representations 
secured passports for 900 men to Can­
ada. Aside from these only 290 Jap-, 
aneee were given passports to come 
to Canada as immigrants during the 
year. The remainder came from the 
Hawaiian Islands, bringing the total 
for the year up to 4,429.,

The purpose of the negotiations was 
to revert to the condition» which ex­
isted prior to 1907, and which were 
mutually satisfactory. The first step 
towards this was to put the Canadian 
Nippon Supply Co. and similar con­
cerns out of business. This was ac­
complished by two means. First all 
immigration pf contract laborers, art- 
isians included, is now prohibited un­
less at the special request of the Can­
adian Government." Second, the Jap­
anese Government has put the emi­
gration societies out of action, ex­
cepting three,1 which have been anb- 
aidiaed to direct emigrants not to 
America but to Manchuria and Keren.

Besides these measures, a series of 
stringent regulations were drawn up 
during the conferences of the ambas­
sadors, addressed to the local gov­
ernors and to tiie consuls in Canada, 
which were satisfactory both to the 
British ambassador and to Canada’s 
representative as sufficient to effect­
ually restrict the number of immig­
rants. That these regulations will be 
enforced there is no reason to doubt, 
and if enforced they will terminate 
the movement from Japan, Mean­
time the new regulations adopted by 
our own Government have stopped 
the movement from Hawaii.

TO INTRODUCE THE GREAT 
NORTHERN.

The towns of Maeleod and Cardston 
are sending deputations to Ottawa to 
urge the advisability of granting sub­
sidies in aid of the Maeleod, Cardston 
and Montana Railway. One reason 
urged ' for assisting the enterprise is 
that the road will run from Maeleod 
to Cardston almost altogether through 
the Blood Indian Reserve, from 
To the people of the southern part of 
which little traffic can be expected, 
the province the new line is con­
sidered of very great importance, 
though its benefits would be by no 
means confined to them. Its pro­
jected route is southerly from Mac- 
Ieod through the Cardston district to 
tap the Great Northern system in 
Montana. It would thus be practic­
ally an extension of the present north­
erly and southerly railway system of 
the province to connect with the 
nearest transcontinental system 
across the border—a development that 
should work a material betterment 
in the transportation facilities of thé 
province at large.

THE DOMINION LOANS THE 
MONEY.

The Dominion will loan the western 
Provincial Governments money with 
which to purchase seed grain for 
farmers or districts who may need it. 
This secures to the provinces the ad­
vantage of the cheaper rate of interest 
at which the Dominion can borrow. 
As security for the money the Domin­
ion will accept the bonds of the Pro­
vinces while the Provinces will in 
turn be secured for the advances by 
claims on the land. The actual ad­
ministration of thé matter is left in the 
hands of the local authorities who 
Ought to be best informed, and there­
fore best able to. handle it efficiently 
and satisfactorily)

A LOSING RACE.
The manufacturers’ of our prospec­

tive telephone system have a week 
longer in which to land their machin­
ery here, and a month to get it in 
operation. The appearances are that 
they will not make the grade. On 
Thursday came a wire from tire city’s 
representative ndw in Peterborough 
stating that the Company had omit­
ted the trunking wires to make con­
nection with Strathcona, and asking 
what instructions had been given the 
Company anont the attachment of 
trunking wires. Apparently the Com­
pany had represented to Mr, Taylor 
that they did not know whether such 
were to be attached or not. Either 
this was a statement of fact or mere­
ly a ruse. If a statement of fact, it 
means that the Company do not even 
know yet what kind of a system they 
are trying to build ; if not a statement 
of fact, it can only have been ad­
vanced as an excuse for further de­
lay. In either event, the chances of 
the system being landed here by Feb. 
6th and installed by March 1st are 
very, very slim; and in either event 
the city council would be justified in 
declining to extend the time. If the 
Company have not yet even learned 
what they are making it is time to 
give some one with quicker percep­
tion a chance ; if they are'only pre­
tending they have not learned as an 
excuse for further delay, it is equally 
time to put some speedier manufac­
turers on the job. Edmonton needs 
an efficient telephone system, and 
needs it forthwith. The present Com­
pany have been given ample time in 
which to deliver the goods. If they 
iail to do so, there is no good reason 
for permitting them to procrastinate 
further at the expense of the city and 
the inconvenience of the telephone 
users.

CANADA FOR -------.
A correspondent, signing himself 

C. L. Price, Stoney Plain, Alta., and 
presumably a teacher, writes the 
Montreal Witness in a strain that is 
at least unique. Starting from the 
two propositions that “Canada must 
be kept a white man’s country,” and 
that “Canada must be for Canadians,” 
he reaches some conclusions which 
must be regarded as at least remark­
able.

For example : “At the risk of meet* 
"ing the wastpaper basket, Mr. Edi- 
"tor, I must mention another matter 
"in this connection that lias forced 
"itself upon my mind since coming 
"to the west one year ego. Why is 
"it that we Canadiens allow a full

“hundred thousand of thp red race 
"to dwell right in our midst? Con- 
"sidering that this is to be ‘a white 
"man's land/ what excuse can we 
"give for allowing them to remain 
“here and take the very bread out 
“of the mouths of our trappers and 
“hunters and forest guides? Certain­
ly in matters of hygiene and social 
“life they are not one rwhit superior 
"to the Japs. Why not ship them 
"in bond down to Mexico or South 
"America or some other country where 
"they Jwill not compete with out lion- 
"est Canadian workers?”

The necessity of an "excuse” for 
permitting people who preceded us to 
live in the country is surely a new 
discovery. It is paralleled by .'the dis­
closure that so far from the white 
man being the invader who trespass­
ed on the Indian’s territory, destroyed 
his traditional means of obtaining a 
livelihood and reduced him to misery 
and want, Ithe Indian is the indivi­
dual whose presence threatens the 
subsistence of the white, and should 
therefore be bundled off the earth. 
The appeal to our honesty to com­
plete .this racial tragedy by a nation­
al crim is quite in keeping with the 
moral altitude of the proposal.

There are other troubles on the 
gentleman’s mind. He has it in for 
anyone who dared be born outside 
the bounds of Ithe Dominion, and con­
siders it a blooming shame you know 
that a "loyalist” should be forced to 
associate with such people.

“Again, when I came to this glori- 
“ous West (a Loyalist, mind you, 
“from New Brunswick) I came to 
"better my financial prospects. True, 
“I have never wanted for work and 
“good pay, but my present position 
“might have been better but for the 
“unwise policy of our government in 
“allowing Germans and Swedes and 
"Yankees to come over here by ithe 
"thousands and appropriate our 
"Canadian lands. One good home- 
"stead that I might have had was 
“settled upon by an Indian—a good, 
"industrious citizen, certainly, but 
"what of that? He was not ’white’ 
"and I am! All around here I find 
"the best of the land taken up by 
"foreigners from Germany and Aus- 
'stria. They work hard, save their 
"money, and actually are more pros­
perous than some others, like my- 
"self, good Canadian citizens from 
“the eastern provinces. Now, why 
“cannot our government exclude these 
“foreigners and reserve these valu- 
“able lands for us "Canadians?"

How “us Canadians” could, be made 
to exclude an Indian whose fathers 
occupied these plains for a thousand 
years or so before New Brunswick 
heard of the loyalists we are left to 
guess. Equally are we left in the dark 
as to why the descendants of the loy­
alists did not come to Stoney Plain 
until after the much detested Ger­
mans and Austrians and Yankees had 
invaded the wilderness, and make it 
a district where one of those descend­
ants could always obtain satisfactory 
work and good wages. Certain it is, 
they did not come, and equally cer­
tain is it that this particular indivi­
dual had he come, would have found 
little scope for the exercise of his 
pedagogical skill. It is no affront 
to the loyalists of "New Brunswick to 
say that so far as they are concern­
ed Stony Plain would still be a pro­
fitless waste and one of them who 
now enjoys its material advantages 
while detesting its progressive popu­
lace might still be grubbing roots in 
the valley of the Restigoucne. That 
the former wilderness is now a place 
where one New Brunswick loyalist, 
finds it good to reside is surely a poor 
reason why that gentleman should as­
sail the industrious and thrifty peo­
ple who have made it so. Still less 
appropriate is it that he should as­
sail them because they have made 
it so.

Of one more 'plaint the correspond­
ent rids himself :

“Anothef point, and I have done. I 
“notice that the Government of Brit- 
"isli Columbia, as well as those of 
"Alberta and Saskatchewan, not only 
“allow teachers from the Eastern Pro­
vinces to .come here and teach in 
“our schools, but actually bold out 
“inducements for them to come. Now, 
“as a teacher in Alberta, I lift my 
“voice in protest against such a 
“course. Why allow such competition 
“to come in? Teachers are certainly 
“rather scarce here, but no matter, 
"let the government protect tie teach- 
“ers already working here,’ and not 
"so many of them will quit the busi- 
Vnesa. I cannot complain of salaries, 
“they run from $600 a year and up 
“for teaching even small country 
“schools ; but I 'believe that if the 
“government would only shut out 
"competition from the Eastern Pro­
vinces and Great Britain that we 
“teachers already here could eom- 
“mand salaries of one or two hun- 
"dred dollars a year more. ‘Canada 
“for ithe Canadians,' I say.”

The logic here is rather denser than 
elsewhere. How “Canada for the 
Canadians” can be quoted as an argu­
ment for excluding teachers born in

other provinces is not revealed. This 
is sad, for the wholesale application 
of the doctrine would have deprived 
us of the talents of one pedagogue 
from another Province—to wit, a 
“loyalist from New Brunswick.” And 
losing him, .a yawning gap would be 
left in our western literature. Clear­
ly the maxim must be subject to some 
special interpretation to obviate such 
calamities. In the absence of better 
light we suggest that it should read 
"Canada for C. L. Price of Stony 
Plain, Alberta.”

TIRED OF THE NAME.
The Winnipeg Telegram is dissatis­

fied with the party name, intimâtes 
that as a “touchstone of party alle­
giance” it is not up to- much, and 
wants the public to believe the party 
better than the name they bear. The 
effectiveness of the title as a "touch­
stone” is, of course, a matter for the 
Telegram, and its friends, and no 
one may object if they 6ce fit to drop 
it ,for one less fragrant with undesir­
able associations. But it will require 
some demonstration to prove the title 
unworthy the parliamentary group 
who now marshal under the leader­
ship of Mr. Borden. Their bitterest 
opponents have not accused them of 
abandoning the party traditions nor 
of violating the significance of the 
party name. From such attacks they 
are immune. If the name suggests 
nothing of progress neither does the 
party. And if as the Telegram thinks, 
progress consists in the preservation 
of the natural resources and the abo­
lition of monopoly, what title could 
better signify the records and ideals 
of a party whose business in life has 
been the creation and maintenance of 
monopoly, and the fattening of party 
friends at the public crib? So far the 
party appears to have made no con­
siderable advance from the days when 
they enriched a syndicate with 30,000,- 
000 acres of lands for shackling the 
West with railway monopoly, lavish­
ed our coal resources on the party 
friends, bestowed grazing lands in 
hundred mile blocks on the party al­
lies and handed over whatever was 
aaked for to the manufacturer who 
delivered the votes. Until they can 
offer something different to the public 
the name which brèathes the memor­
ies of the old regime must character­
ize the impénitents in the public 
mind.

IN MEMORIAM.
Some time singe the city ordered 

an incinerator. Borne time later the 
smoke-stack and some other portions 
of the apparatus came along, and the 
company were paid $10,000 cvf the pur­
chase money. The remainder of the 
machinery has not yet appeared. 
Meantime events have occurred" which 
justify doubts as to whether we want 
this particular kind of incinerator oi 
not. Winnipeg installed one last 
year, tried it and refused to pay for 
it on the ground that it would not 
incinerate. Now the city and the 
makers have horns locked in a legal 
fighit. Regina installed one, appar­
ently found that it wouldn't inciner­
ate there either, and would willingly 
give the Company something more 
than the machine to take it away. 
Now even remembering our more fa­
vorable climatic and other conditions, 
it is reasonable to suppose that an in­
cinerator that will not incinerate in 
Wiimipeg or Regina will not inciner­
ate in Edmonton. This is the point 
of present interest, and the point is 
very much sharpened for us by the 
fact that .we have handed over $10,000 
of the purchase price. Having paid 
our money we are entitled to take our 
choice. The choice is whether we had 
better hand out a few more ten thou­
sands, and get the rest of a machine 
that Winnipeg and Regina are trying 
to get rid of, or whether we should 
bid farewell to the ten thousand and 
buy an incinerator whose ability and 
willingness to incinerate have been 
properly demonstrated. In the for­
mer event we might of course learn 
that Winnipeg and Regina do not un­
derstand how to handle the delicate 
mechanism of a garbage destroyer; 
but it appears quite as likely that 
we should obtain some very high- 
priced information as to how little 
our own representatives understood 
the still more wonderful works of an 
incinerator Company. In the other 
event ,we would have on hand a 
smoke-stack and certain other appara­
tus, all no doubt in good repair, and 
also no doubt covered by patents that 
would prevent us using them. These 
need not .be accounted a total loss, 
however. Suitably mounted and fit­
tingly inscribed, they might repose 
in the public square, enduring and 
appropriate monuments to the depart­
ed ten thousand.

INFORMATION GIVEN.

The purchase of the buffalo herd by 
the Department of the Interior was 
made the subject of inquiry in the 
House of Commons recently. On De­
cember 18th, the last day the House 
satin 1907, Mr'. M. S. McCarthy,mem-j

her for Calgary had a series of ques­
tions on the order paper.

What duty has F. A. Walker, 
M.P.F., for Victoria, Alberta, per­
formed in connection with the park 
of the herd of buffalo, and what pay 
has he received?

The answer given by Mr. Oliver was 
as follows :

Mr, F. A. Walker, M.L.A., superin­
tended the unloading of buffalo at 
Lamont and their transference into 
the park. He received no pay.

The other questions elicited the in­
formation that the Department of the 
Interior bargained for- the whole herd, 
supposed to contain 650 animals. Thé 
price paid was $200 per head, and $45 
per head for expenses of corailing, 
loading and transportation. Thé re- 
turns show that there ate 395 buffa­
lo in the park.

The park is fenced. The work 
of clearing for the fence, and the 
fencing was done by contract for 
which tenders were called, the lowest 
tenderers receiving the contracts.

To a further question the answers 
vc:e that tenders had been called for 
hay for the herd and a supply obtain­
ed at $9.00 and $10.40 per ton.

FROM THE PRESS.
Lethbridge Herald : The resolution 

of the Lethbridge Board of Trade 
favoring the purchase by the Atlanta 
Government of the Bell telephone 
system in Alberta is ill advised. If 
at the introduction of the policy of 
government ownership by the Alberta 
government, suggestion had been 
made it would have been more in 
place, though unnecessary, as the Bell 
Telephone Company was approached 
at that time and refused to sell. Why 
should the Alberta government go up­
on their knees to the company now 
and ask them to sell, especially since 
the government possesses a system as 
extensive as the Bell and is adopting 
a far more aggressive policy in the 
extension of lines than the Bell. If 
the Board of Trade had advised the 
Bell Company to sell out to the 
government it would have been more 
in place.

Maeleod Advance : It is true the 

Conservative government had built a 
great transcontinental railway, but 
after building it with the money of 
tiie people they gave it away, lock, 
stock and barrel, together with an , 
empire, to a set of railway promoters. 
How little these puny politicians re­
alized either their responsibilities or 
the inherent greatness of Canada". 
How far they were from grasping what 
the future might mean to the Do­
minion under wise administration. 
The Canadian Pacific, which was 
practically a free gift, might have 
been Canada’s greatest asset. Last 
year its gross revenue almost equalled 
that of the Dominion itself, and the 
lands owned by the company, obtain­
ed free from the government, are 
valued at $1,000,600,000. The men 
who now criticize the government for 
its business-like and eminently 
statesmanlike method of building the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, are the ones 
who committed the political crime re­
lated above, when by their want oi 
foresight they permitted " the Cana­
dian Pacific Railroad to pass entirely 
beyond government control.

Montreal Witness: Our manufactur­
ers—otherwise a set of enlightened, 
estimable and honorable men—would 
like to persuade the .working men of 
England (as they have persuaded the 
working men of Canada) to tax them­
selves for their benefit.

Montreal Witness: But the success 
or failure of Mr. Lemieux s mission 
does not depend, after all/on the pre­
cise wording of the reply that the 
Japanese ministry has given to his 
proposals’, but on the spirit in which 
Japan herself carries out her friendly 
intentions. There is a general elec­
tion at hand in Japan, as there is in 
Canada, and both governments aie 
unwilling to agree to do ought- that 
would prejudice their interests at the 
polls. In any case, whatever re­
strictions are to be placed oil Japan­
ese emigration to this country, they 
must, in the very nature of things, 
be left to the good faith of the 
Japanese authorities. Whenever the 
promises and pledges that were given 
to the Canadian envoy, the real value 
of the same would depend on the ex­
tent to which Japan showed herself 
able and willing to carry out what she 
was offering. The very last thing to 
suggest at the present time isrthe de­
nunciation of last year’s treaty. Le 
us see first whether Japanese states-, 
manship is not as good as its word, 
and the Mikado’s ministers-both ready 
and able to carry out all they' J™»* 
voluntarily, and in our judgme ■ 
most generously, undertaken to do. 
Those politicians who are, for the sake 
of embarrassing the Canadian govern­
ment, busy fomenting anti-Japanese 
feeling in the west, are disloyal alike 
to Canada and to the empire.

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TAFT’S REPORT 
ON PHILIPPINES

U. S. Secretary Presents Today Re­
sult of Investigations. Against 

Policy of Scuttle.

Washington, D C., Jan. 27—The vol­
uminous report ol Secretary Taft upon 
his recent visit to- the Philippines 
wag presented today to the senate 
and house of representatives. In hie 
introductory remarks President Roose­
velt says in part as lollows:—

“It is a subject ior juat national 
gratification that such a report as this 
can be made. No great civilized pow­
er has ever managed with such wis- 
di m and disinterestedness the affairs 

-/ of a people committed by the acci­
dent of war to its hands. If we had 
followed the advice of the misguided 
persons who wished us to turn the 
islands loose and let them suffer what 
ever fate might befall them, they 
would have already passed through a 
lieriod of complete and bloody chaos 
and would now undoubtedly be in 
the possession of some çtber power 
which there is every reason to believe 
would not have done as we have done : 
that is, would not have striven U 
teach them how to govern themselve 
or to have developed them, as wc 
have developed them, primarily ii 
their own interests. The islander» 
have made real advances in a hopefu' 
direction, and they have opened well 
with the new Philippine assembly 
they have yet a long way to travel 
before they will be fit for complete 
self-government and for deciding as i> 
wilt then be their duty to do, whether 
this self-government shall be accom 
panied by complete independence."

Historical Survey.
The report of Secretary Taft con­

stitutes a comprehensive history of thi 
development of the islands from the 
earliest times and under Spanish rule 
down to the time of the American ad 
ministration.

After tracing with considerable fair­

The severe 
criticism to which the policy ol the 
government in the Philippines has 
->een subjected by English colonial 
tatesmen and students, should not 
under our pursuit of it in the slight­

est. It is'of course opposed to the 
policy usually pursued in the English 
government in dealing with native 
races,- because in common with other 
colonial powers, most of England's 
colonial statesmen have assumed that 
the safest course was to keep the na­
tive peoples ignorant and quiet, and 
that any education which might fum- 
sh a motive for agitation was an in­
terference with the true and proper 
course of government. Our policy is 
in experiment it is true, and it as- 
,umes the risk of agitation and sedi- 
ion which may arise from the over­
education of ambitious politicians or 
nisdirected patriots, in order that tlie 
vhole body of the people may acquire 
lufficient intelligence ultimately to 
exercise governmental control them- 
,elves.

Ten Millions for Defence.
Regarding the question of defence, 

Mr. Taft is all against the “policy oi 
scuttle," having the following to say 
.n connection .with the adjustment of 
inancial relations between the Phil- 
ppines and Washington :—

There is an item of cost, which per- 
iaps may be charged to the Philip­
pine islands. I refer to the expense 
if fortifying the Bay of Manila, the 
Port, of Iloilo, and the Port of Cebu, 
io that in holdinig the islands the 
United States shall not be subjeet to 
ludden and capricious attack by any 
imbitious power. This may reach a 
otal of ten millions. But it is hard- 
y fair to charge this to the Philippine 
policy; for almost everyone concedes 
-he necessity of maintaining and for­
tifying coaling stations in ihe Orient 
whether we have the Philippines or 
not.

The question is, tlierti -io, whether, 
in order to avoid the expenditure of 
'55,000,000 a year, the Uuiti-l States 
.hall pursue the humiliating policy of 
-cuttje, should run away front an ob- 
igation which it has assumed to 
nake the Philippines a permanently 
ielf-governing community, and should 
niss an opportunity at the same time 
of building up a profitable trade and 
securing a position in the Orient that 
can not but be of the utmost advan­
tage in obtaining and maintaining its 
proper proportion of Asiatic and Pa­
cific trade.

Recommendations.
In conclusion he makes the follow- 

ng recommendations:—
1— That legislation be adopted by 

congress admitting the products of 
he Philippine islands to the markets 
>f the United States, with eueh rea- 
■onable limitations as may remove 
ear of interference with the tobacco 

and sugar interests in the United 
States ;

2— That the present restrictions be 
removed as to the acquisition pi min- 
ng claims and the holding of lands, 
by corporations in the Philippines;

3— That further legislation be passed 
authorizing- tiiei-Philippine govern- 
nent, ii it chooses, to open and con­

duct an agricultural batik, with a 
capita! not exceeding1 $2,000,-009?-

4— That the coastwise laws of thé 
United States be made permanently 
inapplicable to the trade between the 
ports of the islands and the ports of 
the United States.

DR. THOMPSON TO 
CONTEST MACDONALD

He Will Contest the Constituency of 
Macdonald at the Next Dominion 
Election Against Dr. Staples, Sit­
ting Member.

Winnipeg, Jan. 31.—The Liberals 
of the constituency of Macdonald met 
last night in the Young Men’s Liber­
al club quarters, and chose Dr. S. J. 
Thompson, a farmer of St. James, 
to contest the seat at the next Do­
minion election against Dr. Btaples, 
the Conservative member.

The candidate is well known in the 
province having , for some years been 
the provincial veterinarian. He'came' 
to Manitoba in 1891 from the county 
of Haldimand, Ont., where he had 
been engaged asr a farmer and vet­
erinary surgeon. In Manitoba he 
first lived near Carberry, and for two 
terms represented Norfolk in the pro­
vincial Legislature. Nine years ago 
he removed from his farm at Car- 
berry and took up his residence at 
St. James.

Dr. Thompson, who is the reeve of 
his own municipality, is a man of 
wide experience and mature knowl­
edge, still retaining, though by no 
means young, a considerable deal of 
virility. The meeting last night was 
very largely attended. At the outset 
Dr. Thompson was appointed to the 
chair, and Geo, Walton, M.P.P., act­
ed as secretary.

ROB NEAR POLICE STATION.

Thieves Take $10,000 in Diamonds and 
Watches and Escape.

Kalamazoo, Mich., Jan. 39.—A dar­
ing robbery Occurred at an early hour 
this morning, when thieves entered 
the jewelry store of Frank P. D'Arcy 
and secured diamonds, rings, stickr 
pins- and watches to the value of 
$10,000, and escaped, leaving no 
clue.

The store is located in the centre 
of the business district, near the 
police headquarters. The thieves 
gained entrance by going to the third 
floor of the building, forcing the doro, 
passing through a commercial studio 
and down a freight elevator to the 
salesroom. Jewelry and watches left 
in the shop windows and front cases 
were taken, and also a large amount 
of goods left in the store for repairs.

YORK LOSES ACTION 
AGAINST SECORD

CONFLICT IMPENDING.

Judge Scott Hands Out Decision in 
Application to Strike Out Affi­
davits of Defendant in Case To 
Wind Up Hotel Partnership— 
Costs Awarded Against Secord, 
Defendant. f

Mr. Justice Scott handed out a de­
cision yesterday in lue application 
made in chambers tins week in the 
case of York vs. Secord. The appli­
cation was made by the plaintiff for 
an order to have the affidavits of the 
defendant, Williar.i Richards, Angus 
Johnson, Jas. I). Martin, Frederick 
Peacock and Jos., h Hoatyn, filed by 
the defendant, struck off and remov­
ed from tlie files of the court on the 
ground that they were prolix, scan­
dalous, and irrelevant. The judge 
dismissed the application with costs 
to tlie defendant in any eyent on final 
taxation. !

The action of York vs. Secord was 
to wind uip the partnership between 
the plaintiff and defendant as hotel- 
keepers, with respect to' the Alberta. 
Windsor, King Edward and Yale ho­
tels. The affidavits complained of 
were filed in answer to tlie applica­
tions by the plaintiff to continue the 
interim receiver in his position until 
the action had been decided; to settle 
and approve of a scheme for the tem­
porary management and financing of 
the affairs of the partnership during 
the winding up; to approve of bor­
rowing $4,500 on the note of the re­
ceiver to meet the temporary exigen­
cies of business; and to further con­
tinue the business as a running con­
cern pending the completion of the 
winding up of the partnership.

Judge Scott held that the affidavit 
filed by the plaintiff upon the last 
application plainly disclosed the in­
tention to apply that he should be 
continued as manager of the hotels 
and should be paid for services, and 
that the present interim receiver 
should- be continued as receiver, and 
that the solicitor of the plaintiff 
should be appointed solicitor for the 
receiver.

Taking the various clauses in the 
affidavit objected to, the judge stated 
that he could not hold that the larger 
interests of the defendant would give 
him more weight than the plaintiff 
in appointing a receiver.

Referring to the objection that the 
part stating that the plaintiff was in­
debted to the. defendant for the hotel 
properties acquired should be struck 
out, the judge stated that it was an 
open question whether this.was rele­
vant, but he would not qrder it to be 
struck out.. . '

As to the paragraph referring to the 
mortgage given to the plaintiff to the 
defendant which was not. yet due, the 
judge held that as the w;ords "is ov­
erdue” did not appear iri this para­
graph he could not hold’ that tlie af­
fidavit was -intended to convey this 
ithpression. . .

In tlie part, relating to. tlie alleged 
demand by the plaintiff that a demand 
had been made on him for taxes and 
in which the defendant stated bis be­
lief that such allegations were untrue 
and that the paying of the taxes was 
a scheme between the plaintiff and 
receiver to assist another' action, tlie 
judge allowed the paragraph to stand.

The objection as to not, ytatrng facts 
and of being scandalous preferred 
against a certain portion of the affi­
davit was met by the defendant stat­
ing that it was to show that the soli­
citor oi tlie plaintiff should not be 
solicitor for tlie receiver. The judge 
considered this well wo r til y of con­
sideration, but held that it was scand­
alous matter for the defendant to make 
affidavit that one solicitor was better 
than another for this work.

The statement of the accounts of 
the hotels was allowed as it showed 
whether the receiver was competent 
or not.

The objection of the plaintiff that 
unnecessary details had been given in 
Hostyn's affidavit, was not sustained 
by the judge, who held that as it 
showed the circumstances under which 
the plaintiff had issued a chèque on 
the partnership account to pay his 
own prvate debt and had charged it 
to the “coal account," it was very rele­
vant and should stand.

Judge Scott then briefly summed up. 
the case and dismissed the application 
tlie costs to be borne, by the de­
fendant.

VERDICT PLEASED THEM.

Railwaymen Make Demonstration at 
Acquittal of Engineer and Con­
ductor.

Regina, Jan. 30—After being out 
nearly five hours the jury at ten 
o'clock tonight returned a verdict of 
not guilty in the case of C. P. R. En­
gineer Hinchy, charged with man­
slaughter in connection with the train 
wreck at «Fushimi Siding. Previous 
to the foreman of the jury declaring 
the decision arrived at his lordship, 
Justice Prendergast, warned the large 
crowd present in the court against 
making any demonstration. As soon, 
however, as the crowd, which was 
largely composed of railway men, was 
clear of the court house, a remarkable 
demonstration’took placé* the two ac­
quitted men, Hinchy and Alexander, 
being borne on shoulders amid a 
cheering crowd to the city hall.

The result of the (riâl hinged al­
most entirely upon a stetri-wind watélî 
of the 'accused enginedr, which t.he 
defence claimed was of a description 
liable to sudden eccentricities. A 
great deal of evidenece was called on 
this point, t number of instances be­
ing given of similar watches having 
lost or gained time. Hinchy, who 
gave evidence in his own behalf, stat­
ed that it was thirty seconds after 
eight o’clock when he reached Fushi­
mi Siding, where, according to his 
orders, he was to remain until eight 
o’clock for the freigut.

Disagreement Between Russia and 
Austria-Hungary May Upset Bal­
kan Situation-

St. Petersburg, Jan. 31—A serious 
conflict appears to be impending be­
tween Russia and Austria-Hungary 
over the Austrian plans for the estab­
lishment of direct railroad communi- 
catiohs between Vienna, Salonica and 
Athens, announced a few days ago by 
Baroon Von Aehrethal, the Austro- 
Hungarian minister of foreign affairs, 
in his annual statement before the for­
eign affairs committee of the Hungar­
ian delegation.

This is regarded here as being likely 
to upset tlie whole Balkan situation 
and rupture the concert of th epowers 
on which depends the continuance of 
reform work in Macedonia. Russian 
newspapers all unite in expressing in­
dignation at the action of Austria, 
which, they declare, under cover of 
the Muerzteg agreement, arranged tlie 
Turko-Greco-Austrian understanding 
for the construction of a railroad to 
manifest tlie disadvantage of Slav in­
terests in the Balkans.

The foreign office has issued a com­
munication through the official news 
agency which leaves no doubt that 
the government shares tlie opinion 
of the press and has not intention of 
submitting tamely to the execution oi 
the project by Austria-Hungary.

8 FOR ACQUITTAL 
4 FOR CONVICTION

Disagreement Probable in Thaw Case 
—Jury Hopelessly Split—Thaw 
Makes Sensational Charge Against 
a Juryman—Mrs. Thaw Cheerful.

New York, Feb. 1.—After being 
locked up for twenty-four hours, Thaw 
jury is still deadlocked. Although no 
absolutely authentic information has 
been permitted to eseape the jury 
room, it is reported that the ballot 
taken this morning stood eight ior ac­
quittal and four for conviction, with 
the jury hopelessly split and a dis­
agreement probable. Thaw seemed 
disappointed at the failure of the 
jury to acquit him before this time 
and made a sensational accusation 
against one juror.

“I have been suspicious of one jury­
man all along," he said, “and em 
convinced that when he took his seat 
in the box his mind was made up to 
convict me." He told the name of 
the man in the box he . feared. 
Evelyn Thaw seemed actually cheer­
ful.

Passed Third Reading.
Two bills passed their third reading 

and now only await the assent of the 
Lieutenant-Governor to become law. 
They are an Act respecting the re­
mission of certain penalties, intro­
duced -by Premier Rutherford, and 
an act respecting the enforcement of 
judge’s orders in matters not in court, 
introduced by Attorney-General Cross. 
An act to incorporate Calgary Y. M. 
C. A.,- introduced by Hon. Mr, Oush 
ing got a first reading, as did the act 
to validate and confirm certain by­
laws of the City of Edmonton, intro­
duced By Hon. Mr. Cross, and àn act 
respecting a system of taxation for 
Dayslsnd, introduced -by A. 6. Rosen- 
roll. All of these bills will be read 
a second time on Tuesday next.

Several acts were read a second 
time, including an act to incorporate 
the Harmonie Club of Calgary, intro­
duced by E. H, Riley, and referred 
to the committee on miscellaneous 
and private bills; an act to grant cer­
tain powers to the Minister of Educa­
tion, which will come before a com­
mittee of the whole house on Wednes­
day next; an act respecting the Bow 
River -Collieries Railway Company, 
introduced by W. C. Simmons, and 
referred to the Railway Committee.

In committee of the whole house 
consideration was given these acts, 
read a second time—an act respecting 
enquiries concerning public matters 
and an Act for expediting the decision 
of constitutional and other legal ques­
tions. The former was reported with 
some amendments, and will be given 
a third reading on Wednesday next. 
The latter, reported without amend­
ment; will be read a third time next 
Tuesday. An act respecting govern­
ment telephone and telegraph systems 
was permitted to stand over until 
Tuesday next.

Premier Rutherford Speaks.
The premier; in moving the second 

reading;of the act to grant certain 
cowers, tp the-Minister of Education, 
fifst. read the proposed enactment, 
which'is as follows:

"Tlie Minister of Education shall 
have power to enter into any con­
tract with any person or corporation 
that may be necessary or advisable 
in carrying out the provisions ot any 
act of the Legislative Amenably or 
Ordinance of the Northwest Territor­
ies, and, with the approval of the 
Lieutenant Governor in Council, to 
provide by contract or otherwise for 
the printing and publishing, or for 
the supplying or furnishing, of all 
text and reference books for the use 
of the pupils and teachers in the 
schools and institutes in the province 
which are under the control and man­

agement of the Department of Edu­
cation of the Province, as well as 
for the supplying and furnishing of 
all such maps, globes, charts and 
other apparatus or equipment as may 
be required for giving proper instruc­
tion in such schools or institutes.”

The premier’s comments on the bill 
were not lengthy, but they were mark­
ed by the earnestness which has char­
acterized his actions throughout since 
the Legislature empowered him to act 
with the sister provinces to secure 
improved text books for the schools. 
Rounds of applause greeted his an­
nouncement of free readers, of the 
Government’s desire to have an agri­
cultural text-book specially suited to 
Alberta, and to the outlined sketch 
of the merits of the new series on 
which so much thought has been ex­
pended.

Speaking to the House on the mat­
ter in hand, Premier Rutherford said 
that, as it had been widely comment­
ed upon, .some of the text-books, es­
pecially the readers, in use in Alber­
ta’s schools had become out-of-date 
and less attractive than it was neces­
sary they should be. These same text­
books had been in use in Ontario pro­
vince for several years, and were 
still employed there, although a 
change was also being effected in 
that province. The books were pub­
lished by the Gage Company and the 
Canada Publishing Company.

It was, moreover desirable, said the 
premier, that Alberta’s school should 
have readers specially devised to 
meet the needs of the province, and 
Saskatchewan, finding a similar need 
existing there, had been moved to 
co-operate with Alberta in this mat­
ter. Their efforts had been highly 
successful, as the people of the pro­
vince will realize when in a few 
months the books are delivered to 
the schools. In this connection, the 
premier intimated it was also desir­
able that at some time an agricul­
tural text book arranged with spe­
cial regard to the conditions existing 
in Alberta, should be prepared for 
the use of the schools. (Appaluse.)

Provinces United In This.
With the object in view of securing 

a thoroughly up-to-date and attractive 
series of readers for our schools, he 
said, the Departments of Education in 
Alberta and Saskatchewan in 1906 
took up the question of a new and 
uniform set of readers for the two 
•provinces.

The leading publishers of Canada 
were requested to submit sets of read­
ers, and in April, 1907, a committee 
composed of representatives from each 
of the provinces met in Calgary. 
These educationists entered into a 
careful examination and criticism of 
the books submitted. They reported 
to their various governments, and as 
a result the ministers of education in 
Alberta and Saskatchewan entered in­
to negotiations with the Morang com­
pany of Toronto, whose readers had 
been considered the most suitable as 
a basis for the text-books required.

A thorough revision revision of thé 
set Was then made uy the Editor of 
the work, under the direction Bird 
With the assistance of W. A. MacIn­
tyre and J. C. Saule, representatives 
from the two provinces. As soon as 
this revision was completed, the sets 
were again submitted for a final revi­
sion to representatives from the two 
provinces and endorsed by the educa­
tional councils jof both.

As a consequence the Morang Com­
pany had set to work upon these 
books, which have -been ordered for 
Alberta, Saskatchewan and Manitoba. 
While he felt, the premier said, as he 
wa8 sure the whole* House and pro­
vince felt, it would have been desir­
able to have text-books produced with­
in tlie province. Bût that at this 
stage of development it was not pos­
sible. No newspaper or other office 
had a book publishing establishment 
which could produce sets of school 
books.

It was impresed upon the govern­
ment representatives in these nego­
tiations with the Morang Company 
that particular attention should be 
paid to the style of binding, quality 
of paper, illustration and general 
workmanship of the books,, as well 
as to the reading matter to be used. 
Whilst quality was made the prime 
necessity tlie price was also kept in 
view, and according to the terms 
of contract the price was quite mod­
erate.

The province of Manitoba for the 
past ten years had been using the 
Victorian readers, the retail price of 
these in a set of five being 25c, 30c 
35c, and 50 cents. The Alexandra or 
new series would retail at 20c, 25c, 
35c, 40c and 50c, wnile they were in 
merit worth at least one-third more 
than their predecessors, apart from 
the quality of the selections, it being 
a fact that the new set contained in 
all 272 pages more than the Victorian, 
and 257 pages more than the set sub­
mitted by thé Canada Publishing 
Company.,

The departments of education in 
the provinces of Alberta and Saskat­
chewan having decided upon a uni­
form set of readers, it was thought 
possible Manitoba might care to enter 
into this plan for western readers. 
At present arrangements were for uni­
formity in this matter of readers only, 
but it opened the way for securing 
later a wider system of uniformity. As 
it was always desirable to keep edu­
cational affairs out of politics, this 
matter had been referred first to the 
educational Councils of Alberta and 
Saskatchewan. It was later brought 
up for Manitoba's approval at the 
Winnipeg conference, Manitoba’s re­
presentatives, including the acting 
Minister of Education, heartily en­
dorsed it.

Amid applause the premier proceed­
ed to announce that the members of 
the government felt it could afford to 
see that each boy and girl in every 
class in Alberta's schools be furnished 
with a free reader. By purchasing 
the books wholesale the government 
could make a much better bargain 
than individuals or even small deal­
ers could. This was, however, said 
the premier, subject to the decision of 
the Legislature when the bill was 
weighed in committee of the whole. 
Its contents could then be fully dis­
cussed, as could the contract with' the 
Morang’s, ‘ While a careful estimate 
which was now being prepared would 
furnish an accurate idea of the 
amount needed for thé supply of 
books.

The educational work of this new 
country, said Mr. Rutherford, was one 
of its important problems, and he 
took pleasure in reporting that as a 
whole that the progress made had 
been excellent. Moreover, fully 150 
new rural school districts had been 
organized to meet the needs of. the 
incoming settlers. In addition to tlie 
simple fact of organization and ex­
pansion of districts, it was highly es- 
sental, Mr, Rutherford concluded, that 
the schools maintain a good standard, 
that the text books placed in tlie 
children’s hands be attractive, and 
clea’rly up-to-date.

On the conclusion of tlie premier’s 
address, John T. Moore, of Red Deer, 
spoke briefly in commendation of the 
bill. It will be brought before the 
House in committee of the whole on 
Wednesday next, and be fully discuss­
ed there.

On motion of the premier the. House 
after a comparatively brief session ad­
journed until this afternoon at three 
o’clock.

MADE LARGE CLAIMS

Wives of Missionaries in Boxer Trou­
ble Secure Big Indemnities.

New York, Jan. 30.—The committee 
on reference and council representing 
the Protestant missionary boards and 
societies in the United States and 
Canada, yesterday made public the 
following statements concerning the 
indemnity claims of missionaries and 
missionary boards for losses during 
the Boxer outbreak in China.

Senator Lodge reports that the en­
tire amount paid out by the United 
States government for all claims that 
were presented is $2,000,000. In this 
connection Washington press de­
spatches state that the most exorbi­
tant claims were those of the wives 
of missionaries. The fact is that 
$2,000,000 included the claims of many 
of those who were not missionaries, 
and that the bulk of the money paid 
for missionary claims was fm mission 
property destroyed, clieifly schools and 
hspitnls and their apparatus. The 
claims of one society on property ac­
count alone amounted to nearly $400,- 
000. The claims of the missionaries 
for personal property covered in some 
cases residences owned by them, and 
generally libraries, household furni­
ture and supplies, as well as clothing.

All claims -were submitted to the 
United States commissioner in Pekin 
who approved them as fair arid just. 
These claims are on file in the state 
department in Washington where any­
one, we presume, can examine them. 
The missionary boards have nothing 
to conceal, nor are they conscious of 
having anything to apologize for.

Their hope is to kill off now in a 
lean season for fur-bearing animals 
as many wolves as they possibly can, 
and When in the natural order of 
things the fur-bearing animals return 
in larger quantities, the ranks of 
their old hereditary enemies, the 
wolves, will be diminished.

Men Demand Investigation Into Con­

F0t tlie third evening this week 
the city council last night held a four 
hour session to discuss civic matters 
find to endeavor to place everything 
on a sound working basis, and it was 
past midnight before the completed 
their work. Several very important 
matters were discussed and decided 
at this adjourned meeting. The city 
commissioners gave as comprehensive 
a statement as possible regarding the 
amount already expended, and the 
amount- yet to be used in street pav­
ing and the laying of the street car 
lines. The matter has not been made 
particularly clear as yet, but has been 
allowed to rest for the present. The 
decision to lay a double car track on 
Namayo avenue from Jasper to the 
C N R. tracks and the passing of a 
number of money by-laws aggregating 
$336.500 were the outstanding features 
of the evening’s deliberations.

From the figures quoted by Com­
missioner Kinnaird, it is estimated 
that the laying of a single line of 
street railway costs about $72,000 per 
mile. The cost of paving McDougall, 
Jasper and Namavo to the C.N.R. 
tracks is $208,000, and of laying" à 
double car line on the paved por­
tions of Jasper and Namayo avenue to 
the C.N.R. about $213,000.

The by-laws passed to raise money 
for various municipal improvements 
in the city aggregate $386.500. This 
with other by-laws to be passed will 
make up the $850,000 debentures to 
be sold shortly. The by-laws passed 
were as follows:

Commissioner Kinnaird Explains.
In explaining the question of the 

cost of the street railway,

Fernie, Jan. 31—H. Hurd, general 
manager of the Crow’- Nest Coal com­
pany, said today that he expected 
the strike at Coal Creek will soon be 
settled.

The council then proceeded to hear 

the various money by-laws read, and 
to discuss and pass them. By-law 165 
to provide the sum of $40,000 to im­
prove and extend the municipal tele­
phone system was read. This includ­
ed the balance ofjthe cost of the Lor- 
Irner system, amf the wiring of the 
city of Edmonton. It included the 
cost of the 300 pair cable across the 
Saskatchewan river, but did not in­
clude tile cost of wiring Strathcona. 
The total cost of the new telephone 
system was estimatê3~fo be $105,000. 
A by-law .passed by a previous council 
authorized the issue of $65,000 de­
bentures which it was estimated was 
euffiicent for the 600 ’phones at first 
thought to be enough. The addition­
al cost was caused by the decision 
to install a 1,200 phone system, the 
cost of wiring, etc. This by-law was 
passed after some discussion, to be 
voted upon on February 24th, 1908.

By-law 166 to provide for the issue 
of $60,000 debentures to pay for the 
projected improvements, additions 
arid extensions to the electric lighting 
system of the city was then read. 
There was considerable discussion by 
the aldermen over this question, as it 
was not very clearly understood. It 
was explained that the estimated cost 
of the new plant was $140,000, $10,000 
more would be required for the lead 
line from the proposed site of the 
plant on the Gibbons property to the 
city. This portion would not now 
lie needed ag the plant was to be 
placed on the old site in the city, but 
although it was suggested that the 
£10,000 might be deducted from the 
$60,000 it was not carried out. Thirty 
thousand dollars more was required 
to pay for the extensions and im­
provements to the present plant dur­
ing the past year. A by-law had 
been passed last year to raise $120,000 
and the $60,000 now being provided 
for was to make up the balance of the 
sum required. The by-law was car­
ried, and will be submitted to the 
ratepayers on February 24th.

Bylaw 167 was the next bylaw read. 
This provided for the raising of $5,000 

to supplement the $10,000 and $15,000 
already voted upon to pay for the er­
ection and equipment of the Isola­
tion hospital. This brings'the total 
cost of this hospital up to $30,000.

question was first discussed it was 
determined to carry on the street pav­
ing in. conjunction with the laying of 
the street car rails. In order to place 
the /matter of paving on a proper 
basis, it was decided that the city at 
large should pay the cost of the pav­
ing fronting on a bare street. In con­
sideration of the fact that Jasper ave­
nue was 100 feet in width, and the 
principal business street of the city, 
a greater portion Of the "paving of this 
street should be borne by the city at 
large than on other streets. In view 
of this fact a report made by the City 
Commissioners in November, 1906. 
was adopted. This report provided 
that on Jasper avenue one-third of 
the cost of paving the street should 
be charged to the municipality at 
large, and two-thirds to the property 
owners, both chargee to spread over 
a period of twenty years. On other 
streets, one fifth of the cost of paving 
was to be charged to the municipal­
ity at large and four-fifths to the pro­
perty owners at twenty year terms 
On streets not paved the full cost 
of paving that portion of the street 
used by the street railway was charg­
ed to the street railway system, and 
debited to the city at large.

Coming down to figures in the mat­
ter of the pavement. Commissioner 
Kinnaird stated that the total cost 
of paving and laying rails on Jasper 
avenue from Ninth street to Kinistino 
avenue was estimated to be $206,363 
.95. Of this $97,416.04 was chargeable 
to the street railway system, $59,766.60 
to the municipality at large, and $49.- 
181.31 to the property frontage own­
ers. There are altogether 5,943 feet 
to be paved on Jasper avenue, of 
which 3,055 feet are already paved, 
leaving 1,888 to be paved, on which 
rails are to be laid.

The cost of street paving on Mc­
Dougall street from College avenue 
to Isabella, on Jasper from Ninth 
street to Kinistino avenue, and on Na­
mayo avenue from Jasper to the C.
N. R. tracks, is estimated to be $208,- 
000. Of this $114,000 is charged to 
the municipality and $94,000 to the 
property frontage owners. For this 
$50,000 has already been provided by 
by-law, leaving $158,000 to be still 
provided for Of the $114,000 charged 
to the municipality at large $46,875 
will be charged to the street railway 
system, leaving $67,125 of the cost 
to be actually borne by the city.

This cost of paving has been appor­
tioned as follows: For, McDougall 
avenue, $63,480; Jasper avenue, First 
to Ninth street, $61,277.51; Jasper 
ai’ebiie. First to Kinistino, $47,720.40; 
and Namayo avenue from Jasper to 
C.N.R. tracks, $34,514; $1.000 for in- 
kpection and other necessaries has 
been included, bringing the total cost 
up to $207,941.91 or approximately 
$208,000.

regiment, 400 strong, will be organiz­
ed in Edmonton. The question of . an 
appropriation for such an organiza­
tion will be considered by the House 
of Commons at. Ottawa at its present 
session. From the replies received 
last year to their request for an ap­
propriation for tliis purpose local mili­
tary men arc ori the opinion that a 
grant will be made this year.

The question of whether a six or 
eight-company regiment should he 
formed here has been discussed at 
some length by military men in the 
west. In view- of the fact that the 
petition for the organization of an 
infantry regiment here last year was 
signed by over 500 who signified their 
willingness to join this regiment, it is 
thought that there will be no difficulty 
at all in forming an eight company 
regiment. All those* washing to join, 
whether in the capacity of officers, 
non-cominisaioned officers or privates, 
should communicate with Lieut. Col. 
E. B. Edwards, who has the matter 
in hand.

The officers for the proposed regi­
ment are now being selected and 25 
out cvf the 35 isqaired, hare already 
be< i natr <4.

RESULT OF EXPLOSION.

Thomas Somerset, one of the men 
injured at the dynamite explosion in 
the City mines, had his right eye 
removed yesterday, at the Public hos­
pital. The doctors are still uncertain 
as to whether the other eye may be 
saved.

The dynamite had penetrated 
through the eye, which has been re­
moved. Other injuries suffered by 
Mr. Somerset are a broken wrist and 
a couple of slight scalp wounds. The 
patient is, however, resting quite com­
fortably to-day.

CITY HOSPÏTAL MEETING.

The annual meeting of the Board of 
Directors of the Edmonton City Hospi­
tal was held in the council chambers 
of the city hall yesterday afternoon. The 
attendance was not latfee but the busi­
ness of the meeting was proceeded with 
The annual report"'of the directors was 
read and the directors for tlie ensuing 
year elècted. A. T. Cushing is the newly 
elected president of the Board.

When the meeting was called to order 
only twelve men were present including 
Mayor John A. McDougall, A-. T. Butch- 
art, Dr. Dunn, A. C. Fraser. W. L. Hoi). 
A. Fulmer, A. T. Cushing, T. M. Turn- 
bull. Rev. A. AL McDonald. H. V. Helli- 
wig. W. D. McPhait-and II. D. Johnson.

After the reading and adoption of the 
minutes of the last annual meeting tlie 
annual report of the Board of Directors 
was read. This report included a com­
prehensive financial statement and a 
statement of the assets and liabilities 
for the year ending December 31st, 1907. 
The report was a very satisfactory one 
and was adopted with but little discus­
sion.

Resolutions .were then called for and 
the following were moved and carried.

and Butchart. Nominations were then 
called for and resulted in the following 
va names lining put forward: John A.

HIEBERT’S NEW LIQUOR BILL.
C. D. Hiebert, the opposition mem­

ber for Rosebud, moved yesterday in 
tire House the first reading of a bill 
to establish the liquor trade of Al­
berta onea dispensary basis. The bill, 
which comes up for a second reading 
on Wednesday next, provides for the 
appointment of a board of commis­
sioners who will supervise the liquor 
tiade of the province, and under 
Whose guiding control there will be 
operated a whole sale liquor dispens­
ary in CakaW, another in Edmonton 
and branch dispensaries for the retail 
trade. The funds for carrying out the 
act are to be paid out of the revenues 
of the province.

In this dispensary system the mov­
er of the bill plans to dp away with 
the modern bartender. Liquor would 
be sold in these government-controlled 
dispensaries by men appointed by the 
board of commissioners and who are 
to hold a teacher’s ttprd-class certi­
ficate or its equivalent. They shall 
sell to any one person no greater 
quantity of. wine or spirits than one

2uart, or half a gallon of ole. These 
ispensers are to inform the police 

when a person becomes intoxicated, 
and their establishments are only to 
be open for the sale of liquor between 
8 ,m. and 7 p.m.

Each dispensary .must according to 
thin act be sithated on a main street 
and ltave only one entrance with no 
interior communication with any other 
room or building save cellars or ware­
houses.

PROJECTED RAILWAY'S.
Railway legislation, always signific­

ant of the development of a country, 
is not lacking in this year's session 
of the provincial legislature. While 
at Ottawa the Edmonton, Dunvegan 
and British Columbia railway ie oc­
cupying the attention oi1 the House, 
"there are a couple of railway- Bills be­
fore the legislature nerc. •

In addition to the amendment ask­
ed in the charter for the Albertan 
Northwestern railway with its route 
across country to the Rockies, the Bow- 
River Collieries Railway company 
are also applying for incorporation.

The bill, which comes up today for 
a second i>ading provides for the in­
corporation of-a company with pow­
ers to construct and operate n railway 
of the guage of four feet 8 1-2 inches 
from a point on the north bank of the 
Bow river in township 17, range 17, 
west of the fourth meridian, to a point 
on the main line of the Canadian Pa­
cific, at or near Cassils.

The capital stock of the company is 
placed at $250,000. The company may 
issue bonds or debentures to the ex­
tent of $15,000 per mile of the railway 
and branches. The company also asks 
power to own a telephone and tele­
graph system in connection with the 
road. Construction is to begin with­
in two years and the road is to lie com­
pleted within five years from the date 
at which ithe act comes into force.

GAS BY-LAW DEFEATED.

Two more votes were registered against 
the by-law to grant a franchise to supply 
natural gas to the American Canadian 
Oil Company as a result of the recount 
of the ballots cast, which took place at 
the Supreme Court yesterday before Mr. 
Justice Rc-ott. This' brings the number 
of votes the Company fell short of get­
ting the necessary two thirds up to 29 
Altogether the recount of the ballots 
showed very little change in the first 
total and that change does not affect the 
result of the election in "any way.

At the first count on the evening of 
the election it was announced that a 
total of 1861 votes had been cast at 
this election, 1218 being for the by-law 
and 643 against it. As a result of the 
recount yesterday it was announced that 
a total of 1255 votes were east at this 
election, 1207 being for file granting of 
the gas franchise and 648 against. Tlie 
judge allowed several ballots marked 
with a straight mark instead of a cross 
which h:ul been thrown out at the first 
count.

E. B. Wiiiamg apneared on behalf 
of the Company and F. M. C. Crosskill 
for the city.

NEW COURT ROOM.
Several changes are being made in 

the Sandison block in prepare! m lor 
holding the spring assizes of the Su­
preme court. Since, the opening of 
the District court it has been found 
necessary to provide greater accom­
modation,, Up to tlie present time 
the District court has been held in 
the Supreme court chambers and the 
clerk of the District court has had 
offices in the same place as the clerk 
of the Supreme court.

Yesterday workmen were engaged in 
preparing a separate room for holding 
District court. The law library is be­
ing. moved from its present quarters 
into tlie rooms used by Judge Taylor 
and Mr. Justice Beek. These judgts 
have private rooms on tlie other side 
of the building. Tlie present library 
will be used as tlie District court 
chambers and will be ready for use 
next week. The rooms immediately 
east of the office of the clerk of the 
Supreme court will be used by Mr. 
Driscoll as an office for the District 
court clerk.

Steps are also being taken to supply 
tables in both the Supreme and Dis­
trict courts for the use of the press.

LARGE DEBT CASES.
A number of large debt cases have 

been set down for trial at the spring 
assizes of tlie Suprejne Court, which 
opens on Tuesday, February 4th. 
These include cases of various natures 
and for various amounts. The ones 
of most general interest are two ac­
tions brought against the City of Ed­
monton. .

One of these is the case Jackson et 
al vs. City of Edmonton, This is an 
action brought by Mr. Jackson and 
several other property owners in 
River street against the city. Tlie 
case, which is a very old one, will 
determine whether this street should 
be open or not, The street in ques­
tion extends from River street On 
one side is the Fraser mill property 
and on the other what is known as 
the Syndicate property, owned by a 
number of people who are tlie plain­
tiffs in this action In 1903 a map of 
the city was made by Surveyor Dnsj 
<x>ll, which indicated tlmt a stfleet 
did exist at this point. It was never 
opened but has been used constantly, 
and the water mains and electric light 
lines have been laid down the street. 
A short time ago the city started to 
grade tins street, but were invented 
by an injunction taken out by the 
plaintiffs. The question will pro­
bably be finally settled at this court. 
The action at the last, court to re­
cover damages for trees cut down in 
the opening of Water street has no 
connection with this case.

The other case against the city is a 
suit for $2,500 damages, brought by a 
man named Winterburn against the 
city. The man slipped on a loose 
plank last spring in front of the Im­
perial Bank and broke his leg, sus­
taining serious injuries.

He. was at work in the rear 
of the steam shovel when the cage 
attached to the back of the shovel, 
and which was full of coal, swung up 
into the air, and the chain holding 
it breaking at that moment the cage 
fell upon him, dislocating his knee 
and injuring his scalp.

MEN EMPLOYED.
About fifty men are employed today 

on the sewer excavations on Ninth 
street. There is only about a foot of 
frost in ithe ground, but this prevents 
the necessity,of timbering as in the 
summer time. There is also an abs­
ence of water that make the work oi 
excavation much easier than at any 
other season of the year. Present op­
erations seem to indicate that work of 
this kind in low ground can be done 
most expeditiously in winter.

MILLING CASE IN COURT.
The necessary court proceeding to 

wind up the affairs of the Red Deer 
Milling Company, which has become 
insolvent, was commenced this morn­
ing in court before Mr. Justice Har­
vey. Evidence was taken in the case 
this morning and will be continued 
this afternoon. Messrs. Green, of 
Red Daer,. and Biggar, of Edmonton, 
appeared for the shareholders of the 
company and J. L. Crawford, of Red 
Deer, acted for the creditors.

TYPHOID FROM CLOVER BAR.
A large number of typhoid fever 

cases have been bvought in to the city 
hospitals during the past month from 
outside districts, principally front 
Clover Bar bridge works. The condi­
tions in the city are very healthful 
and not more than two or three cases 
of this disease with their origin in 
Edmonton have been reported to the 
health authorities.

GETS SIX MONTHS.
At the police court yesterday before 

Magistrates Belcher and Wilson Nick 
Jyrluk was convicted of stealing a 
fur coat, the property of W. J. Rich­
ardson, of the Imperial Hotel, and 
was sentenced to six months impri­
sonment at Fort Saskatchewan, with 
hard labor.

Two drunks appeared before Magis­
trate Cowan this morning. One plead­
ed guilty and was given $5 fine; the 
other pleaded not guilty and was re­
manded till this evening, when the 
officer arresting will be on duty.

A WAGE^CASE.

For the criminal and civil eases to 
be tried by jury, 25 jurymen have 
been summoned.

ROBERTS FOUND GUILTY.
R. Roberts was found guilty by 

Judge Taylor at the District court yes­
terday of stealing jewelry from the 
store of S. Nankin, valued, at. $150. 
Sentence has been reserved until Mon­
day morning at 10.30. Benjamin H. 
Stray, who was tried for receiving 
stolen goods from Roberts, knowing 
them to be stolen, and selling thèm, 
was given the benefit of the doubt and 
was acquitted. .

The case occupied all day Friday, 
the eases against Roberts and Stray 
being heard together. After lundi 
Nankin was cross-examined at some 
length by E. B. Williams, counsel for 
the defence. C. J. Griffiths, sergeant 
detective of the city police force, gave 
evidence regarding the arrest of Rob­
erts and Stray on information receiv­
ed. R. Roberts, the accused, the only^ 
witness for the defence, was then cal­
led. He stated that lie worked for Mr. 
Nankin during October and Novem­
ber. Being shown the cuff links, wit­
ness stated that he gave them to Grant 
Lockman. He had brought them to 
the city from his stock in Lloydmin- 
ster. The brooch in evidence accused 
said he had given to Miss Wait in the 
store. He charged it on a slip as lie 
had done with a locket he gave to 
Grant Lockman. He placed the charge 
slips on a nail above his work bench. 
One of the watches he " sold to Mc­
Dowell to be paid for at the end of 
November. He also took a watch and 
ring to send home for Christmas, 
charging all goods on slips and plac­
ing them on the nail, intending to pay 
them. Tlie slips were open for Mr. 
Nankin’s charges.

In cross-examination the accused 
stated that he charged all tlie goods 
placed in evidence on slips with the 
exception of the cuff links, which lie- 
brought from his stock at Lloydmin- 
ster. He kept the watch, chain and 
ring he was going to send home on 
his table out of the stock for two 
weeks for fear they would be sold, The 
retail value of the chain was $22 and 
the watch $18. He expected to get 
the goods at cost price, but he had no 
arrangement with Mr. Nankin regard­
ing a discount for material he bought 
for himself. Witness stated in reply 
to a question of Mr. Cogswell that, 
when Mr. Nankin was present lie " 
would charge the articles in the book 
and when he was absent he would 
charge them on slips. Accused said 
when he sold articles for cash he 
would put the cash in the till and 
when hé sold articles for credit he 
put the Ipredit. slips on a file on his 
work berich.

Asked By Mr. Cogswell if the accus­
ed did not take a man named Fred 
Boyte to Nankin’s store on the even­
ing of tlie day on whicli tlie Calgary 
Hundred Thousand club visited Ed-

certain other privileges. He promised 
him employment for a year provided 
he was satisfactory. His work was 
very unsatisfactory, so the defendant 
discharged him without the usual 
month's notice, tendering him the am­
ount of his pay $27 for tlie time he had 
been there. This was refused and the 
plaintiff entered an action against the 
defendant for $209 damages for dis­
missal. Tiie case was tried before 
Inspector Worsley at the U. N. W. M. 
P. barracks and a decision was given 
in favor of the plaintiff for $77. The 
case was appealed to the District 
court and was tried before Judge Tay­
lor this morning. After hearing the 
evidence the judge awarded the plain­
tiff the $27 due him without costs to 
either party. C. F. Newell appeared 
for the appellant and M. Delavnult 
for the respondent.

BILL IN INTEREST OF WIVES.

A largely-signed petition from the eit- 
izens of Stettler was presented yesterday 
in the legislature by W. F. Puffer, the 
member for Lacombe, "praying that a 
law be enacted “providing that u wife 
should have an inchoate right of dower, 
as she has in the province of Ontario.’’

The preamble, which is a lengthy one, 
evidences the petitioners’ clear concep­
tion of the responsibilities and merits of 
the duties of wives and mothers in the 
provinces. It reads in part—

Whereas there is absolutely no pro­
vision or compensation by-law for a wo­
man in this province who undertakes 
the duties of wife and mother;

Whereas, the women of this province 
equally with the men bear their share 
of the burdens of life and take their part 
in the settlement and development of 
the country;

BUNN FOR TRIAL
Another criminal case Has been set 

down for trial at the spring assizes 
of the Supreme court next week, 
bringing the total number of criminal 
cases up to fifteen.
