Dollars In Farmers’ Pockets

Enormous Export Business Following Removal of Duty by United
States on Canadian Cattle Fa lling Off Owing to Levelling of

Prices cn This

Ottawa, March 6.—The effect of the
Underwood tariff bill upon the ex-
ports of Canadian beef, which resulted
of ‘the United
States duty on that important article
of consumption, is shown in a return
brought down in the. House
afternoon.

This returp shows the mov ement of
cattle from Canada to the United
States during the Four maqnths from
October to January, when the new
tariff law was in force, as compared
swith the .movement during the cor-
responding months the year before.

In the month of October last, 58,671
cattle found their way across
porder from Canada, as compared
with 5,142 during the corresponding
month of the preceding year, ,when
the American duty was in force. In
November last the movement was at
its height and 76,087 cattle were ex-
ported, as compared with 6,662 dur-
ing the conespondmg‘ month of the
yeay before. In December, 22,223
were exported as against 4,126, and in
January 5,500 went across, as com-
pared with 4,311.

The falling off during the months
of December and January are due not
only to the depletion. of the Canadian
herds, but to the fact that the Cana-
dian prices ‘have risen and export is
not now necessary to' procure a good
price for cattle, X

SYNOPSIS O THE BU&INESS IN THE CANADIAN PARLIAMENT.

Public Opinion. Is Not Yet Ripe
for the Introduction of System
of Old Age Pensions, Says
Hon. W. T. White.

OTTAWA, March 4.—That public
opinion in Capada is not yet ripe for
the introduction of a 'system of old
age pensions was the declaration made
in the Commons today by Hon. W. T.
White, minister of finance.

The declaration  followed a debate
on a resolution introduced by George
Kite (Richmond, N.S.), advocating the
establishment of a federal old age
pension system. Mr. White said that
while his disposition was to favor any
proposal which would result in -the
amelioration of the condition of old
and indigent, he was not satisfied that
the force of opinion back of the pro-
posal was sufficient to warrant gov-
ernment action at the present time. He
pointed to -the fact that the ‘intro-
duction of old age Dpension system in
Great Britain had been preceded by
many years of agitation ' and was
backed by a very decided public opin-
ion.

The motion of Mr. Kite ‘received
the support of Mr. Burnham, Mr.
Carroll (Cape Breton), Mr. MacDon-
ald (Pictou), and Hon. Mr. Graham.
They all quoted from the evidence
given before the committee and were
unanimous in expressing the view
that the time is at hand when fedéral
aid to the aged should be entered
upon by the rfederal government,

Dismissals in Inland Revenue De-
partment Are Again Discussed
—Minister Maintains Dismiss-
ed Officers Were ‘Partisan.

OTTAWA, March 5.—Inland rev-
enue estimates were under consider-
ation in the house today, with the re-
sult that much of the discussion was
in French. Hon. W. B. Nantel was
most persistently questioned in regard
to the affairs of his department, more
particularly dismissals, by Quebec
mémbers of opposition.; They charged
that the minister in many instances
had discharged employees without in-
quiry and without :good reasons.. Mr.
Nantel - maintained .that in every in-
stanee the dismissed employees had
been guilty of political partisanship.

Early in the day there was a brief
debate in. which the only participants
‘were -the two leaders. S8ir Wilfrid
moved a resolution declaring that the
same .rules. whieh - governed the
speaker of the house in regard to
non-participation ‘in - politics, should
apply to the deputy speaker. He com-
plained that Deputy Speaker Blondin
had taken part in the Chateauguay
by-election,

Premier Borden doubted the wis-
dom of Havihg a definite rule,” but
recognized the desirability insofar as
possible, 0of a deputy speaker refrain-
ing from 'participation ‘in .political
matters. He said that deputy speak-
ers under the late government had not
been “free from fault in ‘this regard.
Mr. Borden asked the opposition
leader to withdraw his motien, ‘pro-
mising that the matter could be con-
sidered when. the rules of the house
are again revised.

This ‘was agreeable to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier who promptly acceded to the
request, and the house proceeded with
the consideration of other ‘business.

Ottawa, March 5.—The agricultural

ployer. The commission’ further fa-
vors the establishment of national
labor buredus and the entire elimin-
ation of the priyvate lIabor agency.

Fears a Monopoly of
Panama Coal Trade

D. A. Thomas, Welsh Coal Opera-
tor, Interested in Developing
B. C. and Alberta Coal

London, March 7.—The present
American visit of D. A. Thomas, head
of the Cambrian Coal Company, is
said by the Morning, Post to have for
its object the safeguarding of British
coal interests, threatened by ddévelop-
ments which will follow the opening
of the IFanama Canal.

Mr. Thomas is convinced that in

the neighborhod of Panama, Ameri-
can coal will prove much more mar-
ketable at an econofhical ‘price than
in the Mediterranean rade, which
American operators have made sev-
eral attempts to capture, and that if
that advantage is strengthened hy
téstrictive American legislation it may
lead 'to the establishment in West In-
dian waters of a monopoly in Ameri-
can coal even more exclusive ithan
that now virtually held by British
coal in the Mediterranean.
Mr. Thomas’ plan, as indicated, is to
exteng his interests to those American
coal fields producing adaptable !
for export. British, as well as con- |
tinental capitalists, are assOciated
with him. He has obtained options
on practically undeveloped mines pro-
viding steam coal, yielding a thermal
efficiency as great as Welsh coal.
His views as to the competitive im-
portance of Pocahontas, West Vir-
ginia coal, is strengthened by exten-
sive preparations made .by Ameri-
cans in the way of coaling depots on
Panama Canal routes.

Lieutenant When: Shot 'is De-
serted by All' But Three
Orderlies

LONDON, March: 6.—~News has just
reached heré of two exciting scrim-
mages by British: troopsénd tribes:
men in Africa. In one of these Lieut.
Jones was shot through - both legs
during an attack on a stockade by
Abyssinian raiders in British East Af-
rica.. When Lieut. Jones was wound-
ed all his soldiers except three order-
lies fled.- These three men, at Jones’
command, retock the, stockade by as-
sault.

Two of the soldiers, both natives,
then bore the wounded officers 500
miles to headquarters. Blood poison,
however, set in and a doctor was sent
for. The dector was absent and a
journey'to Narobi was started. On
the way the stretcher was charged by
two rhinos, which with faithful order-
lies were killed. At Nyeri a ‘doctor
and nurse were found,

Receént oil. booms in Western Can-
ada, which resulted in considérable
excitement, caused many innocent
people to suffer, disturbed the finan-
cial equanimity of the towns where
they occurred and seldom were found-
ed on any prospect of ..uustrial de-
velopmeént or natural: wealth, are
primarily th? cause of the enactment
of the new Yegulations.

Make it Harder for Speculators

They offer serious obstacles t6™ the
filing and holding of lands for oil bor-
ing purposes unless the people filing
are able and ready to go ahead with
the work necessary to the de\elop-
ment of the_ field.

The first .obstacle is the mcreused
cost vy iiling a claim. Formerly all
that was necessary was to stake a
claim and file on payment of five dol-
lars. Now it is necessary to rent the
land at the rate of 25 cents an acre,
which runs 1o $40 4 guarter section.
This rental must be paid yearly in
advuance.

Must Develop Leases

Regulations regarding the develop-
ment of the land are more stringent.
Within a year the necessary machin-
ery and apparatus to bore or develop
the field must be on the ground and
installed ready for operation. Evi-
dence that this has been done must be
farnished the minister of the interior
and within three months of the ex-
piration of the first. year actual bor-
! ing operations must have commenced.

Urging' the workers to rid them-
selves of employment.ageéncies as they
would rid themselves of lice, James
towan, of the Industrial Workers of
the World, Local No 339, gathered in
a large crowd yesterday afternoon at
the corner of 103rd avenue and I'irst
street.

CATTLE ARE CASH.

The Swift Canadian Co
packing plant. at- North Edmonton,
have, during the winter, been foed-
ing -a herd of 1000 head of cattle for
spring ‘Killing. They are fed in open
vards with feed racks and water
troughs around the fence. ' Shelter
sheds . are. also connected with the
feeding yards. Swifts have also .a |
chopping nrill where grain and green
feed are crushed and chopped by the
wagon . load.. This mixture is then
placed in large hoppers with openings
and troughs so that the <cattle can
feed . themselves.-

Wost of these cattle come from the
mixed farms of Alberta and are quite
tame so that it is possible for men on
foot to walk unharmed amongst the
cattle who only stand and stare.

The picture shows one of Swift's
corrals’ full of cattle. Besides the
herd that is being fattened other cor-
rals are used for cattle that come in
from time to time by the train load.
Grass and grain are -plentiful in Al-
berta yet cattle are getting to be
scarce. <Cattle: are cash now éeven
more than in days of the Dig cattle
ranches.

Elective Commission a Failure ;
Experience of St. John, N.B.

¢By Colin. MacKay, of St. John, N,
B., in the Canadian Municipal Jour-
nal.)

Instead of recognizing cily govern-
ment 4s ‘a powerful agent Tor general
betterment, we nave rather Tegarded
it as a necessary evil. Anything like
sustained interest in citvic dffairs has
been lamentably lacking. Spasmodic
uprisings in civie gpinit have been fol-
lowed by long periods of apathy. Vari-
ous kinds of reform movements have
appeared and elected good meén; and
tne geod mer. have been lef. to their
own' devices until in due course the
citizens woke up agatn and concluded
that the good men had become: bad,
and should™ be replaced Dby another
set of. good men. i

~More recently tie notion that we
could achieve civic excellence by elect-
ing good men or better men seems to
have. giv way to the idea that our
only salvation lies in altéring the ma-
chinery of 2ivic government. No doubt
cityagovermment today, beinz concern.
ed with a 8reat variety of problems,
exerciging rhan) and gdivers functions,
may need Some additibns to the ma-
chinery found more or less satisfac-
tory in the old days wWHhen the func-
tions of civic government were largely
confined to the e\(»rmsn of police pow-
ers. A sfrong executive suéh ‘®s the
board of control is certoinly needed.

"But even wbere the board of control
system is in g@peration there seéems -to
be a growing agitation for the adop-
tion of city government by an elec-
tive commission, *upplemente(. by thé

initiative and referendum. Probably

the commission system is, what it
was designed to be, an heroic remedy
for a desperate condition, and pro-
badbly {0 #t hgs in the Amarican cities
where it has been iried, given, Dby
comparison with the ol order of
things, gopd wesvlts. But the .experi-
ence of American citiés with this sys

tem . is hardly a critenion for Cana-
dian cities which have not tallen into
a hopeless condition; and it is signi-
fleant that the commission anpointed
by the British Columbia lezislature to
investigate the Jdifferént systems of
CHy government reported against the
coramisgion plan anrd recormmended
the -adoption of the woard of control
system.

As the experiment wiin the
mission form of government in
John s a-muech better eriterion for
Canadian clties than the éxperiments
in "Americg cities it 1uay De of in-
terest  to.

The Edmonton Horticulture society
had -an ‘exceptionally good meeting in
the civic block . on Thursday evening
with an atténdance .of over 75 mem-;
bers,; .and from the. discussions which
tooxk plaece, it was readliiy seen that
this society is certainly out to do good]
work with a view to the advancement
and’ city ' béautifica-
tion,

Magistrate Downes, president = of
the. society, took the chair and the
Industrial -association was represented
by Messrs. Magrath and Milne, with
a view to Securing the representation
of the Horticultural society on the
city beautiful depantment of the Ed-
monton Industrial association; ~as
with the Society’'s co-operation there
would bé npe-overlapping or duplicity
of work in'this direction.

Mr., Magrath thought.that Detter
work cou.d be done in city beautifica-
tion by the two societies co-operating
and any work that the Horticulture
society anticipated doing would have
the backing of the Edmonton Indus-
trial assocfation with a membership
of over 600, and the Industrial as-
sociation ‘eould obtain assistance and
advice of the Horticulture society.
Mr. Magrath stated that his associa-
tion ‘'was considering the plannings of
beautification of ‘the city  "in “many
ways such ds- imiproving the river
bank by~ driveways, cleaning up of
lots in the centre of the eity and not
allowing - them to remain in_ thein
present unsightly ‘condition and hav-
ing them’planted” with vegetables,
grains, grasseés, “ete:;, and sq give visi-
tors to the ¢ity-some idea of what our
soil really_does produce.

Thlnks City Should Control.

Aldermah Sheppard, on behalf of
