Diamonds Made
in England.

Manufactured at One-Fifth Cost of
Real Stones—Many Tests Passed.
After nine yars of experiment a 

young Englishman has succeeded in 
producing what he calls “synthetic 
diamonds,” of a quality he claims nev- 

*e;- before approached.
Their hardness is 98 per cent, of that 

of natural diamonds. They can be 
stamped upon with the heel without 
injury.

A^Daily Mirror scientific represen­
tative has heated one in a spirit-lamp 
flame and kept it red-hot for three 
minutes without damaging it.

The colour is so good that even hv 
daylight an expert can scarcely de­
tect the difference between these 
stones and natural diamonds.

And though the smaller ones are 
slightly better thap the larger they 
can be made satisfactorily up to a 
weight of one caret (four grains).

Two months ago the ipventor had 
succeeded in turning out stones which 
defied detection at night by the ordin­
ary untrained eye.

His latest stones are still better. 
Their density is practically the same 
as that of natural diamonds, and they 
are absolutely permanent—unaffected 
by the atmosphere.

Made by Compression.
But they are deficient in that dis­

tinctive steely-blue shimmer which the 
best natural diamonds possess.

Of course, the maker does not dis­
close his process. The base Is pre­
sumably mineral, and the stones are 
made by compression, sminiating the 
formation of natural diamonds 
through the contraction of coofing 
mineral matter.

Everybody knows how the wheels 
of a railroad car are fastened to the 
axle. They arè shrunk on—that 
put on hot and allowed to shrink in 
cooling so that they are practically 
a solid piece with the axle. These cars 
go around curves, and it will be ob­
served that the outer rail covers r. 
great deal more ground than the in­
ner one, so that to turn the curves 
and finish even the outside wheel 
must of necessity travel considerably 
faster than the inner one. Yet it is 
fixed solidly to the axle and cannot 
make a fraction of a revolution more 
than the other one, yet the. axle re­
mains intact, and the curves are 
passed with untiring regularity.

Portia’s Herring
Fishery Report.

From Capt. Fitzpatrick of the Por 
tia we learn that there were four Am 
erican vessels at Port aux Basques 
when he was there, and that one bf 
them was hauled into the railway 
wharf and shipping herring, as they 
came from Bay of Islands over the 
rails. The Gloucester schr. Essex, 
bound to Belieoram, wffs there in the 
ice. She is to take there 3000,000 lbs 
of green fish owned by Harvey & Co. 
and soifi to the Americans. The Max 
ine Elliott was at Rose Blanche to 
procure, if possible, a load of green 
fish also. These vessels were engaged 
before this in the herring fishery at 
Bay of Islands and Bonne Bay. This 
green fish represents the balance of 
the bankers’ catch remaining unsold 
at Belieoram. The, Hispaniola, Capt. 
John Lewis, is in Connaigre Bay. and 
should be loaded by this time with 
frozen hering for Boston. Capt. John 
Lewis hauled 900 barrels of herring 
a few days ago in Connaigre Bay. 
Capt. Jno. F. Lewis in the Exceida is 
loading in Harbor Breton and had 300 
barrels on board. There is more her­
ring there than anywhere else, out­
side of Connaigre Bay. Capt. Corkum 
is buying a load of herring at St. 
Jacques and neighbrhood. When the 
Portia was there he had purchased 
200 barrels frozen fish and had stor­
ed them there. He has Tibbo's schr. 
Coronation chartered to take the her­
ring to the Gloucester market. She 
arrived at St. Jacques to his order 
from Grand Bank Wednesday even­
ing. He will easily get a load of fish 
there. Four small schooners are tak­
ing cargoes of herring from Connaigre 
Bay to the West Coast as bait for 
bankers and boats to prosecute the 
winter fishery. “Herring are herring” 
ther^, however, Capt. Fitzpatrick says, 
and they pay 60 cents per'hundred 
for them, and $2.50 per barrel for 
green herring, 34 gallons being the 
standard measure per barrel. Two 
tubs of the fish go to that measure. 
Bay of Islands and the Humber are 
solidly frozen over out to French­
man's Head, as are the North and 
Middle Arms, and the herring are 
hauled over the ice by teams to the 
railway station.

Chapter III.—The Beach-stone Industry.
When first we read of the beach 

stone industry we looked a sort of 
doubtful, and then smiled, and then 
wondered would, or could, there be 
anything in it.

The prejecteeetned an unlikely one. 
and thé familiarity of the beacli 
stones tended to prejudice our minds 
against their commercial value. But 
this was not any fault of the stones; 
they were all right, and our preju­
dices did not in the least undermine 
their valu' . The prejudice was ours; 
and like many other things in life, 
we despised them before we tested 
them, or gave them a. chance to prove 
their worth or state their case. It 
seems to have been ever thus; and 
some of the best inventions, of the agp 
haste been ridiculed by ignorance, and 
almost defeated by jest.

However, being keenly interested in I 
the industrial problem of the conn- I 
try, and having been in touch with I 
the industrial world fori half a cen- i 
fury, we decided to see or ourselves | 
what prospects of employment these ] 
beach stones offered. Therefoi e we j 
availed of an early opportunity and 
went out by the afternoon train on 
the half holiday of June 22nd. At | 
Manuels station we left the: “train and I 
wended our way to the Beach in the j 
distance, and saw for ourselves the 
practical side of this peculiar in­
dustry- -The beach, is most of our I 
readers are aware, is quite h long one. j 
and is about one hiipdreÿ feet wide, 
and its summit is about thirty-five or j 
forty feet above the sea level. Thus 
it will be seen that the entire bulk of 
such a l each must ,*sume fairly 
large proportions, and contain myr­
iads and myriads of stones. These 
stones are all-of a small and medium 
size and mostly of a si el or sea-blue 
colour.. In shape they very, but. npne 
of them are really round nor rerilly 
oval, but resemble eggs or pears in 
shape and size. For years the sea

has been creating this beach, and an­
nually casts at its base an additional 
layer or two.

From childhood we bad been look- 
inz at this very- same beach, and only 
saw it in a long ridge of roundy 
stones, and only occasionally met any 
person on it. But on our arrival 
there this time a very different pic­
ture presented itself to our view, for 
at regular distances we beheld groups 
of men and lads, all busily engaged 
in this novel industry. Some were 
gathering the stones, others were 
sewing lip the sacks, and others were 
piling the sacks in bulks along the 
beach. We noticed that several large 
bulks had already been made, and 
ttratrthe-.tirae for a shipment was evi-

| dently drawing near. Those who 
j gathered the stones were provided 
I with a gauge and also a short prong, 
j called "a tormentor." With this lat- 
i ter implement they scratched and 
j rooted and turned over the surfa.ee, 
j and separated the different sized 
j stones; and then followed the gather­

ing and assorting. The gauge was of 
metal, and was simply a piece of cast 
iron scroll work, in which were three 
openings; through these openings 
the different stones were passed as a 
test of their size. Front what we saw 
of this arrangement we decided that 
this gauge was only used in cases of 
doubt, as the assortment was made ,liy 
the men in a general way. Several 
of the men had strong cuffs and 
gloves on their hands, and on being 
questioned as to why they used these 
appendages, they told us that the con­
stant picking up and handling of the 
stones was very hard on the fingers, 
and that several of them who had be­
gun to gather them with their bare 
hands had suffered from bruises and 
scratches.

On a sack being filled, it would at 
once be taken to the scales and placed 
thereon, and when the regular weight 
of one hundred and sixty-eight 
pounds was made, it was immediate­
ly removed and taken in charge By 
the sewer, who, with strong twine and 
large needle, firmly bound the mouth 
of the sack.

| The next process was that of num- 
f bering the sacks. We did not ascer­

tain how the numbers were arranged, 
but tv'e noticed that all that we’looked 
at were marked “No. 1." This evi­
dently was in reference to size; there 
being three sizes of stones put up in 
thé different lots. It could not be a 
mark of quality, as all the stones 
were alike in this respect. Sometimes 
“No. 1” is marked wheré some other 
number should go: but in the case of 
the beach stones there was not any 
room for such latitude. These stones 
were in their natural state. They 
were genuine. Adulteration was an 
impossibility. They had been thrown 
up bÿ the sea, and had been bleached 
by the winds and storms and sun­
shine of centuries unknown. Neither 
the craft nor the intervention of in a n 
had affected them ; they were Nature's 
product, and like all the works of 
Nature, they were perfect nr.d geiri

ine. The sacks being numbered, there 
was but one more process, and that 
was piling or putting them in bulk. 
With this, the work of the pebble 
gatherers was fliiisfied and ‘he entire 
process performed. We knew many 
of the men tlies engaged and spoke 
to them, and they « ere all quite hap­
py in their work. Souie of them 
were well advanced in years, and not 
vet y well able to compete in the 
more exacting channels of labour, but 
in this Industry they had found an 
avenue of employment that seemed 
particularly suited to them. They 
could kneel. or sit, or stand, in the 
discharge of their duties, and it did 
not make much difference. The stones 
were at their feet in millions, and 
the work was not difficult, though, as 
-we have stated, a little hard on the 
fingers.

The gentleman in charge did not 
appear to take any interest in visi­
tors, therefore we did not ask him 
any questions, o« solicit from him any 
information whatever. We know all 
abolit the beach ourselves, and for 
half a century had a knowledge of 
it. The process of gathering was 
open and simp) «, therefore we learn­
ed all that was necessary, and all 
that we have stated, in a glance or 
two of the eye. Besides, we were 
conscious that a few days before our 
visit there had been some little dif­
ference as to the mode and manner 
of payment, and in this age of 
strikes and demands it is not unlikely 
that we appeared in the eye of the 
manager as a socialist, or a possible 
disturber; and especially so, as we 
had shaken hands with some of the 
aged men.

We were in holiday attire, and had 
a walking stick, and perhaps felt in­
clined to appear as spmebody. Men 
do feel that way sometimes. It is a 
sort of nice to feel oneself a some­
body without having the burden of 
responsibility which such a position 
usually involves,.

But we starred out to write about 
beach stones and not men; but ’like 
some speakers, we have got far from 
fhe topic. However, we are pleased 
to be able to say that we found the 
pebble industry one of much benefit 
to the people of Long Pond and 
Manuels, and one whiclf has brought 
to their very doors a very easy 
chance of making a good summer s 
wages. Anything that means employ­
ment to our people is worthy of ail 
the support the public can give it. in 
closing, we therefore wish the Atlan­
tic Pebble Co. continued and abund­
ant success.

Terrible Cases
of Destitution.

WOMAN BITTEN BY BATS.
The duties which Head Const. Da we 

and Const. Lawlor at present under­
take, have brought them face to face 
with some terrible Instances of pov­
erty and privation the past few 
weeks. One of these came under the 
notice of both men yesterday in a 
residence on Lime Street, and they 
will never forget the harrowing spec­
tacle of a man. woman and child, ex­
isting in the last stages of hunger, 
squalor and poverty. James Davis 
occupies this house with his wife and 
child, a boy of about 12 years of age. 
Davis suffers from paralysis of the 
legs and cannot get about, while his 
wife is ill. There was absolutely 
no food whatever in the house and the 
inmates were 'iterally starving. The 
kitchen where all were huddled to­
gether. had no fire in it nor had thri'e 
been any in the little stove for days 
and the unfe."'mates would have ab­
solutely perished from want but "or 
the occasional small dole of food 
given them by people almost as poor 
as themselves. Water which had 
been accidently spilled on the 11 out 
was f-ntird frozen -in the kitchen, and 
and the nfan lay on an old mattress 
covered with brin bags and an old 
coat. He suffered severely and told 
the officers that only a few nights 
before rats which infest the house, 
severely bit his wife about the arms 
while she slept, and this was Verified 
when the woman showed the men the 
wounds. The officers reported this 
appaling affair to Inspector General 
Sullivan, who took immediate steps to 
supply the present wants of these un­
fortunates. ft would be a kindly act 
of charity for people possessed with 
a plentitude of the worlds goods to 
attend to these poor stricken crea­
tures. We also have learned of an­
other case where a man was found in 
a hovel in the West- End, starving 
with his wife and 2 children in_a slm- 
iliar condition. These also were un­
fortunately without food or fuel and 
to intensify the horror of the situa­
tion, the man was ill and a portion of 
his back was eaten away with cancer. 
Those who discovered the case w-ere 
horror stricken and paid immediate 
attention to the suffer and his family.
