Appeal.

Judgment of the Lords of the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council on
the Appeal of The .Heid-Xtirfoumlr
land Company v. The Anglo-Ameri­
can Telegraph Company, Limited,
front the Supreme Court of New­
foundland; Delivered the 28rd Aji-
rll, 1918.
Présent at the hearing: Lord, Mac- 

naghteu, Lord Shaw, Lord Mersey, 
Lord Robson. (Delivered By Lorfl 
Robson.)

This Appeal is from a Judgment of 
the Supreme Court of Newfoundland 
in an action brought on the 2nd No­
vember, 1905, by the Anglo-Americati 
Telegraph Company against the Reid 
Newfoundland Company, wherein the 
Defendants had pleaded the Statutes 
of Limitations (21 Jac. I. chapter 16 
and local statutes) as to so much of 
the Plaintiffs’ claim as accrued prior 
to the 2nd November, 1899. The 
Plaintiffs had replied that the pier, 
disclosed no defence because the ac­
tion was taken on a specialty con­
tract under which the period of limi­
tation was 20 years. The issue thus 
raised was heard on the 1st Febru­
ary, 1911, before the Full Court, which 
decided by a majority of two out of 
three Judges (Mr. Justice Emerson 
dissenting), that the plaintiffs’ repli­
cation was good.

The Respondents are a Telegraph 
and Cable Company, which, at the 
times material to the case, possessed 
certain privileges in relation to the 
construction and working of telegraph 
lines under the Newfoundland Sta­
tute, IT Viet., cap. 2. The Appellants 
are the lessees of the Newfoundland 
Railways which they operate and 
manage by virtue of Statutory pow­
ers.

By an Agreement under seal made 
on the 11th August, 1888, between the 
Newfoundland Railway -Company (the 
former owners of a portion of the Ap­
pellants’ Railway system) of the first 
part, F. H. Evans, the Receiver and 
Mhnager of the said Newfoundland 
Railway Company, of the second 
part, and the Respondents of the 
third part, it was agreed1, among oth­
er things, that the Respondents should 
erect and maintain along the lands 
forming the roadways of the South­
ern Division of the Railway Com­
pany’s railway between St. John’s and 
Harbour Grace, and between Harboui 
Grace and Carbonear, a "special wire" 
for the Railway Company, their suc­
cessors and assigns, for use in and 
about the operation of the said Rail­
way as therein defined, and the New­
foundland Railway Company agreed 
"not to pass or transmit any commer- 
"cial messages over the said special 
"wire, except for the benefit and ac­
count of the Telegraph Company.”

The Newfoundland Railway Com­
pany made default in completing tin 
construction of the line, and on thi 
13th July, 1897, that Company and its- 
Receiver and Manager sold and con­
veyed the Railway to the Newfound­
land Government, and the conveyance 
was expressed to be "subject to the 
"subsisting contract with the Anglo 
"American Telegraph Company as re­
gards the telegraph line along tin 
"said Railway."

The Government then unflertoo1 
the completion of the Railway, as be 
fore defined, and further proceeded 
greatly to extend It to other parts o. 
th£ island.

On the 3rd March, 1898. a contract 
was made between one R. G. Reid am 
the Government, which was after­
wards duly confirmed by statute 
whereby the Government agreed tc 
lease to the said Reid all the railways 
of the Colony for a term of 50 years 
from the 1st April, 1898, and in the 
year 1901 a further Act was passed 
by the Colonial Legislature for the 
purpose of incorporating the Appel­
lant Company and transferring to it 
all the rights and liabilities of Mr. 
Reid under the contract of the 3rd 
March, 1898.

Since the 1st April 1898 R. G. Reiil 
and the Appellants .hgVe used tin 
“special wire" in and about thé opera­
tion of railways biffer than tfie rail­
way between St. John’s and Harboui 
Grace, and between Harbor Grace and 
Carbonéar. In fact, they have used ii 
for all-the purposes of their business, 
including the new or extended lines 
of. railway and their shipping busi­
ness, and other commercial under­
takings.
The Respondents accordingly 

brought this action against the Appel­
lants for (1) an account of all tele­
graphic messages sent by R.-G. Reid 
and the Appellant Company oyer the 
special wire since the 1st April 1898, 
other than brossages connected with 
the operation of the railway as de- 
.fined by the contract of the 11th 
August 1888, (2) payment of the 
amount found to be due, and (3) dam­
ages. The Supreme Court gave Judg­
ment for the Telegraph Company oh 
the general question of liability, and 
their Judgment was affirmed by this 
Board but the question as to whât, If, 
any, period of limitation applied to /the 
Plaintiffs’ claims was, by arrangement 
between the parties themselves, left 
over fpr subsequent argument, and 
now comes t up for final determina­
tion. < ,,

The Suitreme Court have held, by a 
Majority, that gs the Agreement of 
the 11th August 1888, wah. under seal 
the Appellants were liable as on a 

ItipeclaJUy. In their Lordships’ opin­
ion it is not necessary to determine 
this question oh whtbh the learned 
Judges disagreed. The claim of the 
Res pondants rests on surer ground. 
The Appellants took oyer the railway

together with the "special wire" com­
prised in the Agreement of the 11th 
August 1888. with notice of the limi­
tations and conditions attached to the 
user of that wire. It seems to their 
Lordships that when and as often as 
the Appellants used the special wire 
fo)8 the transmission of unpriviledged 
messages, an obligation in the nature 
of a trust arose on their part, and it 
became their duty to keep.an account 
of the profits accruing from such use 
of the wire, and to set those profits 
aside as moneys belonging to the Re- 
spondants. To such a duty, go 
created, the Statute of Limitations 
can have no application unless by ex­
press statutory prévision. The Ap­
pellants are accountable as trustees, 
and, in giving to trustees the protec­
tion of the Limitation Acts, the Trus­
tee Act, 1898 (Newfoundland). 61 
Viet., cap. 38, to which reference was 
made in the course of the argument, 
withholds such protection from a trus­
tee when the proceedings are taken to 
recover property, or the proceeds 
thereof, still retained by the trustee, 
and converted to his own use.

The principle is laid down in Bur­
dick v. Garrick (L.R., 5 Ch. A. 233). 
In that case an agent was entrusted 
with property which he was authoris­
ed to sell and he was directed to in­
vest the proceeds in the name of his 
principal. Under this authority he re­
ceived certain moneys and paid them 
into his own account at his bank. 
Afterwards, in an action for an ac­
count, the agent pleaded the Statute 
of Limitations, but Lord Hatherley, L. 
C., said:—

"How a person who is intrusted 
“with funds under such circumstances 
"differs from one in an 'ordinary fidu- 
“ciary position I am unable to see."' :

And thé Court held 'that the "Statute 
of Limitations had no application. 
Lord' Justice fififfard .followed In the 
same .sensé, and Stated" th.e. principle 
broadly in these terms: (afterwards 
cited with approval . by Lord Mac; 
naghten In Lye 11 v.-Kennedy (14 A.C., 
P- 46$) :- -

“I do not hesitate to say'thjti where 
-the duty of pérsbns is toTeeetve pro; 
“perty and to hold it for another and 
“to Keep it until it is called for, they 
“cannot discharge themselves from 
"that trust by appealing to the lapse 
"of time. They can only discharge 
"themselves by handing over that 
“property to somebody entitled to It,"

In Lyell v. Kennedy, Lord Selborije, 
in deciding that the facts were suffi­
cient to establish a fiduciary charact­
er against a manager of property who 
had received rents on behalf of a 
principal, said: —

“Fqr the constitution of such a trust 
"no Oxprgss words gre necessary: 
"anything which may satisfy a Court

“of Equity that tjie money was re- 
| "ceived in a fiduciary character is 
, "enough."

Their Lordships will humbly advise 
I His' Majesty that this Appeal be dis- 
; missed with costs and that the ac­

counts referred to the Registrar lie 
made up from the 1st April 1898. when 
the special wire began to be used for 
unprivileged messages, until the dis­
continuance by the Appellants of the 
use of such wire.

Financing
Railway

Building.
In the Daily News this morning ap­

peals the official report of certain 
financial matters which were under 
discussion towards the end of March 
last. The remarks of both the Prime 
Minister and the Finance Minister are 
remarkable for their incongruity. It 
is well known that in 1910 Mr. Kent's 
estimate of $7,000.000 was scouted, 
and the idea was widely circulated 
that the branch lines were to be built 
and fully equipped, out of the pro­
ceeds of the £ 400.000 loan.

Last session, the Finance Minister 
found himself in a hole, as he had to 
introduce another Loan Bill in order 
to raise £ 200ahM sterling to pay for 
the branch lines already contracte.: 
for. His remarks in this connection 
should prove illuminating. Here they 
are:—

"Wnen we came in here two years 
ago. we put the estimate at 250 miles 
at $15,600 a mile. But then we found 
ourselves in this position that while 
we could build the road as surveyed 
a a mileage of 250 miles yet if we 
\v( re to connect the various settle­
ments and build the railroad to suit 
the needs of the people and the busi­
ness of the country we would have to 
build 350 miles of road. And each and 
every man in this House and outside 
this House knows that while the road 
w as to be built at $15.000 a mile, or in 
round numbers 250 miles of road fot 
$1.000.000. you could not build it per­
fectly for that: you could not put 
rolling stock, snow fences, etc., on it 
for that $15,000 a mile. It was stated 
in this House last evening by the 
Prime Minister that no railroad in 
this island to-day has been built less 
than $19,000 a mile. Now the Oppo­
sition members of this House are try­
ing to make capital by saying we mis­
led the people by promising to com­
plete these railroads for $4.006.00u 
That is a mistake. We promised to dt 
it as cheaply as possible. We promis 
ed to build these roads and put rolling 
stock on them and we promised te 
rhise money to do that, and any busi­
ness man or half business man knows 
you cannot do that for $15.000 a mile. 
What is the use of building these 
roads if you don't put rolling stock on 
and finish them right out. I think if 
we get them for $18.000. or $19.000 or 
$20.u00 a mile we will be doing verv 
well.”

These remarks make it evident that 
the Finance Minister has but a hazy 
idea of what the branch lhjfs will 
cost. The Prime Minister states that 
no railroad has been built in this 
Colony for less than $19,000 a mile. 
The Finance Minister states that he 
thinks if we get them at $20.000 a mile 
we shall be doing well.* If that is so. 
ft follows that the Finance Minister 
thinks we shall do well to get the 350 
miles for $7,000.000. Then what does 
he mean by this statement which ap­
pears in the same speech: “It has been 
apparent from the opening days of the 
House that it would be necessary to 
bring another loan bill of £400,000 
sterling to COMPLETE these branch­
es.

Is the Finance Minister unaware of 
the fact that the first loan of £800.000 
realized a little over $3.700.000. that 
at best the loan of €400.000 will re­
alize at best about half that sum and 
that the two loans together will give 
cash returns of about $5.500.000 or a 
million and a half less than the sum 
which the Finance Minister consid­
ers cheap or in the closing words of 
his speech: “I think if we get them 
for $18,000 tie. $6.300.000) or $19.000 
li.e. $6,650.000) or $20.000 (I.e. $7.000.- 
000) we will he doing welL” '

But then, how does the Minister 
propose to pay bills in full of either 
$6,300,000 or $6,650,000 or $7,000,000 
with $5,500,000.

The 
accident occurred Friday and the ves­
sel, which was commanded by Capt. 
Berg, struck on a reef at low tide and 
went, to pieces in a short while. The 
crew landed safely and will be for­
warded here the first opportunity. 
The ship had 5,100 drums of fish on 
board, and hull aud cargo, which 
were insured, were worth over $70,- 
000. Our mercantile marine the past 
two years has been greatly thinned 
down and few of the 12 or 14 vessels 
lost have been replaced by new ones. 
The Devonia was built in 1868. was 
originally the Peggy, and was practi­
cally rebuilt in 1901. She was a ves­
sel of 304 tons gross.

Dangerous Accident.
MAX NEARLY ELECTROCUTED.
Passengers who arrived from Har­

bor Grace by yesterday's special train 
tell of a terrible accident which be­
fell Mr. Frank Archibald, at Harbor 
Grace, on Friday last. He had gone 
to his stable and laid hold of the 
electric wire near the bulb, the in­
sulation was off and the man receiv­
ed a terrible shock from the 250 volts 
which ran through the wire. He 
could not drop it and fell on the stable, 
floor. His brother, Herman, happen- j 
ing to pass near the stable heard a 
smothered sound and going in found 
Jiis brotlier unconscious on the floor. 
He drew Frank away from the wire 
but at considerable pain to himself as 
he, too, received a violent shock when 
he laid hold of his brother. Frank was 
ill for some time afterwards, and hut 
for the fact that his heart was strong 
lie must have died. When he fell his 
head was near the hoofs of the horse 
and had he'been, able to stir it is 
probable that the beast would have 
kicked the man to death. Mr. Archi­
bald will uever forget the awful ex­
perience.

Runaway Causes

Tim Shannahan 
on Parks and 
Tenem’nt Houses

The Cute Man, Tucker and myself 
were sitting in the kitchen having an 
old fashioned chat on things in gen­
eral when Mrs. Tucker arrived on the 
scene. She had travelled the town all 
day in search of a house and her mis­
sion proved fruitless. She wanted a 
house about fifty dollars a yeer, but 
though she travelled up and down, 
hither and thither, no abode could she 
locate. “Twould put you in mind," 
said Mrs. Tucker, “of a sealing cap­
tain missing the main patch.” Al­
though she met many kind friends 
who directed her here and there, at 
the heel of the evening she realized 
that her day was spent in a fruitless 
search. Mrs. Tucker says that soon 
steps will have to be taken by our 
public men in solving the tenement 
question, for every one must admit 
that there are no houses being built 
to suit the workingman who earns say- 
nine or ten dollars a week. Property- 
holders contend that it pays better to 
erect more expensive residences, and 
as soon as the cheaper tenements be 
come delapidated they are torn down 
and more expensive ones put up in 
their places. No one seems to take 
the least Interest in this matter and 
the result is that the workingman and 
his family have to bear the ills he 
now endures or fly to others a thous­
and times worse.

Mrs. Tucker says 'tis all very fine 
to talk about parks, but she is of the 
opinion that the money that is to be 
spent on this luxury could be devoted 
to the house building scheme and it 
would be hailed with delight by many 
of the poor women who trudge around 
town in search of a shelter at this 
time of the year. She says the work 
lngman who lives in a tenement 
through which the rain comes down in 
bucket-fulls is afraid to ask the land­
lord to repair them, for the reason 
that the landlord may tell him to get 
out if he doesn't like it.

The man who lives in an up-to- 
date dwelling has no idea of the con­
ditions under which most of out­
working people live, and she feels that 
it only requires that the Press of the 
city take this matter up and give it 
ventilation when some of our liberal 
minded citizens who hate money to 
Invest will come forward and help 
their poorer neighbours out of this 
unbearable position in which they are 
forced to exist. We hear a lot of 
talk now and then about fresh air and 
ventilation, lectures are given on the 
prevention of consumption, but our 
people cannot become strong and 
healthy if they haven't decent homes 
to live in. Park talk sounds nice, but 
Mrs. Tucker says that making parks 
In a town with poor habitations allow­
ed to remain for the toilers, is like 
giving a man with a moleskin suite 
present of a beaver hat. There is a 
grand opportunity right here for the 
man who has money to spare to make 
a name for himself, for if he builds a 
couple of rows of good houses and 
rents them at a moderate rent to the 
workingman, he will be after erecting 
a monument to his memory that will 
count a great deal more than if he 
had a six foot marble monument 
erected in his honour after he kicks 
the bucket.

Mrs. Tucker knows that rich peo­
ple do not look on this suggestion 
with favor as a good paying invest­
ment. They say that 'tis hard to col­
lect the rents from the people who live 
in such houses, but at ,the same time 
Mrs. Tucker believes that it can be 
made to pay, and In the event of any 
of our wealthy men intending to make 
donations to the city in order to per­
petuate their memory, she knows no 
better means to accomplish it than 
by erecting houses suitable for the 
workingman to live In.

Delaney says 'tis no use Breaching 
all winter on fighting consumption if 
we do not pay attention to the hous­
ing of the poor, and 'tis no use talking 
all through the stormy winter about 
it, if when the fine weather arrives 
these men go automobiltng and golf­
ing and forget all about it till it 
starts in to freeze good and hard 
afcain. We are always going to do 
something big when the spring arriv­
es, but the spring comes and would-’ 
ge philanthropists go off on the con­
tinent, and come back refreshed to give 
us another dose of lecturing in the 
winter evenings.

We are tired of listening to castle- 
in-the-air talk, what we want-Is the 
man with the money who'll put his 
preaching Into effect.
