The Germans
tried to make a descent near Pern-
pvin (Pernigel on the east shore of
the Gulf of Riga, some 35 miles north
of Riga.) Four barges crammed with
soldiers took part in the descent.
They were repulsed by Russian
troops, without co-operation of the
artillery, the Germans being exter-
minated and their barges captured.

AMBASSADORS RECEIVE PASS-
PORTS.
PARIS, Aug. 22.

The Turkish Ambassador to -Italy
and the personnel: of the Turkish
embassy at Rome, have already re-
ceived their passports, it is stated in
a press despatch from Rome. Mar-
quis di Garroni, the Italian ambassa-
dor to Turkey, will leave Constanti-
nople for Rome to-day, travelling by
way of Adrianople. Most of the Ital-
ian Embassy’s staff already have left.

ITALY’S REASONS.

LONDON, Aug. 22.

Marquis di Garroni, Italian Ambas-
sador to Turkey, handed to the Porte
a note, declaring that Italy declared
herself in a state of war with Turkey
and demanded his passports. The
reasons given in the note = were the
support given by Turkey to the revolt
in Libya and the prevention of the de-
parture of Italian residents from Sy-
ria.

ITALY WARS ON TURKEY.

LONDON, Aug. 22.
Italy has decleared war on Turkey.
The Italian Ambassador has left Con-
stantinople.

ACCLAIMS ITALY’S ACTION.

GENEVA, Aug. 22.

The Bucharest correspondent of the
Tribune sends the following: News
of the Italian declaration of war
against Turkey reached here at eight
o’clock last night. There was much
enthusiasm throughout the city. The
King at once called a meeting of the
cabinet. The Italian Ambassador
was present. The King to-day will
hold a conference with all the repre-
sentatives of the Balkan States. Yes-
terday he signed several decrees of a
military nature.

A LONG AND DIFFICULT TASK.

VERONA,; Aug. 22.

Italian artillery is now hammering
the outposts of the Great entrenched
camp of Trent, the Austrian position
on Mount Panorotta, an attack which
the Italian artillery, as announced in
the latest official communication
from General Cadorna, lies northeast
of Levice, which is ten miles south-
east of Trent. This mountain is more
than 6,000 feet high, and is one of the
outposts of Trent. In attempting . the
advance on Trent, the Italian forces
have, before them a long and difficult
task. From the top of Mount Panor-
otta down the Tenpa Pass is a suc-
cession of forts and entrenchments,
extending for more than twenty
miles,  connected by underground
passages, built last September.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, Aug. 22.
Italy’s declaration of war against
Turkey is expected to have an almost
immediate effect on the Balkan States
which are still debating which side
they will take in the conflict. Rela-
tions between Italy and Roumarnia
for years have been vepy intimate.
The opinion is expressed here that it
is ‘probablé, especially in view of the

Powers toward Roumania, because of
her refusal to allow ammunition to
pass through her territory, that now
that Italy has brokekn relations with
Turkey, Roumania will join the Quad-
ruple entente. Bulgaria is still wait-

L
ing for the reply of Serbia to the sug-
gestions of the entente ministers that
Serbia cede Macedonia to Bulgaria;
while Greece is likely to declare her
future policy when the chamber
meets this week. The opinion ex-
pressed in diplomatic circles here is
that it is significant that Venizelos,
who has always been friendly to the
entente powers, has decided to take
charge, in addition to the Grecian
Premiership, of the office of Minister
of foreign affairs. With the inclus-
ion of Italy among Turkey’s oppon-
ents in war, and the former’'s well
known desire for expansion near the
east, the Balkan States may consider
the time is“ripe for them to enter the
field to secure for themselves a share
of what falls to the victorious group.
It is for them to decide which side is
likely to win. The continued retire-
ment of the Russian armies seem to
have little, if any, influence on the
situation, the opinion being express-
ed by military critics that victory for
the entente allies in; the Dardanelles
would more than offset this so far as
the near east is concerned. The
Franco-British forces are increasing
their efforts to force the Straits.
There is little change in Poland and
the Baltic Provinces. A big battle is
being fought along the Kovno-Vilna
railway and the Niemen river. This,
however, is of secondary importance
to the movements against Brest and
Litovsk. The Austro-German forces
are across the rivers and roads both
north and south of ‘this fortress,
which is invested from three Ssides.
Curiosity is evinced as to whether the
Grand Duke Nicholas intends to des
fend it or fall back further. For the
moment he is resisting the Austro-
German advance, but this may be
only with rearguards, which have
been detailed to inflict as much loss
as possible on the invaders and delay
the progress of the Teutons. Liveli-
ness prevailed along some points on
the western front, but engagemenis

have been. of minor importance. The
French claim to have repulsed Ger-
man attacks in Artois and the Vos-

ges, while both sides are expending
ammunition in artillery engagements,
bomb-throwing and other artifices,
in many places, to annoy their oppon-
ents. The Italians report slight pro-
gress con all their fronts. .

SHOWS SIGNS OF COMPLIANCE.

LONDON, Aug. 22.

Telegraphing from Bucharest, the
Balkan correspondent of the Times
declares the danger
kan war unless the proposals of the
Quadruple Entente Powers to Bul-
garia, Serbia and Greece are accepted
and acted upon by those States.
Roumania, he says, is exerting her
influence to persuade her neighbors
to accept the proposals, and Serbia
shows signs of compliance.

A BALKAN ENTENTE.

GENEVA, Aug. 22.
The Bucharest correspondent
"t‘ne Tribune sends the following:

ROOSEVELT'S SPEECH.

OYSTER BAY, Aug. 22.
Former President Theodore Roose-
velt issued the following statement
here on Saturday: “I see this sug-
gested in papers, that the German an-
swer to our last note, that is sinking
the Arabic by a German submarine,
and the consequent murder of cer-
tain American citizens, will be ade-
quately met by the Administration
dismissing Bernstorff and severing
diplomatic relations with Germany.
I earnestly hope the administration
will not take this view, for to do so

honor and interest. The President's
note to Germany in February last was
an excellent one, if only it had been
lived up to. But every subsequent
note represented nothing but weak-
ness and timidity on our side, The
sinking of the Lusitania and Arabic
represent the arrogant answers which
this weakness inspired. Germany
will care nothing for mere severance
of diplomatic relations. The time for
words is passed for this nation, long
passed. The time for deeds has come.
What has just occurred is fresh and
lamentable proof of the unwisdom of
our people in not having insisted up-
on beginning active military prepar-
edness thirteen months ago.”

OPERATIONS IN THE CAUCASUS.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 22.

An official communication dealing
with operations in the Caucasus, is-
sued to-day, says: In the Caucasus
district on the night of the 19th we
destroyed a Turkish patrol one coni-
pany strong. Our patrols have cross-
ed the Arkhave River, breaking
through the Turkish lines. In the di-
rection of Olti a Turkish attack on
Mount Tchirgassar was repulsed by
our fire.

BELIEVES ULTIMATUM SENT.

LONDON, Aug. 22.

A Reuter despatch from Sofia, Bul-
garia, says: Private advices from
Bucharest state that it is feared
there that Germany has sent an ulti-
matum to Roumania regarding fhe
right to transmit munitions for Tur-
key through Roumanian territory.
The Roumanian cabinet is firmly re-
solved not to grant this permission.
A large number of cars laden with
war material have beén held up at
Predeal, a village near Tomo Pass,
where it is reported Roumanian
troaops ape._cnpcentrafing.

George.

TUG SINKS STEAMER.

QUEBEC, Aug. 22.

Colliding this morning with the
Government steamer Delevy coming
down the river with over a hundred
people on board, the Montreal tug
Sir Hugh Allan, rammed the former
vessel, sinking her within ten min-
utes.

“ Will Newfoundland
Become a Provinee?”

Under the above caption, the Syd-
ney Daily- Post, on Friday last, pub-
lished a leader on the Union of New-

foundland with Canada. The opening
paragraph which we reproduce gives
the gist of the article.

“There is a strong probability that
the entrance of Newfoundland into
the confederation of Canadian . pro-
vinces will shortly become a live is-
sue in the Ancient Colony and in the
Dominion. It is believed that prelim-
inary interchanges of views of an in-
formal character have already taken
place between the government at St.
John'’s, and the authorities at Otta-
wa. If the question early assumes
serious shape, as well-informed per-
sons believe it will, the proximate rea-
son will be the untoward economic
conditions which the war has created
in Newfoundland. Financial exigen-
cies had much to do with bringing
British Columbia into the Dominion in
1871. A financial crisis forced the
government of Prince Edward Island
to open the negotiations which result-
ed in the Island becoming a province
of Canada in 1873. In both cases the
event was greatly to the advantage
both of the new members of the Con-
federation and of the Dominion. If
the financial problems now pressing
upon the Newfoundland government

lead to the “rounding-out” of the|]

Canadian federation by the accession
of this important portion of the King's
North American dominions, the ori-
ginal conception of the “Fathers of
Confederation” will be finally realiz-
ed.”

If confedera-
tion does become a matter of practical
politics, the cause will be the unto-
ward finances of the Govern-
ment brought about in the
first place by years of ex-
travagance and blind rushing into
excessive financial obligations by pro-
jects of railway building, which dif-
ficulties have been further increased
by the war, and which may as the
war goes on be increased far more.
In 1895 untoward economic conditions
led to financial embarrassment of the
Government and this led to the Otta-
wa Conference on Confederation. At
present untoward economic condi-
tions are absent from the problem,

and it is to be hoped that they may
continue to be absent and not com-
plicate the present adminis-
trative problems. These are
themselves serious enough, but
not so serious, so far as we can
judge, to make Confederation the di-
rect result of them. Certain it is that
there is no popular demand for Con-
federation. Certain it is there is no
such hankering for Confederation
that will carry it at the polls, and
Confederation will never be carried
unless the electorate finds there is no
way out of the Government’s finan-
cial slough except by the aid of Can-
ada.

BRITISH SUBMARINES AIDED
RUSSIANS IN THE RIGA NAVAL
VICTORY.

LONDON, To-day.

Among the German warships sunk
is the battle cruiser Moltke. TFour
huge barges filled with soldiers were
captured. The invaders were sur-
rounded and taken prisoners. Petro-
grad indulged in pardonable rejoicing
vesterday afternoon. The desperate
efforts of the Germans to upset our
military plans by creating a diversion
on the Esthonian coast have signally
failed. According to news received
to-day they sustained heavy losses
during the operations connected with
the forcing of the Gulf of Riga. Aided
by British submarines we were able
from the shelter of the Great and
little Sounds to harrass and cripple
and finally drive the enemy out of the
Gulf. The losses of the gallant Bal-
ti¢ fleet are extremely small, in no
way impairing its efficiency. So long
as this is preserved no serious danger
can immediately threaten Petrograd.

AMERICAN OFFICIALS AND THE
COTTON PROCLAMATION.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 22.

The annuoncement that cotton has
been declared absolute contraband of
war by Britain, came as no surprise
to officials here. Secretary Lansing
v-as informally advised by the British
’mbassy some time ago that this ac-
tion had been decided upon and that
formal announcement was delayed
only pending the arrangement of de-
tails. This included, it is understood,
preparations to protect the market;
irom the effect of the announcement !
and also an understanding between
Dritain and her Allies. While offi-
cials would not discuss the subject
on Saturday night, it is certain the
T'nited States will protest against the
British action, citing the previous
consistent policy of Britain in hold-
ing cotton free of restraint. The re-
sult, it is expected, will be to draw
out a full explanation of the reasons
Fehind the British change of policy.
With cotton declared contraband,
there will be no payment for seized
cargoes as heretofore. Informal dis-
cussion so far as cotton is concerned,
is at an end.

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT WAIT-
ING FOR PRETEXT.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 22.

Judgment is still suspended by the
T'nited States Government on the tor-
pedoing of the Liner Arabic with the
loss of two American lives. Until
official information 6n which to base
the course to be pursued arrives,
fhere will be no statement of the
(tovernment’s position. High officials
will not discuss the subject. It ?s
vnderstood an importaht report 18
awaited before the United States de-

termines whether Germany committed
a deliberately unfriendly act. Cabled
)statements of American survivors ap-
parently have left no doubt that the
Arabic with Americans aboard was
torpedoed without warning. The
question now is whether Germany
will set up a claim of the manoen-
vring ship just before she was art-
tacked led her submarine commander
to believe she was attempting an hos-
tile act against him. In addition to
such brief information as he has
cabled, Ambassador Page is said to
have mailed a long report including
the affidavits of American’ survivors.

GERMAN SUBMARINES LATEST.

LONDON, To-day.

A correspondent of the Times, who
recently has been in Scandinavia,
sends the following: German sub-
marines lately have adopted the
practice of stopping neutral ships in
the North Sea, demanding that éne-
my passengers of military age shall
be handed over to them. These pro-
cecedings which occur at' a distance
about a hundred miles from the Nor-
wegian coast, may or may net be le-
gal, but they certainly add to anxiety
of passengers.

SINKING OF THE ARABIC.
LONDCN, To-day.

Newspapers this morning publish
a long despatch from ‘New York:
Washington is dealing with the Am-
erican attitude on the sinking of the
Arabic. As far as the British public
is concerned, the torpedoing of the
Arabic is completely overshadowed
by possible American developments
resulting from the disaster. News-
papers add, the public alike regard
the facts surrounding the sending of
the steamer to bottom as entirely set-
tled. From the first it had been re-
garded here as incontrovertibly es-
tablished that the Arabic was not be-
ing convoyed, that she received no
warning and that she made no effort
to attack the submarine. -

AWAITING INFORMATION.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Final reports concerning the sink-
ing of the Arabic is still awaited by
Administration officials, pending the
receipt of which the attitude of the
United States Government remains
undetermined. Already the question
seems to have heen cleared up that
the Arabic was torpedoed without
warning. The point now in doubt is
as to whether Germany will claim
that the change of the course of the
steamer just before she was attack-
ed- led the submarine commander to
believe that she was attempting a
hostile act against him. Ambassador
Gerard, of Berlin, is expected to
throw some light on this point. Up-
on his report probably will depend
the decision of the Washington Gov-
ernment as to whether Germany has
committed a ‘““deliberately unfriendly”

act.

STILL

RUSSIANS STILL RETREATING:
INFLICTING ENORMOUS LOSSES
ON THE ENEMY.

LONDON, To-day.
Telegraphing to the Times from
Petrograd, a correspondent of that

newspaper in the Russian . capital
says: From official communications
and other reliable sources, much
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needed comfort has been derived
since Friday. The unexpected brevity
of resistance of the strong fortifica-
tions of Kovno has, contrary to
gloomy forebodings, not meant the en-
tailed rupture of our main line of
communicaticns. The surviving gar-
rison was  forthwith reinforced by
troop3 who are staunchly holding the
line from the right to Janow and on
both banks of the Niemen, south of
Janow and Altsouns, behind the
screen of General Schmetows. The
cavalry masses of huge German con-
centration are believed to be in pro-
gress and making preparations for a
drive from Dvinsk to Vilna. There is
no anxiety here at present that the
enemy will be able to endanger the
retreat of the armies operating be-
tween Grodno and Brest Litovsk.
The rearguards of the armies are
holding back the enemy along the
line of Ossowetz, Bielsk and Brest
Litovsk. We still hold the Bialystok-
Brest Litovsk railway and still have
four double track lines clear for the
movement - of our troops north and
east. German expectations that
Grodno would be our Sedan may he
treated with equanimity. It is true
there is- the onslaught on Brest
Litovsk still to be reckoned with, but
its eventual loss probably already
has been discounted. Russian armies
continue their steady and well or-
dered retreat to their appointed line,
inflicting enormous losses on the ene-
my.

GERMANY MADE TWO ATTEMPTS

FOR PEACE.
LONDON, To-day.
A despatch to the Post from Petro-
grad says: At a Conference with the
publishers .of the leading Petrograd
papers, who visited him to urge fa-
cilitating of transport of supplies of
paper, M. Sazonoff, Russian Foreign
Minister, declared in reply to ques-
tion: Germany twice already has at-
tempted to open pour parlers for
separate peace, one with France and
one with Russia.

GERMAN DESTROYER SUNK.

PARIS, To-day.
Two French boats encountered and
sank a German torpedo boat destroy-
er off Ostend last night, says an an-
nouncement made here to-day. Our
boats were undamaged.

PLANS CAN BE PUT INTO IMME-
DIATE ACTION.

UDINE, Italy, To-day.

The fact is' now disclosed that joint
military action by Italy with Eng-
land, France and Russia against Tur-
key, arranged by Italian General Por-
ro during his visit to Anglo-French
front in July, plans studied then, it is’
said, can immediately be put into ac-
tion.

America in Favor
of Arbitration.

May Have Important Bearing Upen
the Question of Neutral Com-
merce,

Washington, Aug. 17.—0On its face
dealing with a single case the im-
portance of which could be measured
in a comparatively small number of
dollars, the American note to tie
German Foreign Office, made public
to-day, in regard to the destruction
of the sailing ship William P. Frye,
by a German auxiliary cruiser may
have results most important in their
hearing upon the whole question of
the treatment of neutral commerce
by the European belligerents.

The United States acquiesces in the
German proposal that a joint board
of experts fix the value of the Frye,
which will be promptly paid for by
the German Government. This was
the original American proposition.

But the far-reaching effect of the
note comes in the acceptance of the
German offer to arbitrate “the ques-
tion of legal justification” for ‘he
sinking of the Frye, in so far as that
involves the interpretation of the ex-
isting treaties with Germany. If the
German Government agrees to ar-
bitration in the form suggested, it is
believed here that the American Gov-
ernment will be in a position to ac-
dress itself to Great Britain with
greater force than it has heretofore
been able to exert in advocacy of the
general freedom of legitimate neutral
commerce on the high seas.

In the State Department’s view
this will be particularly true if Gér-
many accepts the last suggestion ia
the Frye note, and agrees to suspend,
during the arbitration, at least, its
policy of destroying American ships
carrying contraband.
