The Outlook.
While the situation at 
present looks serious

So 
many conflicting and Contradictory 
statements are contained In the for­
eign news that any casual student 
might be pardoned fôT êômlng tô the 
conclusion that the fiitbrO looks dark 
for the Allies. But Russia le a land 
of surprises and like Africa, some­
thing always hew 16 coming Out of 
that country. Unhappy and torn by 
internal strife: harrassed and ravag­
ed by the German hordes i rent asun­
der by the quarrels of irresponsible 
demagogues, and discredited In thé 
eyes of the world by the mountebank 
actions of Irreconcilable factions, she 
may yet produce the man who Will be 
equal to the occasion, and who may 
lead her out of the pit$f anarchy and 
chaos into which she has noW more 
deeply fallen than at any time In her 
illstarred and fateful history. Already 
the Indications are that the Russian 
peoples do not regard the German In­
vasion and spoliation of their terri­
tories with any too favorable a feel­
ing, and it may well happen that In 
a day when wè leant expect It an­
other Basil may arise who will deliver 
Russia from her present semi-subju­
gation and bring her again Into her 
proper place among the nations of the 
world. Preparations for the great 
Offensive on the Western front are 
being carried on with Increasing ra­
pidity, and huge stores of munitions 
and supplies of all kinds été being 
hurried to the bases. When the storm 
of battle breaks It will eclipse in In­
tensity anything that has occurred in 
warfare in the annals of the world S 
history. That the Allied General 
Staffs have made thtelr dispositions 
and are confident of the outcome we 
fully believe, and the same may be 
Said Of the troops under the different 
commands. In the Impending en­
gagements tile glorious traditions be­
hind the soldiers of all the Allied na­
tions engaged. Will stimulate them to 
victory. It Is to be now or never with 
the Hun, and he will make a supreme 
effort to win a decisive victory, but 
tmr confidenée In our own men and 
those of the French, American and 
Portuguese armies need not be, for a 
moment, shaken. They will meet the 
advance of the enemy with all the gal­
lantry and fighting spirit that they 
have displayed on former occasions, 
and will hurl him back to his lines 
beaten and broken.

The 
Allied Maritime Transport . Council 
formed at the instance of the Ameri­
can Mission to England and France, 
led by tiol. House, has held its first 
meeting and announces that it will 6te- 
ganize the allied shipping so that the 
tonnage may be used in the most ef­
fective manner. Spirited fighting is 
reported on the West front. In Cham­
pagne and Lorraine the FVehch have 
won local successes.

NOVEL BASEBALL.
CANADIAN HEADQUARTERS IN 

FRANCE—The Canadians in France 
celebrated the beginning of real base 
ball weather, by a double-header last 
night In which some prisoners and 
two machine guns were Captured. The 
raids were eminently successful, only 
one feature marring thé operations. 
The Huns ran so fast that our men 
had littl'e opportunity to fight and had 
to be satisfied with bombing opera­
tions, in which many dugouts and ma­
chine guns emplacements were de­
stroyed. The raids were carried 6ut 
simultaneously in the neighborhood of 
Bois Hugo and in both cases the oper­
ations Were completed half to hour 
after our barrage opened. Its impos­

We had been successful" 
in cutting the enemy wire and raiding 
parties got into enemy territory prac­
tically without opposition, save On 
the left where they Were fired ofi tiy 
a machine gun; our men rushed the
position ana the enemy at enee re­
tired on the run, carrying the gun 
with them, but Canada has long dis­
tance runners of her own, and one of 
our privates succeeded to catching 
up with the Bosche and took him 
prisoner. Another Hun was killed 
and the remainder disappeared in the 
direction of thêlr BUppdrt line. Others 
of our raiders encountered no enemy, 
but picked up a machine gun in an 
evacuated trench. The operations 
on the right bombed an enemy dug- 
out, destroyed à concrete machine gun 
embankment, and bombed enemy saps, 
Onf casualties were slight Two dead 
Germans were seen in the trench. At 
the same time other raiders appeared 
through the wire which had been well 
cut and as thé Germans fled through 
they were caught in our’artillery bar­
rage, which was most satisfactory, 
OUr loss was slight hefè too.

EYE GLASSES AND ROUND 

' - SHOULDERS.
Instead of glasses adding age to , 

ones face, as is the general belief, they 
often erase years. Bags and circular 
puffs under the eyes are frequently 
caused by. the lack of glasses. 
Rounded shoulders and accompanying , 
fatigue are, also, often produced by 
constant bending over work when 
glasses should be worn.

Frequently when eye glasses are 
prescribed, the eyes have only receiv­
ed a slight strain, and one should ob­
serve the physicians orders Immedi­
ately, as a more serious strain may 
result if the directions are not obey­
ed.
