REAPING THE WHIRLWIND.

LONDON, July 2.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—Re-
ports of British officers, on the econ-
omic conditions prevailing in Ger-
many, are issued in a “White Paper”
describing a visit to Silesia in April.
The officers report that Germany
possessed a sound case for claiming
early relief. There was a genuine
shortage of staple foodstuffs and the
health of the population had suffered
severely in the last three and one
half years, so that the stage had been
reached where the working classes
could no longer be trusted to keep
the peace or to combat Bolshevism.
Count von Brockdorff, when inter-
viewed, repeated a statement he had
made at a secret cabinet meeting in
January, that Bolshevism was the
only subject upen which Germany
and the Entente could possibly meet
at the conference table, and act con-
jointly in the interests of all. . He
was prepared to go any length to
convince Britain, France and Ameri-
ca of his bona fides. What know-
ledge he had he was ready to dis-
close, if thereby the peril of Bolshe-
vism could be better understood and
combatted. He did not consider  the
situation beyond repair. The officers
who visited Breslau, ware shocked at
conditions in the poor quarters. Soup
kitchens brew spinach for babies of
from three weeks to three years. The
sight of babies sucking spinach soup
instead of milk from bottles, was dis-
tressing. The average weight of a
baby was four pounds and charts
showed that the babies at the end of
the third year weighed ' little more
than at the end of the first year. In
Berlin there was no evidence of an
amelioration of food conditions. Com-
pared with January there was an in-
creasing tendency for the people to
give way to despair, and the impres-
sion has been gained that Berlin was
totally corrupted.

FRENCH BISHOPS APfOINTED.

PARIS, July 2.

The appointment by the French
Government of Catholic Bishops for
Metz and Strassburg, furnished the
subject for an animated 1ebate -of
Govts. policy towards the Vatican in
the Chamber of Deputies to-day. M.
Desonzis charged that the Govern-
ment had engaged in unofficial diplo-
macy with the Vatican, and Jean Bon |
declared that the law . separating
church and state had been violated.
Foreign Minister Pichon explained
that the policy of Government con-
templated the upholding of the con-
cordat in Alsace and Lorraine, and
that . there was a true sepa-ation of
church and state in the rest o/ France.
He said that Bishops were appointed
for Metz and Strassburg, "2cause of
the clergy, which had given many
proofs of friendly sentiments toward
France, and had asked that French
Bishops succeed German incumbents.
The critics of the Governm»2nt declar-
ed that they were satisfied with
Pichon’s explanations.

Men call pet sins by pet
names; but whatever name you may
give to the various forms of sin, it
is still the same.

reference to the carrying out of the
Prohibition Aect.

Your committee, having learned of
much unrest re the working of the
Prohibition Act urges the Conference
to place itself on record as absolute-
ly against any change in the Act
which shall in any way make it easier
to obtain intoxicating liquor.

Further, your committee recom-
mends that Conference shall take
such steps as may be necessary to
bring before the proper authorities,
the fact that the burden of proof now
rests upon the police in all cases of
alleged breach of the Act, whereas in
our opinion the burden of proof
should rest upon the person who is
found in posgession of intoxicants.

In view of the alarming abuse in
the use of essences, all essences shall
be sold only by licensed grocers and
in only small quantities to household-
ers.

Your committee recommends that
wherever practicable on circuits and
missions, the Boy Scouts or similar
organizations be introduced, and that
every effort be made through social
agencies as well as through estab-
lished means to develop and train
our young people and capture them
for the church and the Kingdom of
