The Four-Leaved Clover J. J. ST. JOHN, Duckworth St
Even in Druidic worship, In pre- 

Christian times, the trefoil leaves of 
the clover plant were symbols of re­
ligion, setting forth the three grades 
of Druids, Bards and Neophites. In 
Christian mythology its leaf is fre­
quently held to symbolize the Trinity, 
and some Irish authorities Insist that 
It is the true and original shamrock

Mr. H. R. Brookes, in Montreal, 
and reported in yesterday’s 
Canadian Press despatches, the 
better. But it would be per­
mitting the President of the 
Newfoundland Board of Trade, 
who is also a director of Messrs, 
^ob Brothers & Co., at present 
one of the Big Three, to have 
his expressions telegraphed 
broadcast for the consumption 
of those who were not acquaint­
ed with the actual facts, if his 
statements were riot taken up 
and discussed. It is quite with­
in the bonnds of possibility 
that Mr. Brookes’ interview 
was arranged. Certainly the 
alignment of his views was not 
made on the impulse of the mo­
ment, and to all intents and 
purposes the marshalling of his 
facts had been previously 
thought out. Mr. Brookes, to 
have been quite frank wtih his 
Canadian interviewer could 
have truthfully declared and 
with more wisdom than he dis­
played, that the Fish "Regula­
tions themselves are to be held 
responsible for the depression 
that prevails in Newfoundland 
at the moment. Mr. Brookes 
(we write open to correction) 
was one of the knowledgable 
gentlemen who expressed the 
opinion at a certain meeting— 
or if he did not so express him­
self, his ideas coincided with 
those of others—that to per­
mit West Coast dry fish to be 
exported in June and July to 
Portugal was to place that sec­
tion of the island in undue com- 
petiton with other parts, which 
could not possibly get their fish 
to market until August. A 
solon-like opinion, which re­
sulted in West Coast shippers 
being penalized and their car­
goes held up for months, some 
of them being already laden.

• * ». « *
Mr. Brookes, in this inter­

view, which will hereafter be­
come famous, “attributes the 
present depression to political 
manipulation on the part of op­
ponents of the Export Regula­
tions.” Why not tell the actual 
truth and place the blame where 
it really belongs. If the Regu­
lations had been good, and made 
to give the greatest benefit to 
the greatest number, there 
Would not have been any of the 
depression which Mr. Brookes 
alleges to exist. But the regu­
lations were specifically design­
ed to confer extraordinary priv­
ileges on a certain class of fish 
exporters. When the effect of 
them were felt the industry 
Was paralysed, and the prohi­
bition on moving cargoes from, 
the West Coast immediately 
terminated in the introduction 
trf a cessation of purchases and 
a curtailment of supplies. Cer­
tainly that was not in conse­
quence of “political manipula­
tion.” It may be also asked 
have the Regulations given the 
exporters maximum prices T If 
they have then what about the 
fishermen ?

Merchants Only 
Buying From Dealers.

During the week a large number 
of schooners arrived from the North­
ern Outports with cargoes of fish and 
oil. A large proportion of the fish la 
Labrador and la on the whole ,of a 
splendid quality and much superior to 
what had been coming here in re­
cent years. The merchants are for 
the most part taking the- fish only 
from their dealers and are not Inclin­
ed to ctock up stores full <)f fish aa 
in former years. In many cases this 
la unavoidable, as the Banks are not 
advancing the same liberal amount of 
money to buy fish as In former years.

Besides thde, the merchants who 
have money to buy do not seem In­
clined to lay in fish in large quan­
tities ds fdrtnerly, as the present un­
certain condition of the market in the 
Mediterranean leaves them tit the 
position that if thqy buy largely there 
may be no outlet tor gome time, and 
carrying stores full of ftsh tor six or 
even three months, involves heavy 
expense. These are the reasons that 
It Is not easy to sell fish this Fall, es­
pecially Labrador.

It Is said that the total Labrador 
cure Is upwards of 600,000 quintals, 
and Italy and Greece were depended 
on to take about half of this number. 
It Is possible that arrangements will 
pan out in such a way that all this 
fish will be taken at paying prices 
within the next five months.—Trade 
Review.

Flour Shipments 
Short of Requirements.
So far tirfs season very little flour 

has been Imported and It looks as If 
there will be a shortage here during 
the winter. The Canadian Miner and 
Corunna which arrived here during the 
week brought only 6000 barrels be­
tween them, their cargoes being mostly 
hay and oats. A falling market and the 
non-payment-of hills due by small 
dealers is said to have kept Importers 
from ordering the usual fall require­
ments. Unless larger shipments arrive 
shortly another serious situation will 
confront the country. The port of Mon' 
treal Is closing to trans-Atlantic ship­
ping on November 27th this year and 
as the coastwise boats finish their 
work early In December there Is not 
mnch time to lose. y

Will Demand
Reasonable Price.

If weather conditions become more 
favorable It la expected that the 
northern fleet of fishing schooners 
wtil arrive here during next week. 
About 130 sail of vessels are at the 
northern ports awaiting a favorable 
opportunity to sail. When they ar­
rive here It lsyudd that a reasonable 
price for their catch will be demand­
ed. The demand, It Is said, will "be 
made by the men In a body, and ar­
rangements to hold a parade of pro­
test against the price offered were 
being made more than a week ago.

Received Bunker
Supplies.

S.S. Wassenaar, which arrived here 
Thursday, short of coal, took on 
board 100 tone. This amount will 
not carry the ship to her destination 
and she will have to call at Halifax 
for the remainder. The captain of 
the ship is naturally disappointed as 
it means more delay and expense to 
the owners as in addition to paying 
port chargee, etc., in St John’s, lie 
will also Jiave to pay the Halifax 
charges. Yesterday evening the Min­
ister of Shipping wired the fuel con­
troller In Canada asking for the ex­
tra coal for the steamer, and late 
last night the necessary permit was 
received. The ship was being coat­
'd this morning and was expected 
to get away early in the day.

Police Court.
A laborer nicknamed Tommy Toe, 

charged with the larceny of a quantity 
of cigarettes and tobacco was remand­
ed for 8 days.

One drunk was discharged on pay­
ing cab hire: another drunk was dis­
missed.

In a case of a serious charge made 
by one woman against another, a ma­
terial witness, husband of one of the 
parties, did not appear, he having gone 
North, when he found that he was sub­
poenaed. The constable who served 
the summons testified that he had 
served the writ on the witness’s bro­
ther. The hearing was postponed till 
Wednesday next.

In a breach of the Prohibition Act 
preferred against a beer shopkeeper 
of Water Street the point as to the 
witness giving the name of the party 
who Informed, was raised by the de­
fence. The point was noted by His 
Honor for consideration. Three beer 
bottles of liquor were found on the 
defendants premises and according to 
analysis the liquor was not different 
from that supplied by the Controller’s 
Department. The burden of proof, as 
to where the liquor came from, being 
not on the defendant in this case, the 
charge was dismissed.

This is a prosecution for a breach 
of Section 1 of "Street Traffic Regula­
tions” made by Inspector General 
Hutchings, under the authority of an 
act to amend Section 21 of Chapter 
36 of the Consolisated Statutes, 2nd. 
Series entitled, "Of Nuisances and 
Municipal Regulations." The defend­
ant is charged with having driven his 
motor car on the wrong side of the 
street

Regulation 1 reads: — “Vehicles 
must travel on the left hand side of 
the road or street Vehicles moving 
slowly must be kept as close as pos­
sible to the curb or side drain on the 
left allowing more swiftly moving 
vehicles passage on the right."

The evidence of the complainant Is 
that on the morning of the 8th, at the 
corner of Adelaide St. he saw the de­
fendant Smeaton, go down in his car 
in the centre of the street He con­
tinued In the centre of the street 
pretty nearly all the ways down 
Water Street and drove between the 
two street car tracks. There was no 
traffic on the road at the time.

This is thq only evidence admitted. 
Mr. Emerson, B.L., on behalf of the 
defendant moves for a dismissal of 
the charge, contending that “The 
Nuisance Act and the Common Law 
provided that vehicles must pass 
each other coming in opposite direc­
tions on the left When there is no 
traffic on the road there is no rule of 
the road. The Inspector General bail | 
no authority to change the Statute 
Law of the Country."

The only Statute Law we have as 
to the rule of the road is contained in 
Section 24 of “the Nuisance and Muni­
cipal Regulations Act" which enacts 
all vehicles "shall, by the person in 
charge of the same, on meeting any 
other vehicle, be conducted and kept 
on the left side of the road, so far 
as the state gt the highways or roads 
will permit, and each person conduct­
ing such vehicle shall give one-half 
of the said road to the other.” That 
Section is still in operation, but under 
the amending Act of 1918 the Inspec­
tor General has the p5wer to make 
Rules and Regulations in "any case 
where the streets are thronged or 
liable to be obstructed.” The Inspec­
tor General is made the Judge of 
street conditions and the necessity of 
making rules and regulations to gov­
ern street traffic.

(Trade Review.)

There Is to-day throughout th i 
country a lech of confidence amongst 
all business people. It has bent 
brought about by the Government 
Regulations.

Exporters of our fish products 
have been severely handicapped In 
their operations by the drastic re­
strictions placed upon their business. 
The old-time freedom of action en­
joyed by our business men it no 
longer with us. A* fish exporter has 
very little to say in the operations 
of business beyond finding the money 
to buy produce. The fact of his not 
being able to sell to hie own cus­
tomers at the beet price he can get 
has kept the exporter from operating 
on any very lerge scale.

Everyone is afraid to make the 
next more. Fish is now beginning 
to arrive In 8t John’s and there are 
practically no buyers. Cargoes of 
Labrador have been hawked around 
the street for days, whereas at this 
season of the year as In the past 
there should he ten bidders tor every 
cargo arriving. Those who can af­
ford to store fish are not buying for 
fear the price will slump and that 
they will be landed with stocks cost­
ing much higher than their neigh­
bors. When we see first cargoes of 
fiàh looking for buyers it Is a fair 
indication of what will happen when 
the hulk of the catch begins to ar­
rive.

This same lack of confidence and 
uneasiness prevails amongst the Im­
porters who are afraid of the poor 
realisation of the catch and the In­
ability of the merchant to pay for 
the goods when it becomes due. 
While the anticipated decline in the 
price of flour has to a certain extent 
held off the importers it is not the 
only reason. Northern people must 
be fed before the low priced flour 
can reach Newfoundlanl

The effect of the Inactivity In the 
fish business Is far-reaching. If the 
fishermen cannot realize well for his 
produce he cannot pay his supplier. 
The eutport supplier In turn cannot 
pay the St John's merchant and the 
latter cannot pay hie bills due the 
manufacturer. Each one In turn Is 
then curtailed In his operations and 
the manufacturer closes down or 
works on short time. Who is going 
to feed the population of St John’s 
this winter?

Norwegians Taking
Advantage.

Imports of dried fish from New­
foundland i>y Halifax merchant a are a 
standstill, says the Maritime Merchant. 
The Newfoundland Government has 
issued an order that none can be ship­
ped to Halifax unless the shipper 
shows that he baa a contract at not 
lees than $18.00 per quintal for fish 
delivered there. At the same time, the 
local price among Newfoundland buy­
ers is reported at $8.00 to $10.00.

The theory of the Newfoundland 
Government Is that they are a strong 
enough factor in the world’s fish sup­
ply to dictate selling prices.

There is no doubt that in Northern 
Brasil and Italy they are a big factor, 

j but they are not the only producers 
of codfish and every day the country 
that can give lower prices will he eat­
ing into their trade connection, no 
matter how well established It is.

The Norwegians have a fair supply 
of new season's fish and as business 
Is none too good with them it should 
be obvious that they will take every 
possible advantage of the conditions 
which Newfoundland has created.

TRINITY.
I am always sorry to see an old 

custom discontinued, especially when 
It is a custom that had its origin In 
an age, when the fundamental truths 
of Christianity (if not better known 
than they are to-day) were more 
generally associated with the com­
mon things of daily life, and were in 
evidence in daily actions. Our fore­
fathers were fond of flags. So many 
of them were sea-faring men, used to 
flags in their daily life at sea, and so 
they bought one or two for the staff 
at home, to be used to bid them God­
speed when they went from home, 
and to welcome them upon their re­
turn.

There were certain days, and cer­
tain occasions when, at least, one 
flag was flown at the mast. One of 
those days was Sunday, and one of 
those occasions was a funeral in the 
port where the vessel was laying. 
At the time of a funeral the flag, 
usually the red Ensign, was flown at 
what is known as "half-mast,” i.e., 
about one-third of the mast down; in 
reality “half-mast” means only suffi­
ciently far down to admit of another 
flag being flown above it. The flag 
was flown at “half-mast” till after 
the funeral, and then it was run up 
to the top of the mast This, I know, 
is always done on board of a man of 
war, and I have no doubt that it is 
is regularly done on board the ves­
sels of the mercantile marine, for our 
sea captains are very conservative 
about old customs and traditions.

the ships is defeated, that ship 
strikes its flag, i.e., lowers it to 
"half-mast.” The space above the 
flag then belongs to, and represents 
the enemy’s flag. Hence a flag at 
“half-mast" means defeat.

That is why a flag is lowered to 
"half-mast” at funerals. It is an ad­
mission of our defeat, and the space 
above it belongs to the conqueror, 
who in this case is Death. No bat­
tered, helpless ship ever showed 
more evidences of defeat than the 
poor body does at the time of death, 
and at the funeral. Surely, we say, 
through our tears, death has con­
quered, and we strike our flag to 
“half-mast.” Then as we take part 
in the beautiful burial service of 
holy church, we are reminded over 
and over again, that our elder bro­
ther Jesus Christ came to our rescue, 
fought death and conquered it, and on 
that Easter morning, changed defeat 
into victory ".for us and for our sal­
vation.” We say, thank God! our 
defeat is only temporary ; the poor, 
helpless body will rise again, and we 
run the "half-mast” flag of defeat to 
the top-mast of victory. Our fore- 

! fathers, whether they all knew the 
I

The old custom I have in my mind 
as I write, is that in connection with 
the use of flags at funerals. I count­
ed ten flags flying in Trinity at a 
funeral last week. The majority of 
them at "half-mast” were too far 
down on the mast. That in Itself 
(though it shows a misunderstand­
ing of the word "half-mast”) is not 
a very serious mistake. I observed, 
however, that after the funeral, only 
a few of the flags were run to the 
mast head, and this is what I main­
tain is wrong. In time of war, dur­
ing a sea fight, the national flag of 
each ship is displayed. When one of

reason or not, never neglected to do 
this* and surely it is worth continu­
ing, especially when we know the 
beautiful meaning of it, and the 
reason for doing it, and the great 
truth it reminds us of.

BEFORE SAILING!
(By P.O.D. in Toronto Saturday 

Night.)
To a person who has never been 

across the ocean the prospect of tak­
ing one of the big ferries and truss­
ing himself to the waste of waters— 
not to speak of the icebergs, card- 
sharps, and sea-serpents—Is a fairly 
appalling ode. One has a vision of 
one’s self hanging helplessly on the 
rail somewhere in mid-Atlantic and 
looking around hopefully for a big, 
hungry shark, so that one can Jump 
in and end the terrible business. And 
there isn’t a shark to sight, not even 
a friendly whale to come up and blow 
on one. Nothing but the intermin­
able and desolate landscape, from 
which the land has all been carefully 
removed and tumbling mountains of 
salt water substituted. We feel as it 
we would welcome even a murderous 
reef under the circumstances—at 
least, it would be evidence of some­
thing solid to nature.

It is in such moments of dreadful 
anticipation that one turns instinc­
tively to one’s friends for advice and 
consolation—those of them that have 
been all through it themselves. And 
they are right there with the soothing 
words, just like those cheery old boys 
who dropped in on Job in his days 
of tribulation. When they have got 
through with you you feel, as a rule, 
that perhaps it would be better for 
you to drown yourself comfortably in 
the. bathtub at home and spare your­
self preliminaries of seatravel.

We know something of this, for we 
are' ourself thinking of going over 
very shortly on our first trip. We

have been consulting our friends— 
people, that is, whom we used to con­

Delawana Wins Bine 
Ribbon in Ocean Race

Blue Schooners Raced In a Twenty-five [ position. At the finish she pulled up 
Knot Sale Over a Forty Mile Course j to third place but figures for the
-Thrilling Contest From Start to 

Finish.
(Halifax Morning Chronicle, Oct 12.) 

• The great ocean race off Halifax
Harbor le run. It has been won and 
lost. To the bowsprit-schooner Dela­
wana, of Lunenburg, Captain Thomas 
Hlmmelman, maeter, goes the victory, 
snatched Id the last few miles of the 
contest from the knock-about schoon­
er Gilbert B- Walters, also of Lunen­
burg, Captain Angue Walters, which 
had led the fleet from the starting line 
to the last buoy before the finish.

It was beyond doubt the most re­
markable sailing race ever staged in 
Halifax Harbor, and one of the most 
spectacular on world record. These 
two schooners, leading the fleet the 
whole way, had as close a battle on 
the forty-mile course In a fresh north- 
westly breeze as the most ardent 
yachtsman could wish for. On the last 
leg of the race, as the two were off 
Thrum Cap beating In, the Walters, 
still ahead—so some said—carried 
away her fore-topmast and lost with 
It her best chance to win.

Thereafter the Delawana gained 
slowly but surely and finished 4 min 
utes and 27 seconds ahead of the 
knockabout, capturing the $1,000 first 
Jrize money, trophy and a name-pen- 
inant. TO the Walters goes $730 and a 
signal code. The knockabout schooner 
Alcala, .also of Lunenburg, Captain 
Roland Knickle, took third prize and 
With It $600.

Sailed Splendid Raw.
To Captain Angus-Walters, skipper 

et the Gilbert B. Walters, belongs the 
credit of making the best start What 
is more, he sailed a splendid race. 
Whether or not his boat was the best 
in the prevailing wind, twenty-five to 
thirty knots north-west, is the burning 
question along the waterfront Cer­
tain It Is that on the rune and reaches 
on the first part of the course his boat 
had the better of the Delawana. The 
official figures show that the knock­
about crossed thé starting line 31 sec­
ond, ahead of the bowsprit boat and 
they show that, at the Outer Automa­
tic Buoy, at which mark the boats 
came on the wind for the first time In 
the race, the Walters had Increased 
her lead to exactly two minutes.

It was the beat home that raised 
the question that has not yet been an­
swered to the satisfaction of all. The 
crux of the whole argument Is whe­
ther or not the Walters was ahead 
when she carried away her foretop- 
maet. Some say she was, and some as 
vigorously affirm that the Delawana 
had Just caught her and that the loss 
of the upper stick had no effect on the 
final stretch. On the Delawana It Is 
claimed that this boat was footing 
faster and pointing higher than the 

. Walters, and that the lose of her fore­
topmast was not a serious handicap.
On the Walters it Is said that, had the 
foretopmast held, this boat would have 
sailed over the finish line for the 
"first gun” by a margin of several 
minutes.

Apparently there is only one way to 
settle the point on which local yacht­
ing sharps who followed the race are 
about evently divided. Captain Wal­
ters says he Is willing to sail a special 
race against the Delawana, and Cap­
tain Hlmmelman undoubtedly Is ready 
for such a test, thought naturally he 
stoutly avers that the best boat won.

Whatever the upshot of the dispute, 
the tact remains that both qkippers 
sailed a rattling good race. It was a 
treat to watch the way they handled 
thetr boats from start to finish. No 
finer exhibition of helmsmanshlp or 
marine Judgment has ever been given 
in Halifax Haror. The rest of the boats 

|were skillfully manoeuvred, too, but 
(they lost out on the start, which prov- 

' ed to be the most important advant­
age of the whole race for the leaders.

The Alcala, Mona Marie, Bernice 
Zlnck and Democracy, finishing In the 
order named, had a great race all 
thetr own, while the Ruby Pente, 
eighth, and the big Independence, last, 
had » sort of a brush, though there 
was a lot of time between the two at 
tfce finish. The Alcala carried away her 
foretopmaet on the reach for the Out­
er Automatic, but sailed a splendid 
race notwithstanding this, and at one 
time seemed to be ga

actual elapsed time show that she had 
not travelled as fast over the course
as had the two leaders, the Dela­

wana beating her out on this basis of 
time by over eight minutes and the 
Walters having a lead on her, on the 
same basis, of more than three min 
utee.

All Speedy Vessels.
One of the most remarkable fea­

tures of the race was the speed with 
which the vessels covered the course 
a distance by the chart of 39.65 eea 
miles and an actual distance, Includ­
ing the extra water covered by the 
schooners when starting at an angle 
to the wind on the thirteen mile beat 
home, of about fifty miles. The lead­
ing boat went over this distance In the 
actual elapsed time of 5,hours, 7 fto­
utes and 40 seconds, or at the rate of 
about 10 sea milee an hour. The fast­
est time made wae on the reach from 
the Inner Automatic Buoy to the 
Lightship Buoy and then again on the 
reach from the Lightship Buoy to Out­
er Automatic. On both these reaches 
the vessels averaged 10.4 sea miles per 
hour. They were travelling much fast­
er than the steamer Tyrian, which, 
with the Sailing Committee, other of 
flcials and fifty or so excited specta­
tors, was following the race.

At eight o'clock yesterday morning 
virtually all of the schooners were 
away from their berths on the south 
water front and lining out in the har­
bor preparatory to heading for the 
starting line. It was a foregone con­
clusion that the race would commence 
at nine o’clock sharp, the scheduled 
time. Most of the boats made for the 
line without delay, but the Ruby Pentz, 
which was short-handed and slow 
hoisting sail, using the donkey-engine 
for every one, remained north of 
George's Island, where, too, the big 
Independence sailed to and fro. Hover 
tog on the line when the fifteen min 
utes preparatory signal was fired 
were three or four of the boats, in 
eluding the Delawana and the Wal­
ters. The schooners were racing 
through the water, kicking up a smoth 
er of foam as they went and it was 
obvious that a flying start In such _ 
breeze, then about 20 miles northwest, 
was a truly ticklish proposition for 
these big craft

The Captains Daring.
But the captains were daring and 

at the same time cool to Judgment. 
Some of them, well to windward of 
the starting point on the Breakwater, 
did not hear the fifteen and five min­
utes guns and so did not have the ex 
act time. They were, therefore, late 
getting to the line. When the starting 
gun flashed the Gilbert B. Walters, 
which on Saturday was only thirty 
seconds behind the signal, was speed­
ing for the line for another record 
start. This time Captain Walters was 
45 seconds behind the gun, but he had 
to take the line on the run, Instead of 
beating up to It as on Saturday, and 
under the circumstances made an even 
more remarkable start than previous­
ly. The Delawana wae second getting 
over the line. It was apparent that her 
skipper did not have the time aa ex­
actly, for he was up to the line before 
the signal and was up to the wind 
headed northly when the gun came.
He was before the wind in a Jiffy, 
however, and crossed 3 seconds after 
the Walters. The Democracy came five 
seconds later. The Mona Marie was 
the next to cross, followed by the 
Freda L. Hlmmelman, Alcala, Bernice 
Zlnck, Independence and Ruby L. 
Pentz, the last two well In the rear.

The two vessels astern of the fleet, 
the Pentz and Independence, were 
seen to be losing slowly but steadily, 
while the Walters and Delawana were 
opening a wider gap between them­
selves and the next five boats. When ; 
the schooners were about half way to ’ 
the Lightship Buoy, the Tyrian cut 
across the apex of the triangle in or-j 
der to take times for the boats as 
they gybed round the Lightship mark 
which were taken but the only boats 
that were distinguished were the 
first two, as follows: |

Gilbert B. Walters—10.47.26, Dela­
wana—10.49,35.

Reaching for the Outer Automatic, 
the schooners continued to romp a- 
long. Their sheets were a wee bit clos­
er for this reach and they lay over 
further to the breeze.
