Field Marshal Sir John French, 
Earl of Ypres, a soldier who has 
figured most prominently in 
the history of British military 
affairs ever since the days of the 
South African campaign, . has 
passed away in his seventy- 
third year following an opera­
tion.

The oldest son of a Naval offi­
cer, he joined the training ship 
Britannia at the age of fourteen, 
and served as a cadet and a mid­
shipman for four*years. Decid­
ing,, however, that the army had 
a greater attraction for him, he, 
effected a transfer, and in 1874 
joined the 8th Hussars.

During 1884-85 Lieutenant 
French saw active service with 
the 19th Hussars in the Soudan 
campaign, and from 1889 to 1893 
he was in command of that regi­
ment. Later hê was apppinted in 
turn A.A.G. of Cavalry on the 
staff, Brigadier in command, of 
the 2nd Cavalry Brigade, and 
Major General of the 1st Cavalry 
Brigade at Aldershot. In 1899 
Major General French proceed­
ed to South Africa to command 
the Cavalry Division in Natal. 
Having made this arm of the 
service his special study, he. was 
the right man for the job, and 
his services were invaluable in 
the campaign against the nimble 
footed rough riders of the veldt. 
At Elandslaagate, Reitfontein 
at Lombard’s Kop, in the opera­
tions round Colesburg, in those 
which resulted in the Relief of 
Kimberley, the capture of Bloem­
fontein and Pretoria, and in fact 
in all operations up to the end of 
the war General French played i 
a part which won for him the 
highest honours and proved him 
to be one of the greatest cavalry 
leaders of the day.

In the year previous to the 
commencement of the Great 
War, a Filed Marshal’s baton 
was conferred upon him, and 
with the outbreak of hostilities, 
he was sent to France as Com- 
mander-in-Chief of the# First 
One Hundred Thousand. The 
glorious events of those days, 
which have made a chapter of 
history that will never fade, are , 
still fresh in our minds and need j 
not be recalled in detail, but the 
masterly«way in which Sir John 
French overcame the numerous 
difficulties which confronted his 
gallant troops; the manner in 
which they bore the brunt of the 
attack of five German army 
corps following the fall of Liege ; 
the skill with which the retreat 
from Mons was conducted in or­
der to make a junction with re­
inforcements from Paris, and the 
brilliant strategy shown on Sep­
tember 7th, when the German 
right was turned,1 and their army 
driven back to the Marne, and 
thence to the line of the Aisne 
—these are events with which his 
name will ever be remembered 
both in Britain and France. As 
these engagements saved Paris 
from falling into the hands of 
the enemy, so too a few weeks 
later his victory at Ypres saved 
-the Channel ports from being 
occupied, and averted the dan­
ger of an invasion 6f the British 
Isles.

Up in a Seaplane

28V2 Hours
Doubling the time record of any 

previous seaplane flight, and “proving 
«inclusively” that her proposed air 
ravage from the United States to 
Hawaii is feasible, the Navy’s new all- 
metal craft, the PN-9, has accom­
plished the feat of remaining in air 
twenty-eight hours and thirty-six 
minutes, descending only when her 
gas gave out after covering 2,200 
miles on a sixty-mile course above the 
Delaware River. As. we are Informed 
in a special dispatch from Philadelphia 
to the New York Herald Tribune, "the 
PX-9 was in charge of Lieut. J. R. 
Kyle and C. H. Schildauer as pilots.

I Others in the crew were Capt L. M. 
! Woolson, aeronautical engineer, and 
■ Charles Sutter, mechanician.” De- 
j scribing the conclusion of the test, 
the correspondent tells us:

The PN-9 gracefully glided to the 
surface of the river as a crowd of 
about 300 employees of the aircraft 
factory and other divisions of the 
navyyard cheered the crew. «.

The crew still wore smiles on their 
grime-covered faces as the PN-9 was 
towed near to shore. They were greet­
ed by Capt G. C. Westervelt, manager 
of the aircraft factory, as the crowd 
continued to cheer and applaud.

Up to 9 o’clock this morning the 
plane had been making the rouhd-trip 
of the course between the navy-yard 
and Fort Delaware in sixty minutes, 
hut on the last round it took an hour 
and fifteen minutes. ,

At 7:18 a-m. a message was drop­
ped by the aviators, which apparent­
ly indicated that the seaplane would 
not be able to keep aloft tor a full 30 
hews, the original goal of the flight.

The meesagc said: “After twenty 
hours have covered 1,370 knots, still 
240 gallons gasoline left. Using forty- 
five gallons hourly. Speed, elxty-four 
knots an hour. See you about noon.’’

The purpose of the flight, according 
to navy-yard officiale, was not to 
smash any time records, but to test 
the manner in which such a machine 
stand» up under a flight of thirty con­
tinuous hours.

talned an average speed of^elghty 
miles, although it was announced that 
her engine was capable of much great­
er speed. She flew at an altitude of 
about 1,000 feet

On his account of the PN-9’s remark­
able record-breaking performance, a 
Philadelphia correspondent of the 
New York Timee, reports these tacts:

The seaplane was in perfect con­
dition when mechanics overhauled It 
after the landing. No repairs were 
made during the flight. The crew | 
were badly wind-bitten and their faces 
showed the effects of their strenuous 
ordeal.

Soon after the crew came ashore a 
telegram was received from Rear-Ad­
miral William A. Moffett, which read:

“The Bureau of Navigation is highly 
gratified with the result of the endur­
ance test flight of the PN-9. The offi­
cers and personnel of the Bureau join 
me in hearty congratulations to the 
management and personnel of the air- 
crapt factory and to the pilots enl i 
crew of the PN-9 on this splendid ac­
hievement.”

The two new 600-h.p. 'Packard mot­
ors with which the seaplane is engin­
ed, will be taken out of the ship and 
will be farther tested.

They will then be shipped by rail 
to San Diego, while the all-metal hull 
will be sent via the Panama Canal to 
the Pacific Coast port, where the sea­
plane will be reassembled. It is ex­
pected that the Honolulu flight will 
be made about Juy 1.

How It Differs From That of Other 

x Lands.
The thing that impresses a foreigner 

at an important trial in this country 
is the absolute quietness of the whole 
proceedings. That is because the great 
point of the English trial is to exclude 
sentiment.

In the United States, however, it is 
different. Over there, weeks may have 
been spent in “challenging” the Jury. 
One member ten years before argued 
against capital punishment, or in fav­
our of it. Obviously, thfen, he is biased, 
and one or other of the counsel engag­
ed will object tp him.

When at last a jury is obtained to 
which no objection can be raised, the 
first thing that happens during the 
hearing of the case Is that both coun­
sels try their utmost to touch their 
feelings.

With us, the jury has nothing to do 
with sentiment. Their one business is 
to make a finding of fact from the 
evidence presented to them.

If the Jury bring In a verdict of 
“guilty”, and the quiet old gentleman, 
who Is the Judge, sentences the accus­
ed person to death, the prisoner has 
the right by law to appeal—but only 
on points of law.

There* will be no Jury, no evidence 
of facts, and no recital of the crime. 
Only a bench of Judges of appeal 
arguing points of hard law as to whe­
ther this point and that ought to have

In France, again, things are very 
different. There a bench of Judges acts 
as prosecuting counsel, as deciding 
jury, and as sentencing judge, all in 
one.

“Why, prisoner,” they demand, “did 
you kill the man?”

Little by little the supposed details 
of the crime are “reconstructed.”

In the end, something like the truth 
is generally reached. Either the pri­
soner breaks down under the ordeal, 
or establishes his innocence .against 
the pitiless questioning.

But there is much to be said for the 
quiet dignity of the English Court, 
with its strained silence , its almost 
cloistered jurors, and its attentive 
Judge. —J. G.

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THE PLAY THAT ST. JOHN’S LIKES SO WELL. 

— BY —

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—In a comparatively re­

cent issue of your -Interesting and 
'deservedly popular dally appeared an 
editorial dealing with a matter of the 
utmost moment to the people of this 
city.

It had reference to the dangers 
which beset the wayfarers on onr 
streets and suburban 1 thoroughfares 
during the summer months, and con­
tained warnings which should be 
heeded and advice which. It taken to 
heart, must minimize it not altogether 
obviate the danger of accidents, 
which all dread, and nëçessarily sp, 
because of the unfortunate occur­
rences of past years. \

An article of this kind serves a 
good purpose because it impresses 
upon the whole public the necessity 
for taking the ordinary precautions 
which common sense dictates to en­
sure safety.

We are, however, too prone as a 
people to forget the admonitions ten­
dered in all sincerity for our well 
being, distracted as we are with our 
worldly cares as well as pleasures, 
and now that Spring is merging into 
Summer (the season when danger is i 
most in evidence), I deem that I may 
not be unduly taxing your busy col­
umns or tempting your patience, by 
what might appear to be an unneces­
sary iteration of a subject already so 
fully covered by the Telegram. As my 
object, however, is identical with the 
worthy one which you also avow, I 
am encouraged to anticipate your in­
dulgence and hope that before con­
cluding I will advance some sugges­
tions that may further the ideal of 
every well meaning citizen—the pub­
lic safety.

There are now in St. John's almost 
double the number of motor vehicles 
in evidence last year: If conditions 
continue as theÿ were, if a warning 
campaign is not instituted, if the pub­
lic is not thoroughly aroused to à 
sense of danger, is It unreasonable to | 
assume that the number of accidents 
will be doubled also?

The danger to pedestrians in the 
city is great, but on the suburban 
roads it is greater, for there the 
motor driver or a large percentage of 
the genua lets himself out and “steps 
on the gas" regardless of anything but 
speed.

The careful driver may cause an 
accident, the speed hog will, and to 
eliminate him I would suggest that 
the suburbs be patrolled by five or 
six of the police in mufti, with noth­
ing to indicate their office, and riding 
fast motor cycles. The eventual uni­
versal knowledge of their presence 
and mission will reduce, I should 
think, the possibility of accidents to a 
great degree. Anyhow the unfortunate 
pedestrian will possess a new sense 
of security from the knowledge that 
they are about, although even this 
should not impel him to,relax the care 
we all must take to avoid accidents.

These men, I submit, should be 
armed with arbitrary powers to en­
sure the safety of the citizen. What 
these powers may be is a matter of 
detail, and would come within the 
purview of the authorities. Violations 
of the laws of traffic must be stamped 
out to all hazards, and some of the 
most dangerous of these I may sum­
marize as follows:—The parking of 
cars on curves or around corners, es­
pecially blind corners, either in the 
city or country, or parking on a 
grade that ends in a curve; parking 
a car anywhere on a road or street 
without lights or some danger signal 
or without a tail or side light; cut­
ting in on the traffic on a road or 
street where many cars are running, 
and failure to sound at crossings and 
Intersecting streets and roads. A car 
should not be allowed, I hold, to pro­
ceed a yard at night without both 
Hebts on. Many observant people are 
loud In their condemnation of the 
present accelerated speed allowed by 
law, and believe it will be fruitful of 
accidents. Only time will demonstrate 
the correctness of their views. How­
ever, there is evident at present with 
many motorists a disinclination to 
sound the horn at intersecting streets, 
ad especially on LeMarchant Road 
and suburban thoroughfares. A driver 
convicted of driving under the in­
fluence of liquor should be shown no 
mercy, and his licence to drive should 
end for all time with his conviction.

On most suburban roads and on 
several contiguous to the city there 
are no properly appointed sidewalks, 
and people are, willy nilly, compelled 
to walk on the main thoroughfare. 
All should keep as near the side of the 
road as possible. To, however, avoid
