You will recollect that some time ago
I mentioned that Samuel Platt had in-
vented and pntented & new process of
manufacturing salt. and that on the first
tris! it was found defective in the steam
chest. The defect has since been repaired
and it has been at work four days, thus
giving it a thorough test, and the result
is, that with Mr. Platt’s Salt Evaporator,
salt can be produced at fifty cents per
barrel, while under Q&lm old system it cost
about $1. With the evaporator four
cords of wood will produce 100 barrels,
whereas sixteen cords were formerly re-
quired, and besides not more than one-
third the former outlay will be required
for buildings. I have been informed that
Mr. Platt has rented the Maitland well,
which was sunk last winter, and which
has since then lain idle, awaiting the re-
sult of the invention referred to. Mr.
Platt is now at work erecting buildings
to receive his evaporator, so that in the
course of gix weeks or two months we
shall have one well in full blast under
the new system. ,

A special meeting of this Society was
held on Friday evening to consider the
Medical Bill now before the Legislature.

Clarke, of
Guelph, and Pattullo, of Brampton, mem-
bers of the Medical Council, Dr. Rose~
brugh, of Toronto, and Dr. Philp, of
Waterdown. The meeting was unani-
mous respecting the desirability of vari~
ous changes proposed, and the following
resolutions were adopted :—

“That in view of the many defects in
the present Medical Act, further legisla-
tion is very desirable for the remedying
of these defects, and the continued ex-
istence of the Medical Council.

“That, for the purpose of effectually
earrying out the provisionsof the Medical
Act it is necessary that some county offi-
cial shall be appointed as public prose-
cutor, when evidence of any infraction of
the Act is laid before him.

“That in the opinion of this meeting
the principle embodied in the 18th clause,
relative to the formation of a Central
Board of Examiners is just and expedient:
and farther, that the power of appointing
these examiners should be vested in the
Council.”

The Alabama Affair.

Ever since Mr. Johnson’s arrival
in England he and Lord Stanley have
addressed themselves fto the arrange-
ment of the preliminaries for the ret-
tlement of the Alabama claims with
an agsiduity which argued at once
their own earnestness, and their be-
lief in the urgency of the necessity
for removing a cause of vexation and
ill-will between the two nations. The
question of England’s right to recog-
nize the Southern States as belliger-
ents, which Mr. Seward with proud
insolence had contended should form
the first subject for discussion was
entirely cast aside by the Minister,ank
his efforts have been directed towards
gecuricg -a means of determining the
amount of injury done to American
commerce by the notorious privateer.
This is in fact the real question at
issue.  While calling in question
Englend’s right to do as she did may
be very pretty as a sentiment, and
while it might flatter the national
courage, and enable the Republic to
congratulate itself on its boldness, the
facility with which the demand was
waived when firmly resisted proved
that it was the marterial and practical
rather than the sentimental and
theoretical concerning which the Am-
erican Government and people were
most anxious.

For the last month very few days
have elapsed without bringing us
a fresh story about the Alabama
question. First a mixed commission
of eight was to sit in London, who
were to diseuss every question of dam
ages brought before them, and the
question of international: law was
to be referred to the Czar. 'Then|
again we were informed that the King
of Prussia, not the Emperor of Rus-
sia, was to be the arbiter; and after
we had heard and bclicv(‘:g all this the
American papers avowed®it to be all
moonshine, said that the President
had heard nothing of it officially, and
that at all events Congress would
never sanetion such a protocol even if
it had been drawn up. The fact ap-
pears to be that Minister Johnson
has interpreted more literally than is
agreeable to American feelings the
Instructions which he received, before
his departure, from Mr. Seward, to
bring about a settlement of the ques-
tion by makiug any honorabl(:vyfﬁ
cession, They never contemplited
the possibility of his admitting the
right of English citizens to claim
compensation for damages ‘done to
their property by the United States
navy ; but, if we are to believe the
latest information on the subject, he
has done so, and this action consti-
tutes a pill at which Americans are
making grimaces even before they have
been actually called upon to swallow
it. 'I'hey fully anticipated that what-
ever cash there was in the trans-
action would be to their credit, and

that there would be no contra.

The latest version of the story re-
garding the arrangements is, that the
question of damages is to be referred
to a commission of four, two to be
chosen by England, and two by Am-
erica, and that it has been decided the
commissioners are to sit in Washing-
ton. Britain holds herself in readi
ness to pay any damiages which may

. be given against her: and the first ar-
ticle in the protocol gives her the pow-
er of compelling the settlement of all
counter claims for losses sustained by
her subjects in consequence of the ci-
vil war. T® this point the Americans
object, as conferring a favour upon
them not to be enjoyed by loyal citi-
zens of the South, who suffered severe
losses during the conflict and are de-
barred from all hope of recompense.
But the cases are entirely dissimilar,
On the one hand there were neutrals
whose property should Lave been con-
siderenrinviolnble by the contending
partics ; and on the other there were
citizens of the United States who
chose to take a certain side and in so
doing inevitably incurred a certain
rigk, so that no paralell can be estab-
lished. Itis to be hoped, however,
that the honourable, the commission-
ers will soon meet in Washington or
some place else, settle the matter as
satisfactorily as possible and let us
have done with it.

the following pen-and-ink portrait of the
most distinguished editor in the world,
as geen in his private room, preparing
articles for the press:

Mr. Greeley’s back is toward us. Heis
seated at his desk. His head is bent
over his writing, and his round shoulders
are quite prominent, He is scribling rap-
idly. A quire of foolscap, occupying the
only clear space on his Jesk, is melting
beneath his pen. A glance at the man-
uscript reveals two dozen knotty figures.
You may be sure of a leader on the Na-
tional Debt to-morrow morning. The
desk itself isa heap of confusion. Here
is Mr.Greeley’s straw hat; there his hand-
kerchief.. In front of him is a pack of
newspaper clippings, not neatly rolled
up, but closely sprawled over the desk.
At his left a rickety pair of scissors
catches a hurried nap, at his right isa
paste pot and a half broken box of waf-
ers appears to have a rough-and-tumble
fight. An old looking paper holder is
just ready to tumble on the floor. An
old fashioned sand-box, looking like a
dilapidated hour glass, is half hidden
under a slashed copy of the New York
World. Mr. Greeley still sticks to waf-
ers and sand, instead of using mu-
cilage -and blotting paper. A small
drawer, filled with postage stamps aud
bright steel pens has crawled out on the
desk,
tucked in the pigeon-holes winking at
us from the back of the desk, and scores
of half opened letters mixed with seedy
brown envelopes, flop lazily about the
table. Old papers lie gashed and mang-
led about his chair, the debrisof a literary
battle field. . A clean towel hangson a
rack to his right, A bound copy of the
Tribune Almanac, from 1838 to 1868,
swings from a small chain fastened to a
staple screwed in the side of the desk;
two other bound volumes stand on their
feet in front of his nose, and two more of
the same kind are fast asleep on the
bookrack in the corner. The room is
kept scropulously neat and clean, A
waste paper basket squats between Mr,
Greeley's legs, but one half the torn
envelopes and other communications
flutter to the floor instead of being tossed
intothe basket. Pens, ink, paper, scis-
sors are always in unfailing demand.
“Mr. Greeley wants writing paper”
creates quite a commotion in the count-

“ing room. Mr. Greeley gets paper quick-
er than a hungry fisherman could skin
an eel.

Mr. Greeley can lay a Virgina worm-
fence in ink faster than any otber editor
in New York city. He uues a fountain
pen, a present from some friend.
thinks a great deal of it, but during an
experience of three years has failed to
learn the simple principle of suction
without getting his mouth full of ink,and
he generally uses it with an empty re-
ceiver, He males a dash at the iuk-
bottle every twenty-seconds, places the
third finger and thumb of his left hand
on the paper, and scratches away at his
worm fence like one possessed. He
writes marvelous fast. Frequently the
