Dlstreagfrng Result* of ■ Fire.
Seattle, Jan. 21.—News was brought to 

thé city, yesterday, of a sad accident which 
occurred, Sunday evening, two miles south 
of Colby, in Kitsap county, in which two 
sons of Albert Batter, a rancher, were 
burned to death and the family residence 
laid in ashes. Early Sunday morning the 
two boys, aged 16 and 7 years respectively, 
left home on a visit to some n< ighbors 
Later in the day, about 5 or 41 o’clock, the 
parents started on a similar trip, taking 
with them their little girl, who is about 4 
years old. The boys had sot returned, but 
the house was left so that they could effect 
an entrance wi'hout waiting for the par­
ents. About 8 o'clock in the evening the 
parents, together with the little girl, came 
back, only to find their home in ashes and 
no trace of the boys- Anxiety and grief 
prompted them to search the ruins, and, on 
poking the ashes about, they came upon tbe 
charred remains of their two sous.

How the fire started is not definitely 
known, as no one saw or heard of it until it 
was all over. It ti supposed by some that 
the boys returned home, started a fire, and 
by some unknown means it was communi­
cated to the house; that- in efforts to res­
cue goods, one boy was stupefied by .the 
smoke and when the other attempted his 
rescue both became victims of suffocation 
and fell to the floor to be devoured by the 
flames. Another theory is, that the boys 
came home and went to bed, leaving a fire 
burning; that while they were asleep the 
house cnught fire. They were suffocated 
before returning consciousness.

It is as de­
structive in the country as it is in the city.
Sanitary precautions do not keep it away.
It has no respect for rank or race. It at­
tacks both the prince and the peasant, and 
the civilized European is as liable to be its 
victim as the untutored savage. We learn 
from th/ daily telegrams that both the citi­
zens of Paris and the Indians of Oklahoma 
are suffering from it, and that both are com­
pelled to allow it to take its course.

We find that people are beginning to call 
this disease by its old name, “influenza.”
It seems to be not so much a disease as an 
aggravation of ailments already existing.
It finds out the weak spots in the constitu­
tion, and gives rise to complications which 
puzzle the most skilful physicians. Children, 
it is said, Support the malady better than 
adults, and it is extremely hard on the old 
and feeble.

It does not appear that any cure has been 
found for it. It is declared to be unwise 
for the person whom it attacks to 
attempt to fight it out. His best 
plan is to go to bed, get medical advice; 
and take care of himself. The favorite 
remedies of ladies, old and young, for a bad 
cold are recommended. Warm aromatic 
drinks, and warmth generally,are prescribed.
Much stress seems to be laid on good nurs­
ing. By good nursing we do not mean try­
ing this remedy and that, and shallowing 
drugs and patent medicines on speculation, 
as it were. These frequently do a great 
deal more harm than good, unless pre­
scribed by a skilful physician. But the 
patient suffering from la grippe appreciates 
the constant and cheerful attendance of a 
good nurse who does not take upon herself 
to doctor or drug him, but to keep him com­
fortable and if possible in a good humor.

It is somewhat difficult to say when a 
person has la grippe. The symptoms vary 
a good deal, and no doubt many who are 
only slightly indisposed imagine that la 
grippe has got hold of them. This is 
always the case when there is mi epidemic.
People get nervous and think they have it, 
when there is really nothing serious the 
matter with them. Although the disease 
has spread-over a greater area, those who are 
in a position to form an opinion, say that it 
is not so dangerous as it was two years ago.

It is said that the 
celebrated and eccentric Count Tolstoi ob­
tained some of the notions, which are gen­
erally regarded as peculiar, from these sim­
ple religionists.

Although these people are harmless and 
are good subjects, they are persecuted be­
cause they do not believe in the national re­
ligion. They are boycotted and fined and 
banished to Siberia and other dreary re­
gions, merely because they will not conform 
to the doctrines and ceremonies of the 
orthodox Greek Church. Reading the 
Bible, attending prayer meetings in private 
houses, praying and preaching are in them 
counted as crimes deserving of severe pun­
ishment. For such offences many are re­
duced to beggary by repeated fines; women 
are flogged; and good men who have lived 
the lives of eaints are exiled because they 
have had the audacity to exhort and teach 
their brethren.

All this was not done a hundred years or' 
so ago, but is going on to-day. The Russian 
clergy hate the Stundists and urge the Gov­
ernment to persecute and torture them. 
When it was found that the courts of law 
would not convict some of these Christians 
who had committed no offence worthy of 
punishment, even under the Russian law, 
Lanin declares, and produces his authority 
for his declaration, that “the ecclesiastical 
dignitaries wrote to entreat the Government 
to re-arrest and punish them administratively 
—viz., without trial or formal accusation.” 
But the Government at the time refused to 
act upon the cruel suggestion. Under the 
present Czar, the condition of these poor 
people has been growing worse and worse, 
until now they are in a condition truly 
pitiable.

Mr. Finlayson 
stayed oh the old Take River fort when tte 
steamer returned, under trader Kennedy. 
In the summer of 1841 he was promoted to 
the position of chief of the Stickeen post. 
He remained there for six months, and then 
went trading to Fort Simpson, where he 
stayed until the spring of 1843. Sir James 
Douglas then met him again and took him 
with him to assist in the establishment of 
the new station at Camosun, which post 
subsequently grew into the port of Victoria. 
Sir James had started in March, 1843, 
with an expedition from Fort Van­
couver, to select a location for 
the new establishment which was to succeed 
Fort Vancouver,as the headquarters of the 
company on the oopst. He chose a spot on 
the east aidé of thb inlet known to us as 
Victoria Ha 
work at building a fort and then sailed 
north on the Beavef. When he came back 
Mr, Finlayson accompanied him. That was 
on June 1st, and three months later Fort 
Camosun was ready for occupation. Charles 
Ross, who had been in charge of Fort Mc­
Laughlin, in the north, was placed in com­
mand of tho new post, with Mr Finlayson 
as second. In the spring of. 1844 Mr. Ross 
■dttd, and Mr Finlayson became chief of the 
post by order of Mr. Douglas.

Life in Fort Camosun was not without 
adventure. Horses and cattle had been 
sent here from some of the posts in the 
Sound country, chiefly for use in clearing 
and tilling the land.’ The Indians did not 
hesitate to look on the oxen as fair gar 
and it is related that a band of Cowichans, 
whose chief bore the euphonious name’of 
Tsodghilam, on one occasion", appropriated 
a number of animals for food. Mr. Finlay­
son demanded tiiat the offending Indians be 
given up or pa/thent be made f r the cattle. 
Teoughilam returned a haughty negative, 
and finally hostilities followed a rapture of 
diplomatic relations. The Indians fired sev­
eral volleys at the fert, but they weakened 
when they saw some of their lodges shat­
tered by a round of grape from the fort can­
non, the Indian women and children having 
been first warned to leave the camp for , a 
safer .place. Furs were then brought 
by the savages to pay for the slaughtered 
cattle. Such were the early days of Fort 
Camosun, whose name in 1845 was changed 
first to Albert and then Victoria.

Splendid Success of the Eliza Edwards—The 
Winter Haunts of the Fish Definitely 

Determined.
Theg Eliza Edwards left V 

January 8th. on her second voyage to the 
halibut groAds. She was three days going 
up, and, after spending about a day getting 
ready, began fishing ou the fifth with good 
success- The vessel had only eight men 
aboard and two small boats, but fish were 
caught from the moment the line was put 
out. In four hours of each day as many 
halibut were caught as the men could put 
away for the rest of the time. In fact, one 
day they caught so many that it took all 
the next to take care of them. In all, the 
vessel was seven days at the fishing grounds, 
and in that time caught all the supply of 
ice they took with them would cure—fully 
30,000 lbs. m all. Some of the fish were 
very fine specimens, one of them measuring 
6 feet 4 inches in length and weighing about 
200>ïbs. This is by all means the largest 
and finest cargo of Halibut ever brought 
into Vancouver.

When about 100 miles on this side of 
where the halibut were caught, the Ed­
wards called at a mission station and trad­
ing post and there received from a trader 
about 100- pounds of a variety of fish which, 
fot want of o better name, he called black 

. cod, but they are much better in color and 
flavor than what is commonly known by 
that name. Tbe fish is smaller and darker 
in color, with flesh of a pure white. 
Several fishermen on board say they have 
never seqn anything like them; they ap-

neh, but if anything, the British Columbia 
product ia a finer quality. On thfr return 
trip the broken mast of a large ship was 
seen opposite Queen Charlotte Sound, which 
looked as if recently carried away from a 
vessel. Rough weather was experienced, 
and she hove to for about 12 hours. On the 
way down she picked up three men from the 
north end of Tex ad a Island, whera they had 
been unable to hail any other passing 
steamer, and were suffering from want of 
food.

Capt. McKenzie deserves every credit for 
having located the winter haunts of the hal­
ibut, a thing which has not heretofore been 
done by any Canadian fishermen. At this 
season of the year a ready market always 
offers, and this will prove the beginning of 
an industry which is bound to grow. He 
made tbe voyage in the face of many obsta­
cles, and thé success he has attained is 
worthy of commendation. He says that the 
sefb for miles is full of these fish and wher­
ever be put down a line he was successful in 
catching them. All that remains is for the 
Western fish to become established in the 
Eastern market and tbe ultimate success of 
the industry is assured.—News-Advertiser.

This number 
includes the Bear Creek, which left 
Philadelphia for London, on January 6th, 
the tank steamer Looniona, which sailed 
from New York for London on December 
16th with a crew of 38 men, and the steam­
ship Alleghany, which left New York on 
January 1st for Marseilles.

its representative for years past, entered 
the House of Lords upon the death of hto 
father, the Duke of Devonshire. In this 
address, Mr. Birtwistle asked the candi­
dates, Sir Thomas Brooks (Unionist) and 
Mr.-J. H. Maden (Gladstone Liberal), to 
support silver as tbe standard currency of 
the Empire, and to advocate the same 
policy between nations. To these requests 
Sir Thomas Brooks has replied, saying that 
the Right Hon. G. J. Goechen, Chancellor 
of the Exchequer, and other prominent Con­
servatives, are in favor of a similar 
scheme, which he (Sir Thomas) would 
gladly support.

“ you will see the San Pedro above water 
again, just as good, barring the damage she 
sustained in striking, as when she went 
down. I -have not the slightest doubt of 
the success of my line of action. With me 
it b like a doctor setting a broken leg, you 
know. I have bad vtsseb in the same posi­
tion before, and am quite confident about 
this job.”

“The San Pedro lies right on top of the 
ledge, with one rook penetrating her bottom 
for a distance of five feet, and another that 
is three feet in. Some days ego we put in a 
series of wooden cribs under her keel, at 
dbtances of twelve feet from one another. 
Thb was a very necessary piece of prepara­
tion.) beciuse we wanted a good space for 

chinos to pass under between her and 
the sand. The system I am making use of 
in the present piece of work b one in which 
we use air for our purposes, and not pumps. 
We are placing twelve pontoons on tact 
side of the vessel—six large ones and eigh­
teen smaller. Chains will be passed down 
the hawse pipe in the end of each pontoon, 
through under. the ship’s bottom, and up 
again ou the other side into the opposite 
one. The sifle of the chain directly under the 
keel of the vessel )Wtli be 2% inches, 
and the width as, they 
pontoons b 2J inches.

Again, in August,
1889, Lord Salisbury said that to declare 
our stay in Egypt permanent would be to 
pay an insufficient regard to the sanctity of 
the obligations which the government of 
the Queen have undertaken, and by which 
they are bound to abide. It is true that 
the Conservative speakers from Lord 
Salisbury downward now take on a 
different tone, but. this does not alter 
the patent facts. We are pledged 
to annex nor protect Egypt, and t 
draw our troops as soon as we safely 
can ; but, before we quit Egypt, we must 
first have "a plain understanding with 
France. France must do two things. She 
must give us every possible pledge that 
she will not attempt to take our place, and 
she must recognize our right to military re­
entry, under certain circumstances; for in­
stance, in -case of insurrection. France is 

apparently willing to give these 
«ledges. Obviously, the next step for the 
British Government to take, is to ap­

proach France and see what can be done 
with her, and the Government which fails 
do that can not be acquitted of the desire to 
evade the fulfillment of its pledges by a con­
spiracy of silence and inaction.

LA GRIPPE AND ITS RAVAGES.
The frequent declarations made by emi­

nent physicians that the cause and preven­
tion of grippe are things beyond the ken of 
medical science, do not satisfy the public on 
this important point There is a growing 
demand for tbe appointment of a royal com­
mission to enquire into the possibility of re­
lieving mankind from the scourge. The 
epidemic is somewhat less virulent this year 
than formerly, bat to offset this, it is more 
widespread in its ravages, so that, on tbe 
whole, the visitation is more burdensome 
than before. There are thousands of vic­
tims among the employees of the under­
ground railway, and thousands more among 
the post office clerks. These unfortunates 
are so badly crippled as to cause public in­
convenience; but where nearly every 
ness is affected it is hardly worth wh 
specify particular cases. The number of 
members of Parliament prostrated by the 
disease, is so large and the sanitary Condi­
tion of the houses of parliament is so bad 
that the members are Hkely to postpone tbe 
Session, until the worst of the illness shall 
have subsided.

The Acting 
Secretary closes his letter by Hying: “The 
result is that this country is asked to re­
ceive and maintain a class of alien ipimi- 
grants, who, however meritorious may 
have been their military service to a foreign 
nation, yet, are unable to be self sustaining 
and are in effect, if not technically, assisted 
immigrmts, within the prohibitions of our 
statutes.

PRISONERS REVOLT.
Exciting Attempt at Revolution In Rio Janeiro

—The Fortress Holding them Bombarded.

Rio db Janeiro, Jan. 20.—This city has 
just passed through an exciting attempt at 
revolution. Two hundred prisoners confin­
ed in the fortress of Santa Cruz broke out in 
mutiny last night. A number of them had 
been arrested for misconduct in connection 
with the recent political disturbance, most 
of them partisans of the deposed dictator, 
General de Fonseca The political prison­
ers appear to have formed a conspiracy, and 
at an appointed hour made a dash on the 
guards and soldiers stationed about the 
prison. Not anticipating any trouble, they 
were keeping guard in their usual careless 
fashion, when suddenly the prisoners 
rushed upon and disarmed themr The 
prisoners then Seized all the arms and ammu­
nition, following the leadership of 
who directed their operations.

Berore the news of the rising had spread 
the prisoners advanced rapidly upon the 
two forts that guard the harbor. The me„n 
garrisoning the forts were not on the alert, 
and the prisoners quickly captured the two 
places. After establishing a vigilant guard 
against an attack, the prisoners elected a 
leader and announced that their object was 
tfye restoration of General de Fonseca to 
power, making a formal demand to that 
eff et upon the authorities. The latter 
simply placed the messenger in jail and 
proceeded to gather the troops and notify 
the navy for an attack on the forts. The 
insurgents began an irregular cannonade 
with the artillery of the forts, hoping ap­
parently to compel the authorities to 
to terms.

President Pelxotto personally directed 
that the insurgents should be first 
moned to surrender and the forts then car­
ried by assault at any cost.

The mutineers refusing to surrender, pre­
parations were made to carry the fort by 
stornf. The gunboats began a heavy bom­
bardment of Fort Lage. '1 he mutineers in 
that fort, seeing no escape and being unable 
to stand the storm of shells from th gun­
boats, threw down their arms. Fort Pico 
was carried by storm, but when the troops 
reached the walls of the fortress they met 
with but little resistance, the mutineers 
being panic stricken. When the troops 
entered the fort they found the leader of the 
mutiny lying dead. He had taken his own 
life because hp feared the vengeance of the 
authorities. The fortress prison of Santa 
Cruz, where the mutiny began, was held by 
a portion of the mutineers, who yielded 
after an hour’s bombardment. The prisoners 
were placed, on recapture, under a strong 
guard, and the surviving ringleaders 
loaded with manacles.

1 now started 
to see the result of my shot, which being at 
so close A range I placed no doubt as to the 
result. I was soon at the side of one of the 
finest rams I ever shot, and as I stood 
oyer his prostrate form my soul was filled 
with remorse and regret at having 
oansed the death of so uoble an animal. I 
now took precautions to measure his horns, 
which measured 16| inches at the base and 
37 inches round the outside cône. X 
returned in triumph to camp, the sun being 
high. I had lunch and then made prepara­
tions for carrying in the game, which I did 
ere the sun went down. Round 
fire, the usual adventures of the day 
fold, but I headed the list on this occasion. 
From one subject we went to another, and a 
hot argument ensued as to the most useful 
and reliable weapon to usé in the destruc­
tion of game, and many old hunters were 
referred to. Forty-four calibre, model 1873, 
appeared to be their favorite, and it was 
useless to argue against them. I am in­
clined to support this view thus far : A 
small bore rifle in the hand ot a man that 
can use it and a practical hunter who 
knows every vital spot in an animal, there­
fore knows what he is about ; but as for 
green horns, who, of-late years, have made 
their appearance on the mainland, with 
high handles 
with double express- rifles of the most elab­
orate finish and tremendous cost,and enough 
lead and powder to sink any ordinary roam­
ing animal that they might be so fortun­
ate as to hit, offer their experience in fire­
arms and talk about the hone-breaking ca­
pacity of a small bore rifle, and treating the 
same as a mere toy ! Yet these drawing­
room hunters have the amazing amount of 
cheek to call themselves good men, as, in 
one of our local papers, the writer says 
three good men returned empty-handed 
from good grounds, this year.

I don’t attempt to dispute these words at 
all in respeot to the World’s good men. They 
might be angels in a London drawing-room, 
and we shall take them for such ; but a good 
man on the mountains means quite another 
thing. It causes thé hunter great amuse­
ment to see some hunters in their odd gar-, 
ments charging over the country into the 
mountains and out again, and making such 
excuses as suit their side of the affair. The 
game in some parts are so plentiful, I can 
hardly see how it is possible that they man­
age to return so light : yet when one hears 
the report from a gun, using 136 grs. pow­
der, he might well know the cause of the 
empty bag that has been the fate of those 
three good men.

Throughout its whole course the Duncan 
is very crooked, but keeps a general direc­
tion of south 21 degrees east. For the first 
seven miles it flows between steep banks, 
from 50 to 500 feet high, composed of solid 
rock covered with a few feet of soil bearing 
good fir and spruce timber. Between the 
47th and 48th miles it enters a narrow and 
crooked canyon about two miles long, with 
walls of rock from 100 to 150 feet high. 
About the 50th mile a stream, 75 feet wide, 
comes in from the southwest. A short dis­
tance above this the Duncan bends sharply 
eastward and the valley opens out for about 
two miles, the benches being heavily tim­
bered with hemlock and cedar. From the 
52ud to the 67th mile the snowslides are al­
most continuous, some of them over a 
thousand feet wide. There is one 
canyon half a mile long. In 
places, the river is rapid and crooked; 
the banks are chiefly granite, with 
a little limestone. The elevation of the 
66th mile is about 2,600 feet above the sea 
level. From the 67th to the 110th mile the 
valley varies in width, at places bring IJ 
miles wide, with but one mowslide. At 
the 85th mile the elevation is about 1,800 
feet, and from there to the lake, the fall 
in the river is slight. The river bottom is 
composed of marshes, covered with poplar 
and willow, alternating with'low cedar and 
hemlock flats, and is much cut up by sloughs 
and channels of the river. The siiiebill, on 
both sides of the river, is rough and irregu­
lar, and the timber nearly all destroyed. 
There are no large streams on the west side, 
but four large valleys come in on the east.

The first mile and y half of the west 
shore of Upper Kootenay lake is » series of 
limestone bluffs from 100 to 200 feet high. 
The remainder of the distance is sloping 
sidehill, heavily timbered to the water’s 
edge. On the east side there are two bays 
about I) miles lqpg and 3 miles apart, the 
character of the shore being similar to that 
on the west side. From the lake to the 
junction of Duncan and Lardo rivers, the 
sidehill is easy with short stretches of flats, 
-the latter flooded at bighwater. From the 
junction of the rivers to Kootenay lake 
there is a large flat, from 1 to 3 miles wide, 
generally flooded at high water and very 
much cut up by channels of the river.

Following the west side of Kootenay lake, 
the shore line is very rough, with numerous 
bluffs of limestone and slat.». These bluffs 
rise perpendicularly from 50 to 100 feet 
above the water, and then run back at a 
steep slope. Many of them are wearing 
away and falling into the lake. About 20 
miles from the bead of the lake Kaslo 
creek, a stream about 50 feet wide, enters 
the lake. Beyond it the shore is again 
rough and rocky, hut a valley ruos for 
three nvles a short distance buck fron the 
shore. From the 23rd mile to the 30th the 
shore is broken by email knolls and ravines 
.for the first three miles, and is rough and 
crooked for the next four, 
mile the shore turns sharply’ into the bay 
at AiAsworth, aod from there to Ainsworth, 
a distance of five miles, the sidehill is 
sloping. From Ainsworth to ’ the 41st mile 
the shore is rough and irregular, part of the 
way walls of crumbling limestone rise al­
most perpendicularly from the water. The 
timber is nearly all destroyed.

Cache Creek News.
Mr. C. A. Semlin, M.P.P. for Yale, ar­

rived down last night from Cache Creek in 
order to be in time for the opening of Par­
liament to morrow. He rèporte matters in 
hia locality dull and uneventful. The resi­
dent etockraisers have suffered severely dur­
ing the past season from drought, which un 
fortunately did a good deal of harm and was 
the cause of much expense. The irrigation 
system is being carried out now in n far 
more scientific manner than in formef years, 
and the scheme of open trench flushing is 
prevalent werywhere. The water is brought 
down from the creeks, and it has been fonnd 
that; With care and attention, irrigation is 
capable of changing the whole aspect of the 
country in which it is carried out. In the 
past season two new and excellent roads 
have been made, one at Denman’s Creek, 
and the other at Hat Creek. Several hun­
dred head of cattle will be sent down from 
Cache Creek this year, and Mr. Semlin says 
that, notwithstanding the difficulties tl.at 
have been met within the raising of stock, 
the animals will some down in splendid con­
dition.

Owing to the failure of the rice crops this 
year in some parts of China, the steamship 
Mong Kut, which waa here acme months 
ago and which is now in the Bankok-

From the Okanagan.
According to his own statement, a visitor 

in town yesterday should think himself and 
his neighbors, of all people, blessed. The 
arrival is Mr. Lequime, one of the best 
known residents of the rapidly growing 
Okanagan District, and he speaks in glow­
ing terms of the future of the region. No 
better criterion of their physical and moral 
welfare can I point to, he says, “ than the 
significant fact that there are four things 
the district lacks—a court-house, a hospital, 
« constable and a cemetery, and among the 
150 residents of the locality, which is situ­
ated on the shore of the widest portion of 
Okanagan Lake, peace and order and plenty 
reign supreme. The farmers, wise in their 
generation, are going in very extensively for 
the culture of apples, pears, and almonds, 
and are cutting their properties up into 
twenty and thirty acre lots, which are be­
ing rapidly taken up by new comeri. The 
export of Durham and Hereford stock, 
which comes down to the cities over a 90 
mile road and then by the C. P. R., is 
rapidly increasing, and a few months ago 
300 fine cattle were shipped in this manner. 
The Government school, “ the ” institution 
of the settlement, is a boon to the residents, 
and the school-house itself is often utilized 
for meetings and school gatherings.

The 
epidemic made its appearance several 
months ago, and would, no doubt, have 
passed on unmarked by any fatalities had 
the Siwashes exercised common sense and 
proper precaution in caring for themselves. 
With the usual native indifference to disease 
in any mild form, however, they went on 
doing the very things that make the measles 
dangerous, with the result that all the tribe 

fflioted and deaths are of daily oc­
currence. So far upwards of thirty deaths, 
directly due to the epidemic, have occurred 
among the “ Fountains.” The Cache Creeh 
Indians are also suffering from the safif 
epidemic, and the chief of the tribe is dead.

There are now 
about two hundred and fifty volumes in tbe 
library, as well as a Urge number of .

The Battery have almost daily drill at 
Macauley’s Point, with their 7-inoh guns. 
The guns at Work Point are several 7- 
pounders, rifle muzzle loading, and one 64- 
pounder, R. M.‘ L. also. These Utter can­
non are used for saluting purposes. At the 
back of the barrack buildings are two well 
equipped boathouses, no boats, however, 
being famished by the Government, although 
a good deal of what U really Government 
work, U done on the water.

The great source of dissatisfaction that 
exists among all residents of the barracks,
U the disgraceful state of the parade ground. 
AU practice in barracks is precluded because 
of its condition. The place U badly drained 
and its whole extent U saturated with 
mouture. It needs to-be thoroughly graded 
and gravelled before it can be made fit for 
use. Tbe inconvenience, when it is remem­
bered that drill U going on at all hours of 
the day, can well be imagined.

The additions to the present buildings 
that are most urgently needed are a hospi­
tal, reading room and library, married n. «. 
officers’ quarters, sergeants’ mesa room, 
officers’ and quartermasters’ store-rooms, 
and stabling.

Arrangements for protection from fire are 
weU nigh perfect. There U a commodious 
boee house, and the men are turned out for 
fire practice once every week. In addition 
to this, a fire picket, in charge of. a non­
commissioned officer, ia told off daily.

Nearly the whole time the Battery has 
been in Victoria it bas been short of an offi­
cer, there being only two subalterns on tbe 
commandant’s staff, instead of three. This, 
of course, necessitates much harder work on 
the part of the officers. The men complain 
of their clothing, it being exactly the same
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spirit and intantioiT of the law. He was 
satisfied that Ah How went over to Vic­
toria in good faith, expecting that he would 
be allowed to come back without trouble. 
Strictly speaking he had violated the 
law, bat equitably he belonged in 
ted States and, applying all the principles 
of right and justice, the commissioner would 
have to discharge him.

■We, for instance, were desirous of seeing 
British Columbia represented in the recon- 
atracted Cabinet. We believe that this 
Province has peculiar claims to representa­
tion in the Government. But we have been 
disappointed. There are, no doubt, some 
who believed that, if the claims of this 
Province were favorably considered by the 
Premier, they had a chance of filling the 
seat set apart for it in the Cabinet. This 
was a legitimate and even a laudable am­
bition, but it has been disappointed and 
those who cherished it must get over the 
stnnoyance and chagrin they feel as best 
they can. Men in other provinces, no 
'doubt, entertained hopes which have been 
•«rushed by the Premier’s action, but 
they must bear their disappointment 
*s philosophically a» they can. There are, 
doubtless, some who will form plans of ven­
geance, who will watch their opportunity to 
make the Government feel that a mistake 
■was made when their claims were over­
looked and their wishes disregarded. All 
this and more, the Government must calcu­
late upon. But there is this to be consid­
ered: the personnel of the Government, 
though from a party point of view impor­
tant, is not thought so much of bythe coun­
try as some of the politicians imagine. 
What the electors look to is chiefly the 
.policy of the Government. If that pleases 
them they do not care so very much about 
the men who compose it. If the acts of the 
Administration please the people, the sore- 
headed politicians will get very little sym­
pathy from them when they complain that 
their claims were not considered, their am­
bition not gratified, and their little axes not 

-ground. If Mr. Abbott,gives the people of 
‘ Canada honest govemmeht, if he pursues 
vthe policy which the great majority of thè 
■people approve, he need not disquiet him­
self very greatly about the discontent and 
disappointment of individual' aspirants to 
«office. '

There, was a time when the words 
“China” and “tea” seemed to be naturally 
and inseparably connected. When one 
was mentioned the hearer immediatly and1 
invariably thought of the other. It was 
then generally believed that all tea came 
from China,and that it could not be grown 
in any other eewotry on the face of the 
globe. There we^e in any 'who bad a notion 
that the only crop grown in China was tea, 
and that the oeïy industry that flourished 
in that strange hod, was the manufacture 
of cups and saucers, teapots and sugar 
bowls. But those-days are gone, never to 
return. Tea, as i»now well known, grows in 
other countries, an* the best «bina made 
never saw the Flowery Land.

It to, however, not generally known that 
the greater part of the tee used in Great 
Britain is grown, not in^Hna, but in In­
dia, including Ceylon. Seventy-five per 
cent, of the tea eo 
Britain, last year, was imported 
from India, while only twenty-five per cent, 
cube from China. The whole consumption 
•mounted to 202,000,666 poends. Of this 
enormous quantity, lSO.OOOieeO wae grown 
in India, and 52,000,0601 in China. The 
quantity that comes from Ceylon alone to 
now greater than that which to imported 
from China. In 1887;. only 10,060,000 
poends of Ceylon tea were need ie the 
British Islands, while the consumption of 
China tea was x90,000/600: Four years 
after, in 1891, the Vonsumpbion Vf Ceylon 
tea was 50,000,000 pounds, while that of 
China was 40,000,000.

The "progress of India an a. tea-producing 
country has been very rapid, and the tea 
raised and prepared in it-ha» recommended 
itself to the taste of the mass of the British 
people. The reason of this- seem» to be 
chiefly that India tea to stronger than that 
efF China, and, consequently, it to consid­
ered more economical to use it. The In­
dian tea “goes farther.” According to the 
Customs testing, one pound of the China 
leaf produces five gallons of liquid tea, 
while from the same quantity of India tea 
can be brewed seven and1 » half gallons of 
equal strength. It to, however, contended 
that the China tea to more delicate in flavor 
and more wholesome than that raised in 
jany part of India. The’ Russians, who, 
in the matter of teat are connoisseurs, 
use Chinese teas exclusively. But the 
Russians are extravagant in the article of 
tea. Such' tea as they use cannot be bought 
for less than three shillings sterling a pound, 
and twelve shillings—bhreedollars—is often 
given for a pound of tea in Moscow, and the 
Russian pound is ten per cent less than 
ours. The English will not pay aa high 
prices for tea as the? Russians do. An ex­
pert who writes on.this interesting subject 
in the London 'Bblegraph says that the 
wholesomeness of tea in a very great meas­
ure depends upon the way in which it to, 
made. The stimulating and aromatic ele­
ment in tea to easily dissolved; the unwhole­
some element in. the leaf, the tannin, takes 
longer to be extracted. It to the tannin 
which gives tea its dark brown tint an* its 
harsh and bitter taste. Dr. Hall White of 
Guy’s Hospital, in an address which, he de­
livered on this subject, said; “It to.quite 
certain that the deleterious property of tea 
is the tannin, and the less you have of it in 
your beverage the more wholesome it will 
be.” In order that tea should have very 
little tannin in it, it should be used very 
soon after it to made. An authority on the 
subject says: “Ladies should never allow 
India tea to stand more than five to seven 
minutes, and certainly net so long as ten or 
fifteen minutes. By the first method they 
would get the flavor of the tea without the

A PROPOSED LA W.

Mr. Stamp, of Maryland, chairman of the 
committee of the House of Representatives 
on immigration, has proposed a bill which 
will satisfy the most violent bater of the 
Chinese to be found! on this continent.

During 
that time no Chinainaa of any rank will 
be allowed to enter the United States 
territory except under the most severe 
restrictissM, and those new living in the 
country and doing babines» in it to the 
extent of= ten thousand dbllars a year will 
have to conduct themselves its the most ex­
emplary manner or they wilt.be driven ont 
of it, bag and baggage, and made to pay the 
expense ol’their own deportation.

Mr. Stump does make an exception of 
plenipotentiaries and ambassadors and their 
servants, bet when one read» the provisions 
of this very stringent bill he is surprised 
that he did not convert it mto a decree of 
of non-intercourse with China, for that to 
what it wotsld bring about in a very short 
time if it were enacted and enforced. The 
Chinese would not be men if they 
did not resent such a- law as Mr- 
Stump would have Congres» pot upon 
the Statute Book of the United States. The 
least that the Americans might expect if 
Congress passed the measure which Mr. 
Stump has-drawn up, to that the Chinese 
would enact a similiar law with respect to 
American» entering their country for any 
purpose whatever, and that they would de­
cline to have any diplomatie intercourse 
with the United States,

icans could have if the Chinese retaliated in 
this way. Indeed, there- are indications 
that the-Chinese Government to disposed to 
treat foreign nations in. the same way as 
those nations treat the Chinese. If the 
Americans are prepared to have nothing 
whatever to do wil h China, and to make it 
impossible for an American citizen to live 
on Cbfisese territory,Congress will pass Mr.

MEETING OF THE LEGISLATURE.

The Legislative Assembly opens to-day. 
The labors of the representatives of the 
people are cot likely tq her very arduous. 
The people of this prosperous province do 
not need many or very elaborate laws 
either to preserve order or to keep them to 
the path of advancement. They are a 
self-governing people to the widest and best 
bens e of the term. They are industrious, 
enterprising and law-abiding. They do not 
require the interposition of law to compel 
them to do right. They do that of their 
own accord. We do not believe that there 
is a community on this continent that less 
requires the restraining and protecting hand 
of law than does this which has its home to 
British Columbia.

The business -of its legislators is chiefly 
to make such laws and such regulations as 
will enable the people to do the work of de­
veloping the resources of the country to the 
best advantage. This, we beliéve, the 
great majority of them are inclined to do. 
Whatever differences of opinion there may 
be among them as to the means 
to be need, their earnest desire is to promote 
the welfare of the province. In this they 
are ably directed and assisted by the men 
whom they have placed at the head of 
affairs. Anyone who observes at all cloeely 
the course pursued by the Government, 
must be convinced that its great, and its 
only, aim has been, and is, to do what is 
best for the great body of the people. The 
nature of the. opposition of those who do 
not approve of its measures, and whose am­
bition it is to supplant it, shows this very 
elearly. Excepting what, at the very worst, 
may be properly described as a few faults 
and mistakes of administration, the Opposi­
tion have nothing to say against the Gov­
ernment. Its reputation for integrity, to 
begin with, is literally without a stain. 
This, to these days of corrupt admtoistiy- 
tors, and boodling politicians, is something 
for tb e people of British Columbia to be 
proud of. They have an honest Government. 
The policy it has established, and Which it 
has pursued consistently and firmly is one 
devised and calculated to enable the people 
to make the inest of their resources. For 
that purpose, it has caused the country to 
be explored; it has done all that the means 
at its disposal warranted to open up and to 
maintain good roads to all parts of the 
province. It has improved the land laws, 
with the view of promoting settlement by 
men who will reclaim the land by their own 
labor; it has done whst it could to give the 
prospector and the miner a. better chance, 
and it has maintained and perfected a 
system of public education, of which British 
Columbians are justly proud. We are not 
surprised that, when the representatives 
of the people meet, whatever their personal 
ikes and dislikes may be, they find them­

selves bound fo support a Government 
which shows to all its acts and 
that it has the welfare of the province at 
heart, and is prepared to do all it can to 
promote the prosperity of its inhabitants. 
We are certain that they will, this 
find the finances of the province to a 
healthy condition, and that they will see 
that every measure which the Govemmeût 
asks them to vote for Is one devised for the 
express purpose of doing the greatest good 
to the greatest number. This being the 
case, we see very little room for legitimate 
opposition, and anticipate for the members 
a pleasant and an harmonious session.

general results obtained. While a large, 
number of men were not employed for- made and three men are now at work on

one of them, on which-they have a tunnel 
in 40 feet.

No new finds wot thy of note were made on 
Toad mountain. In October, the arrival at 
Nelson of a number of prospectors to record 
locations made on the headwaters of a 
oseek (now named Carpenter) emptying in­
to 4he east side of Slooan lake created no 
little excitement, as their coming had been 
preceded by rumors of the almost fabulous 
richness of the ore found to ledges of great 
width. From that time until the end of 
the year the new district was visited by 
probably 150 prospectors, the greater 
ber of whom made locations. While assays 
invariably showed the ore to be high- 
grade, no work was done « any of the 
claims. This was not because of a lack of 
faith, hut because the discoveries were 
made so late to the fall that trails could not 
be cut from accessible points to them, 
to permit tools and provisions being packed 
in. Even now, the end of the nearest trail 
is distant ID to 12 miles from the discoveries. 
However, that section will be easily acces­
sible to the early summer of this year, aince 
there ia great, rivalry between the parties 
interested in the Kâslo Creek and Slooan

While direct 
railway connection Was not made so as to 
give the lake country uninterrupted com­
munication with the outside, trains were 
run over the entire length of the Odum- 
bia & Kootenay railway, a branch of the 
Canadian Pacific. While no new machin­
ery (except one vanner) was brought in, 
none that was already in was allowed to 
rust. While no one got rich, no one who 
attended strictly to business went broke. 
The readjustment of the mining laws 
worked no hardship, other than compel­
ling mine owners to pay $6 for recording 
assessment work where $2.50 only should 
he paid. The money set apart for public 
works in the division was economically 
and judiciously expended. The group of 
mines locally known as the “Hall mines” 
must still be accorded the palm of being 
the greatest in the Kootenay Lake coun­
try. The work done during the year on 

of the group (the Silver King) proved 
that the ore body is not only continuous 
but tint it goes down. 'The main tunnel 
is now through the Silver King ground 
and 25 feet into the Kootenay Bonanza, 
it being in 750 feet in all, wi h the face 
fully 300 feet below the surface. A winze 
was sunk in the tunnel to a depth of 64 
feet, and a 100-foot crosscut run from its 
b ttom. Five crosscuts were run from 
the main tunnel, the last showing the ore 
body to be 36 feet in width. In all, 
about 1000 feet of tunneling, and cross­
cutting was done during the year, and 
including the money expended on the' 
wagon road fully $60,000 were disbursed 
.for wages, supplies, etc. Twelve men are 
now employed in the tunuel. On the 
Dandy, over 500 feet of tunnels, drifts, 
and crosscuts were run, at.an expense of 
$15,000. On the Grizzly Bear, about 300 
feet of tunnels and crosscuts were run, at 
a cost of $9000, and 8 men are still 
employed. An 
more of tunnels and shafts were run. and 
sunk on the Whitewater, Wild Cat, 
Vinita Boy, Royal Canadian, Lizzie C., 
Hidden Treasure, Democrat, Sunrise, 
Muldoon, Majestic, Evening, and other 
claims in the division. ■ The amount of 
money expended during the year can 
safely be placed at $100,000 for develop­
ment work, most of the assessment 
work beis" dime by chis 
selves.

AMERICAN PENSIONS.

It is the boast of the people of the United 
States that their standing army, consider­
ing the extent of their territory aad the 
number of its inhabitants, is wonderfully 
small. And so it is. There is not a coun­
try in the world of anything like the size 
and population of the United States that is 
not obliged to support a very much greater 
number of fighting men. But, although the 
army of the United States is so small, its 
expenditure for military purposes, direct 
and indirect, is very large indeed. Not many 
people will believe that the military expen­
diture of the United States is pearly twice 
as large as that of Germany, which is ad­
mitted to be one of the strongest, if not the 
very strongest, military nation to Europe. 
Bat, strange as it may seem, this is the 
case. The military expenditure of the 
United States for the year endmg June 30, 
1891, was $154,415,951 ; that of Germany 
for the current year is estimated at' $89,- 
979,733. This is how the apparent ano­
maly is explained. The Americans, last 
year, expended as pensions to soldiers, and 
the relatives of soldiers, the immense snip 
of $124,415,951 ; their armycost them $30,- 
000,000. Although the war ended more 
than a quarter of a century ago, the expen­
diture for pensions has been growing great­
er instead of smaller, as one would natural­
ly suppose. In 1889, $87,644 779 was paid 
as pensions ; to 1890, $109,857,534, and, to 
1891, $124,415,951. There was paid out of 
the United States Treasury during the last 
ten year* the enormous sum of $776,182,100. 
It cannot be said that the Americans are 
an ungrateful people. Very few nations 
could bear this tremendous burden, and 
fewer still would.

About 50 sales of claims, of more or less 
vaine, were made during the year. Early 
in the spring A. M. Kiier purchased an 
eighth interest in the Dandy for $4,000 cash, 
and obtained a bond on the other 
eighths at a figure up in the thousands. 
Owing to the delay in beginning work on 
the wagon road from Nelson to Toad Moun­
tain, which rendered it impracticable to 
place machinery on the property, the terms 
of the bond wets re-adjusted late in the fall 
and most of the working force laid off. The 
Iroqndis was purchased by J. E. Boss for 
$14,000 cash, Mr. Boss also purchased the 
Grizzly Bear and Silver Queen, paying 
$8,000 for them. Other sa’es were made at 
figures ranging from $250 to $2,600, -the 
latter price being paid for the Last Chance, 
and the Jim Orowÿ and for an interest in the 
OUifi. J. C. Cobaugh transferred his in­
terest in the Halt-mines for $20,000 cash, 
the Interest being a twenty-sixth. John 
Wallace’s interest in the Whitewater on 
Rover creek was also sold during the year, 
at a figure said to be $10,000. The sales for 
the year aggregated fully $100,000.

OUTLYING DIVISIONS.
But little development work was done to, 

either Goat River or Trail Creek divisions' 
during the year. In the former, about 60 
locations in ai! have been made, the best 
known of which fs the Alice. In the latter 
the owners of the Le Roi did about all that 
was done, aside from assessments.

ROADS AND TRAIL”.
The road begun in the summer of 1890 

was completed from Nelson to the mines on 
Toad mountain. The cost Was borne by the 
government and the mine owners, the latter 
contributing abont $10,000 of the total 
amount expended. The distance is between 
eight and nine miles and the grade coropari- 
tively easy. The government made no other 
expenditures on roads or trails in the divis­
ion, bnt mine owners and citizens built alto­
gether about 40 miles of trail, the one u 
Slocan river alone being 25 miles long, 
parts of the division are now easily accessible 
by trail, and when actual: work proves any 
group of mines workable propositions, means 
will, no doubt, be found to build wagon 
loads to them.

ON THE GOLD BELT.
To the Hussey bank failure at Spokane 

is attributed the cause for the non-resum- 
tion of operations at the Poorraan, the 
best known claim in the gold belt south­
west of Nelson, and the fact of its lying 
idle had a depressing effect on the owners 
of contiguous claims.

The mill was run about 
3 months during the euitomer ; and while 
the run showed the ore equally as rich as 
that from the P. orman (which averages 
about $26 a tori.) it is not satisfactory to 
the owners, because of the loss in the 
tailings. While operations were carried 
on, 8 to 14 men found employment at the 
mine and railL Little more than assess­
ment work was done on the other claims, 
numbering about 60, in the belt.

Too 
well does Chili remember how the presence 
of American uniforms in her harbor aided 
her in achieving her straggle for indepen­
dence’” There was an otter disavowal, 
said Mr. Blount, of any hostility toward 
the American nation or its citizens. Accord­
ing to Mr. Blount, the substance of the in 
formation contained in the dispatch, to as 
follows: A satisfactory explanation and 
retraction concerning the offensive note 
issued by Senor Matta, the late Chilian Minis- 
ter of Foreign Affairs is made Mr. Blaine told 
Mr. Blount that Chili’s offer in this connec­
tion waa acceptable to the government. 
Chili agrees to meet the demands of the 
United States contained in the President’s 
ultimatum, unqualifiedly, and expresses the 
greatest feeling of regret over the whole 
affair. As to the Baltimore affair, expres­
sions of regret concereing it, wholly satis­
factory to Mr. Blaine, are made.

In the meantime a detachment of 
artillery in the Lust Garten fired an im­
perial salute of 101 guns, 
there waa a grand milittry reception, all 
the most prominent officers of the army and 
navy being in attendance. The Emperor 
also received the members of the Govern­
ment, and was prose ited with a congratu­
latory address from the Mayore and muni­
cipalities of the great and small cities of the 
empire. After the military reception, the 
Emperor presented new colors to the guard 
regiments, and in so doing, said he hoped 
and believed that they would honor the new 
flags in peace, and carry them to victory, 
if Germany’s enemies forced her into war.

The Victoria market has 
dulF since the holidays, 
comestibles were largely purchased at that 
time, and of many of them, there are con­
siderable supplies in the hands of both 
dealers arid consumers. Portland roller 
flour has advanced to $6.25 and $6.75, but 
the other brands remain without alteration. 
Barley has gone up to $40 per ton, the value 
of the other cereals being steady, Imported 
potatoes being $16 per ton, and Island 
grown $18. Vegetables of all kinds are in 
good demand, and there to no scarcity of 
them at, and even below, quotations. The 
farmers are bringing in quantities of eggs, 
which has had"the effect of reducing fresh 
to 35c. per dozen, and imported (packed) to 
25c. Fresh butter fetches from 32c. to 
374 • and California from 50c. to 60c. per 
rqll; Eastern creamery from 27c. to 29c., 
and Eastern dairy 25c. to 26c. Fruits are 
not oner plentiful, in fact they are tending 
to scarcity ; prices being, in consequence, 
firm.' Oranges, according to quality, 
vary from $2.50 to $4 60 and $5. 
per case, the latter being the price asked 
for choice Navels. Lemons have a range of 
from $4.50 to$6.50. For dried fruité there 
is considerable inquiry at the ordinary 
of prices. Valencia raisins 84c., and sul­
tanas 124o. to 15c. New Canadian evapor­
ated apples He. per lb. Haros" and bacon 
have the «suai consumptive demand at 
about the old figures. There to an ample 
supply of fresh meats, but prices are firmer 
Fish are very scarce. Spring salmon 124c., 
steel heads 8c. ; smoked salmon 124c. to 15c. ; 
fresh cod, three pounds for 25o ; skate 10c., 
and sturgeon 8c. to 10c. Poultry are none 
too plentiful, and there to an exceptionally 
heavy demand -for chickens, thto being the 
time of the Chinese New Year celebrations. 
The grocery trade has its ordinary activity; 
canned meats have advanced about 10 p 8 
cent. The ordinary staples are unchanged, 
with the exception of sugar, which haa a 
firmer appearance, caused by the shortness 
of the beet crop, which nowadays materially 
affects the cane product. Lumber is very dull, 
and for some time there has bfcen no change 
in quoted prices, althocgh sales have been 
made at concessions. Toe retail dry goods 
houses are doing a considerable business at 
their clearance sales, and demands are being 
made both at wholesale and retail with con­
siderable persistence for seasonable goods.

Ben Bnller's Flea far the Anarchists.
■1 Washington City, Jan. 27.—General 
Butler, yesterday, closed bis argument be­
fore the United States Supreme Court on 
behalf of Anarchiste Fieldeu and Schwab. 
The General dwelt, however, upon the effect 
that treaties had upon the rights of the men

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• Ube Colonist $V„«
admitted often, irom the first, *hat thé 
surface showings of Hot Springs were the 
most promising ever seen. If development 
should demonstrate depth, the camp must 
simply needs be phenomenal. Considerable 
depth has now been attained, in one case 
200 feet, and the writer has yet to learn 
of a disappointment.

This camp, again, has made a second, in 
ope other respect, which also may be con­
sidered phenomenal, in the number of 
“prospects" that have been worked at a 
profit «during the development stage.

It is siot unusual in the establishment 
,of a newspaper for the owrter to export'd a 
small fortune on dt before its publication 
becomes profitable. It is even less 
usual for a fortune to be expended on a 
mining prospect before it becomes a pay­
ing mine. It has generally been 
aidered a rare instance where a mining 
prospect dees not require a heavy expen­
diture of capital to develop it iuto a 
mine. Egeo in mining camps where there 
are fully developed mines in full work ng, 
and where all the condition^, obtain which 
are usually essential to profitable’ mining, 
is is not expected by experienced miners 
that mines will be made nut of prospects 
without a heavy outlay of capital for 
purely “development" work. Much less 
would mining men expect to see in anyj 
one camp or distract, even an old and 
established one, any considerable number 
of -“prospects” being worked to a profit 
before any large outlay of capital jn de­
velopment work, or before the properties 
would be considered “mines.” But this 
result is precisely what has been realized 
hi the comparatively new camps of 
Kootenay. While yet these icamps are 
new, though camp supplies were brought 
at heavy cost ; "while transportation facili­
ties were lacking, and when only selected 
ore and high-grade would stand shipment 
te the distant works for treatment, 
under such unfavorable condit ohs, not 
one but a number of “prospects” paid 
their eost and expenses from the “grass 
roots,” or from the very start ! Indeed, 
among the properties which »«re worked 
at all, and from which any effect was made 
to ship ore, the claims which did not pay 
from the start were the exception !

In Hot Springs camp, for instance, 
there comes to one’s mind the names of a 
dozen “claims,” none of which have had 
enough work done on them to have made 
a mine in the average mining camp, but 
which practically owe nothing to-day to, 
their owners. We may mention the Sky­
line, the Number One, the United," the 
Krao, the Little Donald, the Neosho, and1 
the Tenderfoot, as being of this class, 
while almost every new effort at develop­
ment promises to ddd one to the number.

When referring to such really phenom­
enal r suits, the local mining journal 
reasonably' draws the following logical 
conclusion :—“If these results could 
obtained under the many disadvantages 
incident to carrying on mining opera1 ions 
m an inaccessible district, what will the 
mines do when all these conditions shall 
be favorable ?”

Third—we have now noted not only 
that the great western mineral belt 
tends into Canada, but that it albo ap­
pears to be even richer than the southern 
portion. We shall tiowsee that this rich 
mineral field is probably on the eve of 
early, rapid, and probably extraordinary 
development. 1 am glad again to refer 
to Dr. Dawson’s remarks about this field. 
What he had to say in this connection was 
prospective ; but ip.«a view of ” what has 
since been realized, his words have actual­
ly been prophetic.

“In the southern district of the Canad­
ian belt, we have every reason to believe 
that we are on the point of witnessing the 
inauguration of an era of mining activity 
of a most important kind.

'“There is every reason to believe that 
before many years elapse the province 
will take its placeras one of the great 
silver producing regions of, the world.”

In another place he says :—“Within 
the past three years numerous discoveries 
of valuable ores have occurred in the 
West" Kootenay district, and this district 
appears likely to be the first in which 
metalliferous mining xon an extensive 
scale will be initiated in the province of 
British Columbia.

“It comprises the southern portions of 
the Selkirk and Columbia, of Gold 
ranges.”

It is a significant fact that Dr. Dawson 
should speak of this as the “first”-initia­
tion of mining on an extensive scale, 
when, by the building of the Canadian 
Pacific railway, a vast mineral region had 
been fully opened up, while this new 
region was, at the time of his writing, 
utterly inaccessible by rail, and there was 
no knowledge of any ro id contemplating 
the opening up of the country.

Doubtless, D». Dawson’s anticipations 
were based ujlon his knowledge of the 
fact, not to uthera s i apparent then as 
now, that because of its exceptional rich­
ness it could not help being d-veloped at 
an early day in the mineral development 
movement which was and is now rapidly 
trending northward.

The statistics of the development of 
the American portion of the western min­
eral belt clearly show this northward 
trend of development, and are the strong­
est possible support of- the faith of Dr. 
Dawson as a scientist', and of that of the 
few mining men who went early into the 
field as investors.

Let us look at these statistics of the 
output of silver in the seven principal 
producing states from 1881 to 1888, in­
clusive. In the first column will be seen 
each state’s percentage of the whole pro- 
due.ion for the year 1881. The second 
column gives the same percentage for the 
yedr 1888. Column A gives the percent­
age of increase ijn the production of each 
state, - from 1881 to 1888, and column B 
gives the percentage of decrease oi the 
same:

Altogether, there is such a rail
for the available capital that the latter is at 
a high premium. What more need be said 
than to state the fact, that up to the present 
in the State of Washington the regular bank 
rate of interest, with the very best security, 
has been from 12 to 15 per cent. That it 
has lasted so long is because the country has 
continued to, develop and open up 
capital faster than capital has tto 
Such a state of things will not last long, 
perhaps, but while it does last it certainly 
is capital’s opportunity. Men owning' un­
developed mining properties usually have 
partial interests, and several of them with­
out any capital with which to develop them.
It thus happens that there are ten proper­
ties on the market to one buyer who is pre­
pared to take.them. This is true of many 
properties which, if located in the East and 
possessing the same possibilities, would have 
ten buyers to every property. This law of 
supply and demand determining values, it 
is easy to understand how different would 
be prices, as compared to values, when there 
are ten properties for each buyer, from what 
they would be if the conditions were re­
versed, and there were, as is oftener ths 
case ip the East in connection with good 
properties, ten buyers for each available 
property.

The fourth condition is the fact that the 
western mining field to-day is the place of 
opportunity to the investor. In the 
humble opinion of the writer, this field, 
to-day presents the very foens of oppor­
tunity. The favorable conditions which we 
have just noticed have not always existed, 
contemporaneously, as a whole ; they have 
been in process of forming. Nor will they 
always continue to exist. After the tide is 
full the water again recedes. When the’ 
pendulum stops swinging, it is at the 
lowest point ; not at either extreme. So it 
is in the business world, high-water mark, 
or i he outer reach of the pendulum are not 
periods of time, bat points, not stays, bat 
turns.
. What is the high-water mark of oppor­

tunity Î In this world of competition it is 
the time when all conditions are most 
favorable and when the fewest competitors 
realize that they are favorable. Oppor­
tunity does not come in the beaten track of 
the crowd ; it comes in the new channels 
that pioneers make or find. The crowd are 
imitators-; only the few think and act for 
themselves. When success comes to the 
smaller number, then does the multitude 
make a rush ; and then the competition of 
numbers lessens thé opportunity, so that 
the large number find themselves in the ebb 
tide of re action, and find the prizes all carried 
off by others. In the humble opinion of the 
writer it is now near, or at, the high tide of 
opportunity in the western mining field.
It the favorable conditions which make the 
opportunity are not yet at a focus, 
they are coming to it with extra­
ordinary rapidity. One needs only to 
haves knowledge of the change that has 
come about in the very centre of the mining 
district in question, in the attitude of men 
towards mining ventures, to make for lhe 
belief that the tide is near high-water mark.
In a certain part of that field, with which I 
am iamiiiar, 1 have been able 
change that is most remarkable in the last 
year or two in the attitude of the general 
public towards this business. It is surely 
within the mark to say that where, three 
years ago, one out of five could by any reas­
onable effort be interested in the matter, 
four out of five to-day are asking themselves 
or others how they may best take advantage 
of a now recognised great opportunity.
And, as was to be expected, this interest 
bas been growing in an ever increasing ratio.
One year has seen more change than bad 
three or even five years before. It is even 
expected that the coming six month* will see 
an intensifying of the mining interest that 
will have the character of a veritable ‘boom.’
A correspondent wrote me a few days ago 
that “men who would not talk of mining a 
few months ago are now getting very 
anxious.” Another correspondent, in a let­
ter just received, writes me : “ Men are 
coming in here from all parte of the world 
and are interesting themselves in mining

by the high vaine that has been generally 
placed upon prospects there, and the prices 
at which they have actually sold, even be­
fore .the district had been„made as accessible 
as it is. It is not an unusual thing to hear 
S" western mining man, when referring to the 
Kootenay, make a remark like the follow­
ing: “What big prices they put on the 
properties.” Yet it is not unusual for min­
ing men to say regarding some of these same 
properties, for instance, one held for ten 
thousand dollars,, “If I had that property 
in Montana, I could get «30,000 for it.”

This seems paradoxical, but it is easily 
understood when one remembers the two 
facts that the fine showings in Kootenay 
suggest a value far beyond the value of 
the average mining prospect elsewhere, 
while the fact of that fine showing being a 
silver-lead proposition, wiÿh high duties be­
tween it and the nearest important lead 
market to this, combined with more or leas 
prejudice on the part of the American in­
vestor against mining in Canada, depreciates 
its value. So it is that while the intrinsic 
value of Kootenay properties is thus depre­
ciated, they are rich enough in mineral to 
make them sell above the average price of 
mining “prospects.”

BIRDS AS SURGEONS.
The Intelligent Manner In Which Seine 

Treat Their Wounds.
. Some interesting observations relat­
ing to the surgical treatment of wounds 
by birds were recently brought by M.
Patio before the Physical society of 
Geneva. He quotes the case of the 
snipe, which he has oftea ob­
served engaged in repairing damages.
With its beak and feathers it makes a 
very creditable dressing, applying 
plaster to bleeding wounds, and even 
securing a broken limb by means of a 
stout ligature. On one occasion he 
killed a snipe which had on the breast 
a large dressing composed of down 
taken from other parts of the body and 
securely fitted to the wound by the 
coagulated blood.

Twice he had brought home snipe 
with interwoven feathers strapped on 
to the site of the fracture of one or 
Other limb. The most interesting ex­
ample was that of a snipe both of 
whose legs he had-, unfortunately 
broken by a misdirected shot Here- H ji 
covered the animal only on the day fol- I 
lowing, and he found that the poor BjB 
bird had contrived to apply dressing 
aind a sort of splint to both limbs. In 
carrying out this operation some 
feathers had become entangled around 
the beak, and not being able to use its 
claws to get rid of them it was almost 
dead from hunger when discovered. In 
a case recorded by M. Magnin, a snipe 
which was observed to fly away with a 
broken leg was subsequently found to 
have forced the fragments into a paral­
lel position, the upper fragment reach­
ing to the knee, and secured them by 
means of a strong band of feathers and 
moss intermingled. The observers 
were particularly struck by the appli­
cation, Of a ligaturé of a kind of flat 
leafedpfrass wound round the limb, of 
a spiral form and fixed by means of 
sort of glue.—Medical Record.

A Valuable Voice.
There are heights to f>s reached in 

every profession, and it is not to be 
wondered at if those of his own profes­
sion are considered superior to those 
of any other by the enthusiastic artist.
Martin, the popular French singer, 
found food for reflection in an experi­
ence which he had with a cab driver.
"The incident is related by the author 
of “Souvenirs d’un Chanteun:” Martin 
had a voice of great compass and most 
agreeable sound, of which he was de­
cidedly proud. He had a weakness for 
drawing out compliments upon it One 
day as he was being driven through 
the streets of Paris in a cab he saw 
some one passing carelessly in front of 
the eab and in danger of being 
over. “Whoa!” he cried, in his most 
sonorous tones. The coachman turned 
around excitedly. “O! monsieur!” he 
cried, “what a beautiful ‘whoa!’ Ah! 
if I only had a voice like that!” “Well, 
what would you do if you had?” asked 
Martin, with a smile, believing that he 
had been recognized, and pleased at 
the idea that his reputation extended, 
even to the drivers in the streets.
“What would I do, monsieur? Faith,
I should-become the first coachman in 
Paris!”—Youth’s Companion.

Weight of .the Body.
Quartelet obtained some weight rec­

ords of note, but no reliance can be 
placed in them in the light of modern 
observation. He concluded from such 
statistics as he could get that a new­
born infant was, on the average, one- 
twentieth the maximum weight in 
middle life; that daring the first year 
after birth the inci-ement of weight is 
about one-tenth of all that is added 
subsequently, and that between the 
fifteenth and twentieth years more is 
added to the weight than during any 
other -five-year period of life, 
ever, individual instances differ 
widely that very little reliance can 
placed in the results ho obtained.
That Quartelct’s statistics of weight 
were incomplete and ùnsatisfactory is 
shown by the fact that he did not de­
tect the interesting lalw recently rec­
ognized, viz., that the weight increases 
slowly, or even diminishes, when the 
height is increasing very rapidly, but 
increases rapidly when the height re­
mains nearly stationary.—Detroit

We would find that Idaho is ad- 
close on the heels of Montana, and 

that even Washington (which, in 1888, had 
not yet arrived.at the dignity of a position 
in these mining statistics), is advancing 
close upon Montana. Columns A and.» 
make an equally striking showing, 
ada had the very same output in 1888 that ; 
she did in 1881, Utah only 9 percent, in­
crease, and Arizona actually decreased her 
output 80 per cent.

We learn several important truths from 
these statistics. «One truth which would be 
strikingly corroborated by observation in 
the field itself, is the fact that development 
in silver mining is moving northward with 
extraordinary rapidity, and that the states 
which are prospectively great as silver pro­
ducers, are the ones, in the northern part 
of the portion of the mineral belt, which is 
in the United States, -or those states near­
est to Canada. These states were not great 
mineral producers in the past, simply be­
cause development had not begun. De­
velopment work has now begun, and they 
give promire of becoming greater producers 
than those which were hitherto pre-emi­
nent.

The trend of this development is north­
ward, and there is now abundant evidence 
that its march will no longer be checked at 
the “boundary line. ” Of coarse, the mines 
on the Canadian side suffer some disabili­
ties, such as the smaller home market Mind 
foreign tariffs, but exceptional richness of 
mines will make full compensation for dis­
abilities. As Dr. Dawson remarked to the 
writer: “Hundred ounce ore is independent 
of prices of lead," and we have large bodies 
of concentrating ore (galena, or silver-lead 
ore). Though it takes several tons to make 
a hundred ounces, the field is still proof 
against existing disabilities.

I have spoken only of silver-mining, not 
because it is the dnly kind there, but be­
cause it is mining at its best; and’ so it_is 
illustrative of my purpose. There are few 
precious minerals that are not in British 
Columbia inviting the investor; but at the 
present moment silver mining nas especial 
prominence and most attract the best atten­
tion. It is the piece de résistance. In this 
line of mining operations at present the most 
favorable conditions come to a foens; here 
is the “opportunity? of the hour, although 
it may be said truly that the time is already 
ripe for other mining, notably of gold and 
copper.

Let us now enquire what forms of mining 
investments in British Columbia are likely 
ta be the most profitable.

They will take the form of mining of 
which we have been treating—vein mining. 
Placer mining hitherto has occupied first 
place in British Columbia, but Its position 
relative to vein mining is rapidly changing. 
Unquestionably, vein mining, when 
fairly developed, will distance placer min­
ing, and not unlikely leave it out of sight. 
The gold output of British Columbia dates 
from before 1860, and amount* to Upwards 
vf «60.000,000. The highest point 
reached about the year 1864, with a pro­
duct of nearly four millions. Since 1882 it 
has been less than one million annually, in 
1890 it being only a little more than half a 
million. When British Colombia readhes Mon­
tana’s present output its silver production will 
be thirty to forty times the present output 
of gold in British Columbia. And one need 
not be the most sanguine of men to antici­
pate this result in the next five years. If 
this does nqt open np possibilities for in­
vestments, where ere they to be found ? 
Here again the prescience of Dr. Dawson 
has enabled him to strike the keynote of tire 
situation. Says he, in 1889: “Respecting 
silver ores in the province of British Colum- 
bia, it may be'stated as the result, particu­
larly of the developments of the past two 
years, that there appear likely to achieve 
importance even before those that are dis­
tinctly auriferous. There is every reason 
to believe that before many years the pro­
vince will take its place as one of the 
greatest silver producing regions in the 
world, end it Is possible that silver may 
attain and continue to hold a greater impor­
tance than gold.”

The main form of mining investments 
will be in development work in the develop­
ment of “prospecte” into mines. There are 
various advantages in this form of invest' 
ments, especially at this time. One alone 
is almost sufficient. An instance i* related 
where the last of a score of reasons given 
for the non-appearance-of a witness in court 
was the fact,that he was dead ! 
reason was quite enough, so is the best 
reason for investors taking up development 
work in British Columbia silver-mining : it 
is the fact that there is no choice of any­
thing else. It being in its infancy, there 
are necessarily but few developed mines 
anyway, and these probably not in the 
market.

But even if this were not so, I will still 
advise as a matter of choice, this form of 
mining.

It is true that capitalists, ss a rule, do 
not care to invest in the “ development ” 
form of mining. They prefer fully develop­
ed, either dividend-paying mines, or with 
enough ore “in sight” to justify the pnr-' 
chase and working of the property. Among 
the objections which they have to doing de­
velopment work are the following :—

The supposed necessity for the large out­
lay of capital before knowing whether or not 
the mine will boxprofi table ; the practice of 
making very heavy expenditure for purchase 
of properties, for expensive plant and for 
mine development, without the preliminary 

prospective work, and while ul- 
te results are still problematical, has 

been 3he of the faults that have been one of 
the mistakes that have brought legitimate 
mining into more or less dispute.

In silver-lead mining in British 
to-dfy, according to the prevailing methods, 
that fault is minimized. It is true that 
more or less capital is required there, and 
everywhere, for development work, but it is 
also true that only a moderate outlay need 
be made, without there being ore enough in 
sight to justify the furtherputlay of capital. 
Men who mine wisely, no matter what 
amount of capital they have behind them, 
work for the time on the line of what miners 
call “ the poor man’s proposition.” The first 
outlay is made in what is really prospecting 
work, and prudent men confine expenditure 
to prospecting work till the indications of 
ore bodies are such as will justify any fur­
ther necessary expenditure for regular min­

ing. Vein mining in British Columbia 
to-day offers such possibilities that there 
is no excuse for the outlay and con­
sequent risk' of heavy capital The next 
objection is that working undeveloped 
properties involves greater risks than do 
working mines. This is necessarily trne ; 
but the weight of the objection depends on 
the character of the mines,, on the one hand, 
and that of the “ prospects,” on the other.
It would be a far different thing, for in­
stance, to have to develop prospects where 
the average chances of success are one in 
ten, from what it would be where the chances 
are four out of five. Where the chances 
are g re «ter than the risks, two results are 
obtained; first, there is greater assurance of 
success, and less expenditure of capital is 
required before the assurance that the min­
ing is going to be profitable.

If the past experience in the development 
of Kootenay “ prospects ” is any indication 
of what will be, the risk in this line will be 
less than usually found in fully developed 
miijes. Reference has been made already

wide attention—the Kootenay region—has 
been so strikingly corroborated by events 
subsequent to his statements that his 
views may justly be considered highest 
authority.

There is one portion, at least, of this 
northern moiety of the western mineral 
belt which is almost certainly richer than 
anything yet exploited in the southern por­
tion.. It is, of course, the Kootenay lake 
district. The following observations must 
impress one with a belief in this fact.

The opening up of this district by 
American mining men.

Immediately south of the boundary line 
is a field spreading across three states,which 
has been the scene of a remarkable mineral 
development in recent years. It is believed 
by these mining men on the spot, that this 
field possesses undeveloped mineral re­
sources greater than were the resources of 
the older and more developed mining fields 
further south. And it is,believed, too, that 
the development needs of this field call for 
more men and capital than are available. 
This being so, there must be something 
tempting in any outside field to draw 
and capital to it, away from the opportunity 
at their very doors. If that outside field 
should be British Columbia, there were addi­
tional reasons for ^bese American miners not 
entering it. First, there has existed among 
United States western mining 
dice against British Columbia, or Canada, 
or a general impression that all mines in 
Canada are on the wrong side of the line. 
It has been current opinion that mining in 
Canada was not well encouraged and would 
be slow at best ; and that an American, 
especially, would not have “ fair play,” or 
justice. This really unfounded feeling was 
intensified by the Spronle murder. If this 
feeling _ has been considerably dissipated, 
lately, it is due to the effect of the discover­
ies and occupation by Americans themselves 
of the rich field which was the very scene of 
that unfortunate incident, or the rich por­
tion of the belt of which we Être now speak­
ing, the “ KootesAy.” Secondly, the Brit­
ish Columbia mining field was less accessible 
for development than was their own home 
field. All was pioneer work, even railways 
and other transportation facilities had yet 
to be provided. Note, aya matter of fact, 
what the pioneer company in Koot^iay min­
ing had to do: A mountain wagon road, 
thirty-five miles long (In Idaho) cost 15 to 
20 thousand dollars, steamer for a hundred 
miles navigation of a small river, open only in 
summer, then pioneer work In mine develop-
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i theI first, spread your investment over more 
than one property. This might not be good 
advice for general business; but it certainly 
is in mining. Indeed, it is always good ad- 
viee for all investments not under the im­
mediate control of the investor It helps to 
minimize risks. In mining, it is a possible 
way of eliminating them; for one successful 
mining venture usually carries profit enough 
to cover one or more failures. If one’s 
means are insufficient to cover more than 
one property, then join others in a syndi­
cate, er company, and so cover larger 
ground.

The next suggestion is to make no mining 
investment as a-*‘gamble.” Do not go into 
miniDg blindly. Apply the same rales of 
caution to a mining investment as to any 
otfcer. Mining is a legitimate business, and 
like all other legitimate business, has a 
rationale of working principles. If there 
are no prizes for intelligent mining opera­
tion, carried on on sound .business princi- 
pies, then let it alone. Bat there are such 
prizes, and, indeed, it is doubtful if there 
are any prizes otherwise. The larger pro­
portion of loss* in so-called mining invest­
ments in the past have been made by 
who have invested blindly, as if " 
a “gamble” pure and simple,—certainly 
very, very simple. The very attitude of 
investors who look upon the thing as a 
chance, and who take a little risk, as a 
“fly,” invited fraud and deceit. It is to be 
hoped that such opportunities for unscru­
pulous “promoters” of wild-cat schemes are 
past. Do not get excited about mines. Do 
not pull all your a /ailable funds into any 
single investment, however inviting; keep 
some funds in reserve. Do not buy stocks 
to make money out of expected fluctua­
tions, dne to manipulations instead of actual 
mining operations. Confine such specula­
tions to wheat gambling, or the pool room, 
which are quite sufficient for the evil there­
of.

If disposed to profit by the industry of 
mining, do it by taxing an intelligent part 
in the development of the natural resources 
of the country. • Do not invest unthinking­
ly, because somebody else does it. If you 
are influenced by the example of 
■whom you think? wiser than yourself, and 
more likely to choose well, make sure that 
he is not the “ stool-pigeon ” of some 
“floated” scheme; make sure that your 
oracle’s Investment cost him something, and 
that bis example thus has reasonable force.

popular reaction against mining investment, 
dne to each practices, has not passed away. 
As a result, mining investments are dis­
counted undeservedly, and the actual effect 
is to put a real premium on such invest­
ments, because of the effect upon "the rela­
tive supply and demand, (d) Mining is a 
more profitable business, to-day, than it has 
ever been before, a result consequent upon 
the facts just set forth.

The second proposition is this, that legit­
imate mining is as profitable & business as 
any business known, and far more profit­
able than the average business. Twelve 
mines in Montana paid dividends in 1889 
amounting to three and three-quarter mil- 

, lion dollars. Thirteen compan" 
same state paid «319,000 net in 
of June of this year. The Granite Moun­
tain mine pays regularly in dividends «100,- 
000per month. Nor is it exceptional for 
mines to pay large profits. The mines in 
the newer district of Cœur d’Alene, Idaho, 
are making such profits as would be excep­
tional in "any other line of industry. Even 
in onr own midst, in Eastern Canada, min­
ing where successful at all; is more profitable 
than other business ventures.

My third proposition is that mining in­
vestments to-day carry no more risk of loss 
than do ordinary business ventures. In- 
indeed, where mining is carried on, as every 
business should Be, by men who understand 
if, it seems to he less of a risk than almost 
Any other. Certainly there are many 
western mining fields where the record in 
this regard is exceptional In the Cœur 

j d’Alene mining district, for instance, it is a 
matter of current report that there is yet to 
be recorded a failure in any of the mines 
being worked there. This view,‘of coarse, 
is not consonant with die popular idea of 
mining, a* it exists in some places, but if 
any other view is based upon actual ex­
perience it is an experience such as is not 
known to-day where mining is carried on at 
its b*st> or such mining as this article has 
to do with.

s To support the foregoing propositions by 
elaborate argument would require space for 
an article by itself, and must be left for 
treatment later It is enough for any 
thoughtfnl investor to know, however, that 
they are propositions which are fully be­
lieved in by the mining men Of-rthe West, 
where mining forms so large a part of busi­
ness life of the country.

Granted that mining offers a promising 
field for the investment of capital, let us 
enquire where is the most inviting field for 
immediate investment ? ,

There are reasons to believe that the 
West offers an opportunity second to none, 
at the- present time, and under existing 
conditions. Some of the conditions that are 
advantageous to the investor, in western 
mining, to day, are the following :

First, the fact that mining operations are 
general, that it is a regular business of the 
country, carried on intelligently, and,, as 
has bean already noted, successfully. The 
advantages in this condition are many, and 
most important, more and greater than can 
be shown in limited space. The manu­
facturer of boots and shoes in Montreal, or 
Lynn, Mass., has an immense advantage 
over a manufacturer who is alone and 
isolated to some «mail town. This fact 
most im
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summer, then pioneer work to mine develop­
ment, and practically no market for the years 
of necessairy waiting for railway facilities, 
and, now that railways are coming, the 
building of immense smelting and refining 
works. This was the sort of enterprise 
which left the home field and plunged into 
the recesses of B-C. mountains. The early 
expected incoming of three or four trans- 

tinen&l railways, and the demand for a 
smelter or the spot, are the best indication 
of the good judgment of the enterprising 
pioneers. Lastly, in connection with the 
mining of silver-lead ores m Canada, is the 
fact of the small market for lead in Canada, 
and the high-import duties to the States on 
lead. This fact places a premium on 
American mines, as compared with mines in 
Canada.

Second. The second proof of the richness 
of this field is the high'Shd wide reputation 
that the district ha* already attained, and 
the comparatively rapid opening np of the 
mining camps. So long as two years ago, 
an impression began to be common among 
mining men south, that the Kootenay was 
unusually rich in promise. Mining 
south of the line might and did differ in 
opinion as to the relative richness of differ­
ent districts in their own field, bnt, as to the 
Kootenay, there has been a general consen­
sus of opinion that it Was extraordinarily 
rich. This was true, even a year or two 
ago ; and since the encouraging results of 
the past summer's development in the older 
camp of Hot Springs, and the finding of new 
fields of equal promise, that impression has 
grown into a conviction. It is now expect­
ed in Washington that there will be nothing 
short of a “ boom ” to Kootenay in the com­
ing spring. A correspondent estimates 
upwards of ten thousand people are expect­
ing to go across the line next 
summer. Says the Spokane Review 
of December 22d: “The advent of 
the first warm days of spring will be the 
signal of such a rush of prospectors and 
capitalists es the Northwest never before 
beheld. The greatest rush will probably be 
in the Sloean country (Kootenay), - which 
has all the elements of a bonanza; but the 
objective point of the first rush, is really a 
secondary matter, since the result will cer­
tainly be to fill-all this rich camps

rflow of energy-and capital.” Space wifi 
not allow the numerous quotations available 
and that are necessary to enable one, at so 
great a distance, to realize the interest with 
which the western mining world ie await­
ing the melting of snows on the Kootenay 
mountains especially, but also in a dozen 
mining fields r>f lesser note to British 
Columbia, Washington, Idaho and Montana. 
It is a significant foot, however, that many 
men are staying, and others are gathering 
daily, all waiting for the coming of spring, 
intending then to rush across the line, so 
that reference now to the- coming “stam­
pede,” or “boom,” is beginning to be merely 
incidental, reference being now generally 
made to it as a matter of common expecta­
tion.

be See that men who.“promote” mining 
tares are men of good record, are respons­
ible men, and that they themselves have 
something to lose—that to the event of 
failure they have more to lose than yon 
have, rather than less—that they take all 
the risks that they ask yon to take.

The writer believes that British Colom­
bia at this moment offers a field for legiti­
mate, profitable and safe investment, such 
as the world has seldom seen ; and that the 
great “opportunity ” lies in the develop­
ment of rich mining “ prospects ” into pay­
ing mines. It ip. really no longer a ques­
tion whether the writer is mistaken or not, 
or whether the field will be 
only question is what men and 
tal will take a hand in it. The su 
mining men ot the United States already 
have secured, doubtless, as a prize for their' 
intelligence, nerve and enterprise, enough 
ultimate wealth, doubtless, to pay the Can­
adian national debt. They intend to se­
cure as much more as they can. It 
well if Canadians were to occupy some of 
their own time and capital, to that part, at 
least, of the development of their 
sources which is so profitable as to draw 
shrewd foreign investors away from a very 
enticing home field to them. It is a pity, 
at all events, that they should miss the op­
portunity because of any ignorance of their 
home possibilities, or prejudice against 
them.

Enthusiastic workers, like Dr. Dawson 
and other members of the Geological staff, 
enterprising journals like the Gazette, can 
do no more than furnish information. It 
lies, then, with readers and hearers whether 
some of this wealth comes to themselves and 
the locality where they live, or whether it 
goes to those who already have over-much 
wealth.

It is further 
rumored that the United States has sent a 
reply to Chili that her proposition is unsat­
isfactory. The President and members of 
the Cabinet decline to discuss the matter at 
this time.

Port Crescent, Jan. 26.—Work has been 
resumed actively on the breakwater. The 
severe storms and high tides did much in­
jury during the past month, to the trestle, 
piling and railroad tracks, which project 
Beyond the completed work, but the valu­
able-machinery escaped without the slight­
est damage, and the loss is therefore of no 
significance in the prosecution of the ori­
ginal plan.

Albany, N.Y ., Jan. 26.—In the U. S. 

District Court, to-day, the trial of James 
Muldoon, the ex-newspaper man from Tor­
onto, Canada, charged with smuggling Chi­
namen over the state line from Canada, was 
con*luded. The jury was out about 26 min­
utes, when they returned with a verdict of 
guilty. Accused was sentenced to one year’s 
imprisonment.

He attempted 
to escape, at Fonda, from the custody of a 
Marshal, while en route to this city, by 
jumping from the train, but was recaptured.

to do in the East.” While a “ boom ” is 
not to be desired to connection with any in­
terest, it is, .when it oomes, an indication of 
the outward swing of the pendulum ; and 
the backward swing—the reaction—is inevi­
table. It is to the boom that the crowd, 
not the “opportunity” will be found—the 
opportunity precedes the boom.

Now, the argument to the foregoing holds 
good to all essential' respects—for the pur­
pose ot this article—in an application to the 
British Columbia mining field. Any neces­
sary qualifications will follow, and they are 
likely to be favorable, rather than other­
wise, to British Columbia.

In the further study of this question, the 
following points are worthy of close atten­
tion:

First, the extraordinary development to 
western mining, which we have just noticed 
has taken place in a mineral belt, which ex­
tends northwestwards into Canada, and in 
Canada is equal in extent to the southern 
portion.

It 
will be noticed by the foregoing table that 
the states which produced the largest pro­
portion of the wfiole output to 1881, pro­
duced a much lees percentage of the whole 
in 1888 (see columns 1 and 2). There states 
were Arizona» Colorado, Nevada and Utah. 
It will be" noticed, too, that some of the 
other states take higher rank; notably 
Montana, which from producing only 6 per 
cent, in 1881, rises to 30 per cent, in 1888. 
Idaho comes next in . order of progressive
