W asHINGTON, Dec. 8.—The navy de-
partment has received information that
Russia is about to become possessed of
three new torpedo boata whieh will be
easily the fastest war craft in the world,
being capable of the enormous epeed of
88 knots an hour with every possibility
of making 40 knots when pressed.  This
speed demands greater power than can
be supplied by ordinary steam engines,
so the %mu will be driven by steam tur-
bines hawing four separate shafts with
three screw propellers on each shait.
The contract for the boats has already
been placed with an English firm. The
high speed requirement is based on the
wonderful performance of the Little
Turbins, which runs at the rate of nearly
40 miles an hour.

EUROPE. IS DISTURBED.

The Grave Internal Dissensions in
Austria May Speedily Develop
Into Revolution.

German Delegates Boldly Criticise
Their Emperor and the Proposed
Naval Burden.

—

Loxpon, Dec. 4.—International ques-
tions have been temporarily overshadow-
ed by the gravity of the situation in
Austria, where things are] as gloomy as
imaginable. In addition to the influence
of & civil war, the next few hours may
possibly witness & historic revolution in
the relations between Austria and Hun-
gary, which means the reconstruction of
the map of Europe. It is hardly anex-
aggeration to say that the factions are
drawn up like contending armies. The
Germans have appealed to their com-
patriots on both sides of the fromtier,
and are apparently prepared to run all
risks to keep the hated Czechs in
subjection. The Czechs make mno
secret of the fact that their final
aim is to abolish the dual empire and
make it a triple empire by placing Bo-
hemia on an equal footing with Austria
and Hungary. To grant these demands
would set Hungary on fire. Apparently
the only chance of escape is that the per-
sonal ascendancy of the old Emperor will
again enable him to solve an apparently
impossible situation, Failing in that,
the reichsrath ' will be dissolved and a
reign of absolutiem ‘will begin in Aus-
tria and technically Hungary will have
resumed her independence, the first step
towards a federate as distinguished from
& dual Austro-Hungarian monarchy.

On the landing on the stairs hung a
colossal paintings ‘showing the Emperor-
taking the oath in presenceé of the same
reichstag, but the effeet produced was
inadequate. The majority of the dele-
gates on leaving the castle openly and
vigorously criticised the speech.
The Cologne Volks Zsitung comment-
ing on the whole scene says: *‘There is
a chasm between the Emperor and the
nation’s representatives.”” Continuing,
the paper reminds his Majesty that
since his accession the empire’s debt has
been increased by 1,500,000,000 marks,
almost exclusively for military and
naval purposee. *‘ Where does this'lead
to??”’ aske the paper.

The reichstag will stand or fall en the
two important bills introduced by the
government on the opening .day, ‘the
naval bill and the bill for reform of
military trials, and neither will pass in
the present shape. That may be safely
predicted. From the talk of leaders, it
isquite evident that the opposition to the
government’s bills will not be overcome.

“NO DREYFUS AFFAIR.

The French Premier Sees No Possi«
bility of Exonerating the Dis-
graced Exile.

Duel Arising Over a Warm i)eba.te
in the Chamber—An Esterhazy
Court-Martial.

Parrs, Dec. 4.—The case of Dreyfus
was diecussed in the chamber of depu-
ties to-day and occasionally gave rise fo
heated utterances. A good majority of
the deputies, however, sustained the
candid stand taken by the government.
M. Andre Castelan, editor of the Cocarde
and formerly one of the warm suppor-
ters of the late General Boulanger,
brought up the matter, asking Premier
Meline to reassure the public, especially
the army, on the subject; to which the
premier replied: ‘‘There is no Dreyfus
affair and eannot be.’”’

Continuing the premier explained that
the investigation into the Esterhazy af-
fair had resulted in placing him in the
hands of a military ecourt, a step, he
added, which in no way prejudiced the
finality of the verdict, which was neither
for the goxernment uor for the chamber
to deal with. In the meantime goodecit- «
izens should respeﬁt tg: :lmt.horiﬁy»oi the .
jndgment given.. He deplored thy ; ks
make the question a political one, and. |
expressed the hope that this statement
would end a polemic war which had al-
ready lasted too long.

The Comte de Mul, the clerical leader,
expressed regret at the fact that the
manister of war, General Bilot, was not
present to defend the army whose ‘chief
of staff was attacked, This remark
brought forth loud cheering and the.
session of the chamber was for a time
suspended while awaiting the arrival of
the minister of war who was summoned
to appear. When the minister arrived
he spoke in decidedly warm tones.
Among other things he said: *‘ Dreyfus
has been condemned ; Dreyfus is guilty.”
The minister of war repeated the re-
marks of the premier concerning Ester=
hazy, and the proceedings ended with
the General expressing regret at the faet:
that he had no means of dealing with:
the *Calumnies against the chief of
staff,”” and calling upon the chamber to-
assist in bringing the * odious came
paign ”’ to an end.

Seven resolutions were proposed, that
of M. Jumil, republican, “That the:
chamber, declaring that it has no busi-
ness to intervene ina question of judi-
cial character, passes to the order of the
ilgzy,” being rejected by a vote of 147 to-

The Comte de Mul’s motion, ¢ That
the chamber is confident the govein-
ment will take steps to end the odious
campaign against the army,” was de-
feated by 262 to 244 votes,

The next motion was that of M. Henri
de Lavertujon, republican, in substance,
* That the chamber respecting a judg-
ment passed and sympathizing with the
homage rendered to the army by the
minister of war, passes to the order of
the day.” M. Meline, premier, sup-
ported this resolution and it was accord-
ed priority by a vote of 372 to 136. The
first section was adopted by 523 to 18
votes. An amendment approving of the
declaration of the minister of war was
adopted.

As a reeult of some hot words &x-
changed during the debate, M. Joseph
Reinch, republican, a well known news-
aper man and author, and editor of the
epublique Francaise, sent his seconds
to M. Milleraud, socialist republican,
and editor of the Petit Republique Fran-
caite. A duel with pistols has been
arranged to teke place between them.
M. Reinch hasalready fought duels with
M. Magnier and M. Pauluse Bonlede.

The military governor of Paris, Gen~
eral Baussier, has ordered the formation
of a court martial to examine into the
charges against Count Ferdinand Walsin
Esterhazy, the retired major of the
French army, who is accused of writing
the letter which brought about the sen-
tencing of Alfred Dreyfus to imprison-
ment for life. The Journal says the de-

BENNETT STILL HELD.

Chief Justice Davie Refuses the Application
for the San Franciscan’s Release.

As soon as the papers arrive from
Ottawa authorizing his surrender,James
G. Bennett, the Californian, now bein
held here for extradition, will be hand
over to the officers from San Fragnecisco—
that is unless in the meantime further
habeas corpus proceedings are taken
that may put a different complexion on
the case.

Yesterday the Chief Justice gave his
decision on the habeas corpus proceed-
ings, dismissing the application made
by Mr. Herbert E. A. Robertson for the
discharge of the prisoner and admittin;

the affidavit of United States Consu
Smith presented by Mr. J, P. Walls on
Wedneeday evening showing that the
United States authorities have adopted
the proceedings in this case. The deci-
sion reads:

It is urged in support of & motion for
diecharge of the prisoner, who has been
committed for surrender to the United
States, upon charge of an assault with
intent to murder, that there was no evi-
dence before the committing judge that
the offence was a crime under the laws
of California, the state where it is alleged
g0 have been committed, but this, I
think, was unnecessary as the offence is
not a statutory crime but is one at com-
mon-law, punishable b{) the law of all
nations, and it must be assumed that
there is no difference between the laws
of Qalifornia and of Canada in this re-
gard, see the notes to Mostyn v. Fabri-
gas, 1 Sur. L, C. 684, where it is said:
 In the absence of proof to the contrary
foreign law is presumed to be the same
as our own.”’

Then it is said there was no proof that
the extradition treaty had been ratified
by act of the United States congress, but
it is surely somewhat late in the day to
raise such a contention., The Ashburton
teaty was passed in the year 1842, and
the two countries have been exchanging
criminals under its provisions ever since.
Moreover, convention in relation to the
extradition of criminals extending the
list of crimes for which extradition
might be had was concluded on 12th
July, 1889, between Her Majesty and
the United States, the ratifications of
which were exchanged at London on the
11th March, 1890, and that convention
is expressly based upon the tenth article
of the Ashburton treaty (see these pa-
pers bound up with the statutes of Can-
ada, 53 Victoria, page xliii).

Itis lastly urged that the prisoner is
entitled to his discharge in the absence
of proof that the United States has
asked for the extradition, and that the
progecution is by authority of the gov-
ernment, and it was upon this ground
that I reserved my decision, so as to look
into the case of * In re Ferelle,” 28 Fed.
Rep. 878, where it was held that extra-
dition is a right of foréign governments
only, not of individuals, and that in the
cage of a complaint by a private indi-
vidual his authority to act in behalf of
the foreign executive must be made to
appear, or the prisoner will be
discharged on habeas corpus. In that
case Mr. Justice Brown says: ‘ The
government that has the treaty right
must be the promoter of the proceedings,’’
and that it was not intended to ‘ have
the prisoner held for the considerable

riod of sixty days without anyone’s

nowing whether the foreign government
desired the proceeding or desired the
prisoner to try him, or would ever exer-
cise its option to demand the prisoner
under the treaty.’’

But consideration of this question be-
comes unnecessary in the case in view
of the affidavit of the Hon., Abraham E.
Smith, showing that the department of
state have adopted the proceedings in
this case, and have instructed him as
couneel at this port to request the prison-
er’s detention until papers which are in
preparation can be forwarded to the
Canadian authorities demanding the sur-
render of the fugitive.

The rule therefore will be discharged
and the prisoner remanded.

JIM CORBETT IN COURT.

Legal Difficulties Over the Mineral Claim
on the Gordon River,

A mining suit injunction came up yes-
terday upon two motions in Leavock v.
West and Deakin. The plaintiff in his
affidavit alleges that he with -the de-
fendants staked a mineral claim on
Gordon river as the Eureka, and that it
was understood that West and Deakin
were to proceed to Victoria to record it.
Plaintiff alleges that the defendants
neglected to record the claim, but after-
wards restaked the ground and recorded
it under the name of the Jim Corbett,
and refused to recognize the plaintiff’s
right to any share in the claim; hence
the action.

Upon this suit plaintiff on November
24, obtained an interim injunction from
the Chief Justice restraining defendants
from dealing with or encumbering plain-
tiffs quarter interest in the Jim Corbett
claim. Yesterday Mr. W. H. Langley
for defendants applied to cross-examine
plaintiff on his affidavit filed in support
of the interim injunction.

Mr. 8. D. Schultz for plaintiff objected
that defendant could not apply for leave
to cross-examine before filing an affida-
vit of merits.

The application was dismissed on the
ground that it was premature. and the
adjourniment on the motion to continue
&he injunction was enlarged until Satur-

ay.

LATE FOR THE SERMON.

A Lost Party of Northern Men
Arrive Home After Their
Obsequies.

Was James Rudlin Murdered or
Drowned Accidentally—Late
News From the Skeena.

A story which partially parallels in
detail the memorable experience of Tom
Bawyer is brought from the North by the
steamer Willapa, which returned to port
yesterday. The difference is that Mark
Twain’s hero listened to his own funeral
sermon through mischievous curiosity.
The men in this Northern story arrived
at their homes in Claxton just too late
thus to hear their virtues extolled and
their bereaved families commisserated
from the pulpit of the village church.

Robinsgon,awell known cannerof Inver-
ness, Fred Barham, and three other em-
ployees, were the heroes of this strange
adventure. They had left Inverness for
Claxton in an open boat on the close of
the fishing season, and not being heard
from after a month of rough weather,
were given up as dead, their relatives
assuming the garb of mourning and im-
pressive funeral services being con-
ducted. -

The very next day the party returned,
having been windbound but well cared
for during three weeks, at an old fishing
station a few miles above Imverness.
Next Sunday the Claxton clergyman is
said tointend preaching from the text
‘‘ For this my son was dead and is alive
again—was lost and is found.”

Unhappily there have been so many
drowning accidents of late in the north
that Mr. Robinson’s friends were quite
justified in their conclusions. It is only
about two weeks gince a Japanese fisher-
men was drowned in the Skeena while
reaching for an oar he had dropped
from his boat, and in yesterday’s Covro-
NIsT the news was given that James
Rudlin, the storekeeper at Olaxton, had
been lost while going from his place of
b usiness to Metlakatla, where his wife
and family of eight have their home.

There seems to be a considerable® dif-
ference of opinion in regard to this
lamentable affair, some of the residents
of the North looking -upon it as practic-
ally certain that Rudlin was drowned
accidentally, while others have a theory
of foul play with evidence to give reason
to the conclusions. Captain Bonser of
tl o Oaledonia who arrived from the
North yesterday says that Rudlin’s
canoe was found on a ledge of rocks near
the entrance of Metlakatla, and there
can be no doubt but that he was drowned
while entering the gateway of his home.

On the other hand, Mr. J. Little, of
Port Essington, another Willapa passen-
ger, says that the general opinion in
Metlakatla, Inverness and Claxton is
that Rudlin was killed by the Indians
for the canoe load of supplies he was
taking home to his people. In support
of this conclusion they point to the fact
that the canoe was not afloat when dis-
covered but high and dry on the beach
and bearing no evidence of a battle with
rough water,

There was too. no sign of Rudlin or
any part of his cargo—some portion of
which would naturally have been wash-
ed ashore if the canoe had been—and,
most significant of all, the canfe was
plentifully ‘bespattered with blood.
Search was yet being made when the
Willapa left the North, by scouting par=-
ties from Inverness, Kitkatla and Met-
lakatla, who hope to obtain some de-
finite information to dispel the mystery.

Captain Bonser, who with his wife
and daughter will spend some weeks in

.| Vietoria, has for several years past been

in command of the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s
steamer Caledonia, which this season
has made a couple of trips up the
Stickeen, as well as performing her or-
dinary service on the Skeena, running
up as far as Hazleton. She will very
shortly be brought down to Victoria to
have her hull renewed for next year’s
work, a special design being carried out
in order to thoroughly fit the steamer for
performing her part in carrying Klon-
kykers through by the Stickeen or all-
Canadian route.

When remodelled, the Caledonia will
be somewhat larger than at present,
with a length over all of 140 feet and
35 feet beam, while her draft will be so
materially reduced that she will all but
keep afloat on a ripple of laughter.

Still another interesting item is ob-
tained from the Willapa’s freight list,
the consignments down including an
assortment of fifteen dogs for Messrs. L.
Goodacre and A. A. Aaronson, the re-
sult of a rounding up by Martin Lund-
borg, acting as special commissioner for
these Victorians, in the Queen Charlotte
Islands. All these dogs are of the grade
known as ‘ huskies’’—just plain dog,
with a strong flavoring of wolf, and
found in large number atany and all of
the northern Indian villages.

They are not beautiful to look upon,
but they are hardy and strong, and
inured to the Northern climate and to
work, Lundborg has a schooner load of
sixty or more, and the steamer Mischief
which left Victoria yesterday morning
expects to also complete a full cargo for
sale to Klondyke pilgrims by calling at
all the Indian settlements.

The Troubles of a Galiano -Island
Family Ventilated In the-
° Courts.

William Rudd Sentenced to a Menth’s
Imprisonment and to Find
Heavy Seeurity.

A very unpleasant and regrettable
case came before the Chief Justice yes-
terday—one of those unfortunate domes-
tic trouhles where, unavoidably, the in-
ner life of the family circle is brought
before the public gaze, the mother and
children on the one side and the father
on the other. It was a charge of assault
laid against William Rudd, of Galiano
island, by his wife, Martha Rudd.
While the assault, Mrs. Rudd stated in
her evidence, took place five weeks ago,
she had only laid the information re-
cently when she found it impossible to
get along with herhusband. Itappeared
from the evidence of Mrs, Rudd and her
two daughters that because Mrs, Rudd
refused to allow her husband to
read a letter she had received from
her son, the husband first snatched
at her pocket and then threw her down
and bént her neck over his knee. In her

ain she struck out with a saucer she

eld in her hand and apparently hit him
on the head. Rudd bad been in the
habit, too, of twisting her wrist, and he
had also struck herin the face; he had
dragged her by the' hair, forbidden her
to get letters wuntil he had seen them
first, forbidden her to go outside the en-
cloeure around the house, and in many
other ways had made her life a misery.

In cross-examination by Mr. J. P.
Walls, who appeared for the defence,
Mrs. Rudd said her object in taking ac-
tion was to try and get a separation
‘from her husband. She did not want to
punish him, but she could not live with
bim. The two daughters corroborated
their mother’s evidence,and the son John
gave it in his 4vidence that the
father used his mother very cruelly.

Mrs. Rudd said she hardly thought
her husband was in his right senses or
he would not have acted as he had.

All the time his family were being
examined Rudd sat sometimes weeping
and occasionally shaking his head. He
went into the box and denied that he
had ever hit his wife except once—four-
teen years ago. If the court only knew
what he had gone through they would
think he was a saint instead of a black-
guard. ‘‘So help him heaven,” he had
never struck her since and *‘ might be
struck dead like Ananias ”’ if he was not
telling the truth.

Mr. G. H. Barnard who appeared for
the crown did not address the court, and
Mr. Walls for the defence did not con-
sider anything he could say would be of
effect, as the Chief Justice after hearing
the evidence said that after ** the snivel-
ling manner ”” in which the prisoner had
spoken it would take a pretty strong
argument to make the court believe
Rudd was not ‘‘acunning old hypo-
crite.”” The court was quite satisfied
that there was danger in allowing the
prisoner to return to his famly, and
thought the beet thing to do was to
sentence him to one month in jail for
the assault and to'give sureties himself
in $1,000 and two sureties in $500 each
to keep the peace for two years, on in
defaunlt to be imprisoned for another
year,

On hearing his sentence Rudd moaned
alond and when he was led away he
tottered across the room as if contem-
plating fainting.

GRERN THE VICTOR.

The Seattle Athletic Instruetor
Secures the Verdict After Twelve
Exeiting Rounds.

As Sportsmanlike and Interesting a
Sparring Contest as Ever
Witnessed Here.

In scientific tactics the Williams-
Green boxing contest for points at:Phil-
harmonic hall last night paralleled the
great ‘meeting at Carson City between
Corbett and Fitzsimmons, for, like Cor-
bett, “ Kid ” Williams apparently had
the best of the engagement all through,
landing when and where he wished, un-
til in seeming desperation Green changed
from ineffective defence to furiouns at-
tack, concentrated his attentlon upon
his opponent’s wind, got him going
with three swift punches over
the heart, and made an end of the
contest with a series of left* swings
on the neck, in the twelfth round. A
faster, harder or fairer exhibition of
sparring was never seen in the Pacific
Northwest—nor could rules have been
obeyed more thoroughly or cleaner or
more friendly sportsmanship be dis-
played. No words were spoken, no foul
blows exchanged even by accident, and
while there was a division of opinion
still when all was over as to who was
the better man, no one thought for a
moment of questioning the fairness of the
winning. . F. Hali was referee, while
Harry E. Morton held the wateh, and
the contest opened at a quarter to ten.

Williams made the pace, but
after two minutes of cyclone boxing left
an opening which Green took bringing
him to his knees with a left jab. The
Portland lad took time to recover his
wind, and the men were hardly at work
again when the call of time came.
second, third, fourth and g
rounds were all of the same
character, Williams forcing and
Green showing much slower in his
work, although defending cautiously and
and occasionally landing a light swing
on neck and face. The fifth and sixth
saw Williams supremely confident,and
Green anxious and wary, but game.

The seventh, eighth, ninth and
tenth rounds were in a measure a
continuation — Williams landing a
left swing on Green’s head whenever
he pleased, and seemingly holding the
opinion that he had only to reserve his
right for the termination of the match.
After the contest it was disclosed that
his right had been sprained early in the
day and was practically useless. The
close of the tenth saw Green somewhat
exhausted at the ‘“ bell,”” although after
his minute’s breathing time he continued
willingly. Then it was that he seemed
to realize that he had to do the work of
his life or lose the decision. Somewhat to
Williams’ surprise he became aggres-
sive, and planting right and left, right
and left,-in rapid succession on Wil-
liams’ neck, had him down.

THOSE YOUNG PIRATES.

Justice Meted Out to the Bad
Boys of the Sloop
s Swan.”

They Will Have Time in Jail
to Repent of Their ’
Crimes.

The quartette of youthful pirates of
the sloop Swan will spend quite a term
ashore and have a chance to repent of
their crimes, for yesterday two of their
number were sentenced to two months
in jail, and two to one month. Thefour
lads—John Donaldson, Vivian Medina,
Cornelius Roscamp, and Nathaniel Me-
Dowell—were brought before the Chief
Justice in the afternoon to elect whether
they would take a speedy trial or wait
for the assizes. Several of the parents
and relatives were present in the court
room, and besides these were the other
five boys of the bold buccaneers, appar-
ently feeling unhappy in having to
attend. : 5

The four young giaonera stood up in
a row, and Mr. J. H. Lawson, who ap-
peared for McDowell, and Mr. E. K,
Wootton who defended the other three
1ads, said that the boys wished to take a
speedy trial and would plead guilty to
receiving sto'en property—the sail taken
from Captain Babbington’s Joft.

The Chief Justice, in admonishing the
young prisoners, said he was very sorry
to see lads of their age and respectable
appearance guilty of such an offence.
They did not look like thieves nor likely
to grow up thieves, but they were' fol-
lowing a very bad path, and it was com-

tent to the court to put them in prison
or a long time. However, as each had
acknowledged his guilt; the court bear-
ing in mind that perhaps they did not
realize the heinous thing they were do-
ing when they took possession of the
stolen property, would warn them, how-
ever, that if they ever came before him
again they would meet with no such
consideration. The court would be
lenient, more on account of the

arents than the boys themselves;

ut he hoped that ~the boys
would take his warning, reform and
grow up useful members of society.
There was plenty of honest work to be
had, and especially now that times were
brightening up, and instead of becoming
Dick?y Turpins or young pirates they
should learn to work, so that instead of
being a source of grief and disgrace they
should be a credit to their parents. He
would sentence them to the juvenile
reformatory for a month.

Cornelius Roskamp and Vivian Med-
ian then elected to be tried speedily on
the charge of breaking into Mrs. Mof-
fat’s residence and stealing some lan-
terns and a piece of linoleum. They
pleaded guilty without further ado.

Chief of Police Sheppard by permis-.
sion addressed the court pointing out
that it was not so much the value of the
property taken that prompted the prose-
cution 'as the necessity of putting
down” 'the ” depredations of youth
on unoccupied houses. Thousands
of dollurs’ worth of property were de-
stroyed by boys breaking windows and
doing other damage. The police were
handicapped too by parents allowing
their children to run on the streets at
night. If the Court would look at the
depositions it would be seen that some
of these boys had been allowed not only
to run loose late at night, but in some
instances to stay out all night.

The Chief Justice remarked that after
hearing what the Chief of Police had to
say, he was not at all sure that the par-
ents deserved the consideration the
Court had just expressed for them. It
might be hard for parents to place their
children under discipline, but unless
they did so the results were apt to be
bad. Roskamp and Medina had gone a
gtep further than the others. It
wag not so much the  value
of the articles taken that must
be regarded as the leaving the
place open for others to break into. One
could not help seeing that whenever a
house was left vacant for some time the
windows were smashed and other de-
struction done by young scamps. If this
went on it would have to be dealt with
vigorously. Perhaps a whipping would
be better for juvenile offenders, but this
time he would order that the two boys
be imprisoned for a month.

As there is no juvenile reformatory
here, the Chief Justice thought that the
boys should be kept separate from the
other prisoners at the provincial jail.

It may be mentioned that the Chief
Justice made his remarks for the benefit
of the five other lads as well as the pris-
oners.

gentlemen who were understood to be
applicants for the judgeship will be dis-
appointed at the failare of their efforts
an their behalf, we think that the gov-
ernment’s action will meet with gen-
eral approval. Aithough he is not so
well known to the public as are barris-
ters who appear more frequently in court
—the apportionment of the business of
the firm of which he 182 member having
caused him to be chiefly concerned
with the other department of its practice
—MTr. Irving commands the respect and
esteem of all who knew him, whether
lawyers or laymen. In hisglevation tothe
bench of the highest court in the prov-
ince, it may be unhesitatingly affirmed
that that tribunal will have another
member who will always maintain that
reputation for high- principle, rectitude
and strict impartiality which has gained
for British courts of justice a fame as
illustrious as it is world-wide.”

LUMBER EXPORT RESTRICTION.

Uneasiness in United States at Prospect of
Its Imposition by Ontarie.

BurraLo, Dec. 2.—The Courier-Record
this morning says editorially: During
the long debate on the Dingley bill this
paper repeatedly called attention to
the unwise course of the Repub-
licans in levying a high tariff on Cana-
dian lumber. The result of that foolish
policy will be some measure of retalia-
tion gy Canada, which controls the great
timber supply that American capitalists
wish to develop and which American
builders must have in the near future,
since the lumber regions in the United
States are about exhausted. In his
speech in the Ontario legislature Sir
Oliver Mowat, the new lieut.-governor
of the province, clearly foreshadows the
adoption of a retaliatory policy by the
Ontario government. He expressed re-
gret that the United States had made it
almost impossible to continne sending
certain qualities of pine lumber to this
country, and added that a bill will be
introduced in relation to cutting lumber
and timber licenses. Herevealed node-
tails, but it need not surprise anyoneif
Canada should pass a measure go - strin-
gent that it will prevent the cutting of
Canadian timber by Americans to be
rafted across the lakes and sawed here.

PRESIDENT’S MOTHER ILL."

Stricken With Paralysis and Her Death
& May Occur at Any Time.

Canron, O., Dec. 2.—Mrs. Nancy Alli-
son McKinley, mother of the President,
was struck with paralysis this morning,
and it is feared that her death is only a
question of a short time. The paralysis

at present is of ‘but a mild form, but
owing to her extreme age, nearly 89
years, Dr. Phillips, the attending physi-
cian, can give little hope to the family.
Abner McKinley, of New York, has

‘been visiting her for a few days, and

when his mother was stricken this morn-
ing immediately communicated with the
President by telephone. The latter
asked if he had better start at once, to
which Abner replied that he had better
wait a further report from the physician,
who would make aeall in time so advise
him by 10 o’clock.

The family physician’s statement to
the family was that there was but little
doubt that the attack would ultimately
result in death, but there was no indi-
cation as yet as to when the end might
come. ‘

The mother of President McKinley for
gome time has not been in real good
bealth, having suffered from a mild form
of grip. On Wednesday she seemed to
have materially improved, and her bright
and cheerful humor was especially noted
by members of the family.

Except in the failure of vocal organs,
Mrs. McKinley shows but little evidence
of paralysis. She is in full possession of
her mental faculties, recognizing all the
members of the family and others who
see her, and taking an interest in what-
ever transpires.

SCHOONER CAPSIZED.

A Perilous Venture Off the French Shore—
One Sailor Drowned.

8t. Jomx, N. B., Dec. 2.—The British
schooner St. John, hailing from this
port, capsized yesterday off Lascie, on
the French shore, about twenty miles
from Tilt cove, in & heavy squall. One
of the crew, named Bishop, was drowned.
The others escaped in a boat and got to
land several hours later. With the aid
of ropes they climbed the rocks and
reached a place of safety. The vessel
drifted ashore and went to pieces. The
cargo is a total loss.

GOLDEN CACHE STOCK.

The Court Defines the Authority by Which
the Trustee May Surrender It.

VANCOUVER, Dec. 2.—(Special)—The
Golden Cache case, in which the court
was to define Dr. Carroll’s trusteeship
in regard to certain treasury stock, was
decided to-day.

LAND GRABBES WAR

Armed Forces of Rival Factions
Striving for Townsite Loca-
tions at Dyea.

The Only Fatality So Far the Acci-
dental Shooting of &
Swede.

Townsite booming is not without its
dangers even in the winter of the far
North, with the temperature at ten -be-
low zero to cool the ardor,of the boom-
ers. As an illustration, the steamer
Corona, arriving from Juneau, Skagway
and Dyea yesterday, brought news of a
genuine land grabbers’ war at the latter
place, the key to the Ohilcoot Pass, cul-
minating in actual hostilities between
armed forces of the rival factions on
Wednesday, November 24.

Healey & Wilson, it will be remem-
bered when they established their store
and trading post at Dyea more than
twelve years ago, took possession of 120
acres of land extending up from the
water, the patent to which they have
not yet received however. When the
Klondyke rush transformed this wilder-
ness farm into valuable city property,
the boomers promptly commenced to
plot the Healey & Wilson ranch,

The firm thereupon secured a lawyer,
who put up formal notices to trespass-
ers—which notices were immediately
torn down. Then the traders declared
war against the boomers,and made their
manager, 8. J, Heron, general in com-
mand. Their opponents are acting un-
der the direction of Manager W. Kin-
ney, of the Chilcoot Railway and Trans-
portation Co., who have most to gain by
th? invalidation of the Healey & Wilson
title.

No sooner had their legal notices been
removed by the ‘‘grabbers’’ than Hea-
ley & Wilson commenced to fence in the
entire property they lay claim to, but
not before the rival faction had run up a
number of shacks on the ground.

On Wednesday, November 24, Kinney,
with a large force of armed men, at-
tem?ited to lay their tramway through
the Healey & Wilson tract, Sam Heron,
with an equally numerous and well-
equipped party, entrenching themselves
to defend, and npwards of a hundred in-
terested non-combatants holding them-
selves at attention to file on lots should
the Kinney army succeed in tearing
down the fence.

A final solution of the difficulty was
not, however, reached in the melee
which followed, and in which, luckily,
sticks and stones played 8 more promi-
nent part than firearms. The only
fatality resulting was the shooting of a
Swede named Petersen, who while
emerging from his shack—one of those
erected to establish possession by the
transportation company — accidentally
discharged his own shotgun, the charge
of buckshot entering his leg at close
range and tearing a wound so large that
the unfortunate man quickly bled- to
death. g

This tragedy appears to have some-
what sobered both parties and further
conflict was averted, . although Heron’s
armed sentries patrolled the fence line
all Wednesday night. There had been
no further hostilities up to the time the
Corona called, and the United States
authorities had by then made a move in
the game, numerous warrants having
been issued and several arrests made.

Another item of news brought by the
Corona, and which will bring sorrow to
many, in the announcement of the sud-

November, of L. K. Church, ex-governor
of Dakota. Mr. Church was at the ouf-
set of his career the most prominedt
member of the bar ai Yankton, N.D.,
being called from the practice of his
profession to become chief executive of
the state during President Cleveland’s
first administration.

On the expiration of his double term
ot office, Mr. Church removed to Wash-
ington, to become one of the foremost
Democrat politicians of the Evergreen
State. After successfully winding up
the affairs of the Everett National Bank,
in the capacity of official receiver, he
decided to try hie fortunes in the North,
and went up by the last Topeka.

Instead of being
deceased, Captain Pendleton is very
much alive and enthusiastic over an
immense deposit of garnets which he
was located about seven miles above
Wrangel on the Stickeen river. Five
hundred pounds of wine-colored gems,
some of them very large and clear, were
brought down by Captain Pendleton,
who is on his way to' Boston to organize
a company for the working of the de-
posit.

At Wrangel, the Corona found the
river coated with Ice, and two parties
had already started up with dogs,
although the general opinion was that
they were starting ' prematurely. The
White Pass route was also proving itself
suitable for winter travel, Brooks’ pack
train baving got through without any
gerions ‘difficulty during November,
although the mercury had dropped to—
22 degrees. Now that the trail has been
broken, it will be kept open all winter.
Skagway—as per its newspaper—ap-
pears determined to remain in the fight
with Dyea for supremacy on the Lynn
canal. The.* city >’ now talks of incor-
poration, and a big brewery, the pro-
moters of the latter being Matlock &
Smith, of Portland.

The Corona evidently suffered no in-
jury through her detention on the
Wrangel flate—indeed her officers de-
clare that they never knew they were
aground. They passed the Farallon at
Skagway, and that steamer will prob-
ably follow them here te-night.

Snow and lee Seriously Damage
Fraser Valley Orchards—Nelson
Lots at Auction.

Liqmidators. for the Ibex Mine and
the Trail Brewery—West
Kootenay Exports.

The Ibex Mining company’s claims
will not be disposed of by deputy sheriff
Robinson this month., The Kootenaian
gays: “On the 19th of November the

Supreme court issued a restraining order
pending the appointment of a liquidator
under the Dominion winding-up act,
which stops all proceedings of the sheriff
in the case of the Ibex and will give all
the creditors of that concern an equal
chance. The liquidator will have his
own time subject to the order of the
court, in which to eifect a sale of the
property to the best advantage of -all,
and at the same time the company is
given more time in which to straighten
out the muddle itself. The sheriff gave

up possession of the property Monday.”
_The Kootenay Brewing, Malting and
Distilling Company of Trail has gone
into the hands of a liquidator, who suc-
ceeds the deputy sheriff, The new liqui-
dator is John McKane of Rossland, sec-
retary of the board of trade. The state-
ment made on behalf of the brewing
company was that its assets were in
round numbers about $90,000, and that
its liabilities were between $50,000 and
$60,000. The business of the company
will be carried on by the liquidator with-
out any shut down.

Mr.J. Quinn,; of the New Westmin-
ster & Burrard Inlet Telephone Com-
pany, has now made a thorough canvass
of %Y)rt, Steele in preparation for the in-
troduction of a teleghone system. He
has been promised business enough to
double the capacity of the plant now be-
ing forwarded for instalment. Prepara-
tions will be made to greatly increase
the service in the spring, and extend the
system to Moyie lake, up the St. Mary’s
river to the North Star and Sullivan
mines, up'Wild Horse creek to Wasa,
and probably to Wardner and intermedi-
ate points.

Judge Forin has granted Peter Costello
a change of venue from Rossland to Nel-
son for the trial of the action brought by
Edward Cronyn againet Costello for
damages in connection with the Costello
assaunlt case. Judge Forin ordered Cos-
tello to pay $50 to Cronyn as an offset to
the additional expense which the change
of venue would entail.

‘The snow fall at Chilliwack on Mon-
day morning was followed by one of the
heaviest and most destructive ice storms
ever known in this locality. Trees suf-
fered severely, large branches being
broken by the weight of ice. Orchards
have been considerably injured in some
parts of the Fraser valley.

News comes from Kelowna that Mr.
Tom Lambly, brother of Mr. C. A. R.
Lambly, the Gold Commissioner, has
died from pneumonia. The deceased
was one of the candidates for the pro-
vincial house at the last election. He
was about 35 years of ageand unmarried.

Manager Doig, of the Bank of British
North America at Trail, has been trans-
ferred to the management of the branch
at Sandon, and has been succeeded by
Mr. Henry Heffeld, of Vancouver, who
‘has arrived at Trail with Mrs, Heffeld.

The Kaslo Kootenaian states that there
i3 no truth in the report sent to the coast
papers to the effect that the body of Joe
MecGibbon had been found. The search
has been abandoned and the body will
hardly be found until next spring.

The business men of Rossland are cir-
culating a requisition calling upon James
Martin to offer himself as a cannidate
for mayor. Ifa sufficient number sign
it is thought that Martin will accept, al-
though he has heretofore declined.

Requisitions are being circulated in
Chilcotin and other parts of the Cariboo
Electoral District, asking Major-General
Kinchant of Vancouver, who was a can-
didate at the general election in 1894, to:
again contest the district.

Word has been received from Rev. C.

THE LIEUTENANT - GOVERNORS.

Deserved Tribute to the Retiring Official
and Cordial Greeting to His Successor,

(From the Vancouver World.)

With the retirement of Hon. Edgar
Dewdney from Carey Castle a most popu-
larand excellent gentleman is once more
in private life. He is 62 years of age and
a native of Devonshire. He came to Brit-
ish Columbia in 1859 and sat for Koote-
nay in the Legislative Assembly from
1868-69 and in the Commons from 1872
until 1879,when he wasappointed Indian
Commissioner. He was Lieut.-Governor
of the Northwest Territories 1881-1887,
and sat for East Asginiboia in parliament
1888-1892, He was sworn of the Privy
Council and was Minister of the Interior
and ex-officio Superintendent-General of
Indian Affairs, 1888-1892, when he was
appointed to the governorship of British
Columbia. It will thus be seen that
Mr. Dewdney has been identified in an
eminent degree with the public life of
Canada and his career has been a most
honorable one. We have never heard
that he departed from those traditions
and rules of constitutional government
which have made Britain the great and
respected Empire of to-day or that he in
any manner dishonored the lofty office
which he now leaves.

From a social point of view—and Gov-
ernment House i8 always the centre of
brilliant functions—the retiring Gov-
ernor was highly successful, but this he
would himself most willingly admit was
due to a large extent to the ability and
iact which Mrs. Dewdney exercised and
to the fact that Carey Castle was not,
under this regime, given over to a
charmed circle, but, on the contrary, all
classes of the people were invited there.

Mr, Dewdney has large interests in

British Columbia, and it is characteristic
of him that after having waited to see
his successor sworn in, and to tender
him congratulations, he is hastening off
to Kootenay to look after the minin,

properties which he has opened up ap

developed. Some adverse comment was
made on the fact that Mr. Dewdney had
lent his name to operations of this char-

.| acter, but why, it would be difficult to

understand.

It is eafe to aseert that those who have
criticized Mr. Dewdney in this particu-
lar, in language that savors of anything
but the gentleman, have not themselves
a five cent piece in the Slocan or Trail
Creek districts or anywhere else for that
matter. How would the country be
built up if we had to depend upon
people of this kind? It is to
men of Mr, Dewdney’s stamp,
possessed of moderate means but
full of enterprise, that the province
must look for that splendid future which
the knowing ones have predicted. Itcan
only be hoped that undertakings in
which he and others like him are en-
gaged will prove remunerative for their
fortunes are bound up with those of the
whole province. The wish will be
general that the Hon. Mr. and Mrs.
Dewdney, who intend residing in Vie-
toria, will enjoy many years of useful-
ness and happinees.

Of the present occupant of Carey
Castle. we. havg already spoken. He
too has filled many posts with dis-
tinction and deserves the reward which
has been conferred upon him. We are
sure that he will follow in the footsteps
of his predecessor and maintain unsul-
lied the honor of the distinguished office
he holds as the Queen’s representative
in this portion of Her Majesty’s
vast dominions. Like Mr. Dewdney,
the new Lieutenant-Governor is fortu-
nate in possessing a help-meet who will
dispense graciously the hospitalities of
Government House, and render him
that assistance which only a good wife
can.

and Mrs. Mclnnes, and trust their occa-
pation of the gubernatorial mansion will
be delightful in the extreme.

NANAIMO AND WELLINGTON.

Fatal Accident to a Miner—An Unappreci-
ated Mission—An Unfortunate’s
Burial.

Nanamo, Dec. 2.—Andrew Stewart, of
Wellington, was killed last evening by a
fall of coal in No. 6 shaft. The deceased
was 22 years of age. He was a son of
the late J. G. Stewart, and his mother
regides at Wellington. His brother, John
Stewart, well known in this city, is at
the Klondyke, being among those who
left by the Islander on the 29th July
last. Mr. A. Dick, inspector of mines,
went out this morning to the place of
the accident. He states that the de-
ceaged had been engaged by the miners
who have a contract getting out pillars
in No. 6 shaft to load coal, drive the
mule, etc. The hauling is done by a mule.
Stewart started out with a run, and
when part of the way out found he did
not have oil enough in his lamp for the
trip. He left the mule standing on the
track and returned to the * pillar”’ to
fill his lamp.

N TORNER ANSWR

The Premier Acted: Wisely for the
Proviuce in Becoming Adviser
to London Companies.

Outside Capital a Necessity for the
Klondyke Trade and Loeal
Direction Called For.

A representative of the CoronisT
called on Hon. J. H. Turner yesterday
at his office and requested a statement
from that gentleman in reference to the
attacks being made upon him by the
oppos‘tion press on account of the Brit-
ish Columbia and Klondyke companies
with which his name has been associ-
ated.” Mr. Turner said he was quite
willing to afford any information in his
power, but laughingly remarked that as

he had already been tried and found
guilty and figuratively hanged by a jury
of editors, he did not suppose it was any
use moving for a new trial after he had
been pronounced dead and buried.

It was rather remarkable, he said,
that he should be made subject to so
violent a tirade of abuse on account of a
matter that was purely a business trans-
action and within the right and privi-
lege of any public man. He had noth-
ing to conceal or apologize for, and when
the proper time came was prepared if
necessary to show that he had acted with
the greatest propriety in the maftter,
although he questioned the right of an in-
quisitorial examination into his private
affairs. As, however, he had been ac-
cused of trafficking with his position as
premier for his private gain, it wasg a
matter concerning which he had not the
slightest objection to afford the fullest
information. In fact, he courted the
fullest inquiry.

The present abuse was simply on a par
with what he was subjected to on his re-
turn from England in 1895, and would
be found to be a part of the same politi-
cal programme and not more substantial
in regard to a basis of fact. The remarks
of the English press, which had been so
copiously copied in the oppogition papers,
had been instigated by interested par-
ties who had imposed on the editors of
these papers. Anybody who knows the
high plane of English journalism would
readily understand that a suggestion of
wrongdoing in the promotion ofscom-
panies in which public men were inter-
ested would be liable to severe criticism,
ap« properly so. It was worthy of re-
mark that of the number of companies

romoted in comnection with the Klon-
gyka trade the two that his name had
been - associated with ~ should be
singled out for attack; and the
unanimity and alacrity with which
the opposition press in British Co-
lumbia had taken up the subject showed
that there was a great deal of method in
it. In fact, it was simply part of an or-
ganized effort on the part of the opposi-
tion, through agents, in London, that
had been carried on for several years,
and which had been geveral times ex-
posed in the House. It will be remem-
bered what was done to baulk the float-
ing of the parliament buildings loan and
to discredit the floating of the public
loan in 1895; and the periodical attempts
that have been made since to throw ob-
stacles in the way of interesting capital
in the province—he did not wish to
say with that single object in view, but
to frustrate anything in that direction,
from which it might be supposed the
government would derive credit. These
efforts had proved unsuccessful in the
past, and the present attempt would not
succeed any better. ;

Mr. Turner said he had already in his
possession some facts regarding the
modus operandi of the policy that had
been pursued in the present instance,
and he expected shortly to be in a posi-
tion to give the public the benefit ot this
information in & more definite and
specific way, and in the meantime he
could afford to treat with indif-
ference the contemptible part that
was being played by opponents of the
government. It was well, however, that
the public should understand how this
kind of campaign originated, Of course
the object was to defeat the government,
and not the avowed one of ‘¢ purifying
the political atmosphere.” We all know
how much sincerity there is in that sort
of thing.

“‘At thetimeIwent to Englandin1895,”
Mr, Turner continued, ‘‘the opposition
papers generally were complaining that
the government was making no effort to
get capital in to develop the country and
embark in industries of various kinds,
especially mining, - It was said that
British capital, which is much sought
for, was doing nothing in British Col-
umbia, and that all the mines were in
the hands of Americans. It is quite
true that it was at first very difficult to
induce British capitalists to take hold,
and that without the large resources at
their disposal little headway could be
made, more particularly in such dis-
tricts as Trail. However, when I was in
London influential parties there pro-

sed that an effort should be made to
?&m a comgany on a large scale, and
while there I took a deep interest in the
subject and devoted a great deal of time
and energy toarousing an interestin our
mines, and naturally on account of my
position I had a better opportunity
than most men would have to suc-
ceed. One result of the efforts then
made was the formation of the Lillooet,
Fragser River and ~Cariboo Gold
Fields Company. Upon my return I was
interviewed by press representatives
about this company and to the CoLonisT,
I think, I gave a good many particulars
regarding it, stating that the list of
those connected with it included the
names of some of the strongest financial
men in Europe. No sooner was this
published than the Province and other
papers took up the cudgels and abused
that company and myself to no end and
did all in their_power to prevent the
arrangements being consunmmated. It
was, however, successfully floated and
hag expended several hundred thousand
dollars in the province, some of it per-
haps injudiciously buta good deal of it
very wisely. As a matter of fact, the
tramways in Vlcgoria and Vancouver,
which were practically bankrupt, were
taken over and perhaps would not today
be in operation had it not been for the
enterprise of the capitalists associated
with that company. I personally reaped
no benefit from what was accomplished.
and it does seem rather hard that I
should be abused for endeavouring to do

(what I conceived #o be in the best

interests of the fl‘ovlnee, and that

companies able and willing to expend

money.in developing large enterprises

%l;ould be characterized as they have
en.

*Otber companies are mow being
formed in London similar in character
and with the same object in view, and
will be, if successful, for the benefit of
British Columbia. My share in these
has been as before, to assist in making
them profitable to the province. I was
going to eay-that-I am mot more abused
now than I was before; but I am, be-
cause there are more papers now than
there were then and we are nearer a gen-
eral election. I canstand it and have
not lost sleep over it.
¢ My connection with these companies
is easily explained. The names of some
of the gentlemen connected with them
are known to me as those of repute and
high standing, and when Mr. Pooley and
myself were agked to act on the advisory
board, as living in British Columbia, and
naturally more or less familiar with the
requirements of sveh companies, we
conegénted, having satisfied ourselves as
far as possible of the character of the
company and the objectsto be achieved.
Mr. Pooley, being a corporation lawyer
of large experience, and I having a prae-
tical knowledge of the business to be
transacted, it is not unnatural that our
connection might be regarded in Eng-
land as serviceable in locally helping to
direct the operations successfully. Be-
lieving that the introduction of capital
for the purposes in view is not only de-
sirable but very necessary, I am free to

the matter, and further that if our con-
nection is of service in facilitating the
promotion of such companies on a sound
basis, I feel that we are justified in ac-
cepting the responsibility. That is my
view and that is the position I take,
apart from all other considerations as to
the right of a public man to engage in
legitimate private enterprise. Of course,
at this distance, we cannot be held re-
sponsible for every use of our nanies that
may be made in England. Promoters
sometimes take liberties they are not
authorized todo; but when called upon
at the proper time and place we can
show satisfactorily that we acted upon
representations of a bona fide character
and upon conditions that can leave no
room for aspersions of conduet or inten-
tions. I think my record in British
Columbia is sufficient warranty of any
statement I may make as to that, and
will be accepted as quite equal in value
to anything the detractors of the govern-
ment have vaguely hinted at.

‘I may say just here that the British
press and some of those who are talking
so glibly about these matters, have but
a very faint conception of the magnitude
of the Klondyke tradeand requirements
in the way of capital. I .say, without
any reflection on.the standing of any
business houses in this province, that
there is not one in British Columbia to-
day that can afford to take out of its
business the capital necessary to engage
in the forwarding and transportation
trade on a scale adequate to meet the
demands for the c¢oming year. When
we consider the amount of stock, the
length of tirce necessary to carry goods
before receiving returns, and the great
expense of transportation, it means the
diversion of more, capital from regular
business in most instances than indi-
vidual firms represent. If we accept
100,000 persons as & fair estimate of the
number to take - ‘caré of within a few
months—and present indications all
justify such a conolusion—the problem
of dealing with them _is a serions
one. One hundred thousand is a great
army, nearly equal to the present
white population of the province, and
such a sudden accession to the demand
to be supplied cannot be fully appreci-
ated at the present time. We need all
the additional capital we can get to as-
sist provincial firmis ‘to which it will be
accessory, acd the companies now be-
ing promoted in England, including the
twi with which my name has been asso-
ciated, will, if properly handled and well
directed by local advisers, play an im-
portant part in the development of Brit-
ish Columbia and the Yukon,

““That is all, I think, I have to say in
the matter.”

THAT LOST MAN.

Hibst’s Disappearance Recalls the Death of
Clarke and Braden Some Years
Past.

In regard to the disappearance of E.
P. Hibst on the Homalko river, news
of which was published yesterday, Sup-
erintendent Hussey, of the provineial
police has received a letter from J.F.
Carbutt, of Carbutt & Blanchfield, Wad-
dington harbor. The information in
this letter practically tallies with the
particulars published yesterday. The
letter was written on November 12 and
has only now been received. Just what
steps can be taken by the department at
present to find traces of the missing
man do not seem apparent. The
whole country must by this time
be covered with snow and there
would be the greatest difficulty
in making a search. It may be
recalled, too, that several years agoa
couple of men named Clarke and Braden
disappeared somewhere in the same dis-
trict, and Stanley Smith was engaged
by the provincial police department to
make search for them. After a long
and wearisome journey,a few articles
such as a cap and other personal effects
were found, but never a trace of the bod-
ies from that day to this. However, it
is possible that a man will be sent up to
make inquiries in the present instance;
but there does not seem to be much
chance of success, especially since
Messre. Graham, Ingalls and Hartrum
have already been unsuccessful.

BALANCE OF POWER.

To raE Epiror:—Never at any time
was this subject of more importance
than in the present day, as evidenced by
the watchfulness shown at any move-
ment tending to endanger present equi-
hibrium. In the past we have notable
instances of disregard for such consider-
ations by attempts made for universal
dominmion, by that of ancient Rome, leav-
ing little for grateful remembrance; that
of Phillip the 2nd of Spain, ending in de-
feat of “his armada, and that of Napo-
Jeon, terminating in his exile at St.
Helena. It would almost seem by these
results as if it was in the orderof provi-
denee that such ambitious designs should

18 much unrest amongst the nations, in
all being so fully armed and in such bel-
ligerent attitude. From France, which
in the past has been so troublesome ®n
element, since that affair at Sedan, there
is no longer heard that oft-repeated as-
surance of Louis Napoleon’s *‘ that the
Empire is peace.”” But Germany is
manifesting desire for new territory,
which the present weakened condition of
Austrio-Hungarian troubles, and prob-
able death at no distant date of Austria’s
aged Emperor, without an heir, serve to
encourage and to excite desire for adding
part of Austria to the German Empire;
and, morever, that any lack of adapta-
tion in Holland’s young Queen, that
Holland also, with its sea port, would be
a valuable acquisition to Germany,
Verily, Germany is one of those nations
whose ambition might endanger present
balance of power.

Then again Cuba’s unsettled condition
is another disturbing-element, showing
very plainly that America’s fillibuster-
ing means a desire for its possession,
and which obtained in connection with
the annexation of Hawai, would be that
addition which would increase the
appetite with what it fed upon, *‘ coming
events cast their shadows before.””

But all such matters sink into insignifi-
cance compared to that of Russia’s well
known desire for possession of Constan-
tinople. This desire the legacy be-
queathed in the will of Peter the Great
has never been forgotten. It showed
itself forcibly in that armistice for peace,
when Napoleon and Alexander met on
the raft at Tilsit, of “which Napoleon
when at St. Helena said the one object
of Russia’s emperor expressed desire
was to obtain possession of Constanti-
nople, and that granted, France might
have her own way. That desire was
again exhibited after the defeat of
Turkey at Plevna, only that Great
Britain, with Disraeli at the helm, for-
bade it. But this desire though baffled
off, in being bequeated from sire to son,
still continues to exist as prominent
part of Russia’s programme. But of
which fact other nations are so jealous
of Great Britain that they leave her in
her isolation to contend against, as if it
was only our country that was con-
cerned, forgetting that Russia, oncein
possession of Constantinople, the des-
tines of the world would be altered, and
a new map of Europe have to be made
to suit Russia’s domination.

To protect herself against these troubles
Great Britain has had to duplicate her
navy to that of the combined power of
any other two nations from the feeling
that notwithetanding the bravery of her
army as especially shown in India and
the Soudan, her main source of strength
is in the navy.

SENSATION N COERT

Charge of Aggravated Assaunlt
Against Krom- Dismissed by
the Police Magistrate.

A Little Scene Caused by a Witness
Swearing He Was Offered
a Bribe.

The case of aggravated assaunlt brought
by J. A. Lawrence against John Krom
took a decidedly sensational turn yester-
day in the police court, when it became
very evident that perjury had been com-
mitted on one side or theother.

dence in his own behalf, stating that the
trouble had arisen out of the fact that he
complained to Mrs. Lawrence that he
had no eggs for making cakes. Krom
maintained that he had never had a
knife in his hand during the trouble.

him, the two of them falling againsta
table and breaking some glassware.
His band was cut, his shirt torn and his
watch chain broken in the struggle.

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TRADE OF THE WEEK.

Approaehing Holidays and Season-
able Weather Quicken the De-
mand in Some Lines.

| that

Collections Continue Satisfactory
While Failures Are Less Than
a Year Ago.

New Yorg, Dee. 3.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade will say to-
morrow: The monthly report of fail-
ures shows defaulted liabilities $11,610,-
195 in November, against $12,700,856 last
year, because of large failures for
43,250,006 not due to present conditions.
The aggregate in November was only
$1,100,000 less than a year ago, and, ex-
cept for these, would have been smaller
than in August, September or October.
The decrease in nearly all branches of
business show that the payments have
been remarkably good and defaults
unusually small. Other. evidences of
states of business are convincing
except in speculative lines. Wages
have been voluntarily advanced for near-
1y 30,000 workers. in woolen and iron.
Stocks are stronger, having advanced
$1.47 for railways and $1.57 for trusts.
The true value of American. railway
stocks is steadily rising with the earn-
ings, which for November thus far aie
20.9 per cent. larger than last year and
3.7 per cent. over the same week of 1892.

‘No change of consequence appsars in
quotations at Chicago and Eastern mar-
kets. The voluntary advance of 20 per
cent in the wages of worsted workers at
Providence, restoring the rates of 1893,
is evidence of prosperity. After much
hesitation in other branches, which
may be justified, this important depart-
ment of the woolen industry placed it-
self at the front, virtually declaring its
ability to face any foreign competition.
The purchases of Australian wool at
Boston have again been large, but other
markets are extremely quiet, and Boston
is doing the selling at prices not named.
The surprisingly large increase in wheat
receipts at the West indicates a con-
siderably greater yield than anticipated.
The enormous receipte of cotton from
plantations tend to check all specula-
tion, although' both foreign and domes-
tic spinners have been materially re-
stricted. The failures for the week were
306 in the United States agaidst 379 last
year, and 28 in Canada against 55 last

ear.

d On the whole Canadian business is
moving fairly well, though it seems a lit-
tle restricted by less favorable weather.
At St. John business in provisions and
general groceries is fairly active, while
dry goods and clothing and hardware
have fallen off, though retail trade is bet-
ter. There is fair trade in Halifax,
but too ‘much' competition and
only average distribution of goods
with payments generally fair. Stock
taking absorbs attention in a good many
lines at Montreal but there is a general
improvement in collections and the
money market is well supplied with fair
business in distribution. Toronto re-
ports a most encouraging outlook with
prices firm and remittances good and a
large export trade is being done in
wheat, flour and oats. Quebec
reports  collections fair with a
good volume of business, considerably
increased by better snow roads. Win-
nipeg reports realizations of crops and
much reduction in the current jndebt-
edness of farmers, with large wholesale
trade and average retail in seasonable
goods. At Victoria wholesale businees
i8 quiet on the whole, but outside collec-
tions are fairly satisfactory, and retail
trade in nearly all lines is active, with
local payments reported good.

Bradstreet’s to-morrow will eay:
“General trade throughout the country
has presented ' rather more animation
owing to colder weather and the ap-
proaching holidays. While clothing,
dry goods, hats, shoes, notions, hard-
ware and fancy groceries have been in a
little demand both from jobbers and at
retail in the region tributary to Chicago,
St. Louis, Omaha, St. Joseph, St. Paul
and Kansas City, the tendency of busi-
ness has been slack. This is noticeable
in iron and steel, and in further depres-
sion in cotton goods, print cloths having
made a new low record in price. The
appearance of a better demand for filling-
in is a favorable influence at points in
Tennessee and the Gulf states.  On the

Pacific coast the feature of busi-
ness is the well maintained export
movement from nearly all points.
The lower price for prints cloths
is followed by a sharp reaction in wheat
and the price of Indian corn. Oatsare
slightly higher, and coffee has advanced,
in addition to which are a long list of
staples, the prices of which are un-
changed. The domestic grain trade con-
tinues to look with equanimity on the
unprecedentedly large quantity of wheat
exports from both coasts week after
week., Available stocks of wheat in-
creased only 1,000,000 bushels last month
although the previous rate of “increase

pointed to a probable increase of 20,000,-

000. The total stocks of wheat in sight
on December 1 were the smallest at a

available supply—a little less than 130;-
000,000 bushels—was the smallest at a
like date inseveral years. The statément
that there remained 100,000,000 bushels of
domestic wheat available for export prior
to the end of June next must depend
upon a revision of previous reports on
the size of the last wheat crop.

A LCST PROSPECTOR.

Ten Months Absent and Thought to Have
Been Slain by Hostile Indians.

Vaxcouver, Dec. 3.—E. P. Hibst, a
well known hunter and trapper, started
up the Homalko river on a hunting and
prospecting trip last February, intending
to return to Bute Inlet in June. Since
his departure no word has been received
of him, though some Indians have found
a cabin built by him and also a portion
of his outfit. The Indians are naturally
antagonistic to white men encroaching
on their hunting and trapping grounds,
and this has given rise to suspicions that
he has met with foul play. Mr. A. G.
Bernhardt, of 716 Richards street, in a
letter to the News-Advertiser, states
Hibst was a man well

to the woods and an excellent
swimmer. He was less than 120 pounds
in weight, and was known as ‘“‘Shorty.”
He had plenty of provisions, which were
left at the canyon the winter before by
Vancouver parties, who were re-locating
the claims that Stanle% Smith lost his
life over. Five of the Homalko Indians
went up the river this autumn to hunt
and found his cabin with some of his
blankets, a small amount of provisions
and the following note ‘on the wall of
the cabin: ’

“This shack was built by ‘Shorty.’
(Signed) E. P. Hibst,” and underneath :
“ Leave for Inlet, June 4th.” 4
About three-quarters of a mile above
this ecabin was found his rifle, 38-55 cal.,
his hurtting knife and belt, shirt and
mateh-box. These things were on a
sand bar about 200 or 300 yards from the
river, this bar avidently being an island
when the river is high,- The rifle and
things were tied with twigs to a small
tree.

Messrs. Graham, J. Ingalls and W.
Hartrum went up the river to search for
the body, but without success. Some of
the settlers believe that the Indians aps
propriated the most of his articles and
his furs, as no trace of them could be
found, though it is known that he had
cooking. utensils, clothes, blankets,
plenty of cartridges with re-loading
tools, one bear-trap and some small
traps.

This matter, it is said, was reported to
the government by Mr. Ed. Blanchfield,
storekeeper at Bute Inlet, and attention
was also called toit by Mr. M. Manson,
J.P., Cortez island.

Hibst was owner of a sloop named
Lily, ‘tegimred‘ygn“Vancouver and num-
bered 47. This sloop is held by the In-
dians, he having made an agreement
with them to have the use of her if they
would go up the river in June to bring
him and his outfit to the head of the in-
let in canoes. This they never did, and
they refuse to give up the sloop to
‘ Shorty’s ”’ partner. From his personal
effects left at Bute inlet it has been
ascertained ' that he has a sister living
gsomewhere in the East.

VANCOUVER AFFAIRS.

Chinamen in Trouble for Overcrowding—
The Market Quotations.

Vaxcouver, Dec. 3.—Special)— The
police are again having great trouble in
compelling the Chinamen to conform to
the ordinary health regulations. .They
have just summoned no fewer than forty-
two Chinamen in one batch, all of whom

were found living in narrow quarters
barely sufficient to accommodate some
gix white men.

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INDER FALSE COLORS

Officers of the ‘ Walla Walla” as
Yet Unable to Identify
¢ Mrs. Hudson.”

The Story of a Mysterious Passen-
ger—Notes of the Water
Front.

The steamship Walla Walla, of the Coast
company fleet, arrived at 8 o’clock last
evening from San Francisco, completing a
pleasant voyage chiefly remarkable for its
unbroken monotony. Herein it differed
very much from the last trip north, whena
mystery developed on board that has kept
all connected with the ship guessing ever
since. The departure from San Francisco
on that occasion was taken a few days
after the Baden murder, and for a time it
appeared practically certain that through
the Walla Walla trip the police would
be able to locate in this city at least
one of the men who killed C. A. Andrews
and wounded Richard Connolly while at-
tempting to rob the Grand hotel at Baden
on the 17th November.

The story as told by the officers of the
steamer is substantially as follows: A
short time before she cast off her lines in
San Francisco a woman, plainly diessed
and wearing a heavy veil, applied at the
office of the Pacific Coast Steamship Com-
pany for passage to Victoria. She bought
and paid for a first-class ticket, which en-
titled her to a cabin passage. She was
assigned to stateroom 42, and to the book-
ing clerk gave hername as ‘“ Mrs. Hudson.”’
She‘boarded the steamer without delay and
went at once to her stateroom, where she
remained in close seclusion until the fol-
lowing morning the steamer then be-
ing well on her way u;i the California
coast. On the morning following the stew-
ard, while making his round of inspection,
visited stateroom 42, and in the usual per-
funtory way addressed the - occupant
and asked atter her welfare. The an-
swers he received and the actions
and  manners of the passengers aroused
his suspicions tosuch an extent that he
notifi Purser Nuttman that he be-
lieved ‘“ Mrs. Hudson ”’ was a man mas-
querading in woman'’s clothes. Acting
on this information the purser visite
the supposed lady passenger, who was
forced to admit, reluctantly enough, that he
was a man., He said his name was Doyle
and that he had adopted the disguise in or-
der to enable him to escape an enemy who
sought his life. He told his story hesitat-
ingly and seemed more than anxious to
escape the cross-questioning to which Nutt-
man subjected him. On the following day
Doyle appeared on- deck clad in shabby
male apparel. He avoided his fellow pass-
engers and declined to hold converse with
those who sought to enter into friendly
intercourse with him. In the meantime
the purser ascertained that Doyle had no
baggage on board the steamer other thanjthe
sma%l undle that had evidently contained
the suit of male attire. After passing
through the straits Doyle approached the
urser and asked the cost of passage from
Victoria to Ssattle. He signified his inten-
tion of going to the latter port with the
steamer, but when the vessel touched the
wharf at Victoria Doyie was the first one
ashore, and in a moment had disappeared
from view in the crowd. That was the last
seen or heard of him by the officers of the
Walla Walla. A

“T never saw a man display such haste
in getting ashore as this man did when we
touched at Victoria,” said Purser Nuttman.
¥ In less than a minute-he was lost toview.
His sudden flight was the more surprising
because he had led me to believe that he
was going on to Seattle, The fellow had a
most villainous face and looked like a man
capable of committing any act of criminal-
ity. Hisstory about coming on board in
disguise in order to avoid being killed by
an enemy was so fishy that a child would
not have believed it. It is my belief that
he was an escaping criminal, though I had
no knowledge of the fact and therefore had
no right to detain him.”

Chief Lees, of S8an Francisco, was at once
apprised of the facts concerning the mys-
terious passenger, and an attempt was
made, though unsuccessfully, to locate
him in British Columbia. It is now practi-
cally proven that he was not one of the
suspects in the Baden murder case. The
question remains unanswered, ‘“ Who then
was he?”

BLACK ROCKS,  —

A Story »f the Early Days of the Oone
nellsville, Coal Region.

A writér in Forest and Stream says
that Elias Blank, one of the early set-
tlers of what is now the great Connells-
ville coal region, in ‘western Pennsylva-
nia, was among the first Americans to
burn soft coal. How the thing came
about is thua described :

One night Mr. Blank was aroused by
a rapping at his door. - Opening it, he
admitted a famons Indian fighter, Lewis
Whetzell, and a companion, Jonathan
Bates, commonly known as ‘‘Long
Arms.”’

‘‘Friend Lewis,’’ said Blank, ‘“where
have thee and our friend been and
where bound?”’

‘I want to get out of here at once,”’
gaid Whetzell, “‘and-Long Arms is of
the same opinion. This country’s be-
witched, and Long Arms and I are
nearly scared to death.”’

‘““Friend Lewis, thee must' not tell
such stories to me,’’ said old Elias.
“Thee knows I am thy friend, and I
have saved thee when a price was on
thy head. I know thou art a man of
courage, and friend Jonathan Gates,
whom some call Long Arms, fears
nothing on earth, and I’m fearful noth-
ing anywhere else, and yet thou tellest
me that he and thee are scared even al-
most unto death. Shame on thee so to
declare before thy friend, who loves ye
both as he were thy father!”’

¢“No, no, Elias,’’ said Whetzell, drop-
ping into the Quaker speech. ‘‘I tell
thee no lie. We are scared. Yesterday
afternoon we were in hiding about a’
mile from Dunkard creek, and in the
evening we built a fire under the bank
very carefully, and we got some black
rocks to prop up a little kettle and put
them beside the fire rather than in it,
and the black rocks took fite and burned
fiercely, with a filthy smoke and a
bright light, and Long Arms said the
devil wounld come if we staid, and we
grabbed our kettle and poured out the
water and made our way here, leaving
the black rccks to burn.”? .

Elias Blank was much interested. He
did not tell Whetzell what the . black
rocks were, but he found out exactly
where the men had made their fire, and
when they went away he gave them
each a new Ezra Engle rifle, a knife
and a tomahawk, with four pounds of
powder and a supply of lead.

Then he hunted up ' their camping
ground, found the ‘‘black rocks’’ and
opened a coal bank into one of the river
hills; and this coal bank is still in ex-
istence in a 12 foot vein of coal that is
absolutely free from slate -and burns
liké pitch.

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ALASKA AND CANADA.

The Post-Intelligencer thinks that be-
ing in possession of Alaska, the United
States has as. much to grant Canada as
Canada can give in return. Our con-
temporary does quite right to state its
own side of the case as best it can, but
it greatly overrates the value of Alaska
to its government in any negotiations
with Canada. In the great body of
Alaska, that is the portion lying west of
the 141st meridian, Canada has no inter-
ést whatever, except such right to the
free navigation of the Yukon as has been
already secured to British subjects by
treaty., It will not be claimed that the
rules, to be applied to the exercise of
this right, will be in any way;different
to those which have been always ap-
plied to the exercise of a precisely similar
right by United States citizens in Can-
adian waters, in which they have the
right of free navigation by the same
treaty. The value of this right of free
navigation of the Yukon is not very
great, but on the principle that *‘ what
we have we’ll hold,”” Canadians are not |
disposed to surrender it. The only con-
cession that could be granted by the
United States in this connection, that
would be of the least value, would be the
right to establish bonded warehouses on
8t. Michael’s or some other point con-
venient to the mouth of the river, and
this will doubtless be admitted under
any circumstances. It would be impos-
gible to give effect to the treaty unless
this right were accorded, and we have
not observed any disposition on the part
of the United States government to
shirk its duty under the compact in
question. Having purchased Alaska
while the right of free navigation by
British subjects existed, and having con-
firmed that right by a subsequent treaty
with Great Britain, the United States
government will hardly propose to crip-
ple this right by refusing to British
subjects the right to transship goods at
the mouth of the river from ocean going
vessels to the smaller craft employed on
the Yukon. If such a thing were pro-
posed, the Canadian government could
very well say that while the citizens of
the United States have the right to navi-
gate the St. John for the purpose of
bringing down lumber from its upper
water and for that purpose to bring
Toreign goods into Canadian territory
without paying dufy, the moment the
parties in charge of the goods reach the
Grand Falls, over® which everything
except saw logs must be carried by land,
they would be forbidden to go ashore
withont paying duties or putting their
goods in bond. We do not suppose that
any such thing would have to be done;
bnt we mention it for the purpose of
showing the Post-Intelligencer that
United States citizens are already in en-
joyment in Canada of privileges pre-
cigely similar to those which the United
States may be asked to accord under
existing treaties te British subjects at
the mouth of the Yukon. Our Seattle
contemporary has discussed this whole
subject as if it was entirely novel, It
may be perfectly new to it and to most
people on this Coast, but it has already
been well covered by precedents, which
will doubtless be respected by the
‘Washington government,

In regard to Southeastern Alaska,
‘before any one can say what Canada has
to ask and what the United States can
grant, the boundary must be deter.
mined, Dismissing all considerations
bearing upon this boundary except one,
that is, where the line is to be drawn
between the starting point and the 141st
meridian, the open question is: Can a
summit be found which meets the terms
of the treaty of 1825? If it can be, then
the boundary follows that summit; if
one cannot be found, the boundary will
be drawn at ten marine leagues
from the ocean. This in its turn gives
rise to a second question, which may be
briefly stated thus; Does the word
“‘ ocean ”’ in the treaty of 1825 mean ter-
ritorial waters? It is contended on be-
half of Canada that a summit can be
defined, which summit will give Canada
the head of Taku Inlet and Lynn Canal.
It is contended by the United States
that no such summit can be found, and
therefore that the line must be drawn at
ten marine leagues from the ocean. In

-reply, Canada allegea that if there is no
summit the United States cannot claim
that .its territorial ‘waters are to be
recognized as forming part of the ocean,
and hence that the outer rim of the
Alaskan archipelago must be taken to
be the line parallel fo which, and at a
distance of ten marine leagues, the boun-
dary must be drawn. If this interpreta-
tion holds good the whole of the coast,
from a point below the mouth of the
8tickeen river and including Wrangel
Island, belong to Canada.

‘We have used the expresslon Canadian
contention and United States contsntion
in 4 colloguial sense only, for we do not
understand that either government has
formally stated its claim; but what we
have said above covers the cases as
discussed unofficially on both sides. The
Oanadian contention is more favorable
$o the United States than the other. If
the ordinary principles of international
law are applied to the interpretation of
the treaty of 1825, it will have to bs ad-
mitted by the United States that the

word ocean must be taken to mean the
outer rim of the archipelago, for the
xeagon that the Washington government

claims, and must be held to claim, that
Ohatham, * Sumner “and Kiku straits
are territorial waters, Take, for ex-
ample, =Baranoff Island, = will the
United States ' claim for & moment
that this island is separated from the
continent by the ocean? Suppose a
foreign vessel should refuse to recognize
the authority of the United States while
in Chatham strait, would the refusal be
countenanced? - Would not other nations
look to the United States to preserve the
rights of their subjects in that strait? If
this etrait is not the ocean, then thereis
no ocean between the outer rim of Bara-
noff Island and the mainland, and as
there is probably no summit that can be
followed across the islandsand channels,
the boundary would be drawn at a dis-
stance of ten marine leagues from such
outer.rim, which would place all Douglas
Island, Juneau andj as has been above
said, every point on the coast, ex-
cept the starting point, in the
hands of Canada. If on the other hand,
it shall be held that there is a summit
on the mainland which can be followed,
a possible interpretation of the treaty
may be that it ought to be followed. It
would be a forced interpretation, but it
is that to which most Canadian writers
heve inclined. The United States is at
present exercising jurisdiction by suffer-
ance at the summit between the head of
Lynn canal and the Yukon waters; 'but
this point is more than a hundred miles
from the ocean, unless narrow channels,
‘whieh in every other part of the world
are recognized as territorial waters, are
to be regarded as the ocean on the North-
west Coast of America. Even the line
laid down on British Columbia maps is
much too far inland.

These considerations show that before
the representatives of the United States
can offer Canada anything in South-
western Alaska, it is very material to
ascertain just what is Alaska for if the
ordinary rules of International law ap-
ply Oanada will have everything that
she ean possibly want, when the bound-
ary is settled.

But Canada is not, ander any circum-
stances, likely to be a suitor for favors
from the United States in regard to
Alagka. In the matter of the seals, it is
Canada that is asked to make concee-
sions, Canadians have the right ander
the law of pations to kill seals on the
high seas, sabjcct, of course, to sueh
laws as the Imperial parliament may
make in that behalf, The United States
eongress may legislate till Doomsday,
but cannot diminish this right by so
much ag & hair’s breadth, If it is the
interent of the United States that this
right shall be surrendered, the only
question to be considered is what Can-
ada is to receive in exchange. What
concession in regard to Alaska can the
United States offer as an equivalent for
the surrender by Canada of the right to
pelagic sealing?

What have they to offer us in exchange?
In regard to routes into the Yukon, our
neighbors have all along bee deceiving
themselves with the notion that they
could block us out of our own territory.
We shall not take the trouble to point
out how utterly baseless this- claim is.
If they could put a wall ten miles high
round Alaska, Canadians could’ still
reach their territory on the Yukon.
More than that, the preferable way into
the Yukon will be by a route that will
not go near territory over which the
United States has the shadow of a
claim,

For the above reasons we think that
our Seattle contemporary is indulging in
a foolish hope when it supposes that
Canada is likely to be in the position of
a suitor for favors from the United
States, because that nation happens to
own Alaska,

THE UNITED STATES AND CUBA.

It is not & matter of very great surprise
that the President of the United States
hag decided to recommend congress to
refrain from interfefence with the af-
fairs of Cuba, although it will not com-
port very well with what he has been
credited with saying. Last spring one
of his prominent supporters said that
the course which he would take was one
that would meet with the hearty ap-
proval of every American citizen. This
was understood to mean that he would
recommend congress to at least recognize
Cuban beligerency. Itwasnotsupposed
for a moment that he intended to con-
tinue the identical policy for which Mr,
Cleveland was so roundly abused. We
think that the course, upon which he is
understood to have determined, is the
wisest to follow and more in accord with
international usage than any other as
yet suggested. He doubtless knows
more about Cuban afﬂ}irs. than he did
when he was inaugurated, and he has
learned that it is one thing to talk irre-
sponsibly in the newspapers and another
to have to decide upon a line of national
policy. His decision is so little in keep-
ing with the claims of the press that we
are driven to the conclusion that the
representations that have been made as
to the condition of affairs in Cuba, are
more exaggerated than American sensa-
tions usually are. We are ‘glad that he
has decided upon non-interference. War
is not wanted. Times are getting better
rapidly and it would be a crime against

humanity to precipitate a war with

Spain unless the very strongest reasons
existed for so doing. Mr. Cleveland
thought they did not a year ago, and
McKinley thinks they do not now.

FROM THE CAPE TO CAIRO.

Not much attention has been paid in
this couggry to Cecil Rhodes’ great rail-
way prof°=t, but it is one that ranks first
among ail such enterprises.. The Am-
erican transcontinental roads were stu-
pendous _enterprises, but they were
through country in the peaceful posses-
sion of the governments which granted
the franchises. The Siberian railway is
a stupendous work; but it is all within
the deminions of the Czar. The enter-
prise with# which the name of Ceecil
Rhodes is connected is through a region
inhabited by a vast population. under
many different rulers, a population that
is not expected to disappear before the
advance of civilization, but to gradually
adapt itself to the new conditions that
will be foreed upon it, and become valu-
able customers for Europe, and especi-
ally for Great Britain. Herein Africa
seems destined to have a very different
history to that of America. In this con-
tinent the native races disappeared be-
fore the resistless advance of the white
man; in Africa, there seems to be a
likelihood that the two will exist side by
side, and after a very short time on the
most friendly relations. As is the case
with nearly all races in a low stage of
civilization, most of the African tribes
have a tradition of future greatness.
The African tradition is that there is to
come a time when the black race will
take a foremost position in the world.
Be this as it may, we have abundant
proof that the African is capable of high
civilization. Cecil Rhodes, by his great
railway enterprise, will do very much to
promote this result.

His plan in its entirety is the estab-
lishment of what is called an overland
route from the Cape of Good Hope to
the mouth of the Nile. The distance by
the most direct route possible is 4,500
miles; but it is probable that the actual
distance will be nearer 5,500 miles.
From the Cape to Lake Tanganyika the
distance in a straight line is 2000 miles.
This will be covered by railway, and the
line is now open to Bulawayo, a distance
of 1,460 miles, Thence the route will be
for the most part by water by way of
Tapganyika, the Albert Nyagsa and the
Victoria Nyassa into the Nile. The
Nile will be utilized as far as Berber,
where a railway will continue the transe
portation facilities as far as the First
Cataract. There water transportation
will be resumed. This is the gemeral
plan, though it is likely to be modified,
and probably as business developes it
may be found advisable to substitute
railways for water travel along portions
of the Nile. :A telegraph line is being
strung on the proposed route, ang Mr.
Rhodes expects to hayve it finished at an
early day. There appears to be any
amount of money behind him. The
scheme is calculated to appeal to the
imagination, and imagination is a potent
factor in attracting investments. He
says that by the first of April he will
have telegraphic communication between
the Cape and Lake Tanganyika.

The whole region just mentioned is
British territory. North of it lies the do-
main of the Congo Free State, and Mr.
Rhodes has a right of way. across it.
North of the Congo Free State comes the
region over which the Khalifa, whom
people will insist in calling the Mahdi,
holds sway. Needless to say, Mr.
Rhodes has not yet obtained any con-
cesgions from him; but that he will be
stopped by this potentate is not likely.
Before he built his railway acrose
Metabeleland he had to thrash the na-
tives of that country. He will be pre-
pared by and bye to fall @pon the
Khalifa from the rear while the Anglo-
Egyptian forces smash him in the front.
Rhodes is the sort of man who gets
what he starts after. Some years ago
one of the London papers had a cartoon

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THE AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN
MONARCHY.

The attention of the world is now fixed
on ‘Austria, where events are transpiring
of very grave importance. It is risky to
assume the role of prophet in regard to
events in Europe, but it is worthy of re-
miark that so keen an observer as M. de
Blowitz, Paris correspondent of the Lon-
don Times, some time ago staked his re-
putation for political perspicacity upon
the prediction that there wauld be peace
in Europe until the diverse elements
forming the population of the Austro-
Hungarian monarchy engaged in strife.
He did net anticipate such an event until
the death of Franz Josef, ‘the Emperor;
but judging from present appearances, a
climax seems to have been reached
already. ' It is worth while, therefore, to
familiarize ourselves a little with the
history and condition of Austria.

The Duchy of Austria was founded in
1156, or ninety years after William the
Norman landed” in England. It was
erected out of the feudal eatate of the
Babenbergs, one of the princely houses
which flourished in Central Europe as
early as A.D. 900. In 1273, Rudolf,
Count of Hapsburg, caused himself to
be proclaimed Emperor of Germany and
signalized his accession to imperial hon-
ors by conquering Auatria, A few years

later he conferred his newly acquired

‘It is712 years since the first
Hapsburg occupied the throne of Aus-
tria. Strengthened by the fact that the
imperial throne was held by a relative,
the dukes of Austria were very aggres-
sive and greatly extended their do-
mains. In 1526 Bohemis was added to
the duchy jnd in the same year a Haps-
burg ascended the throne of Hungary.
Hungary first makes its appearance in
historical records about the year 895,
when the Magyars overran the country
which  they now occupy. Nothing is
now known of these people, except that
they came from somewhere in the East.
The Hungarian kingdom was established
about A.D. 1,000. During the next four
centuries it advanced rapidly to a com-
manding pogition and greatly extended
its territories at the expense of the
neighboring Blavic peoples. Early in
the fifth  century the Turks invaded
Hungary and prolonged hostilities fol-
lowed, but the Turks effected a lodg-
ment. At the close of the fifteenth cen-
tury Bohemia and Hungary were united
under one sovereign, but not very many
years later the Turks overthrew the
combined forces of the two kingdoms
and became rulers of the greater part of
the territory of the latter. It was at this
juncture that the crown passetl into the
hands of the Hapsburgs. For up-
warde of 100 years this con-
dition of affairs continued, and there was
every danger that Central Earope would

remainder Jews, Armenians, Bulgarians,
Gipsies and others. No country in
Europe, and probably none in the world,
is composed of such & heterogeneous
combination of native races. The Slaves
are the great race which peopled the O1d
World from Kamschatka to the Adriatic.
They are known by different names in
different places. 'Those who live in
Southern Austria call themselves by the
original name; those who inhabit
Bohemia call themselves Czechs. We

The Aged Ex-Premier of Italy to
Meet His Accusers Before a
Commission.

He Makes -Pathetic Reference 4to
This Sad Ending of Sixty
Years’ Service.

Roxe, Dec. 2.—The chamber of depu-
ties has appointed a commission of five
to inguire into the charges against
Signor Francesco Crispi, the former pre-
miér, in connection with the Bank of
Naples seandals and the alleged illegal
traffic in decorations. The proceedings
are theresult of the recent decision of the
Italian court of cassation, which quash-
ed the judicial indictment brought
against him on the ground that the
ordinary tribunals of justice were not

competent to deal with such charges
brought against a former member
of the government for his con-
duct while in the government.
The court of cassation held that
such charges should be dealt with by
parliament which was the contention of
Signor Crispi, and the judicial proceed-
ings were thrown out. The special com-
mission was appointed after an impres-
gsive speech by Signor Crispi in which he
declared that he desired the most com-
plete discussion of the whole question
and did not dread the light, which, he
said, could reveal nothing against him.

¢« T am the victimn of calumny,’’ he as-
gerted, *‘and could have brought suit
against my caluminators, if .the matter
had not been referred to the chamber.’’
Signor Crispi recalled his past labors on
behalf of Italy, and he admitted that
there had been times when he had erred.
He claimed, however, from his conquer-
ors an unbiased judgment, and asserted
that he was prepared to testify before
the commission and to omit nothing so
that the matter might be probed to the
deepest, adding pathetically: ‘‘ But it
will be very hard at 78, after doing 63
years’ service for my country.”

This passage of the speech provoked
violent interruption and the president of
the chamber formally cautioned two
deputies, who were particularly virulent.
Signor Crispi, after order was restored,
said: ‘‘ I remain calm even in the face
of my adversaries’ invectives. I have a
serene conscience, and will die when
my time comes, with the name of Italy
on my lips.- But I ask to be allowed to
pass my last daye in quiet. If Italy
needs me, I shall always be ready to
serve her; but I do not have and never
had a desire for power.”’

PERU WANTS RECIPROCITY.

First of the South American Republics to
Apply Under the Dingley Bill.

- MOSES,

Among the heroic figures which stand
out in sharp relief against the back-
ground of history, none is grander than
that of the great Jewish lawgiver, Ex-
cept Jesus Christ, no name can be men-
tioned that stands for more to humanity
than that of Moses. In whatever aspect
he is regarded, as diplomatist, leader,
legislator and social economist, he stands
peerless among men. For thirty-five
hundred years the world has responded
to the impulse of his genius. No man
ever knéw the site of his grave, but of
him it can be said with more truth than
of any other that he built for himself a
monument more lasting than brass and
more lofty than the greatest of the pyra-
mids. Looking back across the vista of
centuries that have elapsed since he
closed his marvellous career, his figure
is geen in magnificent igolation, like a
great mountain top viewed from the
ocean, which seems to belong more.to
heaven thanto earth, .. * -

The personal history of Moses is
familiar to every one.”' Doubtless tra-
dition hassurrounded it with manydetails
of doubtful authenticity, Hero worship
has not changed much within the memory
of man. We know that i§ surrounds the
lives of the world’s great sons with
mythsof all kinds. The greater part of
the career of Napoleon, for example, lies
within the past one hundred years, but
we know that the Napoleonic myths are
almost innumerable. We can readily
understand how & highly imaginative
people like the Jews _would associate
with the name of Moses many things
which are either pure fiction or else gross
exaggerations. Besides the Bible, there
is a vast mass of Jewish and Moslem
literature treating of hia life. It is prod-
igal of marvellous stories, and itwould
be neither profitable nor instruetive to
attempt to sift the wheat from the chaff.
A few salient facts may be taken as es-
tablished and these are sufficient for the
purpose of this article. s

After the children of Israel had been
in bondage four hundred years, Moses
was born of a slave father and mother.
When wereflect upon the low stage of
humanity to which the Jews had fallen,
as was exemplified later by their desire
to return to serfdom, when we consider
the depressing effect of prolonged slavery
upon any people, how it crushes-out all
that is noble, courageous and aggressive
inaman,we will the better appreciate the'
nature of the beginning of his career.
He was educated in Pharaoh’s court, as
the result of a happy accident. What
appears to be reliable history tells us
that not only did he become ** gkilled in
all the learning of the Egyptians,” but
he was a skilful general as well, gaining
signal victories-for Pharaoh’s forces, It
is not easy to understand how a marn
‘with such a reputation and standing in
such favor at the court should have been
compelled to flee from Egypt merely be-
cause he had killed an overseer of slaves.
There is clearly a break ip the narrative
at this point, but what we are most con-
cerned with is- the fact that he forsook
all that Egypt had to offer him and fled
into the wilderness of Arabia, where he
became & shepherd. Here he received
the inspiration o beeome a deliverer of
his people, . He returned to Egypt
and began a series of negotiations with
Pharaoh, that finally resulted in his be-

ing allowed to lead the Israelites out

into the desert of Arabia. We find him
in consequence, at mearly sixty years of
age, at the head of a ‘host niumbering
about two and a half millions of men,
women and children, every one of whom
had been barn in slavery, and whose an-
cestors for ten generations had been
born slaves. Out of this' materia] he set
about making a nation. He gave them
laws for their government; he prescribed
sanitary regulations for them to observe;'
he instructed them in monotheism,
establishing in connection with his re-
ligious teaching an elaborate ritnal. But
even he could do little with his host
of ex-slaves. He led them to the border
of Palestine; the time seemed ripe to
make them a nation; but the spies sent
in advance brought back alarming
tidings. Itis true, they said, that the
land flows with milk and honey ; but the
men are of great stature, and we shall be
all slain if we attempt an invasion. The
instinct of the slave asserted itself, and
&he people resolved to return to Egypt.
At this juncture the genius of Moses was
evidenced. He notonly checked the inci-
pient rebellion, but heled the people back
into the desert, and kept them there for
forty years, or until every man who had
left Egypt was dead. There is no record
of any other act so masterful as this.
One stands aghast at the mighty person-
ality of the man who could quell the
murmurings of nearly three millions of
people and regain their confidence.  If
he had done no other act than this, he
would be a unique figure in history.
When sufficient time had passed to per-
mit a new generation to grow up in the
freedom of the desert, Moses led them
back once more to the borders of Pales-
tine, and, though he did not live to enter
the promised land, the people whofn he
had served so well were able, under the
leadership of Joshua, to sweep their
enemies before them.

But the work of Moses did not end
with his death., Indeed, his regenera-
tion of the Israelites was onmly the
foundation of a fabric which endures to
this day and will probably endure as
long as our present civilization lasts.
Fully one-half the population of the
globe, that is those who are embraced in
the two great systemsof Christianity and
Mobammedanism, bage the greater part
of their social economy upon the teach-
ings of this man. Indeed it is not too
much to say that his rules of conduct
form the basis of modern civilization.
His name encircles the world, The fol-
lowers of the Cross carried it Westward ;
the followers of the Crescent carried it
Eastward. Even when this is said, we
have not reached the full measure of his
influence. We know . where to look for
the descendants of two of the tribes
which he led out of Egypt; but we do
not know with any degree of certainty,
in fact we do not knpw at all, what be-
came of the descendants of the other.ten
tribes. There are various suggestions on
this point, to which we shall take occa-
sion to refer at some future time, but
just now we must be content with say-
ing that their fate is one of the unsolved
problems of history. Without pursuing
the subject further, and without giving
rein to the imagination even in the
slightest degree, disregarding all that
can by the most captious critics be re-
garded as.the invention of superstition
or evolution of tradition, there remains
enough in the life of Moses to place him
easily first in the ranks of the world’s
great men,

TaE United States secretary of the
navy is engaged in getting the force un-
der his control into something like a
state of efficiency.

We think
that the correct explanation qf the new
order is that the secretary has come to
the conclusion that it is folly to continue
any longer the present utterly uselese
condition of the coast defences, and is
simply putting them into shape, go that
they can serve the purposes for which
they were intended. Hitherto these de-
fences have consisted of gun batteries
without ammuuvition and“forts without
either guns or ammunition. To allow
this state of things to continue would
reduce the whole business to a farce,
and the secretary is probably simply do-
ing what any one else would do, if he
had the money, in a time of profound
peace—seeing that the small defence
establishment under his charge is com-
pleted. What would we think if a lot of
money had been spent at Esquimalt in
throwing up a fort and a lot mere in
half finishing some guns to be mounted
there, and nothing more was dome?
Would we think that Great Britain was
preparing for war if the guns were or-
dered to be completed and some am-
munition made for them?

We think that it would be well for
the government to withdraw the adver-
tisement in regard to a toll road at Skag-
way, It is not desirable to do anything
at the present time that appears like re-
cognizing the American contention as to
the boundary.
