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The Raid That
Was a Failure

How Japanese Sealers Sudden-
ly Changed Their Plan At
the Rookeries,

Boscowitz Returns—Why indians
will Not Wash Their
Hands

A short time ago accpunts were given
of the arrival of three Japanese s_ealers
who had been blown to St. Paul island
in the Behring sea, after being lost from
their schooner. ‘The Japs were sent
down to Seattle, whence they were re-
turned to Japam. These Japanese were
certainly diplomats, according to a story
brought from Ounalaska by oue of t_he
quartette of sealing schooners which
arrived yesterday. The story is told by
some of those on board the revenue cut-
ter Manning, and in effect, it tells of a
projected raid on the rookery at St.
Paul. The three Japs ‘'were landed
from one of the Marus—she was for-
merly the schooner Henry: Dennis, but
now has an unpronouncable ngp name
—and the schooner lay off the island to
await the return of the boat's crew,
which was to stealthily club the seals.
Suddenly a revenue cutter was seen
through the fog, amnd the Japanese
schooner lest no time in “diving into
the smother, as a rabbit dives in her
whins.” /The cutter gave chase, but the
schooner was lost in the fog.

The three Japanese sealers were left
behind with their boat hauled up on
the beach, and when saw the
schooner speed away .they.-qmclgly ttoqk
in the situation, and thelr‘qmck wit
saved them. The cutter did mnot re-
turn to St. Paul island after chasing the
schooner, and leaving two of the hun-
ters with the boat, the other Japanese
went to look for '-assistance. Tl}ey
changed their plans -about clubbing
seals. Some of the Aleuts of the Com-
mercial company’s settlement on thg is-
land were found, and to 'them the inno.
cent Jap unfolded his tale of woe. Lost
from their schooner far away to the
westward of the islands, ‘after the wes-
sel had been blown into the Behring sea
from the neighborhood of Attu island,
the Jap said, he and his companions had
drifted ‘in their open boat with a scant
supply of food, until they finally
‘brought up 'on ‘St. Paul. (Could anyone
give them assistance? -

Poor unfortunates! Of course thers
was assistance for them, for sympathy
knows mno race, and the kindly Aleuts
found the other two sealers, and the trio
was taken to the village, where they
were well treated until a steamer came
in, and then they were sent down to
Seattle, where, ‘through the .good offices
of their consul, they were shipped out to
Japan. The rdid never came off, but
the Japs escaped the prison for the at-
tempted raid, and with a merry twinkle
in their eyes will probably tell a story
of seme simple-minded people to their
shipmates when the | old-time Heury
Dennis returns to Japan.

. cupied an unconstitutional position, and
they have not the mest remote bearing
upon Mr. Dunsmuir’s position. We were
careful to point’ out that the objection to
Mr. Martin’s course was not that it was
illegal, that is, in violation of the Con-
stitution Aect, but it was based upon
the fact that the peculiar circumstances
then existing were entirely opposed to
the principles of constitutional govern-
ment as settled by the best precedents,
.and the practise of parhament The trou-
ble with the World is that it does not
distinguish- between an act of the legis-
lature creating certain offices and de-
fining their duties, and the rules of con-
stitutional government within the srig-
ish Empire. Mr. Martin violated the lat-
ter; Mr. Dunsmuir has not . violated
them, and he has also kept rwithin the
limits of the Constitution” Act.

The general effect is bad social-
ly, beecause it creates purely artificial’
distinctions between 'individuals, and
gives a false standing to a small ‘minor-
ity of the population. There is no pos-
sible advantage to the community. Even
the conferring of knighthoods upon prom-
inent Canadians is rarely of advantage,
for it cannot be claimed that the pros-
pect of -obtaining knighthood ever yet
stimulated a public man ‘to a patriotic

course. It is to the credit of Canadians
that the chance of obtaining a title has

practically no influence upon the ecareer
of our young men. These remarks are
not \intended to. apply to the conferring
of titles for distinguished public ser-
vices, for in that .case they are a recog-
nition which is of .value: to the = state,
even more than to the individual receiv-
ing them. What we are objecting to is
the indiscriminate ladling out of G. C.
M. @&.’s, C. M. G.s, and the like. If a
QCanadian has rendered a conspicuous
service to his country it may be well for
the Imperial government to confer upon
him some special mark of approval, but
where - the title is given purely for per-
sonal or political reasons, ox both, it is
of little real value to its possessor, and
it is certainly not a public benefit.

WHAT MAY HAPPEN.

When some of ‘us went to gchool, we
avere taught that-the earth was a globe
‘or sphere; slightly flattened = at the
Poles, and very much shaped as an or-
ange.’ In more recent years the young
idea has beén taught that it is an oblate
spheroid. But it is open to ‘doubt if this
more scientific term is any nearer cor-
rect than the other, for there are those
who contend that the earth is pear-
shaped, that is, one end is bigger than
the other, and the bigger end is at the
South: Pole. HEvery one who is familiar
with the map knows that, whereas there
is an, almost continuous land  circle
around the North Pole, there is a con-
ti’m;pus water circle in. the correspond-
ing latitude around ‘the ®South Pole.
Burope and Asia are joined together at
the North and Asia is only cut off from
America by a narrow strait, which is
due ‘to a geological aceident. The water
“spacé between the east coast of this con-
tinent ‘and Greenland is marrow, and
thag between Greenland and Europe is
not relatively great. On the other hand,
no land breaks the regular expanse of
water which extends around the globe
south of Tasmania. The explanation
offered for this is not that there is more
land at the North, but that there is
mote water at the South. In ether
words, it is claimed that some force has
attracted the water to the South and
piled 'it up there is such a degree that
the globe, instead of rounding regularly
to.form an oblate spheroid, bulges out
like the large end of a pear. This means
that if the force holding the water were
to cease acting, the heaped-up. mass
would flow mnorthward with irresistible
power and all the lower parts of the
Northern -Hemisphere would be sub-
merged, while some of the submerged
parts of  the Southern  Hemisphere
would become dry land. Tt has been
suggested that: the force ‘which keeps
the water in the South is the attraction
of -the, great ice-cap at the South Pole.
This body his an wréa of dbout 8,000,
000 square miles, which is considerably
more extensive than the United States
and Canada combined. In-some places
at the sea face, the ice is more than a
mile thick. How thick it is in the in-
terior can only be surmised. We pro-
pounded a few suggestwons in these vui-
umns some time ago as to what might
happen if, through some convulsion of
nature; a particalarly large block of this
ice should break off. Bergs are cou-
-stantly breaking  away from the con-
tinental ice-field, and there is nothing in-
trinsically improbable in the  thought
that some mammoth berg, say something
as_big as British ‘Colymbia in grea and
a mile or two in thickness, may some
day slide into the ocean. ‘The effect
would be to create a tremendous tidal
wave, which would be felt all over the
world. -But this is a small matter com-
pared to what Prof. Leon Lewis prog-
nosticates in a recent book. He says
that the time is approaching when the
equilibrium holding the ice-cap in its
place will be destroyed by the accumu-
lation of snow, and the whole thing will

go to pieces, and thereupon the heaped-
up ‘Waters would be released and come

rushing up our way. Over what will
then happen he mercifully draws the
veil, but we can suggest a few things.
Every cify on the shores of the Northern
eontinents would be wiped out of exis-
tence.  There would be nothing left of
the British Isles except a few peaks of
the loftiest mountains.  The Sahara
would become a sea, and all Central
Europe would be under water, except the
highest mountain ranges. The  ocean
would rush up the Mississippi valley and
never stop until it had everwhelmed all
the great prairies, excepting those which
lie alonz the eastern base of the Rocky
Mountains, and are  thereforé high
enongh to escape the flood. The Atlan-
tic ‘States ‘and the Mnrltime Provinces
would be covered under fathoms of wat-
er. Prof. Lewis seems to be of opinion
that the worst of the flood would: be
in the Atlantic, but there would proba-
bly be enough in the Pacific to alter the
whole geography of this part of the coun-
try. He not only thinks an event of this
kind ‘to be absojutely -certain at some

LIQUOR LICENSES.

Apropos of onr reterence to certain
reso'rts on the way to Esqmmalt we
have been told that propositions are in
progress for the transfer of one or more
licenses in that locality,. We think
liquor licemses are put upon a Wroug
footing in this province. 'The idea of
many people seems to be that a lica.ise
to keep a saloon confers upon the li-
 censee certain vested rights, which are,
in point of fact, a species of property to
be protected at all hazards. We have
heard gentlemen in the legislature pro-
test very strongly against anything be-
ing done that might interfere with the
holder of a license. This rule does not
apply to other lines of business. A man
may spend a large sum of money in fit-
ting up a grocery store. He may pay
whatever business license is exacted and
contribute his share to the taxes of the
community, but no one suggests that he

ought to be protected from competition
or that the law should be so framed

that when he wished to go out of busi-
ness the goodwill of his trade and his
fixtures should be rendered specially
‘valuable by virtue of legislation. There
are some people who prefer to stop at a
house ‘where liquors are not sold, and if
any one should open such a house in a
rural district for the accommodation of
such people, he wounld not enjoy any
vested right in his business. On the
other hand, if some one else started a
house mext to him and sold whiskey,
that individual swould be regarded as
having acquired some sort of a vested
right. 1f we are to have liquor licenses,
and it is apparently not yet possible to
do away with them, the license should be
purely personal, and when the licensee,
for any reason -whatever, goes out of
business, the license should lapse. There
is only one line of ‘business which the
experience of generations "Ras shown
ought to be restricted in point of the
number of people engaged in it and be
placed under strict police sapervision,
and that is the saloon business, and we
fail to see why the man engaged in it
should enjoy any greater privileges than
those engaged in pursuits, which can be

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England’s New

Coal Supply

Description of Workings in Kent

Where Deposit Was Lately:
Struck,

The Part of an [mmense Field
Suetching Across to
France,

From London Times.
At the works of the Kent Collieries

Corporation, which may be seen by any
traveler on the iSoutheastern Railway
from Folkestone to Dover on the sea
side of the line just before the train

enters the tunnel under the Shake-
speake Cliff, I was this afternoon I-
mitted to see the winning of theﬁefst
block of coal raised from the Kent
coal field. That there is coal in Kent
is of course, no new discovery. Geolo-
¢ists have long held the opinion that

Leneath the south-eastern portion of the
country there lies a great coal field
which forms part of the great field, or
~eries of fields, that stretches from
Pembroke and Sounth Wales through
Somerset to the Pas de <Calais,  in
France, and on to Westphalia. Some
ten or twelve years ago this opinion
was  experimentally justified by Mr.
Brady, who sunk a bore hole in a po-
sition only 50 yards from the present
hole to a depth of 2,200 feet, and proved
the existence of a number of seams of
coal of thicknesses wvarying from an
inch or two up to four feet. But the
tests with which he worked were ob-
solete. as things go now, and he was
only able to bring up the various strata
through which he passed in a state of
fine powder or mud, from which the
coal had to be picked out in small par-
ticles. Somehow or other such a demon-
stration is not entirely convincing to the
ordinary man. He feels, justifiably, that
by such means it is scarcely posslble
to get the thickness of a seam with any
degree of accuracy, and if he be of a
suspicious nature he may reflect how
easy it wonld be for an artful individ-
ual to “salt” this bore hole or the ma-
terial it yields with a little pulverized
conl. But the case is different when a
solid lump of coal is brought to light,
and therefore it is to the achievemént
of this object that the engineers off fhe
Kent Coal Comnany have of late been
devoting all their energies. TUnfortun-
ately, they have had to contend witih
many difficulties and accidents.

The pit at which operations are now
heing carried on is known as No. 2 and
is of the unusually large size of 20 feet
in diameter. ‘When the present engineer
Mr. Florence O’'Driscoll, began work on
it, about a year aco, it had bheen sunk
to a depth of 611 feet, and by last May
this had been inereased to 1.100 feet.
Then an accident delayed progress for a
long time, besides costing a great deal
of money. The clutch of an old wind-
ing engine hroke, letting down into the
pit a long length of steel wire, which
in its fall smashed the pumping gear at
the bottom of the shaft, so that the pit
was drowned out. When it was pumn-
ed dry again it was determined to pnt
down a ten-inch bore hole from the 1,100
feet level. coal being expected to. lie
within the next 100 feet. This hole
was started nearly a month ago with
the aid of a calyx drill. This is an in-
strument whose cutting edges are com-
posed simply of steel teeth. no diamonds
or other specially hard substance being
employed. These teeth form the bot-
tom of a hollow cylinder which may be
as much as 10 feet long. and the pur-
pose of which is to contain the solid
core cut out by the drill from the ma=-|
terial in which it is emploved. To the
top of this cylinder a number of hollow,
steel rods, 216 inches in diameter, are
attached, by means of which the cuttng
edee is slowly rotated from the surface
and the core barrel is drawn up for the
examination of its contents. 'When de-
sired the action of this drills to chip away
the rock with which it comes in con-
tract in a series of jerks, just as a
stonemason chips away stone with his
chisel. ‘Water is forced down the hol-
low tube in order to wash away the
material broken away by the steel teeth
and the appearance of this water as it
issues from the top of the hole, gives
warning of any change in the character
of the strata.

About ten o’clock this morning I de-
scended the pit and saw the operations.
The bore hole was as it was left a few
day before, except that it had been
lined. Its total depth from the surface
was 1,182 feet 3 inches. The rock in
which the drill was working was a hard
sandy shale; but good progress was
made, and by-2 o’clock, when the drill
was withdrawn in order that the con-
tents of the core barrell might be ex-
amined, the depth had been increased
G feet all but an inch, but no signs of|
coal had been found, though there were
indications of a change in the strata.

After a brief interval on the surface
for luncheon, we again descended, and
the drill was restarted with a new and
sharpened cutter. For some time thiugs
went on as before, but suddenly, just
before 4 o’clock a welcome change was
noticed in the water issuing from the
drill, which beeame blackish in color.
the drill was immediately lifted out,
and a new cutting tool was fitted, which
was of thinner metal and provided with
A larger number of teeth, being thus
hetter adapted to cutting through a fri-
able material like coal than the other
cutter, which was intended for hard
rock. With this a further two feet was
sunk before solid rock was again en-
conntered. ‘When this® happened the
drill was again taken up, and the con-
tents of the core barrel were extracted.
Drilling was again resumed in the hope
that this rock might prove to be the
“parting” indicated in Mr. Brady’s
horines as separating two seams of coal:
but, when I left the pit at 7 o’clock and.
work was stopped, this point was still
undecided; for the drill, though it had
progressed several inches, was still in
hard material, jwhich ‘was mot coal,
whatever its nature may prove to be
when the core is brought up and ex~
amined tomorrow. The total depth by
which the hole, . by the aid ‘of iealyx
drill, was deepened in the day was well
over eight feet, - ]

The two feet of soft material which
were responsible for the discoloration
of the water were not obtained in one’
solid core, after ali, but were broken
up inte seversl picces. On these. how-
ever, when they were brought to the
surface a satisfactorv verdict was pro-
nonnced by Prof. Etheridge. +he com-
rny's geological expert, who declared
the material to be veritably coal con-
trining several species of echarnoterig-
tic plarts. - The depth at which this coal
was found was 1,188 feet 7 inches.

As was mentioned before. wnen the
work was stopped in the pit the night
“efore. it was thought that the drill
might prove to be in the “parting’’ stat-

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A PRISON GRAVEYARD.

‘Where The Criminals Are Buried Under
Newgate Pavement.. .

From Lloyds Weekly Newspaper.

Of. ail the dark pages in the annals
of crime none touch so dark and tragic
a side of human nature as that conngct-
ed with the graveyard in Newgate. .In
view of the famous prison’s approaching
demolition, the experiences of a prison
grave-digger, though mnecessarily some-
what gruesome, are full of interest. Be-
neath rough and uneven flagstones,
heavily cemented together, with: neither
epitaph nor mark of recognition, beyond
a rude initial, have been deposited, since
the passing of the Private Executions
Act of 1868, the bodies of scores of mur-
derers—male and female—who have ex-
piated their crimes on the scaffold with-
in.the gloomy walls. The popular idea
that, by the action of quicklime, in which
they are interred, the bodies of murder-
ers are completely destroyed in the course
of a few hours, is fallacious. On the
contrary, skulls and other bony struc-
tures of the body are repeatedly unearth-
ed when occasion arises for the reopen-
ing of a grave. A glimpse into “Bird
Cage Walk,” by which name the burial
ground is commonly designated, on an
execution morni _reveals the grave
diggers at their sembre task. The cor-
oner’s jury pass the scene on their route
to the scaffold to view the body of the
executed felon. The sacking spread over
the mounds of earth on either side of the
open grave—the depth of which is some
six feet—conceals from view what re-
mains of any old bodies disinterred by
the diggers. The bags contain the quick-
lime with which the shell of plain deal,
painted black, is dilled before being
silently lowered into the grave. The lid
of the shell is perforated with a num-
ber of holes, and buckets of water are
thrown upon it to quicken the lime, and,
with the refilling of the grave, the eare-:
ful cementing of the disturbed .stone
flags, and the carving into the stone work
of the well immediately above of the in-

itial letter of hte murderer’s name, the

work of the prison sexton ends.

Hisc statue,’
with the historical cat, representing Lib-
erty, subsequently ornamented, with
other statues, the exterior walls of the
jail. ‘The Newgate of today contains
150 cells, built about 60 years ago. There
was added shortly afterwards a female
wing, consisting of 60 or TO cells, but
they have long been disused. The pris-
on contains about plaster ecasts .of
the heads of murderers after execution.
The axe is shown that was supplied
(though never used) for the decapitation
of the Cato Street conspirators—Thistle-
wood and four others—executed in 1820;

Review of a Hundred Thousand
- Troops Made a Brilliant
: Sight.

But In Practical Warfare the
Manoeuvres Would Be
Useless.

The following is a description of the huge
review of French troops that took place
before the Czar of Russia in September.
Paris, Sept. 20.—The review which took
Place last week on.the vast plain north of
Rheims in the presence of the Emperor
and Empress of Russia™may possibly ‘have
been surpassed on two occaslong in France,
as far as actual numbers are ed
The review by Napoleon .I. of the arms
concentrated at Boulogne-sur-Mer for the
invasion of England in August, 1804, is
said to have been more numerous than that
which defiled before the Caar and President
Loubet at Betheny last week, and it is on
record that the allied forces reviewéd by
Czar Alexander I. on the pliiit-of Vertus,
near Rheimes, on September 10, 1815, in-
cluded 150,000 men, but it is doubtful if
this_ figure is accurate—probably 100,000
would be nearer the truth. According to
the official count on paper there were 150-
000 present at the review last week, but
as closely as could be calculated on the
spot by military men familiar with move-
ments of large bodies of troops the actual
numbers that marched past the imperial
stand were 137,000 men, 20,000 horses amd
418 guns—a force twice as large ag that
with which Napoleon won the victory of
Austerlitz, almost twice as large as that
with which he lost the day at Waterloo,
and about the size of the army under Na-
poleon III at Sedan.

The opposing feature of the day was the
dense massing-together of the troops com-
posing each army corps, s that army corps
became the units of the entire movement—
an arrangement of grouping which, togeth-
er with the happy configuration of the
ground, which rises on a broad “inelined
plane for a distance of eight miles in front
of the tribunes enabled the whole army to
be seen at one glance.

Prisoners of War Learn Lesson of
Cleanliness from Tommy Atkins,

From London Telegraph.

Most of the Boers when captured by the
B{mah werc ragged, dirty and unkempt.
In® these respects a great improvement has
been effected at St. Helen#. The old clothes
have been burnt and new oues supplied.
They are not made acecording to West End
fashion, but they are clean and comfort-
able.” It is unfortunately irue that the de-
mand for soap is still very smail at the
camps, but many of vhe prisoners—so
strong is the force of example and sssocia-
tion—have learned to !mitate the scrupul-
ous cleanliness of “Thomas Atkins.” Even
a barber’s shop has been installed in the
camps, and the patronage has grown stead-
ily. General Cronje, who lives a long way
from the Deadwood camp,
improved his wardrobe considerably during
his residence in the Island. He wears a
frock coat and a tall hat on Sunday, v.hile

The matter of delay in delivery of
freight at Victoria was very f}l“y dis-
cussed. It was alleged that freight was
not delivered promptly, ofj:en not 'for
two or three days after arrival at Van-
couver.  ‘This state of nffait:s, it was
contended, should be, remedied by a
daily ferry service, and the early'ar-
rival in Victoria of the E. & N. freight
train from Ladysmith.

Mr. Peters stated that he had con-
sulted with Mr. Courtney regarding fill-
ing the Saturday and unday gap, by
running the ferry on those days or
bringing the freight over by steamer. He
explained that all freight for western
points was sorted at Winnipeg. ‘Wher-
ever possible full cars were made up for
Victoria, but if there was less t}lan a
carload on any day for Victoria, ‘it was
made up for Vancouver. Minnesota
mMransfer is the great sorting point for
freight coming through the ‘States. He
explained at some length the methods
of handling freight and the many dl}ﬂ-
culties which had to be contended .w1th
in the effort to secure prompt delivery
at all points.

One member suggested that small lots
of freight might be brought over on the
iCharmer with advantage, and another
thought the grievance might be ‘removed
by the E. & N. making better time.

In answer to a question by Mr. Barle
as to exactly what service was Dnow be-
ing furnished, Mr. Peters said his com-
pany delivered freight to the B. & N,
every day except Saturday and Sunday.
They could not control the freight after
it had been handed over to the E. & N.
The merchants of Victoria had, he un-
derstood, insisted upon a ferry service,
in preferenze to the steamer service,
and the ©. P. R. were doing their part
of the new arrangement. He asked if
shipments every day except Sunday
would be satisfactory.

Several members denied that the
merchants of Victoria, collectively, had
asked for the ferry service. and stated
that, so far as they were aware, it was
an arrangement between the railway
companies.

Mr. Earle said if there must be a
blank day in the week, he would favor
Saturday. In thet way freight would
be brought over on Sunday and ‘would
be ready for delivery on Monday morn-
ing. -
A discussion arose as to the shortcom-
ings of the C. P. R, last year with re-
gard to the daylight service. It was not
what the people had asked for nor ex-
pected, as the running time between
ports was far too long. This was out-
side the question at issue, and when the
meeting got back to business, Mr. Peters
again explained that all freight had to
go to the E. &. N. under thcir agree-
ment. The IC. P. R. would prefer
bringing it over on their own steamers,
as they could handle it much more pro-
fitably to themselves.

BRITAIN’'S COMPETITORS.
In Shipbuilding Germany Is Her Chief
Rival.

s

At the present time our greatest com-
petitor in shipbuilding is Germany; this,
says Bngineering, is due in some meas-
ure to the combination of cheap labor
with efficient machine tools; in fact,
some of the works in Germany are at
least as well equipped as those on the
Clyde. Without entering into detail, it
may be said that wages are lower. The
engineers, for instance, working on the
construction of the great Atlantic liners
are paid little more than half the hourly
rate obtaining in some establishments in
this country; and although the economy
or efficiency of the labor may be less,
the total cost of work is under that rul-
ing in this country. In Ameriea, on the
other hand, wages are higher, and since
labor-savinig machines can enter into
the cost of building ships only to a more
or less restricted extent, the labor coat
of a ship is greater, probably from 10
per cent. to 15 per cent. Material, on
the other hand, is cheaper in America;
and wherever it is possible machinery
‘has been adopted to a greater extent
than in this countryv. In spite of dear
labor, new shipbuilding yards are beinig
installed in the United States, for the
execution of government as well as of
private contracts. . It is difficult to ob-
tain accurate compar=tive data on the

great variations in design; and the fact
that the ocean steamer of British build
differs much from the coasting or lake
steamer as. constructed in America.
Lake steamers are efficient cargo ear-
riers.. The largest of these carry 7,900
tons, and, fitted with quadruple expan-
sion. engines supplied with steam from
water-tube boilers, cost at present from
£9 to £10 per ton of deadweight, while
3,000-ton steamers cost from £11 to £11
10s. per ton. In this country the ocean
“tramp” to take 4,000 tons at 9 knots
costs £10; the 6,000-ton 10-knot steam-
er, £0 10s.: and the 10,000-ton 11-knot
steamer, £12 per ton deadweight capac-
ity; so that even allowing for the lighter
scantlings, the American lake ship is not
much costlier than the’ British' steamer.
In the Lake districts, where there are
special faecilities in the way:of steel and
coal, the only chance of a competition at
present with  British “builders appears
to be in the event of a trade being de-
veloped between the Lakes and the At-
lantic a practice .already inaugurated.
The canal lock which now limits the di-
mensions for vessels to trade between
the inland Lake ports and the 'Atlantic
is 270 feet long, 45 feet wide, and 14
feet deep. In the prices given above
there has been an advance' of :50 ‘per
cent,, so far as Gredt Britain is con-
cerned, as compared " with those of a
few years ago, largely owing to the cost
of labor, not only in the smpbuilding
yard, but in the steel works; it is doubt-
ful if in the immediate future Ilabor
rates will recede to their former level.
In the case of the hull there seems prac-
tieally no change in cost..as compared
wx_th 10 years ago; a sl‘ig_ht increase
being probably due to the ‘higher rate of
wage. Generally there has been a slight
decrease in the:labor cost of the- engines,
which is, perhaps, the result of the in-
troduction of automatic machine tools,
and increased cutting speed in lathes
and the like. But in the case of boilers
there is no marked improvement. Mod-
ern high pressures demand more careful
workmanship. so that the labor bill is
necessarily higher,

SURREY FARMERS
6ET 600D ADVICE

Successful Farmers’ lostitute
Meetings at Hall’s_Prairie
" And Surrey,

The Surrey Farmers’ Institute held a suc-
cessful meeting the school house at
Hall’s Prairie on the afternoon of October
thl}. Mr. D. Johnson, the president, in the
chair.

The secretary read & number of communi-
cations relating to stumping powder, which
was followed by a discussion.

The president then called on Mr. Duncan,
C. Anderson for his address on ‘‘Breeding
and Feeding Hogs.” Mr. Anderson stated
that the first thing a farmer had to do in
the production of anything was to see
his market. It was admitted by all that
British Columbia farmers had an unlimited
home market for all the hogs they could
raise, as the value of pork products im-
ported into British Columbia in the year
1900 amounted to $1,000,000. The position
here today was something similar to that
of Ontario in 1891. Ontario at that time
exported $600,000 worth to Great Britain,
but réimported pork products to the valu:
of $1,500,000 from the United States, while
at present Ontario exported §13.000,000
worth of pork products to Great Britain.
As to breed, he would state without any
doubt that the improved Berkshire was the
breed for British Columbia, as we had a
home ~market to supplir, while in Ontario
they had to cross with Tamworth - and
Yorkshires to suit the English trade. Next
in importance was when to kill or sell. In
Ontario when the hog weighed 180 to 200
pounds live weight, this class of hogs
fetched the highest price, while here in
British Columbia a hog that wogyld dress
from 90 to 120 pounds secured the highest
price and also was the cheapest to raise.
As to feeding, it will not pay to raise on
grain only: farmers must use cloyer in sum-
mer and roots in winter. He himself was
a strong believer in cooking feed for hogs
it fuel is not too dear, but he would steam
and mnot boil. - He steamed his roots, then
mixed in his meal, shorts, oats, -barley or
peas, ground, till it formed a stiff mass,
not sloppy, so that you could handle it with
a spade. One kind of grain was not as
gond as a variety. As to choosing a brood
sow, he wou.d never go to the expense of
a pedigreed sow, although he was a
believer in the value of thoroughbred stock
to draw males from to put new blood into
gtock from time to time. ‘Do not choose
your sow from a fall litter,” although on
this point our conditions here might vary
a little from Ontario. In Ontario they did
not %et enough exercise in winter, and
therefore grew short. He did not want
curly hair, but he liked a curly tail and
twelve tits. He would serve at eight
months. When his sow farrowed he fed
a little gruel the first 24 heurs, and would
not feed full rations for two weeks. He
would castrate young pigs when three
weeks old. If done at this age It did not
put any check tipon the pig’s growth what-
soever. A clean pen and a dry bed -was
most important. ' He would raise the bed
two feet from the floor, as this was a great
help to keep it dry. He was a firin believer
in mixed farming. In 88 years’ experience
he never had a failure in all branches, and
neither had he experienced low prices in
all lines in that time.

Ans.—No cure. %

Q.—Feeding roots when fattening did not
produce soft pork. - .

Ans.—He produced firm pork although
soft pork was ono of the hog raisers troub-
les for which they could not account.

‘Whatever opinfons may be held as te the
advisability of treating with the Boers at
the g:esent stage of the campaign, there
ecan no @oubt that the interview omr Aug-
ust 25 beween General Sir Bindon Blood
and General Ben Viljoen at Lydenburg will
have been the means of establishing a far
better understanding of our British meth-
ods and principles among a certain section
of the Boer people. ]

It was noticeable that the word ‘inde-
pendence” was not mentioned throughout
the interview, and the inference may be
drawn that in the minds of some of the
more practical Boers there is nothing more
to be said on that subject..

As a soldier, however, he
could not ‘‘come in” wuntil his government
surrendered and a general peace was pro-
claimed, and this view, he said. was firm-
ly held by all the best of the burghers. As
to the future of the country he had no mis-
givings. - A large number of the Boers
would elect to emigrate—to Canada or Aus-
tralia, he thought. They had no objection
to British rule; in fact, they would prefer
to be under it rather than any other for-
eign power. But the reason for the emi-
gration would be a dislike to remain side
by side in the altered circumstances with
‘tihe colonialg they had known 4dn iormer
ays,
ed would be found to be law-abiding citi-
zens, and would willingly help the govern-
ment - in the maintenance of. order. And,
finally, in General Viljoen’s opinion, the
capture or surrender of the Transvaal and
Orange Free State governments would
alone bring about peace.

The following Sunday a
thanksgiving service held in the church—
that- church in which four months previous-
ly Louis Botha had caused a message to be
read out to the effect that the British were
at war in Burope, were withdrawing their
troops from South- Africa, had to march to
the sea because the Boers had entirely de-
stroyed the railway ‘communication, and
would be staying but a day or two in Car-
olina—and devout Boers gave thanks ‘‘that
their return to Carolina could be regarded
as an earnest of the final restoration of
their whole country,” and prayed for
“‘grace to treat aright those of their breth-
ren who had surrendered to the ememy.”’—
London Times.
