NO HOPE OF EVER SECURING THE

A Breezy Debate in the English House or
Commons Yesterday—The Number of
Crimes Committed in Ireland—A De-
moralized Police System.

Hun-
dreds of diabolical crimes are committed
every year, and only a‘small percentage of
the euilty parties aresbroight to justice.
Mr, Gladstone and Mr. Balfour had [a
breeze in the houwse of commons
yesterday over the comstruction that the
latter gentleman put mpon the premier’s
policy. Mr. Parnell announced in the
house that he believed that the assassins be,
longed to an organization of far more
extreme views than those entertained by
the fenian socioty,

LoNpoN, May 16,

The remark of Balfous, which particular-
ly excited Mr. Gladsténe’s rage in the
commons, was that Gln“atone’s statements
might be verbally accurate, but they were
substantially inaccurate.i

WAS JENNIE CRAMER MURDERED?

The Great Trial at New Haven ~The
Scventeenth Day.

New Haven, Comn:, May 16.—This is
the seventeenth day of the Malley trial,
Coming down from the jail with the deputy
sheriff,the Malleys referred to the brightness
of the day and spoke hopefully of the result
of the trial. Blanche Douglas was also in
good spirits. Pending the opening of the
court the Malleys and Lawyer Jones had
a whispered consultation,in course of which
all three 'spoke with much earnestness. Wm,
Hunter testified that he was at Raven rock
on the morning of Aug. 6, and also on Aug.
5. Saw the body of a young girl on the
beach on Saturday morning. He had seen
the young girl on ““flying horses”the evening
before in company with four or five other
people about 9 o'clock. His wife
was with him, but she is now sick.

A Laberer Killed by the “aving in of the
Side of a Sewer.
. A fatal accident happened in a sewer in
course of construction. at the - corner of
Sherbourne and Isabella streets yesterday

laborer who lived on Radenhurst street in
the east end. The trench for the sewer
is about 14 feet in depth and deceased was
down' at the bottom throwing earth up
outo ascaffolding over his head, whence it
was shovelled by another man up onto the
roadway. .

“He takes this position—that there is
a present need of Chinese laborers, to help
to build the Pacific railway, but, that work
once- finished, he hopes to see them go.
To which we may add that, as they will
spend only a fraction of what they earn,
they will go with full pockets when they
do go; those of them excepted who may
Jose their money gambling amongst them-
selves. Now, contrast this with these ex-
tracts from Mr. Mackenzie's speech in the
house’ on March 18, 1878, in reply to a
motion by Mr. Bunster, against the emyloy.-
ment of Chinamen on the anada Pacific
railway; a8 quoted in the Mail yesterday :

‘“ He hoped the hon, gentleman did not
really, expect such a resolution to obtain
any support in the hoase. It was one un-
precedented in its charactter and altogether
unpre¢edented in its spirit, and at variance
with those folerant laws which afforded
employment ‘and ‘an asylum to all who
came imto'otir coufitry, irrespective of color,
hair or mjthing ope: Y Y " 1% would
not becomenus, as a. British community, to
legislate against any class of people who
might be iinported into, or might emigrate
to this country. It must also be remem-
bered that a very large portion of the
emigration from China was from a British
province—that of Hong Kong—whose
people were as much British subjects as
were the bomerable members who had
moovd and seconded the address,”

The Mail, however, need not feel very
proud before the country over its services
to the workingmen of Canada in the way
of opposing Chinese immigration. To any
one at all familiar with American affairs,
it was a foregone conclusion months ago
that the present session of congress
would not pass without an anti-Chinese bill
of some kind or other becoming law. The
World was the first journal in Canada,
and the only oue until quite recently, to
point out the important truth that in this
matter congress was legislating, not for the
United " States alone, but practically for
Canada and the Australian colonies as well.
When the Chinese were shut out of the
States they would pour in their ;s thousands
and tens of thousands into th¢ principal
British colonies, Canada included. And
this very thing is now coming to pass ;
another remarkable case of “I told  you
50.” DBut where was the Mail then, when
The World was giving the country good
warning of the impending invasion. It
wasmum then on the question, and only
yesterday did it find its tongue ; and even
then we see it 80 prralyzed with con:ion
that it merely quotes Sir. John’s vi . in
opposition to Mr. Mackenzies, withou: giv-
ing ite own opinion. We may fairly ask
whether the Mail has any opinion at all
ofite own o this (nestion any more than
it has on the guestion of Grand Trunk
and Great Western' railway fusion.

As tor the Globe’s opinion, we know to a
certainty whatthat is, nay what it must be,
as Joug as it flies the free trade flag. The
politico-economical school to which the
Globe belongs carries the principle of free

rade much farther than the free importa.

tion of foreign merehandise merely. The
same fundamental principle is extended to
free immigration of slave laborers from
China to compete with our own working-
men. There must be no interference with
the operation of the immutable and per-
fect ‘“laws” of political economy. The
laws of competition, supply and demand,
and such like, must be allowed to operate
unchecked.

Mr. Bright bas even goue so
far as to say that the adulteration of food
should not be interfered with by law, be-
cause it is only a certain form of competit-
ion, which should always be left free und
open on all sides. Mr. Mackenzie has long
held these views, to the full, and he is not
the man to change them now. From his
point of view, and on the principles he
holds to, government has no business to
legislate or otherwise take steps to prevent
the immigration of Chinamen. He pos-
itively couldjnot support an anti-Chinese
bill without. sacrificing his principles of a
lifetime ; and Mr. Mackengie is not the
man to do that.

With the Chinese question staring him
in the face as alive question of the day to
the people of Canada, to the workingmen
especially, and a general election very near
at hand, Mr. Blake let the occasion pass”
without dropping a word to let the country
know where he stands” on this momentous
issue.

MR. NICHOLAS FLOOD DAVIN.

To Tue WorLp : The following adver
tisement appeared in our daily papers ;
““ Mass meeting in St Lawrence hall on
Monday, the 16th of May,at 8 o’clock
Nicholas Flood Davin, at the instance of a
largely signed requisition, will deliver a
speech on public affairs. ” Feeling anxious
to know huw one professing some indepen-

With every respect for clerical motives,
one is tempted to ask cui bono?

The present week is notable in an rstro-
nomical sense on . aceoupd of the -total
eclipsé - of the sun, which occtirs to-day,

of Africa, gouth of the great ‘gesett, crosses
Egypt and Persia, and, skirting the ‘touths
erit border of the great central table land,
traverses the wiole breadth of Asia, end-
ing near Shanghsi.  Kuropean astronomers
have gone to kigypt equipped with (very
eaus of observation that science could sug-
gest, or méchanical skill farmish, and the
result of their ohservations” will be awaited
| With interest, as they are goiug to try some
| new methods, and hope to make valuable
additions to our knowledge of the physieal
coudition of the sun, !

The whole region around the sup, reach-
ing outward for hundreds of thousands of
miles, is oceripied by maiter intimately con-
neeted with the soliar orb, but concerning
whose precise nature and extent astrono~
mers are in doubt. When the
sun is hidden by the opake body of
the moon, this wonderful region flashes
into view, presenting a most astonishing
sight. All arnond the hidden orb there
glows a broad, coronal glory, irregular in
outline, ' sometimes varymg in color, and
shooting outin plices into great shafts and
wings, or fan-shaped projections, Within
this wonderful crown of light, and ranged
close around the edge of the black disk of
the woon., appear red flames, of objects
that sometimes  attain height of ‘hun-
dreds of thousands of miles may be called
flames,

Here the most marvelous forces are at
work. These rose-red flames are the so-
called prominences whieh the spectroscope
reveals even in full Sunshine, and which are
shot forth from the sun with a velocity
that staggers the reason. Probably they
are masses of intensely hot gas, and they
have been watched, as they sectled back
upon the sun, spreading out like clonds
of glowing smoke and banging over the
fiery orb at a height equal to many times
the diameter 6f the earth. During a total
eclipse they can be seen on all sides of the
sun, and the astronomers then strive o
use the few minutes at their disposal to the
best possible advantage. Photography is
called-in to aid in recording the detaiis of
these and other strange appearances that
are revealed in the 'meighborhood ' of ~the
hidden sun, :

This eclipse oceurs at atime™ when the
sun is at a period of maximum disturbance,
aud on that aco/unt the scene in its neigh.
borhood may be expected to be particularly
grand, and the opportunities for = the study
of such phenomena unusually  favorable.
Everything that can be learned about the
sun and its eurroundings is becoming more
important and interesting, in view of the
growing belief that the great orb of day is
more intimately connected with the life of
our earth than even stadents of solar phys-
ics had supposed. During the eclipse ‘of
1878 - Mr. Trouvelor made a sur-
prising observation. He noticed that
the two great wings of the cor.
ona, which extended from the sun
to a distance equal, according to sdme ob-
servers, to twelve or more diameters of the
sun, were directed toward. the planets
Venus and Mercury, ) which happened at
that time to be on opposite sides of the
great orb. This did not look like a chance
arrangement, for the wings were pointed
exactly toward the planets. A line drawn
from Venus through the sun to Mercury
deviated sensibly from a straight line, and
the coronal wings: exhibited ths same pécu-
liarity, their axes not lying in a straight
line, but being directed, independently of
each other, toward the two planets, The
phenomenon was so striking that it eould
vot fail to suggest the thought that the
wings were really exrensions ot the sun’s
outer envelope in the direction of the
planets.

The sun makes its electrical condition
felt upon the ecarth, producing auroras and
-magnetic storms, and it would be very sur-
prising if the same influencs were not felt,
perhaps in a greater degree, by Venus aud
Mercury, which are much nearer the san
than we are .

much

vie, then, that +'c two great
wings ysrona, which uv.:rylmdy‘nhn
saw the eelipse f 1878 watched with
admiration, were a visible manifestation of
the interplay of electrical or other forccs
between the sun aud the two inner planets ?
The present eclipse may afford material
which wilt serve eventualiy to answer th's
question. Mercury and Veenus are now on
the same side of the sun, and their appar-
ent places or the celestial sphere are not
far apart, as seen from the earth. If the
corona, on this occasion, should exhibit a
great wing or shaft of light, extending to-
ward the two planets, especially if no other
similar wings were visible, it would be a
good argument in favor of the supposition
that the phenomenon had a real connection
with the planets. If such a wing should be
seen double, the axis of each portion point-
ing toward cne of the planets, it would
almost amount to a demonsiration, The
planets, however, will' appear 8o close to-
gether. that even if two coronal wings in
reality existed they would probably appear
blended into one. "M reover, their position
is such that the wing would .appear much
foreshortened.

The present eclipse will also give an op-
portunity to test the correctness of the ob-
servatjion made in 1878 by two American
astronomers, Professors Watson and Switt,
who believed that they detected two new
planets revolving in orbiis closer to the sun
tnan that of Mercury, The eclipse of 1880
failed: to corroborate this observation, but
it was seen under very uufavorable circum-
stances. . The present occasion will be
much more favorable for repeating the ob-
servation. Unfuxmu;ucl_v,I’r.vfa-.ss<'1"\\'ht50n,
is dead, and Professor Swift will not be in
Egypt to*observe the eclipse ; and the few
‘planets, if they doexist, may escape detec-
tion.

There lias been a tendeneyin some quar-
ters to discredit the correctness of the con-
clusion reached by the Awmerican astronom-
ers, but nohody can r-ad ir simple re-
cords of what they saw without feeling
strongly inciined to believe that the planet
Titan is rio myth, but u real hrother' of the
earth,
