The evidence for th: prosecution was of
considerable length, sixteen witnesses hav-
ing been heard, with more to follow, Dr,
Bryce, secretary of the provincial board of
bealth, was the first witness called. After
relating his experiences of a visit be peid the
factory, the doctor gave it- as his opinion
that such smells were injurious to health
and very likely to make existing sickness
much more serious, Some ¥ery ctiriotis
testimony was given by the witnesses, which
created much amusement. In answer to
Mr. Fenton’s question, ‘‘How abont flies
and other birds of prey,” Richard Platter
answered that he could not see the fences
on account of the number and size of those
insects, Another witnelis said that the fac-
tory had a ‘‘nasty, greasy, green smell;”
while others swore that they could see the
stench, Ajrigorous cross examination of
the witnesses by Mr. Murphy, for the de-
fence, elicited the fact that geveral houses in
the villsge had dung heaps and pigs, and
that & market garden in the vicinity was
manured with night soil, from which,doubt-
less, the defense will claim that the stench

TA PITTSBURG CALAMITY.
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FATAL RESULTS OF A BOILER FX-
PLOSION AT AN IKON MILL.

PREESFA

AButlding Shattered to Pleces—Workmen
and Children Killed — Dwellings in
Flamies.

pirrspoRa, $a0% 20, 2 p m.—The bat-
tery boilers in the ir¢n mill of Jiyon, Shorts
& Co, have just exploded with terrific fozce,
killiog and injuring a large number of per-
sons, The mill is now burniog, The fire
department and a large fcree of police have
been despatched to the spot.

LaTER—The explosion shook many
buildings to their foundations and smashed
the windows. It terribly frightened the re-
sidents of the south side, who rushed frem
their houses in terror. Fragments flew in
every direction, setting fire to the Lake-
Erie railroad shops and a pumber of dwel<
lings. Thousands flocked to the scene and
a fearful sight met their goze. The boiler
department, & brick structure, was a com-
plete wreck, as were & number of passen,
freight cars and the master mechanic’s
shops of the Lake Erie railroad, while s row
of dwellings on the opposite side of the
street were enveloped in flames, Men,
women and children were running about
wringing their hands and calling for friends
whom they supposed killed or wounded.
In the ruins ot the flanging department
were the dead and dying, some with
arms and legs off, some disfignred almost
beyond recoguition and’ others nﬂ'ering
painful burns and scalds. At the time o
the explosion twenty men were at work:
nine escaped, three were killed and eight
badly injured, four fatally. Four children
of Charles Douglas, who lived across the
way, were badly _hart, The names of the
killed are John W. Allen, the top of whose
bead was blown off; Charles I'ouglas, side
of head blown off; John McGavigan, scald-
ed and sides crushed in. The injured are
Lowis House, leg and arm broken and
otherwise injured, probably fatally; Wm.
Stewart, legs broken, injuries believed fatal;
Wm. Rodeman, compound fracture of right
leg and other injuries, probably fatal;
Christ, Miller, badly scalded; Edward Mal-
ley, head hurt; Patrick Welsh, shoulder
fractured; John Douglas, boy, scalded seri-
ously; Jessie Douglas’ little girl, scalded
seriously; Willie Douglas, infured about
the head; Baby Douglas, scalded with steam
very seriously. The neighbors did all they
could to relieve the sufferers. The boiler
was split into four fragments, the largest
being blown 200 feet and landing in the
middle of the river, The cause of the ex-
plosion is unknown, The steam had been
turned on only a few minutes, House has
since died. Stewart and Miller are no. ex-
pected to live through the night. Jessie
Douglas has since died.

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THE INDUSTRIAL FAIR.

Our great fair has scored its greatest suc-
cess this year. It is better than it ever
was; it has had the largest attendance yet;
and ic has a great fund of vitality left. It
is an institution that will live.

Great credit is due to the management for
the success achieved. Bad management
wonld have killed it; good administration
has made it what it is; and in saying this
we hold that the managers must be judged
not by single instances where mistakes or
mis-policy occurred, but by the common
result,

Toronto is the most enterprising city in
the dominion, and her annual fair is one of
the proofs thereof. The only one-cent
morning daily is the other, But our
modesty forbids further enlargement on this
latter.

THE OTTAWA CIVIL SERVICE TO THE FRONT.
The members of the dominion civil ser-
vice. at Ottawa are excited. A most un-
heard-of outrage is about to be perpetrated
upon them, and they are banding together
like brothers, indignantly to resent it. They
have held & meeting “‘thoroughly represen-
tative in its character,” and so well
: attended as to necessitate an adjournment
to a larger room than the ome at first
named. They have appointed a committee;
they are going to raise funds and employ
counsel; and, generally speaking, they are
determined to die in the last ditch in de-
fence of their rights, And what is the
row about? Is it proposed to discharge
them bodily, curtail their holidays, or re-
duce their salaries ?  Are their office hours
to be half an hour longer per day, or are
they to be obliged in future to buy their own
postage stamvs, instead of leaving that
privilege to a paternal government ? Pshaw!
none of these things, bad as they are. It
is something infinitely worse, and we do
not wonder at the righteous indignation of
the clerks. They are actually to be asked
to pay taxes, It is too true, The grasp-
;ug mercenary council of the city of Ottawa
is going to assess® their incomes and send
them tax-bills juat the same as it would to
ordinary  people like  book-keepers,
pavkers or editors, The thing is
shomeful, as we cin easily show.
The gentlemen of the civil gervice at Ot-
tawa, we are given to understand, do not
make any use whatever of the public pro-
percty, or claim any of the public rights of
that city. We are assured they are mever
s-en om street or sidewalk, or in park,
that they do not send their children to the
public schools, and that if a government
clerk is assaulted by an indiscriminating
highwayman, he never thicks of appealing
1o a passing policeman for protection, or of
proaecutiag his assailant before the magis-
trate, If his house takes fire, he stands
quietiy by and allows it to burn down be-
ciase—having padd no taxes—he cannot
choscientiously call in the fire brigade.
‘Ihe clerks dig their own wells, make vheir
own gas and clean the streets in front of
their honses with their -own kid-gloved
hands. “Fhey remark, and very properly,
t00, that as the city’s expenditure does not
benefit them, they ought not to be asked to
contribute a share of if.

occurrence. For instance, how few there
are who know what is stated on good anth-
ority to be a fact, that the Consolidated
bank lost no less than a round half
million through one Jew firm in Montreal ’
Some very big particular losses made by the
same bank in Toronto are known to a few,
but not to the public generally. No moe
do the public know who actually got the
immense amounts for which Archbishop
Purcell made himself responsible (though
it may be doubted whether he ever saw cr
handled a dollar of the money at all, or
even knew what became of it.)

ON THE ORIGIN OF THINGS.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir: Desire Savoir says the battle must
be yielded to the atheisis and materialists
if these are not met in a more efficient way.
There is not much diff rence between these
two: tae atheist takes the position of
saying there s no God; the materialist
thinks there is one of some sort, but both are
willing—that is the finer types of them—to
be convinced that there really isan intelli-
gent God, and that He is good. If not,
that there is an unintelligent influence, and
that it is bad. Those who are materialists
of the finer sort, not baving exbausted
mind and matter a8 yot, simply hold that a
preponderance of evidence is in their favor;
that life sprung spontaneously from matter
coming into contact with other matter or
gaves casually, and that mind is & conse-
quent of life as we know it. But this is
not, so to speak, an utter belief on their
parte; it is merely according & reasoning
assent to what seems to them to be prepona
derating evidence. They have traced life
back to its minutest form, but l;ithertu
they have failed to connect, that is, they
have found the simplest speck of
albumen unmixed with any other form
of nmatter, yet ecdowed with life.
But taking this simplealbumen witiout the
Tife already in it they cannot on their parts

rmeate it with life, They can obtain the
orm but they cannot that which can vital-
ize it. Their argument appears to be that
by-and-bye when science advances they
will be able to connect and prove that life
originally sprnng from certain forms of
matter in contact with other forms of mat-
ter, while as yet neither of these forms had
life ; when albumen for iustarcs of its own
accord began to breathe in, or absorb,
oxyse1; or to putit shortly, they will know
all about it when science can solve the
problem of whether the hen was first or the
egg. Itis a fine point certainly and ap-
pearances are that science will take a long
{ime before it can settle it. Science is Lusy
tracing the mode ad ever getting deepcr
and deeper into the mysiery of life, but
never quite there, If it ever dces solve it
it has then to consider where the elements
came from originally, as according to
Mr. Hertert Spencer, creation, relf-creation
and self-existence are all  relabve
terms involving a creation of some sort, but
which idea he ssys is vicious and unthink-
able; consequently, if there be' not. & God
who  exists independently of these three
modes of creation, the original elements of
matter must have existed from all eternity
independently of these three modes, that
is if the materialistic ‘‘reason” can have
¢sfaith” in what it cannot comprehend and
which it loudly proclaims it can not. . Con-
sequently, also according to materialism,
matter is the cause of life whenits affinities
meet, and therefore this cause of life being
without beginning of days or end of years—
matter being indestructible—neither creat-
ed, self created nor self existent is an eter-
nai cause of life; an eternal cause baving
temporary effects; an all absorbing, devour-

reaping snd never satisfied like what we
If not a malignant
influence but an intelligent and pood being
it must intend to make up for present misery
by future happiness, but cuch an intention
would prove itself intelligent and good, hav-
ing regard to i's intelligent off pring and
eternal in the heavens, ' Z.
