The Frince Severely ‘Wounded

Head—His Injuries Reported
Serious—The A lant & F
Great Ex ¢t in Yokoh

Throughout the Empire,

LoNpON, May 12.—A despatch roceived
here from Japan officially confirms the re-
port that an attempt has been made upon
tho life of the Czarewitch and that he had
been wounded in the head by & fanatic. The
despatch says the attack upon the heir to the
Russian throne was made yesterday and
that the scene of the attempted assassination
was at Otsu, on Lake Biwa, 12 miles from
Kioto, now officially called Sackio, or West-
ern Capital, the former capital of Japan, on
the Island on Honada, 25 miles by rail north-
east of Ogzako end 250 miles southwest of
Tokyo. The Czarewitch, whohas been travel-
ing in India and China for some time past,
recently returned to Kon?l Kong from Can-
ton and started for Foo Chow and Hankow.
After leaving China the Czarew itch started
for Japan. :

Particulars of the Assault,

SHANGHAI, May 12.—The Czarewitch had
gone to a picturesque resort known as Otsu
on Lake Biwaumi, six miles from
Kioto, Japan, There a native police-
man, Tsuda Zauso, struck the Czare-
witch on the head with » sword with
intent to murder him, bub owing to the
toughness and thickness of the Czarewitch’s
sun helmet the wound inflicted by the sword
was not serious. The injury is de-
scribed as a sword cut on the side
of the forehead, The Cpmwitch and
party immediately returned to ~Kioto
and there obtained surgical assistance. It is
believed the culprit is insane, or that brood-
ing over fancied wrongs he was tempted to
commit the deed by the presence of the illus-
trious guest. mperor and his minis-
ters hurried to Kioto to express their con-
cern.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 12.—The official
account confirms the despatch from Shang-
bai about the attack on the Czarewiteh, and
adds that as the assailant raised his weapon
for a‘second blow Prince George of Greece
floored him with his walking stick. The
Czarewitch himself telegraphed his father
that his injury was not serious enough to
change his program.

FRANCE AND NE WFOUNDLAND.

The French Senate Adopts the Comm it-
tee’s Report of Arbitration.

Parrs, May 12.—The Senate has approved
of the report made by the committee on the
Newfoundland arbitration convention. Be-
fore the adoption of the report the Marquis
de Beaumanoiz said there was no need to add
to the number of treaties existing, remark-
ing: ““We are at home on the French shore
and can make our own police regu-
lations. The British have no right to
know whether we fish for lobsters or not.
They have no right to come there. Treaties
often savor of drawing-room diplomacy.
The Minister of Marine ought to strengthen
the resolution of his colleagues. Ironclads
are not meant for mere naval promenades.”

Senator Lenvol argued that France ran no
risk in referring the matter to arbitration,
“gag our rights do not form part of the re-
ference to the arbitrators.”}

said thatboth Governments were pbliged to
roceed on parallel lines in order to place
themselves in accord with their tive
Legislatures.

The Knife For Himself, “ Darbiés ” and
« QOthello” With a Bullet Hole and ™
Blood-Smeared Pages For Her.

LoNDON, May 12,—At the Brighton Police
Court to-day Frederick Muspratt,aged 24,wWas
charged with writing letters to Miss Ethel
Guest of No. 12 Walpole-terrace, containing
threats of murder, Musprat§ is of good
family and is an undergraduate/df Cam«
bridge University, studying for | holy
orders. Miss Guest is a retty
girl of 17 and belongs a

much-respected family in Brighton, moving
in the best society. The pair had been ean-
gaged to each other for some time, but the
letters written by Muspratt to Miss Guest
were of such an inflammatory and passionate
nature that the young lady’s mother took
alarm and induced her daughter to break
off the o?’gnzemenn.

After the rupture the prisoner had follow-
od Miss Guest from place to place, and even<
tually the particular letter complained of
was received. The prisoper, it seems, bad
purchased a large army revolver, bought &
copy of Shakespeare’s plays and sent a bullet
through the pages of the tragedy of ‘‘Othel-
1o” and then sent the book all smeared with
blood to the yeung girl, but by mistake had
put itgnto a wrong envelope. Miss Guest
now went in fear of her life and prayed the
court for protection.

The Rev. Alfred Waller, curate at Tun-
bridge Wells, stated that he had been at
Queen’s College, Cambridge, durin the time
the prisoner was there, aud knew him., He
had received a telegram from the prisoner
asking him to do all he could to aid him,
as he (Muspratt), was utterly desperate. He
afterwards saw the prisoner in Brighton,
when the latter told him that he had planned
to carry off Miss Guest and had arranged all
the details, bus.had failed in his efforts, be-
cause one of the men wao had promised to
assist him had disappointed him. fearing the
g:mshmenb of penal servitude if they should

e caught. The prisoner (ftwe him the par-
ticulars of the scheme and producsd a pn.ﬂ'- of
handcuffs and a dagger which, he said, he in-
tended to use upon himself if the abduction
failed. Evidence as to the purchase of
revolver by the prisoner was also given.
Muspratt was committed for trial.
