Great Cost of wgeds.

(Guelph Herald.)

Prof. Thomas Shaw, a Canadian
who is in Dakota, and formerly
professor of agriculture at the Ont-
ario Agricultural College, Guelph,
estimales that the farmers of that
state lose from $10,000,000 to $15,-
000,000 annually ' because of weeds
in their grain fields. A drive through
the country around Guelph will show
that in Ontario, too, there must be a
heavy logs from this cause. One
farmer stated, when the amount of
mustard in his field was shown to
him, thab it was useless for him to
pull it out, as he was formerly in the
habit of doing, because his neighbors
allowed theirs to remain, and his
field was re-seeded with a new crop
for the next year. Combined effort
is needed before weeds can be re-
duced to & minimum.

Break ITp the Old;};éstﬁres.

This is a bit of advice which
farmers in general would do well to
follow. Some of our most trouble-
some pests find their breeding places
in land that has been left for some
years under grass. Wire worms and
white grubs, which are often-times
very destructive to crops of all kinds
increase and multiply in such places
where they feed upon the roots of
the grass. @ Wire worms in their
adult stage are known as Click
Beetles, oblong, dull-colored crea-
tures, White grubs turn into what
are commonly called June bugs or
May beetles. These worms take
from two to three years to grow to
maturity and during that long
period they feed upon roots and are
out of sight and out of reach. There
is & popular idea that salt will kill
these creatures and the question is
often asked, “How much salt should
be used per acre ?” Like many
other popular superstitions, there is
nothing whatever in this material
for the purpose. Enough salt to

‘affect the grubs would complgtely

prevent the growth of any vegeta-
tion and it is doubtful if any amount
whatever will kill the insects. Many
other substances have been tried but
so far without success. The remedy
is, therefore, to break up the breed
ing places. This should be done by’
plowing up the grass fields deeply
late in the fall in order to expose
the grubs and their winter quarters
to the frost and rain, and also to the

various animals- and . birds which

grow during the first year is peas. |
After that a hoed crop, preferably
turnips, would be the safest; after
the second year there will probably
be no grubs left. During the first
year any that there are in the
ground would feed upon the sod
that had been plowed under and
would let the growing crop pretty
well alone. To grow corn, grain,
potatoes or mangels at the. outset
would be very risky indeed. Be-
sides these two insects, old pasture
lands, especially where the soil is
dry, are productive breeding-places
for grasshoppers which spread from
these fields to crops. 'In the Sonth-
ern Counties of Ontario bordering on
Lake Erie, there is another serious
pest which also breeds in old
pastures where the soil is light or
sandy. This is known as the Rose
Chafer. The beetle appears usually
in great swarms about the time
the roses come into bloom and de-
vours, not only these flowers, but
all sorts of others that may be grow-
ing in the garden. The worst
damage it does is to the blossoms
and young fruit of grape vines, of
which it is particularly fond., These
four serious pests, which are ex-
tremely difficult to control, may be
greatly reduced in numbers, if not
got rid of altogether, by a short
rotation of crops and espe:ially by
keeping pastures not more than
three years under grass-—C. J. S.
Bethune, Ontario Agricultural
College, Guelph.

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Destructive Cyclone East of
London.

Ingersoll, Sept. 1.—A small section of
Dereham township was swept by a de-
structive cyclone early this afternoon,
buildings, trees and fences being blown
down and heavy property loss entailed.

efﬂth of the cyclone was compar-
atively narrow, but practically every-
thing in its path went down. 7The wind
accompanied a terrific downpour of rain.

At Zenda, ten miles southeast of here,
the end of a large shed in connection
with the Methodist church was blown in,
and several buggies so badly damaged
that it was impossible to use them. The
damage to the building is considerable,
but had it been struck sidewise it un-
doubtedly would have been totally de-
stroyed.

On the first concession of Dereham the
wind played havoc on the farm of Mr.
‘William Hughes. A large barn was torn
to pieces as easily as if it had been con-
structed of paper, even the foundation
being laid in ruins. A small orchard on
the same farm was also destroyed, Here
the effect of the wind was strikingly
peculiar, it being described as a ‘‘twist-
er.”” As it eneountered the trees they
seemed to revolve, and were then liter-

- ally picked out by the roots and carried
away. Not one was left standing.

Across the road from the Hughes farm
Mr. James Wilford had an entire field of
oats carried away. The wind struck the
grain, which was in shock, after the
manner it swept over the adjoining
orchard, and the entire crop was scatter-
ed in such a way as to be a total loss.

At Folden’s Corners, West Oxford, a
valuable span of horses on the farm of
Mr. J. G. Clifton were killed by light-
ning. They were both struck, one of
them having nearly all its hair burnt
off. Mr, Clifton’s silo was also struck.
Further to the east, in the vicinity of
Sweaborg, a windmill on the farm of JMr.
Geo. Wiseman was blown down,
Throughout the section many silos were
blown down, and the storm is conceded
to be the worst that has ever been exper-
ienced here.

Equipment and Maintenance of
Telephones.

A pamphlet is bemg distributed from
the press - of the Legislative Assembly of
Ontario containing extracts from a report
on the independent telephone systems of
Ontario and containing also an article
written by the Board’s telephone adviser.
‘\Ir Francis Dagger, on the subject of

\Ill!ll(.lpdl ownership of rural telephone
systems.”” In this article some interest-
ing information is given on the working
of the new telephone act and some ﬁgures
on the cost of installation and 'operation
of a number of municipal telephone
systems in different parts of the prov-
inces.

In the following table compiled frome
this report A represents the number of
subscribers in the different companies
named, column B the original cost of the
system per subscriber, column C the
annual assessment to subscribers for 10
years in repayment of the' cost of the
system with interest at 5 per cent., and
column D the annual payment by sub-
scribers for cost of operation.

It is pointed out that the payments
uuder B cease at the end of ten yeats,
the original debt being wiped out. It
must not, however, be understood that at
the termination of this period subscribers
will obtain service at the figures given at
the article under heading D as provision
will then be made for such construction
and renewals of plant as may from time
to time be rendered necessary by depre-

ciation and -absolescence.  The cost
of this provision will have to be assessed
against the subscribers, in addition to the
amounts now paid for operation and
ordinary maintenance. What the actual
amount of such an assessment would be
depends very much upon the quality of
the equipment and the manner of its
construction when the system was first
built. For this reason it is important
that municipal systems be well construct-
ed and only'the best equipment adopted
in the first place, as a badly-constructed
system, with inferior, because cheap,
equipment, may require almost total
replacement at the end of ten years,

which would necessitate the continuance
of an assessment nearly approaching the
figures in column C.

With a properly engineered and well
built system, using high-grade equip-
ment, a yearly amount not exceeding
half the original assessment should be
ample to take care.of all necessary repairs
and reconstruction. Assuming this to be
s0, in a system such asi Chinguacousy,
the subscribers of which will pay $9 in
repayment of principal and interest, plus
$3 cost of operation, would at the end of
ten years pay $4.50 plus $3, or $7.50 per
annum, instead of §12 as at present. In
considering this matter there is, however,
another element to be considered, which
is that the Act provides for additional
subscribers paying the same assessment
as the original subscribers who shared
the cost of building the main pole leads
and of equipping a central office to acco-
modate many more telephones than were
installed at the start. It will be apparent
that the cost of connecting additional
subscribers using the same central office
equipment and pole leads which have
already been paid for by the original
subscribers, is very much less than the
amount paid by these original subscribers.
This difference is set aside by the muni-
cipality as a reserve fund to be expended
on maintenance, re-construction and ex-
tensions, and it is within the range of
possibility that by the end of ten years
this fund may have reached a proportinn
which would considerably reduce the
amount to be assessed against subscribers
on account of depreciation or absol-
escence,—FElectrical News.
