The result 
wan that it had breaking ont on the l>ody 
and convulsion» ; and ultimately it had a 
fit, ami it also seemed to have had two 
tails before Christinas. Having another 
fit. a doctor wh* sent for ; but before a bath 
could be got r«’ady it died of convulsions 
certainly set up by improper feeding, 
coroner wist ly dilated upon the gross ig­
norance of mothers as shown repeatedly 
before him. and the gross stupidity of giv­
ing a child of tender yr 
food which its digestive organs found it 
wholly unable to asMinilate, and said that 
mothers in this matter and many others, 
would never grow wiser until the duties of 
maternity became part of the curriculum 
of the public schools. The jury said thev 
hoped tlx* case would carry its moral to 
other mothers and returned a verdict in ac­
cordance with the medical evidence.— The 
Urituh Medical Journal, Fel 24.
