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~Tuz issue between the two great politi-
cal parties in the United States is now clearly
defined, and while there are several planks
in their respective platforms, the one that is
commanding the serious consideration of both
parties is the financial plank. High protec-
tion versus tariff for revenue only—alone a
question well calculated to engross the atten-
tion of able statesmen—has been relegated
to an inferior place and other questions are
well-nigh forgotten, while the problem of
confining the coinage of the country to a gold
standard, as is the case in nearly every other
civilized country in the world, or extending
it 8o as to include gold and silver as it is at
present in the States, is the one absorbing,
engrossing and exciting question.

The Democratic convention was in session
during the past week, and the world watched
with eager eyes to observe the proceedings
and note the result. As was expected, the
party ted a silver didate, but few
there are who were not a little surprised at
the person chosen. The party condemned a
third term, so no one expected Cleveland to
be r ted and the ch d to
be about equal for Bland and Teller; but a
speech was made at the convention by W.
H. Bryan, a young man thirty-six years of
age, from Nebraska,—a dark horse,—who
appears to possess the happy gift of elo-
quence to a high degree, and this speech,

- which was a very clear and lucid exposition
of the position of the democrats on the silver
question, won for him the day. On the fifth
ballot he received the necessary two-thirds
majority and is now the candidate of the
Democratic party for president. Immedi-
ately on receiving the information he took a
pen and paper and pledged himself, in case
of his election, not to run for a second term.

The financial plank in Mr. Bryan’s plat-
form calls for the free coinage of silver in
ratio of 16 to 1, that is, asking people to
believe that sixteen ounces of silver are
worth one ounce of gold. There was a.time
when this ratio was a correct one, the intrin-
sic value of gold being sixteen times greater
than silver; but now, owing to the abun-
dance of silver and the facility with which
it is mined, it has become less dear, while
gold retains its original value; hence, if one
buys gold and silver in bullion he will find
that instead of the old ratio of 16 to 1 he
will have to give about thirty ounces of sil-
ver for one of gold. In other words, the
silver dollar which once was worth one hun-
dred cents in gold is now worth ouly fifty-
three cents: or, looking at it in another
light, fifty-three cents worth of silver right
from the mine is taken to an American mint
and made into the national coin and comes
out worth one hundred cents. Why? Not
because the labor bestowed on it has added
to its value, but because the present law
makes it so. The silver men say if they
continue to coin silver at this rate the value
of the metal will be increased the world over,
for the American mint will be an unlimited
market for its sale, and if by these means it
becomes worth one-sixteenth as much as
gold every nation will be able to get one
hundred cents for enough silver to make the
dollar and will therefore take the coined
dollar for its face.

This appears plausible; but suppose Eng-
land has a claim against America for one
hundred dollars, is she going to demand her
pay in silver dollars worth one hundred
cents, theoretically, in the mind of one half
the people of the States, but only fitty-three
cents each in reality, or will she demand one

hundred gold dollars worth their face the-

world over? Every reasonable man will say
at once England will take the gold. Nor
can the Americans grumble for they propose
to make themselves believe that the silver
dollar is equal in value to the gold dollar,
therefore it is quite immaterial in which coin
they pay their bills. The inevitable result
will be that foreign nations will pour their
silver into this good market and take their
pay in gold, and the Americans will discover
that they have an abundance of silver for
every fifty-three cents worth of which they
have paid away one hundred cents in gold.
Such a scheme will prove a bonanza for the
silver producers of the west who are boom-
ing the silver party, but the outcome of its
adoption will be attended with great hazard.
Such a platform reminds one of the anecdote
of a Senator from Texas who was standing
on the platform of a railway carriage when
a colored porter requested him to go inside.
*“Why,” said the Senator, ‘““what’s a platform
for if not to stand on?” *“No,” said the por-
ter, ““a platform is not made to stand on, it
is just made to get in on.” This platform
of the democrats seems better adapted to get
in on than to stand on, for with the unthink-
ing the cry of free silver coinage and no
interference with American finances by the
nations of the outside world will be very
popular and its success will largely benefit
the silver states of the West, but only at
the expense of the rest of the Union.

SHOCKING RAILWAY FATALITY.

Joseph C. Dodge, of Middleton, Instantly
Beheaded by the Train.

On Friday afternoon last as the Flyin,
Bluenose train from Halifax was about haul-
ing up at Middleton & most melancholy and
fatal accident happened one of Middleton's
most promising young men. While Mr.
Joseph C. Dodge, son of C. C. Dodge, pro-
prietor of the Middleton hotel, was at-
tempting to board the train while slacking
up at the station, for the purpose of solicit-
ing patronage for his father's house, he
missed his footing and fell under the moving
train, the wheels of one of the cars instantly

ing over his neck and completely sever-
ing his head from his body. The horrible
sight was witnessed by quite a concourse of
people standing on the platform, but the

ident happened so suddenly that it was
impossible to render any assistance.

This sudden and terrible accident, to a
young man born and brought up in Middle-
ton, has cast a gloom over the whole com-
munity, and the ghastly spectacle, as un-
happily witnessed by the spectators present,
will long linger in unpleasant memory of a
sad, sad scene. The parents of the deceased
are naturally inconsolable, as he was their
only son, and just entering into manhood, as
he would have arrived at the age of twenty-
one years next moath.

CORONER'S INQUEST.

As soon as possible after the fatal accident
the remains were given in charge of Coroner
S.F. Roop, who at once summoned the fol-
lowing jary: H. E. Reed, E. G. Dodge, L.
P. Schaffner, W. G. Sutherland, Fred E.
Cox, W. W. Dodge, Zebina Foster, A. B.
Gates, J. A. Woodbury, A. W. Phinney, D.
B. Armstrong and Z. S. Banks.

After being duly sworn H. E. Reed was
chosen foreman, when the following evidence
was given:

A. J. HATFIELD, sworn: When the train was
coming in I was walking down the platform
about abreast of the waiting-room door, when
1 felt something strike me upon the shoulder.
When I looked I saw Joseph Dodge falling. 1t
was opposite the third car from the engine of
the west-bound Bluenose that I saw him fall.
I would attach no blame to anyone. His face
was toward the rear of the car when I saw him
falling. He struck me a pretty sharp blow,
which turned me to oneside. Wlien he fell 1
saw the brake beam catch his right shoulder
and drag him across the rail. The wheel caught
his neck and dragged him along. I think three
wheels passed over him. I, with Mace Masters,
took the body from the track and carried it into
the freight house.

L. A. DonGE, sworn: I was standing with
others on the station platform when the west-
going Bluenose came in. Isaw Jos. Dodge step
forward, and then someone passed between me
and him. I nextsaw him trying to catch the
platform rail with the left hand. He failed to
catch it, and rolled down between the car and
the station platform. He was trying to board
the train while in motion. I nextsaw the body
as lifted from the track. I could attach no
blame to anyone. 1 am under the impression
that Mr. Hatfield tried to catch Jos. Dodge.
When Joseph Dodge was trying to catch hold
of the rail with his left hand he had.hold of
the rear hand-rail with his right.

E. A. MELLOR, sworn: 1 stood on the platform
talking with some friends with my face toward
the west. I saw Joseph Dodge grasp for the
rail of a car of the Bluenose train while she was
coming in, I think she was travelling a good
deal faster than she usually does. At the same
time saw him strike some gentleman running
in the opposite direction. My opinion is that he
dropped under the car about in front of the
waiting-room door. The wheel or grease box
caught him on the left shoulder and dragged
him to where he was picked up, opposite the
freight-room door. I do not think that any
wheel passed over him but the one. I believe
it was the front wheel of all that caught him
and dragged and passed over him. would
attach no blame to anyone.

MACE MASTERS, sworn: I was on the platform
when the west-going Bluenose came in. I dj
not see Joseph%odge on the platform at the
time the train was coming in. The train was
some late in arriving, . She was coming in
pretty lively. I do not think she was coming in
any faster than usual. I did not see Joseph
Dodge till he was lying on the ground outside
the rails. His body wasoutside the rails. After
the train stopped I saw his head inside the rails.
I could not say how many cars on, but think
there were five, I do not know what car he
was under when I first saw him, but think it
was near the middle of the train. When the
train stopped I think he was op ite between
the two hinder cars. I helped to carry him
from the track into the freight room. The he:
and body were nearly opposite each other. I
do not attach any blame 10 anyone.

VERDICT.

That Joseph C. Dodge came to his death
while attempting to board the west-bound
Bluenose train, which was in motion; and
farther, we believe his death was purely
accidental and that no blame is attached to
anyone.

The funeral of the unfortunate young man
took place from the residence of his parents
on Sunday morning last at ten o’clock, and
was one of the largest ever seen in that vicin-
ity by the present generation, while the
abundance of appropriate floral tributes lent
an additional testimony to the high esteem
in which he was held by his many acquaint-
ances and the commaunity in general.

The services were conducted at the house
by the Rev. Joseph Gaetz (Methodist), when
the large funeral cortege formed in proces-
sion and followed the remains to the place
of interment at Pine Grove cemetery.

The pull-bearers were: Messrs Fred Small-
wood, S. E. Marshall, M. A. Schaffoer, F.
A. McPherson, G. B. Reed and Walter B.
Calhoun.

The horse was in ex-
cellent shape and in order that his speed
might be tested was being driven a mile.
He had finished the halfin the extraordinary
time of 1.07 and was proceeding on his way
av a lightning clip when he gave a short
whinny and went on three legs till stopped.
An investigation showed that he had re-
ceived a severe fracture of the pastern of
one of his fore legs. Dr. Ilsley was sum-
moned and treated the wounded member in
his professional capacity as veterinary sur-
geon, though it is doubtful if the speedy and
promising animal will ever again be seen on
the track. Latest reports, however are en-
couraging, and it is entertained that the
horse will almost recover his usefulness.

Poisoned by Eating Paris Green.

A two-year-old child living in the family
of Mr. Hiram Wilson, in the suburbs of this
town, came near losing its life on Friday
last by gaining access to a can containing
Paris Green, a part of which had been used
in the extermination of the insect pest on
the vegetable growth about the premises.
The discovery was made by a member of the
family after the child had swallowed some
two or three spoonfuls of the deadly poison,
and when in tEe act of still further helping
itself to the contents of the can. As soon
as possible the services of Dr. Grant were
enlisted, who on arrival found the youthful
poison eater in a critical state of health.
By the use of a stomach pump and other re-
storatives immediate relief was given, and
at latest accounts the innocent was rapidly
regaining its usual health.

Agrienltural,

i Health on the Farm.

A farmer’s life is proverbially a healthy
one; but it is evident, in many cases, that
the standard of health might easily be im-
proved, were it not for the neglect of certain
sanitary conditions. Fresh air and green
fields do much to remedy what would in
other surroundings, such as in a city, cause
severe attacks of certain diseases; but even |
th@e aids to health fail occasionally, and the
individual has to succumb at length to the
insidious foe disease.

Pure water is one of the most important
essentials to good health. None but those
who have wondered through other lands,
where pure water is a scarce commodity, can
realize the bleasing enjoyed by the man who
has at his door an unstinted supply of good,
wholesome water. In this country, as a
rule, there is usually no lack of excellent
water, which, if preserved free from contam-
ination from the surface drainage, sewage,
or stable liquids, presents a supply of first-
class quality sufficient for all needs. In the
care of our wells and springs, however, we
of show a 1 ble disregard of
the interests of our health. Too often the
well is located near to the atables, or in such
a position that the drainage from the stables,
both surface and through the ground, finds
its way, sooner or later, into the water, and
contaminates it. In other instances; frogs,
rats and mice find their way into the wells,
and die there, poisoning the water with their
putrid bodies. Many cases of sickness can
be traced to causes such as these, and it is,
therefore, of the highest importance that our
wells should receive considerable attention
every year.

Beautify the Homestead.

In addition to planting and caring for the
money crops, rural citizens can profitably
devote a little time thisspring to beautifying
and improving their premises. Many a
country home, now plain and unattractivé in
appearance, might be rendered charmingly
beautiful by the addition of a tasteful flower
garden and a neatly arranged and well kept
lawn. Fine flowers may be easily cultivated,
and neat lawns, or grass plats, cost little in
time or labor, Farmers usually have ample
space for such attractive and pleasure giving
accessories around their dwellings, and
should every spring improve their surround-
ings in that direction, thus not only increas-
ing the beauty but adding to the intrinsic
value of their homesteads.

This is the proper season to arrange lawns,
plant trees, shrubs, vines and flowers, and
makeornamental fences, trellises, and arbors.
There is health and pleasare in doing these
things, aside from the satisfaction derived
from inangurating improvements in the style
and character of one’s surroundings. In
planning to lay out grounds few designs are
more generally satisfactory than an irregular
border running around the yard, with tall
shrubs bebind and low growing plants in
front, the middle being left open for a good
space of grass. Avoid dotting things about.
They will do as well, and they are more

difficult to care for, and so is the grass.

Curing Grasses and Clover.

The natural grasses when cut for hay are
generally spread and dried as rapidly as pos-
sible in order to secure them in the best pos-
sible condition. The same method is not
applicable to the clover crop. It requires a
longer time to cure properly, and if exposed
to the scorching sun it is injured more, than
the natural grasses, since its succulent leaves
and tender blossoms are quickly brdwned
and lose their sweetness in a measure, and
are themselves liable to be wasted in hand-
ling over. Many prefer curing in the cock.
Mow clover when ‘dry and free from dew; or
it will wilt, and the same day it is mown
fork it into cocks which will weigh 40 to 50
pounds when fit for the barn. Do not rake
and roll, as that will compress it too much.
Place in the barn according to the weather,
but it may be safely mowed away while the
heads and stalks are comparatively green
and fresh. When fit to cart, the green
stalks will be found to be destitute, or near-
ly 8o, of sap, as the sap has candied and the
clover will keep. On the day of carting
cocks over, expose the bottom to the sun an
hour or 8o, and to each ton of hay as it goes
into the mow or stack add four to six quarts
of salt. In a general way, these instructions
may be adapted to clover, cowpeas and
other leguminous crops which are so valu-
able for stock because of their richness in
protein.

—The roots of the barley do not run deep-
ly, and the plant makes a much more vigor-
ous early growth if the surface of the soil is
merely cultivated, instead of being turned to
the bottom of a furrow with a plow. The
only objection we ever heard to shallow
plowing for spring grain is that it makes the
plowing harder for the teams and plows
when the spring grain stubble is turned over
in the fall for sowing to winter grain. But
some farmers have found that here alsoshal-
low ploughing succeeds the best. Deep
ploughing of stubble only keeps the soil lose
to a greater depth, allowing it to absorb
more water, and thus increase the injury to
to the crop from winter freezing and thaw-
ing.

Adjusting Ladies’ Wheels.

How many women who ride adjust their
wheels correctly? Not more than one in
three. It is not always the fault of the
wheelwoman, for she is not versed in the
intricacies of a cycle. She takes her ma-
chine as it comes from the dealer, and unless
she is an old rider she stands small chance of
looking her best awheel.

The most noticeable error in adjustment
is in the height of the saddle. This should
be a trifle greater in proportion to the reach
than for a man, for the woman who would
look well must ride with knees almost
straight when the pedal reaches its lowest
point. Handle bars, too, are generally off.
They should be well up, and back, so the
grips may be reached without stretching the
arms or contracting the chest.

The position of the feet on the pedals
seems too well understood to call for com-
ment, but it makes the heart sad to see a
woman with the pedals placed securely in
the hollow of the foot, instead of under the
ball. The control of the machine is easier
when the adjustable parts are relstively cor-
rect, and there is no harm in having a length
of seat-post above the frame of the machine.

Treatment of Diphtheria.

He explained
to the parent that, with their consent, he
would make the experiment, and at once
commenced swabbing the throat with the
petroleum. He was careful not to have an
excess of the material on his brush, asa drop
too much might strangle in the disabled con-
dition of the throat and larynx. To his
astonishment there was improvement after
the first application. He continued the
treatment, and the child recovered; and he
