In any place where the minds of men were normal, the
controversy would havo ended here. "But the abnormal -,
erowd atill hung upon bhis lips, - Pilate and Herod were -
again made friends, and many Hindus, who would not B
come to hear the other side, gathered around the Salub
sud shed tears of joy at the funeral of Christianity, " A’
fow bolder warriors caught up their hero's powder, came
- around and threw the bombs at our feet, and ran away
Othorsa thirating for glory, and armed with the arguments L
of their leader, met us face to face, raised the din of war
and called a crowd.  Altogether, with the additional help ™ ~ '
of a District orgab, we were able to got our share of the -
congregation, although the great mass of the people love
darkness rather than light.

Two weeks ago when we renewed our often repeated Eh
challenge, the peoplo would not let the Mohammedan off. :"
‘‘ No,” they said, * that is the way to sottle it,” and he
had to sgree or surronder. Accordingly three public
moetings were held in the Mission Chapel, with the Sub~
Magistrate for chairman. It in estimated that between
three and four hundred woere present at esch® meeting.
The Sahib had half an hour for his criticisms of Chris-
tisgity, and the missionary half an hour for reply, each
taking two turns. A fourth meeting had been mutxmlly
agreed upon, but after the third meeting ‘the Sahib’
backed out. He says he is going to Rangoon on Satiir-
day.

These four months have been most profitable, Every R
day haa struck fire. Life has been worth living. Wa
have named the 8ahib our Big Helper, and believe that '
ho has beon raised up by God, that He might show in
him the power of tho oross, and publish abroad the name
of Jesus. This controversy has not yet changed our sta. .
tisties, but it has changed our status. There has been
a public and signal victory won for Ohustmmby Indeed *
these fifteen weeks have been a series of victories. It is
true that more than one man has been made two-fold *
mare the ohild of hell ‘than’ before ; but they will only
keep up the interest after the Sahib is gone. We walk
the streets of Bimlipdtam to-day, more than couquerora ..
through Jesus.Christ our Lord. I have no hesitation in .
mymg that the Goapel has been published and understood
in this towu more during these four months than dunng
all the rest of the four years since we landed at Bimli-
patam; If our hero had possessed the shame of an or-
dinary mortal he would have hidden his face after the -
firat battle, but God hardened his heart, as he did Pha-
rach’s, that he might fulfil His own gracious designs. -
This black background will help us to paint the golden
The ex-
perience both for the missionary and his helpers has been -
o blossed one.  We have buen driven to pray and study

Dear wa,——Au acoount of my firat tour alone may
not be umntorenung to your readers. A week ago last
Wodnesday, nccompumed by my Bible-woman, Vorrama,
1 left Vayguru for a village some eight or ten niiles dis-
tant, whore' I intended making my hesdquarters for s
weok or ten days, while I visited the surrounding villages.
Owing to-my stopping to gréot the Obristisns in'a villagg
by the way, it was quitd 12 o'clock ‘cre I alighted from
my pony at the door of the chapel that was to be my home,
and I was'obliged to wait another two bours for my break-
fast as my baggage coolies failed to put in an sppearance.
As the waten of a cocoanist was all I had bad to reliove
my hunger and thirst by the way, I did smple justice to
tho meal when it was ready.

A word about my lodging—the chapel. The firat thing
that attracted my attontion was ¢ Obristmas " in colored
Telugu lotters on the outside, and upon entering the
building. which was built of mud, and thatched with a
coarso river grass, I found that tho samo imstinet that
decorated the churches in Christian lands with holly and
evergroen at Christmas time, had prompted this little
band of Christisns to seek to beautify thoir humble house
of prayer for this occasion. The mud floor had been
nicely washed, the walls whitewashed and decorated with
olining of dolored paper, and alao a text which the teacher
hidgiventhemasayeartext. ChristmasDayhadbeonspent
in feativities and dovotional exercises, nor were they sol.
fish bub entering somewhat into the spirit of the One
who 50 miuy years ago gave us His only begotten Son,
they invited their heathen neighbors to share their feast,
snd later in the day to sttend their thanksgiving service
in the chapel. ' In passing through the little *‘ gudem,”
a8 the Madega quarter is called, and jo which the Chris-
tiana had received their share of sttention, and in honor
of the day, bad been freshly washed and docorated with
littla patterns in lime. * -

It gave me great pleam.u-c to join with ‘these brethren
and sisters each evening in their evening worship, for
although both men and women had worked in the harvest
tields all day, after the evening meal all mot for-s short
service. The Spirit was in our midst and gave ms mes-
eagos for them.

The inhabitants of the villaga of Sreeriagapurma, as
thia village in called, are, with thy expeption of four or
five houses, all Brahmins, who, about four or five years
ago when the Christinns, under the loadership of Yacob,
tho teacher, began to make proparations to build this
chapel, put forth most strenuous efforts to hinder the
project, even demeaning themselves so far an to use very
abusive language. *‘Satan finds somd miscbiof atill for
idlo hands to'do,” finds an illustration in tho case of some

Every young person in the
church can help in‘the great work that is to be done.

But to do this they must be trained. And bow
trained? - - '

Just as othery are trained. A shoemaker is trained: to
make shoes by making tham, s tailor to make clothes by
making them, & t.elegmﬂher to send messages by nqndins
them, & bookkeeper to keop books by keeping them, sn
a giver to any good work by giving. One cannot give it
he never begins to give. And the earlier one begins the
botter. He who gives coppers when he has only coppors, .
will give silver when he geta silver, and ;gold when gold
is his. i g

I remember very well tho one enberpriso brought
before the young children in my early days, and the joy
it gave us in Bootland to gather and give our pennies to
equip a missionary ship for Old Calabar. But beyond
that, no training was given to the young people in refer-
ence to the great enterprises the church had undertaken.
Not a word was spoken about them. We had no know-
ledge of them, and cuuuelnenaly could haye no interess
m them. This is a sad lack. o do not wish our young
people to grow up in suoh conditions. 8o I want to
Eoint out how they may help the schemes of the church

y raising money specially for ,them.

First, there is the mite-box. Each little child should -
have one in which to store up his savings for Colleges, or
Home Missions, or Foreign Missions, or any other object
he may selecst. Some young man or womsn should
charge herself or himself with the securing of the boxes,
and their distribution, and nt certain times the collection
of the monies, when an address might be made on pome
scheme, to keep slive aud maintain the interest alveady
existing, Lo

If this is properly attended to, and the, children in-
structed to give a share of their money, it will be found
that they can give as much, sud even more; than many
of the old people. If one has n supply of ‘moveable
rabber type ﬁe may stamp each child’s name ou his box,
and add snother interesting feature. Store the child's
mind with thoughtsa of the heathen and their needs.

thero is what is usually Galled tho talent
scheme. This is for the young men and young wpmen.
It is giving them Adm'uf]liﬂﬁ to work with, to sat them u
in busigess. Somethiug thoy may lay out for the Lord.
It calls’into play the needle, the pen, the plaug, the
kill of each.in one divection or another, and not in-
frequently a ver{ small grain of seed yields forty, sixty,
or o hundred fold. It 18 amazing how much one may
make when his mind i3 set ob it, and espeoially when he
is working uuselfishly for the advancement of Christ's
Kingdom.
