They regret to
learn, however, that in somb parts of the county of Queens,
and several portions of the counties of Lunenburg, Dighy,
Guysborough, and Hants, the cause is in a langruishing con.
dition. Your committee are of opinion that no agcncy is
better calculated to promote the prosperity of the Order than
the labors of efficient lecturers or travelling agents; and they
would express a hope that the %vants of these counities wvould
be taken into serious consideration by the Agency Conimittee,
and that they will make such provision to meet them as the
niaterial. Niithin their reach Nvill permit.

Your committee, deeply imprcssed 'with its importance,
have given the subjcct of prohibition their grave andi deli.
berate consideration. They regret that the ineasures adoped
by this body at its last January session to procure a prohbi.
tory liquor law proved abortive. The history of the agitation
in the State of Maine sufficiently proves that, in order f0
succec(l, the question of prohibition sheuld be relcascd en.:
tirely fromn the influence of party polities. The mnsure
which your committee is preparcd, after due deliberation, f0
reconimenul, is both simple and praetieable.

Notwithstanding the reiterated calis of attention to the
dlaims of the .Abstainer newspaper ivhich, have issued froni
the Grand Division, your committee regret that the patronage
which this organ of our Order in this province lias hitherto
receivcd bias been wvho11y inadequate to its efficient support.
The Publication Committee state in their report that "w %hile
the prosperity of the Order seemed to increase, the circula.
tion of the Abstaincr deecased." Surely this should not be.
Your coanmittee would express an earnest hope that cari
inember of this Grand Division, on his return to bis oum
locality, wvill use every effort to promote the increascd circu.
