Chicago, March 28,

A sharp doclino of ono por cont. occurred
at the opening this morning. This was
abinostto be expected after the rapid rive

of tho lust fow duys. The sharp advauvce

was largely thoresult of the ovor-sold-condi-
tion of the market, combined with the
flood of crop dumage reports mostly from
Kansas, & State in which there hus been,
as & rule, little damage done by cold
weuther.
. There was littlo response from Liverpool
to our advance of yesterday. Corn sutfer-
-ed in sympathy with the weakness in
wheat. The export demand keops fairly
steady, but it ehoWws littls indepondent
strength.

Messrs. Norton & Switzer, in their spe-
cial desputch to us, allude to provisions in
the following term«:—

Provisions have been influenced by un in-
crease in the fureigndomand for lard. Xe-
«ceipts of hogs havo been liberul, L.ut the ex-
traordinary shipping demand lecaves the
actual packing slightly less than last year.
Agis usually the caso, the small advaunce
wo have had has stimulated the cash buy-
-ors, and offers are being accepted freely on
both »ides of the Atluntic at higher prices.
Altogether, the market hus the nppearance
of huving changed . in fone, while the pro-
duct appeurs to be in better hands, and
operators who have been holding aloof
while liquidation was so prevalent, feel
justified in making investments under the
changed conditions. Much dopends on the
receipts of hogs, and while they are ex-
pected t2 be liboral, if they are no greater
than anticipated, we believe the tendency
will be towards higher prices,
