A CALL TO PROFESSING CHRISTIANS!
ON TIE USE OF

IXTOXICATING DRINK.

BY A. DICKENSON, D.D., OF NEW YORK.

Concluded,

12. The moderate use of intoxicating
drink by the Church, is inconsistent with
any reasonable hope, that the flood of in-
zemperance would not return upon the land,
even should it for a season be dried up.
Temperance Associations throughout the
land are unspeakably important, as means
of reformation. But they are not permanent
bodies. Their ¢ “ganization may cease when
intemperance is once done away. And un-
less the doctrine of TOTAL ABSTINENCE be
incorporated with some great association
that i fo de perpetual, it will in time be
forgoiten or despised ; and then drunkenness
will again abound. Such an association is
found only 1 “the Church of the living

God.? This will continue while the world
stands; for God has promised to support it.
Let the principle of ENTIRE ABSTINENCE,
then, be recognised with one consent by the
Church, and adopted by future members;
and you have a great and increasing multi-
tude to sustain the temperance cause, till
“time shall be no longer.” And can the
real Cluistian think it hard thus to enlist
for the safety of all future gencrations? If

arents love their offspring, if Christians
ove the lambs of Christ's flock, if philan-
thropists love the multitude coming into

Sabbath Schools, will they not gladly hasten |

to sccure them all from the destroyer!

13. The use of intoricating drink as a
common article of luxury or living, ¢s incon-
sistent with the pluin spirit and precepts of
God’s word. It furnishes no warrant what-
ever for such use. Nothing indeed, is said
in Secripture of distilled liquor, for the very
obvious reason, that the art of converting
God’s gifts to such a malignant poison was
unknown till the ninth century. The use
of the “strong drink” of the ancients is
distinctly pointed out. It was to be used
as a medicine in cxtreme cases. «Give
strong drink unto him that #s rcady to
perish.”  Its cominon useis condemned, as
awfully pernicious. “Strong drinkisraging;
and whosoever is deceived thereby, is not
wise.” #They are out of the way through
strong drink; they crr in vision; they stum-
ble in judgment”” Such passages shew
clearly the mind of God with respect to tue
nature and use of this article. And they
apply with double force to the more fiery
element of modern invention.

Moreover, it is said in another passage,
“Woe unto him that giveth his neighbour
drink.”  And does not every man who ma-
nufactures, sells, or uses intoricaling drink,
encourage his neighbour to drink?  And i
he do it with the Bible in his hand, does he
not contemn (od’s authority? And if a
Christian professor thus “giveth his neigh-
bour drink” cither dirccl?y or indirectly,
does he not contradict his profession of “love
to God, and love to man?” Does he not
deny God's testimony ?  Does he not ag-
gravate his guilt by sinning against great
ﬁght? And would he not agaravate it still
further, should hecharge the blame on God ?

14. To manufacture or use intoxicating
drink is inconsistent with a grateful recep-
fion of the bountics of Providence. When
God had formed man, and spread out before

‘him this beautiful world, he kindly said,
;“Behold I have given you every herb
-beéuing seed, which is upon the face of all
the carth, and cvery tree, in the which is
:thc fruit of a tree yielding seed; fo you it
skall be fur meat.”  God, then it seems, in-
tended that men should use the fruits of
the earth for fod. But® they have sought
out many inventions.” And one of these
inventiuns is, tu take these gifts of God, and
convert them into a poison, and most de-
structive both to soul and body! "The dis-
tiller, the vender, and the consumer, ca-
courage onc another in the perversion of
God’s gifts! When men, in abuse of the
divine bounty, have made this foul poison,
to justify its use, they call it one of the
“creatures of God! Mow awful the im-
piety of thus ascribing the worst of man’s
inventions to the henevolent God! In
“times of ignorance” many have done thus,
But «the darkness is past,” the “ true light
now shineth.”

15. Tor a professor of religion to perse-
vere in making, selling, or using intoxica-
ting drink, as'a common arlicle of living,
while fully knowing its effects, and posses-
sing the light Providence has recently
poured on this subject, is inconsistent with
his profession. « By their fruits ye shall
know them.” And w.at are ks fruits?
As we have scen, he willully cuts short his
own Jife, or the life of his neighbour; he
wilfully impairs memory, judgment, imagi-
nation, and all the Jjmmortal facultics,
merely for scnsual indulgence, or paltry
gain; he stupifies conscience, and cherishes
all the evil passions; he prefers sordid ap-
petite to pure spiritual enjoyment; he is
the occasion of stumbling to these for whom
Chvist died, and of davk reproach on the
Church; he neglects the means Providence
has pointed out for rescuing thousands from
destruction; he wilfully encourages their
downward course; he refuses the aid he
might give to a great national reform; he
lends his whole weight against this refor-
mation; he is the occasion of offence and
grief among brethren: he grieves the Holy
Spirit, and quenches His heavenly influ-
ence! he disregards the plain spirit and
precepts of the Bible; and, in fing, he per-
verts even the common bountics of Provi-
dence.  Such are his fruits, And the man
surely, who can do all this, in meridian
light,and while God is looking on, mani-
fests neither respeet for God nor love o
man.

Christ to sanction practices fraught onl
with wouqu:, death, and perdition? Will
real Christians act so? ~ Such, however,

must be the temperance creed of those who

would encourage the distillery the vender,
or the consumer, in his deadly course,

Letitnot be suggested, that ourargument
bears chiefly against the ezcessive use of

intoxicating drink. For common sense and

candour must admit, what has bcen a

thousand times demonstrated,—that the
moderate use of the poison is the real occa-
sion of all its woces, blasphemies, and abomi-
nations. Who was ever induced to taste
by the disgusting sight of a drunkard? Or
who ever becamo a drunkard, except by
moderate indulgence in the beginning?
Indeed this habit of moderate drinking in
professors of religion, iy, perhaps, tenfold
worse, in its influence on society, than occa-
sional instances of drunkenness.  For these
excite abhorrence, and rather alarm than
betray ; while moderate indulgence sanctions
the general use, and thus insidiously betrays
millions to destruction.  Oh, never, since
the first temptation did Satan gain such a
victory as when he induced Christians, by
their example, to sauction every where the
use of intoxicating liquor. Let Christians
at once, withdraw the sanction they have
given, and by generously diffusing light on
this subject, do half as much to expose, as
they have done to encourage this grand
device of the devil, and rivers of death will
be dried up.

. The duty of professing Christians then,
in regard tointoxicating drink, is very plain,

If their vision be not clouded by reason of

the poison, they cannot but see that it would
be plensing to God, happy for themselves,

beneficial to the world, and conducive to

the highest interests of Christ's kingdom,

for them to adopt with onc consent the
principle of ToTAL ABSTINENCE, and make
generous efforts for disseminating this prin-

ciple.

Do any say we carry the matter too far?
Do unto
others, as ye would they should do to you,is
the eternal law. But supposc your own
child, your brother, your sister, the wife of
your bosom, were in imminent peril from
the exam‘:lc or temptation of others,—would

eased with this? No. Well, the
example of moderate drinkers and the
temptations of retailers, you admit, have
ruined, and must continue to ruin vast
multitudes.  Can you, then, justify such by
the “golden rule”—the cternal law? Ab,

let the burning tide actually desolate your
own family; and then answer.

Is it said by some, that should they give

up the traffic in iotoxicating drink, the
sacrifice must be very great, and occasion se-
rious embarrassment? ‘Chisisindeed hard ;
but is it not harder to sin against God and
the Church, and the whole community?
Calculate for eternity, as well astime.  ¥or
“God shall bring every work into judg-
ment;” and “what is a man profited if he
thus gain the whole world 2”

Do any say that we preach nbstinence
from all that intoxicates in the place of the
Gospel ? then the greater is the duty of all
who love the Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity
to come forward, and vindicate the honour
of his blessed revelation: it is unmanly and
slothful to sit at home, and descry the many
well-disposed, self-denying, and benevolent
of God's servants as self-righteous Pharisecs,
who are applying the only remedy ever pro-
jected as an efficient correction of the muny-
headed monster that is stalking through the
land, invading the comforts of the peasant
and the prince, and threatening the cternal
destruction of all.

Do these neutral and active opponents of
the Zofal Abstinence Patriots (if deserving
no higher denomination) avuid every occa-
sion of offence ? Do they remove every block
of stumbling to their brother? Do they,
while they condemn the preachers of tempe-
rance in the use of Gud's creatures, and the
total abstinence from the soul-destroying
poison—(the arch enemy’s prime minister,
and grandest device for the destruction of
soul and body)? Do they, we would ask,
in their families and domestic circles, exhibit
their detestation of the abominable sin of
drunkenness by disusing the agent? Do
they jealously and scrupulously act according
to the oracles of God,—and “do nothing
whereby a brother may offend,” lest the
moderate use of the 1insidious beverage
should give birth td one solitary home-hater,
sabbath-breaker, murderer or blasphemer?

To all advocates for the moderate use of
intoxicating poison we would submit the
following considerations, Will abstinence
from intoxicating drink make a drunkard?
Will abstinence fromintoxicating drink make
a sabbath-breaker? Will abstinence from
intoxicating drink make a murderer? Will
abstinence from intoxicating drink make a
blasphemer?

Now, can the moderate use of intozicating
drink make either? It can make all; and
if thore be a sin of greater.enormity, which
the seducer of man and enemy of God can
invent; he can have no more influential ally
than the delusive diaught for its achicve-
ment—he can have no readier agent than
the promoter of the moderate use of the
drunkard's drink.

And the victim he aims to seduce may
ke from among your own lovely innocent
and prattling babes, trained up in the way
of moderately using the destructive poison,

of drunkenness.

And how is *liis wretched man or woman
made ?—By the modcrate use of the drun-
kard’s drink.

Can nothing be done to prevent the ex-
istence of drunkard’s? Yes! ToTAL ADSTI-
Nence from the drunkard’s drink!—i. e,
cider, ale, wine, whiskey, gin, rum, and
brandy, with every invention of man that
can intoxicate.

Isdrunkard-making God’s work or Satan’s
work?  God blessesthelaboursof the total
abstinence advocates,and will have no fellow-
ship with the works of darkness.

"The remedy is plain, if every “professing
Christian” would act up to the light that
is in him; “for to him that knoweth to do
good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin,”
and “the soul that sinneth, it shall die.”

Onemore question—Is it true, that where
one person is benefited by the moderate
use of these drinks, muny families are ruined
by them? Agnin, Is it true, that our hos-

itals, poor-houses, gaals, and lupatic asy-
ums are principally filled by the victims to
the use of these drinks?

Do you exult in the consciousness of being
wholly freed from the unclean thing? Then
think of the millions still contaminated, and
reflect “Such were some of you, but ye are
washed”—yeare rescued from the pollution.
GOD “hath mrnde you to differ.” Now
then, his injunction is, «When thou art
converted, strengthen thy brethren.”
Strengthen those few who are pouring out
their breath or spending their treasure in
this cause.

But woe to that man, who, at this crisis
of the reformation, shall knowingly encou-
rage the ezciting cause of such evils! And
heaviest woe to him who shall avail himself
of a standing in the church for this purpose!

The Second Appearing and Personal Reign of our
Lord Jesus Christ, in a Letter to a Friend.
VEery prAr Smr,—In one of our late

friendly colloquies, you kindly asked me to

state the reasons why I believed the reign
of our Lord Jesus to be a personal reign,
and not merely a spiritual one. Having
preached twice that day, with morce than
usual freedom, I do not know whether my
mind was in a proper state to recall, and to
arrange at once, the declarations of Holy

Writ, on which that important doctrine

rests, and by which, I am satisfied, it is

clearly taugust. I therefore beg permission
to submit to you, in this manaer, the fol-
lowing statements -

1 Acts, il. 29-31, “Men and brethren,
let me freely speek unto you of the patriarch
David, that he is both dead and buried, and
his' sepulehre is with us unto this day.
Therefore being a prophet, and knowing
that God had sworn with an oath to him,
that of the fruit of his luins, according to
the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on
his throue; he sceing this before, spake of
the resurrection of Christ, that his svul was
not left in hell, neither his flesh did see
corruption,”

You will recollect, my dear Sir, the an-
thesls between the flesh and the spirit,
which is su frequently found in the Holy
Scriptures: “That which is born of the
flesh, is flesh; and that ..hich is born of
the Spirit, is spirit.” John @it 6. “Who
walk notafter the flesh, but after the Spirit.”
Rom. viii. 1. “Walk in the Spirit, and ye
shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.” Gal.
v. 16.

We now ask, Ts the reign of Christ, which
is the subject of prophecy. to be according
to the Spuit? that is only spiritual; or is
it to be according to the flesh? that is per-
sonal. God himself answers the question:
He has “sworn with an oarnt to him, that
of the fruit of his loins, Accorping TO THE
¥LESH, ho would raise up Christ to sit on
his (David’s) throne.” This Divine purpose,
thus solemnly announced, was declared by
the angel to the virgin mother of our Lord.
4 Thou shalt bring forth a son,and shalt call
his name Jesvs. He shall be great, and
shall be called the Son of the Hig%est; and
the Lord God shall give him,” what? not
a spiritual throne merely in the hearts of
his people; but the true, earthly, material
“throne of his father David.” Exactly the
same kind of throne, which David filied, must
be given to his son according to the flesh ;
and as David sat upon that throne person-
ally, bodily, and visibly, so must the Lord

Jesus sit personally, bodily, and visibly,
upon the same seat of guvernment, belure
the onth of the Father is fulfilled.

Let us take one case not easy to be mis-
understood toillustrate the subject.  In the
order of Divine Providence, God has given
the throne of his Iate Britannic Majesty,
William 1V, to his niece, Queen Victoria,
How do we understand this matter?  Why
just in this way: As the Inte king sat per-
sonally upon the British throne, and exer-
cised tho functions of the British government,
before his death; so in like manner does
the present queen sit personally upon thut
throne, and exercise the fuuctions of the
same government.  And as the Queen’s
visits to the Isle of Wight and Balmoral, do
not prevent her at the proper times, from
sitting personally on that throne; so neither
will our Lord’s temporary visit to his
Father’s court, in another world, prevent
him, at the proper time, from returning to
this world, and tuking actual possession of|
the throne, and the goverment, which are
his,by the Father's promise, and the Father's
Oatii.  And as the situng of David on his
throne was a proper personal siting and
reign; so will the sitting upon that throne,
and the exercise of that goverment, by
Christ, be properly personal also. Let me
now direct your attention to a few passages
of seripture, in which this truth is promi-
nently set forth.

1 Chron. xvii. 11-14,“And it shall come
to pass, when thy days be expired that thou
must go to be with thy fathers, that T will
raisc up thy secd after thee, which shall be
of thy sons; and I will establish hiskingdom,
he shall build me an house ; and I will estab-
lish his throne for ever. I will be his Father

and he shall be my Son: and I will not take

shall be saved, and Isracl shall dwell safely ;
and ths is his name whereby he shall be
called, THE LOKD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS."

Zech. vi. 12, 13, “Thus speaketh the Lord

Xouw what is there in any of these pas-
sages that indicates a merely spiritual reign ?
When David rcigned over the Israelites in
personal and visible glory, many of them
were the subjects of spiritual influence, and
enjoyed the grace of God in their hearts.
But’ his reign over thera was one thing;
and the grace of God within them was
another; and no person of sound under-
standing would confound the two, or take
the one for the other. In like manner the
grncc of God, and the work of the Holy

He
says, “I willsend him ;" and between sending
another, and coming himself, there must be
an essential difference. .Again the mission
of the Holy Spirit was to appropriate the
benefits of atoning grace, in awakening, re-
newing, sanctifying, comforting, and endow-
ing men with those divine gifts, which
should qualify them for service and trial in
this world, and prepare them for glory and
felicity in that which is to come. But the
coming of Christ in his kingdom will be to
destroy impenitent sinners out of the carth;
and to call men to an account for the im-
provement or non-improvement of the time,
talents, and endowments with which they
have been favoured, and to reward or pun-
ish them accordingly. In fact,in whatever
light we view the subject, the doctrine of
the kingdom is one thing, and that of the

in the Book of God. But does not our
Lord tench his disciples that, “ 2%e kingdom
of God is within you?”

Noj; certaiuly he does not.  So fur from
this, he commands his disciples not to follow,
nor believe those who say ¢ Lo here, or lo
there, for the kingdom of God is within you,
or among you,” for this plain reason; * For
as the lightning that lighteneth out of the
one part under heaven shineth unto the
other part under heaven; so shall also the
Son of man be in his day.” His coming
will be so glorious and so public, that
“every eye shall see him—and all kindreds
of the earth shall wail because of him.”
T'he passage in our version, «The kingdom
of God cometh not with observation,” is
rendered, more agrecably with the context,
by Parkhurst, Clarke, and others, “ For the
kingdom of God cometh not in such a man-
ner that it needs to be accurately watched
or observed,” and this rendering agrees
with the following verses, and all other pas-
sages, which speak of the subject; whereas
the common version makes our Lord con-
tradict himself.  But does not our Lord say,
« My kingdom is not of this world.”—Ycs,
he docs; and he also teaches us, that the
Baptism of Johin was not of this world, but
from heaven; yet it was aCministered upon
the carth, and was seen of all men in that
part of the earth. In the same manner,
the kingdom of Christ is not of the carth,
iz is of heavenly origin; but it is appoiated
t» be established and administered upon
the carth. But St. Paul says, “ For the
kingdom of God is not meat and drink, but
righteousness, and peace, and joy in the
Holy Ghost.” True; and our Lord says,
« Aud this is life cternal, that they might
know thee the only true God, and Jesus
Christ whom thou hast sent”” Both pas-
snges must be explained in one way. The
knowledge of God and of Christ, is the
means of obtaining eternal life; and righte-
ousness, peace and joy in the Holy Ghost,
arcdthe means of obtaining the kingdom of
God.

Having submitted the proofs of our
Lord’s personal reign; and endeavoured to
disentangle it {rom another subject, with
which modern diviues frequently confound
it, viz.:- The work of the Holy Spirit in the
believer’s heart, which they call the king-
dom of grace, and the spiritual kingdom;
and also replied to the objections which are
usually urged against it, I beg to suggesta
consideration which should never be lost
sight of in $his discussion. We are not
discussing our Lord’s reign in respect to his
Divine nature. In that nature, “IHe is
over all, God blessed for ever,” aud from

in his human nature, a8 the son and suc-
cessor of David, who shall one day reign
over Israel and Judal, and all the nations
of the carth.

II. This kingdom will be in the carth.
It is deserving of remark, that the Holy
Scriptures never speak either of our Lord,
or his saints reigning in heaven,  The scene
of their dominion will be the carth, after it
is changed, and rencwed, and filled with the
glory of God. This faci has been already
anticipated; and, therefore, we neced not
dwell upon it, especially as the language of
Scripture is so very decided. A few pas-
sages will show this:—

Psal. i 8, “Ask of me, and I shall give
thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and
the uttermost parts of the earith for thy
possession.”

Psal. axii. 27, 28, “All the ends of the
carth shall remember and turn unto the
Lord: and all the kindreds of the nations
shall worship before thee. For the kingdom
is the Lord’s; and he #s goveinor among
the nations.”

Psal. Ixxxii. 8, “Ile shall have dominion
also from sea toses, and from the river unto
the ends of the ecarth.” “Yea, all kings
shall fall down before him: all nations shall
serve him.” Verse 11.

Psal. xevi. 10-13, “ Say among the hea-
then that the Lord reigneth, the world also
shall be established that it shall not be
moved: he shall judge the people righte-
ously. Let the heavens rejoice, and let the
earth be glad; let the sea roar, and the
fulness thereof.  Let the field be joyful, and
all that is therein: then shall all ¢he trees
of the wood rejoice before the Lord; for he
cometh, for he cometh to judge the earth:

Yes, my dear Sir, our ruined carth, at
present groaning under & malediction, and
smitten with sterility, shall be delivered
from the bondage of corruption; the curse
shall give place to blessing; and the world
be filled with the glory of the Lurd.

IIL The seat of the government of this
heavenly kingdom will be mount Zion and
Jerusalem.  The testimony of Seripture is
so very pointed on this fact, that illustration
is altogether out of the question. A few
passages will shew the truth of this:—

Psal. ii. 6, 7, “Yet have T set my king
upon my holy hill of Zion. I will declare
the decree: The Lord hath said unto me.
Thou art my son; this day have I begotten
thee.”

Psal. xlviit 2, “ Beautiful for situation, the
joy of the whole earth, is mount Zion, tho
city of the great King.”

Psal. exxxii. 13, 14, “For the Lord hath
chosen Zinn; he hath dcsired it for, his
habitation. This is my rest for ever: here
will I dwell; for I have desired it.”

Peal, xvili, 16, «This i3 the Will whick
God desireth to dwell in: yea the Lord
will dwell in it for ever.”

Isaiah xxiv. 28, “Then the moon shall
be confounded, and the sun ashamed, when
the Lord of losts shall reignin mount Zion,
and in Jerusalem, and before his ancients
gloriously.”

Jer. iii. 17, « At that time they shall call
Jerusalem the throne of the Lord: and all
the natigns shall be gathered unto it, to the
name of the Lord, to Jerusalem: neither
shall they walk any more after the imagi-
nation of their evit heart.”

And many nations shall
come, and say, Come, and et us go up to
the mountain of the Lord, and to thie house
of the Gud of Jacob; and he will teach us
of his wars, and we will walk in his paths:
for the law shall go forth from Zion, aud
the word of the Lord from Jerusalem.”
Isaiah ij, 3.

Zech viii. 22, “Yea, many people and
strong nations shall come to seek the Lord
of hosts in Jerusalem, and to pray before
the Lord."

Isaiah lxvi. 28, “And it shall come to
pass, that from one new moon lo anuther,
and from one Sabbath to another, shall all
flesh come to worship before me, saith the
Lord.”

Zech. xiv. 16, 19, « And it shall come to
pass, that every one that is left of ull the
nations which cime against Jerusalem, shall
even go up from year to year to worship the
King, the Lord of hosts, and to keep the
feast of tabernacles. And it shall be that
whoso will not come up of afl the families of
the carth unto Jerusalem to worship the
King, the Lord of hosts, even upon them
shall be no rain. And if the family of
Egypt go not up, and come net, that have
no rain; there shall be the plague where-
with the Lord wiil smite the heathen that
come not up to keep the feast of tabernacles.
‘This shall be the punishment of Egypt, and
the punishment of all nations that come not
up to keep the feast of tabernacles.

These passages, taken in their plain and
obvious meaning, teach us, that as David
sat and reigned on mount Zion, so shall his
Son, according to the flesh, sit there and
also reign.  And as the tribes of Israel usced
to repair to that sacred mount for religious
worship; so shall all the tribes of the earth
repair to the same spot, to sce their King in
his glory, avow their allegiance to him, and
worship him as their Saviour and their God.

IV. Before this kingdomis established in
the carth, our Lord must visibly and per-
sonnlly return to the earth. Isay visibly
and personally, because a spiritual coming
of the Suviouris unscriptural and impossible,
‘Wa have already seen that the coming of
Christ, and the mission of the Holy Spirit,
are two distinet things, and we must not
confound them. The Spirit has already
come; the coming of the Saviouris still the
objest of the church’s hope; and before he
can come spiritually, he must be absent
spiritually. But the spiritual absence of
the Saviour from his church is an impossi-
bility; because to his church, he says,
“And, lo, I am with you always, cver unto

cuming. And vur warrant, for this blessed |

hope, 1s found.  Acts av. 13-17, * And
after they had held their peace, James an-
swered, saying, men and brethren, hearken
unto me: Simeon hath declaved how God
ab the first did visit the Jentiles, to take
outof them a people for his name.  And to
this agree the words of the prophets: asit
is written, After this I will etery, and will
build again the tabernucle of David, which
is fallen down; and I will build again the
ruins thereof, and I will setit up.  That the
residue of men might scek after the Lord,
and all the Gentiles, upon whom my name
is called, saith the Lord, who dueth all
these things.”

Here we see the nature of the Divine
dispensations.  From the going away of the
Lord Jesus Christ, until his second coming,
blindness in part is permitted to happen tv
Isracl; and God visits the Gentiles, to take
from among them a people for his name.
The people, thus taken out, are the elect
church of the New Lestament, the Bride of
the Lamb, and who are appointed to reign
with him in the heavenly kingdom; this
glory is peculiar to the elect Gentile church;
for it is neither promised to the Old Testa-
ment saints, nor to the nations of the saved,
who will be gathered to our Lord, at his
coming. Aund at the coming of the Lord,
the elect church will be raised from the
dead, or changed and translated, without
seeing death, to be ineffubly united in glory
with their Lord.

After these things are done, God will
visit the Jews, restore, convert, and bless
them; place them at the head of the nations
of the carth, and distinguish them hy visible
tokens of his presence and approbation in
the land promised to their fathers. Al the
rich promises made to these peuple in the
Holy Seriptures, will then recenve their
fulfilment.

‘Then after Israel is saved and blessed,
“the residue of men” shall seck the Lord;
the Divine Spirit will be poured out upon
all flesh, and the knowledge of the Lord
will cover the earth. The reign of the
Lord Jesus, will then have commenced, and
the ends of the carth will sec the salvation
of God. We shall now turn 10 a few pas-
sages of Scripture which will corroborate
the fact of our Lord’s coming anterior to
the establishment of his kingdom in the
carth.

Psal. cii. 18-16, “Thou shalt arise, and
have mercy upon Zion: for the time to
favour her, yea the set tme is come. For
thy servants take pleasure in her stones,
and favour the dust thereof. So the hea-
then shall fear the name of the Lord; and
all the kings thy glory. When the Lord
shall build up Zion, he shall appear in his
giOl'y."

Abstract of the Sermon preached by the
Ruv. Joux Giuaoug, on the occusion of
the First Annual Mecting of the So-
ciely, Published by reguest.

S0 built we the wall.’— Neh, iv. 6.

Our attention and pursuits should always corres-
poud, with the real aud relative importance of the
varied enterprises in which we engage. The
things which relate to sense and time, are matters
of Divine arrangement and claim some attention.
Those which relate to the soul and ctemity rise
exceedmgly in importance, and in them lie our
chief good. To merge the higher interests in the
lower, is to leave our place, dwarf our souls, and
sunder ourselves from the fountain of living waters
now ; to be filled at Iength with the bitter sortow
of ctewnity. In consequence of our departure from
God, the moral world has become a place of harsh
sounds, and is preparing itself for sounds yet more
harsh.  To hush thase sounds of woe, and to pre-
vent the fearful iss. -, God has intervencd an ex-
traordinary dispensation of mercy, wluch it is the
business aud privilege of all who enjoy 1t, to make
known to others. The reliygion, prominent cha-
raeters, and enterpnses of the dispensation which
bag waxed old and passed away, were pre-emi-
nently typical of that dispensation under which it
is our happiness to live. Aud as the work
which Nchemiah and his companions were engaged
was undertaken and prosecuted in the fear of God,
we may derive instruction by attending to the
spirit in which they accomplished it. Much is con-
veyed in the words of the text, ¢ So built we the
wall,”?

1. What they did.

1. The manner in which it was done.

The walls of Jerusalem had been long buried in
the dust, but the time to restore and build up Zion
had come. Ezra aund his companions had dane
something, much yct remained tobedone.  Nehe-
miah, in the spinit of magnanimous self-demal, left
a place of honor, and case in the Court of Persia,
to engage in this unpromusing work, and as they
procecded with it, the wrath of their enemtes was
awakened, and attempts were made 1o prevent the
erection. But Nehemiah and his people sought
God’s aid by prayer, and so accomplished the work,
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Under an economy more spiritual in nature, we
are also called to work, Theirs was literally
Jerusalem, ours is Jerusalem from above and
which is free, and pre-eminently spiritual in cha-
racter; founded on the living, chosen, chief corner
stone,and weas lively stones are huilt up a spiritual
house, un holy priesthood, to offer up spiritunl
sacrifices acceptable to God by Jesus Christ,
Thus,—

1st. Our work is high, personal, spiritual im-
provement. To bring every thought, and every
imagination into the subjection and obedience of
Christ.  What a height!  And 2hen, all is clear
and calm, darkness and storm at our feet, #Great
peace,” “Peace that passeth all understanding.”?

2ud. It is the cdification <. the church, Far as
we can see nothing is made solely for itsclf, neither
the rock, the soil, the vegetable, the animal, and
surcly not man, themanof God, Abram is blessed
that he may be a blessing. We have then by
every means in our power *~ attempt to edify our
brethren in lore.—~Eph. i, 15, 16.

3cd. The conversion of the world. The carth
is the field. A stone cast intoa pond may preduce
a thousand circles, but each diminishes in swell
until the last feebly breaks upon the shore. The
first is that which first arrests attention, and so in
the great field of labour, begin in your immediate
ueighbourhood, let it have the cream of your care ;
but temain not within it, reach even to the outer
circle. The compartment now before us is Canada ;
the operators, brethren of the Baptist denonmnation ;
and much land yet remains to be possessed.  Work
then while it is called to-day. But how ?

II. As Nehemiak and his companions, “so we
built the wall.”?

1st. Withfew exceptions they were all engaged.
Read Chap. ili. Anidler in the church of Christ
is a great blunder. The life of God in the soul of
man will make him active, and that life as it waxes
in strength, will make him still more active in the
cause of the Saviour, A corpse may wear the hue
of life, but touch it, it is cold and powerless; for
there is no life there. A man may be the member
of a church of Christ and have the appearance of a
Christian; but if not active in his service, it is be-
cause there is nolifein him. $aid the Great Head
of the church, in a letter dated from heaven, «J
would that you were coldor hot.” In the warfare
there is room for all toengage. Thankful are we,
that even a few are found, ready to lead the forlorn
hope; but how much more might be done, were
all engaged, cach in his proper sphere, and all
tonched with the fluid of holy love. To witness
the many melting into one, is prophetic of good,
indecd under its influence immense good has been
done. ‘The primitive church under its influence
moved forward with unmitigable urgency. The
120 soon became 3000, and they soon swelled unto
5000. And so successive wese their efforts, that
the historian bas to change his phraseology, henca
weread multitude, multitudes.  Multitudes ! what
an expression!  “And the multitude of them who
believed were of one heart and of one soul.” To
accomplish this, let cach yield all he can, but
truth, ¢ Love in the trutl,” At ieast suppress a
bitter wrathful temper—at least always put the

faireat construction on the words and actions of
your brother, ¢ Love thinketh no evil.? Your
brother may misnnderstand your character and
mistepresent it, but does hie know Christ's chae
racter and love him, then you have an opportunity
of rising into the sublime of morals with the great
Aportle of the Gentiles, * Though the more abun-
dantly I love you, the less Iam loved.??  Onestep
more, and you combine all the elements of moral
attraction. Be baptized inthe spiritof Christ e
was meek and lowly in heart.  And what then?
“] in them, and thou in me, that they may be
perfect in one®  And what in that case will be

come of the world?  ¢+T'hat the world may know
that thou has sent me,”* Now such seemed to be
the sprit which prevailed among the Jews at this
time, They exhibit a beantiful entireness in
aclion. The nobles of the L'ekoites, the only ex-
ception, Chap. iii. 5; but the oneness of spirit
which prevuiled among the rest, swamped not only
the indifference and opposition of the nobles, but
induced them to ¢a more than their assigned share,
inthis undertaking, Chap. iii, 27, The Tckoites
repaired another piece, evenunto the wall of Ophel.

A, and in harmony, what can we notdo ? and
though we must not despise isolated effort, nor
allow our hands to hang down in languor, because
of the divisions of Reuben, yet let us seek totality
and unanimity of action, one may chase a thousand,
but fico puts fen thousand to flight.  Few men had
more of the spirit of a hero than Paul, and few
better abie to work alone, yet his great soul longed
for companionship. When Silas and Timotheus
joined him at Athens, He was pressed in spirit
and testified, that Jesus was the Christ 3’ and when
left alone in histoil, like the deep wail of an /Eolian
harp, there comes from his great heart the pathetic
utterance, ¢ When I could no longer forbear, I
thought it good to e left alone at Athens.”

As a denomination we have been long enough
afilicted under the operation of the law of repulsion,
and have been flung too far asunder from one
another, let us bring the mind under the law of at-
traction and move in company. Distinct if you
please as the billow, but one as the sea; nor let us
be discouraged by the antagonism which may have
prevailed.  Something analogous to this 1s found
1o precede almost all the ultimate unities of nature,
Our material system was once without form and
void, yet under the almighty fiat there sprang up
form, order and unity. The same law pervades
the vegetableand animal kingdom, first we witness
the mass, the separation, now commences antago-
nism, at length comes the unity of the parts in the
flowerand inthe animal. ' What unity really exists
in our world which has not been:preceded by an-
tagonism?  These are rude intimations of the
spiritual antagonism, often witnessed in the church
of Christ, and we have the delightful assurance
that under his government all our spiritual antago-
msm shall share a moral harmony. Let us
then anticipate on a smaller scale, that grand
achievement of our glorious Redeemer, when his
vame shall be “one in all the carth.® Letall
work, and worx logether.

2nd. As they all engaged in the work, so each
did itin his proper sphere, (see chap. ii,) there was

a discreet division of labour. Few men excel in

every thing, but most men excel in something ; a¥
a genenal principle every man has some quality
peculiar to himself, what his ncighbour has not,
or has not in the same degree; we do not consider
it wise for a man to say, because the thing has
been done, therefore he will do it. In a sphere
more congenial to his capacity, he conld ace
complishmuch., Moreattention therefore should be
paid to the application of this principle in carrying
on the cause of Christ.  No man should attempt to
do every thing, nor should every thing be left to
be done by one.  Iven energy spread over a wide
surface becomes feeble in operation, narrow it into
its legitimate channel and it operates with ten-fold
effect, A sheet of water spread over a wide space,
is a very pleasunt object to the eye, but it slecps ;
bring it into @ narrow channel and give it slope,
then how reany wheels are set in motion?  Thean
satisfactory profitable zesults cnsue.  So let every
one occupy his own niche and perform his chosen
work in the church of Chnst, and what may we
not expect? Suspect the man of universal genius
~—he that tries to do every thing will probably do
nothing well. Find your place in the church of
Christ and occupy till he come. Rowm. xii. 6-9.
In this way the few will not be overtaxed, nor the
energy of any weakened in the uncongenial work,

The division of Jabour for which we contend is
not scctarian, schismatic separation. It is the frec
action of a beautiful oneness of spirit, tending to
agivenresult. The spirit of a glowing sympa‘hy
pervaded all the buillers on the wall, the first
sound of the trumpet made them throng to the
needed point. Ver. 19, 20. And so should it be
in our Christian operation. It matters less the
station we occupy than the fidelity and zeal with
which we perform its functions, Let a sense of
duty guide, rather than the love of approval; act
honorably, rather than wish to occupy a post of
honor.

‘We have always admired the conduct of the
Athenean general 1n a eritical period in the history
of Greece.  There was a contention in the camp,
as to which nation, (the Spartans or Athencans),
should occupy the post of hononr.  But in the no-
ble spirit of self-sacnifice, said Anstodes, while
waving his rights, ¢ We came here to fight, not to
dispute ; while we maintain our right to the dis-
puted point, it becomes us not, at this crisis to al-
tercate on the localitics of the battle. Place us,
O Spartan, wherever it scems best to you, no mat-
ter what our station ; we will uphold our honour
and your cause. Command then, we obey.” In
the kingdom of our blessed Lord, honour is given
to the man of service, and not to him who merely
aspires to honourable positions.—Matt. xx. 25.29,
Find your place—fulfil its functions—so build your
portion of the wall, and enjoy the praise which
cometh from God.

3. Another principle in their labour and success,
was, thorough devotedness.  # For the people had
a mind o work,” Wisdom in council, cannot be
too highly valued ; but the most sagacious arrange-
ment, withoot encrgy in action, will evaporate
into smoke. To be camnest in theory, but to pause
when the - ment of action comes—to shrink from
eventuation, is the romance of life, but never wil}

accomplish any important work. Poets and heroes
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may be of the same race. The difference, how-
ever, is, that the poet conccives, the hero executes,
A conception may be lovely as the colours of the
rainbow; hut what is its substantial value, if not
carried into action. New, it is the heroic part of
the mutter to which our attention is dirccted by
the expression, “They had a mind to work.”
Operation, under such a principle, will not be gal-
vanic leaps, but the steady niovement of the life
of the heart.

A machine may consist of the finest and most
finished adjustments.  A'l may admire it, and the
genius of the inventor ; but what is it without mo-
tive power? A monstmous trilte—the article of a
museum. So, Church-order is good, and should be
framed according to the pattern shewn in the
mount.  What infinite wisdom and condescension
prescibes and enjoins, it becomes us carefully to
study and condially to receive. It is profane to
dismiss from our crecd any part of the revealed
will of God, with the common-place, * It is not
essential to salvation,”  Map all the parts of the
Divine system in your mind, and vivify all with
holy power ; and then,  What art thou, O great
mountain, before Zerubbabel 1 A plain.

Our enemies are too numerous and too much in
carnest, to be overcome by the mancuvies of a
parade ground. We have to grapple with the na-
tive enmity of the human heart, rendered venera-
ble in its operations by antiquity, and greatly
strengthened by the various systems of false reli-
gion with which it has beenassociated.  Nor must
we forget that a kind of superhuman force is given
to it by the malignant agency of a mighty invisible
foe. “ We wrestle not against flesh and blood,
but against principalitics, against powers, against
the rulers of the darkness of the world, against api-
ritual wickedness in high places ;” wherefore we
need the whole armour of God.  Such encmies are
not overcome by a feeble wish,or a heartless
effort, ¢ God has not given us the spirit of fear ;
but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind,”

To attempt the overthrow of such enmity and
encmies, by any other means, or by any other
power than that which the gospel supphics, 15 to
hush a storm by the waving of a feather, or to
stop the mighty waters of Niagara with the quill
of a porcupine. But in the armour of God, and
braced by his encrgy, rendered willing in the day
of his power, what may we not expect ? and what
roay we not dare ¢

But the question returns, Is the object to be at-
tained, woith the sacrifice to be madz, and the toil
endured? Is the acquisition of the material world
worth astruggle? ls the comfort of one little
throb of life in time, worth any exertion? Bus
are these to be compared with thie ¢ far more ex-
ceeding and eternal weigtit of glory”—with the
etemnal life which the gospel proclaims? Yot
these things, could we mention no more, vest it
with a magnitude, which justifies every deqree of
energy which can be employed to propagate it.

Boaxd of Managers, satisfy us that ope of the first
caies of an association to promote the preaching of
the gospel, and disseminate the word of God in the
Province of Canada, ought to be to provide faciii-
ties for the scriptural tmining of the ministry.
This was, we belicve, a universal feeling of the
brethren assembled here on the 13th wltimo,  And
we have scen nothing for many a day, which pro-
wises so weil for the future efficiency and mutual
confidence of the Raplists of Canada, as the cor-
diality, we might say enthusiasm, with which the
Report of a Committee on Ministerial Education
wasz reccived.

The first is, the recommendation to use and sup-
port the Frovinciat Cuiversity for the purposcs of
a literary and plulosophical education.

We urge this upon parents and guardians who
seck a liberal education for their childien in gene-
ral, as well as npon those who have the work of
the ministry in view.

The disposition, on the part of religious denomi-
nations to cstublish literary schools and colleges,
indicates either a gross ignorance of the proper
business of Christian churchies, or a most reckless
neglect of it.  ‘The truth is, that those sectasian
schools are designed and adapted to build up the
worldly importarce of sects, and to perpetuate or
extend their sectarian views by other means than
the legitimate and open advocacy of principles,
And besides that,itisaway fiom the proper business
of religious bodies. We have surely enough of the
bitter influence of scct and schism now in society,
and among professing Christians, without making
deliberate provision for the increase and aggrava-
tion of strife and feuds in the future history of our
country. As we would have a coming generation
patriotic and wise, it behoves us to secure some
common ground upon which our youth may meet,
and on which they may become gencrous rivals in
well-doing, and in the pursuit of truth, rather
than leave them to find in their country only a
battle ficld, where blind partiza.. may wrestle
and niot for their prejudices.

The University, with the advantages of a na-
tional chareter and a princely cndowment—if
these are not sacrificed to the unserupulous avarice
of a few bigoted sectaries, will stand prepared to
introduce our youth to higher walks of scholarship,
and a more ceolarged field of intellectual vision
than any scctarian school can pretend todo.  And
evennow, it is well known, that parents who send
their cinldren to such schools, cither here or across
the lines, gratify their own party feelings at the
cost of their children’s advantage in all thewr future
life. They deliberately prefer to make their sons
supetficial smatters, that they may have the satis-
faction of knowing that it was done by orthodox
hands.

In this Province the sect which throws away
the advantages of a national Institution for its youth
is doubly bhind, for it 1s throwing away its proper
influence in the nation for the temponary conse-
quence of 1ts separate Institution,  With the great
hazard in which we were placd of secing tho
Episcopalian scct overshadowing this land with its
ascendancy, it is matter of real congratutation to
us that the leaders of that sect have made so
strenuous an elfort to establish 2 college of their
own. ‘They have thereby given us the firmest
assurance that they will, inthe course of a genera~
tion or two,shrivel up into the insigmficance of the
Episcopalian Church in America, where their only
appearance of consequence is in the harmless dis-
play of ancient plender in 2 few large cities,
nstead of continming to perpetuate the public as-

cendancy of the Church of England. We com-

Schools, For Buptists we trust we may cherish
the hope that they will always shun the suicidal
Jolly.

‘The objections we might urge in behall ol our
youth against the narrow and unnational intluence ¢
sectarian schools, and of course increased in force
whensuch schools are sought in a forcign country.
One of the wost lamentable deficiences of our social
state now is, the lack of national character, national
attachment, patriotism; but we know no swer
method of perpetuating the evil, or rather of fos-
tering a positive contempt of their native country
than to senid our younyg men to schools and colleges
on the fronticr of another country. ‘Fhere would
be less hazard in sending them into the tuterior,
the frontier is the region where the fecling whose
influence is to be shunned most prevails. Itis
the region from which young men are most likely
to come back filled with scorn of their Canadian
homes, to leok with supercilious disdain upona
Canadian father and mother, and to fret and fume
in mingled hatred and discontent amid the circum=
stances of Canadian life. At the very least they
will come back with views, feelings, and habits,
alien from and unsvited totheirlot.  If it were the
superior learning of foreign faculties or superior
advantages of foreign Institutions for the prosccu-
tion of leamning that Ined our youth thither, we
should have less to complain of; but these advan-
tages are all on the other side. And we must
camestly exhort parents and guardians to pause
before they incur so many hazards of sacnficing
their children and their country together to a mere
sectatian prejudice.

The second point in the report to which we
invite attention is the recommendation of securing
an endowment for a Theological School. In this
of course each denomination must act for itself.
The State cannot justly evenand.  And the churches
may not admit State interference in so sacred a
trust.  This i3 the proper business of churches to
whom it is given to teach all things whatsoever
Christ has commanded. But if we can with pro-
pricty urge upon Canadian parents the gencral im-
pertance of securing to their children a Canadian
Edvcation, with far greater emphasis can we
speak to Canadian churches of the importance of|
securing @ native ministry, with a Canadian
training.

The testimony of missionaries in every part of
the world in favour of the importance of a native
ministry, and the cfforts that are made by all de-
nominations to establish schools for the training of
such a ministry, wherever they succeed in intro-
ducing the gospel, speak loudly to us on thus point.
Many of us can speak, in Canada, from a heartfelt
experience of the disadvantages of onr education in
countries distant, if not foreign, from our ficld of
labour. We may point also to the fact, so palpa-
ble in Canada, that a native ministry of very infe-
tior qualifications always outstrips in uscfulness

and success any other ministry, whatever its qua-

are confined i thert usefuliess o the menbers of |
therr zeveral churehies whocome trom the mothery
country, and have not yet hegun to lay Lold upon
the Canadian people.  We must have Canaduan
ministers for Canada, before we can hope to sce
the pastoral relation healthily established, and the
churches truly efficient.

But if the disadvantages of a forcign education
were fewer than they are, it is certain that we
can never receive x ministry from  American
schools: the supply is so far short of the present
demands of American churches, and so utterly in-
adequate to the prospective wants of the American
people, that we may rest assuved that ten times
the supply of young men that Canada is likely to
furnish for the next halt=century, will be absorbed
without being noticed.  We miay get back here
and there a good man, whose attachments cannot
he wrested ; and we will get back all the drones
of the hive, whom nobody wants elsewhere.  But
it may be held as settled, that, as a general rule,
to send a promising young man to an American
Theological School, is to make a donation of his
gitts to the American churches. The experience
of the different States speaks emphatically enongh
on thus point,

But we have still to mention our weightiest ob-
jection to sending our young men to the United
States for their theological education § and itisone
almost too huge to be even mentioned in the close
of an article. [t is, that we kaow ofnothing more
to be deprecated than the introduction of American
theology into Canada.  Those of our readers who
have had opportunitics of judging of the state of
the American pulpit, and the” present condition of
American churches, know with what reason we
look with distrust upon their Theological Schools.
For the information of those who have enjoyed no
opportunity of judging for themselves, we may
say, that the wide-spread defection everywhere
arrests attention, and cxcites alarm, as may be
judged from onc or two cxpressions of opimon
which we quole from their own best writers, and
most godly men, and with which we must for the
present conclude.  An able writer in the Methodise
Quarlerly Review, published in New York, after
speaking of the general substittion of human
morality for Goapel doctrine in the pulpit, the
exaltation of a rickety and fearful philosopy to
cqual anthority with Christian faith and the ha-
bitual indifference and carnality of aceredited
Christians, adds with special reference to the
Theological Schoals in question :—

* But worsc, perhaps, lhap even those things
which we have mentioned as indications of the dis-
casud state of our modcr.n rchizious systems, because
the seatof the discase lics deeper, and the canker 13
less easily reached, is the travesty of Christiamty,
which moulds and madifies the doctrines of the
faith into a trauscedental drcam, the lubicrating
clear, precise, practical realitics of a Divine reve-
laton with the oily but poisonnns shme of a spuri-
ous and seductive idealism.  Yet, it is unfortunately
under this form, which is the merc phantasm of re-
ligion, that inodern Christianity extubits most vitale

il{ and nost aptitede for eredence ;and though Dr,
Chaliers and other divines have Loldly encoun-

compietly oveotiown, and the systems of German
Panthiasn fiows which he diew, and swhoah have
pereohited in feeble streamlets throush the French
electicism to alt conntries have been swept away
before @ sounder and juster pintosophy.”

Mr. Lond, in the Iast Number of e Literary
anid Theological Journal,alo a Quasterly Review,
published in New York, after speaking of the mul-
tiplied delusions that preval without the church,
among Fourierites, Ultia-Abolitienists, Advocates
of Women's Rights, Mormous, Mesmenzers, and
Spint Wrappers, and of the grievous errors that
hvae become poputar within the church—"nsey -
1sm on the one hand, and rationalism on the other,
he adds :—

¢« While these, or other equal defections from
the trath have taken place n the princpal denoe
winations, the great doctrimes of the gospel have,
in 2 measure fallen into neglect amony, those whe
have not rejected them.  Instead of bemg taught
with the frequency aud distinctness they were
tlurty years ago, they are scarcely preached at all
in many of the churches; and when made the
thenie of discourse, it is ofien but indirectly, and
under the veil of vague and general terms. And
so greatly have the views of ministers, and the
feclings of churches, changed on the subject, that
the 1ejection of Christ’s deity and expution, the
renewniy influences of the Spint, jushfication by
faith, and other essential doctrines of the gospel,
is, by multitudes, no longer considered asa disqua~
hficaton for the sacred office, or a justifiable
ground for ccclesiastical discipline.  And these
crrors, it should be considered, had heir origin,
not with private and isolated individuals, but in
the “Jheological Scininarics 3 and have been spread
from them, and are accordmgl{ held mainly by
those who are_ teachers of the churches, and
whosc office it is to foum the religious views and
sentiments of their people.??

Dr. Canrsox’s Wonrgs.—It is not generally
known that, from the attempts of interested partics
to mutilate the woiks of this disunginshed scholar
and theologian, by the suppression of whatever did
uot homnlogate the usages of the Bapusts of the
Uhited States, his heirs have found it necessary to
undertake the publication themselves.  The second
volume of their umform edition 18 now m the press,
and so great is the encouragement extended to at,
that Mrs. Honna and Mr. Carson are now pre-
paring an illustrated quarto edition of a great part
of his works. In this we greatly rcjoice; for we
know of no human nstrumentality better adapted
to promote the knowledge and love of pure Chris-
tianity—and nothing which will so speedily open
the eyes of the Baptists of the United States to a
sense of the slavish devotion to usage and tradition
which their clerical leaders would fain perpetuate
among them.

The first volume of this cdition contains Dr.
Carson’s wsritings on the Romish Controversy.
And in addion to all that has been published
from his pen, the edition will contain an unpub-
lished work on ¢ the Style of Scripture, as eviden-
tial of its inspirution,” which is considered one of
his ablest productions.

After various reverses and cucouragements ils
affairs now present a novel and somewhat exciting
aspect in connection with the recent trumphs of
of British Arnms. In our last Summary it was
stated that Rangoon had become the head quasters
of the British Army. And since then we have
received tidings of the capture of Prome, almost
without bloodshed. Burmah is henceforth a con-
quered dependency of our East Indian Empire,
and it only remains for the English Government
to fix their new boundary line at will and dictate
terms to the vanquished,  This werecond with no
fechings of triumph, but oaly to suggest the impor-
tunt Learing that the new state of things must
have on the Missions.  Under the protection of the
East India Company the whole country will be
opent to the Gespel.  In anticipation of this event
the Board of the Amenican Baptist Missionary
Union have sent a deputation from Boston to meet
with the missionaries 1 a convention to be held
at Maulmaw i March nest, to make arsangements
for the future.

‘The influence of these events will not be limited
to Burmah Proper.  The Karen Churches, hitherto
mtolesably oppressed, will be strengthened and
cnlarged.  Vhe superior character of these trsbes
is now genenlly understood.  They display an
wnusaal aptitude to recetve the Gospel, so that the
day cannot be far distant when they must be enu-
merated among Christian nations, When con-
verted, they exhibit an equally unusval aptitude to
enltivate the graces of the Christian character, and
to engage in the propagation of the truth, Some
of thar churches arc not only selfssustaining, but
contribute libemily to missionary funds.

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CHRISTIAN MISSIONS.—A View of the Serip-,
tural Motives and Prospects of EvaNGrscan
Evrrona; being an Address before the Society
of Evangelical Inquity in the Kalamazoo

Amid the hundreds of nussionary sermons and
adilresses which annually issue from the press, we
scllom weet with one possessing a single thought
ont of the restricted domains of that theory, which
asstunes that the whole world is to be converted
to God by the preaching of the word, We often
admire the strong diction, the vivid imagination,
and the deep pathos which characterize such dis
courses ; while we mourn over the delusive hopes
which they awaken, aud the worldly-wise jncen-
tives to missionary zeal which they present and
urge home upon the reader.  The adidress, whose
title stands at the head of thus anicle, 1s entirely
out of the beaten track; and must, we think,
awaken thought, if niot discussion, upon a subject
of parainomt imporiance.  IHad we been entirely
unacquainted with the writer, the impressively
earnest manner in which he urges lus subjecy,
would have fastened upon us the irresistible con-
viction, that he sought not to avoid the hacknied

haunts of stercotyped thought from the pitiful de-
sire of reaching something new ; but 1o avoid

popular error, and bring his hearers back to Bible
truth,  But, apart from his manner, we kanow that’
he ¢ believes, and therefore speaks.

The impression has obtained currency, that any |
view which can be preseated, relative to the cotn-
ing and Xypgdom of our T.ord, is to be heldas a
wmere picce of opinionism—Ubclonzmg not to the
Bible, but to someschool of mterpreters; and hence
truth on this subject 1s not unirequentty thrown
over without ceremony to the convenient regions
of uncertainty. To believe that truth on many
pomits, lies shrouded n smpenctrable mystery, 1s
much casier than to dig for 1t as for ludden trea-
sure.  Mental mdolence, tahen i connection with
the small anxiety, which even good men possess,
to ascertain the whole counsel of God, has cver
Leen, as it still is, a great hindrance to the progress
of truth.  The discovery, that the Bible 1s com-
yosed of csseatials and non-essemtials, cardmals
and circumstantials, has led multitudes to treat
much of the revealed will of God to man, as they
would the silly decrees of some imbecile legislator,
And what we fear is, that such views will wmter
pose a barrier in the way of 2 full appreciation of
the Address under consideration.  On perusing it,
a sensible readerwill be led to ¢hink; butf he be
tinctured with the sentiments and feclings referred
to above, he will notinvestigate ; and thus a work
fraught with principles the most important, aud
truths the most august—a work intendad and
adapted to awaken inquiry, as well as to impart
instraction, will only be regarded as a fine speci-
men of composition.

In analyzing the Address, we find the following
grand points unfolded and discussed :—

1. The utter ruin of our nature by sin.  #The
world, as a whole, in its natural condition lying
under the curse of sin and penishing,  Our Tace
actually under condenation, and, apart from any
proviston of mercy, hastening t destruction.”

2. The provision of God’s arce is discussed as
a perfect remedy for sin 3 and, while the duty of
every individual Christian, 1clative to the work of
spreading the gospel, is strongly stated and en-

forced, the unfaithfulness of Chiistians is rebuked,
by pointing them to the comparatively small
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amonnt of’ good which God's remedy lor sin has
accomplished in their hands, :

3. The fullacy of suppesing that the present in-
strumentalitis unployad by Chistiaus will con-
vert the world tu Cuasty and usher ma tewporal
nllesnium , and,

4. God's ymcious purpose of rescning this world,
whinch s now the empne ot Satan, lom s unes
prons sway, ind settuey up the glonous and ever-
Lsting kmgdons of lus Soa.

‘The author takes in such a wide 1ange of truth,
that the above is but an iwpetect statement ot the
pomts discussed 3 sull they indicate s wan po-
stions, Which, howeves, must be acad at lepgthto
be uppreciated.

(to provide for the Professors, Library, and other
incidental expenses,) provided that no subscrption
be paid until at Teast £3000 be subscribed.

Your Committee, under the circumstances, are
happy to seport, that to 2id them in this most de-
sitable undertakinyg, Dr. Maclay’s services might
be procured. ludeed, they are given to under-
stand he has all bnt offered his services for the
purpose.  Your Commitice, therefore, recommend
the Convention forthwith to invite him to engage
in this important work.

Your Committec also recommend that a Com-
mittee be appointed to carry ont the ohject of this
report, and take any other steps \vhic]lx they may
deem necessary or desirable to make temporary
provisions for the instruction of young men.

REPORT OF THE BOARD.

In presenting this our first annual report,
we would take occasion to acknowledge
with gratitude the goodness of God in pre-
serving our lives, and in enabling us to
“keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond
of peace.” Our Father has said unto us,
“Be not weary in well-doing, for in due
season ye shall reap, if ye faint not;” and
even in our short course as a soclety, we
have not been left without practical proof
of the value of such promises.

Our organization, from the beginning,
has had but one object in view, namely,
the spread of the gospel in Canada.  Blest
with the means of grace ourselves, with
Sabbath and sanctuary privileges, we felt
for the scattered sheep in the wilderness,
and for the multitudes of youth growin
up in our country, cither in utter destitu-
tion ~f the means of grace, or compelied to
worship where the truth is obscured by
human ceremony, and where tradition is
invoked to tell men what the apostles be-

this Society be requested to inguire within the

lieved and practised,
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In forming a Socicty to send the gospel’
of salvation o destitute regiuns, and to aid
feeble churches in sustaiving their pustory !
our object wus to accorplish by united,
effort an amount of good which lay beyond |
the reach of single-handed effort; and, as'
firm believers in the poteney and adaptation
of the voluntary principle in religion to
evangelize the Province, we are persunded
that, under the blessing of God, our socicty
is destined to gladden many hearts, und
bring many a wander to the feet of Jesus,

‘The Board have had such obstacles to
encounter as are incident to the commence-
ment, of every new enterprize; but nothing,
has for 2 moment concealed from their eyes
the wants of the Province; and their fre-
quent intercourse and mutual labours, have
cemented their souls more closely together,
and we trust served to quicken their faith |
and their zeal.

Our work is just opening. We have
been able thus far to do little more than to|
make a cautious commencement; and our,
efforts have been somewhat retarded by
the sickness of our General Agent, with,
whom we most deeply sympathize. But
our labour is increasing upon our hands;
and we shall be called upon to engage in
it with greater vigour than herctofore.
Our field is as promising as it is destitute;
and our God is as willing as he is able to
bless efforts put forth to further his glory
amongst men. From many quarters we
hear the intelligence that the people would
most gladly avail themselves of Baptist
greaching, did such an opportunity offer;

ut, after waiting for years in the hope of
enjoying such a privilege, they have begun
to despair, and seek religious instruction
wherever they can find it.  Let a devoted
man of God enter such a field, and soon he
will be surrounded by a glad audience.
But here is the point where an appeal is
made to us, as the almoners of the bountics
of the churches. Men cannot give them-
selves wholly to the work, and Ilabour
amongst those destitute regions as they
ought to labour, witheut something to sup-
port themselves and families. ~ Where
churchesexist they are often too fecble tosus-
tain pastors, and the consequence is that
they must ecither reccive assistance from
without, or pine away in destitution; and!
where 1o churches exist, there our denomi-
pation is lousing ground every day, and
statc-hirelings, the advocates of antiquated
error, are the sole instructors of the g .ople.
The Board have felt the force of these
things; and have done something to meet
the claims of the Province upon us, and
hope hereafter to be cnabled to do much
more.

We have at present six missionaries in
the ficld, who are labouring with accept-
ance amongst the churches:—

Brother D. Way, who was appointed to

. R . ]
Chippawa River and Lake Erie; Z. W,
Cuunticld, amungst the Tuscarora Indians;
A, Campbell, in Chatham; W. Hurlbery,
in Reach and surrounding region ; W,
Geary, amongst the destitute churches in
the Haldimand Association; and W. Miller,
in King.

These missionaries have had little time,
as yet, to see the fraits of their labours;!
but they have many tokens for good, as
their reports abundantly attest.

Brother Way, writing from his field says:

« About six weeks ago, I was invited by a des-
ponding Lrother and sister, to preach to the chuich
i Canloro. 1 went; and, thank God, here I wall
date the beginning of better days. I preached the
zospel o the people.  The Lord was i our undst.
Backsliders wept ; aud smmers eried, « Whatshall|
we do to be saved 2 The work has become sene-
ral; and we rejoice to hear youny converts telling
what God has done for them. 1 have baptized
seven individuals, all heads of families, and a
goodly number of youths are proposed, ready aund
willing to follow their Savionr. Since the hre
hioke out here, the sparks have blown mto other
neighbourhoods 3 and 1 have been obliged to send
for brother Stllwell to come over the Grand River
and help me; and we bave our hands and our
hearts full,  We meet with some sectarian oppo-
sition; but the Lord is on our side, and all is
working for the best. 1 wish you were here, if it
were God’s willy to witness the glory of the Lord
on the banks of the Grand River.?

Since the reception of the above report,
we learn that breth en Way and Stillwell.
have baptized elever others, and that the
good work still goes on.

Brother Wm. Miller, our missionary in
King, writes us as follows:—

¢ I entered this ficld of labour about the middle
of April last, A1 that time it was evident toevery
carctul observer, that the things of Gorl hiad gained
a deep interest in the mindsof many-  that thonght-
less sinners were awakened 1o a sense of thar
guilt and danger, carnestly inquiring ¢ What shall
we do to be saved 2 1 rejoice now to ve =ble to
say, that we have not been disappointed as to the
result. Sixteen have in all been baptized, and
added to the church; and they have all, as yet,
adorned the profession which they have made.
We have at present some inquiring, and some have
sought adinission into the church, concerning whom
we are not yet satisfied.  OQur meetings are well
attended, especially on the Lord’s day. Our con-
aregation is composcd of English and Garlic hearers,
iprcnch three umes every Lord's day—twice in
Galic and once in English. During the wecek, I
sometimes preach three and four times, besides
visiting and conversing with inquirers. I lave
four stations which 1 visit as often as my time will
permit.  Some of these are distant from my place
of residence eleven miles; and I have often to
wade through bad and muddy roads to the place
of appointment. But the consolations of the gos-
pel are sufficient 10 support w.s under all our trials.”

Brother Campbell, our missionary at
Chatham, says:—

¢¢ During the time that I have been labouring in
Chatham, I have bad to stugate against many
difficultics. ‘The opposition of other dcnominations
and the want of a chapel, have been great impadi-
ments to the prgress of our cause; but still I am
eunconraged to think lha} the cause in which I am
engaged is advancing in the town and vicity.
"The number of our friends is on the increase § al-
though not increasing as fast we could wish. In
the course of a year, I trust that we shall be ahle
to erect a respectable and commodious place of

labour in the region lying between the

worship of our own. During twoor three months

jast, wy tune has Leen employed in makmg an
ctfort 10 raisc means to build "a meeting-house, 1
am happy 1o state that 1 have sueceeded in getting
subsenplions and  collections to the amount of
cleven hundred dollats, 1 am now taking a gene-
ral tour through the churches, soliciting their assist-
ance to help us to build a bouse of worship.  Tam
Kindly receaved by all the fiiends § and hope by
their Iibcmlilr to he able to erect a suitable house
for this rapidly incrcasing town. ‘Lhere is not,
that 1 atn aware of, 2 sgle chuseh of our denonmi-
nation, wathsn Afty miles of Chatham, that enjoys
the stated preaching of the gospel, or a smgle
house of worship within the same distance, except
one which is now in process of crection, The
destitution of these western parts, of the stuted
mimsny of the word, and places of worship, is
almost unparalleled. When will the desert awd
solitary places blossom as the rose 1

To offer any comment upon the above
extracts would be to diminizh their force.
While the success spoken of, must awaken
cmotions of joy and gratitude in all our
hearts, the destitution revealed, cannot fuit
to deepen our impressions of the import-
ance of our Socicty, and urge us forward
with greater earnestnass in the glorious
work of giving the gospel to the ueedy in
our country.

Throughout her sickness she felt the sustaining
ower of Cluist’s love, * what a precious Saviour
1e is.2° she remarked, “he is always the same—
always the same!?  Agan, being asked by her
pastor if she fuared to die, she replied, “Ouo’t my
trust is in the work of Clirist 5 then added, ¢ He
who kuew no sin was made sin for us that we
mizht be made the nghteousness of God 1n Him.”
"This passage she represented as bewmg hke a rock
beneath ber. She retained her recson witil a short
period before her departure, and in full view of an
opening etemity said to her afflicted mother, that
she was very happy. She had been a member of
Bond Street Church for two years, was baptized
on the 2nd Lord’s Day of Oct., 1850; and 5t was
an impresstve circumstance that on the second
anniversary of that cvent a funeral discourse was
preached, improving her death.  In the bloom and
beauty of youth she has been removed from this
world, but we sorrow not as those who have no
hope.
