Arrangements for the International Conference of
the Pan-Presbyterian Council in Glasgow next summer
are being rapidly pushed forward. The council was
formed in 1874, since when five conterences have been
held—in Edinburgh, Philadelphia, Belfast, London and
Toronto.

At a recent debate held in the London Presbyterian
College on * Needed Retorms in Presbyterian Govern-
ment and Worship,”' it was suggested, amongst other
things, that pastorates should be terminable at a fixed
period; that appointments to the eldership should not
necessarily be for life, nor should prospective elders be
required to assent to the whole of the Westminster
Confession ; that the office of Deaconess should be
revived ; and that Congregational meetings for a full
and free discussion of matters affecting the welfare of
the Church should be held from time to time.

It is greatly to be lamented that singing God’s
praise is not more general in family worship. There
was a time when the Psalm book was thought to be as
indispensable as the Bible in the worship of the house-
hold. Philip Henry, the father of Matthew Henry; the
pious commentator, was accustomed to say that it was
‘‘a way of exhibiting godliness, like Rahab’s scarlet
thread, to such as pass by our windows." ’

Christians, who are not williog to give the one-tenth
of their annual income to the Lord, often try to take
refuge behind the statement that we are not under the
law, but under grace. The statement is true; but
instead of affording a reason for giving less than the
tenth, it affords the best possible reason for giving
more. Duty docs not cease to be duty, nor are weless
dependent upon God, nor is there less need for our
giving, nor does God appreciate it less, because we are
¢ Not under the law, but under grace.”

Dr. Danet, a leading French physician, in a paper
on the reign of alcohol among the principal modern
nations, says: Its ravages are almost as terrible among
us as they are among the Englishand Irish.  In France
every sixth suicide has been committed in a statc of
intoxication. One-half of the liver complaints, two-
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“thirds of the discases of the kidneys and one-fifth of the
various forms of insanity have been produced by the
use of alcoholic liquors.

The “African Templar "’ gives an instructive account
of a model village in South Africa which serves to show
what may be actually accomplished by earnest philan-
thropists. The entire village is the property of Messrs.
Searle & Sons, well-known temperance advocates. [t
is prettily situated at the foot of a range of hills, and
has a river running throughit. A feather manufactory,
a saddlery and a boot factory are all kept going, and all
the hands employed are abstainers. No hotels, no
saloons and no policemen are required, but a church, a
school, a cricket team, and a brass band are well
supported.

The two twin evils which wreck our homes are drink
and scolding, says the Jitterior, It is true that many
men of middle life have practically given up their homes,
taking some of their meals there and usually their sleep
too; but itis equally true that there they have a refuge
from that tongue which no man can tame, not even an
apostle. Our fathers used to duck a common scold,
under the mistaken belief that heat of spirit could be
cured by lowering the temperature of the body, but
experience only proved that a fiery temper is fed by
water as if it were oil. Andrew Lang in his late com-
ments upon Shakespeare’s “ Taming of a Shrew " says
that it makes an amusing comedy but that ¢‘no shrew
ever was tamed” by Shakespeare’s process or any
other. We are very much afraid that women’s temper
has driven more men to drink than women’s tears have
redcemed ; and that not many a Xantippe is married to
a Socrates who can seek solace for loss of home comfort
in the consolations of philosopky. More will follow
Rip Van Winkle to the woods with his pint bottle in
his pocket. English literature is a literature of chivalry
and is apt to condone every failing ina woman but one,
But it is doubtful whether the immunity thus given to
woman to * do her worst™ has been a benefit to her.
Everybody knows what few care to say, that the wife's
temper is rasponsible for as many wrecked households
as the husband’s vices,

Herodotus the historian says that Amasis, King of
Egypt, made a law for his people that every man should
come once every year before the governor of his pro-
vince, and show that he got his living honestly ; and
that he who did not so appear should be put to death.
This same law was considered so good that the Athen-
ians adopted it also. How should we stand the test?

It is tobe feare?, but poorly. The pressure of numbers,
the love of display, ths thirst for riches—lead more and
more to crooked actions, to dishonesly in trading. In
such a matter a man mus listen to the voice of con-
science, and it behoves cach of us seriously to consider
if his income is made by strictly honest means. How-

ever a man of questionable practices in his business may
seemn to prosper, the warning of the prophc} still holds
good: *““Woe unto him who buildeth his house by
unrightcousness.”
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Work Still to be Done.

IN commentry on the Anti-Foreign feeling in China
the North China Herald says: As far as we know,
the British Government is satisfied with the punishment
inflicted on the ex-Viceroy of Szechuan, and the promised
punishment of the subordinate officials implicated in
the outrages at Chengtu. It appears that it is also
satisfied with the reparation that hus been obtained for
the Kucheng Massacre. A considerable number of
heads have fallen, and itis known that the men decapit-
ated are really men who wece at Whasang on that
fatai morning, not wretched substitutes, the missionaries
having been able to identify them beyond doubt through
their converts. It seems to most of us, however, that
tlus question should not be closed until the officials
from the Viceroy down, who obstructed the enquiry so
pertinaciously, have been punished. It must surely be
understood by this time at the Foreign Office that anti-
Christian riots orginate from above, not from below;
that the ‘‘stupid” people are perfectly ready to tolerate,
if not to welcome, the advent of missionaries, and that
outrages can only be effectually prevented by making
the officials responsible for them. Jnstice no doubt
demans that in the case of a massacre the actual
murderers should be executed; but the dismissal of a
Viceroy and the real and permanent, not nominal and
temporary, degradation of the Governor, or Taotai, or
prefect who is by Chinese law as well as in most cases
actually responsible, will do much more to prevent riots
than the exccution of fifty such wretches as the Whasang
murderers. We do not cry for vengeance or for blood-
money; we want such measures to be taken as will really
prevent the recurrence of outrages.

The other matter which we greatly regret that Sir
Nicholas O"Conor did not at least put in the way of
settlement before he left Peking is the matter of Chou
Han and the Hunan placards, It is by means of these
placards that the anti-foreiga classes in China excite
the masses against the missionaries and their converts.
The able series of articles on this topic that we priuted
lately have shown how easy a matter it would be to go
to the fountain of the placards, Changsha, and stop
their flow. Meanwhile, we know that every endeavor
is being made to excite thc Hunsn people to resist
foreigners, should they come. We have received copies
of wwo placards that were posted all over Changsha at
the end of November. The first is in four character
doggrel verse, and is a consequence of the recent visit
of the Zutin to Yochou; the following is a translation
of it'—

Then the g ople were urged to meet at the Exami-
nation Halls on the 4th of the roth moon (zoth
November), and we are told that the high authorities of
the province have been taking measures to prevent the
establishment of a Roman Catholic Church at Changsha
under the protection of the French gunboat.

The second placard which is in prose is slightly
imperfect, the following being a translation of it as far
as it is legible :—

¢ We have received from the two colleges of Yoyang
and , news to the effect that a French gunboat
had arrived at Yochow with the intention of renting
ground for building chapels, the attitude of the for-
eigners being hostile and menacing. In the event of
anyone sellingor reating land or houses to the foreigners,
of course there must be the necessary papers in connec-
tion therewith from which we shall be easily able to
learn their purport, etc, But as a matter of fact we
people of Hunan are united in determining not to begin
this bad example, and we would therefore like to see
what excuse they (the foreigners) have to compel us to
do so. It is therefore necessary for us to assemble at
the prefectural Examination Hall on the 21st of Novem-
ber (5th day, 1oth moon) to settle on what shall be done.

¢ We hereby also warn zll people residing inside or
outside the city walls of Changsha, that after the assem-
bling o} the 21st November, as previously arranged,
should it be fourd that any one hassold landed property
to the foreiguers the guilty person or persons will be
punished by the rest of the people of Changsha. We
now give this order beforehand in order to guard against
any contingency. Yourt presence is invited on the day
and place mentioned above and we trust that you will
kindly attend this mass meeting.

The Hsiaolen, Chiaoching, South City, Yufen,
Ch¢inchang, Szehsien and Chinhsien Colleges.”

There is nothing particularly offensive in these
placards, but they show a determination on the part of
some of the people of Changsha to keep out foreigners ;
a determiration which would certainly evaporate in the
presence of even a small party armed with modern
weapons. Hunan obviously must be opened, and the
sooner it 1s done the better, for the pride and arrogance
of the Chinese lizerati cannot be lowered as long as they
can boast that foreigners are afraid to take this self-
sufficient province in hand.

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The Way of Salvation.* -
BY REV. ADDISON P. FOSTER, D.D.
SAVED BY A CRUCIFIED CHRIST.

Christ uplifted on the cross in the sight ofa dying world
is our salvation, “In nonc other is there salvation.” Here
is anincontrovertible fact. **Even so mus¢ the Son of man
be lifted up.” This word “must” looms up in dim outline
asa terrible mystery. ‘There is somewhere and somehow a
stern necessity that Christ die that man may live. Men
may dispute as they please in regard to the explanation,
All sorts of ingenious theories are presented to account for
the fact. Such theories perain rather to the philosophy of
Christianity than toits doctrinal basis. But the fact itselfis
beyond dispute. “Ye were redeemed. . . with precious
blood. . . even the blood of Christ.” This blood. upon
our door-posts averts the destroying angel.

But while this is the paramount thought in Christ's words
to Nicodemus, the phrase “lifted up” suggests other truthin
addition. Christ was lifted up by His devotion to humanity.
His heroic quality in His conduct all "recognize. He was
lifted up by His unique relations to mankind. Who clse
ever before steod forth so singularly before the world? This
God-like Being of miraculous power, refusinga kingdom,
asgended the cross and died for His enemies. With no
unworthy ambition, absolutely unselfish, with a benevolence
of breadth and self-den.al unparallelled, here was the raost
remarkable character in history. His conduct, enurely
different from that seen in men hitherto, lifted Him into
prominence for all time. The serpent in the wilderness
was lifted high into the sight of the whole camp, that ail
might look upon him and live. So Christ lifted on the
cross was seen by all and became the lexding figure of
history. His personality stands out sharply on thc horizon
and men must recognize His worth. As He bangs upon the
cross the perfection of His character is so marked that, as
men see it, they love Him. Thus do His words come true.
“And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men
unto myself."”

SAVED BY BELIEF IN CHRIST.

It is strange that there has been so much difficulty in
under-standing what faith is, when almost invariably we
exercise faith in availing ourselves of the help of our fellow-
men. Faith is the most common act of life, and it is an
act usually followed by a committal. We believe in our
physician and comit ourselves to his care. We believe in
our guide and follow him, i e. commit ourselves to his
direction.  If soldiers, we believe in our captain and commit
ourselves to hiscommands. The phrase “believe in Christ,”
generally expressed in Greek, indicates a motion toward.
Christ and a resting upon Him. This idea the translators
of the Revision indicate by using the proposition “on”’;
“'whoever believeth on him should not perish.” Belief in
Christ is trust followed by committal. This saves becausc
itinvelves obedience.  Whoever believesin Christ as the
great physician, puts his case in Christ’s hands, follows His
directions, and so is healed. This is a simple process and
the only reasonable process.

SAVED BY GOD'S LOVE.

Nothing is more important than a right idea of God.
Christ came to show us the Father, and one of His first
utterances was to declare the divine love. God planned
our salvation and began the work that opened the door of
hope to a needy world.

In sending his Son for this service, God submitted tono
ordinary szerifice. The epithet “only begotten,” in the
statement that God seat His only begotten Son into the

world, is introduced to suggest a measure of God's self-
denying love. We of carth would find it peculiarly hard to
gwe up tosulfering an unly son.  Christ was God’s only and
“beloved Son.” It meantmuch then on God's part that
He sent Christ to dic for man. Thisis the clear teaching
of the passage. The three i the ity conjoin in saving
man. The Father plans and orders the salvation ; the Son
executes the sacrifice involved; the Spirit applies the blessing
to the individual soul.

SAVED FROM JUDGMENT.

Christdid not come, as the Jews imagined, m order,
when suving them, to judge the Gentileworld,  God desires
man’s happiness and secks his freedom from penalty.
How, then, comes the judgment of man? From himself,
Man by his conduct confesses himself arebel. A judgment
is in progress in this life. *“He that believeth not hath been
judged already.” God is measuting mar * men measure each
other; man measures himself. Read « careful history like
Macaulay's; how the calcium light of genius throws up upon
the wall for our inspection the characters of a past age!
There is undeniably a great day when God's judgments of
men are to be revealed to an awestruck universe, and all
shall see that Godis just. But there is also a continuous
judgment in progress in this life.  All who come in contact
with us “size us up,” if we may be pardoned a colloquial
but most expressive phrase. There is something dreadful in
the process, but we cannot escape it.

In this judgment of oursclves we take an important
part. We generally know ourselves, but are not always
ready to confess what we know. In one way, however, we
do declare a judgment on ourselves. If we avoid the light
of divine truth and fail to follow Christ, it is because we
recognize something in ourselves not in accord with Christ,
and are unwilling to give it up. In other words our rejec-
tion of Christ is a judgment on ourselves and a confession
that we are not Christlike,

We arc to be saved by Christ. Fromwhat? From judg-
ment.  If we accept him, we cease with tortured conscience
to judge ourselves. We then know that “the blood of
Jesus .. . cleanseth us from all sin.” We then no longer
come under the judgment of God, cither here or hereafter,
for *“there is now no condemnation to them that are in
Christ Jesus." * He that believeth on Him is not judged.”
In Christ we escape from judgment and all that judgment
may involve.

The Sunshine of Religion,

Our Lord when on carth was not a friend ouly for dark
days. He could stand by the grave of Lazarus and weep
with the sorrowing sisters, but could as well be present at
the wedding at Cana of Galilee, an honored and welcomed
guest. In our deep realization of the solemn mission of

our Lord to this sinful world, we are too apt to forget that
He came as an image and expression and embodiment of
the God of Love. The morose reformer is not likely to be
bidden to feasts where his presence is only a gloomy
shadow, and his countenance as a threatening cloud. We
may be sure that even in His holy purity this was not the
impression made by Him whose *compassions are new
every morning.”  There was sunshine about Him, or the
mothers would not have thronged around Him with their
little ones, the despisc. sufferers would not have looked
trustfully to Him for help, the outcast sinner would not
have turned to Him for pardon. We scem to fancy that
God made our cyes for tears, and that from some other
power came their glad twinkle of mcrriment, or their
expression of intocent joy, in the midst of social converse.
Who wreathed the mouth with smiles that answer to smiles?
Who made the dimples, too, in tae baby's face? Who it
the glad loving light in its eycs, as it begins to be aware of
the tender care of its mother?  Why will we not remember
that joy is as much the gift of God as sotrow, and to be as
freely accepted in His presence ?
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The Prophet Joel,
Written for the Revieto,
{Conciuston.)

It was to a devout 1nan God made kaown tho meaniog of these
calamities. It was one affiicted fa the peoples sffiiction and
burdened by their burdons when Ho sent us His meessngor of
meroy. God ofton uses tho unfaithfnl as *he rod of His angor to
obastize tho wrcng door. It {s only those dovoted to His caunse
whom o sonds as mcssengers of meroy to guide, contolo and
eirengthen His afftioted poople.

In making known tho mind of God in rogard to thete varied
dinastors Jool delivored two addroascs. The firss exionding {rom
tho beginning of the book to ohaptor 2:17 the second cuntaining
ths romaining portions,

Io his firat address be taught such traths as these ; (a) thut all
theso oalamitics wore from God. The loousts were tho Lord's
army. Whero thoy asssrubled in maltitndes was His camp, In
the roar that horaldod their approach tho prophes heard the voiocs
of the Lord, their Capiain, leading thom to their intoaded work,
Tho dovastating fires, moreover, wero His servants and tho very
beasts of Lhe ficld waro aaid totrace the drought to Him. Learned
raen in Joel's day might oxplain thoso calamities from nataral
cautoe. Thoy might accouns for the multitude of iocnsts by the
prolonged drought and for their prosence in Judea by the pre-
vailing winds. The oause of the drought itecll might be seen in
tho fact that jnstead of blowing from the we.tern sea from which
they oould have gathered moisture for the noighboring lands tho
winds blew from tho bot thiraty deserts of the east, from which
no mofsture could be drawn; and ocertainly the fires could be
traced to the continued drought, Wero the prophbet oonsulted in
regard to such explanations he would doubtless eay that they were
truo as far as thoy went but that thoy did not go far enough or
decp coough. Beyond and beneath the nataral causesthe prophet
#aw tho Supernatural Causo originating, oontrolling and guiding
all theae disasters. Xo saw that all distresses came from God as
surely as al] blessinge. And who oan hesitate in saying that such
is tho case.

(b) A second trath thet the prophes taughs in this address was
that thess multiplied calamities came npon the nation becanse of
their sin. Ho did not toach thia truth as distinctly as he taught
tho proceeding, bat it is implied in the emphaiis with which ho
insisted on peonitence, as & oondition of deliverance. It is &
inistaken idos that all calamities befall as a ponishment of sin.
Job did vos suffer booausa of his ain, The thorn did not rankle
in Paul’s mombers becauses of any wrong doing on his part. TL:
maun hsaled by our Lord was not born bliad as a panishment for
sin. It was thersfore, only the inspired knowledge of the prophet
that made it certain that the people of Judah and Jerasalem so
suffered because of their unfaithfalnoss. And this reminds us
that only a God-inspired ioterpreter of events can wmake it
auquestionably oertain that such calamities as floods, frosts and
tornadoes which are so frequently sent sgainst communitieo are
intonded as a punisbmons of sin.

10) A third truth tanght in this address was that tho condition
upon which the people could hopo for deliverance was penitence.
All muat ropent, prioat and people, young and old, childten and
infants, bridea and bridegrooms. All had sinned, all were
suffering, sl mast repout. They were to weep and fast acd to be
clothed in sackoloth. Bummoned by trompet sound from all
parts of the land, they must meot in solemn assembly and pour
out their hearts to God in penitent sopplication. Thia was their
only hope, tho one condition of deliverance. Anold trath was,
this, written indelibly on the nations bistory. Bat old truths
must be rocalled to memory if thoy are to beooms a foros in tho
lite. This tho prophkat did in the daya ot Judah's desclation with
what resalts tho ssoond address reveals.

The seoond address was deliverod a fow days or a few weeks or
perhaps a {ow months titer the first, This addross implies that
the people cordizlly actod upon tho prophet's command urging
repentance. Consequently it promises, in glowing langusge, the
foflow of God's bleesing and the expulsion of all their dire
calamitios. The locusts are $0 bo driven back and routed some
into the desars, some into the Dead Sea, and some into the
Mediterrapean. Copious showers of rain are to come, 83 mach in
the first month as usnslly falls dating tho former and latter xains,
The rewslt will be abundance for man and beast. Tho pasture
Iands will again be clothed in green, Tho flelds and gardens will
givo their increase so that the floors shall ba full of wheat and the
fats shall overflow with wine and oil, If the ain of tha people
reatralned the goodnees of God their penitence will canco that
goodness to break in npon them in the abundance that will make
all patare vooal with His praiss.

But the illumed vision of the prophet saw far beyoad the
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proscnt. In the returning prosperity and she preceding vhit-
ation he aaw tho untold blessings that wero (0 bu poured out upon
all flosh and the bleckoess of da-knoss that was to envelop those
who would refuso to call upon tho namo of the Lord. Stauding in
tho midat of the stirring ovents of bis day and looking tirough
them into the future the prophet with the eyo of an Isralolite saw
in outline the history ol tho raco with its light and shadeits defeats
and triumphs moving forward towards and culminating in tho
complate triumph of God’s people aud tho completq overthrow of
all adversaries at the judgment of the great day. In tlhie valley of
Jehosarhat, that is the valloy in which Johovah judges, hescesthe
natures working out their dostiny and Jehovah exercising judg-
mont. At firrt bo soes tho outcasts of Israel gathered home and
thoso natione that opprossed them condemned to suffer penalty
similar in kind to those which they had inflicted. Thon tho scene
widons. Ho sces ali the world powor waging war against the
thesaints but recoiving at the hand of God the judgment merited.
Now auother scene broaks upon his spiritual vision. It is the
barvest ficld of the world. God's peoplo are gathered into His
garner but those hostile arocrushed in the wine preas of His anger.
A fiaal sceno, God is seated for judgmeont on His Mount Zion,
multitudes are before Him in the valloy of decision. 1is own are
gathered into their beloved Joruealem the city of their accurity
where flows His blessiog in never-failing streams. For tho reat
the sun, moon and stara are darkaed, against them the Lord utters
His voice with a strength that causesthe heavens and the earth to
tremble, and that heaps upon His enemies untold confusion,
Egypt aod Edom shall be desolate but Judah and Jerusalem shall
abide forover.

Tarough this vision Jocl taught perhaps more emphaticully
than it was over taught beforo that tho Israel of God, the King.
dom of God will abido for ever in enduring prosperity but that
those hostile to His Kingdom will bo overthrown. By so doing ho
not only atrengthened the larael of his own day but he enlarged
the stream of divine truth for the good of the azes to como.

The Boak ot Books.

Xxhumed from the rubbish of the Middle Ages, it
has entered on a new carcer of victory. It has
stimulated the mind of modern Europe to all its
highest efforts, and has been the charter of its civil
and religious liberties. Its wondrous revelation ofall
that man most desires to know, in the past, in the
present, and in its future destinies, has gone home to
the hearts of men in all ranks of socicty and in all
countries. In many great nations it is the oaly rule
of religious faith. In every civilized country it is the
basis of all that is most valuable in religion. When
it has been withheld from the people, civilization in
its highest aspects has languished, and superstition,
priestcraft, and tyranny have held their ground or
have perished under the assaults of a heartless and
inhuman infidelity. Where it has been a househiold
book, education has necessarily flourished, liberty has
taken root, and the higher nature of man has been
developed to the full. Driven from many other
countrics by tyrannical interference with liberty of
thought and discussion, or by a short-sighted cc-
clesiasticism, it has taken its special abode with the
greatest commercial nations of our time; and, scat-
tered by their agency broadcast over the world,
it is read by every_nation under heaven in its
own tongue, and is surely, if slowly, preparing the
way for wider changes and greater than any that
have heretofore resuited from itsinfluence. Explain
it as we may, the Bible is a great literary miracle ;
and no amount of inspiration or authonty that can be
ciaimed for it is more strange or incredible than the
actua! history of the book. Yet no book has ever
thrown itself into so decided antagonism with all the
great forces of evil in the world. Tyranny hates it,
because the Bible so strongly maintains the individual
value and rights of man as man. The spirit of caste
dislikes it for the same reason. Anarchical license,
on the other hand, finds nothing but discouragement
in it. Priestcraft gnashes its tecth at it, as the very
embodiment of private judgment in religion, and
because it so scornfully ignores human authority in
matters of conscience, and human intervention be-
tween man and his Maker, Scepticism sncers at it
brcavee it requires faith and humility, and threatens
tuin to the unbeliever. It launches its thunders
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against every form of violence or fraud or allurement
that secks to profit by wrong or to pander to the
vices of mankind. All these, conscquently, are its
foes, On the other hand, by its uncompromising
stand with reference to certain scientific and historical
facts, it has appcared to oppose the progress of
thought and speculation, though it has been unfairly
accused in this last respect.

Inspired and Uninspired Literature.

A few months ago, when [ was travelling by
train, a small experience occurred to me which was
so striking in its effects upon me that I have thought
it worth while to draw attention to the lesson it taught
me. [ had finished reading the fourtcenth chapter
of St. John, when, with all the savour of that wonder-
ful chapter in my mind, like the lingering tones of
some sweet melody, I turned at once to Shakespeare’s
* Richard the Third,” and rcad that play of the great,
perhaps the greatest of human writers.  The revulsion
of fecling was so great as to bring forcibly before
one's mind the great gulf which exists between the
Bible and all humanliterature. The infinite difference
of standpoint, purpose, moral clevation, and adapta-
tion to the human soul and mind, of all ages, races,
and degrees of intelligence is very clear. If we have

ondered this matter we cannot but marvel that the

ible is composed of writings inspired by one Spirit,
through thirty-eight human writers, whose lives
embrace fiftcen centuries, who a” came out of one
smali and insignificant nation in Western Asia, and
that their rank and cultivation varied from that of
fishermen and herdsmen to that of sages and kings.
And yet when one candidly and seriously reads this
unique book in any part, and, on the other hand, the
highest flights of heathen genius, one’s whole instinct
criesout, * Here is God, there is man!” A most
profitable study might be undertaken by any who
were able to follow it out by comparing the sublime
two first chapters of Genesis with the account of the
creation on the Chaldean tablets ; the Story of Joseph
or the Song of Moses with the inflated man-exalting
records, mostly of local and temporary interest, of
the Assyrian and Babylonian monuments ; the Books
of Psalms and of the Kings with the poems of Homer ;
the Book of Isaiah with the teachings of Guatiana;
the later Prophets with the works of Aristotle, Plato,
or Socrates; the Gospels with the works of Cicero
and Horace ; and finaily, the Book of Job, pronounced
by Carlyle to be the finest composition in any lan-
guage, with any chosen heathen work down to the
present time. We should in any or all of these com-
parisons see at once the great gulf fixed between the
writings of men, who wrote by the Spirit of God, and
others, their near contemporaries, who wrote the very
best that human wisdom could produce.—MLD,

Reasons against Gambling.

I. It means to take advantage of another man’s
iﬁnorancc to make money out of it; for you think
that you know better than he which hprse will win
therefore you lay onit, etc.

2. It is wrong to risk money upon pure chance
(and you do this, if you are not trusting to superior
knowledge when you bet),’ for money is a valuable
talent which we can spend usefully in many ways
which are sure and not risky—and we must at last
give account as stewards to God for the use which
we have made of His money.

3. It is a dangerous excitement. We know how
men and women have been led on to risk w..ole
cstates upon a throw of dice, or on the length of a
straw, for which folly, nothing but mad excitement
and desperation can account.

4. Itis a dangerous example; for, supposing that
you yourself never bet beyond what you think you
can afford to losc, you may lead othersto begin or
continue betting, who cannot stop where you do, but
may lose more than they can afford—as indeed, the
very man with whom you are betting may not be
able to afford to pay you, if he loses, without wrang-
ing some one clse. '

5. It leads into bad company. Not perhaps so
evidently at first, yet too often grievous sins—drink-
ing, lying, stealing, ctc.—are found so closcly con-
nected with it, thatit is quite fair to consider the one
as leading to the other.

6. It actually encourages crime, for sharpers,
bookmakers, etc., live by it; and the evidence of law
courts plainly proves that gambling has been at the
bottom of many of the gravest crimes committed
against the law's of God and man,

7- It is the ruin of homes and the breaking of
hearts. Many a happy home has been wrecked,
many a woman has been broken-hearted by the love
of gambling in a husband, son or brother.

8. It ruins the character of the gambler, for it
destroys his love of home, it brecaks down his sclf-
respect, it perverts his views of the use of money, of
his duty to his neighbour. Too f{requently it blinds
him to the value of lifc itself, and the unhappy
gambler seeks refuge trom poverty and disgrace in
self-murder.

1iom of the Rev. J. Wilkie and the inembors of tho Canadian
Misafon to sssist at the opening of this tine building which has
been crected from subseriptions raised by the untirirg energy of
tho Canadian Mission far the purpose of » Mission Colloge; and as
Agent to the Governor-General in Coztral India, I have had muoch
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ploasure in accepting tho invitation, which I havo had the honor
of recoiving fram Mr. Wilkie to preside on this ocoasivn and to
lend my ald to tho establishment of 80 good & work.

I think all those who hiave gone over the building will agreo
that thore is much that is novol und beautiful about its architecturo
shilo tho manufacture and distribution of the gas with which it is
so well lighted desorves thoe greateat commendation,

In India, as in tho other parts of tho world, charity which is
tho basis of Christianily is best exemplified by earnest endeavors
to afford medical and surgical roliof to the eick, and education
and civilization to the ignorant, and the Canadian Mistion which
bas now been eatablished for seventecn years in Central Indis has
already givon many proofs of the benofits of thoso two important
fruits of charity. The sick and tho Ignorant, like their brothren
tho pocr, are always with us, and it would be hard to say that asy
litnits can bo fixed to tho amount of good to bo done by any
charitable enterprise which has for its objoot the extension of
medical reliof and the advance of knowledge. AaEnglishmen and
Englishwomen, e are bound to recogniso snd applaud the work
dono by those who cxert themselves for the good of mankind in
those matters—and as Christians wo must sypmathise al! the more
with their cfforts when wo remember that they are mado in the
namo and in the cause of Christ. 1 would draw attention to the
fact that tho Mission to which this institution owes its origin is
supported by Canada—one of the largest as it has over been the
most loyal of the Dependencies of the British Empiro, and I think
wo should bo remiss in our duties on this occasion were we to fail
to cxpress tho gratitude of thoso who aro jutcreated in the welfare
of Indore to the fellow-aubjeots of our Queen in Canada, who have
stretched out tho hand of fellowzbhip and Christianity in promoting
a good work in this part of Central India,

I am sure, ladies and gentlemen, you will join with me in
wishing prosperity and success to this College which I have now
tho honor to declaro open for tha fulfilment of the purposes for
which it is being built.

Rev. T. C. Whykoop, tho Sccretary of the North Indis Bible
Society, in a vory carucst prayerdedicated tho building to the work
of our Lord and Master Jesus Christ, and asked that Ho might use
it and His servants laboring bere for His own glory.

Rov. Y. A. Wilson, representing the Mission, then spoke (his
address will appear in fuoll in our next issue.)

Mr. Gunion, the Principal of the Daly College, forthe education
of tho native Princes, intended to speak a few words to represent
tho cducational interest in Cuntral India but on account of ill-
health was obliged to forego this. Rao Bahadur, K.C., Bedarkar,
the Primnoe Minister of Indore, next spoke ropresenting interest of
tho Durbar in the work that we are doing, in the following strain:

Lavixs ANp GexTLEMEN,~—Of all motives in this world which
inflnenco tho performance of apy extraordinary gre: acts, I know
of none more potent and powerfal than those whicl. have religion
a8 their basis. (Cheers). To the first of theso motives I attribute
the ercction of this building and to the lady whose name you aeo
thero (Mrs. Bronson) and 1o many Canadian friends who have con-
tributed to this building we owe particular gratitude. It is the
religious motive which has influenced them in aiding Mr. Wilkie
in the fulfilment of his desirs in the erection of this College build-
ing. I mustalso refer Lo tho disintorestedness and the Catholio
charity of His Highuess, the Maharajah Holkar, who gave his
contribution towards this building. Of the mapy sided activities
for which 4ho Missionarica are so famous thers is none for which
the pzople of India look with greater respect than their educational
activity. Wherever they have boen thoy have beon the pioneers
of oducation and of Western civilization (hear, hear). I bolieve
in all the Presidency towns weshsll find traces of their laying the
fouudations of education. X am not familiar with Madras or
Calcutta, but I can say with peraonal knowledge of the Presidency
of Bombay that there the educational inatitutions owe s very large
dobt of gratitude to the missionary enterprise. I have only to
raention, or rather to remind you of tho groat man Rev. Dr.
Wilson. The mention of bis namestirs uplove and admiration for
the great and good Missionary. 1 am sure, we all feel gread
pleasure in joining with Mr. Wilson in congratnlating Mr. Wilkie
upon tho completion of this building. I liave no doubt that as
religion is the basis, the students that will br turned out of this
Col'ege will bo such as will have the ncocssary maral training
which accompanies or rather ought to accompany all educational
instroction whether it is connected or disconnected with religion.
I attach the utmost importance to moral training as Rev. Mr,
1Vilson has said. Itis absolutely useless, it is mischisvions—to
sond out atudents from Colleges who do not posscas the neceasary
moral training which will enable them to work with real zest and
with real zoal in tho performance of their duties in the wery
difficult oircumutances of life. I sm vary glad, therefore, that in
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missionary institutions moral ttining is ospeclally attended to. I
am sure, that all tho ladies and gentlemen hero are very thankful
to Col, Barr for his prescnco here (choors). It Is no light work for
a gentleman who is so much pressed with work to spare time to
coms hore although it bo in ths oncouragenient of auch work as wo
soe around us. Wo must therafore be oxooedingly gratoful to him
for his presencs on this cconsion. 1 may boallowed to referto the
vory graceful way in which Mr, Wilkie alladod to tho part taken
by His Highneass, the Maharajah Holkur in this building. I can
assure you that when he passes by this building he cannot but be
ploased with tho contribution ho has made to this great and good
work.

Rov. N. H. Rumcll thon pronounced the bonediction and
brought to s close one of tho most intoresting moetings over hald
in Indore from the missionary point of view.

On Saturday, Sunday and Monday, tho 28rd, 24th aud 26th,

- three moetings wero hold each day with a viow to deepening tho
spiritual lifo of all concerned and secking for a bleasing on the
work that the College is intended to do. Rev. . O, Wynkoop,
Secrotary of the North Iodia Bible Socicty, was presont with us
from the first and greatly helped us by bis warm earncat words.
Rev. Dr. Kellogg came in after tho opening was ovor, but was with
us during tho following three days and gave us a very decided help
it tho work that we sought to do. On Sabbath morning Sunday
school children to the number of over 600 gathored togothor, and
on Sabbath afternoon about 200 sat down at tho Table of our
Yord to commemorate His dyiog love.

‘To mo espeoially and to all tho Indoro staff presont and absont,
who havo beer. 80 intimately assoolated with ms in tkis work;
this day was ono of peculiar joy aud gratitude and I desire once
again very sincerely to thank those who have by their kind gifts
mado this building a possibility. I need not say—for I am sure
you already realizo that wo need the power from above thab the
Collogo may acoomptish all that is possible for the establishment
of the cause of our Lord in Central India. The building is there
of a most substantial character omphasizing tho fact that we are
hernto stay. It ocoupies & most prominent position, the beut
posaivie conire for such work and cannot fail to bo scen hy the
travelling pnblicand the residonts of the place. Theurs is thereforo
nothing secretor undrrhand in our mothods, Itis bullt in harmony
with castern tastes a if to show that our religion is n9t something
foreign to thu orient. All that is .ow necded is that the Spirit of
God may make His powor and presence manifest to ull that como
in contaot with it. For this wa ask your continued earnest prayer.

Religious Tnstructions in the
Schools.

8tx,— Your editorial undor tho above title
while criticising the schome of voluntary
schools applied to our present publio achool
system brings forward no reasons why such

a schemo otherwiso moot with ? roval, &
** rider»’ to moet such a caso coul go added
to avoid any such supposed disaster. That
‘¢ other facilitioa” for religious instruction
‘*are most readily available in cities and
‘¢ towns ** certainly docs rot meet the case.
Tho aim must be to make ruligion a part of
our overyday life, and to do so it certair.y
should form part of & child's education fiom
day to day. But ono muct know what thew
* other facilitios’ are that are referrod o
beforo they can be considored and shown to
be quite inadequats for the purposc.

Witk recference %0 High Schools and
Collegiste Inatitutions; when we find that
thero aro only 120 of thaae with 25,000 pupils
3 oom to 6,000 clementary achools
with 481,000 pupils it seems hardly fairto
take proposals made for impartiog religious
instruction in them as an argument against
applylogsuch a schemo in the publicschools.
Boaidos tho religious bodies have many
scoondary schools of their own, all doing
odocational work more or issson a par with
tho High Schools aud Collegiate Institutes,
and at tho samo ttme imparting definite
religious instruction, and thaso are hardly
likoly to deairo state aid. Agamm our High
Schools and Collegiste lnstitutos hava & far

larger average in the number of rooms to

N ué: school, thus affording faciitties not
found in tho arcrago Pabiic School for
classilying the children. 1 sobmat that the
Pablic Schools mast aocossanly bs dealt
with in adifferent way. They profess to bo
oducating the masss of oar children, the
Higk Schools and Collegiate Institates only
thoso seoking socondary edacation. We
may pauso to ask, can wocallit “*odacation’’
when roligions instructica is eliminated from
the curriculam, ignoring that which rehigions
plo must acknowledge to be tho groatest
nflueace for good citizenahip, good manner.,
men, and stands for all that iz in the

st interests of our peopls and our nation.

Let us not blind nur xu by tho apparent
dfficalty in dealiog with extrome cases, or
by general atatements without getting at the
oot of the matter. When onorealizos that
in somo localitiss more than 75 per cent.
of our taxos is expendod on our schools it is
timo to ask whether wo aro * cloarly con-
** vinoed of the bonefits of the Public School
' system™ giving an adequatoreturn for the
amount expended, and during the proseat
d on will not the maaa of poople
woloomo any proposition moving on the lincs
of ooonomy which will at tho sams hime
maintain or surpass the pressat efficiency of
our schools.

Tosay that ‘‘its {voluntary school schemos)
¢ efTocts on edusation would be limited oo
‘* by thedogree in which thechurchea :honls
“avail thomselvos of its provisions,” is a
most swoeepng atatement, that is, agfarasl
oan learn, neither backed up by facts or
fizorea ; and the ** impracticability ” of such
aachsmo is oply dealt with in cno extreme
conditivn of aftairs, laak,isthisajutand
broad minded way of dealiog with 30
important a question? I trust, indood, that
all Prosbylerians are looking for soms
lation of this ‘stobhm of religious in-
struction and will **atrive patiaatly ” sill
they find it

1donot supnore that zuch a acheme for
volantary sch¢ s will moet all the require-
ments for imparting religious instroction
generally, but I subenit that it appears the
moed fesalble way to meet the present
dificaltiss. I, Mr. Kditer, you have any
better schemne t0 projoss by ail means let us
bave it, or pschape 20me of your numerons
readera have 1a theur minds acheties that
12y be more or Jess practicable. Let us hear
what they are, and let us hope and pray that
in the eod the best will prevail,
