The death of the Duchess of Cambridge marks an epoch in the history
of the Royal Hqusc. This venerable lady was the last of the family of
George 3rd—children or children-in-law—and she was 23 years, almost a
generation, younger than her husband, the late Duke, who was himself the
tenth child of the old King. The Duke was born m 1774, and died, at the
age of 76, in 1850. The late Duchess was born in 1797, and was therefore
in her 92nd year. The present Duke completed his 7oth year on the 25th
of last month, being two months older than the Queen, his cousin.

Last Saturday the House of Assembly, with only three dissentient voices,
voted an increase of Stoo to their sessional allowance. On the same day the
question of sn addition of the same amount per annum to an official who
has done much unremunerative work to the honor of the Province was
mooted  Although endorsed by members on both sides of the House, this
increase, which would only have raised the salary of the gentleman in
question to the amount received by his predecessor in office, was not, it
seems, agreed to. The only excuse for incressing the sessional allowance
of mewmbers must be tho protraction of the average sittings of tho Heuse,
and as this also devolves additional work upon the official in question, it
appears to us that it would have only been fair play to have made the
slight increase to the salary that was suggested.

The strong expressions of public opinion elicited by the 1li-judged clerical
attempt to procure intolerant legislation on the Sunday question has evidently
had the effect of producing what might be called a *draw.” It is our
decided opinion that the Bill cught to have been thrown out, and we cannot
but regret that the House of Assembly was found lacking 1n the courage
of what are no doubt its real convictions. It is yet (at the time of our
writing,) possible that the Council may be resoluto cnough to discard the
measure. At all events the sting has beon extracted from 1t, and it is better
that the public should be in the hands of the Supreme Court for a definition
of “servile labor” than be handed over by the Legislature, bound hand
and foot by an iron-bound act which is a retrogression in the direction of
the narrow and tyrangjcal “blue laws” of the Puritans of New England.
The clergy seem to be very slow to understand that the day for this sort of
thing is past.

There are accounts, in the usual detail, of the admi.nistmtion of the cat
to the Montreal ruffian who recently assaulted a little girl. The punishment
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seems to have had its effect on the brute to a certain extent, but it is evident

that it was inartistically administered, and not nearly as effectively as it
should have been. Fifteen lashes, once inflicted, is all too few for this
kind of oftence, and, owing to the unskilifulness of the operator, it seems
doubtful whether the criminal got more thau thirteen, the first having landed
on the shoulder guard, while it is doubtful whether the count did not stop
at fourteen. This is mere child's play.

In the Dalkousie Gazette for this month we find the following, which,
we take it, can refer to no other than Professor Roberts :—** There has been
much speculation in regard to the appointment of Dr. Alexander’s successor
to the Chair of English in this University. We would like through these
columo> to advocate the claims of one whose appointment we believe
would ve universally popular, but by doing so we might embarrass the
Governors We are only referring to the matter for the purpose of
emphasizing to the authorities that this Chair has been perhaps the most
distinguished in the College. Filled successively by DeMille, Schurman,
and Alexander, the duty of the Governors to maintain its former and present
prestige is clear. To now appoint an inferior man would be worse than a
crime—it would be a blunder.”

The recently published letter from Stanley shows conclusively that the
time has come when the civilized world should so effectively police Africa
as to break up the infamous slave traffic, carried on principally by mniscreant
Arabs whose greed and cruelty are almost beyond belief. The depopulation
of whole sections of country, the destruction of villages, the sweeping away
of crops—Ileaving only starvation for such of the natives as escape the
bullet, the sword, or the coffie—these aro not only outrages against God
and man, but—in a lower view—they are clogs upon the wheels of progress.
The time must come when Africa will be opened to the world and reduced
to ordinary civilization In this connection we note with much satisfaction
that a scheme is being formulated for the organization ol a company to
build a r.ilway through central Africa. When the ‘“iron horse goes
shrieking” across the plains, over the mountains and through the valleys of
equatoriai Africa, with its attendants, the telegraph, the telephoue and the
daily mail, stavery must flee before it as the shades of night do before the
rising light of day.

The escape of the Calliope from the hurricane at Samoa which wrecked
the German and American men-of-war has come to be looked upon as a
sort of triumph, and it may perhaps bs fairly so regarded. Unslumbering
vigilance and precaution, and prompt resolution at the nght moment, the
essentiale of fine scamanship, were undoubiedly there, but it is oply fair to
mention another probable advantage possessed by the Callivpe. Sheisa
far more powerful vessel than the rest of her class. The Montreal Witness
is right in placing her in what is called the C. class. It consists of cleven
vessels, the Canada, Carysfort, Champion, Cleopatra, Cumus, Conguest,
Constance, Cordeliu and Curacoa of 2,380 tons and about 2,450 horse
power. ‘This is the rating given by the Witness to the Calliope. But that
vessel and the Calypso are exceptions to the class, and stand at the head
of it. The Calypso is 2,770 tons and 3,720 horse power, but the Calliope
is more powerful still, her tonnage being the same as that of the Calypso,
while her horse power is 4,020. This far higher power had no doubt a
good deal to do with her escape.

Postmaster-General Haggart’s now Postal Bill, which has passed its
second reading, and will probably be law by the time this note appears in
print, has many objectionable features. The rate on drop letters in cities
and towns provided with letter carriers has been raised to two cents, 8 n.ost
obnoxious increase, which it was supposed the public clamor raised whean
the increase was first proposed would kill off. It appears, however, that
obstinancy is a prominent characteristic of Mr. Haggart, and he has carried
his point in entire disregard of the interests of the public. Compulsory
registration is another objectionable feature, and s reudered the more so
by the authority given postmasters to register all letters that they may
suppose contain valuables, collecting the fec from the receiver of the letter.
This is an invasion of the sanctity of the mail that should not be tolerated,
and we must express our surprise that the measute wan ever entertained by
Parliament.  Are postmasters and their clerks to fumble over letters passing
through their hands so as to determine what their conteats may be ? How
otherwise are they to arrive at the supposition that they contain valuables,
and cartry out their instructions to register such letters? Such vacillating
and uncertain legislation is behind the spirit of the age, and can only bring
discredit upon the Canadian postal system.
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The Lenten breathing space from the exactions of social gaiety is at its
close. Easter Sunday falls this yecar within four days of the latest date at
which it can occur, ‘This is perhaps an advantage, as, when social enjoy-
ments resume their sway, the season will be well advanced, and the weather
will probably be more genial, and more likely to be settled than if it fell earlier.

After effoctually pulverizing poor old Halifax, the Ottawa Evening Jour-
nal **goes for” St. John without gloves after this fashion :—'The pretensions
““of St. John are, if anything, more ludicrous. St. John, which is in New
Brunswick, has just annexed a district called Portland, the united popula-
tions of the two territories being placed at 44,000 by sanguine St. John
statisticians. The next census will doubtless show about 10,000 less, as
good railway communication with the civilized world has been accidentally
established, and the place has nothing except newspapers to recommend it
to anybody who can scrape up enough money to move away. And yet even
St, John protensions to national importance become tolerable contrasted
with Hamilton's.”

The question of convict labor is a difficult one, but any outcry or demon-
stration about it is to be deprecated. The prison authorities of New York
have had some trying experience in the matter. The State had failed to
make adequate provision for employment, and it was soon found that idle-
ness not only increased the difficulty of maintaining discipline, but operated
to intensify moral degradation, and to weaken such mental powers as the
criminal classes possess. The medical authority of Sing Sing states that
under a system of steady employment prisoners insensibly fall into habits of
labor, develope strength and vitality, and acquire knowledge of trades and
habits of discipline, The cessation of work reverses all these consideratione,
which are of the most material aid in managing convicts, and leads to physi-
cal and moral deterioration, and even tends to the development of insanity.

Dr. Goldwin Smith's letter to the Times, to which we briefly referred
last week, turns out, on perusal, to be even more deplorable than we should
have imagined. According to this past master of pessimism, the flower of
our population is in a state of perpetual exodus—flying from the Canadian
tariff to the higher tariff of the United States ; our Government, which, after
all, is the free choice of intelligent clectors, he declares to exist only by
bribery ; our trade is in a state of atrophy; our farms are decreasing in
value ; and our great trans-continental railway he depictsas strangling settle-
ment, instead of having created it. The general body of the electors the
“ Professor of Fiction"—as he is well dubbed by a contemporary—
describes as slaves of a corrupt venality, and he further proceeds to insult
them by attributing to them a * good deal” of annexation feeling The
Professor is bound to verify his prophecy if by any means he can, and that
he is not particular as to the means this dishonorable letter is sufficient
proof. The lengths to which he has now gone, will, however, no doubs, pro-
voke a reply from some competent pen in the same journal in which the
Professor’s jeremiad has found space, or at all events in some equally effi-
cient medium of publicity.

The City Council has decided to grant 83,000 in aid of the Summer
Carnival, The sum is notlarge, but as the money has to be borrowed, it is,
we are bound to suppose, as much as the Council could see their way to.
No doubt general subseriptions will be on a liberal scale as befits the
importance of the object, to which every one ought to contribute in one way
or other to the utmost of his ability. Sir John Ross, with the public spirit
which distinguishes him, has promised his aid, and we hear on all handsthat
Admiral Watson is a genial officer, who will also be sure to do his part.
Some of the promoters of the festival are, we believe, desirous of bringing
into Halifax the whole Militia of Nova Scotia. The expense of this, how
ever, would bt ¢normous, and, considering how full of recruits, under the
alternate years dril), are the ranks of the Provincial Militia, as well as for
other reasons, it would be highly inexpedient. But the objections would
not apply to the selection of a good company ¢t so from each rural battalion
—enough to make up an additionsl battalior. in Halifax—and the Kings
County Troop of Cavalry, which is a creditto the Province. Thisreinforce-
ment, with the three excellent Halifax Battalions, would constitute a fair
show of Militia, and, as every possible attraction ought to be got together, a
general Band Tournament of all the bands in the Province would be in order.

A correspondent of that able journal, the Chicago Canadian American,
has, in a communication about the North-West generally, the following,
which seems worth reproducing :—*1 often think that the Riel rebellion
was scnt for a very wise purpose. It exploded a mine of subtle work so
Ercmaturely as to spare the world around and hoist the engineer. Now we

ave a British Province. Granted a few years more of quiet work and
Ontario would have been uncomfortably sandwiched between Quebec on
the East, and the land of the Metis, on the West, to be generously swal-
lowed when lunch time arrived.  As it is, the great North-West is becoming
a power in itself, and conferring upan the older Provinces the inestimable
gift of good government and cheap land.” But we are a little surprised to
find the Week, in an cditorial note, apropos of a gloomy picture of Canada
recently drawn by Mr. Davics in an oration at Toronto, admitting * that
the increase of population, both in the older Provinces and in the North-
West, during the last decade, has fallen far below what scemed reason-
able expectation.” Leaving ““ the older Provinces™ out of the question,
we are unable to subscribe to the dictum as to the North-Wost. The popu-
lation given in guide books of the now numerous and flourishing towns along
the line of the C.P. R. scems very satisfactory to those who, fifteen years
ago, marched from the Red River to the base of the Rockies, through Soo
miles of an absolute solitude of wilderness,

It is a pity that the rivalries of the rising cities of the Dominion are not
more friondly in tone, and moderate in the estimation of their several claims
and advantages than they are. Lven that excellent paper the St John
Evening Qazetle waxce wroth over the undertaking to build the Harvey-
Salisbury Line, and complains bitterly of a number of things which it con-
ceives have been done ' to please Halifax.” We cannot enumerate them,
but one is stated to be the carrying round of the Intercolonial by the North
Shore, a device which is certainly anything but pleasing to Halifax, and it
is a new light to Halifaxians 10 be told that tho Government is * wedded
to Halifax. Without beifig in the least jealous of the enterprise of St. John,
which, on the contrary, we regard with sincere satisfaction, or having the
least desire to depreciate her advantages, it is impossible not to acknowledge
the immense superiority of Halifax as a harbor, and as the port which, sum-
mer and winter, it isdue to the Dominion should be the poiat of arrival and
departure of a fast and regular line of steamers, and every mile by whioh her
distance from Montreal can be shortened is so much gain. It is much to be
deplored that it seems to have been practically impossible to compel the C.
P. R. to build the line, and that, consequently, an additional burthen will
be laid on the country, but we cannot but be glad that the line will be buil.
by any meaus.

Professor Goldwin Smith in his now notorious letter to the Tinies vexes
his spirit over the opproeasion of compelling, by the Tariff, the N. W. settler
to purchase his farm implements, ctc., (rom the factories of Eastern Canada,
instead of buyiog them from the market close at hand ‘This market, it
appears, is Minnesota, As a matter of fact, Winnipeg is a much pearer
market than St. Paul or Minneapolis, and the implements, e.c., are not made
in either place, but brought to both from distant facteriea. As to the
“ cruelty " of the system, these articles are much cheaper in the N. W. than
they were, and cheaper than they now are to the settlers of the neighboring
parts of the United States. Side by side with this contention, however, Mr.
Goldwin Smith affirms the inconsistent pretence that there is no interpro-
vincial trade. The Professor seems to find himself obliged to admit that
‘ the day of political union with the American Republic, though sure to
come, may be distant,” and pretends that he at present aims only at Com-
meicial annexation. But we all know what that would mean, and it is
evident that his most dearly cherished idea is the absorption of the Domin-
ion by the United States. We imagine, however, that Mr. Goldwin Smith
is pretty well played out on the ignominious lines of his peculiar aspirations.
The letter to the Times will probably put a finishing touck: to the estimation
in which he will be held in Canada.

The following statistics taken from Bradstrests show that the amount of
bituminous coal being imported from the United States is largely on the
increase, as is also the importation of anthracite. The value of the bitum-
inous coal imported in 1887 was 83,156,127, in 1888 §3.485,703. an inctease
of $329,576. Anthracite coal to the value of 84,127,673 was imported
in 1887, and in 1888 $5,286.120, an increase of $1,158,447. The increased
importation of antbracite coal is undoubtedly owing to the removal of the
duty on that article, but the increased importation of bituminous arises from
other causes, and if a remedy is not provided, the coal trade of this Pro-
vince with Quebec will be largely curtailed The Crand Trunk by its new
connections has greatly reduced the distance from Montreal to the Ohio
coal fields. The consequent reduction on coal freights so far counterbal-
ances the Canadian duty of Go cents per ton, that Ohio coal now compctes
with the Nova Scotian article in Montreal. To remedy this the United
States duty of 75 cents per ton should be imposed in Canada, and this
should be done without delay. [t would bz a simple act of justice to Nova
Scotia, as it will be remembered that the flour duty was imposed to reconcile
Ontatio to the coat duties. As the duty on anthracite coal was afterwards
abolished, mainly in the interosts of Ontario, Nova Scotia shculd be recom-
pensed by an increased duty on bituminous coal. With the duty increased
fifeeen cents per ton our coal shippars might be able to pay a slightly
creased rate cer the Intercolonial, and the large defieit in the working
of that mismanaged road be overcome.

Apropos to the rivalries of cities, the Ottawa Evening Journal, a paper
whose articles are generally all that can be desired, scems to have been
seized with the desire to institute a crusade against all the secondary cities,
apparently for being shead of Ottawa in population. At first we thought
the article was jocular, but it appears, on careful perusal, to be serious,
and the Journal really appears to grow quite angry over it. Halifax, St.
John and Hamilton arc the particular objects of wrath, Our own city
comes in for the first burst of objurgation as follows :—** For fourth place,
the rivalry grows interesting, becauso although Oltawa is far and away the
fourth most important place in the country, some inccnsequential towns
known as Halifax, Hamilton and St John, which make up ia effrontery for
what they lack in respectability, are pretending to have claims to attention
equal to those of Onawa. It is difficult to decide which of the three con-
tentions is most preposterous. Halifux, a bleak settlement on the coast of
Nova Scotia, is principally a supply station for British ships and soldiers.
So far i3 it from being a desirable place that people who do not swear say
* Go to Halifax,’ as a synonym to express the utmost disregard of the wel-
fare of the person they address. The population of Halifax at the last cen-
sus was about 37,000. No doubt it has greatly decreased since, and not
even Halifax impudence would venture to compare the place with Ottawa,
but that a village named Dartmouth lying adjacent to Halifax has a popula.
tion of four or five thousand which the larger town has an idea of annexing,
and thus repairing its probable losses of late years. But with or without
Dartmouth we dismiss the contention of Halifax as really unworthy of
serjous notice.”  And so poor Halifax is summarily disposed of.

A pack of thirteen wolves were recently seen at Port Logaun Lake, about
20 miles from Campbeliton, N. I3, in pursnit of three =ariboo. It is about
twelve years since they Lave been seen in that locatity 19 large numbors.

. The Newloundland sealers have had remarkable succe ss this season It
s said that already about a quarter of a million seals Fase been secured.
This is good for Newfoundland and means plenty of money in circulation.

A clergyman of the diccese of Montreal has fallkn heir to £20,000
sterling and has instructed his attorney to take the necessary procoedings in
Chancery to recover the amount. A portion of the funds will be devoted
to missionary objects.

The Charlottetown Pulriof says :—Most of the Academics in Nova Scotia
for some time had Dalhousians as principals. Last swummer five graduates
from other provincial colleges fatied in the examnation fur grade A licenses,
while all the Dalhousians who cunpeted were successful.

. The legislature of Nova Scotia was prorogued by His Honor the Admin-
istrator at 3.30 p. m. on Wednesday.  Licut.-Genergl Sir John Ross and
staff attended. The Guards of Honor were furnished by the Duke of Wel-
lington's Regiment and the 63rd Rifles, Canadian Militia.

Mr. Chisholm, the well known violinist of the Mount Allison Jadies
college, expects to spend next year in Paris, under the tuition of the famous
Leonard. His place will be temporarily filled by Robert Mahr, of Berlin.
Mr. Mabr is a pupil of Joachim, the greatest hving violimst.

The office of A. G. Jones & Co., on their wharf, was burglarized last
Saturday night. The thicves only took fifty cents in coppers, a few cigars,
and sampled a demijobn of wine. The whole office was ransacked, but
not finding money they left without doing any further damage.

The “ color ” question is causing:a great deal of excitement in Dartmouth
just now. The colored children have enjoyed the privilege of a separate
school and a licensed teacher for a number of years, and were quite satisfied
with the arrangement, but the new school haard have resolved to abolish the
colored school and admit the colored children to the white school. The
feeling is very strong agaiust their action and it is probable that many
parents will take their children away from the school so soon as the culored
children arc admitted,

The will of the late Hon, J. 11. Pope has been made public. The
value of bis possessions did not exceed §350,000, and all went to his
family, except 84,000 to the endowment fund of the Church of England at
Cuukshire, aud 84,000 to the public school, and $2,000 to St. Francis
district hespatal at Sherbrooke.

It is expected that o larger number of visitors and tourists will come
to Halfax this summer than ever before,  Theto is a great demand for board,
and tho.e who can accumodste people fur the samdmer months should at
once ict the facy be known.  Halifax 1 unrivalled as a sammer resort, but
il good hotels and boarding houses a:e not provided people will soon tire of
our city.

[t is estimated that the wheat gverage in Manitoba this year will be
650,000, as against 520,000 for last year. A great many pecople have
emigrated {rom Ontario to Manitoba this spring, and as the price of C. P
R lands has been reduced, and private speculators are willing to sell, the
new artivals are willing to stay in Manitoba instead of going further west,
All, or nearly all, the wheat is planted, and a warm rain which has fallen
will give the crop a good start,

There is great excitement in Toronto over the new Cavalry School to
be established there shortly, and military circles are discussing names in
connection with the oftice of Commandant. Major llowurd, of Quebec,
is mentioned by the Quebec Chrenicle as a canditate for that honorable
positivn, though it says :—* Of course, for our sakes, we would prefer to
keep the gallant major here, but it would Le wrong to interfere with his
promotion, and so he has our support, if he wants to command the Toronto
School.”

The Halifax board of trade held a meeting in the Halifax hotel on
Fuesday evening, at which there was a fair attendance. No encouragement
has been received from officials of the W. & A. Railvay inregard to reduc-
tion of freight rates. A resolution in favor of Hahfax as the terminus of a
fast mail line was passed and is to be sent 10 our representatives in Ottawa
to be brought beforo he government. Mr. A. E. Curren in moving the
resolution said : —** The people of Halifax, realiziag the immense advantages
of this port over all others, are content to await the survival of 1the fittest.
We don't need to indulge in abuse of St John, and can afford to treat with
contempt its ill-natured reforences to Halifax.”

It is stated that Edwin Booth, the actor, who was taken suddenly ill in
New York recently, has entircly recovered.

The New York Yacht Club has accepted the Earl of Dunraven's
challenge to race next fall for the * America™ cup.

It is estimated that there ave 365 colleges in the United States, 4 856
nstitutions of learning, and 65.718 students in thém.

Boston has increased the tax upon saloons from $1000 to 81500, first
class ; from ¥Goo to 31200, second class, and all others from 8400 to S1000.

The U. S. Court of Claims nave appointed Miss Mary Seymour a
ccmmissioner of that Court for the whole country.  This settles the question
that women can legally hold oftice.

A Cleveland despatch says : Itis lesrned that when John D. Rockefeller's
caughter Besste was matried a short time ago to Charles A. Strong her
father presented her with a million dollars in cash.

Agent Harrison, ot the Northern Pacific Railway, has perfected an

Mrs. Cleveland®denies that she is writing a book, translating a French
novel or preparing a magazine article. She says that she is fond of literature
and reads as much as she can, but she has not and never had any desire to
emulate the achievement of Rose Elizabz=th Cleveland in the realm of letters.

A bill before the Peansyivania Legislature providing a pen diy ranging from
8300 to S1000 for violation of the act requiring the semi-mnthly payment
of wages, and prohibiting wmanufacturing and nuning corporations from
being interested in company stores, has recezived its final passage in the
House.

Tho Washington Inauguration Centennial Committee have suggested to
Presidert Harrison to issue 2 proclamation calling fur special religious
services in all the churches of the country on the morning of April 30th,
at nine o'clock, the hour at which services of prayer were held in the
Churches in New York city 100 yearsago.

Mr. Russell Harricon, sun «f the DPresident, was arrested on the 11th
in<t. in the oftice of Judye, charged with libel  Bail was fixed at 85,000,
which was promptly furnished. The libellous article referred to. accused
ex-Guvernur Crusby of having stolen jewels from a Washington lady, and
was publish.d m a paper in which Mr. Harrnsun owns an interest.

A raid has been commenced on the telegraph poles and wires in New
York. A corps of axeman, a gang on each side of Fourteenth Strect snd
Union Square, began cutting down the poles at 11 o'clock on Tuesday
mornisg. Hundreds of puiple gathered to witness the novel sight. It is
the intention to level all poles on Sixth Avenue. from 23td Street to 5oth
Street.

A despatch to the New York Herald says :—The five central AmericaDd
Republics, Costarico, Guatemala, Nicaragua, Salvador and Honduras, in
February agreed upon a treaty which provides that if any difticulty shall
anse between any of them, it shall pe scttled without war by the arbitration
of any once of the following nations : —United States, Argentine Republic,
Chuli, Mexico, Switzerland or any of the great European powess.  That
none of the five Repubhcs shall furm alliance with outside nations without
the consent of all, and that delegates from the Republics shall meet annually
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to consider matters of mutual interest. It is the hope of the ablest men in
these Republics that this will help to bring about a federal unton of these
States.

Queen Victoria will visit the Prince of Wales at Sandringham about the
end of the month, Her Majesty will remam there four days.

William O'Brien has entered a hibel action against Lord Silisbury tor
centain remarks made by the latter in his recent speech at Waterford.

The Madrid government has refused China’s request for permission to
establish consulates i Manilla and at other points in the Spanish colonies
in the Pacific.

A despatch from Western India announces the failure of the pearl fish-
eries owing 10 the prevalence of cholera. ‘The failure involves a loss to the
Government of four lacs of rupees.

The court of Queen’s bench has pronounced women iuseligible to
county councils. ‘The decision wakes void the election of Lady Sandhurst
to the London council. Lady Sandhurst will appeal the case.

It is rumored that an attempt was made upon the life of the Czar on
Sunday, and that his Majesty was wounded by an exploding shell. The
affair is said to have been hushed up by the Russian authorities.

The Siamesa Princes are visiting England about a concession for a rail-
way to be constructed at a cost of £5,000,000 through Stam to Yunna.
The scheme is being jealously watched by France and Germany.

It is reported that a serious conflict has broken out between the blacks
and Portugese in Demerara. The shops of the Portugese, who are the prin-
ciple tradesman, have been sacked, entailing an estimated loss of S100,000.

Sir Charles Russell concluded his address on behalf of the Parnellites
before the commission on the 12th inst. The general opinion is that Sir

Charles never spoke in better form. The speech will be reprinted for
circulation in pamphict form.

The Admiralty will make an investigation of the off:rs made by the
Duke of Edinburgh, Commander in Chief on the Mediterrancan Station, to

John Albert Bright, candidate of the Liberal-Uniouists, has been elected
to succeed his father, the late John Bright, as representative for the central
divisicn of Birmingham in parliament.  Bnght received 5,610 votes against
2,560 for William Boaie, the Gladstonian nomince.

Sir Edward B. Malet, British Ambassador at Berlin, will represent Eng-
land at the Samoan conference, assissted by two cfficials from the forcign
office. The Germar delegates are Count Hesbert Bismarck and Dr Kranel,
2 Privy councillor of Legation.  Count Herbert will preside.

The St. James Gazette annources that the Right Hon. Wm. Henry Smith,
first lord of the treasury, is about to be raisea to the peerage. He will
accordingly resign the government leadership in the house of commons.
The Gazette thinks that of the possible candidutes for the leadership in
succession to Smith, Balfour is the best choice.

The steamer Danmark of the Thingvalla line, was passed at sea by the
Inman Line steamer City of Chester, on April 8th, apparently in a sinking
condition, She left Christiana for New York on March 26th, with 650 pas-
senger besides the captain and crew of 4o wen. It is believed that tho
passengers and crew have been rescued by some passing steamer.

A NUGGET OF HISTORY.

An esteemed correspondent and occasionsl contributor sends us the
subjoined interesting nole, oxtracted from the Amierican Agriculturist.
“It is fo soldom,” our correspondent truly remarks, ¢ that our cousins
give Groat Britain any credit for megmanimity that I thought this article
worth reproducing. At the same time one cwunot help thinking that her
generosity was neither deserved nor requited. What a glorious country we
should have had if the mother country had held out for the boundsry of
the Obhio River, which, with the other pariies consenting, we could easily
have had.” It might be added that although our armies bad suffered defeat
in the ill-judged ondeavor to coerce tho whole of the States, it would have
been a comparatively easy matter to have held ana defended, sgainst their
then sparse population, a large tract of country contiguous to Canada,
ospecially 88, at the cloee of the Revolutionsry War we had in command,
though too late to change the current of ovents, the ablest officer we could
then boast of, Sir Guy Carleton, afterwards Lord Dorchester :—

¢ The boundaries of the United States, originally proposed by Cougross
in 1799, fonced in & much smaller country than the United Statos of to-day.
Tho northern line was to be Canada as it wss arder French domioion, the
southern line the southern boundsry of Georgia, snd the western line the
Mississippi River. France, after being our best friend daring the Revolu-
tion, becamo apprehensive of a too great futurs for the young Republis, and
wanted its torritory limited to a narrow border of States along the Atlantic
const, while Canada was to be permitted to come down to the Ohio River,
and Spain was to hold about all that remained, including Florids, the South
below the Ohio River, and the entire west boyond the Mississippi. Spain
was the ally of France at that time (1782), and was quite agreeable to
Franco's generaus plan for carving up America for her (Spain’s) benafit.
But Grest Britain liberally conceded all that Congress had asked for, and
‘the north-west territory north of the Ohio River’ besides. This ¢ north-
west territory,’ then a wilderness, is now the home of fifteen million people.”

IS COURAGE A MATTER OF EDUCATION }

All men, no matter how brave they may be, generally experience fear in
the presence of a danger with which they are not familiar. A soldier who
will without hesitation march up to a cannon's mouth is frightened when
some contagious disesse makos its appearance in the garrison or cawp, while
\the physician, who walks among his cholera and typhus-fever pziients
daily, unmoved by the slightost fear for his health or life, would likely
waver in the face of a bayonet charge. Familisrity in this, as in many
other matters, breeds contempt. The soldier learns to nurse his sick comrade
without trembliog for bis own safety, and many a military surgeon has lost
bis life or been grievously wounded while facing death on the battlefield in
the discharge of his duty.

Not only is courage lariely a matter of experienco and education, but it
i3 to a great extent underrthe control of the will. If left to himself, and
without any higher motive to actuate him than the desire for his own safety,
a man will generally do his utmost to escape from an impending danger,
but when moved by some feeling which, for the time being, is paramount
with bim, such, for instance, as patriotism or love for others, or the fear of
punishmont or of ridicule, he will stand up and be shot at or incur any
ow... risk rather than evince tho alightest fear.

Perbaps the strongeat of all theso emotion «is that sense of self-respect which
is possessed by the generality of men who have beon liberally educated or
woll brought up. This feeling enables them to exert their will power in
such & way as to provont tho exhibition of any sign of cowardico even in
the presence of the groatest dangers. Tho medical student whoee horror at
the sight of blood causes bim to faint by lessening the action of his heart
when he sees his first surgical operation, in a short time overcomes his
repugnance, and after a while becomes a fearless surgeon. The soldier who
in his first battlo is so torrificd that ho oxbibits tho most unmistakable
evidences of the mentsl agony he is suffering, persovercs until he is
renowned for hie gallantry and daring under the moat tremeondous fire,
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Coursgo, therefore, like other faculties, is susceptible of improvement ;
it can bo educated to an almost unlimited oxtent, so that even tho vetiest
coward may bo mado as brave as Cesar. Still, it must be confessed, that
occasionally irreclaimable cowards are oncouuntered. Thus, I havo seoun a
man submit to be jricked with bayonets, belubored with swords, and
trampled upon by men and horses becauso he could not stamd up in tho
ranks and rua tho risk of being ebot. Such persons have cndurance of
phyeical suffeting ; they accept tho inevilable with a certain amount of
composure, It is tho uncertainty which makes thom cowarde. On tho
battlofield thoy aro absolutely devoid of courage, but whon condemned to
deoth by tho sontonce of a court martial and marched out for oxecution,
thoy sit down on their coffins and faco tho firing party with horeic calmness
and fortitude,

A man's capacity to exhibit bravery is, to a great eoxtent, dependent
upon his physical condition. All those causes which lesson his bodily
strength and vitality ot tho same time enfender timidity. }lungor is one
of the most poworful of these factors. All good commwanders know how
much the courage of their troops is duo to the stato of their stomachs, and
therefore take every means in their power to keep their armice well fed.

However powerful as temporary exciters of courage, alcoholic and other
stimulants sro a two cdged sword, for reaction or montal tornidity eventnally
resuits from their employment, and may come on at a time when their
appearance is fatal to those who indulge in them. They are occasionally
good for a “ spurt,” but they aie in no scnse producers of that true courage
which can be relied uron for all cmeorgencies. Moreover the highest type
of msn required st 1.. ‘ime any such sdventitious aids. His courage is
directod by his intelligeuce, he requires his mind to be clear in the presonce
of dapger. tlis courage dces not Jead him, butis directed by him. Itis
very nearly true that vourage is the least quslification of a good soldier.—,
Dr. Wm. A. Hammond, in the Philadelphia Press.

AN IMPORTANT QUESTION OF PRINCIPLE.

The New York papers are asking ¢ should women smoke ¥’ Tho Jadie®
of New York—stowo of them—sre answering the question. Charlotte
Adams says she smokes, advises other women to do so, and winds up a
delicious disquisition on the merils of Turkish, Russian and Spanish
cigarottes by tho salisfied ejaculation, ** Holy Smoke !’ Mrs. Frank Leslie
denounces the habit as unclean. She says:

* A manp likes to idealize the woman he admires, especially the woman he
wishes to marry, but if in approaching the ideal with timid reverence he
finds her redolent of tobacco, if the sweet mouth he longs to press is tainted
with nicotine, if the dainty fingers still bear the discoloration of the cigaretto
I fear the idealist would fly, as did Lamia's lover, in horror and dismay.”

Mrs. Leslie secms 1o base these and other remarks upon the idea that the
chief end of woman is to be attractive to man—an assumption very satisfac-
tory to men, but not conducing to men’s respect for the motives which
govern feminibe sction  Such high moral questions as smoking should be
decided upon principle. Mrs. Belva A, Lockwood, who evidently ocoupies
a loftier moral plane than Mrs. Leslie, decides it upon principle. Shesays:

“Tho tendency of the small boy to smoke is becoming appaling, and the
solicitous, careful wother will have enough to do to prevent her little son
from acquiting the habit, with a tobacco smoking and tobacco chewing
father, without adding to it the inherited tendency of her own appetite
transmitted to her son.”

Another celebrated woman who gives an opinion is Ella Wheeler Wilcox.
Contrary to what might be oxpected in a poetess, she deals with tho question
from a practical point of view. She says:

¢* The samo reasons oxist in the minds of most people why women should
not smoke 88 why a woman should no! wesr pantaleons or assume & rauscu-
line attitude in riding a horse.” ,

And, sftor admitting that most girls do try a whiff at some time or other,
she continues:

“But 83 soon as a girl discovers the sweet exclusive use for which love
intended ber lips, she discards the cigarette forever.”

This is a strong testimony to the unsolfishness of girls, because young
men, though often they too discover the sweet use for which love intended
their lips, continue to smoke just the same. Man is a solfish animal. A lady
friend of The Journal says that in this fuct probably lies the great resson
why women should not emoke. Mau, so she argues, who wants it all to
himself, frowns upon the cultivation of the delightful habit by women and
small boys. He stu(}'s hiz own female relations with the ides that the habit
which ho considers clean enough and healthy enough for himsolf is not clean
nor healtby for most other people. His fomale relations help to form the
opinion of the wewen public on the subject and smoking becomes impossi-
ble for ladies who desiro to rotain a shred of their guod reputations. Incon-
nection with smoking as with many other things, women still require to be
emancipated from a slavish deference to the selfish opinions of men.— ¢z,
KEv, Journal.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

1t is very satisfactory to gather from all quarteras of the Province indica-
tions of increasing industrial entorprise, individual as well asin the collective
form of companics or of towns, Our exchanges are full of items, setting
forth the sdvancoment and prosperity of ono firm and aoother, and vory
pleasant reading it is. Here is what, among many others, the Bridgstown
Monitor says of Mr. C. C. Slocomb, of Wilmot :— The Wilmot Corsct
Factory.—It is not gonerally known that within a feww miles of Bridgetown
thero is an enterprise which is growing apaco, viz.,, tho Wilmot Corset Fac-

tory, owned and run by C. C. Slocomb. We have cxamined a samplo of his
goods, snd they are, without doubt, equal to the imported, and in somo
respects superior. ‘The shape, material, and finish aro all that can be required
in o jean corset. Mr. S, informs us that he munufactures moro iban a dozen
difforont styles, and that his trade is constantly incroasini. He says that ho
can soll choapor than tho Canadians. Wo confess to being much pleased
with tho wholo workmanship of tho sample sent us, aud beliove it would
pay our merchants to give Mr. Slocomb a trial order. If wo want to build
up onterprises in our County we must patronize them. This young man
went to tho States, obtained a thorough knowledgoe of the business, and came
back home and started his factory, bolieving that ho can offer a successful
compelition to all comers. Such a spirit and such young men deserve ovory
oncouragemont, and tho Monitor says, givoit to thom in a substantial way."”
Wo heartily endorso tho AMonifor's opinion and oxhortation. Encourage
nativo industry in every possible way, and at ovory possible opportunity, and
make it a principle to do so,

Wo learn from the Yarmouth T'imes that thore is every indication and a
confidont expectation thore of an unusually active scason :—* While building
has been quite brisk during the past two summers the outlook at present is
that operations this summer will bo far in oxcess of thoso of several years
past in Yarmouth. Among the definite arrangements of which we have
heard thus far msy be mentioned the following : —The new Catholic Church,
to co-t about $10,000, for building which J. E. Huestis has the contract.
A parsonage for Templo Baptist Church, which Corning & McCounnell are
to build ; and Messrs Kent and Wyman, Sullivan and W. Crosby have
each a house to build, while covsiderable repairing has slready been com-
menced. DBesides this activity in building, the different factories—the
woollen mill, cottou mill and knitting mill—are all working to their fullest
cajacities. The latter is now employing 30 hands, and the orders aro three
or tour months shesd of them. Chute, Hall & Co. have just enlarged their
premiscs, tho steadily increasivg demand for their superior organs necessita-
ting their constantly incressing their manufacturing facilities. Trade is also
brisk and money plentiful. Three new stores have recently been opened in
centre town, and obe, a grocery by J. R. Smith, at South End, and our
merchants generally feel choevful and confident. No doubt the midday
train will muterially aid them. About the only persons one meets on the
streets with long faces are two or three old croakers who yearsago prophesied
thot the country was goiog to the dogs, and that blue ruin had an undisputed
right of way through our Province and Dominion, and who have yet failed
to wake up to a reslization of the fact that the Dominioa of Caneda is
advancing with rapid strides—in manufacturing aud commerce, in agrisuiture,
fishing and mibing—socially and morslly—and that Yarmouth is sharing in
no small degree in the goneral prosperity and advancemont. Any man who
now goes about preaching hard times ought to be transported for the
remainder of his billious existence to the Land of She.”

We learn from the Canadian Manufacturer of Toronto that a scheme is
on foot to construct docks at the mouth of the Humber river, just beyond
the western limits of Toronto, where coal from the Nova Scotia mines can
bo ubloaded frem barges, and where coal brought in cars can also bs
deposited. The location is in the immediate vicinity of the Ontario Boit
Works, and the plant will bo equipped with every convenience suitable for
the business. The railrosd system of Toronto is such that the cost of lay-
ing down fuel in the numerous manufacturing establishments hero, particu-
larly from this proposed coal dock, is reduced to the winimum.

The ship railway, costing $5,070,000, is booming Amherst immensely.
Among the new factories talked of aro nail factories, homespun mills,
furniture factory, condensed milk and coffac factory, cheese factories, and
the cpening up of tho stono quarries. If half of these things ars accomplised
witbin the next two years, says an exchange, Amherst will simply walk
away from overy other town of its preset sizbin Canada.

Wo learn from the Pictou Colonial Standard that Rhodes, Curry & Co.,
Ambherst, have contracts on hand amounting to $244,000. They are building
for the Oxford and New Glasgow Railway 6 stations, 4 froight houses, 3
tanks, 3 wind mills, 2 engine houses, 1 coal shed, 4 loading platforms.

Awong tho imporis of Halifax, in 1388, thors were 451,900 bags of
sugar, 183,900 bushels of oats, and 190,900 bushels of potatoes. The
imports of codfish were 227,800 quintals, and of seaborne coal 100,500 tons.

At the recent annual mesting of William Parks & Son, limited, cotton
manufacturers, St. John, N. B, the report was more satisfactory than was
anticipated. The two mills are in good working order, employing 513 work
people, and distributing 82,500 weokly in wages, This aloro is a refutation
of those who aro bent on represonting the manufacturing interests of Canada
as Ipsignificant.

Tho Brantford (Ont.) Expositor affords us the fcllowing not interesting
piece of information, which ic an ovidence of tho extonsion of Canadian
trade relations:—1It is & matter for congratulation that Canadian products
aro highly esteemed in almost all the countries of tho world. Few people
aro awaro of the fact that Canadian carriagos are widely used in Germany,
yet it is so, and Mr, E, Ingleton, of this city, has an agency established in
Hamburg, which does a large trade in that line. He handles the G nanoque
carriages, 'nd has left to select and fill sn order from his agent in Hawburg

for oightoon wagona, Some of them are intended for display at an exhibition
in Cologne.
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Tho work of building the Transmarine Ship Reilway ot Baie Verto is
going on Lriskly.

Thoro is a groat dotaand for housos in Truro. It is said that if 40 now
housos wore built, thoy could all be ot without delay.

. Amherst oxpects to havo a boom in building operations during the com-
ing summor, A largo number of buildings are alrcady undor consiruction.

The Moncton correspondent of the Sackville Post gives curroncy to tho
roport that among tho contomplated improvemonts (in the near future) to the
architectural hoauty of Main Stroet is a threo story businecss block, with a
frontago of 100 foet, dopth 90 foot, with a lino of warchouses in tho rear
fronting on tho 1. C, R. siding,

‘Wo oro afraid the subjoined description of tho offects of the past wintor
on lumbering oporations is as applicable to our own timbor regions and bus-
iness a8 to Michigan :—* Light snows and no heavy rains during the past
winter have resulted in the most romarkablo drouth this spring that the
lumber woods of Upper Michigan have aver experienced, and over 1,000,-
000,000 of logs, banked and ready 10 bo floatod 1o the mills below, aro hung
up becauso thero is nob onough waler in the streams to float thom. Hoavy
and continued rains alono will be abie to rescuo this wintor's cut, and thus
keep the mills running the scason through.

COMMERCIAL.

No matorial modification in.the coudition and aspect of general trade has
been undergone sinco our lest report. A fairly activo volume of business
has been accomplished in most dopartments and paymonts havo, if anything,
grown moro satisfuctory. As a rule morchants aro not disposed to bo over-
sanguine regarding the future, though at the present moment thero is no
visible ground for anxioty, aud on the whole s fair senson at least is looked for.

Considerable rainy and cold weathor hns provailed, which tends to make
trunsportation on the country ro ds difficult and to retard early vegetation.
Boistorous galos aleo prevent bLankers from putting out to pursue their avo.
cations. These foatures aro customary, however, in ourso-called springs and,
while they bamper the dovolopment of trade, cannot be charactorised as
unoxpected or unusual.

There has boen little or no drift ico as yot reported off our coasts this
season and a very considorable husiness is doing by cossting vessels Al the
ports along the shores of this provinceare open. Farmars generally are busy
in prosccuting their tilling oporations and the present indications aro that in
most linos their labors will be rewarded with amplo crops this year, though
it is still too oarly to prodict with certainty.

Drr Goops.—A fair amount of trade is in progress, but at present it
mainly consists in filling sorting up orders. Textile fabrics—both cotton
and woollen—ars very firmly hold and wmanufacturers are confidently ox-
pecting gradual but steady advances in pricos as tho season wears on.  Most
mills refuse to accept large orders for future delivery on tho basis of present
quotations.
Irox, HarDWARE aAND Merars.—There hasbeon a fair movement in all
branchss of iron and hardware, and the market has ruled active, with a large
volume of business, both for present and future delivery. Stocks through
out the country are reported ligh{, and as the nrospects for the foundry trade
are good, thers will likely bo a steady demand car pig iron during the early
summer months, Warrants are cabled at 44s. 6d. Prices for tin and cop-
por plates are unchanged, and, if snything, show a weaker tendency. In
Pitisburg, Pa., very little improvement has taken place in the iron trade.
The pipe trade is improving. Advices from outlying centres indicate a
slight improvement. An active demand for lzke ore is sotting in. The pre-
sent production of iron in Pennsylvania is just equal to the comsumption,
and as there aro n9 stocks in hand a slightly highor range of prices islooked
for when summer requiroments are covored.
Breapsrurrs.—Business in flour has continued quiet, and seems likely
to remain so for some time, as buyers generally have fair stocks on hand.
The domand is slow and sales were confined to a few small lots. The stock
of flour here is comparatively large, and offerings are made freely, but
without leading to business. Tho feeling in the market is easy, and dealers
would probably readily shade prices for a round lot. In England wheat has
a downward tendency, and corn is quiet.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

Dosinior.—The work of the Session in the Iouse of Commons is pro-
ceeding apaco, and an early adjournment is now confidently looked for.
The bill introduced by Hon. C. H. Tupper for tho proventing of the netling
of salmon in tidal waters avoked much sharp criticism, its opponeonts declar-
ing that tho measure was uncalled for, and would prove a hardshup to
fishermen in the Maritimo Provinces.  Mr. Tupper hold that it is tho duty
of the Government to protect sur salmon fisheries, and this could not be
dono effectively so long as the notting of them in tidal wators was allowed.

Halifaxians will shortly have to pay two cents on each drop letter, it
being provided in the DLill recently adoptod by tho Commons, that the old
rate of one cent por drop letter bo charged in towns whero carriers wero not
omployed for tho delivery of lettors, but that two ceunts should be charged
when such carriers were employed. Invitations, cards for “ At Homes,”
notices, bills, cte., will hereafior have to be made out upon post cards by pru-
dent and saving individuals, as the two cent. rate is an extravagance that
can only be indulged in by the upper ton.

Sir Richard Cartwright, who is recognised as an able financier, soverely
condemns the Government for the late issue of bonds bearing threo percent.
per snnpum, and stated that in his judgment the conditions upon which these
bonds were placed upon the market are most unfavorable to Canadn. The
Hon. Mr. Yoater, in replying, said that Sir Richard displayed an unwar-
rautablo degree of pessimism, as he regarded the loan secured by tho issue
of theso bonds as having heen placed upon moro satisfactory conditions thaa
any hitherto secured by the Governmont of the Dominion.

The Capo Breton members had a field day iu the 1louse over the build-
ing of the C. B. railway, more particularly over tho route selected by the
Government, and the construction of tho bridgo over tho Grand Narrows,
‘I'be discussion over the choice of the route at this stago appears somewhat
lato ; and while every well-wisher of the different sections of Cape Broton
would like to seo projected mailways under construction, it is most important
that the Sydneys as the termini of the Island railway should have the best
possible connection with Hawkesbury and Mulgrave that is obtainable ; and
if the building of the bridge will further this end, the proposal for its con-
struction should not meet with opposition from Cape Drotoniaps, even
though thoy do not sccure direct advantages.

Mewbers in the House of Commons complain that the chamber is badly
ventilated. Perbaps this accounts for the sleepiness of some of the debates,
but there are somo passages at arms which might lead an outsider to the con-
clusion that a reservoir of ozone was available on particular occasions. Imme-
diate steps are to be taken to enlarge the chamber and have it ventilated
after the most improved mothod.

Our net debt on March 31st was $234,870,000. This is a pretty good
round sum for five millions of people to shounlder, but after all it is only 347
per head of the population, while the dobt of France is about 8120 per head,
beside our debt represents great national works, such as railways, canals,
etc., and wo have a great undeveloped country at out back, whilo the Jebt
of France is tho outcome of long protracted wars, and the area of the coun-
try is no greater than that of the Yrovince of British Columbia

Four divorce bills have been granted by the parliament, after having
evoked much discussion in the Sepate Divorces aro unfortunately on tho
increaso in Canads, but as yet our record in this respect is good ascompared
with mapy of the American States and the sacredness of the marriage tio in tho
Dominion has so far never Leen seriously questioned.

Steamship subsidies are to receive the attention of tho house during the
closing days of the session, and it is probable that appropriatious will be
made for subsidizing a fast Atlantic line snd two Pacific lines, connectiog
British Columbia and China, and British Columbiz and Australia.

ProviNcian.—The question of imprisonment for debt has again been
undeor discussion in the House of Assewbly, and judging from the spoeches
upon this subject, the views of our legislators have groatly broadened since
Mr. MacCoy first had the courage of his convictions by introducing into the
Legislatuce 2 bill for the abolition of imptisonment for debt. The Attorney
General, who, in our estimation is showing indications of a riper statesmau-
ship than we have hitherto been wont to accord him, pointed out in spesk-
jiog on the bill before the House, that of 383 persons imprisoned for debt,
241 continued in jail for a longer or shorler time, whilo 142 were placed on
tho jail limits. This disgraceful state of affairs is a reproach to the Province
of Nova Scotis, and no honest man could for a nument wish to sce it jno-
longed. Povorly is not a crime, neither i3 sickness, neither is misfartuno of
any kind, and yet under the law of the land any man is liable to be shut up
within the prison walls as a sufferer from theso cavses. A man borrows a
few hundred dollars to build a coltage, by accidout the building is destroyed
by fire, and if unable to settle with his creditor ho is thrown into jail. A
man is attacked by severe sickuess, and for thres months is incapable of
providing for his family, when he rises from his sick bed he finds that debts
have been incurred, which if not paid off will render him liable to imprison-
mont. The fair-minded wan will never take advantage of a man in distress,
but our law permits closc-fisted unscrupulous creditors to oppress and humili-
ate honest deblore, in total disregard of the fact that no whers in the world
isa man in as poor a position to discharge a debt as when shut up ina
dobtors jail. For the sako of our good name as Nova Scotians, let such a
Jaw ho cffaced from our Statutee.

What should wo have done without a Sunday bill to talk about ? and haw
thapkful wo should bo that after the talk, both in and out of the legislative
halls, the question should bave been so dextrously shelved beyond tho
reach of ccciesiastical or other politicians. Instead of a new Sunday bilt

Tho governmont has dotormined to foeol the pulse of tho public as to the
oxpodiency of encouraging highor educition, It is proposed to provide 4
number of scholarships, esch having an annual valae of 3200, being tenabla
for two yoars, and open to competitive competition in thoe several educationasl
districts into which the bill divides the Provinco. ‘There are some other
features of this measure which noed consideration, but for tho prosont the
government will bo satisfied to ascertain whother tho hoart-throb of the pub
lic is in sympathy with the meisure, and whether the outlay of six or eight
thousand dollars per annum, would under the circumstances bo justifiible.
‘The question is a grave ono and thoro aro certainly two ways of looking o
it. 1t might be found that tho same sum would be sufficient to cstablish 4
school of mineralogy, for which there is great necossity and ample room 1
Nova Scotia.

EXTRACTS FROM REPORT OF INSPECTOR OF MINES,
( Continued.)

SatyoN River.—Oporations have boon steadily continued at this mine,
and the total product to the ond of 1888 was 31,168 ounces, from 65,408
tons of quartz. The principal work has boen to the eastward in tho saddle
back divisions of tho load, tho total thicknoss of quartz varying up to 20
feat. During the past summer a small fall ocourred in tho mine, but was
gecured, and tho amount of timber has been increased. Tho practico of
starting slopes from tho shaft and taking out all the vein, and trusting to
ascaflolds for packing, answers fairly well in the ordinary quartz mining work
in this Province, but in all leads oxceeding & or 6 feot in thickness, blocks
of rock should be eft near the shaft and at intervals throngh tho slopes, in
order that any movemont of the walls may be local and not goneral over tho
mine, With little troublo these blocks, if they carry quartz cousidered of
any valuo, can bo so disposed as to admit of their extraction before the mine
is totally abandoned,. .
StorMont.—The principsl mining operations havo been at Issac's Har-
bor. The Island Mining Company have been working on Hurricane Island.
Throo pits have been sunk. One pit of 100 foet depth has boen worked on
the vein for 120 feot. Anothor of 70 feet depth has been opened out 133,
and counects with a pit 37 feot desp, 1904 tons of ore have been milled,
yielding 2,292 ounces of gold. A road has been built connecting tho mine
on the island with tho main road. Surveys have been made of the workings
and the management have had impressed on them the necessity of caution
in mining under the waters of the harbor. Some work has also been done
on tho west sido of the harbor, on loads believed to be counterpazts of these
oponed on the east side. .
SieRBROOKE.~—Tho dopression in this district still continues, and the
altention of thoso intaerested in it is being turned to low grade orea.

In October and November about 130 tous, yielding 13 ounces, were
taken from areas 540, 541 nd 537 ; block 77.
At the Crow's Nest no mining was carried on, but s fow tons of sand and
dump rock were crushed,
In Goldenville little was done. Qo the Mayflower aud adjoining arcas
to the north Mr. James H. McDonald mined and crushed 1950 tons of low
grade rock, which yiolded 383 ounces. It is to bo hoped that Mr. McDon-
ald will be able to extend his operations next summer.
Numerous discovories of goid have beon reported from all points on the

auriferous belt, and some of them, it is confidently belioved, will prove
valuable,

Iroy.—The operations of the Londonderry Company have steadily con-
tinued during the past season. Tho returns show that 41,619 tons of ore
wero mined, aud that 1¢4 men were employed about the mine, above and
below ground. The mine was visited by Mr, Madden, Deputy Inspector,
who reported that the operations were satisfactorily conducted.

The linnonite deposit of Brookfield was worked by Mr. R. E. Chambers,
who took out about 1000 tons, giving employment to 8 men and as mauy
toams. Tho vein was cross-cut and proved to be 18 to 20 feet wide. The
ore hitherto extracted has been smelted at Londonderry. Itis of excellent
quality and very accessiblo, boing within two and a half miles of the railway.

On tho East River of Piotou, 342 tons were mined by the Mossrs. Grant,
and shipped via Hopewell to the Loundonderry furnaces. This ore, as
slluded to in provious reports, is also a liunonite of good quality.

Mcr. Holmes continned prospecting, and opened a valuable bed of specu-
lar ore, 20 feet wide, on the south side of the river bslow Sunny Brae. In
the fall surveys wero made for a lino of railway to his properties, and
proparations made for opening the deposits by tunnels,

Leap.—At the Smithfield Mine there has been no new development. It
is stated, however, that arrangements have been made for the introduction
of capital to work it. A discovery was reportod from Musquodoboit of a
vein carrying a considerable porcontage of lead, and some gold and silver.

Grrsoy.—The exportation of this mineral has been steadily continued.
The shipmonts from Windsor were 105,315 tons, from Cheverie 17,125 tons.
Smaller amounts were shipped from Waltou, Lonunox Passsge, and St. Ann's
Harbor. .

In addition to the amount of Gypsum given in the Statistical Return,
about 2000 tons were shippod from Lonnox Passago, Richmond County.

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HOME AND FARM.

We aro glad to notice Lho unusually early issuo of the Priza List for tho
Annual Exhibition for the County of Yarmouth, to bo held at Yarmouth in
the rink and grounds adjoining, on the 10th and 11th October noxt. The
cogh prizes amount to $2,000. The good folks of Yarmouth are certainly
bunt on taking time by tho forelook, and even if the issuo of the programmo
so far in advanco bo almost unnoecessarily early, it is a variation in the right
direction, and affords oxhibitors plenty of time.

Rye is not much grown in this Province. It might possibly bo » good
thing if a little moro attention wero paid to that ceroul. A good authority
says that fow dairymen who bave once fed rye to their cattlo in the spriong
will be willing to do without it. ** Wo have observed,” says tho Philidel
phia Press, * in actual practico that when the feed of milk cows was changod
in spring from the ration of good hsy, with fuir addition of wheat bran,
cornmeal and cottonseed, to green ryo with no grain whatever, the milk
product was not diminished. ~This could hardly boe accounted for by the
1ables which give tho analysis of the feed and its digestibility. Professor
Ferar, of the Peunsylvania station, haa been making some experimonts, from
which ho concludos thut rye for soiling has » higher degree of digostibality
than hes been claimed for it, that is, there is less waste in feoding it. B
sides this it yields a larger actuel nmount of nutsitive matter and a larger
proportion of nitrogenous matter which is essontinl to mnlk production.
This accounts for the fact that when ryo is taken from good soil just us the
head i3 forming it makes a very completo ration, and does not ueed to be
helpod out with concentrated foods.” This would scem to be worth consid-
erstion. -

Ve commend the following from Harper's Weelkly to tho countempla-
tion of our Nova Scotian farmers :—* Talk about wives,” snid Farmer 1aw-
buck. * ['vo got one wifo in a million. Why, she gits up in tho mornin,
milks 17 cows, and gits breakfast for 20 hard.workin' men before six o'cluck.”
« She must bo a very robust woman, Hawbuck,” remarked one of his
hearers. * On the contrary,” put in tho farmer, ' she is pale and delikit-like.
Gosh ef that woman waus strong I dunno what work she couldn’t do.”

Putatoes in the cellar need looking after closely at this scason. Most
cellars are much too warm. Open the windows and let in as much light snd
fresh wir as possible. I sprouts start rub them ofl and spread the potatoes
thinly and in the light, especially those intended for seed. A dark-green
ey o sturted in sunlight is so much advance towards coming up ; but tho eyes
that form in tho dark, pale and slender, have to be broken off whon the
seod i3 plnnted.

Lick of good judgment in keeping stock is most plainly shown in the
spring  If it does not come out a good deal bettor than 1t wont iuto wioter
quarters, the farmer hes lost mouney. The wanute pile from poorly fed
animals i8 not worth much, and howover good it is poor conpessation for
the cust of an entire winter's keop. It is better 10 keep a few ammals su
thoy will show a gain, than to half starve a larger number, and take half the
summer to get them again into decent feeding coudition. Starving an
animal is a sure way to ruin its digestion.

OUR COSY CORNER.

Wo have heard s good deal recently of the size of the bonnets and their
usefulness in shutting off a disagreeabls view, but even in bubpnets history
only repeats itself. Heine tells of a visit to a thoatre in Paris, where hesat
behind a lady who wore a bounet of pink gauze so large that it filled the
wholo view from the stage, *“ and T only saw the tragedy,” ho adds, “ through
tho cheorful and rosy light of a pink gauze bonuet.” Apropos of which,
tho Legislature of California has gono the length of onacting a statute
against tho wearing of high hats in theatres. There is no doubt that the
obstruction of portentous head-gear is a public nuisance, but this i3 an excess
of the craze of minute legislation. Why do not all ladies go to theatres
without hats or bonnets? owover thore ssoms to be a hope of better
things, for wo aro told that the bonnots all take the toque form, aro small
and sit close to the hoad.
