Mr. H. S. Toffey, of Portland, has purchas.

Hith-
crto, Canadian timber has been brought 1o
Preston dock by sailing ships, and the announce-
ment that the steamer “Sheldrake,” of over
4,000 tons’ burden, is (o receive cargo at Hah.
fax for the Ribble port. within a few days, is a
sign of progiess.

The sceretary of the Department of the In.
terior, Ottawa, invites tenders until the 9th
nst. for licenses to cut timber on Dominion
iLands in the Province of British Columbia,

CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS*
ONTARIO.

The situation has changed but little dur-
ing the past week. Some rain has fallen
sufficient to somewhat improve the crop
prospects, but not enough to cause any ap-
preciablerise in the logging strteam:. From
some parts of Ortario the reports indicate
an aburdant harvest, while in others, whete
the drought has been more severe, there
will be a light yield. The large number of
public works included in the supplemen-
lary estimates of the Dominion Govern-
ment, calling for a tctal expenditure of
$7.000,000, will absorb a considerable
amount of timber. Numerous saillway
enterprises are projected, which will also
call for a large amount of material. In
this connection, 1t is proposed to add
largely to the rolling stock of the Inter-
colonial Railway, and a considerable
amount of car material will be required
for this purpose. Reports from Ottawa
state that the local supply of lumber has
proved inadequate to meet the demand
arising from the large building operations
now in progress in that city and material
is being imported from Montreal and other
points. Taking into account all phases
of the situation, including the confidence
expressed by Uni'ed States manufactur-
ers that conditions there are such that no
reduction in prices of white pine will be
made during the present year, there
seems ground to hope that present prices
are not likely to vary materially, provided
Al marnufacturers and other holders
of stock refuse to be frightened 1nto sac-
nficing therr reasonable profits by the re-
ports of an 1mpending drop in prices.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Evidently a difference of opinion exists
between timber and pulp manufacturers
and the Quebec government with regard
to the value of timber lands in the pro-
vince of Quebec. At the adjourned saie
of government limits, held last week, only
a comparatively small number of pur-
chases were made, notwithstanding that
there was a good attendance of prospec-
tive buyers. The latter complained that
the withdrawal values placed upon the
lands by the government were excessive.
On the other hand, the Commissioner of
Crown Lands contended that the povern-
ment valuvation was z fair one, and that at
future sales values would be found 10 rule
still higher. The rate at which the pulp
manufacturing industry is developing in
this province scems to warrant this
opinion.

The important announcement is made

that the legislature of Trinidad has de-
clined to grant to the United States
Government an extension of ume for the
ratification of the commercal treaty be-
tween the Republic aud the island. This
has given rise to an agitation n the mari-
time provinces for a commercial treaty
belween Canada and the West Indies.
The island of Trimdad bas a population
of a quarter of a million, and s a large
consumer of food products as well as of
lumber and manufactures of wood. The
bulk of this trade i1s now betng done by
the United States and Germany, which
countries have studied carefully the re-
qairements of the market. Inasmuch as
Canada is in a position to purchase the
sugar and other products of the islands, it
would seem that 3 mutually profitable
agreement might be made.,

The Bntish market is the salvation of
the Inmber industry at present, and all
€yes are directed over the water. The
demoralization of trade has carried mill-
men and shippers who formerly directed
their attention southward to seize every
opportunity of realizing cash from the
Enplish marke: with little or no profit iy
preference to lying idle with stock on
hand.

At a meeting held in S:. John recently
the necessity of better shipping facilities
from New Brunswick to Great Britain
was fully discussed, and in connection
therewith what inducements might be
offered to the Eider Dempster Steamship
Co. to provide a summer service.  Repre.
sentatives of the pulp industry and many.
[ac_turcs of wood stated that last year high
frc.:xghts were the means of cutting their
mills out of the British market. They
now had orders offered, but hesitated to
accept them because of inadequate ship-
ping facilities. The hardship of the
situation is emphasized by the facy that
higher prices for pulp are offered i the
the British market at present than can be
obtained in the United States. Manufac.
turers of box shooks, cloth boards, laths,
staves and such like products, complaint
that unless they could make up a full
cargo they would be obhged to ship via
}:lah{ax, Portland and Boston. A resolu-
tion was passed requesting the govern-
ment to offer inducements for ar efficient
steamship service direct from St. John to
Liverpool from Apnl 20th 10 November
20th m each year,

MANITORA AND BRITISH COLUMBIA,

The crop prospects have materially im.
proved in consequence of plenuful showers
of rain which have fallen throughoyt
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Manitoba. It is estimated, on wood
authority, that there will be a yield of
about 15 bushels to the acre. That there
are no large stocks of lumber on hand
may be gathered from the expressed
opinion of Winnipeg lumber dealers that
had it not been for the building stnke in
Chicago they would have been unable to
secure supplies of lumber fiom the south,
and there would accordingly have been a
shortage n certain hnes in Winnipeg. A
large number of new grain elevators are
to be erected this fall, for which purpose
large quantities will be 1 ‘quired. The
Rat Pcrtage Lumber Company are re-
ported to have received an order from the
Ogilvie Milling Company for 2,000,000
feet of lumber for this purpose.

The manufacturers of British Columbia
who are in a position to do an export
trade are looking forward to a large
demand from China as soon as the
present difhculues i that country shall
have become settled.  They believe that
the market will then be more accessible
than m the past 10 western commerce.
The present distutbance has so far had
no perceptible effect on lumber exports
from Britsh Columbia. Large shipments
have recently gone forward to Tien Tsin,
Quite recently the steamer Estivold
Carried 2,500,000 feet of lumber from the
Sound to China, while the Pacfic Coast
Lumber Company is said to be also
shipping largely to that country. The
important annocuncement is made that
Capt. L. F. McKenzie, of Vancouver, has
selected a water power site not far from
that ety on which to erect a pulp mill.
This will provide an outlet for a large
quantity of spruce timber.

UNITED STATES.

At a meeting of the Lake Superior
Lumbermen’s Association, held at Ash-
land, Wis., on June 22nd, at which repre-
sentatives were present from nearly 5o
manufacturing concerns with a total ca-
pacity under ordinary ~onditions of 900,-
000,000 feet annually, the Jumber and log
situation in the white pine field was thor-
oughly discussed. This discussion show-
ed that nearly 240,000,000 feet of logs
were reported to be hung up in streams
mn the Lake Superior district, and that
nearly every drive has been abandoned,
that about 30 mills have closed down for
want of logs and that the mills in the
Mississipp valley are also running short ;
that the increased cost of manufacture is
about $3 per thousand feet above that of
last year; that there is a shortage in
stock in shipping condition, an active
demand for lumber, and good crop con-
ditions. In view of these circumstances,
it was resolved that the Association should
maintain the prices made during the past
wwo or three months for the balance of the
season. The opmion prevails that stocks
in the hands of dealers will shoruly be re-
duced to a pont shich will compel sort-
mg up on a considerable scale.  Dealais
are sud to be withholding orders as lony,
as possible fearing that there may be a
decline in values.  The low condition of
stocks throughout the country combined
with a resumption in building operations
m Chicago and other large cities and the
probability of a considerable curtailment
n the output of the nulls seems 10 afford
no foundation for such evpectations. It
seems probable that immediately follow-
g the midsummer vacation will come a
revival of demand which will maint nn, of
it should not cause an advance, in present
prices for white pine. Prices for hemlock
have declined from $1 to $2 per thousand
as the 1esult of lessened building oper-
ations. Spiucehas also declined to about
the same extent. The disbanding of the
Fastern [ umbermen's Association, follow-
g the wrrhdrawal of Messts Stetson,
Cutler & Company, of St. John
and one or two nther prominent members,
has had a tendency to further weaken
values. Basswood 15 reported tobe
pood demand, and prices sausfactory.

A combination of shingle manufacturers
of New Brunswick and Northern Maine
is talked of, with the object of mantanIng
prices and regulating output.

GREAT BRITAIN.

The chief factor in the regulation of
prices 1 the British market at the present
lime is the vessei supply- While the
market demand appears 1o be weaker
than usual, puces are firmly maintamned
by reason of the high carrying charges
The deliveries thus far have fallen far
short of the average, and thete are no
indications at present that the vessel
supply will be more abundant later on n
the season. On the contrary, theadvance
1n msurance charges on cargoes from the
St. Lawrence will later on form an addi-
tiopal fictor in maintaming values. lm-
porters, who were fortunate enough to
secure cargoes eatlier in the season at
reduced charges, are beng urged to hold
their supplies for a higher profit instead
of disposing of them at auction, as some
have done recently.

The market for spruce continues very

strony, values having advanced 1o shill-
mnys since the first of the year. Quebec
thirds 3 x 9, 12 feet are now bringing £8

15s. ; 3x 7 and 8 inch are quoted at £38
§s. A number of transactions have re-
cently taken place at good prices in Man-
chester. The general opinion seems to
be that prices will remain unchanged
throughout the season. It 1s almost cer-
tamn that there will be no decline, while
there may possibly be ar advance. The
high price of Baltic deals 1s creating an
extra demand for spruce. Some uncasi-
ness has been occasioned to the trade in
London by the dockers’ strike, which 1t is
feared may spread o the timber docks.

STOCKS AND PRICES.

A boat is due at St. John, N. B, now
which 15 to take 3,020,000 from Stetson’s
mill to England.

A large sale is reported at St. john as
being made at $11, the logs of which
were bought at same figure.

A recent contract was one of Millar &
Woodman, amounting 10 3,000,000, sold
to Wm. MacKay, of St. John, at $i1.

Eighty-seven raftsmen, employed by
the Fredericton Boom Company, have
struck for increased wages. Their re-
quest is being considered.

“The tail of the saw log drive is now in
the dead water and about 10,000 pieces
are being passed through the harbor
boom at Trenton, Ont., daily.

There is quite a stock of American logs
on hand at St. John, N.B., bat they
cannot be sawn for the American market.
A number of mulls are therefore cutting
for the English market.
