The Pilot Mound Sentinel of Aug. 13, has the
following to say of the crops in that district:
In Rock Lake district a considerable quantity
of barley and some wheat was cut last week,
and this week the work of harvesting will be
proceeded with in all portions of the country.
Hundreds of binders are ready and the wheat
on hundreds of fields is ripe. With the ex-
ception of an odd spot on farms, here and there,
where weeds have sprung up on old groued, the
crop is all that could be desired. Io every
direction immense fields of ripe grain and mov-
ing binders are visible and every one believes
that in this portion of Southern Manitoba, as
well as elsewl.ere, a large and rich harvest is
well past the numerous dangers that threaten
the growing crops.

A meeting of the sharcholders of the Win-
nipeg Industrial Exhibition was held last week
for the clection of a permanent board of direct-
ors. The result of the balloting was that Ald.
Mather, Ald. Black and J. H. Ashdown, V.
B. Scarth, S. Nairn, \W. Martin, W, Risk,
G. R. Crowe and A. Macdonald were
elected as the permanent board of directors.
Tt is the intention to have another by-law sub.

That
is, that on freight received from or to be for,
warded over the Northern Pacific conneotion'
with tho Manitoba & Northwestern at Portage
Ia Prairie, tho [attor company charges a higher
rate than when the freight is received from or
to be shipped over the Canadian Pacific from
thesame place. The Winnipeg board of trade
has addressed a very strong communication on
this matter to the Dominion Minister of Rail-
ways, ond also to the Manitoba Premier. The
communication states that the board considers
the company is violating the law in so doing;
that the custom is a great disadvantage to ship.
pers, and deprives shippers along the line from
availing themselves of the comnpeting route ;
that it will prevent the shipment of grain from
northwestern points to Duluth. Reference is
made to the fact that the road has been heavily
bonused and otherwise assisted by Manitoba,
and on this ground its discriminating action
against the wishes of the people is counsidered
unjustifiable.

The Hudson’s Bay Company are
now sole traders at Chipewyan and in all the
north country, except that P, Pruden of Lac 1a
Biche has a small outfit there, Fur was abun-
dant last winter in the Athabaseca district and
there was little or no starvation among the
Indians, although fish was scarce towards
apring. The grippe epidemic did not reach so
far north and the general health of the Indian
was good. The carly part of the winter was
mild, but the latter part way severs and the
spring was very late. Indeed the boats coming
from the Mackenzio conld scarcely pass the ice
in Great Slave lake when coming south and the’
last of theice only leit Lake Athabasca about
July lst,

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HATL INSURANGE.

Tlio annual agitation for sore system of in-
surance to provide ag.iust the damage or des-
truction of ciops by hail, has again been rovived
in Manitoba. It may Le oxpected that some
damage will be lone every year by storms and
hail. This year the damago done has been
mech more serious than usual, and the question
is thereforoe being discussed with renewed vigor.
It is to be hoped that before another year goes
around, some cffective systom of hail wnsurance
will be adopted. There would be no more
legitimato subject for insurance than that of the
growing crops. A system of insuring crops
against damage by hail would be even more
legitimato in its nature than fire insurance, for
it is & well known fact that fire insurance leads
to the destruction of a great deal of property,
theough the attempts of the insured to sell out
to the insurance companies ; and through such
acts many innocent persons are made to suffer,
In a system of hail insurance thero would be
neither room for nor encouragement to commit
unlawful acts. As to the necessity for such a
system, it will be admitted without argument,
thet hail insurance is just about as reccsaary as
fire insurance.

It secms strange that the combined talent of
the provincinl legislature has not cre this sue-
cessfully dealt with this question. The bill
introduced into the Legislature Jast session was
not suitable to the case, because it provided for
a municipal fund only, to be drawn upon in case
of damage to crops. A successful system of
hail insurance must be provincial, and not local
in nature. While the damage done in the
province by hail in any year is very slight, in
comparison with the total are under crop, it is
often very scrious in single municipalities,
Hail storms are local in thoir nature, and one
municipality might suffer very severely, while
the rest of the proviace -vould be eatirely un.
touched. Thus under a municipal system of
insurance the municipality whick had suffered
the total loss would be obliged to make up the
wtal amount to cover the damage. Undera
provincial system tae amount to bo raised would
be spread over the entire province, and it wonld
be so small as not to be felt by any indi-
vidually.

This year tne damage by hail has been the
most savere in the history of the province, yet
# small tax on the land under cultivation in the
province, would cover the full damage done.
The plan geuerally proposed is to place a small
tax on the land under cultivation, to provide a
fund for recouping those who may have their
crops destroyed. This money could b collected
along with the muaicipal taxes, without any
extra expense. It is questionable, however, if
it would be Dest to confine any tax for this
pu. poso toland under cultivation, ¥Why should
not absentes land-owners and speculators be
made to pay a share of the tax? A great deal
of land is being withheld from cultivation by
speculate 8 and absenteo ownors, which in the
first place is an injury to tho country. Theso

parties aro interssted in the progress of agricul-
ture in the province, and the prosperity of the
farmer means the advancement in valuos of un-
cultivated land. The progressive farmer who
puts a large avea undev crop is adding to the
value of the vacant lunds around him, and
thercfore he can justly claim that the owners of
these vacant lands should bear a portion of
the proposed hail insurance tax. It may be
said that only those having land under cultiva-
tion are intorested in hail insurance, and
further that thoy are interested just to the ex-
tent of tho quantity of land which they havo
under cultivation, therefore cultivated land
should be compelled to bear all the tax, But
this is only partially true for tho reason
stated that the owner of vacant lands is
benefitted by the prosperity of the farmer,
in the increased valuo of his vacant and un-
productive lands. Besides, these vacant lands
are tho breeding places of the destructive
gopher, while they also afford a place for the
starting of prairie fires which sometimes causo
scrious loss to the settlors. Thcsefore in any
system of hail insurance, on a basis of an acre-
age tax, it would be well to consider the taxing
of vacant as well as cultivated land.

If anything is to be done in the direction of
an official system of hail insurance, it might be
arranged 80 as to provide for the losses of the
preseat year. An eatimate could be made of
the amount of damage done and an assessment
levied in proportion. The same plan could be
continued each year, an estimate being made
of the damage done after each harvest, and the
rate fixed in time to be collected with the
ordinary municipal taxes for the current year.
Why should not the sufferers this year be re-
liecved ingsome way, as well as providing a
system for future years?

Objection will no doubt be taken by some to
a government system of insurance. Insurance,
however, is materially different in its nature
from other business enterprises. In Great
Britain and Germany there ave government
systems of life insurance, and many eminent
men who have made this question a study,
believe that life insurance should be done en-
tirely by the govetrnment. Hail insurance
would partake of the nature of life insurance,
in that it would be a trust fund, and the first
essentials are sccurity and cheapness. Acany
rate, the farmers seem indisposed to avail them-
selves of the 1nsurance offered by the companies,
believing that the rates are excessive and per-
haps also doubting the security. Oaly an
official system could be made general.

As the case stands at present, a number of
farmers have been placed in very stre:zhteued
circumstances through the destruction of their
crops. If a system of hail insuranceis con-
templated, it might be arranged in some way to
relieve those who have suffered loss this season.
Objection might not be taken to a levy on
cither the cultivated ccreage or the total
assessed area of the province, in time to bencfit
those who have suffered this yewr. If an
official system is to be cnacted for future years
it might bo made to apply to this season.
There is every reason to believe that a move of
this nature wonld not only be readily complied
with, but that it would be welcomed by the
farmers. The legislature would also cer

tainly ratify any action tho government might
tako betwaen thoe present time and the meoting
of tho house. Something at leust should be done
to relieve thoso who have suffered from the
storm. With fine weather for a fow days
longer, Manitoba farmers will have comploted
harvesting a most bounteous crop in good shape,
and with overflowing granaries and sigus of
plenty on cvery side, we would indced bo an
unworthy people should wo forget those who
met with scrious loss by the recent storms,

CANNED SALMON.

There is not likoly to Do as Iight a pack of
canned salmon this yoar as was expeoted at the
commencement of tho season. Last year the
pack of British Columbia was phenomenally
large, and with the markets heavily supplied,
low prices were the rule. There is a theory
among cannerymon that the year following a
heavy run of fish will iavariably be marked by
a very light run, and that the fish will go on
increasing uatil the fourth year, when they
will again appear in large numbers.

According to this theory it was proclaimed
with the greatest assurance that the pack on”
the Fraser river would be very small this year.
This statement frequently made was apparent”
1y borno out by the fact that the fish were very
late id putting in an appearance. The sock-
eye ralmon are the principal variety packed on
the Fraser, and soveral weeks after the fish ave
timed to arrive in the river, they had not put
in an appearance. So late were they in coming
that it was even feared the pack would be a
total failure this year. However, they have at
lest arrived in such large numbers that the
canners have been taxed to their utmost to
haundle the fish, and if they hold out at this
rate for o short time, a tairly large pack may
be made on the Fraser after all, especially as
there are one or two now canneries operating
on the river this year. This large run of fish
will upset the theory that a light year should
follow a heavy season. It is said that the
saluon always come back to their native river,
and perhaps the influence of the fish hatchery
on tha Fraser is being felt in British Columbia
waters.

On the Columbie river the canning season is
now practically over, and the pack on that
stream is placed at over 400,000 cases, which is
a very large pack for that civer, and very con-
siderably in excess of last year. One authority
places the Columbia river pack at 430,000 cases,
while othera put it at about 409,000 cases.

The Fraser river pack last year was 303,875
cases, put up by sixteen canuneries, This year
not over half this amount was couated upon
earlier in the season, and the resalt will depand.
on the tun of fish for ths next few days, or
weoks at the most. On the Skena river about
90,000 cases have already been put up, against
58,165 last year. This probably closes the
pack on the Skena.

Latost advices from Alaska are more favor-
able, and a large pack may be made there. The-
Alaska pack has recently boen cstimated at
90,000 cases.

This prospect of a fauly large pack again
this season leaves the statistical position of
salmon rather bad for holders. The large pack
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and low prices on last season's goods may be
followod by further declines in value. San
Francisco advicos a short time ago spoko of
Alaska fish boing sold as low as 70 conts por
caso for last fall's pack, though 00 conts and
$1 por caso was then quoted for Alaska and red
salmon.

CORN AND 0ATS.

There is likely to be # lively demand for oats
this year from somo sections of the continent
which producd eunough for local requirements in
averago years. Tho hot, dry, weather exper-
fenced throughout tho central and western
states during tho past fow weoks, has been vory
hard upon the oat crop, and from all accounts
thero is likely to be a shortage. Tho cora ciop
throughout the same region has suffered severe-
ly from tho same cause, and high prices for corn
will inorcase the demand for and add to the
valuo of oats,

Corn and oats suffered much more soverely
than wheat from the drought and excessive
heat, from the reason that throughout a large
portion of the region covered by the unfavorable
weather, wheat is a winter crop. I¢ was con-
sequently harvested and out of the way before
the other crops were ready to cut and the later
crops wee caught by the unfavorable weather
conditions. In Minnesota aud Dakcta the oat
crop is reported to be fairly good, though in
some parts of Dakota tho crop suffered from
the drought. But these states are more given
to wheat than oats. Throughout all the prin.
cipal oat growing states the crop is decidedly
poor. The last roport of the United States
department of agriculture reported a decline of
over eleven points in the condition of o:ts dur-
ing July, leaving the relative condition at 70 1
on tho first of August. Thereportsays: “The
crop is certain to be ono of very low yield and
probably poor quality.” According to thesame
official report corn declined twenty-six points
in condition during July, leaving it at 73'3 on
August first. ‘. weso declines in the figures
showing the conditions of the crops, inaicate
very serious damage. Hot winds scorched the
crops ia the lower Missouri and Ohio valleys,
Kentucky, Iowa, Nebraska, Kansas, Arkansas,
Michigan and parts of Wisconsin, Okio, Indiana,
and. Illinois suffered saverely from drought.
The crop of the various coru states, is estimated
by a Chicago authority to vary from 30 to 70
per cent of last year's ¢rop in different atates.
The same authority estimates the corn crop of
the United Stavea at 1,400,000,000, o. a de-
crease of 725,000,000 as compared with 1889.

This enormous estimated decrease in the corn
crop, together wivh a light yield of oats, means
high prices for both these cereals. Prices have
already advanced sharply for corn aud cats in
all United States markots. At Chicago corn
has advanced about fifteen cents per bushel
from the first of July to the time of writing,
and w':hin the same time oats have advanced
twel™ e conts per bushel. This very heavy .
var e in prices shows the damage to the crops
is generally considered by the trade o boof a
very serious nature. \While wheat has not
suffered 50 much as the other cereals mentinaed,
the shortage in the corn and oat crop will not;
he withont its inflyence upon whear,

Manitoba has 235,534 acres in oats this year,
belng an increase of about 17,000 acres over
1830. This, though not a very largo acreage,
will give quite a surplus over the requiremonts
of the province. The yield of oats in Manitoba
will bo onormous tlils year, and with fine
weathor for the balanco of the harvest time to
pormit of gathoring the crops in good shape we
should bo ablo to ship quite a quuntity of oats
out of tho province at a profitable price.

Apple Products Booming,

The Montreal Trade Bulleiin says: *Owing
to tho short crop of apples in the United States,
American buyers have recently bought up most
of tho availablo lots of dried apples, latest sales
of ronnd lots being reported at 6 to Gic por
pound, although about two woeks ago thoy
wero offered at 5 to 53¢ por pound, showing au
advance of 2 to 1¢ per pound. One round lot
is now held at 7c per pound. Buyors for Cin.
cinnati, Cleveland, Chicago and 8t. Louis fi-as
havo been visiting the principal Canadian con-
tres and have secured all the dried apples
available. Nearly three car loads have been
shipped from this city to St, Louis alone. The
parties above rofurred to have also picked up
all the evaporated apples thoy could find as
well ag gallon apples, which are now very scarce
and quoted firm at 82 75. The same scarcity
is sald to apply to strawberries, raspberries and
greengages. There have been a number of sales
of dried apples in different parts of Ontario for
shipmont to the United States, and sevcral
contracts have been made for the new crop
product.

Canned Fruits Advance.

There has been a big advance in canned
fruits, says the Minneapolis T'rade Bulletin,
and it is not ceriain that the end has been
reached. Many buyers arc unable to get their
supplies, even at tho advanced pricer, Within
the lagt few days, since the advance became
strong, a million and a quarter of cans have
been purchased in California by castcrn jobbers.
Peaches are entirely out of the California mar-
ket. Apricots are about gold out, and firm
prices are demanded for the balance of the
stock. Pcars arc practically outof the market.
Plums arc selling high. Cherries are away up
out of sight. It is an extraordinary situation,
and, on the coast at least, without a parallel.

In the east canned apples have advanced
nearly a dollar a dozen. The Baltimore T'rade
says: * Fruits, excepting a reduced amount of
berries, will be noted most for absence this
Jear, and the acreage of vegetables is below that
of last year, which was less than an average.
The major portion of the packers have only
corn and tomatoes to work on, and aven corn
will be 8o greatly reduced in acreage that it
will not fost up much absve 60 por cent of last
year, s0 tomatoes will have to pay tae main ex-
petses of running the factories. Tho demand
promises to be immense for theso, but the sad-
dling of all expenses on them, evon among the
peach packers of this city and section, will
make their first costs much higher than for
several years past,”

Dried fruit will be affected, as a scaxcity af
the green fruit will limit the dried product.

AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS.

Implement men wero of course as busy as
thoy could be getting out harvesting machinery.
Ordering has been late this year, and stocks
have been late in coming in, so that therec has
been o great rush at the end of tho scason.
The binder twino situation is still interesting.
Some delay in the arrival of stock was caused
by the blockade at tho Sault canal, but not to a
scrious oxtent. The feelieg in twine is very
firm, It is said that pure manilla twiue has
been advanced at th~ factories east 1 to lic,
and this makes prices ncre very strong.  Retail
orders for small lots were being filled as before
at 17c, but there was some tulk of advancing
to 18c. Any new stock brought in, if required,
will certainly be higher, owing to the increased
cost east, and to the fact that it would be nce-
essary to bring it in by the all rail route, at an
increased cost on freiget charges.

DRIED YRUITS.

The great strength in dried” frnits con-
tinues, in fact overything in fruitsis stroog.
In Eastern Canada markets parties from the
States have been buying up all the dried and
evaporated apples procurable for shipment to
that country. Prices have accordingly advancd
there 1 to 2¢. Meditorrancan fruits are getting
well cleaned up, and are looking strong for new
fruit -vhen it arrives. California fruit of all
kinds is particularly strong. The situation in
California amouats to a regular “boom” in
prices.  Peaches, apricots, plums, pears,
cherries, in canned goods, are all up, and dried
froits are proportionsately strong. Prices are:

Busincss is kecping fairly brisk io this
branch, but <without change of prices in
staples, Quotations here now arc as follows :

Ogsters were expected
last week, but owing to warm weather did not
come to hand. Tho scason, however, will
soon open. Fresh salmon holds at 15¢ per
pound, and Lake Wionipeg whitefish at Go
perlb. Smoked goldoyes 40¢ per dozen, salt
whitofish, $5 per kog of 100 Ilbs.

QROCERIES

Sugars arc steady. Advices on teas are gen-
erally firm. Black teas are higher in London.
British Columbia salmon is reported to be offer-
ing, to ship, at "Coronto at $135 to §1.40, for
nowpack. The heavier run of fish than oxpected
on the Frazer, has a weeckening tendency. The
situation in canned goods is attracting atten-
tion, especially owing to the firmness in canned
fruits. In the United States overything in
canued fruits is away up, all Cealifornia sorts
advancing. The pack of vegetables is also re-
ported to be very light in the States. Lastern
Caaada advices are also strong on canned fruits,
Small fruits, it is claimed by packers,will be
scarce, Prices hereare : Sugars, yellow, 64 to7
ags to quality; granulated, 73 to 8; lumps,
S83to9¢.

Large direct importations of California fruits
arrived last week. Apples are arriving freely.
There was again something of a glut in water-
melons, and prices were down, but are expected
to come up again as soon as the heavy surplus
is cleared out. Oranges and lemons are still
scarce and firm. Quotations arc as follows :—

Raspberries ure also
getting acarce, and held at about, §2 per pail by
private pattics offering on the market.

HARDWAKRE.

The fecling is strong, in sympathy with the
general situation. A Glasgow cable the first of
last week reported Scoteh warrants active,
excited and higher, on the rumor of a coroer.
This is likely in contection with the story
reported vecently that a party of New York
speculators were organiziog a coruer in Scotch
pig. A better demand is ceported in pig iron,

with some advance in Scotch, but other prices

are generaily steady at latest DBritish advices
and in some cases favored buyers. Tin
plates wore the strongest article on tho
list.

Hides are away
up in United States and eastern markets, South
Americau having been quoted as high as 15¢ at
Boston. Leather is very strong in symvathy
with hides, and higher prices than have yet
been obtained are expected to rule. Prices
have recently advanced 1c all around at Mon-
treal. Boots and shoes are advancing sharply
in sympathy with leather. In the Winnipeg
market, harncss leather has been marked
up lc and further advances are expected
soon in this article, as well as on other lincs.
Sole leather is very strong; trade isactive.

WINNIPEG.

WHEAT

Wheat maintained & firm tone in leading
markets last week. The sharp advance at
Chicago, on Saturday, Aug. 9, owing to the
frost scare on account of reports from Dakota,
wae centinued on the following Monday. On
Monday the publication of the United States
official crop report was another bull card. This
report showed a decline of eleven points in con-
dition of spring wheat during July, leaving the
condition on August lst represcnted by 83.2.
However, on the basis of the government re
port, as compared with last year, Minoesota
and Dakota would have a crop of about 100,-
000,000 bushels of wheat, Thcre is probably
something wrong in the figuring somewhere.
There wero sharp advances in prices on Mon-
day, and figures wero well maintained for the
balance of the week. Oa Thursday, Miane-
apolis was about S¢ higher than a week ago,
and on Friday Chicago wasabout 6¢ higher than
a week ago.

FLOUR.

The outside situation in flour is strong.
Advances were reported  from Minneapolis last
week. Stocks at Montreal on the first of last
woek were on the light side, being placed at
49,000 barrels, or 11,000 barrels less than a
yearago. A featuro in the Montreal markot
was the clearing out of the stocks of flour held
there by the Portage Milling Company at a cut
Eriec. Locally prices aro firm and high grades

ave advanced 15¢c. Low grades were more
irregular. Jobbing prices to the local trade
arcas follows: Datents, §2.75; strong bakers’,

A good deal of wheat was cut during the
wock, harvesting being well advanced in some
districts. In the Grotna district a competent
authority cstimates threc-quartors of the grain
cut. Jn some other districts, notably about
Yilot Mound, harvesting was general.  In some
other sections it will not bo general for a few
days, while zomo rather geeen crops aro you
noticcable.  Hatvest-hands are scarce.  Appli-

Advance in Rubber Goods,

An oxchange says : Thoere has been a steady
advauce 1n the prices of cude rubber since the
middle of last year, and the top does not yet
appear to have been reached. The rise hoas
been due to a shortage in the supply. There
is also an artificial rise owing to speculation,
some large London operators having control of
a large amount of stock. The world’s supply
of crude rubber has decreased, while there has
been a large increase in the demand. This is
not because the trees are giving out or that there
are not enough trees to supply the demand.
There are nullions of trees that have never yet
been tapped in South aud Central America and
Mexico, not to mention the extensive Congo
forests discovored by Stanley. The trouble is
that the natives employed to get out the rubber
are indolent. Perhaps there is a scarcity of
them.

In Canada the manufacturers of goods into
which rubber chiefly enters have withdrawn
regular quotations. They have advanced prices
in sympathy with the advance in crude, but
will only yaote for present sale.

Sinco writing last your correspendent had
an opportunity of visiting somo of the most im-
portant farming scotions in the Waostininister
distriot and so far as the outsido public is con-
corned has ploasure in exploding the fiction that
British Columbia has no farming lands, Evory
where on the north arm, on seaand Lulu island,
in the Delta aud along thoe Frazer on both sides
as far ag Chilllwack, were ovidencea of agricul-
tural prosperity, such as is paralleled in fow
places in the Dominion of Canada. It is true
that of the 500,000 acres odd of arable lands,
many thousands are still uncultivated, princi-
pally owing to the high rate at which land-
holders place valucs, and perbaps nothing else is
rotarding this province so much as the fact that
80 many persons hold their lands and while
they do not improve their holdings themsclves,
will not soll at auny reazonable prices to those
who will. Apart from that, howover, land is
rapidly coming into cultivation with promise of
great success. A steep tax on unimproved
property would tend to force the owners to
either sell or improve and thus make the whole
available area of good land productive, When
it is considered that last year the provinco im-
ported over a million dollars worth of goods
that should have been produced within our
limits, the necessity for such is apparent.

So far as crops are concerned, they are the very
best. As previously stated in these columus,
small fruits were limited, though giving great
prowise at the outset, owing to the wet weather
in June, just at the seasom of maturity. All
other fruits look exceedingly well, and especially
in the newer orchards, just beginning to bear,
which as a rule are much better attended to
thau the older ones. Pear and plum trees are
very heavily laden and it is the rule to see their
branches supported by numerous props.  Apples
will be a larger crop than over before. Hay,
oats, wheat, peas and other crops aroe prodigious.
On the Delta Lay is yielding three to four tons
to thc acre ; oats will go from 75 to 100 bushels
to the acre, and wheat from 35 to 50 bushels
and so on, Roots aud vegetables generally are
equally fine. These results are not peculiar to
any one section, but characterise the whole of
the Frazer river valley. So, therefore, from a
farming point of view, the Province is exceed-
jogly prosperous and the returns of this season
will, from all experiences exceed the record of
all provious years. That British Columbis does
not raise more in fruits and cerials, than it does
is no reflection on its capabilities, but is due
to tho fact that farmiog is only just be-
ginning as an industry.  Hitherto it has
been desultory in character and very much
hap-hazard. It is surprising to nbserve how
many settlers are comiog in and bow quickly
farms are being put into cultivation, Theso
new arrivals are all ente: prising farmers and
bound to sncceed in a new country, and a great
deal of individual cffort is being put forward
for which the province docs not get credit.
Ten years more will show what these pioncers
are doing. Tt is true that the importation of
natural products is on the increase, but the
home consumption has increased much more
rapidly and relatively speaking foreign produce
is- being steadily displaced by the domestic
article. Two ycars ago the citics of British
Columbia looked largoly to Califoraia and Qre-
gon forits.supply of produce, Now, with the
oxoeptlon of ench fruly as grapes aud peaches,

which the provinco is only starting out to grow,
"a large proportion is supplied at home. At
present wheat and barley aro grown principally
for *‘chicken feed” and aro sold at so much a
ton. Thore is no flouring mill in the province
outsido of Okenngon connty; hence thero being
not enough wheat grown for export, and there
boing no mills in which to grind it, thero was no
other uso for it. Besides, thore has been an im-
p: =wlon genorally existing that the wheat
grown in this district was too soft for milling
purposes., Perhaps, in a few instances, this
would bo true, but certainly British Columbia
is in a3 good a position to grow wheat as Ore-
gou. Inadditionto this the millinganalysismade
at Montreal of o number of samples of wheat
sont out by Mr. Macgowan, sccretary of the
Vaocouver Board of Trade, to the, Ogilvie
Milliug Company, sufficiently proves that our
wheat is excellent for milling purposes. There
is besides every reason to believe that large
mills for export trade will be built at Van.
couver before long, which will depend upon
Manitoba until the yield is large enough at
home, and for mixing purposes. There are
nearly & million acres of wheat-land in the
Okanagon country that will have an cutlet as
soon as the railway from Sicamous is completed.

Your corvespondent had also an“opportunity
to see the canncries in full blast and it is a most
interesting sight. The run this years has been
equal to thut of last year which was celebrated.
The river from the mouth was covered with
fisbing boats and the fishermen were simply
hauling in salmon as fast as they could
handle them, a siogle haul often filling a
The cavnerymen were unable to
handle them as fast as they were being

- fished. Treble the number of the canneriecs

could have been supplied, and as it is, the pack
will be a full one, though perhaps not as large
as last year, the market not justifying it. The
fishermen are mainly Siwashes and the canaing
is done by contract by Chincse, so that little
white labor is employed, and the scene that is
preseated, hundreds being employed, bas a
mixture of savagery about it, which is the least
desirable feature about the industry. The can-
nery mea look for two good years to be followed
by two bad years, snd tho next year is likely
to diminish the pack materially unless indeed
tho hatchery at New Westminster shall have
altered the usual course of affairs.

There is nothing special to report in the way
of business. It is genorally good. Shipping is
heavy, both throughand local.  Another China
ship has arrived, which is three within as many
weeks, denoting that trade is assaming large
proportions. Real estate is better Butteris
arriving in the market. California fruitis very
plentiful and grapes ave arriving; fresh cggs
are high. There is very little fish other than
salmon offering.  Mfeats have advauced. Pota-
tocs aro still on the decline.

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New Westminster, B. 0.

Tho city of New Westminster, or Vest-
minster, as it is sometimes called for short, is
gituated on the north bank of tho Fraser river,
about fifteen miles from its mouth. The river
is navigable for ocoan vessels, thus giving the
port every advantage as & shipping point.
Steamers run to Victoria, Vancouver, Nanaimo
and other potts in the province and the United
States.  Steamers also run up the Fraser river
to the farming settlements above. This makes
the finest agricultural settlements in the pro-
virce tributary to the city. A large quantity
of native preduce, fruits, otc., is handled here.
A branch from the main line of the Canudian
Pacific roaches tho place, and gives Westmin-
stor ovory faci'ity for railway communication
cnjoyed by any placo in the provinco. A rail-
way is also being built from tho city to the
United States boundary. This compauny is
known as tho Westminster Southern. The
road will conncet at the boundary with the
Fairhaven Northern. The latter road is being
built from Fairhaven north to the boundary,
and also has an extension southward from
Fairhaven to Seattle, and another extension
castward to Spokane Falls. This road will
give New Westminster connection with Puget
Sound cities and the railway system of the
Pacific Coast states, The grading has been
about completed on the Canada side, tho dis-
tance to the boundary by the road being 273
miles. It iscxpected the road will be com-
pleted to Fairhaven this fall, and 30 or 40
miles are completed southward from the latter
place. The Spokane Falls extension will con-
neet with the Great Northorn, The West-
minstor Southern is controlled by local men ;
R. Douglas is president, John Hendry vica.
president, and T. J. Trapp sccretary.

" FISHING INDUSTRY.

Westminster i3 one of the principal indus.
trial points in British Columbia. A large lum-
bering interest is centercd here; this industry
was dealt with in a previous article. The fishing
intorest on the Fraser is also an important item
in the trado of the province. Last scason the
salmon pack on the Fraser reached 303,875
cases, out of a total for the province of 414,204
cascs, the total pack being valued at about
§2,270,000. It will thus be seen that the fish-
ing interest is a very important matter, and
the city derives considerable trade from this
source. There are about seventeen canneries
on the river, There is also & considerable
business donoe in shipping fresh fish. In this
line D. W. Port & Co. do & large trade in
shipping fresh salmon to all points along the
railway eastward between the coast and Mon-
treal, and also to New Yotk and other cities in
the United States and Eastern Canada.  Wm,
Vianeo is also engaged in the same business.

OTHER INDUSTRIES,

Fishing, lumbering and the cultivation of the
soil are the three important interests centering
at New Westmibnster, but thero are a number
of local industries of importance. Ono of theso
is the woollen mill, the only ore in the pro.
vince. Thisis & onc.set mill, and its manu-
factores are blankets and flaunols principally.
This industry was started about three years
ago, by local parties, and it has been o success.
In blankets it can competo well with castern
goods. The local supply of wool is about suffi-
cient to keep the mill going, but some Anstra-
E  lian ool has hegn imported g8 an oxperiment,

The mill is operated by the Westminster
Woollen Mill Company, of which 1. Elliot is
president and J. N. Draper secretary. The
output of the mill is all turned over to Lenz &
Leiser, wholesale dry goods dealers of Victoria,
and the success of *he will is largely due to the
enterprise of this well known firm in placing its
manufactures upon the market.

Another industry is the Mainland Cigar
Factory, conducted by Wm. UIietjen. The
proprietor of this business makes it a point to
turn out the best class of goods, and his
¢ Mainland ” and ‘¢ British Lion” brands are
well known all over the province. The smokers
of the Pacific province are discriminating in
their tastes, and they will have only choico
goods. On the coast, as a rule, all cigars are
sold at the same price, regardless of quality,
hence the smoker might as well have a good as
a poor cigar. The trade in home cigars has
largely increased of late, at the expense of
castern brands.

Another important industry is the foundry
and machine shop of Reid & Currie. This
establishnient has been gradually extended to
its present capacity. A new building has been
erccted, size 132 by 35 feet, for tho foundry,
and the old bailding, same size, is used for
blacksmith and pattern shop, etc. The foundry
has two brass furnaces and onec iron furnace.
About thirty men are employed, and gencral
work in engines and machinery is turned out,
for steamers, canneries, etc, The establish-
ment of boiler works is contempleted. In the
amount of skilled labor employed, this is ono of
the most important industries in the place,
outside of the lumbering and sash and door
industry. In addition to home work, Reid &
Currie are agents for a namber of eastern
machinery manufucturing conceros, and they
carry a full stock of carriages, wagons and
general machinery. .

Another leading industry i3 the tannery,
cstablished a dozen or so years ago by J.
Rousseau. This tanunery has done o good
business, and has been gradually increased in
capacity. Five new vats were put in this
spring. The manufactures are : Sole leather,
harness leather, skirting and sadlle leather,
lace or belting leather, ete., a specialty beiog
made of belting leather, which is claimed
to be the best on the coast. Mr. Rousseau also
carries on a boot and shoe store, and cmploys
from seven to ten men in the custom depart-
ment, manufacturing new work from leather
turned out in his tannery.

In the furniture and upholstering line there
is quitc an important industry carried on by
VWintemute Bros. Tbis firm carries a large
stock, aud manufactures on the premises quite
a varioty of furniture from native woods. The
woods principally used aro fir, cedar, spruce,
birch, alder, the Intter resembling cherry, also
maple, of which there are several varicties.
The factory is supplied with a full line of ma-
chinery for working in wood, such as bracliets,
turning, scroll sawing, office and store fittings,
cte. Some of the native woods, such as cedar,
for instance, make a very nice article of forni-
ture, and take o finc finish in oil.

The British Columbin Monuwmental Works is
an industry carried on by Alexander Hamilton.
Work is done in American and Italisn marble,
Scotch, Swedish and New Brunswick granite.
Mr. Hamilton is kept busy supplying orders
from all parts of the provinco. .

To addition to the cgtablishments spegified,

there aro quite a numboer of other industries,
such us shipbuilding, broweries, mrated wator
works, harness shop, Law’s foundry, cte. In
conunection with the fisheries, the fish hatchery
should have been wentioned. ‘This is located
ncar Westminster, and is under tho immediate
care of Thos. Mowat, fishery inspector for the
Domiuion, who has his headquarters at New
Westminator, The batchery turned out
6,640,000 fry the past spring. Mr. Mowat
estimates that from 40 to 50 million pounds of
salmon were taken out of the Frasor river last
scason. ISvery offort is being made to pre-
serve the fisheries of the proviuce, so that thoy
will not become dopleted, as has been the case
in the Urited States.
BUSINESS  ESTABLISHMESTS.

All lines of business are well ropresented. In
hardware there are geveral large houses. In
this line H. T. Read & Co. carry on business in
the fine Oddfellows block, with a large stock of
general hardware, paints, oils, metals, cte.
The business of this firm is increasing, and to
accommodate this a warchouse has been erected
on the railway track and river front. Camp-
bell & Anderson are a new firm, carryiog on an
old business. They bought out the business of
Jas. Cunningham, which was established in
1868, and was one of the oldest in the place.
They carry a largo stock, their large building,
size 33 x 70, three flats, and o warchouse, being
filled with goods in tho hardware line, Mr.
Aunderson was formerly agent for the C. P. R.
at Westminster, and i3 an old railroad man,
having been at a number of points along the
railway during conmstruction. Mr. Campbell
was 8ix years with Jas. Cuunningham., Stiil
another large hardware establishmnent is that
carried on by Cunningham Bros. This firm
bought out Jas. Cunningham’s store and tin-
ware department some time ago, and recently
they bought out E. S. Scoular & Co., in the
same line. They carry on business in stoves,
tinware, plumbing, heating, etc., in their old
stand, and in the Scoular stand they now carry
a full stock of general hardware.

In liguors L. Brown & To. do a large jobbiog
trade, also in cigars. Mr. Brown is onc of the
old timers of the place. The goods handled ave
imported direct by water around Cape Horn,
except in Canada whisky, which, of course,
comes by rail from tho Last.

In textile lines, H. B. Shadwell & Co. have a
fine store, and carry a good stock of dry goods
and clothing. Ogle, Campbell & Freeman also
have a large store—onc of the apartments in
the Oddfellows block—which they have filled
with o fine stock of goods. Gordon & Cu. carry
on business in boots and shocs, in which line
thoy ecmbarked early this year. Mr. Gordon
came from Ottawa and bought out A, B. Win-
temute, who carried on the shoc business at
Westminster. o tho stationery and news
trade H. Morly & Co. and D. Lyall carry on
business, with good stocks. Among the grocers
are M. des Brisay and McLoan & Morrison.
The last-mentioned firm bought out Marshall |
Sinclair the past spring. They also carry a line
of crockery, Wm Dashwood-Jones mukes a
specialty of handling native fruits and pro- .
duce.

Westminster has two chartered banks, tho
Bank of Montrcal and the Bank of British
Columbis. Tho city is well supplied with
hotols, the principal commercial houses being
the Queen's and the Colonial. The Colonial is

kopt by R. Baymond, I has good sample °
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rooms and othor conveniouces for travellors,
and has long beeon favorably known among
commeorcial men, having onjoyed o largo trado
of this class for years. The Queen’s is kept by
H. G. Walker. It is a comparutively now
houso and is nicely furnished, ‘Lhe building is
threo storcys, with 75 feet frontage on the
main strect. A building has recently been
orected for sample rooms. Mr. Walkor is an
old commercial man himself, and ho will know
how to take care of the boya.

Tho press is well ropresented in New West.
minstor, there being two lively duily papoers,

“the Golumbian and Truwth. The Columbian is
published by Kennedy Bros. The daily edition
is now in its ninth year. 7Trusk is a later ven.
ture in the journalistic line, and it has uot yet
passed its first milestone under the presont
management. The editorial chair is occupied
by Mr. Bailey, formerly of the Calgary Tribune,
and J. M. McGregor, formerly of Winnipeg, is
business manager. New Westminster’s papers
are in every sense & credit to the place; and
those who understand the labor and expeuse
involved in publishing a papec, will wonder
how they can be profitably kept up to their
standard of excellence, considering the size of
their constituency.

The business places noted of course only in-
clude some of the leading establishments and
industries. The total number of such institu-
tions would be in the neighborhood of 175.

New Westminster bas long renked as the
second place of importance in British Columbia,
though that position is now given to Vancouver.
The site of the future city was seclected in 1858
by a party of Royal Engincers, with the inten-
tion that it should be the capital of the main-
land province. It has a oumber of

PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS.

Among these are the Dominion penitentiary
for British Columbia, the Central Prison for the
mainland, the provincial asylum, Dominion
land office, registry office, provincial land office,
court-house and resident judge, sheriff, ete.,
provincial immigration office, Dominion fishery
inspector’s office, etc. Thero is alss = hoard of
trade, free public library and reading room,
building society, Y. M. C. A., and numerous
other social societics, two hospitals, high school,
Catholic college, eight churches, opera .iouse,
ete. The city is lighted with gas, and has an
efficient fire department. An improved system
of water-works will soon be established, the
contract for the construction of the works hav-
ing been let recently. A system of electric
lighting and an clectric street railway are also
contemplated, aud a company is being formed
to carry out these works. The city has good
naturat drainage, being built on ground rising
gradually from the river. An electric railway
to connect the city with Vancouver is pro-
jected.

The place has grown steadily and has held
its own from the start, while the last few years
it bas grown quite rapidly. Victoria capitalists
have shown their faith in the place by invest-
ing in real property and buildings. Real
cstate has advanced steadily, and recently
rapidly in value, and now stands at pretty high
figares. The best businees property on Colum-
bia street is held at $300 to $400 per foot
frontage. Dwolling houses reat for from $156
to $35 per month, Beiog one of the oldest
places in the province, a number of tho busi-
ness men have been established many years,
atd.as a rulo tho old timers are in good circum.

stances. = Business appoars to be on a satisfac-
tory basis, though thore is considerablo com-
plaint about credit. Here, a8 in other parts of
tho provinco, the credit “system has been
allowed to run to extremes, and there is need
of roform in this direction. Local business
mon should combiuo toremedy this very serious
ovil,

Westminster has the largest agricultural
trade of any place in British Columbia. Thore
is o considerable population ongaged in agri-
cultural pursuits all along the Fraser river,
from the rich delta lands up to the noted
Chillivhack country and beyond. This agri.
cultural district is largely tributary to New
Westminster, and contributes preatly to the
trade of the placo.

Items Abont Trade,

Hides and leather are very firm in eastern
markets and prices are looking up.

Canadian refined oil has advanced another
cent in the east on account of the activity in
crude, for which in various applications thero
is now a very sharp demand.

The Toronto Canadn Grocer says there has
been an advance in starch. Canada Lauvadry
is now 43c, and Canada Corn is 63c} each having
gone up jc. The advance in the price of corn
is supposed to be the hasis of this upward
movement,

A Toronto exchange notes that almonds,
Brazil nuts. peanuts, Grenoble walnuts, have
all gone uy, in some cases as much as 2¢ above
previous prices, owing to the condition of stocks
at outside points. The advance in New York
has caused the advance elsewhere.

Currants at Toronto were ecasy, says the
Empire. Prunes arc pretty well cleaned up.
Valencia raieios are iu demand from outside
points ; one car sold yestcrday for shipment to
Montreal. In jobbing lots dealers are getting
7% to Sc for off-stalk and 9¢ for select. Sultanas
are moving at 10ic for common to 12¢c for
choice.

There has been quite an advance in dried
apples at Montreal, says the Bulletin. Sales
having been made for foreign account at 53¢ to
63c in round guantities, aund for the few left in
this market. holders are firm at 7c per 1b., one
lot being placed at that figure., Evaporated
apples have followed in the advance and prices
are considerably higher at 134c to 14c per 1b,

The Toronto Empire says: *‘W. Boulter,
Bay of Quinte Canning Co., was in town and
sold eight cars canned goods. He got §2.25 for
strawberries, red and black raspberries ; 95¢
for corn, $1 for peas, $2.60 for currants and
gooseberries. Ho also reported two cars sold
at Kingston yesterday, and two for Winnipeg
to-day. Tomatoes sold in Kingston at $1.023.
He says all small fraits will be scarce. It ie
hard to say what tomatoes will belike, but they
arc looking well. Corn suffered from the wet
spring and is still backward."”

Northwestern Ontario,

The Port Arthur breakwater will be com-
pleted this fall. It will be about 5,500 feot in
length, and will give tho port an-excellent
havbor.

Rat Portago people are so disgusted with the
delay in completing the reduction werks, and
with the way tho thiug has been managed, thut
thoy arc objecting to the payment of the bonus

to tho company cstablishing the works. A
petition has been circuluted asking the couancil
to declarothe bonus forfoited.

Mr. Sullivan, of this town, says the Port
Arthur Sentinel, is tho happy posseszor of five
or six young apple treces, of about as many
differont varioties, which are all bearing fruit
this year. Tkey came principally from Owen
Sound, and one of themn, of the bard Russian
variety, has no less than 25 largo sizo apples
on it at present. This is a practical test which
clearly proves that apples can be successfully
grown in this country, oven when thoe trees only
recoive ordinary attention.

Nichol, of Medicine Hat, will shortly ship
200 fat shoop to the Winnipeg market.

Some Victoria Industries.

Victoria, B. C., is not behind in industries,
some of the manufacturing establishments be-
ing conducted on a largoe scale. In iron works
thero are three or four establishments, the most
important of which is the Albion Iron Worls.
This is the largest industrial concern in British
Columbia, and it is carricd on ou a scale of
magnitude which would be a surprise to many.
The works are complete in every department,
and are capable of turning out almost anything
in iron, heavy or light. Some of the manufac-
tures are cngines, boilers, stoves, eta. Railway,
skipping, mining, saw mill and other classes of
wark keep the establishment busy. The works
are capable of building an iron ship throughout,
including the nachinery, wuich means that
machinery can also be supplied for wooden
steamers, The repaira to the British war ship
Awmphion, were done by the Albion Iron Works,
costing $150,000. The works cover fous acres,
aud give employment to 300 men. Work is
often kept up night and day, the shops being
lighted by clectricity for night work. W. F.
Ballen is tho business menager of the estab-
lishmeant,

There is quite an industry in luwmber, sash,
doors, blinds and wood-working. The estab-
lishments ia this lino number five orsix. They
‘wero recently referred to in an article on lum-
bering in this journal.

An important industry is the bis it factory,
carried on by M. R. Smita & Co. A large bus-
iness is done in ses bicsuit, pilot bread, ete.,
which is supplied to sealers and other ships.
Bread, crackers, biscuits, etc., of all kinds are
manufactured. A fine new factory was erccted
about a year ago in the James Bay section of
the city. Mr. Smith, sr., is an old timer, and
he has built up the business to its present im-
gortance. The factory has a capacity of fifty

arrels of flour per day, and cmploys between
fiftcon and twenty hands. _ The ing
some disadvantages to coatend with, such as

ustry has

! the duty on flour, high freight rates on ship-
' ments to interior points, and to the fact that
sonae local dealers continue to purchase east, in
preference to supporting a home industry which
could do just as well by them. This, however,
isa feature of trade the world over.

The Victoria rice mill is another important
industry, conducted by Hall, Ross & Co.  There
are only two rice mills in Canada, and this is
one of thom. This mill supplies the trade with
rice as far east as Winnipeg. The mill was
catablished in 1885, and is now quite an exten.-
sive business, over 3,00C tons of rice being
haudled annually. The buildings are of stone.
A fine large whari and sheds 2xtend down to
the ‘water front into decp water. The power
for the machines is generated by a 160 horse-
power Corliss er gine, supplied with steam by
two large boilers. Rice meal, rice fleur, chit
rice and granulated rice for malt, are prepared.
Th+ later is used for malt in the manufacture of
la_ar beer, and large quantities aro exported to
San Fraocisco for this purpose. The value of
the plant is over $75,000, and thirty-five men
are employed. The company owns its own
ship, naned the Thermopcla, a 1,000 tons ves-
sel, and one of the fastest sailers on Pacific
waters. This ship is engaged coustantly in
bringing rice from Japan and Siam principally,
for the mill. The prohibiting of exporting rice
from China prevents bringing rice from that
country to any extent. A large brick ware-
house 90x45 feet is being erccted for storing the
! manutacturesof the mill A roller flour mill is
- ales being established by the company, and this
I will be operated in conaection with the rice
mill. The flour mill is a solid stoue building
! 45x120 feot, and the mill will have a capacity

| of 200 barrels of flour perday. It will be full ‘

zoller process. Themill wilt be completed in Sep-
tember. The company imported o quantity of
hard wheat from Manitoba last spring, and dis-
tributed this free among the farmers of Van.
Island anu the neighboring mainland,

with the object of inducing them to grow wheat.
If the experiment proves successful, it will be
a great advantage to the province. It is the
idea to send the company’s ship to Asia loaded
with flour, when on her trips after rice. This
would give her a cargo each way. T. B.
Hall, manager of this important industry, isa
pleasant and unassuming gentleman, with whom
it is a pleasure to do business.

Brackman & Ker own ard operate an oat-
meal and grist mill at Ssanich, a fine agricul-
tural settlement a shurt distaace north of Vie-
toria, The mill has a capacity of four tons
of oatmeal per day, also rolled oats, cracked
wheat, split peas, otc., are manufactured.
Flour is made principally for farmers of the
district. The mill is 45x100 feet, three stories
high. The firm carries on a general grain, flour,
feed and produce business in Victoria, in addi-
tion to operating the mills at Saanich. A large
business is done in the city, and in order to ac-
commodate this a large brick building was
crccted last fall by this firm, at a cost of
$10,000. It has a frontage of thirty feet, by
100 deep, with three stories anC basement.
The city business is of a wholesale nature, and
supplies are brought in from the east and from
the United States, in addition to the manufac-
tures of the local mill. A large quantity of
potatocs were imported last spring by this ficm,
some coming from as far as Chicago and selling
as high as §50 per ton. I'his wus due to the
great scarcity of potatoes on the coast last
winter, and is not a usual price. They have at
times sold as low as §5 to $10 per ton, and
usually job at 815 to $20 per tou. ’

In furniture there is quite an extensive local
industry, there being three or four estsblish-
ments in this line. John Weiler carries on an
extensive manufacturing business ip furniture,
and his factory gives employment to about forty
men. Furniture is turned out for local use and
export. Histrade oxtendsall over the province
and shipments arc made to China, Japan and
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other points, The factory is a lurge, threo
story building, and it is supplicd with modern
machinery, enlargements are constantly being
mado. Besides tho factory Mr. Weiler hasa
large waroliouse and show rooms in the business
portion of the city. The ware vooms are on an
oxtonsive scale, aad afford 40,000 square feet
of floor room. An addition vo the warenhouse,
§0x100 feot, threo storey’s, has been built.
These oxtensive premises aro filled with furn.
iture of all kinds, carpets, oil cloths and houso
furnishiogs gonerally. Lioes not manufactured
are imported direct. Furniture is manufactured
from such native woods as maple, cedar, fir,
pino, spruce, alder, otc. Somo hardwood lum-
ber is also brought in for use in the factory.
This factory, started at first alm.ost as an expoi-
iment, has proved that furaiture can be man.
ufactured successfully at Victo. ia.

Henry Short, manufacturer of guns, ete., is
an old timer, and has been established in Vie.
toria since 1862. Mr. Short is a thoroughly
practical man himself, having learned the bus-
iness with the Richardson’s and Allshorts, of
Cork, Ireland. Besides his mechanical depart-
ment, he carries a large stock of sporting goods
of all kinds. "British Columbia is the sports-
mau’s paradice, and it is but natural to find a
large demand for sporting goods.

In clothing considerable work is done in
Victoria. T. B. Pearson & Co. started in this line
some time ago, commencing at first with shirts,
but now they manufacture clothing genorally,
They have a large establishment, the machines
beiug operated by power, and employ thirty
hands. J. Piercy & Co. are also engaged in
the manufacture of clothing, including pants,
overalls, ete. They also do a jobbing trade in
dry goods, and aro ageats for McMaster & Co.,
wholesale dry goods, Toronto They employ
about thirty to forty men.

Thero are several breweries and two establish-
ments engaged in the manufacture of wrated
wators, syrups, cssences, ote. These are carried
on by A. Phillips & Son, acd C. Morley, re-
spectively.

The shoe factory carried on by The Ames
Holden Company, is an iunportant industry,
giving employment to a considerable number of
men. A. C. Flunmerfelt is the resident
mauager of this business. A general wholesalo
trade in boots and shoes is done, in addition to
locally manufactured goods.

Kellar & Burris carry on the pottery works
near the Esquimalt road, a short distance out
of the city. They were burned out some time
ago, but heve replaced their buildings and plant
on an extended scale. The manufactures are
aewer pipe, terra cotta work, chimney tops,
drain tile and general pottery work, They
have four kinds of clay on their property, suit-
able for use in the works. The bed of clay is
forty feet deep, in four layers, cach layer suit-
able for a different kiod of pottery work. Oune
layer is a fine blue clay. Plaster Paris orna.
mental work is also made, some very fine work
in this line being turned out. The establish-
ment covere nearly three acres, and gives em-
ployment to thivty men. About §25,000 is in-
vested in the enterprise.

In wagons and carriages there is strong com-
petition from goods brought in from the east.
However, there fs considerable local work done
in these goods. Many require a better articlo
than 18 usually offered ready-made, and when
thisis the case they go to the local maker.

“There are several carriage shops,

R. T. Williams, “wook-binder, blank book
and rubber stamp manufacturer, has an exten-
sive establishwent, empioying about twenty
hands, Br. Williama ig, publisher of the
British Columbia ‘dircctories, which ho has
isaned at regules intervals for a number of
years,

Thescinclude some of the principal industries.
There are masy others, such as threo or four
cigar factories, Pendray’s soap factory, brick-
yards, tannorics, shipyards, ice works, and
nunierous smaller concerna.

A fine display of mineral specimens from tho
Kootenay district will be made at the Toronto
exhibition.

Robert Mathison, Jr., has disposed of his job
printing business at Vancouver to E. W, Evans
and J. \V, Hastings,

Norris & Flummerfelt have purchased the
Heathorn taonery at Victoria for 88,000, and
will put the plant in operation at once.

Customs returns at Victoria for July show
imports of $264,064, and total collections of
$66,901, against collections of $59,249 a year
ago.

A. Lawrence, manufacturer of confectioaery,
Victoria, has taken a partner in the person of
Geo. A. McCulloch. The firm will be known
as Lawrence & McCulloch.

The prospectus of the Black Jack Quarts
Company of Barkerville, Cariboy, has been
issued. The capital stock of the company is
$120,000, divided into 60,000 shares of $2 each.

On bhis recent visit to ~r oria, Hon, Mr.
Dewdney was interviewed .- se to a grant
for the improvemsnt of the Victoria harbor.
‘The hon. gentleman promised that the request
would be considered.

+ Lyman Banks, who represents Eastern cap-
italists, has bonded 7,000 acres of coal lands, at
Fort Rupert, Vancouver Island. He has pur-
chased a diamond driil and an outfit of mining
machinery. Boring will be commenced at onge.

The lockout at the Wellington coal mine con-
tinues. Great indignetion has been caused by
the sending of troops to the scere of the trouble
as it is claimed their prescace was altogether
unnecessary, no unlawful acts haviog cither
been committed or contemplated.

‘The stone-cutters of Victoria have organized
a union, and notified contractors that on and
after the 23rd of October next they will work
only eight hours a day, wages to remain as at
present. Stone-cutters’ wages are from $4.50
to §5 per day for nine hours work,

The
display was indced a rovelation *» those not
acquainted wich British Columbia as a fruit
growing country, ‘

The Vancouver board of trade s protesting
enorgetically against the ere~tion of another
solid bridge without swing across False Crouvk,
holdiug that the creek is valuablo for purposes
of. navigation. The C.P.R. Company has
already o bridge without swing across the creek
which is a serious impediment to navigation,
and now the city council has undertaken to
build another bridge. An injunction has been
served restraining the construction of this
bridge. A strong communication has been sent
to Ottawa on the subject. False Creel i3
simply a tida! basin, Saw mills and other
industries ave located on tho creek, and it is
now navigated to a considerabls oxtent by

.steamers of light raft. The creck is a valuable

adjunct to Vancouver’s facilities as a port, and
it should be improved with this end in view,
rather than to allow its usefulness to be im-
paired.

Victoria business men are chuckling over the
turn of ovents in conncctivn with the Asia
steamers. Victoria has tried hard to induce
the powers that be to allow the Asia steamers
of the C. P. R. lino to call at that place, but
without avail. Tho steamners have gone direct
to Vauncouver and passed by Victoria. Now,
owing to competition between the C. P. P. line
and the Pacific Mail Steamship Company of
San Francisco, the latter line has decided to
establish a permanent calling station for the
north coast at Victoria. Victo'ia, therefore,
gets direct connection with the Orient. Presi.
dent Rice, of the San Francisco line, recently
visited Victoria, and while thers stated that
Victoria had been determined on as the best
place for o terminus of the steamship line on
the north coast, and that hereafter all pas.
